THE TAX ON CORPORATIONS.
The readjustuent of the 1rovincial tax

upon commercial corporations reflects
certainly very little credit upon either the
commercial knowledge or the economie
foresight of the Mercier Cabinet. IL is
really an exhibition of that one-sided and
Éelfish policy, adopted toplease country
menbers, which has been so deservedly
stigmatised as " layseed" legisation.
The agricaliural pooixhution appear to
applaud most that memnber who succeeds
in forcing the great bulk of taxation upon
the city whleh furnishes thenwith the
sole Market for their wares, reckiess or
ignorant of the fact that by this meane
they are hamupering that commerce upon
which the successful markceting of their
products depende. So long ns t heir pockets
are saved from direct taxation they ap-
pear to bo perfectly careless as .toý the
policy ptirsued by their representatives,
and consequently we are confronted with
I hayseed " measures like : the tax in
question, which eau only result in check.
iug the natural progress of the city and,
as a natural consequence, her importance
ns a market.

Montreal is by. no meas alone as. a
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victim of "hayseed" legislation. The
example öf New York shows us that it is
the - fate of large cities occurring in the
centre of purely agricultural communities
to be looked upon as I milch cows " from
whom the funds nceessary to maintain a
large and hungry army of wire pullers can
ho safely and surely drawn without
irritating the country voter. To this
latter the ity appears ta ho a conglomera-
tion of wéalthy individuals, upon whom
taxation may be perfectly:lawfully levied,
and hence h1e labors to promote by every
means' in his power legislation whereby
the annual supplies necessary to support
our complicated and cumbrous political
machine can be drawn from one city ex-
clusively, so that the country points, who
have the maximum ofrepresentation, shall
contribute the minimum of taxes. The
short-sighted, and often semi-educated,
agriculturist nover realizes that, if suc-
cessive imposts should drive capital from
his only market, ho himself will be the
eventual sufferer. He bugs himself in
the belief that hie numerical superiority
bas transferred the burden of taxation to
the shoulders of the commercial com-
munity and with bovine simplicity never
expects that any diminution in their pur-
chasing powers will eventually affect bim-
self.

The inequality of the proposed new in-
terpretation of the tax is proved by the
following table showing the changes in the
taxation of Montreal banking corporations
involved 'by the re-adjustment. The
changes are as follows:

From this it willl ho seen that the taxes
upon;banks doing a large proportion of
their business, and hence employing a
large proportion of their capital outside of
the Province, are nearly doubled; while
those of purely local banks who do noth-
ing outside of .Quebec are actually re-
duced. This is another proof of the desire
to conciliate local interests and to place
the burden as far as posssible.on tha more
wealthy corporations.

In the case of insurance companies a
similar policy bas prevailed, and we find
that whereas, under the old bill, life
companies only paid $500 and aill others
$400 with $50 extra for each additional
kind of insurance, now every Company

is called upon to pay $500 and $50 for each
separate description of insurance. This
impoât, Mr. Mercier must be aware, is
simply paid by the policyholders, and
does not really fall on the companies at all,
but because insurance in the country
parts, from whence he secures his majority,
is the exception and not the rule ho bas no
hesitation in levying this tax upon the
citizens of Montreal. 'Under the new law
commercial corporations having a capital
of over $100,000 find their taxes very
much increased, as it is now one-tenth of
one per cent. upon the capital instead of
only $100 up to $250,000 of capital and $50
for every subsequent or fractional part of
$250,000. Telegrapli companies muet pay
$100 'for offices in this. city and Quebec
and $20 in other places. At flrst it was
intended to charge this snm on every
office in this city, but finding that this
would involve the closing of a' except the
head office and by thus inconveniencing
the public might endanger his voting
strength, Mr. Mercier was compelled to
waive bis first decision and agree to levy
the tax on only one oflice in each plpce.
City passeniger railways will pay on each
mile worked whether single or double
track... This will be a heavy increase,
especially for the Montreal Street Railway,
and as a double tráck ie an advantage to
the public this is a decision that should
not be insisted upon.

Taking the bill as a whole it presents
itself. to the ordinary business man as
simply a scheme, for plundering this city
in order to secure the funds necessary to
maintain a costly and entirely useless
system of legislation. As we have ire-
quently pointéd out before, we are far too
much-governed; and, consequently there
is every year an annual outlay for legis-
lative expenses out of all proportion to the
poverty of the province as a whole. A
provlnce whose revenue only ainounts to
$2.20 per bead of population does not re-
quire a Lieut.-t3overnor and two bouses o
legislature in.order to spend it; and yet
presumably for the purpose of affording
positions to men who do not care to work
and are too proud to beg, ie are com-
pelled to maintain the empty grandeur of
a separate governing body with all its
paraphernalia of drones and hangers-on.
This is the great moving cause for these
constant-attacks upon the pursa of the
mercantile -community, and as the
necessities of the Government, owing to
the accumulation of interest, become
steadily greater, we.must ho prepared for
new Iegalized methods of plunder in order
to meet their constant craving for cash.
Until some lessening of the burden of
useless expenditure is undertaken we
muet live in constant dread of new taxa-
tion,. and therefore ,it behooves ;our
citizens to endeavor by every means.in

their power to check a condition of affairs
which is simply dragging the Province
nto hopeless insolvency. We have lately
had a wholesome infusion of commercial
talent into the Council in the shape of Mr.
,. K. Ward, whose wise suggestions upon
the question of lumber legislation have
had such good effect. With a few more
shrewd business mon like him in politics
to counternat the influence of the pro-
fessional politician, ve may hope to see a
returï to wholesone lawmaking and the
partial abolition at all events of "hayseed"
legislation.

SHELF HARDWARE.
*So far as the vfimloof sàaes is concerned

the universal stagnation of business now
exisling throughout the country seeis to
bave affected the shelf hardware trade very
little. The larger wholesalers report the
volume of their sales fully equal to that
of the similar poriod of last year ;, but un-
foituxiately here the parallel ends. Pay-
mente are universally reported poor;
credits are longer than in many other
staple lines, and dating ahead is assuming
the'dinienions of a trade custom. One
would think that the ordinary credit of
six.months on shelf hardware was quite
long enough, but we are aesured that the
custoin of dating ahead two months, so as
to give the retailer practically eight months
credit, is on the increase, and thi'tà ven
a hoist of three months is not an unusual
occurrence.

Another grievance, and a just one, is the
fact.hat certain Canadian manufacturers
iu this lino are passing -tha wholesale
bouses and endeavoring to deal direct
wilh the retailer. This is asuicidal poliey
that cannot fait to work injary to the trade
and which l practised, we believe, in no
other branch of Canadian industry. The
Canadian cotton or woollen millers confine
themselves strictly to the jobber, and make
no attempt to enter bis field of operations;
knowing well tbat such a policy' would
in the long run hurt their own interests.
Why thon should the nail or shelf-hard-
ware maker contravene the establishod
customs of bis trade ? True, they charge
the retailer a small advance upon theprice
asked from the wholesaler ; but in order
to undercut the latter, the advance is such
a amall one that lie cannot meot it except
at a loss. There i no excuse for such a
policy as this.. The wholesale bouses keep
staffs of travellers more than suflicient to
meetevery requirement of the trade, and
the emallest hard ware man in the Domini
ion is called upön over and over again.
There is then.no need for the maker to
approach the retailer. direct, and manu-
facturers will therefore find it botter in the
long run, to deal with the distributing
bouses only, while, the, retailer will have
the advantage othehe esier terms and
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more varied assortnent of his regular sup-
pliera. If thi policy ofevading the vhole-
saler be continued in, sooner or later the
largor whîolesale houses will manufacture
Canadian-made articles for thenselves:
and, as this inevitable alternative is just
what the manufacturera wish ta avoid, it
would be well if they met the wholesale
trade fairly in the iatter.

in the case of briass gouda it la curions
ta note that the heavy advance in copper
has been practically witluut effCct upon
prices. Copper rivets of course, and other
geuinle coppur goods of this class, have
alvanced fron 25 ta 35 per cent. in sym-
pathy wvi ti th rise in the vaiua of the raw
material; but in the case of brass gouda,
the fall in tin has coinpletely oliset the
rise in copper. Witli tin at 21i cents but
little advance is necessary, and it la evi-
dent that the severity of competition
among Ainerican makers will sonu bring
prices, for their goods atall events, back ta
their former leval. Directly one maker
secures a profitable lino a dozen rush in ta
manufacture the saime article, and hence
tle advantage lies always with the purý
chasuer. In the case of English gouda an
advance of about 10 per cent. lias taken
place, or about equal ta the risc in value
of the raw inaterial, but in the States the
firet advance bas not been maintained and
as it in now an open secret that the brass

goods conbination no longer holds, and
that the leading member bas eut prices
fully 7J per cent., we may soon look for
the old ratas again, if not indeed for an
absolute reduction froin former values.
As an example ve nay instance wire pic-
turc cord on which the combination dis-
counts are 70 and 10, but which is now
being offeredl in this city at 70 and 10 and
5 and 10.

Erigland still fuilly iniaiiiins lier supre-
nacy in brasa goois, and here the other-

wise irrepressible Germiani lias not yet
stepped in. In this colnection we may
instance an anomaly in the Cuîstoim1s tariff
on lirass goods imported fron Great lri-
tain that lias proved a serions annoyance
ta the shalf hardiware trude. We allufde ta
the fact thlat the existence of aven an iron
rivot in otherwise purely brass gouda in-
croases the duty payable by 5 per cent. A
brass paudlock comnes in at 30 par cent,.bat
should tlat padlock have an iron rivet or
shackle (as many lines hava) the duty la
at ounes inîcreaîsed ta 35 per cent. This ruîle
applices also ta brass butte having an iron

pin, and ta other smillar goouls, and there-
fore it is feit that Mr. Bowell imight well
take this Inatter into his consideration.

Su far as tools are concerned the German
muanuîfacturer l striding rapidly ta the
front, anuld' will soon bu the inost formidable
conpetitor ta Englaud in this important
branch of manacture. Every new pat-
orn j intantly forwg;rded to Gernany by

their agents, copied in cheaper form, and
thén placed on the market to compete
with the genuine article at a reduction of
from 30 ta 35 per cent. in cost. Our read-
ers are familiar with the rush of cheap
German skates inta this market previous
ta the raiaing of the tariff, and it e pire-
dicted that we shall shortly see our mar-
kets flooded in a aimilar manner with
cheap German granite-ware, as it is known
thuat dhe existing makes are now being
largely copied in Germany in clcaper
form. A manufacturer whose hande ivork
seven days in the week bas naturally a
distinct advantage over a competitor who
only works six, and recent investigations
in Germnany into the custom of Sunday
labor disclose the faet that in establish-
mente eniploying machinery Sunday la-
ber is common with 49.4 par cent. of then
for 29.8 per cent. of their workmen. In
the establishments where hand-wyork le
dons i t Lis usual with 47.1 per cent. of them
for 41.8 per cent. of their Vorkmen. In
trade and commerce 07.8 per cent. of the
houses work on Sundays, keeping 57 per,
cent. of their employes busy. Neither
factories nor business houses are kept go-
ing the whole day as a general thing; but
many, nevertheless, use the whole of Sun-
day. The result ie that a very consider-
able part of the German working people
get no holiday on that day, since the shops
are open everywlere for a portion
of it.

Under these circumstances it la not very
diflicult ta ses why te cleup German
workman, living on the siiplest vegetable
food and working seven days in the week
for what ve should consider starvation
wages, can compote with the meat-eating
Briton who reverences the first day in
the week as sacred. Were it not for the
superior intrinsic value and honest metal
of the English tool, it would long since
have been driven from the market, and it
is a fact that at the present moment the
higlier cost of the English tool ls causing
it ta lose ifs grip upon this *country. The
Canadian dealer wants a cheap fair article
not a dear good one, and consequently the
wholesalers caering for his trade are daily
turning their attention more and more to-
wards German gooda. In the presenttemper
of purchasers a high priced article is un-
saleable if acheaper substituts can he pro-
cured, and hence the outlook for, the old
standard English goodhs hecomes day by
day less hopeflul as the competition of
Germnany inereases in intelligence. We
cannot but regret that this ls so, but the
fact la s patent that it would be folly ta
ignore it. At the present time cheapness
seins ta be the nost important desider-
atum, and those whose advantages in
naterial or labor enable them ta undercut

their competitors aire sure ta secure the
lullt of the trade.

THE GROWTH OF EMBEZZLEMENT.

The presence of the defaulting teller of
the Union Bank of Providence in this city,
and his cool effroutery when confronted
with the officials of thé bank lie had Eo

shamelessly despoiled, added to the fact
that a leading firm of lawyers could be
found ready ta place their professional
knowledge at his service for a considera-
tion in cash, are sufliciently etrong indica-
tions of the change in popular sentiment
towards tlis moast treacherons and inai-
dions form of crime. Until the knowledgè
came that Pitcher's clumsy contrivance for
securing the bulk of bis plunder had·failed,
and that the securities had been once more
seized by their lawful ownere, a certain
admiration seemed ta be felt by Fame per-
sons for what was then supposed ta be a
successful swindler; but when it was found
.that bis carefully laid plans had been
frustrated and that there was every prob-
ability of his case merely adding confirma-
tion ta the old proverb that honesty in the
long run is the best policy, a.revulsion of
feeling took place, even among those who
had given him credit for a misdirected
smartness, and lie sank ta the degiading
position of an outwitted swindler.

This case. draws our attention ta the
astonishing increase. in embezzlement
among American officials in positions of
trust. No doubt the corresponding inerease
in the numiber and amiount of monetary
transactions ; in the volume of xeanges ;
and in the number of banks. and other
financial institutions, live nniltiplied op-
portunities for the commission of this
crime; but it is diflicult at fiist sight ta
avoid the conclusion that dishonesty le on
the in crease on this continent; that tran-
sactionsformerly considered diegraceful
are now looked upon as "smart"; and
that the moral tone of the community as
a whole, la perceptibly lower.

Perhaps this ie a strong stateenqet ta
make in the presence of the thousands of
holnest, straigh tforward business men and
clerks who forn the great bulk of our
business community and thereby keep the
course of tradeipurs and sweet; but hav-
ing in view recnt developments in the
case of the wrecked banks (both in the
east and west), it is difficult to draw any
other conclusion. We have seen inen oc-
cupying high financial positions abscond-
ing from the scene of thoir operations ta
avoid the result of their misdeeds, and
yet we find them visited with only a com-
paratively mild degree of censure from the
public, and often considered as deserving
objects.of sympathy by their friends. The
crime that they fled ta avoid punisbeut
for ls quietly glossed over; they are looked
upon as weak rather than wicked, and
hence are enabled ta look back over their
careçr With only a certain mild regret that
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they did ret do better with their oppor-
turiities.

Wero the legal distinction between the
embezzler and the common thief but once
removed, this morbid sympathy with cvil-
doers would soon disappear. There is a
good -deal in a name, after all; and the
came man -who looks leniently enough on
a bank embezzler feels very differently
towards an ordinary thief, apparently'
because the one bas stolen thousands
where the other pilfered cents. Another
and pessibly equally cogent reason for
this distinction without a difference is
that, if the embezzlers' stealings aie suffi-
ciently large, he is often able to secure vir-
tual immunity from the consequences of
bis crime. It is to tbese frequent compro-
mises effected between embezzlers aud
their victims that the pseudo respectability
of defalcation ia due, and 80 common have
these compromises become that the intend-
ing swindler purposely increases his haul
la order to obtain sufficient plunder te
force a compronlise fron bis employers
and this escape the punishment he is well
aware lie merits.

It is to the increased immunity from
punishment and shrame, for which the in-
tricacies of the law and the lower tone ol
public sentiment are responsible, quite as
maucli as to the growth of opportunities for
theft, that the spread of embezzlement le
due.

SOLDIERS' RISKS.
It may be argued that the question of

oldiers' risks in times of-war can possess
very little interest for Canadian under-
vriters; but we must.not forget that only
a few years ago ive conducted a small mili-
tary expedition ouraelves il a very prompt
and business-like manner, and that at any
moinent we may be called upon again to
practically confront the question of sold-
iers's risks. This subject is now attracting
great interest i Britain, and as any at-
tempt to lay down lines for the assessment
upon scientific principles of the probabi-
lities affecting these risks, or to frame
mortality -tables exhibiting the ef'ects of
ordmiary war mortality must be interesting
to every underwriter, no matter whether
they are applicable to bis particular line
of insurance or not, wo van ture to lay
before our readers some of the resulta
arrive,d at.

Naturally the facts already presented
are crude and tentative in their character
despite the facilities afforded to the en-
quirers by the military authorities. The
difficulty in ascertaining the age of soldiers
renders somue of tIhe statistics, as to the
percentage recoverinr from.;wounds or
perishing from exposure, lhrgely experi-
mental ; but the question of age bas no
effect upon his chance of being killed in
battle and on this point the deductions
are therefore clear enough. Paradoxical
as it. may seem, the incrcased accuracy
and destructive power of missile weaponis
has tended largely to reduce the mortality
of troops in the field. With modern pro-
jectiles the veary long drawn out wars of
eiglity years ago are impossible, and as a
result of the short and sharp, if bloody,
campaigns of the prescrit day the morta-
lity froml disease lias dwindled remark-
ably. The epidemics brought on by long
residence in uusanitary camps, or during
lingering sieges, are unheard of in modera
warfare where arnies are pushed forward
rapidly and kept constantly on the move,
and as aresult weilnd the increased morta-
lity from the superior accuracy and longer
range of modern projectiles more than
offset by the comparative freedon from
disease and the large proportion of recov-
arias fr'onm.ounds in consequence of im-
proved medical trentment,

These statements, we believe, are strictly
within the mark, and will be endorsed by
every journal in the country. A certain.class
of pettifoggers spend their time in working
up cases against papers who may possibly
have n'awillingly overstepped the limits of
the law', though not thoso of truth. Had the
bill passed in its original fori, the usefulness
of these men would have been gone, and,
consequently, they left no stone unturned for
the suppression of the most valuable clauses.

GRAT EniTAiN bas sent ta the United States
since October ist to date the enormous quan-
tity of 1,166,205 sacks of potatoes, while last
season the receipts only amounted to 35,349
sacks giving an increase of 1,130,856 sacks
over lust year. The bulk of the potatoes have
come, from Scotland, although England and
Ireland have contributed their share: and in
addition to above figures may be added 80,083
sacks from the Continent, compared to 6,640
sacks last year. Bermuda and West Indies
have furnished about the same as last season,
27,239 bbis arriving, against, 29,466 bis last
ycar; but there bas been a marked increase
in the supply fron Nova Scotia and Princo
Edward Island. The total amount from these
points for the season to date is 88,506 barrels
and 211,476 bushels, with last-year's figures
only 8,715 barrels and 216,940 bushels. The
choico quality of most of the European potat-
ces have given them an excellent reputation,
especially the variety calied the Magnum, and
the wide outlet and the eager demand bas
made them easily salable at profitable prices
the entire season, except once or twice when
the market staggered undor enarmous recoipts.
The Scotch Magnum is most in favor and
generally commands from. 5015o per sack
more than the English or Irish Magnum.
Sumo vairicties of German potatoces have also
become very popular. Latest advices from
England show a perfect glut of potatoes. . The
railroads into London have every, siding fuîl
of loaded cars which are being forced lnto cash
ut ruinously 1ow prices, Even in the mOtro-
polis champions are being soid at 15s per ton.
While for the best magnums 25s to 40s are all
that can be got. These prices certainly vill
not leave much profit to thé grower after
paying carriage and commission

Thore ts every reason to believe tmm the
peach crop is going to he large enough to
make the price low enough ta satisfy those
who want to buy. The President of theFrnit
Growers' Bureau of Information writes from
Dover, Del., to the efféct tihat from the preBnt
outiook the crops of Delaware, Maryland and
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Neiw Jersey will be from 8,000,000 to -10,-
000,000 baskets. Although the prospects are

just now favorable for such a large harvest,
nothing definitely can b known until July
20. Between now and that date this amount
may be decreased fully fifty per cent, if d-y
weather sets in, wh1ch will cause the penches
to drop from the trce in large numberi. 'An

example of this was shown in last year's crop,
which ivas expîected early in the season to
aggregate from 3,000,000 ta 4,000,000 baskets
but yet inside 2,000,000 baskets were only
realized. It may b added that the con-
sumption of peaches lias increased wonder-
fully of late years. The demand last year
was fully four times as muclh as in 1874 The
principal producers of peaches are the States
of Delaware, blaryland, New Jersey and
Tennessee in,,tle order named, while the
principal consumers and distributors 'are the
cilies of New York and Boston -In Missouri,
Arkansas and Georgia the industry has not
yet led to any considerable development,
although Georgia is said to be making great
progress. The'difficulty of transportation
bas heretofore prevented successful peach
growing in Virginia for shipment to other
States.

ONE of the largest lirait sales ever held in
Ottawa took place last Monday when the
lamilton estate was offered. The property
consistel ef a mill at Havkesbury, limita on
thle Gatineau and tributaries and the Dumoine
and tributaries, farms at Hlawkesbury and on
the Gatineau. About two hundred lumber-
men were present and their aggregate wealth
was estimated at fron $80,000,000 to $100,-
000,000. The firà lot was the Gatineau
limite, 934 squar qmilee, which were bought
for $128,000, the worth of plant and supplies to
be taken at a valuation. The second lot, 751
square miles'on the Dumoine, after a very
lively bidding -was knocked down for $396,-
000, exclusive of plant-and supplies, worth

about $30,000, tobe taken at valuation. No
bid wras made for the Hawkesbury mill and
all the other property was ,withdrawn on
account of the low prices offered. The
Dumoine limit is said to have been bouglt
for a syndicate.

,operate an armature in the clock. To the
armature le attached a short arm holding the
pia point, which perforates the dial at the
hour the- station is visited. Theie are no
batteries used in connection with this clock,
and electricity cannot be generated, or the
clock operated, except through these
magnetos.

THE United States fish commission bas been
contemplating fdr sone time a thorough ex-
ploration and examination 0f the fishing
grounds offi the Alaskan coast. The existnce
of extensive cod and lialibut grounds bas beer
known for a long fime, but they have never
been defined or accurately described. 1 eTie
Albatross, the steamer which flie fish com-
mission sent around to San Francisco for the
puipose, bas been ordered to proceed to Alaska.
The fisbing grounds of these northwestern
waters are said by seme experts to bc more
extensive than those of the northeastern
wattrs. Already a load of halibut lias
been sent successfully li ice from the Pacific
to the New York market and disposed of at
profitable figures. It is not to be expeqted,
that the fisheries of the west coast will suply
the eastern markets ; but it will afford a
supply for the area west of the Mississippi
valley,-reached by many railroads. In ad-
'dition, thera are the foreign markets of the
Pacific i-i Australia and South America, where
the product of these flisheries can be disposed
of. The Albatross wiIl hasten north in order
to have the advantage of the summer seoson
there, and ln the fait will return to the Puget
sound region and begin an examination of the
coast fisherles there.

Concerning this he says, hThe greater por-
tion of this iron vas doubtless talken up fron
the iron plate upon which the more fusible
alloy was superimposed.

-the tin' plates ought to be coated.- These
analyses furnish an explanation of.the numér-
one cases of poisoning which have resulted
from using canned fruits, fish and meats. The
plates of which theEe cans are m ade are nOt tin
platesibut really lead-plates, and their use in
making cans for the purpose of canning food

f should be prohibited by law.

TUE ravages of grasshoppers roportfd from
Minnesota are simply the ôutcome ofcriminal
carelessness. It scems that the firet spring
after their r'rival their young hatched out
over an area of only about three acres. The
area had increased to.forty acres, four or five
thousand acres, and a hundred square miles in
the thrco subscquent years. It is evident
then that even if the insects escaped notice
tho first year they night bave been detected
and destroyed in the second year, while still
easily managed. Now they have got such
headway that only palliatives can ha adopted
until in their periodical cycle they die out.
Meantime the plague ià so great that Stato
aid bas to be soùght and given, and thon-
sands of dollars will have to be spent in
keeping themr in check by trenches, traps,
coal oil and other menus. Yet they could
easily have been destroyed at an carlie.
stage, for on ploughed land the eggs perish
when the soil is thus inverted. It would not
have been a vemy formidable job ta plough
the three acres of the first year or even the
forty acres of the second year.

TuE facts in the Whiteling case suggest the
need of a law prohibiting tha placing of in-
surance on the lives of young children. Suach
insurance is largely speculative. Reputable
companies doing business on 'scientific
principles will not engage ln it, and by the
very nature of things it la radically and
dangerously contrary to sound publia policy.
Parents have no insurable 'interest in the
lives of childien not old enough to have any
wage earning capacity. They are, from the
pecuniary point of viewp,:not- losers but
gainers by the death of such, as being re-
lieved from the necessity of supporting them,
and it is not desirable that they should alo
be gainers through the payment of policies on
their 'lives. . This subjects people already
driven liard by poverty to a temptation which
they should ba spared. ý One might suppose
that parental affection would be a suflicient
safeguard against this, but the Whiteling case
and muany others show the contrary. In-
vestigations in the cotton manufacturing
district of England deoinstrated that minor
Insurance is terribly provocative of infanti-
cide.

Ws learn that the Boston Marine Insurance
00. bas sigmnfied its wilhingnaes to insure the
big lumber craft at Joggins on certain con-
ditions, which, in -their judgment, make it
reasonably certain that it will reach the port
of destiuation all right. These conditions are
that the trip shall ho undertaken soma tinme
in July or Auguet; that the raft shall b
towed by the B. W. Morse, the most powerful
tug afloat without any exception, and that
the owners of the tug shall receive no coma-
pansation whatever if they lose the raft ; that
an extra tug shall accompany the Morse,
ready ta tend aid at any'time ; that the raft
shal be fitted with appliances for safely
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anchoring it; aitd, finally, that the ownera of
the raft shall carry a good part of the lu-
suraince thicnsaelves. The policy ias not yet
beu written but the conditions are being
complied with and undoubtedly thle owners
will carry a good fle of insurance, The raft
ls vil'nud it about $50,000.

Tue sale agents of tei leading anthracite
coipanieii met it New York lait week and
deci(ed to asivance the prices for coai for
shlpient ta interioi New York :and Western
busaîiness, an average of 25- per toit, and it is
said ait New York they will on July 15 ad-
vilce all cnal ait tidewater from 15e to 250
per ton, giving Ln average of 20 cents. The
total amiosuit of anthracite minled thus far ln
the year 1888 wis 15,695,759 tous, compared
wilth I 15,238,679 tons for the sane period last
ycar. The anthracite coal trade, after an
eveutfili six months, entera the second half
of this year in excellent condition and with
tih miininsg regions free front labor distur-
bances. Prices for coal are being firmly
misaintainled, and the tendency is toward still
higher figures. The larger companies are
keeping fie output of coal well in iand, and
each contitises to use ita own method of
restricting production.

Whetlser
it was that more fruit set thais the trac could
mattire, or froi some atmospheric cause, there
lias been a wholesale iropping of ipples, over
ialf falling to the ground. Enough still re-
main on the trees to make an average yield,
but of tie quality grave doubts ara entertained,
fromt the black speck having begun to appear
ais tIse fameuse. That favorite apple la sub-
ject to'all the trce ills that are going. During
the recent visitation of insecta, a esmali measur-
ing worm devoted itself especially to the
fameuse, boring holes in the newly formed ap-
ples. Of tei large orchardists ln Frianklin,
only one succered lin warding off the insect
pest. Grapo vines are promising, the growth
being vigorous, the foliga healthy and tise
clusters numiterous.

Tir Thornbury Oil & Mining Co which
was formed in Nov. 1886 by seven of the
business men of Tlsornburg, Ont, cominenced
boring about four miles from there a couple
of weeks ago and are now down about 500
feet. A very strong flow of natural gas lias
been struck, and it la estimssated it ait last,
2,000,000 cubic feot escapes every 24 hours or
enosugl to ssipply a town of 20,000 iniabi-
tants witli light and fulel. It is tise intention
of the comspany to sink a well for gas in
Thornbuiry innediately where the formation
i the anme as where operations are now
being carricd on. The present well is on the
grosinds of a stiuer resort and the gas can
ba itilized to liglt the halot and grosnis and
greatly chance tei beauty and value of the

property. The Company have the excl',sive
rigit ta bore over a large tract of country
wiere the indications seem to ba of the best.

WITinN fhe past few days a. few Florida
grapes have arrived. Reccipts so far bave
been confined to Niagara, but advices state
tit. Delaware and other varieties will be
shippeid in s day or so. The arrivai of 51
carloads of watermelons last week caused
prices to drop in New York frot $5à10 per
100. Most of the apples and peaches which
have arrived so far this scason have been ao
poor that the prices received barely covered
freigit expenses; such stock should never be
shipped. The domsand for plum la isbeing
supplied by stock which is being re-shipped
froi Chicago. Iaspberries are about at their
hoight now. Strawberries are done; receipts
from Jersey liave about stopped, and Southern
silipments have entirely stopped. The few
berries still coming have become poor and the
season la fast nearing an end, aven Oswego

and western New York are now showing
defects and are easily seen to be the last of
the crops.

Tris ialf-yearly meeting of the Mana-
facturers Life Insuranco Company was held on
the 25 isto; the President, Sir John A. Mac-
donald, being in the chair. The report pro-
sented by the managing director Mr. J. B.
Carlila, to the board was an extremely favor-
able one. It shows that since the firit of
January, 1,600 applications, amounting to
$3,140,000, have been received. Of these,
1,313, amounting to $2,500,000, were accepted
and the policies issued, the premiums thereon
being $56,530; 95 applications for $195,000,
were incomplete or deferred; and 192 appli-
cations for $384,000, were declined. The com-
pany have now on their books over $5,000,000
of business. This la a record that any Com-
pany might well fel proud of in tie lenth
ycar of its existence.

AsoNo the cighteen iron manufacturing
firmi wihich have signed the scale of wages
offered by the Amalgamated Association are
several of the largest concerna in the ?itts-
burg district. It is estimated that from 15,-
000 to 16,000 men have thus resumed work.
The other establishments will probably start
up one by one, as the necessary annual re-
pairs shall bo completed. Strikes are usually
successful in ieavily protected industries like
irois.making, because the margin of profits is
so large that no operator ia willing to stop
work on accousnt of a dispute over a matter
of compensatioi for labor. The iron men of
Pittsburg have got a good thing, and they are
not likely to go into voluntary idleness and
allow Southiern and Western mills to eut
heavily into their trade.

REPORTs are in circulation in New York that
the long and bitter war that has been waged
between the different Atlantic cable com-
panies was about to be patched up. Mr.
Hosmer, manager of the Canadian Pacifia
Telegraphe, on being interviewed, said that
of course it was only a question of time when
the prescet rates of 12 cents a word would
be abandoned, and a paying rate established.
The Governmoent companies, ha understood,
were in favor of going back ta the 50 cent
rate, but ie thought tiat they should try the
25 cent rate, and hoped that if a settlemeut
was made, that it would b on this basis. The
twelve cent rate iad been in operation for
over two years, and it was found that it en.
abled the companies to simply cover their
running expenses, leaving nothing for the
investors.

So)iE of the enaller trade. journals devoted
a good deal of editgrial space to, the receut
coffea " coi ner" and magnify the importance

of the affair far beyond its deserts. The
amount of coffee caught "short " was simply
1,750 bags, the sellera all outsid.e the regular
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trade; and to ' punish" them for daring to,
hope for a decline some 50,000 to 60,000 bage
had to be bouglit up. and technically taken
advantage of, thrcugb which the paper value
of coffee was made to appear 7 to 8c. above
wbat the sae goods could be obtaine on
the rtreet,"andindeed,were boughtandtender-
ed on delivery but refused as the Exchange
"rules " permitted the exaction of a better
settlement. It certainly could not be called
more than a very small squeeze.

SENATOR Ogilvie says the look of the
crops along the line of the Canadiau Pacifia
railway presented a.better appearance than ha
over noticed in previous visits. From Broad-
view west they were extraordinary and fur-
ther advanced than in Manitoba, although in
that province they were ahead of what lie had
ever scen. The yield per acre would at least
be as large as lest year. Cattle men about
Calgary are receiving good prices for stock
and were wvell pleased witl the outlook. The
Ogilvies. intend building two or three ale-
vators on the C. P. R. Southwestern and, one
on the Manitoba and Northwestern, and have
now forty-one elevators in the province and
territories. They contemplate purchasing
fve millions ofwhieat next fall.

THE latest thing lu strikes is that of thé
wharf laborers unloading coal from the
Corean. It- is usual when light cargo like
coal is being discharged to festen four blocks
of wood on the drum of the winch in order te
increase its diameter and render the hoisting
more rapid; but as the laborers are paid by
the hour they found the coal was coming out
to quickly and insisted on having the "driim"
altered so as te make the buckets of coal
come out slower, se that they miglt make
more time. This idea the stevedore would
not entertain, and then the men struck. All
this trouble on the wharf is caused by labor
agitators -who do not work. themselves and -
appear te object te any one aise working

• Tas plate-glass risk comeles in for its share
of bazarda from trade disturbances. Employes
in New York stores have organized.early clos-
ing associations, and are enforcing their de-
mands by smashing the winows of storekeepers
who do not close their places of business at
seven o'clock in the evening. Within the past
six.wceks twenty plate-glass windows (mostly.
insured) of dry goods dealers and uthers have
been broken. The plan is to hurl stones froi
passing elevated railroad trains, but other
moods are adapted according.to circumatances.
The plate-glass companies have employed de-
tectives to try to ferret out the direct perpet-
rators among the general conspirato.1s.

A SPEcIAL meeting. of the Council of the
Board of Trade was, held on the loth ulto.
It was resoived te petition the Lieutenant-
Governor and tbe Legislative. Council.in op-
position to the Commercial Corporations tax.

It was also determined to address the Minister
of Customs asking for an investigation, into
the conduct of Messrs. O'Hara and Brosseau
in the Ayer case, se severely commented
upon by Chief Justice Ritchie. A coin-
ruunication was, received from the Harbor
Commissioners te the effect that the old
wharf at St. Lambert was beyond their
jurisdiction and tait the Government had
better be addressed.

THE sale of new mackerel is not as active
as was confidently predicted for this period of
the year, yet the receipts have not been large,
and receivers have therefore been enabled te
maintain lie market at about the opening
prices. For the better class of trade. old
goods are yet given the preference, as the
stock of such held consist of large, fat and
desirable fish, while the new, though of good
langtb, are poor in meat and oil. The catch
thus far bas been small, but the fishermen
appear to regard the prospects as very favor-
able, basing their calculations upon the large
quantity of small fishli that are noticed along
the shore.

Ma. MiLLs, the U. S. tarif reformer, in his
proposed changesi is following in some res-
pect the bines of the Canadien tariff. One of
his reforms la abolishing the duty on tin
plates, by uwhich the revenue would be re-
duced $5,700,000. Canada abolished thisduty
some tine ago, greatly to the advantage of every
family in tha land, and also to the canning
industry, whiclh employs se many thousands
of operatives. Another of Mr Mills' proposed
refornms is the abolitiot of the duty on wool.
Canada bas had fre wool all along, and the
benefit of this arrangement is felt by all who
use woollen goods.

Tus importation of crude opium into Bri-
tish Columbia to b refined there isincreasing
at an enormous rate. There are fifteen milla
in operation in the Province, and as tle pro-
duct'of one of thema is sufficient te supply the
whole of Canada, the surplus stock la finding
its way across the border without payment of
duty. Somebody is reaping a rich harvest,
and the Dominion Gove r ment proposes to
restrict the importation of the crude article
froin China. Thero la cirtainly more than

enough opium coming into thjis country
tirough the regular, channels to supply all
th demanda of medical science.

WITaoUT exception American jobbers report
a very slow.sale of Columbia salmon. Usu-
ally et this season the demand for consump-
tion is active, with the dealers making large
deliveries of new pack in execution ·of con-
tracts ; but thus·far a very.limited inquiry for
stock bas beau experienced, and the absence
of important interest is - being attributed te
thie.higli prices which are current on the
Pacific coaèt. Similar reports are received
froi Boston and Philadelphia, picturing the
situation as very gloomy.

A TELEGRAM has been received here froin

Providence, R. I., stating that the Union Bank
officials have received word by cable that the
whole bundle of sacurities, bills receivable i
and other propertv stolen by Charles A. Pito-
lier, the defaulting teller, bas been recatured
in London. Pitcher bad mailed thei te J. A.
Roberts, his assumed naine, and believed them
safe from the bank, and that it was in his

power te keep their biding-place a secret until
the bark would be ready te compromise and
come to terms on a basis of Pitcelr'a reeeiv-
ing $160,000 cash.

Tus Mercier Government have remitted the
amount claimed to he duo under the Com-
mercial Corporation Tax on eighteen ocean
marine inaurance companies doing business in
Montreal. These companies, which are
chiefly Aincrican or European, contested the
right of the Government te levy the tax, in-
asmuch as they bad neither office nor agents
here but merely did their business through
brokers. Mr. Mercier accepted this view.
In the new measure now brought before the
legislature this difficulty is got.over by taxing
the broker who represeonts the company $200.

Ws learn from Deseronto that the crops in
that section will not average one-half yield
this year by reason of the long continued
drought. No rain lias fallen for two weeks
and then it was but a little sliower, and pre-
vions te that.no rain lad fallen since the
crops were planted. .lay and grain are a
total failure. The farmers in the back sec-
tions are complaining of the number of bush
fires which have an unknown origin. They
are probably the result of carelessless. Borne
farme have been damaged te a considerable
extent.

Ma. G. DE C. O'GaÂv, for some years piat
accountant of the Bank of Commerce ln this
city, bas received well merited promotion, and
will in future perforin the functions of assist-
ant inspector with headquarters et Toronto.
His position is filled by Mr. W. C. J. King,
formerly teller at Toronto and previuusily
accountant at Barrie. These cbanges are
rendered necessary by the promotion of Mr.
Wm. Gray, inspector of agóncies, te the joint
managership with Mr. Laird of the New York
branch and the appointment of Mr. A.. H.
Ireland te the inspectorship.

Ma. E. S. OtoUsToN, manager of the Bank
of Montreal, Senator Thibaudeau, and others
visited Quebec and interviewed the Premier
and Provincial Treasurer respecting 'the pro-
posed modification of the taxes te bo paid by
the banks. In the case of the Montreal Bank
it was urged tiat a large proportion' of ils
capital was employed altogether outéide the
province, and that the proposed Increase In
the tax payable by it froin $2,700 te $5,000
was unfair. Il la understood that this claine
will be allowed.

Telegraph company's systemb etween Java and
Port Darwin is creating a strong feeling among
the EnglishcQpmmercial public in'favor of a
Pacific cal1efrom Vancotver a Australia,
Merchaüts.a re now convinced that a cable, via
Canada and Australia, would greatly benefit
the commerce of the Empire, giving a clear
line of communication through British terri-
tory. The breakdown of the existing cables
emphasised the necessity of analternative new
line and increased the desire of the commercial
public for double security against complote
and protracted isolation. The ýopinion was
expressed that the Imperial Government
should hasten the proposed survey of the route

Tua gross debt of Canada on th'd 30th' of
June wai $281,321,855, and the net debt was
$227,242i784, showing a decrease during June
of $745,632. -The expenditure on capital ac-
count te June 30th amounted to $4,627,000.
The revenue statement for June shows the
receipts to be $3,177,133, and the expenditure
$2,402,253. IL must bie borne in .mind that
this statement does not close the fiscal year
but tiat a supplementary statement will yet
be issued, comprising revenue and expendi-
ture statements which have not reached the
Finance Department, and which are properly
chargeable to the last fiscal year. The accounts
for the year thus far show a surplus of revenue
over expenditure*of $3,000,000.

Wz learn that a baillif is ln possession' of
the stock of Messrs. Gonnolly & Laing, of
Listowel, Ont., on a claim for rent. They
have been dealing in musical instruments,
books and fancy goods. The senior partner
was a scbool teacher of some fifteen years
standing,, but left his profeEsion and joined
Mr. J. D. Laing about a year and a..half
ago. A London firm bas just obtained 8
judgment, anfd ihiey will prôbably assign.
The estate cannot pay more than. the prefer-
ential claims and the cost of closing it out.
Laing put $500 into the business and Cou-
nolly nothing other than' his experience,
which latter the creditors, ta the extent of
about $2,000, now have.

Tua prospects of the silk crop are distinctly
good. The.silk worms lu the departments of
the Cevennes and Vauclauso bave passed
safely through the ifourth stage, and should
begin spiuning in about a week. It is stated
that the crop in Sicily will be above the
average, and in Spain it exceeds lest year's
The reports received from Italy are generally
favorable, although some parts of Lombardy
and Venetia bave suffered .slightly froi
storms. Prices are weak, as there is every
probability of the crop being abundant. It is

'expected that the crop in Syria will be equal
to last years's, although the worms in some
of the mountain districts have suffered, from
disease. ¶5'

Tu Canada Atlantic railway are develop-
ing a new feature in handling a large share of
the grain formerly shipped to the New Eng-
land States via Montreal, by an arrangement
with the Kingston and Montreal forwarding
company.. Over 150,000 bushels of corn were
transferredtfrom barges into Canada Atlantic
cars atpValleyfield during the past twO
months. -The grain was destined for points
in New England.

Money continues easy but funds are better
employed than a week ago and, owing te the
activity of stocks, the glut of cail money is
not se accentuated as it was. Oll loans run
from 3 to 3 per cent., with the inside figure
shaded for day-to-day money, and commercial

paper le still quoted et 6 to 8 par cent.,
although it bas becu done lower for undenia-
ble names. Remittances continue very back-
ward and renewals are fur more frequent than
is ple.sant. The number of small failures
occuring shows the pressure on weak con-
derns throughout the country; but no sus-
pensions of any moment have occurred, and
it is to lie hopEd none will occur. In view of
the tendency to lengthen credits the bad
reports of crops in the countices suffering from
drought have caused -some nervousuess in
trade circles, but it is early yet for crop pro-
guostications and a timely change in the
wcather might put a'very different face upon
matters. The market for sterling exchange
is quiet and steady. Sixties are quoted et
91/à7-10 betwcen banks and 9½0g over the
counter. Demand 9 1l-160 and 9î(@10.

business bas been active on a strong market
and a large volume of transactions bas result-
cd. Some attention bas been paid to cotton
stocks; their very low value et the present
moment attracting the attention of the more
speculative clans of investors. Bank stocks
continue firn, and Montreal bas advanced
steadily under the influence of cheap money
and a real scarcity of stock for speculative
purposes. The efforts of the Quebeo syndi-
cate ta "bull' Richelieu were unabated up
to yesterday when they succeeded in advane-
ing the price to 541, but: this morning they
appeared to lose their grip and the stock 're-
ceded to 53iwith only 100 shares changing
bands. Gas lias attracted a good deal of at-
tention, as compared with the banks it is
really a cheap stock et present values. A
steady demand from investors induced specu-
lators for a rise to rush it up, .and it closes
with a sale of 600 shares et 212. The Canada
Paper Co. bas reduced its dividend by one per
cent. as a resuilt of the se.vere competition it
encountered, but as this stock ha rarely dealt
lu, it produced no effect upon the market.
The latest quotation 'is 133j, but no trans-
actions are reported. The whole list bas re-
ceived more or less attention* and it is evident
that thoughi the movenent 1s principally a
speculative one, there is "a fair demand for
investment that keeps the market steady and
will prevent any sudden 'break in prices.
