BANK STATEMENT FOR SEPTEMBER.

Beyond the customfary expansion ocf Lhe note issues at
this season there is nothing of interest to be found in the
Sept.eiber bank statenent. The circulation went up
fron $47,421,277 to $50,387,070, the increase in Sep-
Ltenber being, $2,965,793. Ihi is a comparatively small
amount as will be seen by the following table, showing
hic circulation at end of August and Septeiber for yea.rs
since 1892, wfih tlie increase of each year made in the lat-
ier montih, and the percentage of such increase.

The average inorease in Septemnber from 1893 to 1899
was $2,893,500, so this ycar's increase is an average one.
But the comparisoni is of little significance as last year the
increase in September was, $5,236,000. What is more
important than the muonth's expansion is the year's, and it
is a notable incident that the note issues in September,
1900, went, for the Iirst tinie, over the 50 millions mnark,
the increase since 1893 being $15,258,000. an advance of
of over 43 per cent.

The lesser harvest in the North West nmay have caused
the circulation this Fall to have expanded less than in
1899, but it is probable there was already a larger anount
of mnoney inli the hands of the people generally than in
any previous year. The current loans in September re-
nained practically at the figure of August, the change be-
ing merely an increase fromn $272,012,320 to $272,.020,-
391. As a rule, these loans or discounts show considcr-
able expansion in September. Last year they went up
by $6,764,606, and the average increase of the three pre-
Vious years was $3,720,000. The absence of any expa-il-
sive movenent in discounts confirms what we said when
the wleat crops of the country were found to be so large,
the returns fromn. the large harvests ve foreshadowed as
yielding money which would' lessen; the demand for it
during future Fall seasons.

The deposits on demand in their Canadian offices in-
erensed froi $100,738,575 to $101,911,549 in September,
and the "deposits outside Canada," were en-larged fromîî
$16,429,516 toi $21,213,758, so that the aggregate in-
crease in deposits last month was $5,957,216. As there
was no extra. clemand for discounts at home the. banks
placed these new deposits in floins outside Canada, in, cal]
oans and securities: The call loans it home were in-

creased from $30,028,215 to $30,786.953, those in the
States from $27,771,191 to $29,749,949; the ontside dis-
counts from $14,8854183 to $18,650,778, and the securi-
tics from $46,281,388, to $48.91.4,813. These increases of
loans aggregate $9,135,916, and the aggregate of tlie in-
crease of circulation and deposits was $8,923,009. which
was all absorbed, except $212,907, hy arditional e.11rons,
loans outside Canada, and securities.

The overdue debts item shows an unfortunaite incrcaso
from $1,988,004 to $2,391,949. For so large a sun as

IL is easily seen how they can
comnpete with E.liuropeanl iakers when they have such an
eniormuous margain to play with, and such profits secured in
the home market. A feature in the steel situation vhich
is exciting great interest is the movement to ship Aneri-
can steel for Europe via the St. Lawrene, as described in
our last issute. This mîeans active competition witl Eng-
lish, Belgian and Geîmnan steel mîakers, whicl, wî'hîen there
is a lrge surplus stock accumlîula.tinig in the States, vill
ie exceedingly depressing to foreign producers, as Europe
will bit made a slauglter miiarket for Aierican steel and
the Carnegie ocean freiglit boats will make things lively
for the older lines of Atlantic steamers.

There is, however, a decidedly hopeful spirit
anatinig the trade, confidence being generally felt that
considerable iiprovemlîeunt is likely to occur ere the year
closes.

T'lhe governatnent of R.oiland bas plaeed an order for
.12,000 tons of steel rails with'the Carnegie Co. These
are chIleily for railways proposed to e bebilt in Duîtcl col-
onîies antd India. HIolland is allegecd to be entering up-
on a ntew nra of colonial developmnent, which wili create
au eînrmuts deiand for iron and steel for water works
and otlier public tnterprise. 'lie Greait Northern aid
Western liai y of Irelanidi lias placed an order for. 3,000

onis of steel rails with e liarybîaîd Steel co., whieh coi-
ceri is about cocluding a conîtract for 3,000 tons with
thic Lndon aid Brighton RlaihWaIy. In addition ta these
large orders for steel rails the Rliter-Conley Co., of Pitts-
burg, have the largest contracts ever on tleir books for
structural steel. This concern is buildiig an immneuse
plat for tli Dominion Iron and Steel Company at Syd-
niey, Cape Biýeton, Canuatda. They have also a great
deal of work for the ncw plants of the Sharon Steel Coin-

pany and Sharon Steel HIoop Company, at Sharon, Pa.
Within a few days this Company has suhmîitted hits for
iran and steel work of various kitds aounting to fully
$500,000, all of wlich are contingent îupon the re-election
of President McKinley. Much of this is foci work in the
Pittsburg district. An Englisl firmi is about establish-
ing a plant at Pittshurg foi making a specially high grade
cf steel for w\'hicit tlcy havc a. reputation. Latest advices
inicate a mllovecient towai'ds ligher prices, as demîand is
inceî'asing and the political oitlook is more assuring tc

irade interests.

cous discrimiination which was contain to work seriou
injury, and, if noL put a stop ùoî wvould cripple trie oceai
slipping interests of the Doliinion to such an extent as i

would take yea'rs to Overcome. We have rcpeaiîedly stite'
thiat the injury that has already been donc wvas of suc
magnitude as to call for governmental actions, ii soi
wt to provide a renedy. The faliing off in the numbe
of ships 'arrivinîg in this port, and the consequent divei
sion of freight front the St. Lawrence route to America
Atlantie ports lias so fairly aroused public feeling in th
itatter that the Dominion Governmitent will be forced t
take some action tlat iill bring about redress.

It is not likely that a country that hias donc so ieu i
build up and foster the mîaritimîe interests as Canada bh
done, will tamliely submit to those efforts being tlestroyt
by ali unfair and un justifiable combination of tle mari
insuinuce companies, however poiverfu they may be.
lias been lie ambition of Canadians to rank Iligh in tI
estimaïtion of the world as a maritime country. The shi
ping interests of Canada have been steadily growing i
iinportance, and would continue to grow, but for the di

criiiiinaïtion in the iarine insurance rates of the last
two or three yearis. Tihese have operated so: iujriousiy
as to have seriously handicappecl the regular linés and

have practically debarTed all the tramp stemers-tiat'
lieretofore iave helped te build up the trade-froim coin-
ing to the St. Lawrence, and as our Nova Scotia corres-

pondent truly says, is so unfairly injurious to all our Do-

minion Athuitic ports.
As we have before pointed ont there is no jùst reason

for this discrininatie. It is based simply on iisunder-

standings and misrepresentations in runiîing down the
whole system of aids to the salfety of navigation that have

been established at a great cost. Those aids iay mot be
perfect in the Canadian systei, but neither are they in
any other country. At the saine time it must be adliiit-
ted that the Departient in ehavge of those aids has al-

ways, for nany years back, endeavoured to met as far as

possible, aill the demands for improveients. This ques-
tion is oine that alffcta the imaterial prosperity of the euii-
try at large, therefore should bie dealt with irrespective of
political parLy feeling and byl the Federal Goveriiient in

a broad and sijtesmanlike muanner.

CITY SEWERAGE IN T1HE H-ARNBOUR.

On several occasions we have directed the health au-

Washington, sowed au average
loss of 16 cents per capita, while in the United States, the
City nf .Ntev York, which 'was chosenî as a representaive
city, and whose average was far below the average of ten
of hie principad uciies of this country, slowed an average
loss of $2,80 per capita. For a ternn of eight years lie
Jos ratio lhas averaged $2.49 amnd last year $3.36. The
iinderivriters have organized associations in all parts of
the country to inspect and classify towns and risks ac-
cording to tieir construction and ieans of pro-
tectido. They bave caused the introduction of water
works land improvements of Jire departments in
lundrcds o' cities and towns by their intimation that the
insumuce rates would u inereased unless such improve-
miients were ,madc. They bave introduced pro rata liabili-

The lire system las bèen, improved, handpipes,
reservoirs, lire boats, and sprinklers, chemical engines, &0.

againsit fire insurane companies that they are responsiible
lori a large portioni of the fire waste becaise of hie appui-
C.nt iecklessness with whielh insirance i given was coi-
baett]d as injusitifieil. The coipanies had na iniierest in
exposing themselves to fraudulent demanis. Thei. ef-
forts to check dishonest insuance were not supported by
public sentiment. Twerty American. states liave put
laws on their statute books to the effect thwt where lhe
assured suceedcls in getting over-insuiraqnce on nl .building
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the comnpany must pay the full amount insured iii case
of total destruction without reference to its actual value.
The pro rata liability clause, which is the basis of all in-
surance in Europe, the basis of every marine contract, and
must he the basis of every equitable insurance contract,
if the lowest rates are desircd, bas also been iirlohibiled by
ten states.

The public synipathises with exorbitant caims
made after a lire; this has been shown in so many in-
stances in thle courts that not one out of a lundred ques-
tionable losses are litigated; ànd of those litigated, not
mie Out of ton successfully. In a cominunity where se
large a proportion are indifferent te the extortion of all
that is possible out of the public through the insurance
coipanies whenever the opportunity offers, tiere is but
one renedy that occurs te me that would be simple, abso-
lutely automatic and thoroughly elfective in reducing
this annual destruction, namiely: The state must pro-
Iibit full indemnity being paid to anyone responsible for
a lire loss, and to any one on whose premises a lire origin-
aies, unless sucli occupant can show affirmatively that it
originated through the carelessness or design of another
party. WThere the exact location of the origin of the fire
remains in doubt, none of the immediately adjoining par-
ties should receive full indemnity. The possibility of any
party profiting by a fire happening on his premises would
be so reinote that fires from this source would cease as if
ty magie.

Mr. Aleed expressed the confident belief that such a
provision would at once create a demand for a safe and
noin-iniflaiinable construction and for the investigation of
cvery fire before any insurance company would be permit-
ted te pay a loss. But es our government cannot rise
above the honesty and intelligence of the najority, and as
iL would raise a protest froin all who are proliting froin
the annual destruction by lire at the expense of the pub-
lie, as it would greatly interfere with -specula tion on infla-
ted valuation of property backed by over-insurance, it is
more than likely that this, the simxplest and most effective
meothod, will net soon be adopted. We must continue te
collect our data and preininis and publisli our statisties
to an apathetic public until some great calamity shall
arouse public sentiment to the justice and equity of the
'rench code which assumes that ne fire happens without

seme one's negligence, and whicli allows no indemnily
wlhatever te the party responsible for the lire, or in whose
premises it ,originated, uinless such party can show thal
Ilih lire did not liappen thro.ugl his oi gross negligence
ner his procurenient, and mîtakes sucih party responsible te
ail others who suffer danage thereby.

The next best thing was te have every lire promptly in-
vestigated, te prohibit inflanuinable roofs and buildings;
te forbid flie lise of naptla or gasoline in any dwelling,
and to restrict it in worksolips; te prohiblit tlie storing of
friction matches iii houses or wherever combustible goods
'ara kept; and te give the chief of every lire department
legal authority to order the removal ef all dangerouîs rlb-
bish1 or naterialp, liable te originate or aggravate a ire.

COLD STORAGE FRUIT.
T)uring Our recent visit te Europe; ihen crossing tlie

Eng.lish Channel, we becanme acquainted with a passenger
wlo baS an expert knowledge of Canadian iiports. le
liad beei in business at Bristol fromI which he reLiued wilh
a fortune, and, after the very sensible English fashion,

ias spending lis later.ycars in seeing the world and re-

creating hiiself. [e admitted tlat flie fruits of Canada
were unsurpassed, save probably by the apples grown in
New Zealand. But, his experience was, that Canalian
sliippers of fruit were muheli too carelcss in packing tlîem,
the result bcing that considerable quantities were spoilt
in transit, aad a. prejudice created agains Canadian ap-
ples. We assurel iiin that for manîîy years past we hadt
advocated fle package of apples in boxes divided into sec-
tiois' as eggs are packed. Tihis plan our fellow passan-
ger thouglit an excellent one, and lie wondered why it liad
not bean adopted. The difrenicce in cost between pack-
inug a rough barrel, and in'a box with sections, would he
quite trifling comnpared with the extra value wlich would
he given ta fruit by carefual packing. One Canad ian
fruit grower ha been taking special pains to pack his
apples so carefully as te ensure their being delivered in
perfect condition. Owing te this lie has been able te
obtain prices fronm 50 per cent. and upwards in excess of
those for the saine class of fruits carelessly packed in bar-
rels. The success of the Canadian cold storage systemîu in
keeping our fruits in good, marketable condition was
shown by the exhibit at the Paris Exhibition. 'fl Min-
ister of Agricultûre received the following cableguai on
the 15th inst., from the Secretary of the Canadian Coin-
mission, Paris:

Fresh fruits have arrived in splendid condition; four
additional gold niedals received by Canada. Prof. Drmn-
muond, writing froin London, warns the Departnent of
Agriculture at Washington that it must wake up, as Can-
ada leads in quality and quantity of dairy products. Its
superiority ascribed ta aggressive governiental action
with modern scientific appliances.

A description -of Canadian pears and peaches landed
and sold at Manchester this month appeared in several
Eliglish papers. The London Daily Mail, of Oct. 3rd,
says: "The nagnificent pears-1,000 cases in all-sold at
Manchester, caie froin London, Ontario, and created
quite a stir in trade cireles. Many of the pears are what
are termed "giant fruits," being froin 4 in., ta 44 in. long,
the diaifter being froin 3 in. te. 3. in. in color, flavor and
juelness they are far superior Lo French pears, and mîîect a
ready sale. The fruit wvas packed in, chamuubers negulated
by iecluanical refrigeration. This systei whicli lias re-
volutionized th fruit trade of tle Unuited Kingdom, was
inaugurated three years ugo by the Minisler of Agriciul-
turc for Canada, and since Lien varions iîprovements
have been male un der lie supervision of Professor Robent-
son. T he conditions of transit are nowr so faultless [hat
the inost delicate Canadian fruit ca be cdelivered inl
Greut Britain in perfect cotdition." Cold storage, how-
ever, does net obviate thecnecessity for careful packig- ili
iorder te ensure such fruit beinîg soun ari attractive.

I 1879 uie manufacture Of organs and pianos in Canada,
was in a very obscure and crude eondition. A Canadian
macle piano was indeed a curiosity. After the protective
tarin: of 1879 bad been established onily a brief tine the
opening for capital in that industry 'as seen, and several
factories were opened. The pioncer firni in making in-
struments of superior excellence was, M1ason & Risch,
Torontei, who, from the first, determuineci te mnake not a
cheap, cemn piano, but oee as good as could be made
in Canada under the then existing conditions. This

Lpcolicy was followed by other firms in Toronto und tbis
city, whese instinients, if not equal to the splendid ones

We claim the right te send out
nissionaries to all the peoples Who, in our judgi ent, are
in meed of such mninistrations. We cannot jnstly con-
plain, therefore, if a political mission society, like the Cob-
den Club, puts fo'rth efforts to economically evangelise
the politicl teathens of this country. At the sane finie
ne. feel an impulse to say to the Cobden Club, "mînind yoir
own busimess."

In the leaflet before us if says, "We bave io desire to
eriticise the 'National Policy,' which is the fieal policy of
Canada." But in spite ef its own lack of desire to do so,
if criticises that policy with the customîary severity of
those who de not comnpreliend ifs necessity, or expediency,
or ifs proved advantages. Te Cobden Club alis Frec
Trade on the brain. It regards that systei to be as
saced as itougli it were a divine revelation. In order
to have thaf system carried out in Canada, it would to-
gard te destruction of Our ianufactuving industries as
ivise, as indeed obligatory, WO Canadians, who prefer
flie national welfare to auy theory, are looked upon as
though we were breaking all flie ten cominedmients for
tc sake.of profit. The meibers of the Cobden Club
put their toes towards the fire in an English grate while
they mioan over the hapless lot of the fariners and luzn-
bernen in Canada, who ttey faney are being bled wlite
by the protection given to native na in factures. I is,
however notorious that, while the fiseil systei whieh
the Cobden Club deplores bas been in force about 20
years, the farmers of Canada have piled up savings in eur
banks by millions yearly. Naturally fhîerefore they, to-
dlay, are utterly imconsciolus of the blecding whiieh so dis
tresses their Cobden Chib syipathizers. - The Cainadiai
farimera wiete never so well off as thîey noe arc, nor iver
they ever before so advaintagecously placed for using thci
iicoines with economy.

'l'he Cobden Club :ifiris that, "Everytiing that th(
Caînadian farmner or luîîîbermnan bnys is taxed for the ben
eilt Of a comparaltively smnall anuiber of mamn.ufacturers.'

All Afri-
kanders hava lico worilg to iis end. GCerminy., s-
sin nD France do not desire England to get possession of
the 700 willions of paonls' worth of gelC ii the Trans-
Ynnl. and so, after cnconraging England t'a holieve tait
they wliaot intrfere n Soutl Africia thcy will oertinilv
do sa, and those poawers iv ill assist, us iBoers directlv amid
inîdirectly to drive Englaîd ont of fria." Iw vain
ws this proplhey was slownl lr flic eBor delegates biiî
shown the door byv ermny, Russi and France. We
liope th radicl leaders in England enjoy being called Mr.
1ri ger's l'cols.

The writer goes on to sny: "The l.azy, dirty, drunken
woarkinîg classes of England vwill never permit themselves
to be taxed to support the British Empire, or even to pre-

serve the existence of Eîngland as a natioil, for there is
no patriotism in the working classes of Grent Britain."
Thje recent election iakes suchi remnrks and prophecies
appear absurd, as no class in England has more enthusi-
nalielly sipported hie wn.r lian those whom this Boer
reviles. HTe goes on to deelnre, that Amaricans will assist
foreign powers in starving England into surrender, and to
canquer hie old lnd. TTc pronounces "tlie soldiers of
flic Qiiecn" as wcalklings in mind, in physique,. in corage
aniid in skill. His laninge in describing the British sol-
dier is too vile for publication. He says: "The major
part of the British population consists of cripples, epilep-
tics, consumptives, cancerous people, invalids and hini-
tics"! Even the statesmen and high officials of England
ire said by this Boer to be vicetims of disense which makes
them cowards. The English sailors are described as
"<honey-cobed with dislayalty," et which no doubt the
splendid services of tie iiarines oS HI.M.S. Powerful were
a proof! The sailors are said to be the porest in the
world.

Tie first letter winîds up by this prophecy: "We Boers
will drive yoi British curs out'of Africa altogether, and
the vnmed mnanlood of Europe will then divide ail the
possessions of Great Britain between thm." His last
wids are: "300.000 Duitch heros will trample England

nodon their foot; we ea afford to tell the truth nwy, and
in Iis letter you have got it'!

Tii his second letter tiis distinguished Boer prophet
lips into history. TIC declares that since 1867 "No British

Tley were well adapted to the puipose at Ilhe time, but
ire n ow foo simiall to give adtequate accon adafion to a
public reading room, a reference library, and a large pub-
lie l ibrai The enterprise was very fortunmate ii liaving
an enthusiasfic supporter in flle fate Alder-inam TRllan,
wbo donnted a splendid collection of 2,034: valinible books
of reeice, whicl were selected and purcbased for him
by f1he librarian. ln securing so export a book buycr a nd
book lover, as well as cour-teous oflicial las Mr. Bain for its
chief librarian 'Toronto was also very forfite. It bas
alsO been so in having a succession of cifizens on the board
of managemdt who have siownl their. tlriouglh sympathy
w-itfh flie objecfs mnd f lie works of a. civie public library.
The present Cha irman is Tudge MeDT igall, wlhose on-
liglitenced views. energy anld soiud literary judgmuen t have
been of feL greaftest service.

Thlie Toronto Pinblii Library confiains 112,840 valumes,
of whicli 52,555 are iii tle referdince deparfimnct, Ite
books in w-hiich are not in circulation outside. The baorlks
are valuced at $150,000. This departmenfit c ains a per-
feet set of the oflicial repoVts of the govern ment of fCan-
a da, and of a numîber 'of public institutions, and societies.
These are invanhable for studlenis of Canadian histo-y iad

A U. S. CONSUL ON TITE PREFERENTTAL 'TART.î.

Mr. Blrislh, the United States Consul at Niagara ¯Falls, Ont.,
lias made a report to the State Department at Washington

io lite cirects of the Canadia preferential taritt. Ti
189 a tariit of 25 per cent. in favor of English, as against
Aumiericait produets, was impôsed in Canada, and receuntly
tis w1as increased to 33 1-3 per cont. The Consul says, the
efïect of the increaie upon the United States will not be very
noticeable, because Canada inports into the United States
in 100 lines and fron England only in four. The Canadian
nmanumfnecturers are now protestng because the increase in-
jures thni, particularly la the matte' of woollens. The
Cauadiains have $20,000,000 in wooilen nills, and the Uniteil
States inports were less ilan $1,000,000, as against $8,000,000
frm England.

Under the 25 per cent. preferential tariff, by reason of in-
creased ctivity, the United States exports actually increased
$61,000,000 to $101,000,000 je 189, or nearly three times the
total iitish exports to Canada. Tie Aniericami consul con-
siders that the Britishi are reaping a substantial benefi,, and
are favaring Canada in returvii cvherever possible, so tiat Ca-
nadipîn exporte to Great 1Britain have incrcased 50 per cent.

Now Canada wants free trade in food supplies with England,
which would be a serions loss to Lime United States, but the
Consul tlinics tLis danger is remnote.

The aiwmvgood-P'erry Payne Co. of Cleveland,
0., lins Lwo steamiers now in commission on the lakes that
arc itted vitli surface condensers aid other necessary ap-
paratums for sait'waLer service.

Thi Iessemner Stceniship Co. (lloekeftller interests) is ar-
rmngitg L send. on ai about Nov. 1 threo oft heir whale-
bmaik barges ta the coast. M'oreover, there are building at
tie Louin worls of the Aimericni Siipbuiding Co. two
steauners desigined especially for the Atlantic coast trade.
Tliey air, to tow two barges that ire building at the West
Superior Workis of tlie Aimeriemn Siipbuilding Co. Al four
wNili bei ready to pass lown this season. They are buîilt for
ecast trale entirely. Keels iave jnîst beea laid at the Chi-
emgo works of the Ameiîcan Siipbuildinîg Co. for four
staumers ta be owned by Charles Councilman and others, ail

of tiemi mesignmed for the coast trade and ail o[ them to be
iimnishîed by the opening of navigation next spring. The
Detroit Shipbuilding Co. closed on Oct. 5 a contract with
C'. . Morley and others of Marine City for a steamer of Ca-
mailian enanal dinesions, to go ta the coust ipon ils compler'
fion next September.

THE LONGEST 1AILWAY.
Tle Scientilie Amierican in its desire to rob Canada of the

distinclion of having a line with the greatest mileage, lias
fällen into several serious blunders. Tiese are pointed out
in the Jiihiway World. The Canadiai Pacific is conceded to
hlave 10,035 miles, but the New York Cunrail is claimed to
have 10,410, and the tPennsylvnnia system, 10,392. Tiese
figures tire wholly w'rong, unless the Scientific American
counts tieir traclis bath ways. Oflicial returns give the
N. Y. Cuîntral 2,934 miles, and the 1ennsylvania systemn, in-
eluding lines operated jointly, lias 7,088 miles. Su that as a
mîatter of fact the ggregate mileage of the two U.S. rail-
ways said to have euch a greater lengtLi than our C.P.R.,
does not equal the mileage of Canada's great railway. The
total of the two railw'ays, the New York Central and the
Iennsylvani la systems, iimount together ta only 10,022, which
tails 13miles short of the lengti of the Canadian Pacific.
Canada indeed lias the most extensive railway system in the
world, as well as the noblest waterway system.

AN INSURANCE INSTITUTE FO MONTIEAL.

A number of the represenitatives of insurance conpanies
in Montreal, met a few days ago ta establisi an insurance
institute in this city. After the usual preliminaries the
ollicers of Oie institute were elected for 1900-1901, and
are: W. M. Ramsay, Standard Life, President; G. F. C.

Accordinîg ta the constitution, the objects of the institute
ire: The reading of papeŽrs and delivery of lectures upon

subjects connected with insurance business generally; the
discussion Of questions relating thereto; the establishment

.of educational classes; the collection and preservation of
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papers read before tthe institute, together with other docu-

ments, maps and statisties bearing upon the science; and the

promotion of social intercourse amongst the members of the

profession; and gen.erally sucli other imiatters as may tend to

the advantage ef the institute.
The new organization opens under promising auspices and

ve trust vili fulfil all its promoters anticipate and hope
for. A coimittee has been appointed to arrange for a first
meeting of the approaching winter session of the institute,
which will probably take the fori of a social gathering.

NEW SPECIES OF WOOL.

Tlie sh ep, as a xvool producer, has long held the field un-
invaded, but with the dawn of a new century a rival is step-
ping li, whom, ve are told, possesses qualities vhich .will,
cre long, cause limes to bc generally recognized as a factor-
it the production of clothing material. Musk-os 'wol is
lardly likliy te figure largely at the London vool sales for
many years to cone, says the Textile Mercury, nevertheless
it is one of the poZsibiiities of an uicertain'future. The
'olthicI Arctic Expedition has succded in bringing to
Swedeu nale antd finale cal of the musk-ox (Ovibos mos-
chalus, Gielin). As soon as the animais seen to bu accli-
i;atised they are to be set frie ini the northern mountain re-

gions, vitere it is thouglit they vill speedily increase ia
ittîber, as they are very prolific. Hlerr Kolthoff has great
io ii tie future importance of the miusk-ox, not so mucl
as ait article of food as on account of its tiic brown wool,
which is said to be remarkably strong.

Six arrests have been made
in ite connection, including the carter
who drovg somte of the accused the
night of the loss. Mr. Baynes sceured
bail yesterday.

FINANCIA L.

MoNTRE&L,
Thursday, 25th Oct., 1900.

The alliance established between England
and Germany has had an excellent influence
over the money market, as it makes for
the world's peace. lhe September bank
statement shows the demand for money
this year to have fallen far below what it
was in 1899, and the increase of note issues
considerabiy less. What expansion of de-
pusitB and loans took place last month
occurred in their agencies outside Canada.
New York lias had a sensation caused by
a teller of the First National Bank proving
tlihave ernbezzled $700,000 of the bank's
money. The bank is said to have under-
gone periodic inspection by its own staff
and that of the Treasury. Hlow $700,000
could be stolen by a clerk under such cir.
canstances needs explaining--the crime
reflects most seriously upon the manage-
ment and the inspection. The bank is
commercially a strong one, having a sur-
plus of fdve millions, but it must be very
weak indeed in competent officials. The
widely extended interest taken by the
American people in stock investments
since good times set ln, and trust stocks
got into se many hands, is having a strong
influence favouring McKinley, as his cause
is belleved to be that of those who
have a stake in the country, while Mr.
Bryan's is regarded as most favoured by
those who rovet their neighbour's goods A
mint is ta be built ln British Columbia, for
whicli there is not the least -need, except
for election purposes. 'The gold holdings
of the U.S, Treasury are reported at 446
millions of dollars, yet there is a cry of
scarcity of money for harvest purposes !
The Bank of British North America lias
recelved drafts from San Francisco repre-
senting $950,000 Yukon gold deposited at
that point, and the Bank las advices or
$400,000 of this gold wiich lias been de-
poslhed at Seattle. The Canadian Bank et
Commerce has received drafts for $200,000
Youkon goid fron Ban Francisco and
$250,000 more,it is reporte 1, of such dralts
will arrive next week. Stock exclhanges
are generally under bull influences as the
war cloud seems rising. On the local
'Change, Toronte St., las had another in-
nings, largo sales having been made at
105% to 106%. Royal Electric. bas been
movng off freely at 202 to 205% ; Pacifia
at 87% ta 87Y8 ; Montreal St., 279 to 280 ;
Richelien 1052 to 106. A few Quebec
Bank shares have fetched 124. At Berlin
exchange on London is 20 marks, 45 pigs;
at Paris 25 Ls. 10%c. Paris francs stand
5.21%, 5.18y8. Sterüing axchange, sixties,
8/ to 8 8.16 ; 2 deiand, 8% to 8 s. Con
sols are creeping up te 99. Local money
remains as last week.

The London and General Water Pu-
rifying Water Co., Ltd., 157, Strand,
LndCon, W.C., have introduced a nev

GemPofFilter, which is fitted wvith
a cylinder oi' porous porcelain, other-
vise klcnown as a "candle," and special-

running streais or ponds. The illus-
tration shows the article in sections.
The puip is attached to the fIlter sa
that the water nay be first drawn,
subsequently forced through the can-
(lie, and delivered as required. The
water is forced through the Ilitering
medium at a fairly rapid rate, but not
too fast. It will be seen from the
sketch that the filtering tube is fixed
inside the larger cylinder of the pump,
and those who are aaquainted with this
system of filtration need not be tohl
that the object is ta arrest all impuri-
ties and ta thorougbly sterilise the wa-
ter. The candle can be cleaned very
readily, but it is recommended that, aï-
