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OLERICAL READING.
. ‘The importance of good readiog in Church’
- can hardly be exaggerated. All admit this;
and much has been eaid and written abeut it,
But if we would accurately definé it or deter-
. mine in what it consiets, we should be met
. with the most conflicting opinions or the sub-
jeot. To disouss the questicn within the limits
of a short paper would be simply impossible.
All that we would attempt is to point out some
of the ordinary faults into which clerical read-
" ers may fall, .and to offer a few suggestions as
‘to the attainment of a higher standard, The
facts are. these: that as Churchmen we have
the most admirably composed, expressive,.com- |
prebensive, and Scriptural Liturgy to be found
in Christendom, and yet that is seldom render-
ed in a manner worthy of its excellence and
beauty. Sometimes we hear the prayers and
lessons hurried over so rapidly and indistinctly
that few can follow or enter into their mean-
ing. This may not arice from any want of
-reverence or devotion in the reader. His mind
may move so quickly that he forgets that he is
acting as the mouthpiece for others whose
thoughts cannot keep pace with his own, while
tho aged and illiterate are left far behind. A
worthy clergyman of tho old school used to
advise his curates to pause till the ¢oldest mem-
ber of the congregation had finished his res-
ponse. This rule would, we fear, be found
scarcely pructicable in many cases; still the
gpirit which is embodied is admirable, for the
officiating minister should never be unmindful
“of tho mental habits and spiritnal capacities of
those to whom he ministers.

Then there is the drawling, mouthing, me
lancholy utterance, which to many worship-
pers is even more painful, as it loaves much
roon: for the imtrusion of wandering thoughts,
go difficull to be ropressed and so destructive to
real d8votion, This style of reading also un-
necesearily lengthens out our services, and
makes them wourisome even to thoso that
would otherwise eujoy them.

Careless, slovenly reading is, of course, high-
ly objectionable. Misplacing or miscalling of
words so familiar to all in an age of culture
like the present cannot bo tolerated, and ought
never to occur. Nover shull we forget the jar
received from a blunder of this kind, which was
perpetuated by a voluble Irishman before an
educated town congrogation, who actually
prayed in tho Litany for a blessing on ‘the
lords of the c¢reation sud ALL the nobility.
Whether he was & man of extremo democratio
proclivities we know not, but he cortainly was
wanting at tho time in the reverence and self-
collectedness befitting the House of God, and
the absurd slip grated moet harshly upon the
solemnity of the cucasion.

Preaching the prayers aloud is justly objested
to by most, and is bhappily far less common
pow than it was, The simple consideration
that prayer is addiessed to God, not to men, if
realized would prevent anything like reading
for effect. If the clorgymen only seck to
come to the Throneof Grace in his true char-
aoter as o humble supplicant, and ut the same
time as the commissioned minister, whosc high
privilege it is to express the wants and desires
of his fellow-sinners, whether he read or say
the prayers, whether he adopt a musical tone
‘or & monotono, or prefer to speak iu the ordin-
ary tones of his voice, he cun scarcely fail to
be devotional, reverent, and real in his utter-

"ance Then, too, the public reading of the
Holy Scriptures is surely s much more im-
-poriant function than it is always considered.
In them man is not to be hoard, but God speak-
‘ing through His Word to both reader and hear
ers. Our Church has, therefore, done well to

reading.’ The judiocious, though not excessive,
use of emphasis, the natural adaptation of the
voice to the charaoter of the passage read,
whether it be simple - narrative, or the lofty:
flight of prophetic inspiration, or the oalm,
gententious reasoping of the Apostles, un-
doubtedly contribute much to the right ander-
standing of the Divine Oracles, so that the
lesson may become the best of sermons.

'Po do'this well is indeed far easier in theory
than - in: practice; yet, if the passage has been
carefully studied beforehand, and the reader
throw himself into its gpirit, he can hardly fail
in some measure to convey its meaning to
others, And in those days, when so many,
especially in rural parishes, are still imperfoot,
scholars, and when the highly educated too of-
ten allow other reading to supersede the study
of the Bible, the right delivery of the lessons
is & means of grace of incalculable value.

The effective preaching of & written sermon

is another large question, on which we will not
venture further than to remark how many able
and earnest men find it far easier to compose a
good sermon than fo give effect to it when it is
composed, and that an inferior discourse well
delivered is much more impressive than the
most eloguent and powerful homily badly read.
All this only serves to illustrate theimportance
of good reading; bat after all the urgent ques-
tion remains, often anxiously asked and asked
in vain, How shall a higher standard be at-
tained ? A young clergyman may be very
conscious that his reading leaves much to he
desired. Home eritics are not unfrequently
the most frank and outepoken, and it is well
when they are so; and yet, unfurtunately, they
generally fail in suggesting a remedy. They
treat the neophyte very -much as & drawing-
master treated an inexperienced pupil. ‘That
is not the way to doit,’ bluntly said the teacher.
‘ But how,’ inguired the docile pupil, ‘am I to
do it ?' ¢ That you maust find out,” was the cold,
upsatisfactory answer. So it is that many can
detect faults in others without boing able to
tell how they are to be overcome.

The fact is that good reading is an art, and,
like other arts, it has its method and iis rules,
though, of course, the perfection of art isto
conceal itzelf ; and good reading, especially of
saered themes, muet never be artificial. It
seems, therefore, most necessary that our
clorgy should receive special training with thirs
view. Very few would have the courage, if
they had the leisure, of one mentioned by the
author of the Harvest of a Quiet Hye in ap
admirable paper oz * Expression in Preaching,’
contributed to the Homiletic Magazine. This
worthy man, finding that he had an excellent
‘organ,’ but did not know how to useit, placed
himself under a teacher of eloemtion. At first
the Professor plainly said to him, ‘You read
very badly.' He was not offended or discous-
aged, but submitied to a courze of lessens, and
ended, not indeed by reaching the high excel-
lence which might have been his if he had be
gun earlier, but ocounsiderable improvemeunt.
The moral of the tale is evidently this, that
candidates for Holy Orders should be put
through such a course, and that a certificate of
having done s0 should in every case berequired
for Ordination. Bisbop Howe, in his admir-
able lectures on Pastoral Work, writes very
emphatically to this effect: ‘I am sure,’ he
says, 'enough siress is not Jaid in our propar-
ation for Holy Orders upon the cultivation of
the voice, and upon expressive, not to say in-!

ally be a good preacher. How feebly and in-

ble of his defeots in this respect. Perhaps he
ha3 never read or spoken publicly in his life
béfore; and he has all to learn by experiments, .
often more distressing 1o himself than to
others; This surely ought not so to be, nor
would it be so if proper steps were taken to

prepare those whose sacred calling neoessitates

the constant use of the voice to turn it to the

ASERVIOCE OF ANTHEMS AT ST,
MARGARET'S, WESTMINSTER.

} (Specially Reported.)

'On a Thursday lately 8t. Margaret’s Church.
Westminater, was crowded to hear a lecture on
the foreign composers of Church anthems, il-
lustrated by the members of the choir of the
Abbey, under the direction of Dr. Bridges.
Organ accompaniments were played by Mr.
Winter, deputy organist at the Abbey. Several
collects and prayers preceded the lecture.
Archdeacon Farrar, who spoke from the leotern,
gaid that last year, aided by a voluntary choir,

he had endeavoured to give a short history of
the Haglish aunthem, illustrated by specimens
of the Church music of the greatest of our Eng-
lish composers from the 16th-century to the
present day, with the object of deepening their
interest in the anthem. By the same genérous
aid they wonld hear that night specimens of
the Church music of some of the great foreign
composers. One great line of demarcation
divided the composers of the fourteenth, fif-
teenth, and sixteenth centuries from those
which followed. The former were polyphonie,
they wrote for voices alone ; whereas the great
composers of the eighteenth ¢entury composed
for instraments alone, or for voices accompan-
ied by instruments, The style existed in Fian-
ders at the latter part of the fourteenth centary.
That style was represented by two composers,
Arcadelt and Palestrina. Of Jacob  Arcadelt
but little was known, except that he was one of
the most prominent of a distinguished band of
Netberland musicians, who taught in Italy in
the sixteenth century. In 1530 he was m=ster
of the boys in St. Peter's at Rome., His works
were chiefly madrigals and masses. His style
was lofty and natural, He (the Archdeacon)
beiieved that his authorship of the Ave Maria as-
sociated with his name was uncertain. Giovani
Pier-Luigi da Palestrina was born 1624, and died
in 1594. As a boy of thirteen he went to
Rome, and, being heard singing in the street,
was introduced into a choir, and from that be
rose to be chapel mastor of the Julian Chapel
in the Vatiean at the age of 27, His earliest
msagses were dedicated to Pope Julius IIL., who
made him & singer in the Papal chapel. Mar-
cellus succeeded Julius, nad Pope Paul IV., who
foilowed dismizsed Palectrina, partly becaunse he
was married, and partly because his voice was
no lunger good. Mo received & small pension,
but the disappointmeat made him seriouslyill.
But his great triumph was yet to come, Music
had fallon into & state of pedantry and the di-
vine and nutural waa sacrificed to the hard sub-
tleties of science, which ntterly dominated over
the meaning of the worda. It had almost coased
to be religious or suitable to. the sacredness of
public worship ; it was largely tounded on se-
cular meclodies, sometimes even of a degrading
character, of which the evil words were some-
times sung in charch by the sabirdinate sing-
ors. So flagrant were these delinquencies that
the Pope in his indignation nearly by an ediot
stopped church masic altogether, which weuld
have been disastions.” The -great Coune:l of
Trent was sitting and the prelates wuore agreed
as Lo the necessity of some great reform.

Rome with Palestrina
st their-head chanting his belovéd music. He
left an unworthy son whem he bade on his
death bed get his remaining music published to
the glory of God. Thus was he true 10 theend
with that sympathy, piety and purity which
duriug half a century bad drawn him to turn
all the beanties of his fancy and rosources of hia
love to the glory of his Maker. He died in the
‘arms of his dear frignd and confessor. He sub-
jeoted art to the service of nature; it waa not
the beauty of the comstruction of his music
which made it immortal, but the soul in it.
His grave and earnest mind rescned the music
of worship from being tbe vehicle for the con-
veyance of popular melcdies. His genius guided
him on sound principles and introduced a new
epoch, placed him on the loftiest pinacle of
famo, and enshrined him in the hearts of all
true lovers of the art. Besides the piece in the
programme of Palestina’s, the choir would also
sing another of his anthems, the words of which
were, “1 will give thanks to Thee, O Lord, Al-
mighty God; how great and wonderful art
Thou in all the world.” :

The next two anthems warked & new epoch

As was often the case after great masters, the
period of Palestrina was followed by one of
great but not complote decadence, until the
polyphonic school died out in 1561. Of the
great English composers of.the seventeonth
century he spoke last May, but the next marked
epoch in foreign ehurch music was marked in
1733. Bach and Handel threw a flood of colox
over the eighteenth century. Johann Sebastian
Bach was born at Eisenach, in Sauzony, in 1685,
and Handel was born st Halle in the same
year. Bat though Bach was twico at Halle
they did not seem to have met. They united
in their own persons all the influences and ten:
dencies of modern thought which brought ebout
the revolution from the art of Palestrina to
that of the present day. Handel founded no
sochool, he exhausted zll that art conlddo in the
direction of oratorio. The two composers were
not alike; Bach lived in retirement, Hande)
lived ia & blaze of publicity. Bach appealed to
the most serious ; Handel to all. Handel met
with recognition even in his own lifetime, but
Bach had affected as decply the minds of mod-
ern composers, though his wmusic did not make
s marked impression till fifty years after his
death. It was said that music owed 1o both
almost as much as a religion to ita founder.
Left, as a young boy, under the tyranny of an
elder brother, Bach showed intenso earncstness
In pursuit of musie, getiing hold of a manu-
- goript book of music and cepying it all by

stealth in the moonlight. Having & beantifal
soprano voice he became a choristor at Lune-
berg and during his whole uneventful life, till
he became blind, he devoted his powers to mu-
sical composition. His musio was inspired by
& deeply religious feeling, FEndowed with a
spirit of almont patriarchal simplicity, he was
content with humble circuumstances ; his art
and his family were the two great blessings of
his life. Outwardly, his life was modest and
insignificant ; inwardly, it - was luxariamt in
growth and production. ~Starting with instru-
mental music ke developed it in & new manner,

and created a new style. His character was (ull
of quiet nobleness, modest, yet conscious of
geniuag, he thought genius was patience. The
establishment of his fame waa due to two later
masters. Mozart, hearing one.of his motetts,
said, “Thank God, here is something, and I
can learn something new.” His Passion musio
was firat performed at Westminster Abbey in
April, 1871, and had spread to St. Paul's and
other churches, His Christmas musio had been
performed 'very seldom, except once at Wesat-
minster Abbey, In Handel the music of the
oratorio reached its highest point ; he had been
rightly called the Milton of music and one of
'the greatest composers the world had ever
known. Discouraged by his father, his indom-
itable heart asserted itself, and he taught him-
gelf to play on 2 dumb spinet in & garret until
his genius was diseovered. Fourteen years af-
ter the death of Purcell, Handel came to Lon-
don, and though wo could not claim the glory
of his birth, his grave was in Westminster Ab-
bey, and England rewarded the genius it had
no small part in evoking. He became chapel
master to the Dake of Chandos, but his series
of great works ouly began at fifty-five. * Saunl”
and ¢ Israel in Bgypt' were first performed in
1740, the ** Messiah ” was performed at Dablin
in 1742. 1t was devoted first to the oause of
charity and the service of the lowly, and
brought in £10,000 to the Foundling Hospital,
and had since brought in many thousands of
pounds to many & holy cause. Thus, Handel
consecrated his greatest work to the help of
the unfortunate little ones, and perhaps it was
that tbought from which the * Meussiah " oanght
one more tons of his best inspiratien and joy.
In 1749 the whole anaience rose to ils feet, ihe
king also in tears, when the ‘‘Hallelujah Cho.
rus” was begun, and that was why people rose
at the performance of the chorus. In the “*Mes-
siah ” Lo united the finest of all themes to the
noblest of all music. Well might it be so, for

‘Ime said he seemed to sse the heavers open and

an innmerab'e host of angels singing round the
throne of God. In later years he became blind,
but he rose indomitably above the afiliction
and would still play for his oraterios, and he
was led out very pale to receive the reward of
his genins. His whole mind showed some of
the best fealures of the English character—
stubborn, independent. fearless, true, generous
feeling, horror of all proeténce and false senti-
ment hiding itsclf undor a blunt address. Ho
developed ideas out of facts, not facts out of
ideas. Something he learnt from Purcell, bat
in clearness of ideas and directness of means
stood supreme, as also industry. He regarded
his life as a kind of priesthood and devoted it
to his art. He prayed that he might meet his
Saviour on the day of His cracifixion, and on
Good Friday he died.

HOW CAN I BEST DEFEND MY
CHURCH?

——

Vory much has been thought, written, and
said of late about disestablishing and disendow-
ing the Church of England—more that at any
previous time. Strenuous efforts are being
made by misguided men {o bring about the
separation of the Church from the State, and to
rob her of her sacred rights and posscssions.
S0 long as this is the case it is tho bounden
duty of Churchmen, clergy or laity, rich or
poor, learned or uniearned, io manfully resist
these altacks by all legitimate means. Still,
mapy may feel that their position is so lowly,
and their influcnce so slight, that, except dur-
ing an election, they can do little or nothing in

the matter. This, howover, would be a vory
gerions mistake, as we can casily prove.

The Church is the Body of Christ and has -
many members, some more honourable .than -
others. As, therefore, the strength of the
human body depends on the vigour and health-
iness of its different parts, so, if wo would
strengthen the Church, we shall best do so by
strengthening the several members of whieh
it is composed. In the first plade, then, let
each member endeavour to cultivate a more
intelligent acquaintance with the constitution
and principles of the Church to which he
belongs. The many false statoments about the
Church would never have been so widely oir- ' -
culated, or 8o readily believed, if the truth had
been better known on these subjects, Cheap
bocks and pamphlets, such as “The English-
man’s Brief in behalf of his National Church,”
are within the reach of all, in which the faots
of the oase are correctly and clearly stated.
These contain sound, straightforward answers .
to the objections made to the relation of the
Church to the State, and Lo her oluims to tithos
and other endowments. By examining them
carefully Churchmen may satisfy themselves
of the justico of their cause, and may help
others to a fuller understanding of it. Then
there is & book in every one's hands, which,
next to the Bible, ought to be not only used for
devotion, but thoughtfully studied. [t is the
Book of Common Prayer. A good Scotch
Presbyterian minister some years ago used to
exhort his brother ministers to stady ' their
prayers. It was excellent advice, siuce they
had to compose the prayers for their congre.
gations. But he could not have said the same
to the members of their flocks, inssimuch as
they could not know beforechaund what their
minister would pray for, or in what words.
Sach, happily, is not our case. With our com-
prehensive and Scriptural Liturgy before us,
we may always be sure of the fitness of the
petitions in which we shall be invited to join,
nor can we find better words than the chaste
aud beautiful language, whercin sainis and
confessors of old loved to breath ount their
desires to God.  Surely, then, these prayers
deserve to be more carefully pondered than
they often are. So shall we discover a depth
and falness of meaning in them, which our
very familiarity had hadden from us,

But there is anether way in which Church-
men may effectually defend their Chureh, and
that is by incroased liberality in its support.

Should that dark day over dawn upon our
land when Pavliament should boe induced to
cast off its national allegianee to God, and to
strip His Church of the efferings of her pious
sons, Churchmen of all classes, in town or coun-
try,will be called uponto contribute to her main-
tenance far more largely than now. To be fore-
warned is to be forearmed ; and it will be well
for all to cultivate the habit of giviog rogularly
according to our ability te the expenses of
Divine worship, tho repairs and preservation of
our parish churches, and, when neccssary, to
the payment of the clergy, schools, and other
i);arochial machinery, besides foreign missions,

y a little forethought and self-denial, the
penny a week may become twoperce or even
sixpence, the sixpence may grow to a shilling,
the shilling into half-a-crown, and so on, Alms-
giving wil'lzbe felt to be a privilege ns well as
a duty, and & wholesome spirit of independence
and self-help will bo acquired.

Again, if we desire that the Church shounld
not only hold her own, but win her way
smongs* all classes of society, all must work
unitedly towards this object. It is not enough
that the clergy take the lead, as they are bonnd
to do, in this good work; but all, who have the
love of Christ and of men's soule in their
hearts, must be ready to assist. All bave not
the same ability, or education, or leisure; yet
cach may do romething, whoether as Sanday-
school teackers, or choristers, or oolloctors, or
visitors. The call to every Christiag is this:
¢ Son, go work to-day in My vineyard.”

‘much krowledge, nor a large measure of light,
but with God's help we will light a match
which may guide some of our fellow-men into
the way of peace.” '
- . In these and-other ways it is in the pewer of
most, at leaat, to strengthen the position of the
Oburoch in these days of difficulty and danger.
Nor let vs neglect that means without which
the rest would be ineffectusl. It is the weapon
of all ¢ prayer.” Very earnestly should we all
plead with Christ, Who is Head over all things
to His Church, that “ in His continual pity He
would cleanse and defend it “ Prayers and
pains through faith in Jesus Christ can do any-
thing.” This was the motto of one of the first
American missionaries. Let it be ours; and
whilst we are each diligent in fulfilling his own
appcinted duty, as workers together with God,
our dependence must be on Him, without Whom
n;thing is strong, nothing is holy.—Dawn eof
ay.

CAPE BRETON.

SrpsY.—The 39th mesting of the Syduey
Rural Deanery was held at Sydney on Feb. 204,

the feast of the Purification. Onthe preceding
evening . Evensong was said in St. George's
Church by Rev. W. J. Lockyer, and a sermon
preached by Rev. R. Bambrick. On Thursday
morning Matting was said at 11 o’clock, fol-
lowed by a celebration of the Holy Communion,
the Rural Dean, Rev. D. Smith being celebrant.
The sermon was preached by Rev.T.F.Dra-
per on the * Charch of the living God.” In
the afternoon the Chapter met in the Rectory.
After prayers 1 Timothy ii., was readin Greek,
and commented upon at length. The Rural
Dean then read an excellent paper which he
had prepared on the relations of the Chureh to
the dissenting bodies, 1t was devoted mainly
to the consideration of two questions: 1. Are
these manifestations on the part of the denomi-
nations of a real desire for re-union with the
Church ? This was answered in the negative.
2. What is the best way of promoting unity ?
The reply to this was based on the toxt,
‘- Speaking the truth in love,” In honesty to
the Church, in justice to the seots Church
teachers should plainly proclnim the truth, and
not epeak or behave as if some of the doctrines
of which she is the divinely ordained trustee,
conld be given up or ignored. Qcoupation of
dissenting pulpits by Church clergymen and
similar proceedings necessarily impeded pro-
gress towards union, by confirming those out-
sido the Church in their expectation of impos-
sible compromise, or in their fatal satisfaction
with thew present position. The paper drew
forth o lengthy discussion, which lasted until
the meeting adjourped. The clergy present
agreed with the conclusions arrived at by the
essnayist,

In the ovening the parishioners of Sydney
had for the first time the opportunity of enjoy-
ing a full choral service in their parish Church.
The service chosen was Bambridge’s, and, espe-
cially in view of the lack of previous experi-
ence, was remarkably well rendered. Miss N.
Hill presided at the organ. Both she and the
ohoir are mueh to be praised for their carnest
efforts to brighten and besutify the public wor-
ship of Almighty God. The Rev. R. D. Bum-
brick sang the priest's part, . The sermon was

reached by the Rev. W. J. Lockyer, of Cow
sy, who gave a striking discourse on the epis-
tlo and gospel for Septuagesima Sunday.

The Rev. Dr. Uniacke, for many yeuars rector
of St. George’s, Sydney, died last December.
For a long time previous to his decease, the
woukness of age had prevented h'm from work-
ing in the parish, which was consequently left
in the sole charge of his carate, Rev. D. Smith,
B.D. On Jun. 4th, a meeting of the parishion-
ors was held in St. George's Sunday-school, at
which they shewed their appreciation of Mr.
Bmith's labors by unanimously electing him as
their Rector. '

The church people of Sydney are to be con-
gratulated on retaining among them a gentle-
man of Mr. Smith’s exceptional abilities. Ho»
is o capital scholar, 8 sound churchmsn, and
filled with zeal for the cause of Christ, He was
educated at St. Augustine's, Canterbury, and
tuok his degree of B.D.from King's College,
Windsor.

called Vancouver) was dedicated to the service

. of Almighty God.

¢ land. '

On Whit-sun’ Day, 1886, the whole town of
Vancouver was swept away in a few hours, by
an awful fire.

Nothing was saved out of the Church, even
the morning's offertory being consumed. The
remains of the altar vessels were dug up next
day by the Bishop and returned to the Church

L of Wednesbury as a rolic.

- It was a difficult matter to raise the funds for
building & new Church. The (Peop]e of Van-
couver were homecless and bad lost their all.,
‘Bat “where therc's a will there’s a way,” and
on St. James' Day, the Dedication Festival
Services was held in the new Church, a bean-

admission. A petition, for the comnsecration,
was read by one of the Churchwardens, and
given to the Bishop, who having received it
proceeded up the aisle, with the clergy, sing-
ing the 24th Psalm. Seated in his chair he
then received the “Instrument of Donation,”
couvsisting of the conveyance of the Church
site from the C.P.R. Co., and laid‘it on the
Altar. After a short exhortation and prayer
the procession returned down the aisle to the
Font, singing the 56th Psalm.

The font i quite a remarkable feature in the
Church being formed of rough granite bould-
ers, with which the town site of Vancouver
was strewn, the base, forming a platform, con-
sists of one buge block; a second forms the
pedestal, while a third, hollowed out, is the
basin. In turn the Font, Chancel step, Pualpit
and Altar were blessed and dedicated, after
which the service for the day was sung with
special Pealms and Lessons.

Before the commencement of the Commun-
ion Office, the altar was vested in a beautifully
embroidered red velvet super-frental, which,
with a red frontal, had been seut out from Eng-
land by Miss Matthews. -

The Altar itself is-of handsomely carved
wood and was presented by the Free Masons of
New Westminster; the communion plate, a
solid silver set, is the gift of Miss Iugleby, and
the altar linen was also sent from England.,

After the presentation of these various gifts,
the Communion Service was continued to the
end, the Archdeacon giving an excellent little
address in place of a sermon, and the Epistle
and Gospel being read by the Rector and Cu-
rate.

The Church, which is capable of seating 250,
was filled, both morning and evening, to its
utmost capacity, and already peed is felt for
more accommodalion. Kvensong was sung at 7
o’'clock, the Bishop preaching the sermon.

BERMUDA.

Wednesday, 8th February. wiil long be re-
membered in the annals of Smith's Parish, as
the occasion of the consecration of the Tower
and Chancel of St. Mark's Church.

Then the Bishop turning
to the congregation said. ‘“By the anthority
committed unto us inthe Church of God we ded-
icate and set apart for ever, from all common
and profane uees, this and whatsoever therein
is consecrated by our prayers and benediction
for the ministration of the Holy service and
mysteries of the Church of God. And this
house to be hallowed and consecrated, in the
name of the Father, aod of the Son and of the
Holy Ghost.” Amen.

The blessing of God Almighty, the Father.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Church Guardian, Omaha, says :—

These are days when the clergy are prepar-
ing classes for Confirmation. Thisdaty can
not be delegated. It must be conscientiounsly
and regularly done by the Priests. The work
must have thought and time. The reason why
we have such joor Churchmen and such feeble
Christians, is that, those who are confirmed
have no systematic instroction in regard to
*The Faith once for all delivered to the Saints.”
How the clergy can eay in presenting a class
for confirmation, “ I have examined them and
believe them meet to receive the same,” when
there has been no serious question asked, no
review of the Catechism required, no earnest
prayer offered with them is more than we can
fathom ; and yet this is the way that we are
told some candidates sre made ready for the
Apostolic Rite of Confirmation. -

The Church Press of N.Y., says of LENT :—

It is an admirable arrangement in the Church
yeer that this holy season comes round to us
with such undeviating certainty. We need it.
The warts of onr spiritnal nature, the demands
of our daily life, the interosis of. the Church,
the temptations of the world, all render ne-
cessary such a period of retirement and medi-
tation, of self-denial and prayer. If entered
upon in the spirit of our Lord, and observed in
the manner the Church has prescribed, Lent
cannot be otherwise than highly beneficial. Tt
will make us better acquainted with ourselves,
and bring us into closer communion with God ;
and as the result of such inerease of knowledge
and power, wo must be more useful and more
happy. It would involve serious spiritual loss
were this season withheld from us, and were it
not thus periodically broight round there
would be danger of onr own forgetfulness or
indifforence, because of tho cares of business,
or the fascirations of pleasure, or the apathy
of our moral nature.

In preparation for daty, and in anticipation
of profit, we should now steadily set our minds
upon this sulemn Lenien Fast, and try to real-
ize fully the great purpose for which it has
been ordained. What is the grand central truth
which underlies the Fast? And what is the
personal Christian duty which is inseparably
ussociated with it? Is it not the design of the
Church to bring before us afresh the humili-
alion and sufferings of our blessed Liord, and
to make us more fally partakers of his suffer-
ings, that we may vealize more sensibly and
really the benefits resulting therefrom in par-
don and holiness? In order to do this there
is need for systematic readingin the life and
work of Christ, for close seif-examination, for
more frequent private davotion and public
prayer, and for ithe more earncst and habitnal
oxorcise of all those powers and graces which
entor into the Christian life, and coastitute a
perfect character. '

And it is to this the Chnroh calls us during
Long, It providoes the matarial and supplies
the motive ; and by a gradaul process of know-
ledge, and repentanee, and prayer, and faith,
and fellowship, it seeks to muie us know Christ,
that we may be buried with him by baptism
unto death, and that being raised up together
with Him by the glory of the Father, we

«WHICH IS MUCH TO BE DESIRED'

The Church of England, in her Communion
Service, laments her lost Discipline. The restor-
ation thereof is, she declares, ‘much to be
wished.’ The want of it ia continually objee-
ted against her by her foes, and the lack of it
is a weak point in her harness. Much has she
recovered and restored in her latest half cen-
tary. Is the restoration of godly discipline
a thing psst praying for? Notso. And we
are bold also to declare that, if her offlcers are
faithful and courageous, the thing is, even
now, within her grasp. And for the need of it,
let the scandals which do attend the indisorim-
inate reading of the Burial Service speak. And

let them be confronted with the rubric which.

profaces it, and it will be scen thatthe Church’s
exercise of her power of Kxcommunicalion is
supposed ; and that over notorious, and, there-
fore, excommunicate, sinners, the Office is not

intended to be used. The proper use of her
power of Discipline would remove this scandal
from the Church. :

There was a controversy, in the Early
Church, asto the possibility of pardon for no-
torious sin after Baptisam. In admitting sin-
ners, even the most heinous, to penaunc: and
Absolation, the Church Catholi¢ took care to
bring home to their minds, and alsv to the
minds of those who had not fallen, the exceed-
ing sinfulness and the deadly defilement of sin
‘They did not,’ says Bishop Harold Browne,
‘ indeed restore thom readily and lightly as wo
do at present.’ But, we must ask, reading
these words—do we restore our lapsed at all in
the Church of Bogland? Where are our ex-
communicate members ? What Priest has the
boldness to present; what Bishop is asked to
admonish, aod, failing heed of- this, to excom-
manicate, the impenitent offender? Bat, in
the Early Church, sin was set before her mem
bers as a very serious matter indeed. ‘ For
example, for fornication’ (a sin so lightly
thought of in our day) ‘the offonder was ex-
pelled three years from the public service of
the Church, three years more he was in the
station of hearer, three years more ic the
station of the prostrate, and then was received
to full communion. The term was double for
adultery, and three times as long for murder.’
Some discretion was allowed to the Bishop, and
the rules varied in dioceses and churches, ¢ But
the diversity in the measure of penance only
proves identity of principle.’

We would -not advocate such great severity.
Wo think that we detect a milder rale in the
ireatment by St. Paul of one guilty even of the
dreadful crime of Incest. (See the Second
Epistle to the Corintbhians). Bat truly an ex-
cessive rigour is preferable to a laxity which
leaves deadly sin unrebuked, unpunished, and
scathless, in the Church. If it be required of
his ministers (1 Tim. iii.) that they rule well
their house, having their children in subjec-
tion, must not the Church, our Mother, be
oither blameworthy or contemptible if Aer
children are under no restraint of digcipline or
chastening ? Can she be, from the Apostle’s
point of view, fit to have the charge of a fam-
ily? Is it kind to the offending, salutary to
their brethren, to ieave them unpunished, to.
make no difference botween the rebellious and
the datiful? Itis, surely, plain, that the res-

What remedy is at hand, we then ask, for
this disordered state of affairs ?

Canon. 113 sets before us a very plain and
simple course of action. Are the more part of
the clergy so much as aware of its existence ?
The Churchwardens, &o., are expected to ¢ take
care for the suppressing of sin and wickedness
in their several parishes—by admoaition, re-
prehension, and denunciation, to their Ordin-
aries.” But if ‘ through fesar of their superiors,
or throngh negligence,’” they forbear to dis-
charge their duty, the Parson, Vicar, or Curate
may join with them, or, if voed be, himself
present to the Ordinavies wheresosver it is ne-
cesgsary, who then will, after enquiry, take the
necessary steps for admonishing, or, in th»
end, excommunicating the offender. And it is
to be noted that this very Canon provides for
the inviolability of the seal of Confossion
which (except with regard to a crime endan-
gering his own life under the law, by conceal.
ment) the Minister is to keep sacred ‘under
pain of irregularity.’) In the Act 53 Geo, I1I.,
. 127, occurs this important sestion : —

‘Nothing in this Act contained shall prevent
any Eeolesinstical Court from prohouncing or
declaring persons to be excommunicated in do-
finite sentences, or in interlocutory decrees.
raving the force and effect of dofinite senten-
ces, such sentencos or deocrees haing pro-
nounced as spiritual censures for offences of
ecclosiastioal cognisance, in the sam: manaoer
as such Conrt might lawfally bave pronsanced
or declared the same had this Act not bson
passed.’

And in the case of Randall v. Vowles and
Vowles (1856)—a case of incestuous eohabita-
tion—the Judge of the Arches Court gave a
judgment in which the gquestion of penance
is referred to, and excommunication threatened.
(Phillimore’s Hccles. Law, vol. ii. pp. 1374-5).
[t would seem, then, that it does but require
faithfalness and courage in the ministry ot the
Church of England to recover for her the Dis-
cipline, which recovery her formularies apeak
of as ‘much to be wished.’

The objection might be mado that the exer-
cige of diseipline would be *inexpedient,’ that
the lay folk would not endure it, and that they
would be alienated from the Church if she re-
vived the exercise of this discipline.

The argument of ‘Expediency’ is one that
we a e not careful to answor.

‘ Because Right is Right, to follow Right
Were wisdom in the scorn of consequence.’

And Expedioncy is often-—even for this world—
inexpedient. It often defeats its own ends.
‘It is expedient that one man should die,’ lest
‘the Romans should come and take away eur
place and nation.’” Waoll, the Caiaphas policy
of ‘Expediency’ prevailed, and greatly, by
means of it, the dreaded catastrophe was
brought about !

Let a story of old times, less known than
that of Ambrose and Theodosius (which is, of
course, equally to the point), show how the
fearlesa carrying out of Principle v. Expediency
will sometimes triumph, even here and now : —

‘Sweyn, king of Denmark, was a man of s
fierce, lawless temper; he made an unlawful
marriage in spite of all the Bishop’s entreatics,
and when be beard thut some of his earls had
made jests upon him he bad them put to death
without form of law. When the next day he
came to church Bishop William stood, like Am-
brose, at the door, barring the way with his
pastoral staff, acd calling h:m not a king but
murdere*, Some of the attendants rushed for.
ward with their swords and threatemed the
Bishop. He bent his head for the stroke, and
said he would die in the cunse of God. Sweyn’s
heart was touched ; he called them away, bado
the Bishop appoint his penance, and give up

But ghe ean bring
forth out of these treasurers, like & wise house-
holder, *‘ things new and old.” A writer in
the last English Church Congress, (Canon T.
E. Carter) has thus emphasized the truth:

¢ (1) The Church must expound the Creed,
clearly and lovingly. It is her business to show
men who are seeking for an object of faith
that the eore and centre of the Oreed and the
Bible is Cbrist. She has to justify every doc-
trine, and every practice of Christianity, by ex-
hibiting in clear, dogmatic precision its
relation to the Name and Person of Christ.
“ Who is He, that I might believe on Him ?”
is the questien men still ask Aud the Charch
has to give the answer. * I want Christ,” men
say; *‘ but this doctrine, that sacraments only
confuse and puzzle me,” just as if they were
detached, loose things wh'ch were only in the
way. The Church must understand and teach
the proportion and coherence of each to the
whote. She is, according to St. Paunl’s figure,
“ the pillar and pedestal of the Trath.” She
lifts up the figure of her Lord and evidently
sots Him forth. Butwhatwmanifold and patient
efforts does this task involve?

¢ (2) The Church has to teach men o pray;
to say ** Our Father,” Men want an object of
faith, clear and glorious, that they may have
an object of worship. The Church is, asI
have heard it finely said, ‘“a body scientifi-
céally frimed to pray aright,” The dogmas of
the Creed become dry, and-dull, and repulsive,
if they are not clothed in the mystery and awe
of worship. The lex credendi is the lex orand.
The Creed is the anatomy of prayer. “I have
only one article in my oreed,” says Oliver
Wendell Holmes. * It is very simple; it is
just this, ¢ Oar Father.'” Quite so. We only
want to get that utterance on the lips and in
the hearts of men, and all is done. That ia the
secret of the Church’s worship and its Hacha-
rist. But what is the road for men, sinfal men,
to so high a height? To point out, to lead
men along it, is the Church's task in teaching
them to pray aright. '

“(3) The Church must teach men 7o lve.
She carries a new law ef life—a moral code.
1ts business is to teach ethics as well as dog-
matics, It expounds duty as well as faith, It
has to show, notoaly how faith leads to wor-
ship, but how worship affects life and conduct.
The decalogue is the basis of morals, just as
the creed is the frame-work of faith, and the
Lord’s Prayer the pattern of worship. But it
needs to be expounded. Men want, and will
listen readily to, careful instruction in morals.
Bat no wonder that men are fonnd to say of
each and all of the three—the Creed, the
Lord’s Prayer, and the Ten Commandments—
that they are outworn and inadequate, if the
Churoh is not pursuing her task of teaching
clearly, winningly, and effectively, so that her
children may understand and love, and obey
the truth.”

One example, and I will close. The best
Sunday-school I ever knew, the one most fruit-
ful in interest and in the number of children

The eourse of instrretion for fwenly-five years
‘has been always, and without variation,  the
Church oatechism, recited, explained, illustrat-
ed by the Christian year, enforced by reite-
rated oatechizings over gnd over again. No
leaflots are nsed, no question books, bat faith- -
fal instructions given- and almost innumerable
questions asked during the Trinity season on
the Catechism itself, and from .Advent to
Trinity on the Creed as interpreted by the re-
Fourring seasons of the Church year, As to the
Scriptares, the children in the main school
recite the Gospel for each Sunday by heart,
while the collects, also as interpreting the
meaning and breathing the spirit of the Lord’s
Prayer, are learned and recited by the older
geholars. That it is & successfil method the
communicant roll abundantly attests; while
the communicant members of the Bible classes,
and the young communioants.who now are
teachers in the Sunday-school, are ihtelligently
prepared to give a reason for the hope that is
in them, and to certify to the truth, of those
things in which they have ro diligently been
catechized.

" Allogianco to the system will ensure the
longed-for result. Let the purposé of the teacher
be to do that prayerfully and faithfally which
the Church hath thought good to order, and he
will indeed be enabled by God's help to do that
which the Master's example prompts him to
do, take the pupil by the hand aud lift him
up” ‘to an exercise of his own God given
powers.

CHURCH PAPERS AND PARISH
WORK.

BY THE REV, BEVERLEY E. WARNER,

There is one ase of printer's ink which I do
not think the clergy generally put their trust
in to the extent they might, with benefit to
their parishes and to themselves. It is that
form of ink application which takes the shape
of a Church press.

In many parishes are parish papers, which
are a valuable aid to the rector and people.
Bat in few parishes comparatively have our
general Church papers the circulation they
should have.

The local parish paper can perform well only
one small part of the mission of Church jour-
nalism. It can explain, illustrate, advocate
and push the local work. It may prevent the
chancel from being used as a bulletin board ;

it may record from month to month the pro-
gress of res domestica and act as a channel by
which the rector may reach all his people in a
way he could never hope to do from the chan-
cel.

Bat here it seems to me the usefnl function
of the parish paper ends. It can only be a
pigmy organ of general information and Church
progress, It cannot compete with the general
press, either in the matter of news, instraction
or suggestivenass. If it tries this wider field
it degenerates into & mere scrap-book. It is
then neither what it ought to be, nor what it
ambitiously pretends to be. Its editor finds it
a useless burden, and its constituency eyes it
askance. In its last analysis, so to speak, it
finds & homble level as material for curt papers |4
and fuel. , 1%

On the other hand a general Church paper, |
combining, as it should, the function of news [
gathering and Christian literatare, has certain [\
definite advantages in the furtherance of parish
work, .

The
weekly Church paper is constantly the bearer
of messages between cler%y and laity who do
' not know and never will see each other on
earth, which must always be suggestive, and
often helpful. Without a well sustained and
liberally supported press this desirable end
cannot be secured. :

Again, it is & visible band of union between
Church people. All organizations with a wide-
spread constituency realize the valze of this,
and every society of any importanee has its
organ to cement it. The first overt act of any
movement which has for its object, the binding
of men together for a special end, is usually
the establishment of & newspaper. Itis sim-
ply an acknowledgment of the tremendous
power of printer’s ink as & unifier and harmo-
nizer. It strengthensus to know how the
common cause fares afar off. It encourages us
to feel the throb of Christian activity in the
West beating time with our own effort in the
East. The Church paper is the wire over
which flows the electric vurrent of sympathy.
Without it what is there to supply its place ?

Still another advantage, and this along the
line of every parish clergyman’'s work—is the
array of facts given about the general needs of
the Church in its diocesan and general life.
Parish life may be a very selfish life, and if so
is usually an unhealthy life. The four walls of
s parish church bound no communicant’'s duty.
Bat many are actually ignorant of the miasion-
ary and benevolent work of the Church of
which they are members. One may well be
appalled to be asked what the ‘ Aged and In-
firm Clergy Fund ” is intended for, or what is
the use of & * Church Building Fund,” or the
meaning of the *‘ Society for the Increase of
the Ministry.” One does get used after a while
to the people who “ hate the name of missions.”
Such people seem never to have read the New
Testament, let alone the Church papers.

* * *® * * %

The best Churchman is the man who knows
something about the progress, failures, hopes
and aspirations of the Church. If every com-
munieant of our Church read of its missionary

work, our society would not be begging con-|P.

stantly to make up deficiences—let alone be-
ginning every year new work, and adding to
the heritage of the Church of God.

The Church press makes more thoughtful and
devout Christian men and women, just a3 the se-
oular press moulds more intelligent and patrio-
tic eitizens. Speaking for the clergy, we know
that the people who read are the most respen-
sive to our appeals, The people who have
acquainted themselves with the needs of the
Church, do not have to be urged, and coaxed
and coddled, to do that which they promised in
their baptismal vows,

So if the Church paper iz a to help the indivi-
dual parishioner, in extending his knowledge,
in deepening his sympathy, in broadening his
ideas—it is & very great and definite help in his
parish work.

How rhall we get our people to read Church
pa&ers ?

here is & time and a place for <1l things, and
I do not believe (with deference te those who
. disagree) that the Sunday service is a time,
nor the chancel a place, from which to recom-
mend this or that publication, however one
may personally endorse it.

The church is not a bulletin beard, although
an ignorant heathen might be pardoned for
iaking a different view, were he in some con-
gregations sometimes. But it is comparative-

" If reduced rates to clubs are advertised, it is
a good plan 1o set one of the guilds at work to
secure subscribers, and the commission for the
treasury., In my own parish paper, I strive to
point out that its columns, in no way whatever,
supply the place ef a general paper. [t is bet-
ter for the real growth and development of a
parish that fifty members should take a weekly
Church journal than that one hundred and fifty
should substitute their local sheet.

One should practise what he preaches too.
And the parish clergyman who not only reads
the Church press himself, but sees that his
reading room, or Sunday-school, has a copy, is
wise In his day and generation.—The Churchman

THE BISHOP.-ELECT OF NOVA SCOTIA.

The proceedings of the Synod of Nova Sootia
on the 1st of February, with its happy issue
in the eleotion ef the Reverend Dr. Courtney
to the Episcopate, afford ground for unmingled
satisfaction and thankfulness. There appears
no alloy to mar, in the slightest degree, the
cause for rejoicing. The unanimous selection
making many men to be of one mind in an
house speaks volames for the wisdom of the
nominators and the worthiness of the nominee.
It leads one to the conclusion that the higher
direction of the Divine Spirit was almost visi-
bly present; and when the lot, according to
our present Synodical interpretation, fell upon
Dr. Courtney and he was numbered with the
world embracing Apostolate, we almost leok for
renewed Pentecost upon the Church in Nova
Scotia and to the regions of the Dominion be-
yond.

It 'is generally known that a Mis-

sion has been -sent out by the Arch-

bishop of Camterbury to the Chal.
dean or- Asgyrian Charch, the mem-
bers. of which are found in the

Kurd country, on the confines of

Tarkey and Persia. Fow, how-

over, except those who have paid

gpecisl attention tu such subjects,
are. (says a writer in the Globe)
aware of the impertant place in

. Christendom whioh was once filled

by this now. small and impover-

ished community. It is a fact,
nevertheless, that in the early days
of Christianity the Church of the

East, as it was then called, was

greater in its territorial jurisdie-

tion and in the number of its ad-
herents than the Chuches of Rome,

Constantinople, and Alexandris,

put together. Mr. Athelstan Riley,

who has made two journeys at the

Archbishop’s request to visit the

remnant now left, recently gave

an interesting account of his re.
searches, in the form of a lecture
delivered in St. Paul's Cathedral
to the mombers of the London

Dioceran Lay Helpers' Association.

It is cbiefly trom Mr. Riey'spaper,

which has mnot been published in

. full, that we gather the following

particulars, both of the past and

the presont condition of this old-
workF Christian rociety.

In the days when Eastern Chris-
tianity was in its prime, some
ceniuries before Mahomedanism
had appeared on tho sceme, the
head of the Assyrian Church—the
Catholicos of the Ilast, as he was
oalled—took rank after the Pat-
riarchs of Rome, Constantinople,
Alexandria, Antioch, and Jerusa-
lem. He was dependent for inves-
titure upon the Patriarch of Anti
och. 8o far back, however, as the
year 431, tho Assyrians were cut
of from the main body of the
Bastern Church, as England was
out off froru the Western three
centuvies ago; not, indeed, as in
our case, for ulleged schism, but for
heresy. The “Assyrians had adop-
ted tho horesy of Nestorius, who
taught that there were not omly
two mnatures but two persons in
Christ. The heresy was éondemned
by the Council of Ephesns, and the
Assyrians wers formally oxcom-
munica.ed, 'Lhe effeot of the ex-
oision was not to briug them back
to the fold, or to diminish their
geal in propagating their heretioal
faith. On the oconirary, it seems
to bave given an impetus to the
spirit of proselytism. The Catholi

and sent out missionaries in all
direotions, until, in the following
century, tho Nestorian Patriarch,
who rcsided in Bagdad, ruled over
twenty-five parishes extendin
from Jerusslem in the West to
Chioa in the East, Notonly were
the heretics powerful in point of
nambers, but they were remarkable
for their learning, They - had
sohools at Bagdad, Edessa, and

Niuibis, which were noted for their | g5

For some
eight centaries the Church of the
Nestorians m intained its indepea-
dence, but in the fourteenth cen-
tury, just as the Western Charch
was beginning to fecl the impulses
which brought forth the Reforma-
tion, a Mabemedan and barbarian
persecution broke out againat it,
and the Catholicos, with the sur-
‘vivors of his flocks, had to betake
bimself for refuge to the wild and

mountainous districts whete their|

descendants are still living, and
worshipping to-day according to

‘the rites’ established more jthana

thousand years ago.

A large united meeting of Paro-
chial Societies of Dover and neigh-
bourhood, was held in the New
Town Hsll, Dover, on Monday,
Jan. 28rd, at which the Deam of
Canterbury presided. It wasmany
. years ago since he first attended 2
~temperance meeting in Dover,
and he was at thattime & moderate
drinker. He bhad since ceme round

to the right atd true atand, which J

was that of total abstinence, When'

- he took the pledge mun{ persons
rophesied that he would fail in
ealth, but he was glad to say
that had not been the oase, and he
had now abstained for many years,
and he had entered his 70th year,
and was still healthy and capable
of doing his various duties. Al-
though he missed the liquor at
firat his heaith had never suffered,
to any extent, from mnot taking
fermented liquors. He regarded
the question of temperance as one
of the most social questions of the
resont day, and they should re-
Joice that they were living in &
time when when those things were
taken in their true light. There
wag no kind of misery or sifyow
" but that an attempt was not> made
to remedy it as far as" possible,
There was a very great and decid-
ed improvement in all sanitary
matters in the present day, and
they could not look round now
without seeing that the poor were
better housed, and better fed and
clothed,and great efforts were made
to alleviate them a8 far as possible,
and po one could complain that he
was neglected by the community.
The more that had been done*to
remove these evils the more clearly
it was shown that drunkenness
was one of the most terrible evils
that existed, and it was also the
. cauge of many other evils. It
wasted a very cougiderable amount
of the earnings of the poorer
olasses, on that which really does
them no good. (Applause.) He
found in this way & larger propor-
tion of their earnings were apent
than in those who were in more
comfortable circumstances. He was
certain that the condition of thase
olasses would be better if so large
an amount were not spent on that
wh'oh wasted their strength, and
it is a very serious impediment in
their way of having happy howmes,
They would have more money to
spend in food, clothing, and in the
education of their children if they
did notspend so much in that which
really does mnot bepefit thom,
There was no greater obstacle in
the way of the labouring classes
becoming & God-fearing people
than the habits of intemperance.
He thought that they ocould say
that the evil was not inocressing,
and the amount of money spent in
the drirk traffic had not increased
or diminished, and there was a
certain gain in that oase, as the
population was steadily inoreasing,
ﬁoe said that when any person
broke away from their drinking

shownto that man by those amongst

ered this was one of the most impor-
tant gains that had been the resulf
of the great temperance agitation.
There was another point, namely,-
that of public opinion., . Many
years ago drunkennes was not look-
ed upon as an evil, but asa weak.
ness, and & matter of necessity,
but he thought that state of things
had now passed awsy, and that
drunkenness was now more recog-
nised a8 ‘& gin, " The working
classes begam’ t0 see how many
‘homes were made miserable by
drunken habits, and he thought
that the people saw more clearly
that it was a sin, and that there
was no sin that condemnation was
writlen npon more than upon that
of drunkenness. People used to
look npon drnnkenness more as a
festivity, but he thought that idea
wasexterminated, but it was still a
very hard up-hill fight, and many
did not yet see how great a sin it
was, He thoughtthere was a great
improvement in the general fcom-
munity about those matters, bat
there was rtill 8 great deal to be
done in the way of awakening
those persons, and to let them
know how sad were the conse
quences Of drunkemness, There
had been very little done in the

it to fall away. The evil conse-
quences of the sin was not in the
poorer olasses alone, butalgo in the
middle and higher classes of society,
and he did not think the other

terrible evil 80 well as the work-
ing classes. The working classes
must make their will known.3
