Why will its true course never run
smooth? Is there a spell over our heart,
that its finest emotions sheuld lead on)® to
despair? When Ferd'nand Armine, in his
reveries, dwelt upon the past; when he re-
called the hour that he had fisst seen her,
her first glance, the first sound of her voice,
his visit ro Ducie, all the passionate scenes to
which it led, those aweet wanderings through
itaenchanted bowers, those bright momings,
80 ful] of expectation that was never baulked,
those soft eyes, so redolent of tenderness thart
could never cease; when from the bright,
and glowing, and gentle scenes his memory
copjured up, and all the trapsport and the
thrill tbhat surrounded them like an atmo-
sphere of love, he tnrned to bis shattered and
broken-hearted self, the rigid beaven atove,
and what seemed to his perbaps uswise and
uugrateful spirit, the mechanical sympathy
and common-place affectlon of his com-
panions, it was as if he had wakened from
some top vivid and too glorious dream, or as
if he had fallen from some brighrer planet
upon our cold, dul} earth.

And yet it would seem the roof of Armine
Place protected a family that might yield to
few in the beauty and engaging qualities of its
inmates, their happy accomplishments, their
kind and cordial bearts. And all were de-
voted to him. Jtwas on him alone the noble
spirit of his father dwelt still with pride and
Jjoy ; it was to soothe and gratify him that his
charming mother exerted all her graceful
care and all her engaging gifts. It was for
him, and his sake, the generous beart of his
cousin had submitted to mortification without
& murmaur, or indulged her wnhappiners only
in solitude ; and it was for him that Pather
Glastonbury exercised a devotion that might
alone induce a man to think withk compla-
cency both of hig gpecles and himself, But
the heart, the heart, the jealous and despotic
heart! It rejects all substitutes, it spums all
compromise, and i¢ will have its purpose or it
will break.

Tue Marquis of Montfort was the grand-
son ofthat nobleman whu bad been Father
Glastonbury’s earliest patron. The old duke
had been dead some years; his son bad sac-
cceded to his title, and Digby, that youth
whom the reader may recollect was about the
same age a8 Ferdinand Armine, and was his
companion during the bappy week in Lon-
don which preceded his firat military visit to
the Mediterranean, now bore the gecond title
of the famlly.

The young Marquis was an excellentspeci-
meg of & class inferior in talents, intslligence,
aud accomplishments, in public spirit and in
private virtues, to none in the world, the Brg-
iish nobility. His complete education had
been carefully conducted; and althomgh his
raliglous creed, for it will be remembered be
was & Catholic, had deprived him of the ad-
vantage of matriculating at an, Eoglish uni-
vevsity, the zeal oi an able and learned tutor,
and the resources of a German Alma Mater,
had afforded every oppportunity for the de-
volopment of his considerable talents. Na-
ture had favished on him otherglfts besides his
digtinguisbed intelligence and his amiable
tompec ; his personal beauty was remarkable,
and bis natural grace was -not less evident
than his many acquired accomplishments.

Oxn quitting the university of Bonn, Lord
Montfort had passed several years on the con-
tinent of Europe, and had visited and resided
at most of {ts courts and capitals, an admired
and cherished guest; for, debarred at the
period of our story from occupying the seat of

.bis ancestors.ip the estate, his native country

offored no very urgent claims upon his pre.
sence,. He bad ultimately fixed upon Rome
a8 his principal residence, for he was devoted
to'the arts, and in his palace were ' collected
some of the rarest specimens of aucient and.

MR. BRIGHT, M. P., ON IRELAND.

Mr. Bright, M. P., Mr. Mants, M. P,; and
Mr Chamberlain, M. I', addressed their con-
stituents in the Town Hall, Birmingham, on
Saturday eveuning, January 24th, the spacious
building beiny crowded to overtiewing, many
persons not being able to obtain admission.

Mr. Bright spoke as follows on the Irish
question :—While we are pretending to de-
fend India. where there is no danger, and it
was not attacked, and while we are pretend-
ing to rejorm Asin Minor, and to set an ex-
ample for the renovation of a country by
what we propese to do in Cyprus (luughter),
we have on an island close to our own doors
a people whose grievances are notorious and
admitted, whose sufferings are extraordinary
and not dented by any acquainted with their
condition, and whose general state is one of
discontent and disloyalty, calling for the at-
tention of the Imperial (iovernment of this
kingdom a thousaund times more loudly than
any voice which speaks to them from Cyprus
or Asia Minor, That there is in Ireland
this moment an amount of discontent and
suffering, and ‘what we call disloyalty. such as
we have not found in any other portion of
the kingdom. Asto the question of land—
land holding, land occupying, and the tenure
of land—the discontent may be said to be
absolately universal in the West of Treland—
that is, in the Province of Connaught. You
find there is something like a general social
rovolution ; rents are refused to be paid even
by tenants who could pay them; and thia
course i3 recommended and encouraged by
multitudes. If evictions take place,
if notices are given that uanless the
t:nants pay they will be ejected, then thz
oflicers who serve the processes are met by
crowds of men and women prepared to hoot
them, to condemn them, and in some cases by
force to resist them., The police are therein
hundreds. You bearof their marches through.
out the country,and of & commissariat, and its
being neceseary to transpart quantities of food
that the pelice may be able to live in the re.
moto districts in which they are pluced ; and
you see in the pagers that the police, in mili-
tary terms, are said to have made a splendid
charge against men and women nssembled
(Henr, henr.) The revoltis really against the
proprictors, but icts also against the tenants
—that is, the tenant pays the renthe pays
under the condemnation of his fullow-tenaunts,
and if a tenant be evicted, and a farm
become vacanf, and another farmer cuters
upon it, his peaco and even his lifv is en-
dangered, and farms that are emptied can no
longer be occupied without the danger to
which I have referred and which I have de-
geribed. Fnglieh people don’t appearto hiave
known how to treat Ireland—our forefathers
did not know Low entirely to conquer her, and
in recent times, even with Jthe asaistance of
Irishmen themselves, we have not known how
to govern her people. Why, all this is not
without connection with the fact that Her
Majesty the Quuen, during the whole of her
reign, has only twice visited, I believe, shat
country (cries of »Shame”), and that it is a
very rare thing for any momber of the royal
fumily to take up his sbode there even for a
few days. Dut now, with regard to this
opinion of Eoglishmen, let me kay that Irish.
men who go to the United States
and settle upon the land in the
lnud of the United States are, I believe, very
much like Engl’shmen and Scotchmon who
settle there. 1f they crowd into a ward in a
particnlar city, they remain very much, I am
afraid, a sort of clan, such as they are in parts
of 1reland, und we have renson to regret that
their progress and their growth in order and
civilization is not greater; but, as farmers in
the United States and as farmers in the
colonies, they are orderly, peaceful, and very
successful, and, with regard to the Catholic
religion, my idea is that 1f they are greatly
under the control of the ministers of their
Church, that should, and does in wany cases,
make them more doclle to the Governmeat ot
the country in which they live (cheers), and
in I'rance and in Belgium you hava thers
populations exhibiting wone of the
faults and none of the dificultice we
have constantly met wich in connection
with Ireland. Now, let us ask ourselves,
is there anything ‘in Ireland which you
canpot find in Belginm or "France or other
Catholic countries of BEurope? Thure is one
condition different from what you fiad in any
other country in the warld, probably, and I
belleve that condition Is the key to the ex-
planation of thé whole mystery—tho land
system. The condition of the land-holders
as regarda their tenants, and of the tenantry
us regards their landlovds, is"who:ly different
from that which is to be foundauywhero slse.
Take our feudal laws which wo' have here
and which we have in Ireland. In England
there are other - industries to torrect tho evil
of the feudnl. system of the land.. 1 don't
hesitate to say that bad it' been possible:that

' {hese various industries in England. bad not

xrown up, the condition of thivge would bave

I approached the . terrible .state “of* things
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which exists in Ireland. What is that con-
dition? I beg youto keep in mind oneor two
facts. ‘Theru areln Ireland Nttle over 20,000,
000 acres of land, and 292 . peracns—as many
people, perhaps, a8 occupy one of those side
galleries—occupy 61 millions of acres, being
cloze on ons-third of the ares of the country.
Lt in each of the galleries before and behind
me—and there are probably six or seven
hundred persons now, 744 persons in Ireland
sre the owpers of 961,200 acres, and 122 per-
sons—1I do not blame them atall; T am speak-
iog of the syetem ; none of us would have
been to blame had we been the fortunate in-
heritors of the property—but 122 persons oc-
cupy more than 108,500 acres each. The
whole proprictors of Izeland—I don't mean
proprietors of gnrdens, Llut what are

called lapded proprietors—are prolably
10 or 12,000. What are the tenants?
They are 600,000 in number. ‘Thereis
one real propriutor to 60 farmers. Be-
gldes those 600,000 farmers there are three
millions ot people, or probably two and a
balf milltons, who are tenmnts at will, and
Mable to have no leases, liable to have their
rents raised, or motices of eviction served on
them, and a process of ejectment to follow in
gix or twelve months at the will of theper-
son with whom they are connected (shame).
But tuat isnof all. I must tell you that they
are & very large proportion, some people say
balf, but I hope it is not g0 many. The truth
is that a very large number of proprietors are
absentees, They do not Jive in Dublin, or in
Iteland. Mlany of them live in this country,
and spend theirincoms in London, and others
in Paris and in other parts of France. DBut
they are absenteer, and I needn't tell you that
the rents follow the owners, and if the owners
are in London or in Puris the Irish people are

absolntely  deprived of several mil-
livns of money, the produce of its
soil, by owner?,, Who pertorm no
part  or their duties as owners, and

indulge in no expenditure in the spot where
ghe wealth is created, tend to encourage the
industry of the country and afford employ-
ment to the peopte. (Hear, hear.) You say
all this is bad enough; but this is not the
whcle of ths bad. There is thojshadow of past
and grievous wrongs over the whole of the
Irish peasantry. There is the tradition of
many and cruel confiscations in the country
in the reign of Jumes I, and the time of
Cromwell when something like scvem or
eight millions of acres were transferred
from the native ownera to those who fol-
lowed the Cromwellian arms and those
who settled in that country after the
disturbances and insutrection were anelled,
and later on, coming mnearer te our
owp time, in the time of William I1L., after
the battle of the Boyne, then another million
of acres were also confiscated and placed in
the hands of persons from this country, who
were supposed likely to be most faitbful to
the new Governmcunt and to the arrange-
ments which followed upon the revolution
which placed William III. upon the throne.
Now, if thie be true, it follows that nesrly all
the land of Ireland and devisable and real
property was taken (rom those to whom it of
old legitimately belonged, and was placed in
the hauds of strangera (shame); and since
then, following after the cruelty and injustice,

there came the additional cruelty of the penal
laws, which remained uatil the end of the
last century, and ioflicted untold aund in-
describable injustice and wrong and cruelty
upon the Cutholic population of Ireland.
The fact ig, to such an extent did all this work
that I have seen it stated that not more than
from one-tenth to one-seventh of the land of
Ireland of late times bas been in possession
of Cutbolic proprietors (hear, hear.) Well,
then, remember that all these tenaute, baving
all these traditions loating about the country,
that they are all tonents at will pearly,
that they are subject to the fiercest compe-
tition for lIamd, that thete is no other
industry for them except in the North
of Ireland, in the linen country. There is
no other industry for them, or almost none,
and therefore they struggle for the bit of laud
they bold as being their only chance of living ;
and you may imagine how men insuch a cou.
dition do thus become excited evento des-
peration, and are ready even to accept the
wildest theories that offer them, by any pos-
£iblu chance, relief from the safferings which
they endure. With thig fierce competition
there is a constant tendency to the rise of
rents, I don’t believe the rentsin Ireland are
any higher, I think they are not so high as
Englund and Scotland, but then the enltivation
is infinitely worse, becauss under these cir—
cunstances there can be no general good and
successful cultivation, Now, the eflect of this
state of thiags is to breed in every tenart's
mind o feeling of uncertainty. Heknows that
h1s rent mav be raised, and he cannot help it.

He knows that he may be evicted, and he
cannot help it, according to law ; and he be-
comes careless and slovenly in his cultiva-
tion, because he knows that he merely in-
witesd an addition to the rent. I must ask you
onc question. lask is any remedy necded
for this state of things, and do you think
remedy possible? There are things for
which there i3 no remedy. It may bs too
late to remedy it, but think there is a reme-
dy that may be tried with a fair chaoce of
success. Go to France, go to Belgium, go to
Prussia, go to Switzerland, go to Europe, and
usk what is the remedy, and they will
tell you to "look about you, and
what yon see in these countries ap.
ply to Ireland ns the only possible
remedy in this case (hear, hear). What I
propose is this, and what I have pro-
posed for many years is this—that some mea-
sures should be teken by which occupiers of
tarms in Ireland should be transferred and
transformed jnto owners (hear, hear, and
cheerr), and that this should be done by pro-
cess which should be absolutely just, not to
tenant only, hut as just to the landlord him-
self (renewed cheers). You who read the Irish
newspapers or the speeches of [rish members,
will often hear of the term * fixity of tenure.”
Well, now, I am in favour myself of fixity of
tenure and of fair rents, Nothing seems to
be more just. But what they propose is that
the rent of the land should not pe fixed by
the tenaut or by the Inndlord, or by these
two, conjointly, but by some third party,
who i3 supposed to be independent
aad not intcrested in the matter. Well,
pow, that sucems on the face of it a reasouable
proposition. I do not think it would be
reasonable 1f it were pulinto practice. For
example, who is to decide what ia n fair reunt,
and what ig a fair rent con any man tell me?
The vent upon a given twenty acres of land,
upon which one Irishman would be prosper-
our, would be a reat upon which, 1 f-ar. an-
other Irishman would be' impoverislied aod
ruined. Now, others ses fixity of tennre un-
der different circumstances—that is, & per-
mantly fixed rent—that the landlord in futue
g tould have absolutely nothing to do with it
but to receive the rent which is agreed to
ba paid, the ten4nt should be for ever in the
same position as if the land Lbolonged to hin,
This result would follow—Instead of hay-
ing half therent of Ireland golng''to Eng-
land' or Parig, you would prébably have
nearly the whole of - it going away.  In fact,
absenteeism would in all probability be more
tban doubled if thut plan were adopted.

There ate two things I would do.' ‘First of
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all I would absolutely atop by withdrawiong
all encouragement of great estates. 1 would
say that whenever a mau ownlog land
died withont will, his land should be subject
to exactly the sama rule of division which is
now applied to personal property. Well,
then, I would put an end to the system of en-
tall {cheers), by which it would be rendered
impoesible to tio up land through the man
who lies quiet for ever in the church.
yard nofg baving had the power long after
he was dead of determining the owner-
ship of the estate which he himself
had essed. I would so legisiate that
the present generation should be the absolute
owners of the land, and the next generation
should be the absolute owners; but neither
this nor the next should be able to dictate to
foture generations whoshould own it (cheers).
1 would bave the compulsory registration of
all landed property, so that it would be easy,
at the expense of a Tew shillings or pounds, to
transfer a farm or an estate to Another Uy an
abzolutely legal and definite sale. In the
Act ot 1870 (Mr. Gladstone's Land Act) there
ate clauses which are called, or should be
called, the «purchase clauses” of the Land
Act. Now, last year and the year before
there has been & Commission of the House
of Commons, over which my friend Mr.
Show Lefevre, the member for Read-
ing, has presided. 1 was op that
committee, and we had evidence of the
most conclusive and unanswerabdle kind to
show that the plap of tbe Landed Estates
Court had failed; that it was necessary to
change the Act of 1870—the Land Act of
Mr. Gladstone—and to establish a sepurate,
independent and powerful commission for
the purpose of doing this great work amongst
the tenantry of Treland. The proposition is
that if any man wishes to buy a farm which
bis landlord or anybody else i3 disposed to
sell, the Treasury will find & certain portion
of the money—it may be two-thirds or three-
fourths. 1If, for example, it cost £400, the
Treasury would find, [ presume, £300, and
the farmer himself must find £100, and then
the farm is transferred to him, and he goes
on paying his rent, not to the land-
lord, because tho landlord is aware
he has sold it, but paying his rent to
the commission, which is the interest on the
monvy that he has borrowed from them, and
after thirty-five years he has pald all the in-
terest and all the principal of the £300, and
the farm becomes his own as long as he
chooges to keep it (cheers). Now I want
the Farliament to pass & law which sball
compel ths Londou companies, for example,
who are the owners of gieat estates in the
county ot Londouderry, to sell their estates
noder an act of this kind. I want also thnt
the commission to be appointed should have
the power of taking over absolutely any es-
tute offered them for sale which tbey might
think n desirable estate, so that having in
possession, as the Church Commission bad
their lands in possession, they might hand
it over to various tepacts on the estate
who were willing to buy it. Well, then,
very likely some people say, what is
to ba done for money ? It may require .£360
to enable the tenant to buy his farm. Now,
iet ms show you how that would operate in
ooe cluss of cares | assume the tenant comes
to the commissioner, and, having thirty-fiv,
acres, he saye to the comwicsioner—iThe
owner is willing to sell and [ am willing to
buy.” The commissioner makes the arrange-
ment for £300, or whatever he requires to be
put in porsession—in fact, he is in possession,
and the money advanced keeps the tenanton
his farm. I am told that actually at the pre-
sent moment the rent paid for land,if ad-
vaeced in a Jump, would not only pay the rent
he now pays, but after 35 years he would—ifhe
payed £35 for the loan of the money—he

would in 35 years pay off both the
principal and the interest. Now, then,
people will say that is a slow pro-

cerr, but just proposals are generally rather
slow, but they are generally rather sure. How
long wounld it take to doubleor quadruple the
peasant proprietors in Ireland!? Atthe pre.
sent time the six hundred thousand tenantr
fuce to face with twelve thousand landowners
~—sixty tenants to one landlord.  Whutis the
vesult? The result is that the opinion in
Ircland in favour of the tenants of all wild
thicorieg, and sometimes of itlegnl practices, is
avolnme which threatens, and if it were not
for the power of England would aweep away
the whole class of landed proprietors,
Now, you will admit, at any rate,
this—I hope crities in the newspapers
will aleo; in years past they not only
did wot admit it, but denied it, too—
the tennnt pays for what the landlond
parts with, is compensated for, and, therefere,
if this system be one which is workable in
Ircland, why in the name of all that is suc-
cessful is it we cannot, in the coming sosfion
of Parllament, bhave it fairly put and tried
once for all ? (loud cheers.) As to the pre-
sent distress, I have not treated upon that.
That ie o matter ot the time, and a matter
which may be removed by thereturn of o fair
harvest and tho courseof time ; but when the
present distress is remedied I hope we shall
return to the great quertion 1 bave attempted
to explain to-night (cheers) ; and I bope,with
regard to that distress, that the duty of the
Government will not be neglected. I hope
they hava not spent s¢ much in endeavoring
to civilize Zulus and Afghans—(laughter)—
ad to be beunable to do something for their
poor people nearer home (cheers) Some one
suid—
“ These lofty Fouls have microscopic eyes
Which see tne smallest speck of distant pain,
Whilst at thelr feet 2 world's agonles
Unseen, unheard, unheeded, writhes {n valn.”
1 hope the Governwment in dealing with the
Irish question will deal with it frankly, open-
ly, aud gencrously, and that as they now,
under the pressure of the present distress,
open their hands to relieve the suffering peo-
ple’ of the west, that they will open their
hearts and their intellects too (lavghter).
Tbe other and grenter question is what should
be done for the Ireland of the future? I
have offered my contribution to this question.
It is not the first time I bave nffered it. I
found it yewrs ago received wish all but
unanimous acceptance in Ireland, end it is
accepted now unanimously or nearly o, by
the Irish members. I Lope to-night I have
brought you into the ring, uad ju the number
of thusy who Le'ieve something may still be
done for Ireland ifthe Government is willing
te do it in the session which is commencing
or the session which ghall {follow. I hops at
any rate those who speak in Parlinmeut us
the representatives of this great constitucncy
will be found amongst the warmest and most
urgent supporters of the plan which I have
ventured to lay before you (loud nnd prolonyged
cheering, doring which the right hon. gentle-
man resuned Lis seat). .

IRELAND'S FUTURE.

My, Wendell Phillips, the greate advacate
of negro emancipatiou, in addresslog a meet-
iog at Boston, said—I have come bere from a
Reen destre to sve the man that has forced
Jobn Bull to )isten. (Enthuslastic cheers.)
Half the battiais won when the viotim forces
his tyrant to listen, gains his attention, con-
centrates on his wrongs the thought of Chris~
tondom and the civilised world. (Applause.)

Now to our iltustrious guest to-night
Ireland owes the fact that Christendom
is awake and that civilisation protestsagairst
the tyranny of the British E:igpire.
(Appjsuse.) 1t took O'Conuell a gquarter
of a century to gain the ear of the DBritish
people and the House of Qommons. Uur
guest, more fortunate, after a few patfent but
persistent years, has brought the English
nation, if not to terms, at least he has stunned
her into sobrdety. (Thunders of applause.)
That is the great thing. (Applause.) For
every sufterlng in Europe to-day on the
banks of the Danube aod in Berlin, lre-
land has twenty to allege, and, although I am
pot here to offer sympathy or criti-
cism to the resistance of Europe, 1 hear
the good advice of honest old Sam Jobnson,
of Londop, which was, 4 My boy, eschew
cant;” and ofall the cant that Is canted about
in this canting world—though the cant of
hypocrisy be the worst-—the caut of the Ame-
ricans pretending to disapprove of the
Nihilists in Russia or of the Irish in Ireland,
is the most disgustine. (Tremendous ap-
planse.) But it was an Irishman that con-
ferred on the civilized world the boon of the

better method. (Applause) It was anm
Irishman that, looking with the in-
sight of genius down into the mine

ofignorance and poverty and broken-hearted-
ness among bis own countrfmen, you
may 8ay discovered and almost invented that
system of modern agitation, which in all ci-
vilized governments i8 the surest and prompt-
est tool of redress. I am glad thatour friends
move on the safe 1line of accepted prece-
dent. [ am glad - that putting aside
the musket, they remind tbeir countrymen,
as OConnell did, that ho who breaks
the law helps the enemy. (Cries of « liood,
good,” and applanse.) Oh, let us not for-
get  that every comsitutional Govemn-
ment owes an infinite debt of gratitude to
O"Connell for the promulgation of this me-
thod. (Applause) Ar long ago asthe days
of the civil war in England, Estrange and his
followers knew what it was to appeal to pub-
lic opinion. Later down, Wilberfurce leaned
back on tie religious sentiment of Kngland
and went up to God, ns Lnmartine
says, ¢ with 00,000 Lroken fetters in his
liand, the evidence of a life well gpent.”
(Tremendous cheere.d But O'Connell came
to the front. When his career opened he had
peither wenlth nor then position. He had
not educated masses to appeal to. They were
below the reach of that engine of modern
progress, the press. They were sore with
defeat, broken with quareel, fteeped in povert ;
and yet his instinctive statesmanship discern-
ed in that seemingly hopeless mass the seeds
of & power which, proper]y called out and mar-
thalled, wasable to defy and subdue the proud-
vst and most obstinate race in Europe, and
that is the English., (Apptause) O'Connell
anticipated Lincoln in that immortal ¢pigram
which he borrowed of Theodore Purker, first
announced on this very platform, n Govern-
ment of the people, for the people, by the
poople. Me snid—v [ don't want education
necessarily ; I don't need wealth, I can do
without orgnnization, but I will lift three
millions of simple human beings. It ghall
be the protest, not of educated men, nor
of well-born men, or wealthy men, but
of men, {Cheers.) I will weld it into a
thunderbolt that shall annihilate the despot-
ism of that tyrannical cade.” Aund he did it.
(Cheers.) To-day hero your great chief re-
peats the mirncle Standing with the sym-
pathies of the world behind him (Mr, Parneit),
obstinatein his purpose, self-controlled, letting
slip no opportunity of statesmanship to take
advantapge of every chance, he has bronght the
British House of Commons to the bull riog.

(Cheers and applause.) That is his triumph,

The world's history is written in wisdom

forced upon statesmen by the necessitivs of
the pratests of the masses. (Applanse ) That
is history. Itis the same to-duy. Ircland
riges ; intolerable is the oppression. Ia-
mished wife and child look in the eyes, nnd
that is death. Who can demaud that & man

shall look down into the eyes of hia little
ones and have them lovk up to him
far Ulread, and shall vespect the laws

of the feudal system?  (Applause.)

because he was born a John Dall. (Laughter
and applause) lshould be ashamed of Ire-
land if 8he had been inanything else than per-
vetunl rebellion.

orean of an uotried and perilous world,

The duty of the British Government, if it
would but take a brond forecast of things now,

while it was called to-day, while the voice of
justice did cry aloud and spare not—while
there wag oppoitunity with good temper, creo
the voicn of violence began to roll its thun-
ders in the air, ndd send its mutterings across

the water—now war the time, and now the
duty of Britain to meet the dificulty with o
lrond foiecust ot statemanship.  Make every
mun sectre in his home, and gearantee, with

no superior but the State, 20 or 56 acres of
land to every man who tilled it. (Loud ap-

planse.) Evcats wero already on the move.

The tite was coms whuen they must be faced,

and when no jugglery or presuwmption could

evade them or give tnrther lifo to u gystom of
effete injustice. If she meets the necessity of
the hour as statesmunship dictates, suid Mr.

Phillips, there is before her a grand voyage.

OPENIXG OF PARLIAMENXT.
Speech From the Throuc—Ireland's Bis-
tress.

O1Tawa, February 12.—This day, at three
o'clock p. m., His Excellency the Gavernor-
General proceeded in state to the chamber of
the Senate, In the Parlisment buildings, and
ook hia seat upon the throne. The members
of the Senate being asiembled His Excellency
wag pleased to command the attendance of
the House of Commons, aud that House being
present His Excellency was pleased to open
the second session of the fourth Parliament
of the Domigion of Capada, with the follow-
ing spoech from the throne :—

Ilon. Gentiemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Conunons :

I have great pleasure in meeting you again
for the despatch of the business of the coun.
try. The abundant harvest with which Pro.
vidence bas blessed Canada is a cause for the
deepest tbaokfulness, and 1 heartily con-
gratulate you on the evidenggs which sur-
round ua of a recovery from the commercial
and industrial depression which has so long
weighed down the energies oi the people.
Our returning prosparity should, I think,
direct our attention to the less fortunate cir-
cumstances of

where 80 much destitution prevails, and 1
invite your consideration of the best means
of showing our practical sympathy with their
distress. Weo have reason to congratulate
ourselves on the number of settlers who have
duriog tho pdst year come into our North-
weat from Great Dritain aod the U nited States,
ag well as from the older Provinces of the Do-
minfon. The visit of two members of the
royal commission on the agricultural distress
in the mother country, and the favorable re-
port of the tenant furmera who,gt the In-
stance of my Government, have examined
into the farming capabilities of the
Domwinion will, it is Delieved, largely
increaso the number of immigrants during
tlie present year. Preparations must be made
for their reception, and your attention will be
apecislly called to this subject.

Every effort has been made to hasten the
construction of :

THE CANADIAN PACIEIC RAILWAY

from Lake Superior to Red River, and no
doubt is entertained that the railway will be
opened for traflic between those fmportant
points within the time specitied in
the contracts.  Under the authority given
by TYarlisament last scesion, nearly one
huadred miles from Red River to the
wustern  boundary of Manitoba has been
placed under contract and tenders are about
being asked for for the conetruction of auother
Lundred miles from the boundary westward .
‘I'ne completion of these twa goctions will at
an early day atiord railway facilities through
two hundred milés of the most fertileland in
the North West. After an exploratory survey
of the line from DPort Simpson to the Pine
River pass and through the [Peace River
country it has been decided to adopt
the location of the line to Burrard
Inlet. and contracts hava been awarded
for ono hundred and twenty-seven miles
of the railway between Emory’s Bar, on the
Frager River and Savona's Ferry.. Thiswork
will be vigorously proceeded with so soon as
the spring opens.  Ita construction will com.
plete the most difticult portion of tue Cana-
dian Pucilic Railway, and secure the connec-
tion by steam of the fertlle district of Kam-
loops with the Capitol of British Columbia.

The adophion of a rigid system of economy
in the mnoagement of the Intercolopial
Railway has, without impairing the cfliciency
of its working, cilected such a diminution
of expense as to warrant the belief that the
country will in future be relieved from any
conrsiderable burden in connection with its
opuration.

He Begs to Decline,

Now that negotiations between the high
contracting parties, the Mayor of Montreal
and the deputation of Irish citizens in re Par-
nell, bave been brought to an unsuccessful
close, may be the proper time to make a few
remarks on the subject in a spirit of amity
and good will to all. The Committee, while
acting with zeal and the best intentions
imaginable, made a few mistakes, for which
their heads rather than their hearts were to
blame. They imagined, at the outset, that as
they themselves saw nothing in Parnell but
a loyal Irish gentleman seeking to benefit his
distressed countrymen, and the fellow-sub-
jects of the excellent Mayor Rivara
and other parties should view the
matter of his reception in the same light,
torgetting that there are people among us
who have ere this gone into a mild kind of
hysteris at the mention of Home Rule, and
frotled in the mouth at the bare idea of ob-
struction. Those who placed the name of
the member for Cardwell on the reception
committee must, above all, have bad memeo-
rics or not read the Gazette attentively, or,
perbaps, they wished to disarm the resent-
ment of that personsal friend of the Duchess
of Marlborough by forcing courtesies upon
bhim. Tothe members of the Council we have
not one word to say as regards their votes for
or against a public reception. An equal
number. of gentlemen of all the nationalities
which compose our population voted for and

against the teception, and "we gurely
cannot blame the  dissenters when
we remember that two Irish Catho-

lic' members absented themselves from
the scene altogether. Neither can we say

press just at present, or that Norway and

Sweden, decidedly the two most Pro-
testant countries in Europe are also
the two most intemperate, while in

strictly Catholic Spain drunkenness is almost
rare enough to become a phenomenon.

It also seems to forget in its prejudiced zeal
against the Irish that according to Govern-
ment returus Scotland consumes more in-
toxicating liquors in ope year than Ireland
doeg in two, in proportion to population. We
shall be more just than our religious contem-
porary, and ascribe the prevalence of temper-
ance in the southern country and of intoxica-
tion in the northern to climatic infiuences.
As regards Ireland, there has been a time
when & zood deal of liquor was consumed and
a good deal of intemperance prevailed. It
would indeed be wonderful if euch was
not the case, when it is considered that
that for a hundred yeais and more the people
bhad mo schools to attend, mo churches in
which to worship, except at tbe peril of life
or liberty, no ambition to realise, scarcely a
countzy to serve. 'There wasonly one avenue
open to them, at the end of which stood the
public bouse. The Government gronnd them
to the dust, and gloried in the ignerance and
habits their beastly laws had engendered.
But we call the attention of our pious con-
temporary to the fact that when religious
emancipation was achieved intemperance re-
tired a step. Father Mathew was a co-laborer
with Q'Connell. Asthe people grew in free-
dom they made corresponding advances in
temperance until to-day Ireland is confessedly
one of the soberest nations in Europe and
freest from crime. The Witness seldom loses
an opportunity of aeserting that drunkenness
is the parent of crime, which is most true,
and for this we recommend it. Now, Parlia-
mentary statistics show that, save in the mat-
ter of crime of an agrarian nature, Iteland can
sho® as clean a record as any country in
Europe—notoriously more so than cither
Eugland or Scotland—which, if fucts and
figures prove anything, shows that the
Witness is not trathtul in ascribing the pres-
ent ills of Ireland to intemperance. It is
true that Archbishop Lynch declared lately
that there was still too mach whiskey con-
sumed in Ireland, but pray, of what northern
county may not the same be said ? Is Canada
exempt, is the United States, Russia, Germany,
Denmark or Holland? How is it, excellent
confrese, that Irishmen abroad are not po

and miserable, or do you incline to the theory
that the soil bas in it somethiog of an jntoxi-
cating nature? But no, we had forgotten, it
is the fault of the religion. In that case we
would point to the Irish Catholic millionaires
of California, New York, St. Louis, Chicago
and the other great cities of this continent,
(for our contemporary thinks wealth follows
in the wake of true religion) and enquire how
it ie that they have become so immensely
wealthy. Now, we venture to think that it
wag their ability and enterprise, and also
that if they had remained in Iteland the
‘chances are they would Le enduring the
pangs of hunger, inatoad of as they are, being
enabled to send hundreds of thousands of
dollars home for the relief of their countsy-
men. But are these exceptional cases? The
American Government statistics say not, for
they shew that during the past twenty years
theIrish in America sont to the assistance of
their friends in Ireland the enormons sum of
gizty million dollars. Indeed, if the whole
truth were known, it would most probably
be found that double that amount had been

Competitive Examinalion,

The Fourth Parllament of the Dominion
will aggemble at Ottawa to-morrow to regu-.
late the affairs of the country. Except Sir
Jobn and bis colleagues, or perhaps some
rising young statesman who has something
on bis brein which may, in his own estima-
tion, change the current of Canadian history,
no one knows what measures will come up
for discussion or settlement. The National
Poiicy, which is but on its trial, the official
assiguee question, a national currency the
abolition of the Senate, all these and other
important questions may occupy the time of
the Fourth Dominion Parliament, and very
likely that never-failing brand of discord, the
Canadian Pacific Railrond. as ‘sell. We have
pot yet bad & glance over the speech, (rom the
throne but we are nevertheless safe fa thinking
unless unforesecn causes for legislution arise,
nothing material outside the matters mention-
ed already will interfere with the Government
programme, In this the country should con.
gratulate itself, for thrice happy is the ration
which is in want of important issues on which
to legislite, Not that we have no nbuses
which ebould be dene away with, or laws
which migbt be repealed or amended with
advantage to the community ; for to say that
we have not is to say that we havearrived at
a state of political perfection ; but such parlia-
mentary work does not conut in this feverish
age which looks for startling sensations or
pothing. There is, however, one great
abuse which may be remedied in the interests
of economy, justice and morality, and that is
theCivil Service, one with whicl the Govern-
ment has peculinrly to deal, ag it almost forms
part of itself. The Governmeut may be said
to compose the brain of the country and the
Civil Service the hands and legs. The pre-
sent Civil Service is almost as radically bad
ns that of the United States, and incCeed, as
confessed by both parties in the State, we are
fast spproaching the corrupt system of ounr
neighbors. Mr. George Casey, the member
for West Elgin, has, almost since the begin-
ing of bis parliamentary carreer advocated
the competitive examiration system as the
best, and Mr. Casey is juet the kind of man to
do so without injuring his own political
prospects. He 1is young, wealthy and
popular, and we venture to say that
no matter what cause he adopted, or what
measure he brought forward, or what party
he supported, his constitueats would sustain
him. Nevertheless he deserves credit none
the less for his pertinacity in bringing this
important question before the Government
session after session. It is true his own party
did not pay much attention to Mr. Casey's
plan of Civil Service reform, but it does not
follow from tha’ that its adoption would not
‘benefit the country, or that Sir John who is so
powerful with his party, should not take the
matter up to deal with it in hisown way. Itis
needless to point out that the present method
of appointing civil servants is defective in
the extreme and leads to gross corruptioand
extravagance. A man with political influence
wants a situation, let us say on the Customs,
for his gon, never for A moment considering
his fitness lor the position. Through this in-
fluence he exercises pressure on the member
for his constitnency, whom he helped to elect
and who is grateful for favors to come as well
a8 past favors; the member in turn puts a

man is appeinted, without a thought as
to his qualification. What is the consequence ?
The consequence is, that the departments are
filled with incapable men, who draw respect-
uble salaries and yield gervices to the State
not at all commensurate. If nons but com-
petent persons were employed a great saving
would be effected, for it stands to reasou that
two men of ability and education can do more
work, and do it more satisfactorily, than three
of the stripe that are pitchforked into im-
portant positions through, what we may term,
the force of political attritios. We do not
mean {0 assert that the rule of competitive
examination could be univeraally applied, no
more than can the rule of promotion by
seniority, but in the exceptiona! cases the
country can always trust the Government, of
its own making to do what is just or suffer the
punishment meted out to them, even in this
wicked world, Neither would we infer that
education and the auswering of questions in
meénsuration, algebra, history, &c., is the best
test of capability, but it is certainly better
then any that we know of. There may be
educated idiots, to be sure, but even they are
superior to political idiots, and at the present
time it is easier. to find a civil . servant
who can tell yon who is the member for
Kiogston, or givea profound opinion as to the
sawing across of Courtney's boats, than one
who will construea Latin sentence or write an
English paragraph correctly., The cause of
surprise is that memberg of Parliament om
both sides do not even grow . enthusiastic over
Mr. Casey's plan of clvil service reform, and
embody it in an Act at once, for see what
they would gain by it. Lifeto them would then
be worth the living ; they would no more ap-
p.oach their Jetter-box in fear of r request—
nay 8 demand-—from a powerful supporter
for a place for his son ; they need not fear the

npproach of a tall man frora the country with

pressurcon the Government aud the young.
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means towsrds the reduction of taxes, know.
ing that two-thirds of the present number
could do all the work and save hundreds of
thousands of dollars annually—and, more
than all, that the miserable eystem of
representation by nationalities would be done
away with for ever. A French Canadian
under the new regime would have as good a
chance as the Scotch Presbyterian, and the
Trish Catholic as either. We, therefors,
hrmbly recommend that when Mr. Casey in-
troduces his Civic Service reform bill this
session it will receive the vopsideration at
the hands of the Government which is justly
its due, and that if they be not prepared to
put it in force, they pass a measure of their
own which will bave as beneficial effects.

THE APPARITIONS AT KNCCK

{From the Mayo Examlnerof Jan.17.)

Ca Tuesday last we paid o visit to the
Catholic church at Koock, that we might
gain all the information possible about the
wonderful apparitivns which, first bebeld on
the 21st of August last (within the octave of
the Assumption), bave since been repeated,
thovgh in somewhat less remarkable degree,
up to the present week. The parieh priest
of Knock is the venerable Archdeacon Cava-
nagh, a clergyman remarkable for his great
plety and the austerity of bis life. The
church itself is a commodious one, of cruci-
form shape, and its site being clevated it can
be seen from a pgreat distance on ali
sides. Knock fs situsted equi-distant
from Claremorris and Dallyhaunis, and
about fourtcen miles from Castlebar.
We shall now proceed to detail the facts just
as we learned them from the people on the
spot who had the great happiners of witness-
ing the beautiful apparition—respectable, in-
telligent, pious people, who have ever been
known amongst their zeighbors fer their pro-
bity and trath. These people way beseen and
spoken to by any persons visiting Knock, for
they live couveniently to the church. The
appatition was seen for the {irst time on the
avening of the 21st of August,the evo of the
octave of the Assumption of our Blessed
Ludy. Atabout 730 pm. (the sun having
set that evening at 7.18 p.nt.) s white light
was observed at the gable of the church—or
rather the gable of the sacristy (for the
sacristy occupies the upp:r shaft and is gepar-
ated from the church by a main
wali) — by one of the parishioners who

had just been closing the chapel for
the night. No notice was taken
of the Yight then. In half an hour after, the

attention of the same person was called to the
occurrence by the voice of another parishioner,
who called out that the Blessed Virgin and
two saints were standing at the south gable
of the chapel—the same place that the bright
light had been first mavifested, There were
suveral persons, men, women and children,
now gathered at the place, gazing rapturously
on the heavenly sight which met their view.
They beheld the Blessed Virgin with a beau.
tiful crown of dazzling brightness on her
herd, and wearing a white cloak, her hands
uplifted and eves raised to heaven, as If in
praver. On her right hand and with his head
inclined towards the Virgin Mother, stood 8t.
Josoph, and 80 distinct was the apparition
of the holy saint that even his whiskers
of gréy were observed by the wonder-
ing and awe-stricken people. There also
appenred an altar surrounded by a most bril.
liant light, and on the altar & enow-white
lamb, a cross reclining on the back of the
lamb. To the right ot the saltar, anid ub the
Blessed Virgin's left, appeared St. John the
Evangelist, a book in his left hand, his right
raiged, as if reading or preaching from the
book, and on his head a mitre which the
peaple describe as being like tbat wern by
the Archbishop. The altar and the igures
were surrounded by s bright light, while
over all there seemed like stars twinkling.
The night was Loth dark and rainy, and not-
withstanding that the people present got
drenched with the rain that fell during the
two hours the apparition was visibig, the
figures were not touched or atfected by tbe
rain or darkness, and the portion of the guble
before which the apparition was remained
perfectly dry ag if there had not buen a
drop of rain. It may be said how did the
people know the statues of St. Jogeph and St.
Joha. Catholice will eatily understand as
to St. Joseph, whose statue is almost to be
reen in every Catholic Church ; and as to 8Bt.
John, one of those present oo the occasion,
when asked asto Lhow they knew it waa 8t.
John, said they had seen a statue of thatsaint
{n Lecanvy church. Ob the 8th of October
three canons of the Chapter of Tuam, and
ssven other clergy of Claremorris deanery,
held an investigation into the clrcumstances
attending the upparition, and took the
depositions of no less than fourteen persons
who had witnessed it. These depositions
waere taken by Archdescon Cavanagh,
Very Rev. Osnon Waldron, and Very Rev.
Capnon U. I. Bourke. Thv witnesses were
examined and cross-examined most exactly,
and the evidence was uushaken, all testifying
to the same fact? most accurately. More re-
markable still, inasmuch as it was seen by
four persons in the broad light of the doy, was
that bebeld on Friday, the 2ad Januarg. On
that day, at twelve o'cltock noun, on the spot
opposite that portion of tha gable where the
apparition of the Blessed Virgin stood, arose
a graceful column of exquisite workmaunship,

Already beve the lame and the blind
made pilgrimages to Knock, and evidonce
of their presence, and the effoct of thelr visit,
may be seen in at least one crutch, a number
of sticke, statues, and vases, ag oficrings of
the plous faitbful. Ope young man who had
been for nive years the victim of hip disease,
who had loat the usc of his leg from the hip
down, and during that long time counld only
go along with the use of a crutch and a stick,
came, and his cruich may no's be seen there,
be having no longer any use for it. This
poor fullow has written to Father Cavenagh,
telling him of kis miraculons cure, and stat-
ing that he is the wooder of his own neighbor-
hood since he returned and walked amengst
Lis {riends.  Alittle gir), ten years of age, who
had been blind from her birth, was brought
to Kuock by ber fatherand mother, and re-
covered her sight bofore she left, the dust of
the cement of the galle baviug been rubbed
to her eyes.  Soveral other miraculous cures
have been cffected by the application of the
cement, which bag been taken away in great
quantities by pilgrims. To a heigbt of vearly
ten feet the cemeunt has been scraped off the
gable by pious visitors whose faith in its
miraculous eflects is roost contident.

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IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.
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Lospox, February 10.—In the IHouse of
Commong, this evening, Mr. Shaw’s amend-
ment to the address was rejected by & vote of
21Gagainst 66. The address was then agreed
to. A namber of leading Liberals, includ-
ing the Marquis of Hartington, voted with the
Government.

Lonpon, February 10.—Iin the House at
Lords to-night, Lord Graaville, leader of the
Opposition in the Lords, arose to put to Her
Mujesty’s Gevernment what, he said, wasa
very grave and serious question, to which he
hoped to receive a full and candid reply.
The question was based upon rumors new in
circulation to the effuct that her Mlajesty's
Government had abrogated that portion o1
the Anglo-Persian treaty which bound Per-
sia to take no steps toward the conquest
of Herat, and thus bad virtually incited
Pargia to avail herself of the recent disturbed
condition of affairs in Atgbanistan, and to
possess herself of this key to the country.
His Lordship asked the noble Farl at the
head of the Government to state whether
these reports were true. Earl Beaconsfield,
in replying, mauifested real or affucted hesi-
tancy; he declared emphatically, however,
that there wae no joundation for the rumors
as Lord Granville had stated them. Persia
had made a communication referring to the
rectification of her northeastern frontier, and
only this Jetter had passed between the Per-
sian Premier aud the English Government
but nothing bad been concluded, and the
matter was still in process of negotiatien. In
concluding his remarks, Earl Beaconsficld
asked Lord Granville not to press for 1urther
and more explicit statement at the present
moment, a8 it could not be given without
injury to the intercats of the Empire. The
matter then dropped. It is believed in well
foformed quarters that Earl Beaconsfield has
carried on negotintions with the Shah, which
will, when developed, give another brilliant
surprise to the country.

Loxpos, Febmary 10.—Lord Hartington,
Liberal leader in the Commons, last night
sald, tbongh he did pot think a large mea-
sure of emligration from Ireland necessary,
there ought to be a distribution of papula-
tion. He protested agalost the presumption
that the present distress was due to the Land
Act, and defended himself against the impu.
tations in connection with the Home Rule
and Liverpool election. ''bough he would
not have supported Ilamsay’s candidature for
the Commons, had he declared himself a
Home Ruler, he regarded his pledge to vote
for a Committee ot Enquiry as a difference of
opinion as to the manner in which certain de-
mands should be met.

Mr. 0'Donnell, Home Ruler, said the col.
leagues and friends of Parnell are thoronghly
vesolved to have an oppottunity of convict-
ing the Government of their misrepresenta.
tions concerning them.

Loxbon, February 11.—Upon the Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer promising to bring the
question of the expenditure in Afghanistan
before the House, Mr. Fawcett withdrew his
amendment on the subject to the report
on the address in reply to the Queen’s apeech.

Mr. O'Donnell (Home Ruler) moved his
amendment, calling attention to the systema-
tic neglect of Irish affairs, and also to the
factious misrepresentation of the acts of the
Irish members of Parilament by the Govern-
ment and their agents, the concluding words
of which stigmatize the abuses practised by
the Government as worse than tremson. Mr.
O’Donnell having prolonged his speech, the
debate stood adjourned till to-morrow. Mr.
O'Donnell became very excited, and wept
when describing Parnell's eervice to his coun-
try. Hedenied that Psruell und bis follow-
ers had intended to promote agitation.
Thetr object was to call notice to the miseries
of the starving people, to which the Govern-
ment was then appareutly utterly indifferent.
There was, he said, o natural law which over-
rode legal gights. They only protested
against the exaction of reuts by threats of
¢jectment, when the people must perish if
they paid them. He believed the advice not
to obey the law which strangled them had
saved the lives of hundreds of thousands.

Loxpoy, February 12.—The Chancellor of
the Exchequer denied the truth of a despatch
stating that a treaty had been signed by
which Pergia would be permitted to occupy
Herat in return for her engagement to assist
Eogland in Afghanistan.

After same rtemarks from fevernl Irviah
mombers, Mr. Lowther, Chief Sucretary for
lreland, denied that the Government had any
idea of protecting the Consolidsted Fuad at
the expease of the Church surplus.

Mr. Shaw (Home Ruler) hoped the amend-
ment would not bu pressed, as Irish members
feared, if assistance was given to thelandlordy,
it might lead to the increase of their rents.
He hoped rome words would be intraduced
into the Bill to prevent such a result. Heurged
the Government to ofler a grant similar to
that made in 1847,

Mr. Svpan withdrew his amendment,
stating he shoull introduce the substance
thereof in committec.

The motion for the second reading of the
Bill was adopted.

For some time past reports have been in
circulation in Ircland to the eftect that in
consequence of sympathy expressed by
certnin members of the Honomble Crivy
Connci! with the Home Rule movement, it
was Government s intention to remove them
from the Couacil. Among the wmore promi-
nent namcs mentioned in this conuection
have been those of Lord Howard of Glassop,
Lord Emly and Lord Robert Moutague, the
latter of whom sits for Westmenth., Similar
rumors were ctrculated with reference to
several members of the commimion of
the peace, otherwisn bench magistrates
for Ireland, and for the same cause.
In coosequence of these reports, and
with a view to nscertaining the {facts,
Mr. .\, M. Sullivan, Home Rule member for
Louth, in pursuance of a notice given on Fri-
dny, agsked the Chancellor of the Exchequer
whether there was anv foundation for them,
To reply, Sir Statord Northcote said that he
wad nol aware that there war any inteation
on the part of tho Government to remove any
one from the }'rivy Council or from the Peace
Commission.

LAYING TiLE.—~There s & tool made for Iny-
ing plpes and collars, but it is recommended that
they be carefully laid by hand, a process which,
though somew uat difficult in narrow ditches, 1s
nut impossible, and 1s much more satisfactory.
The tiles, each baving & collar passed over the
eud, should be placed along the ~ide of the ditch,
within easy re+ch of a man standing 1o the bot-
tom. He commences at the upper end of the
diteh, and walks back ward as the work procaeds.
The first tile is laid with the collaron {ta lower
end, and with atiny stone orbit of broken tie
titted closely against the upper end. The collar
is then slipped along until only one-half of its
tength Js under the tile. The next tile has its
nose inserted in the unoccupied half of the collar,
and one-half of its other coli«r is drawn forward
to recelve the next tile—aud thus to the lower
end of the drain.

Collecting drains
should be laid a Uttle deeper than the mouths of
the Iaterals which discharge into theni, (al ow-
anee for this having been made In the orlglual
grading ) that these miay be admitted at the top
of the woain.

MONSEIGNEUR FABRE.

Grand Demeustration in Hemer of His
Safe Rotarn (rom Reme.

Thers are many poople who regret that the
expresaion of welcome {rom the citizens of
Montreal to Bishop Fabre, was not demon.
strated at the bhour on which hearrived in
the city, sud scem to forget that His Lord-
ship would necesearily have been fatigued by
his journey, and, therefore, would not have
veen in the mood to participate in a public
celebration. A day's rest was pecessary to
prepare him for the task of receiving and re-
plying to addreeses.

Oa Thursday at 2 p. m. the Beception
Committee arrived at the Bishop's Palace, aud
weate received by His Lordsbip, who gave
them his benediction. At three o'clock the
bells of Notre Dame snnounced that the
procesaion had started, and increased anxiety
was manifested on the part of those who
crowded the streets to obtain a position in
the front rank of sight-seers. The police
wrrangements were perfect.  Sub-Chilef Maber
and Sergeants Glynn and Robinson com.
maunded a youre of police at the Bishop's
l'alace: anotber squad under the command
of Sergeant Hynes, was stationed at Victoria
Nquare ; at the corner of Radegonde and La-
pauchetiers streets Acting-Sergeant Lgan
and a small posee of pelice kept the line of
1oute clear ; Acting-Sergeant Knowles com-
manded a squad of men, who kept clear the
road near thoe corner of St. James and Me-
Giili strects ; while the fifth and Jargest di-
vision. under the commund of Snub-Chief
Latcey and Sergeantz Beaudry, Miller and
Gauthier, maintained a passage directly in
front of the Church.

About fifteen misutes to fuur the head of the
procession arrived in front of the Church.

Cuderre, then a large number of private
citizens and members of ditlerent societien,
followed by a carriage which contained His
Lordship Bishop Mabre, His Worship the
Mayor, the Administiator, and Rev. Mr.

ANOTHER RAILROAD,

A Projected Eaterprine for the Couaties
ot Chambly and Huntingdon.

The railroad mania hag seized for its vic-
tims the inhabitants of the municipalities on
the south shore ranging {rom Laprairie to the
Province Line. Many schemes have beem
projected to supply the inhabitants of these
districts with a cheap means of carrisge for
grain and conveyance for travellers.

The trade, as at present conducted, seeks an
outlet by the Bt. Lawrence, but as the power-
ful band of winter fumly binds the water in
icy fetters, all means of reaching a market
with facility arc cloged. Fa.mers are thus
obliged to catry probably larga stocks in their
granaries and barne until the opening of
usvigation again aflfords a ready means of ac-
cess to a profitable market. To overcome
this obstacle many ingenfousideag have been
advanced, but they were all too expensive or
possessed of many objectional features, until
finally public attention settled on & railroad
as the only reliet measure.

One acheme was mooted, but it was un.
popular for the reason that heavy concessions
and bonuses were demanded by the capitalists.
In the interval certain parties have been bes.
tirring themselves in the interests of a rival
road which isto be styled the # South Western
Railway.’ The principal stockholders are
Mesors Louis A Senecal, Jobn Black, Joseph
Simard, N P, John W Lynch, J A Quaimet,
M P, James McPherson, Thomaa Wilson and
Henderson Black. .

The capital setock has already been sub-
scribed and application will be made at the
next sessfon of Parliament for izcorporation.
The toad is to begin at some point in
Huntingdon County, adjacent to the Province
Line, whenca it will be continued to Chambly
Canton, traversipg the Counties of Huunting-
doun.
