Tur ead news of the death of Arck-

bishup Walsh, of Toronto, created wide:
spread sorrow in Montreal, as the dis:
tippuished prelate was well knowr and
great’y admired in all the Eoglisk-
ppeaking parisbea,

some weeks ago the Acchbisbhop, in
compary with Sir Frank Smith and
other gentlemen, made & visit to the
new cemetery, Mornt Hope, in Eglinton,
and in the course of & walk through the
cemetery, His Grace stumbled, wrench-
ing bis knee and f{racturing one of the
Ligamients, The Archbishop's advanced
years cansed the accident to tell heavily
spen him, and he was ccnfined to his
rocm, r. Dwyer ard Dr. Nevitt nt-
tending him, but no danger was antici-
pated, nnd  he  apparently made
gced pregress  toward rccovery., (n
Sundeny mnight, however. heart fail-
ure  suddenly  asserted  itrelf  end
faintness set in. The Arcibbishop
wan heloed frotn bis armchsir to bis bed
and made as easy as possible, while the
physicians were summoned. He recog-
nized, however, that the end was ap-
proaching, “I am going to die,” he
said, and he expressed a wish that the
last rites of the Church be administered
tohim. At the same time he appointed
Very Rev. Vicar General McCann to be
administrator of the diccese until the

appointment of his successor. The last
ritea were then administered to the
dying prelate, his nephew, Rev, Father
Walsh, otliciating. and he passed peace-
jully away at twenty mioutes to 11.
His niece, Miss Helen MacMahon, of St.
Catbsrines, and the servants of the
bousehold were also present. Immed:-
ately nfter the Archbishop had passed
swoy the doctors and a number of the
clergy including Vicar General McCann,
Rev. Dr. Teely, Father Hand, Fatler
Tracy, Father Mungovan and Father
Clice, arrived at his bedside.

The remains of the deceased prelate
lnid in state at his late residence until
Tuesday, when they were removed to St.
Michael’s Cathedral, escorted by one of
the largest musters of Catholic organiza-
lions ever held in the Queen City.

The scene in the Catnedral on Thurs-
day, when the solemn Requiem Mass
was chanted at which His Lordehip
Bishop Sowling, of Hamilton, officiated,
was one of & mo:t impressive character.

Amoog the prelates who amisted at
the services were, Archbishop Bruchesi
of Monireal, Archbishop Dubamet of
Ottawa, Bishop Dowling of Hamilton,
Bishop O'Connor of Peterboro’, Bishop
{'Connor of London, Bishop MeDonnell
of Alexandria and Bishop McQuaid of
Rochester. There was also a large repre-
rentition of prieats from different dis
tricts in Canada, as well as leading pub
lic men.

His Lordship Bishop McQuaid, of
Rochester, delivered the funeral oration.
1t was an eloquent and tcuching tribute
‘othe memory of the dead prelate,

From a souvenir vuiume, publisked on
the occasion of the silver jubilee of the
late prelate’s coneecraticn, wbich was
¢dited by the Rev. Father Teely, we
take the following interesting cutline of

the greal career of the Archbish p. Rev.
Father Teefy paya:~

————

‘John Walsh' wes the eon of Jemes
Wa.lu_x ‘aud Ellen - Macdorald, and was
bern in the .parish of Mooncoin, in the
County of Kilkenny, Ireland, May 23,
1830. Toig parign:is ;adjucent to the
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1171. The former was created Baron of
Carrickmoine by Henry the II, the lat.
ter, who had settled in Kilkenny, Baron
of Pildon. Here in the courseof time
they argiired large possessions, which to
the present day bear the name ol the
* Walsh Mount=ins.’ This property was
altexwards confiscated during the differ

ent persecutions. Nor was properly the
only eacrifice they weére ca:led npon to
make; the family could pride themselves
in having distinguished mariyrsamongsi,
their number; one, William Walsn,
Bishop of Meath, suffering under Eliza-
beth ; another wbo was "Archbishop of
Cashel, soffering under Crumwell. Dur:
ing the time of tbe Commonwealth and
in the reign of William III, the elder
branch engaged in the military service
of France and Austria. In the former
country the title of Count Servan: was
conferred upon the representative of the
family. The branch wbich remained
at home, and to which the subject of our
sketch belongs, lived for generations in
& condition of comfort and independ-
ence which the better claes of farmers
enjoy. Such homes in Ireland have
been shrines of simplicity, parental au

therity and filial  saffection. Their
greatest wealth has lain in their en-
ergy ; their coromet is their 1aith, their
crest and their patrotiam. From them
have gone forth from all quarters of the
globe earnest, devoted prierts, who
might bave won distinction at bome
had they not chosen devotion in exile.

‘ Jobn Walsh is an excellent example.
Evincing at an early age a desire to
study forthe prirathood, he was ment in
due time to St.Jobn’s College, Water-
ford, where he made his preparatory
studies with great success, standing
first in his class of philosophy. Here-
meined at St John's to make one year
of theology, when ne decided that his
vocution Iny in the vase field of fureign
mirsions. Accordingly, breaking all
the endeariog ties of bhome, friends and
native land, be left for Canada in April,
1&52.  The following autummn, when
studies began., he entered the Grand
Seminary of Montreal as « student of
the diocese ot Montreal. His industry
and ialent, nis exemyplary condunct, his
atrict observance of rule, won the ap
probation of his superiors and jnstified
hopes cancernirg his futnre which were
sabacguently realized. He received the
tonsure from  Bishop 1. Recyue at
Trinity 1833 and minor orders from
Tishop Buurget. Decemher 17 the pame
vear. At the close of the seminary the
following summer, when on his way
from Montrer], Me, Walap nearly died
[rom a severe attuck ¢! the cholera,
wiiciht was then raging in Canada duaring
that seseon,

*After his recovery he visited Tor-
onto for the firat time, Oa October 22,
1854 Bishop De Charhonnel cordained
bim sui.-descon in the Biship's private
cbapel, and deacon on Qctober29, On
Novembser 1, following the ieast of All-
Saints, the same prelate raised him to
the holy priesthood in St. Michael’s
Catbedral.  After ordinatiom Father
Whalsh was attached to no particular
curacy ; bis duty consisted in.attending
every place that happened to be vacant
—in thoae days only too numerous. To
these scattered districts he went, cate-
chizing the young, preparing children
for firsat communion, bearing aspiritual
coosolation to the dying, eowing the
seeds of eternal life in the hearts of all.
Tbe following vear. 1855, he was ap-
pointed to the Brock miseion. bordering
on Lske Simcoe, of which parish he was
the firat resident pastor. [i was a trial
for a young priest {reah from college to
be so situated—far removed from any
clerical society, in the midst of a rural
j opulation whoes time and energy were
taken up with the gigantictask of clear
ing the farms, with po rajlroad accom-
muodation and with worse than indifferent
roads. It drove the ycupg priest 10 the
choicest companicns he could have—his
bocks.’

His psrish wes large and many of hie
fock scattered through the forest His
labois amopg them were unceasing and
in winter hie journeys from point to
point in tne discharge of his miniatra-
1tivns taxed his utmost strenglb, but
despite the chstacles caused by the
rcughnees of the country at that period
and the diffically ot travellirg, he not
only never failed to respcnd to a call
from any of his people, bt had so0 ayate
mastically laid down rules for his gnid-
ance that he covered bis whole territory
1y was at the clcse
of his day’s ordinary labors that the
faitbful pricat devoted bimsell to his
theological studies, and it is known that
very often the light of & winter morning
found bim still pouring over his books.
His fideiity and zeal and bis quick and
fertile intellect marked him ocut for pro-
motion, ard this cawe in 1837, when he
waa placed in charge of the parish of St.
Mary's, Toronto. If the quiet of the
Brcek minsion hed afforded him oppostu-
nity for display of his zeal among the
people his removal to Toronto lent him
the opportunily for the exercise of a
capacily for organization and a business
ability which was so abundantly recog
nized in {uture years and, which at once
brcught increrséd vigor into thechurch
in Toroto. His strong individuality was
impressed on whatever he did, and the
thorougbnesa of his methods were soon

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Catholics to prepare for the reception of
the Prince. In addressing the meeting
he said: Like the waters of the St
Lawrence, which gathered strength and
body from the tributlaries wiich f1 wed
into it until they poured a mighty fiood
into the ocean, so would Lhey wisbh 1o
pour their feelings of attachment and
Icyalty to the Queen through ber son in
the same broad siream with all their
fellow-citizens. Catholica were lcyalty
principle and not by caprice. They
were loyal because Lheir church taught
loyalty to law{ully constituted anthori-
ties, Tothe taunts of this loyalty flung
against them from time to time it would
be beneath them to reply.

On Easter Sunday, 1§62, Father Walah
was made Vicar-General of the dic
cese. In September of the seme year,
resigning hie recturship of the cathe:
dral, he returned to the psstorate of St.
Mary’s Church. The follawing sprirg be
visited Ireland, after an abrence of
twelve years, and on the eve of hisde
parture was presented with & gold watch
by some of the parishioners, who also
sent to his mother & gold croes symboli-
cally wrought,

During this time Father Walsh had
been aclive in literary and extra par-
ochial work. In 1865 he preached at
the Mass for Cuardinal Wiseman, at the
blessing of St. Micbael's Catbedral bell
in 1806, at the lnying of the corner stone
of tbe line catbedral church in Guelph,
and many other special sermons.

In 1867 he was appointed Bishop of
Sandwich, being consecrated in 3.
Michael’s Cathedral with much cere
mony, and on November 14 was ir-
statled in the Catbedral of Sandwich.
On Janvary 6, 1518, he remorved the
eplecopal residence {from S=udwich to
jzndon, and the tilde of the sea was aub-
scriently chunged nccordiogly.  In 1870
he visited Rowe as Bishop, In Novem
her, 1877, the clergy of the Diocese of
London presented bim with a gift of
tirree thousand dollars on the completion
of bia tenth year as Bishop. On Novem-
ber 1G, 1879, his Grace celebrated the
silver jubilee of his nacerdotal ordinaticn.
In 1881 the ‘corner-signe ol the new
cathedral in Londcn wae lnid by Bishop
Walab, and four yesrs later the edifice
was completed and .was dedicated. In
the fall ot 1884 Bishop Walsb, by special

The address of the clergy of the dio.
cese was r ad by Rev. Father McCann.
It was couched in terms of the warmest
admiration and genuine love for hia
Grace, His reply was simple, butinit
he sounded Lbe keynote of his future re-
Jations to bis clergy. and it is interest
ing now to see how fully he has fulfilled
the premise then made. He said in
part :—° L am aware that l cannot ap
propriate to myself all the good things
you are kind cnough to sayv of me, but at
leant I can offer one thing, and thatis
my gocd-will. I come te do my utmost
in co-operation with you for the glory of
God and the salvation of soun’s We anall
with the grace of Gud and tne blewsing
of cur divine Savicur work togetner in
unity, harmony and priestly zesl for the
glory of God and tbe triumph of cur
holy religion. [ thatk youn. reverend
fathers, for your words of promire,
which bring great consulalion to'me. |
shall besr them in my mivd and [ know
that you will at all timey co-operate
loyally and faithfully with your
Archbisbop. For my part, it will be
my pleasure to be amongst you, as [ was
with the clergy in London, a father
rather than a Bishop.

Another striking evidence of the per
verseness and bitterneas of the methoda
of British administr.tion in dealing with
Irishmen,is évidenced by tbe recent refu-
sal of the majirity of the British Parlia
ment to accept Lthe amendments offered
by Mr. Daritt to the Prisons Bill. The
Baaston Republic, in a recent issue, refera
to the matter as follows : —

' 2

Mr. Davitt asked that the Irish prison-
ers confined on account of political
oflences be separated from the murderers,
burgiars, forgers and other vile crimi
nals, but he did no® ask that they be ex-
empt from any f the rules framed for
Lhe vreservation of order and diacipline.
Wiat be desired to empbasize was that
a mao who cammitted sn offence against
thelaw or tbe coustitulion from motives
of patriotism was nut and ougbt not to
be regarded as on a par wilh criminals
who commizted beinous Jtfences against
society ard against life and property.
He knows by experience thatthe impul
sive Irishman who risks 1ife and liberty
in bebalf of the {recedom of his mother-
land is treated in British prisons in the
same way that murderers and highway
robbers nre treated, if not worse. He pas
been in prison bimself for patriotic and
political acts, aud is an anthority onthat
subjsct.

But the Eoglish Parliament defeated
his humane proposals by an overwoelm:
ing majority. 1'bey decided to continne
the barbarous practlce which has driven
Irish patriots 1nlo the grave or into in-
sanity inthe recent past Yet the Irish
pecple are censured vecause they oppi.se
an alliance between civilized America
and brutal, barbarous England.

From time to time we read in out con-
temporaries across the line expressions
of regret that so many voung men select
the gccupation of a clerk, or enter the
professions rather than take up a trade.

BUT STILL A LAW.

We are sometimes taken Lo taek by
our non-Catholic friends for the care
which the Church has shown in refer
ence to the promiscuous reading of the
Holy Scriptures by tne unlearned.

IISH CATHOLIC DEAD.

Mr. Joseph Banmigan, ome of the
Leadiog Business Mem of the
Diccese of Providence,

An Interesting Sketch of His Most
Succeasful Career—Climbed from
the Lowest to the Topmost
Round of the Ladder in Com-
mercial Life.

R

On Thursday, the 28th July, Mr. J. seph
Banigan, ore of the leading and wealih-
ieat Irish Catholics of Providence, R.L,,
died at his residence on Angell atreet,
His death bad baen expected for weeks,
ever since the unfavorable turm which
followed & difficult operation performed
in New York. Day by day for weeks Mr,
Banigan has been growing wesker, rally-
ing by turns only, to sink lower and
lower, until the end. It has been a
period of anxietyand strain for all those
around him.

We give the following interesting
sketer of Mr. Bamigan's most successiul
career, which we take from our coniem-
porary, the Providence Visitor, because
it is one which should be read by every
Catholic young man.

Mr. Banigan was born in Carrickdon
cey. County Monaghsan, Ireland, on June
7,1539. He was the aeventh son, and as
his mother's name was Binigun also he
was, according to the simple notions of
the credulous, a child of superior powers.
When six his parents moved to Dundee,
in Scotland, and about three years nfter

wards. several relatives heing eatablished
iu Providence, e was brought as a mere

lad to this city. His school days were
few and short,and at anearly age he
was appreaticed tothe jewelry trade. A
likely boy and full or intelligence he
became a good workman, and even then
drew attention to himself by his inven:
tious.

Then he entered the rubber business,
and two snccessful patents in rubber
goods, which be sold for 3 000, fur
nished him his firat capital, well in-
veated in a partnership with his em
ployers, But he was by no means well
to dc then, and although a promising
young man he atood in need of aid from
hia relatives. Mr. Banigan never atrove
to conceal those dave. To many he has
told in later life the story of his needy
circumstances at the time of his firat
mprriagre to the danghter of the late Mr.
John Holt of Woonsocket, the mother of
pis four surviving children. He took a
ceriain pride in referring to those days
and their hardships, for he was reared in
a school of adversity,

The rubber business was {o bring him
wealth and Woonsocket, the bome of
his fatherin-law, was to witness the
foundation and Luilding up of his great
f riune. Mr. Holi had some capital,
Mr. Banigan had a business instinet
wiich amounted to genjus. e used to
speak in later Jife of nie sticcess with a
ceriain pleased surprise ¢ Nothing that
[ hiave touched bas ever failed,’ he said
to & friend once, *And my success ixag
much & surprise to myself as it is to any:
one else.”  Hiw succesn wun due, Indeed,
to business sagacity and ability. Hie
luck wag proverbial and the mere ad.
hesion of Mr. Banizan to any financial
enterprice wae suflicient to atiract eaun
tious investors. Wbhen the eable road
on College Hill war heing promoted
through, it is said there was much diffi
culty and timidily displayed onthe part
oi the proponents, who were somewhat
taken back by the unlocked for opposi-
tion to the acheme. Mr Banigansde
claration of his willibgneas to go into
the company at & large amount, restor-
ed, it Is said, confidence in the under-
taking ‘and the necessary capital was
raised wlthout difficulty. ‘ What Bani-
gan touches, goes,’ was said to be the
expresaion of one of those present.

Little by little his wealth increased
{rom one source or another. Froperty
that he had bought for a song in Cai-

cago before the fire of 1870, shot away
up after the fire, and to his surprise

rubber, however, that be made his
money. He waa the first manufacturer
to deal directly with the rubber pro-
ducers of Brazil. He went there him-
self, Hediscovered uascrapulous traders,
Hecutwitted them, and b3 used to tell
with -gusto how some of the Brazilians
eold bim wheun be wagincog. the pick of

It was Mr. Banigan's method to make
bimself thoroughly familiar with all the
details of his business. His milis were
the beat mills of the kind in the ccuntry.
He wished them to be so. The best
machinery was in his estimation the
wisest economy, and he always treated
bis belp with consideration. He was
one manufacturer who liked to have the
good will of his employés, and & bright
boy alwaye caught his eye.

oe

1t was generally believed that in his
business there was additionsl zest to the
competition be encountered because he
was an Irishman and & Catholic. It was

the talk of those on the outside that the
Rubber Trust at the time of 1ts organiza-
tion would not have shed many tears if
it had succeeded in crusbing Mr. Bani-
gan; and it waa taken for granted that
when & conple of years after its forma-
tion, Mr. Banigan was made President of
the Trust and his mills absorbed, Mr
Banigan had won a signal victory over
his opponents. During the trial of bhis
recent suit against the Truat, which was
Mr. Bunigan's 1-st public appearance,
the general public gained some inkling
of the dark ways of the Trust and of its
conspiracy to overthrow its President.
[ndeed, that trial, the result of which is
still pending, increased the local admir-
ation for Mr. Banigan immesasurably.
The clear head, the admirably lucid
mind, the calm, self confidence, the un-
rufited serenity he dieplayed ss & witness
thete, gave the curious public an iadica-
tion of the elements that make & success
ful business man,

In later life, a8 hie fortune increased,
bis interests grew. He was president of
many corporations. The great mill in

Olneyville, which employs more than
two thousand hands, wasstill his strong-
est connection with rubber. He owned
millions of real estate in Providence.
The largest building in town is the
Banigan building ; but it is only one of
msny that he owns. He was president
of the Howard Sterling Co., silveramiths;
of the American Wringer Co.; of the
American Hand Sewed Shoe Co; of the
Providence Telegram Co. He had money
1n the Mosler Sife Co.. in lrrigatlox
schemes in Utah, in the Werner Publish-
ing Co., in mortgages all over the
country.

Bat it is less as a rich man thanas a
charitable man that he deserves remem-
brance. He was generous o the poor.

He willingly shared his wealth with the
poor. He built and equipped in 1580
the Home for the Aged in Pawtucket, at
a cost of one hundred and fifty or two
hundred thouaands of dollars. The
very last public donation he made
was in conoecticn with this insti-
tution. A few weeks ago he was
propped up in bed to sign the con-
tract ne was making for the building of
a chaplain’s house at the Home. He
built the St. Maria Home for Working
Girls at a cost of perhaps one hundred
thousand dollars. He gave twenty-five
thousand dollars towards the new Con-
vent of Mercy on Broad street, twenty-
two thousand to purchase the site of the
present St. Vincent’s Asylum at Davis
Park, ten thousand to St. Joseph’s Hcs
pital. He founded & chair at the Catho-
lic University, giving fifty thousand out
right and another fifty to the Library of
tbat instituiton in various sumsto make
up that amount,

His private benefactions were cqually
large, 8o it in said, He looked upon his
wealth as entrusted to him by God, and
he was willing to tithe it to help vn
whal was pood. Aboveall he wasa man
who lived up to the practises of his re-
ligion. No man was more regular than
he in atteudance at Mass on Sundays ;
none moze generdus in subscriptions to
parish funds. He liked wbat was plain.
He had no ambition for publicity. He
had & great faith in bimself,

Of fine presence and trained in the
schiool of & hard business service he was
a map of good address, a fluent and im-
pressive conversationalist, one whose
ideas on any practical topic were valu-
ahle. He was nu university man, but
he appreciated the work of univeraities,
although be had succeeded without thetr
zid, but nooe could detect in his carri-
are or conversntion the haredicap of his
early training,

He met the end like a Christian. For-
tified by tise frequent rceaption of the
sacraments, Ly last days were most edi-
fying and fitly crowned a life which in
the midst of the world's temptations to
avarice and hurdness, and the distrac-
tiona of worldly care, fonnd time and
beart to culiivate the victue of gencrons
almegiving. Besides his widow he [eaves
four ebildren who are all marriad, Mis
brotyer, Mr. P, I Bunigan, and two un-
niarried sisters, ulso strvive bim, May
he rest 1u peace,

THE QUEB}C CONFERENCE.

If we are to judge from the men who
are to take part in its deliberations, and
from the spirit in whieh the nations re-
presented have agreed to discuss the im-
portant subjects which will come before
them, it is aRlmoat certain that the inter-
naticnal conference to be held in Quebec
on August 23 will be a great success.
The gentlemen who have been chosen to
conduct the discusasion on behalf of the
paxties to the conferemce—the United
States on the one hand, and (ireat Brit-
ain, Canada and Newfoundland the
other—have merited and received dis.
tinction in conneetion with their re-
spective countries; and this in itself
cannot fail to have an importamt bear-
ing upon the result.

Amongst the questions to be consider-
ed will be the regulation of the Behring
BSen fisheries, the participatien of the
United States in the Atlantic fisheries,
the protection of fish in watera contigu
ous to both countries, reciprocal trade
‘relations, bonding privileges. the impor-
tation of alien labor, and interaational
mining regulations In and near the
Yukon Goid Fields. To Sir Wilirid
Laurier - ust be given the credit of
having given definite shape to the idea
of submitting all these questions to the
consideralion ot a joint representative
commission. At the outset the United
Staies had no intention of going beyond
the Bshring Sea question. But the
Canadian Premier insisted that not only
this subjzct but all subjects of dispute
between the two neighboring nations
should be taken up and dispozed of at
the same time.

Last November, when 2 friendiy and
informal conference was held in Waah.
ington, General Foster, on benalf of the
United States, contended that the con-
sideration of all other questions should
be made contingent upon the complete
suspension of sealing operations in
Bebring Sea, the Pacific Ocean, and the
Pribyloff Islands for a year. The Cana-
dian Premier would not agree to this-
and finally the American Government
_‘yielded, and the conference at Quebec

was agreed upon. Of couree the largest
. question involved is that of reciprocity
. batween the United States and Canada..

ARCHBISHOP WALSH.

Following 85 closely upon the death
of the great and good Archbishop of
Kirgston, the sudden passing away of
the no leas great and good Archbishop
Walsh of Tcronto has caused deep sor
row pot only to the Catholics of Oatario
but to the Catholics of the whole Do-
minion. llis death is indeed a sericus
loss to the Canadian Church.

“ The death of Archbishop Walsh will
come a8 & shock to the community. It
was not kpown that he was ill. We had
the right to feel that he would be with
us for years to come to administer with
prudence and wisdom the diflicult and
delicate duties of his high place. Forten
yeara the deceased prelate had held the
Archbishopric of Toronto. During those
yeais we had more than one season of
h.ated sectarian controversy in Qntario,
but we cannot remember that one bitter
or unkindly word was said of the dead
Archbishop. Devoted, as he waa, to the
interests of his church, no one can lay to
bis charge any utterance that was cal-
culated to inflame sectarian feeling or to
embitter the relations between Catholic
and Protestant. More than once he
spcke out with a calm dignity and a
broad charity that won wonderfully upon
the Protestant community, and all his
life and work as Archbishop of Toronto
made for peace and good neighbcraood,
and tor & common Canadian citizanship.
His death is a sore aflliction to the
church of which he was a conspicuous
ornament and a wise leader and ruler,
and by which he was much beloved, and
we feel sure that outside and beyond all
denominational lines there will be a
common, genuine, heartfelt feeling that
& good man, & good citizen and a wise
prelate has passed to his rest

This tribute, coming from the quarter
that it does, is more eulogistic than any-
thing we could say ourselves. That the

praise from such a journal, after having
labored for ten years in the most aggres-
sively Protestant City on this Contineat,
a veritable hotbed of truculent Orangeiam
—his carriage was stoned and one of its
windows broken when he entered the
city to take up his episcopal residence
there—speaks eloquently of his wisdom
and prudence as an administrator, of his
saintliness asa churchman, and of his
tact, gentleness and amiability as a
prcminent public man.  Thoroughly
loyal as he was to Canada, the country
of his adoption, he always entertained a
gincere affection for the land of his
birth, as was abundantly proved by the
fact that it was owing to his initiative
that the memorable Irish Raice Conven.
tion was held in Dublin recently. May
he rest in peace!

CONGREGATION OF

THE HOLY CROSS.
Yeslerday, the Fenst of Notre Dame
des Neiges, the General Chapter of the
Congregation of the Holy Cross was
opened in the College of St. Laurent des
Neiges. The General Chapier meets
once every siX vears, and this is the
first time it has met in Canads. The
previous meeting way held in the Uni-
versity of Notre Dame, Jodiana, which,
l'ke Si. Laurent College, is in charge of
the Holy Cross Order.

It was during the dark days which
immediately followed the terrible
French Revolution that the Congrega-
tion of the Holy Cross had its begin-
nings. Priests were needed to help in
pressing work of rousing an indifferent
and ignorant population to a sense of
religious duty ; Sisters were needed to
teach the young girls and Brothers to
teach the young boys. A eisterhood

‘was.formed who were called Marianites,

aud an order of priests was formed called
Salvatorists, or Fathers of the -Holy
Cross, and a brotherhood “was formed
ealled the Brothers of theHoly Cross, or

The indefatigable Bisbop Bourget, of
Moutresl, invited the Congregation of
the Holy Cross to establish a branch in
his diocese, and the large College of 8t.
Laurent is the result. Thev came here
in 1847. In the sane year a branch
was established in the United States. In
1864 a branch was formed at Memram-
cook, New Brunswick, at the invitation
o! Bshop Sweeney. The Order has also
fine commereial colleges at Farnham,
Sorel, Si. Cesaire, St. Aim¢, and other
towns in Quebec. lan the United Staves
it has ten flourishing colleges. In France
it has the same number, including the
college of Feuilly, a suburb of Paris,
which ie the headquariers of the Congre-
gation. It has also branches in Eastern
Bengal, India, in Barmah, and in various
other parta of the Globe. The Congrega-
tion of the Holy Croes, with its thousand
members, is doing succesafully a noble
"work—the education ot youth. Splendid
as has been its past, it bas a glorious
future before it.

BISMARCK.

The death of Prince Bismarck removes
from the scene of life one of Europe’s
most distingnished statesmen and “dip-
lomats. His remarkable career is eyn-

omymous with the history of the re-
establishment of the German Empire,
Tbroughout his long political life he
was always an advocate of one-man
power and an enemy of constitutional
principles. When he was Premier and
Foreign Minister of Piuisia, thirty-six
vears ago, the Parliament at Berlin re-
jected his bill to increase the army, and
be at once exclained : * lhe great «ues-
tions of the dsv are not to be settled
by speeches and majorities, but by iron
and blood.” It was this remark that
caused him to be called “ the man of
iron aud blood” and the * iron chan-
cellor.” His policy was 1o make Ger-
mapy a great and united nation at the
expense of otber nations, and that he
succeeded, France and Austria know to
their cost. His diplomacy was charac.
terized by double dealing and falsehocd.
It is now known that the war with
France was intentionally forced to
golidify and unify in spirit the newly-
organized confederation. His revela-
tions in 1896 regarding the diplomatic
relations of Germany with Russia and
at thesame time with the triple alliance
did not tend to raise bim in public
eateem. He revealed the fact that be-
tween 1884 and 1890 there was a secret
treaty between Russia and Germany
stipulating that in the event of either
being engaged in war the other would
muintain & bepevolent neutrality.
While this treaty was in existence Ger-
many was bound to Austria- Hungary in
a close offensive and defensive alliance
designed to resist Russian encroach-
ment insoutbern Europe. This allisnce
was the basis of a triple alliance, Italy
being afterwards admitted to make a
league equal to the Franco Russian alli-
ance.

Bismarck was autocratic and self:
cpinionated, acd he chafed under op-
poeition to his plans. When the parlia-
ment rejected his bills he dissolved it.
When the newly-elecied members again
voted down his projects be dissolved the
House once more, and carried ont ideas
without any parliamentary sanction &t
ail. When cabinet colleagues opposed
bim hedismissed them unceremoniously.
He was defeated by only two men—the
present Pope and the present Emperor.
In 1872 be began & system of cruel and
rilentless persecution of the Catholics of
the Empire, He banished the Religious
QOrders, closed up Catholic colleges aud
echools, and passed laws which neither
prelate nor priest could conacienticusly
obey. At the inastance of the Pope &
Catholic party was formed in the Reich-
gtag under the leadership of the late
Herr Windthorst. Its members severed
their ties with all other parties and con-
cerned themselves ouly with Catholic
interests. Soonit grew to bethe strongest
and most compact of the parties which
composed the Reichatag, It held the
balance of power; and it defeated every
important measure brought forward by
Biamarck untilbhe repealed the obnoxious
iaws which he had passed against the
German Catholics. The almost complete
victory of the Catholics over Bismarck
is sbown by the fact that a Catholic is
to-day Chancellor of the German Empire
—Prince Hohenlohe—and that all the
Rsligious Orders, except that of the
Jesnits, have been permitted to return,
Ya hisstruggle with thé present Emperor,
Bismarck was ignominiously defeated.
Whien the young monarch opposed bis
projects, Bismarck made use of & weapon
which had successfully served bim many
& time with Emperor ‘William' I.—he
threatened to resign. .. He had long con
sidered himself t6 be indispensable to.
theempire. The young Emperor thought,
otherwise. 'He waited {¢r & day or two,

but the resignation did not reach bim,

£

.paid many thousands of pounds for in-.

tion .to him ‘i person withons:d
The Cbancellor again hesitated, but he’
received a. still'more peremptory com-
mand, and felt himself obliged to vield.

Two lessons are tanght by Bismarxck's
¢.reer—that no man, however power(ul,
cap wage war auccessfully against the
Catholic Church ; and tbat no man, how-
ever gifted, is necessary to the life of &
nation.

This generosity speaks volumes for
the practical patriotism which has ever
distinguished the members of the A. O.

The A.O. H. Record, & joutnal pub:

HOOLEY'S REVELATIONS,

The revelations made by Mr. E. T,
Hooley, the famous company promoter,
during his public examination in the
London Bankruptey Court, are of an ex-
traordinary character; and if they are
proved to be well-founded will™ place
many of Eogland’s peers and London’s
newspapers in an nnenviable light. In
detailing the floating of the Danlop Tire
Company, Mr. Hooley said the names on
the directorate cost from .£80,000 to
£100 000, including Lord Albemarle
£12,500, and Lord de la Warr .£25,000.
In connection with this flotation Mr.
Hooley also said he lost £63,000 on
‘ press calls,’ these being shares intended
for people connected with newspapers,
whose names harse not been divulged
thus far, though it is expected they will
be made public in due course of time.
Later, during the course of his testimony,
Mr. Hooley detailed the payments he
had made to apapers, including, it
appears, the” Pall Mall Gazstte, the
Financial Post and a number of smaller
papers. The supposed profit on the Aoat-
ing of tbhe Dunlop Tire Company,
amounting to £1,700,000, had been
*sweated ’ away to under £290,000. '

Numercus instances wers disclosed by
Mr. Hooley in which a Peer”bearing a
proud title wonld charge the promoter
a sum ranging from £500 to £2,000 for
an introduction to another Peer Thus,
Mce. Hooley said, the Earl de ia Warr re-
ceived £2,000 for an introduction to Loxd
Greville, while Lord Deerhurat, who
married Miss Bonynge of San Francisco,
was paid £2 000 for an introduction to
Lord Ashburton. The same Earl, he aa-
serted, tried to sell him an estate at
Haslington, alleging that it contained
4000 acres. “I promised to take it,”
said Mr. Hooley, “ but when I'sent my
agent to see the property, he found there
were only 1700 acres. I had to pay De
La Warr ten thousand shares of the
Trent Cycle Company to get him to let
me off the bargain.”

Apother extraordinary feature of Mr.
Hooley’s transactions was that several
Protestant church “livinga”—the right
of appointment to rectories and parson-
ages—became his property. It should
be explained that Mr. Hooley denies
that he is insolvent, and states that his
reason for voluntarily petitioning the
Bankruptcy Court to wind up his affairs
waa to protect his bona fide credi ors
againet persons taking legal proceedings
agelost him, over two hundred actions
having been begun regarding claims
which he declares to be totally unfound-
ed. His deficiency, according to
the figures read in Court, amounts to
only $150,000.

ne. After passing the point coposite
':ll:% gGmnd Discharge where the great
lske pours iLs watersinto the Saguenay,
the nearer shore of the inland sea 1s
kept in view for a long stretch, and
where it ceases the famous Saguenay
river is offered as the substitute.

Along its borders mauy stretches of
fairly good land are visible, and clear-
ances are being made and farm houses
built, some of them, no doubt, very
bumble in construction, as becomes
modest pioneer toilers, but the locality
offers many advantages, and great pro-
gress may be expected hereabouts in the
‘future §0ncestripped of its encumbrances
the soil is rich enough to guaranteo
the raising of orops, enough at least to
support &n industrious man and his
family until wider spaces are cleared
and profitable returns ecurt d.

Shortly after leaving Chambord the
rallway crosses & splondid iron bridge
over the mouth of the Metabetchouan
tiver, which has beautiful falls a few
miles {urther up, presenting very 1nvit-
ing scenery as well as excellent fishing
facilities. Looking towards the east
bank of the river the eye detects & curi-
.ous looking structure which turns out to
be the old fort of the Hudson By Com-

any.

pSosme short distance turther on the
train stops at BSt. Jerome, & village of
some importance, tor it has its fine
.Uatholic Cburch and many spparently
.comfortable dwellings. This state of
evident prosperity is accounted for by
the richness of the soil hereabouts,
where good rolling laud is seen in abund-
ance and 25 or 30 butter and cheese
iactories are in operation, although 27
or 95 years ago this was the sceneof
great forest fires, traces of which can yet
be seen. It seems it was a perlect torrent
of raging flames which swept everything
in its way, and compelled the inhabit.
.ants to flee and plunge themselves into
‘the lake. Some of the unfortunates were
.caught in the woods and some in their
-gellars, these were burned to cinders.
‘To-day a large wooden cross alorg the
roadside indicates the spot where these
-ashes rest.

The records say tbatin seven bhours
the fire had spread 120 miles, and so
-terrific were its ravages that the
{rightened peasants thought the day o
‘judgment bhad come. -

The next station and village is St.
Gedeon, near which the railway crosses
La Balle Riviere and traveries a district
notable for ita fcreats and larze game.

The next station is Hebertville, with
its fine village of, perbaps, 3.000 psople,

.situated turee or five miles away. This
is the largest settlement in the whole
-district, having a beautiful stone church
‘that cost $60,000. Lying to the south of
the village are lakes of much beauty
‘that fairly teem with fish, but which
have very unpronounceable Indian
uames, The new parishes of St. Bruno,
i3t. Joseph d’Alma and one or two others
are situated hereabouts, and form the
foundation of what is destined to become
% thriving Catholic community We
next dash through Dorval Pass, which is
a narrow opening made in the moub-
tains by some strapge iresk of nature in
-one of her mysterious moods. The tittle
river Dorval runs between the clifly,
barely sllowing room for the railway
track. Tnis pass is called & mile long
and it gives the placs a uvigue appear-
ance. In this neighborbood it is said
apecimens of valuable iron ore have been
found. We next halt at Jonquiere sta-
-tion, which is close to the River au Sallss,
which is the seat of a quaint but rather
‘Hourishing village—which in some seuse
‘resembles Hebertville ae heing the centre
of a very respectable farming tract. The
30il i: good, and protitable dairying is
-carried on among the thrifty inhabit-
ants, who, in their simple way of living
and devout religious duties, secure far
more of human happiness than do the
pretentious men of the world who are
consumed by the greed and ambitions of
wealth and renown. Thatched-xoofed
‘harns are seen here, and, altogether, this
village has & neatiul look about it which
atiracts attention.

After passing on apeedily for ten
niiles or 8o we approach Chicoutimi, but
the picturesque beauty of that town
strikes upon your eye long before you
reach its centre. No matter how keeu
may have been your atlention to the
new objects along the route, it is keener
by far when the magniticent Saguenay
river opens to full view. This far-famed
‘water-course flows past in penceful
motion more than three hundred feet
below, and is bounded on either side by
high rocky blufls and headlands. On the
heights just across the great stream, on
its northern shore, is the pretty village
of Ste. Aune du Saguenay, with the
rising mountains behind ‘it. On the
southern side the town of Chicoutimi

. 3catters ils ' houses in irregular form
along the sloping heights, lending &
xeally picturesque aspect to the place
-and-affording a cheerful and’intereating
view of the surrounding country. About
& mile outside the. town the train passes

igh-bridge that spans a -deep
through  which:tbe Chicottimi.

;mix its' waters with the
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ts.euormous flood
ing waters' of . unfathomable dep;h in
some places, and its stupendous Capes
Trinity and Eternity, rising so abruptly
out of the waters some 36 miles below
Chicoutimi. This wonderiul formation
of gigantic rock and mysteriouslike
volume of water seems to puzzleacientific
men and philosophers. Tney don't know
how it ever came into existence in such
shape and form, and for want of a better
explanation, perhaps, they attribute 1t
to some terrible convulaion of nature
which rent the mountain rock asunder
to make way for the flow of the waters
between. Some historic individual has
called theS«guenay the “*River of Death,”
without offering either grounds or reason
for the dread title.

Of the town of Chicoutimi itself noth-
ing could be more besutifully situated
or healthful. It haa the vigorous breexzes
from the great river and lakes and
mountains and & clean stand in 1ts owa
rocky foundations, and its municipal
affairs seem to prosper in the bands of
its able head, Mr. Gaay. The pulp factory
18 an inatitution of recent growth which
bids fair to become a prosperous indus-
try. Aundof course the lumber 1ntereais,
80 interwoven with the history o! the
Price firm, have been to a great extent
the means of building up the town. But
the prime impetus bas been given it by
the running of the Quebec and Lake Bt.
John Railway into it. That has imparted
full commercial life to the thriving
place, in as much as it links it with
Quebec City and the outside world in all
seasons of the year, and pu's new vigor
and hope into its mercantile efforts. Tne
steamers plying on the St. Lawrence only
fed it during the season of navigation.

I strove to get a good ides of the re-
ligious, educational and charitable con-
dition of the place, and bad an opportu:
nity to visit the handsome Cathedral of
Mgr. Labrecque, the learned and elo-
quent bishop of the diocese, with whom
1 had & very interesting and instructive
conversation.

When called upon to spesk in the
English tongue, the learned prelate
utters his words with care and delibera-
tion, but with the strength and clearness
of the ripe scholar. It will be remember-
ed that he ii was who delivered the
powerfui oration over the desa body of
the late illustrious Cardinal Taschereau.
Bishop Labrecque’s cathedral seems to
be in right keeping with its airy and
free situation, for it is light, graceful,
lofty and dignitied in appearance, not
overcrowded with decorations, but
simple and grand. Taen there is the
Seminary, the Hutel Dieu Hospital, the
fine Convent and the palace, all grouped
on the top of the hiil, and making an
array of institutions that must cause
just pride to the episcopal heart, as well
as to the individual members of his
clergy and nuns and professors, and to
the diocese at large.

The fine monument raisel to the
deceared members of the irm of Mesars.
Price Brothers testifies to the love and
respect of the French-Canadian inhabit-
ants for the bonorable men of the great
lumber concern. It seems that the re
lations of the employers and employ ¢
were always cordial and agreeabtle; I
think a strike was a thing totally un-
known among the men working for the
Price firm.

I saw a very improving sign of the
town in the making overand enlarging
of the former hotel 'I'he new house is
called the Chateau Saguenay, and will
compare with anythiog in town or city
as regards extent and elegance and com-
fort. M.E X.Tardivel, an old Quebecer,
has the painting contract, and is doing
his work well.

The Qualifications Required to
Discharge the Duties—Men and
Women Who tax Their Brains to
Secure a Free Ride.

OBITUARY.
Yr. John Redmond.

The death of Mr. Jobn Redmond, the
well known stationer and bookseller of
Ngtre Dame street, which occurred on
Wedaesday last, removes from the circle
of Irish Catholics of this city one of its
staunchest and most enthusiastic sup-
porters. Mr.Redmond at the time of his
death bhad only crossed the threshold of
tve prime of life,and for nearly two years
bad been suffering from lung disease,
from the effects of which he succumbed.
Deceased was tireless in promoting the
good work of Irish nntional societies,
and was also & pioneer workerin advanc
ing the cause of the workingman. Dur-
ing the stormy days of the formation of
branches of the Land League in Mont-
real be was a prominent tigure, occupying
the _r,mce of secretary in one ot the organ
1zations. In 1877, when the Irish Cath-
otic Union was tormed, during the troubl-
ous period when the Orangemen were
striving for ascendancy in this citv, Mr.
Redmund was in the front rank of the
earnes: and patriotic members of the
Union. He was u charter member and
clice-bearer in the first Kuights ot
Lavor Assembly founded in this district,
and known as the Dominion Assembly
2436. Mr. Redmond was a young man
ol much executive ability, and his ef-
forts in behalf of labor organiza
tlous were so much appreciated that
he was rcquested to  accept a
nomination as labor candidate, at dif-
ferent intervals, for both the local and
federal parliaments. He however de
clined the hobor, as he preferred to be a
humble worker in the ranks. He was
a citizen of high 1ntegrity and unflinch-
iog courage, ever ready to help the
good cause of the land of his parenta
and to extend a helping hand to
th»  deserving. He was highly
respected amongst all classes, and the
annatncement of his death was received
with feelings of profound regret.

Tnefuneral, which was held yeaterday,
was attended by a large gathering of all
claeses of citizens.

@The Rev. Dr, Henry, Bishop of Down and
Connor, in speaking at the distribution

** Fducation 1s essentially religious.
Withcut religion thers may be instruc
tion, bitt such instruction is not educa-
tion for & Christian. Apart from mc-
tives of religion the authority of teach
ers is not recognized with due eubmia-
sion even by the taught, and withou:
obedience to lawiul authority there can
be no real education nor even succeas in
life, and because nuna by their profession
vow obedience to a superior in every act
of their lives they are best able to ap
preciate its importance, and therefore,
teach it in season and out of season to
their ycuthful and confiding pupils
Education should meke people not only
clever, but good. This can never be etlect-
ed but by religion, and the motives it
supplies. Hence it is the duty of Catho-
lic parents to see that their children are
sent to Cathnlic schools where the prin
ciples enunciated are put into practice
We donot say that even if trained in
Catholic schools all will turn out to be
good practical Catholics and virtuous
members of society, for cLe Church does
nat take away free will nor eradicate all
the evil propensities we inherit; but it
is certnin they cannot be made such in
schools from which the religion of the
parents is cither exclnded, or in which
it is reviled or belittled. The Catholic
Church can never aanction any system
of education in which knowledge is
divorced from religion. [ have taken
this opportunity of making these re-
marks owing to the fact that some unin
structed Catholics with worldly means
are yet to be found who are so blind to
the eternal interests of their children as
to send them to achnols and colleges
where their faith and morals are exposed
to the greatest dangers.”

Some of the Changes Being Made
the Administration of Prisons.

The Decrease of Crime -Statistics
that Shew the Number of Pris-
oners now Undergoing Sen-
tences.

The rrport of the General Prisons
Board of Ireland, which has just heen
laid on the table of the House of Com-
mons, gives au exc llent pictnrze of the
absence of crime in Irelaud last year:
Tpe closing of Grugegorman Female
Prison on August 206, 15, reduced the
number of local prisons in Ireland by
ong. Grangegorman is now devoted to
the na:s of the Richmond Luaatic Asy- l
Ium. Tuis cuange was eflected at the
direction of the l.ord Lieutenant A
further change in the prieon admiirnjatra-
tinn of the country 12 now& baing carried
oot, the result of which will be, when
the work in completed, that Moun iy
I’rison, iu Dublin, will ¢crise to be ne
chiet male convict prison ot [reland and
i'n place, in tiis rogard, will be taken by
Mary vorough J (il

Mountjoy Prigon in the future wiil be
mainly & local prison. Jtis proposed to |
add « new block te Maryborougn Jiil, !
whiie for its future purpuses an adjiin- |
ing farmof thiety-fouracres haxbeen ac
quired.  When the proposed altcrations |
have been carried « ut Maryborougn will |
poes:ss accommodation for about i
convicta. Tne Prison Board consiaer
that 1ts central position and its healthy
situailon wdmirsbly adapt it to the
posiilun it will hold as the principal
mule convict prison of ireland.

Tais change bas becn largely bronght
about by the fact that for some yeara it
has been felt that the existence of the
principal convict prison in the imme-
dinte vicinity of a great city is undesir
able. To eacape from thisa Royal Com-
micsion, which sat so long ngo as 1885
§1 recommended the establisament o! &
pubiie worka prison in the conutry, but
the Prisons Board, with the kuowledpe
they had of the number of prisuus
alrendy on their hands, and tae cm
stauily decrewing number of convicts,
did nnt conal fer itsel! justitied in iucer
ring the greal expense invoivad in the
prpofal of  the Ryal Commiassiom,
Henea the enlarzement ehich bas been
appraved of by the Government.

Tiess bas been a slight iucrensein
the number of javeniles, under Lwelve
years of age, committed to prison and
convicted in 1897 ascompared with 1800,
Witn this exception, huwever, there nas
been 4 continous decrease for many
venrs pist in the number of this claay of
prironera.

Tne average number of prisoners in
castedy during the year was 2512 wed
the total number of deaths was 7, u
death rate of 200 per thousand.,  Taere
were 3] cases of insapity during the
vear. Of theae, 59 were Insane on ad:
mission.

Turning from the local priscners to
the convict establishhments the statisuics
furnisiied shaw very aatisfactory results.
On Japuary I, 15370, there were 1 250 ¢on
victs in Ieish prisons; on Janu.ry 1,
issd tois torai bus fallen to S70, walle
the number in penal servitwde on Jan-
cary 1 Lost was auly Si6.

Oat of 235 prisunces received nuder
sentence o) penal scevitinde curing the
three vears endine December 31, 1807,
182, or nearly  one nalf, were for wne
sierier term—namely, three yeaw, o
tae whole of 15307 only one woman way
sentenced to penat scrvitwde  in Teee
land.

TEXT OF PRESIDENT McKINLEY'S CONDI-
TIONS TO SPAIN.

Mgr. Martinelli's Request to the
American Authorities to Protect
the Priests and Church Property
—A Terrible Picture of Starvation
and Death in Havana and Other
Places — Six Thousand Sick
People Being Cared for by the
Forces of Shafter--The Regular
Army to be Maintained at High-
water Mark.

Despatchea from the American Cani-
tal would indicate that the end of the
hoetilities between the LUnited Staiee
and Spain are abouat at an end. Army
and navy officiale consider the wix
practically ended eo far as actual ho:-
tilities are concerned, and that there
will be 1o occazion hereafter to fire a
hoetile shot, except to the alight reeie -
ance that may be offered by Spaninar.s
to the advance of the American forcie
participatiog in Geperal! Miler’ Puro
Rican campaign. At apy rate, it is iz-
conceivable that any new offensive of-
erations will need to be ucdertaken, and
that even if peace negotiations are cor-
ducted in the dilatory mapner which
bas come 1o be inseparable {rom tke
-8paniards, an armistice can bardly be

delayed beyond a week or ten days, for
by that lime the Spanish garrisons at
8an Juan and Maunila will bave laid
down their arms as they did at Santiago.
Under the circumstances, it isa not sur
priniog to find that in the War Depart-
ment, as well as in the Navy Depart-
ment, preparatious for the new condi-
tions of peace are rapidly going fcr-
ward.

The following is the official statement
given out by the President as t; the
terms of peace olfered by the United
Bintes:—

‘In order to remove any misappre
bheusion in regard 1o the negotiations as
{o peace between the United =iates and
Spein, it is deemed proper to eay thal
the terms offered by the United States
to Spain in the note banded to the
Freuch Ambassador Saturday last are in
substance as follows - —

* The Prerident does not now put for
ward any claim f{ur pecunrary indem-
nity, but requires the relicgaishme-nt of
all ciaim of savereignty vver or title tu
the Island of Cuba na well as 20c immne-
diate evacuation by 3paln of the island.

* The cession tu the United States and
immediate evacurticn ot Porte Rico and
other islands under ~panisa v« erelgoty
in the West [ndies and

‘T'ne like ceagion of an islared in the
Ladrones.

*The United S:ates will vccupy and
Lold the eity, bay and harbor o1 Manila
pending the conclusicn of & treaty of
peace, which shall determine the con
irof, dispr aition and Gevernment of Lhe
Phillippines.

¢ If these are accepted by Spain in
their entirety it is stated that com-
miesioners will be named by the United
States to meet commizsioners on the
part of Spain for the purpose of con-:lud
ipg a treaty of peace on the vasis above
indicated.’

The New York Herald Washington
correspondent writes :—

The developments of each day add to
the difticulties of solving the Phillippine
problem, sxd eventa before the conelu-
riop of peace negotialions may make it
almcst campulsory for the United
States, 88 a deminant forcein the island,
to maiotein copirol lor the purpose of
preventing anarcty or a reign of terror
ander the dictstorsnip of Agninaldo.

The powerful irfluence of the Church
may yet be exercired on the Spanish
governmept with this end in view. It is
appsarent that if tbe Uvited States should
withdraw it would be difilenlt, if Dot
impossible, for Spain to regain coptrol
of the islands with her fleer destroyed
and ber military fcrces incapable of
making any headway against the insor:
gentse  The insurgenta are even more
dissatisfied with the representatives of
the Chureh 1o the jalands than with the
Spapish colonial government, and should
Aguinaldo succeed in obtaining contrul
there would be grave danger of excesses
dirccted against tbe Church and its prop

erly.

The Vatican understapds this, and
representatives were tc-day received by
the United States tbrough Mgr. Marti-
nelli, the Papal [i:legate. asking that
care be taken by the United States
forces 1o protect the property of tbe
Chuorch and the lives of the priests.
Instructions in conformity with these
repreeentsations have been sent to Major-
Ueneral Merritt and Admiral Dawey,
and they will protect the Church
and its property within thelr lines juat
ae they will protect vhe lives und prop-
erty of all others, .

An important detail in conneetion
with ibe final peace negutiations will be
the settlement of claims of American
¢i iz ne Jor pccuniary damages on ac
counl of the destruction of lives and
property in Cubasince the beginning o!

:‘eu_led, thus rounding the preliminary

asis,

The Gibraltar correspondent of The
Daily News, telegraphing Monday night,
eaye :—The censorship is daily becoming
more severe ; and littie is known beyond
that peace is assured. It is understood
that the note (rom America asks only
part of the Phillippines and that Semor
Sagssta having replied thai the termcs
wiil be accepled hostilities are consc-
guently suspended. i

A commission will be appninted to
determine the basis of peace. 'Ine chief

is as to the date and manner of the
evacuation of the Spanish poesessions.
There is also the question of the disposal
ol the war material in Cubsa. Senor
Sagasta, if he bas & chance, will prob-
ably represent a resitution of Lhe
material as & diplomatic victory. It
pas just been asserted nere that the
Premijer bas succeeded in obtrining
alightly improved terms. The treaty
will not be signed before September.

———

The terrible story of death and starva-
tion in Havana and other piaces was
tH1d yesterday by a number of passengers
of the steamer Fridtjof Nsnsen, from
sagua, which arrived at New York two
days sgo. She brought twenty nine ref-
ugees, most of whom were Spaniards,
who had made all sorts of sacrifices to
escape from the island in anticipation
of its becoming controlled by the insur-
genty. Many of them were well supplied
with funds, haviog turned all their
availablie property into cash. They paid
$250 each for paasage.

One woman who had reachedfiSagua
by rail from Havana said that the con-
dition of aflairs in the capital was de-
nlorable, and was dailv growing worse.

* There is plenty of money. sbe said,
‘but of what use Is it when it will
bardly purchase anything ? It is im-
possible to get beef at any price, and
even horae—tlesh costs $1 & pound. Bread
coats 25 cents a pound and is bad at
that, and eggs, which are brought in
from the country in small quantities,
coat 35 cents each, The suppiy of con-
densea milk is practically exhausted,
aud the little left is scld at 32 for a can
such as you buy here for 10 cente.

* On an average, ten to twelve persouns
are found dead of atarvaticn in the atreets
svery day, and this takes no account of
tue scores who daily died of hunger in
the bouses. No worda can describe the
horrors of L.os Fossos, the place at the
foot of the Prado, where tne wretched
reconcentrades are herded together, [
wan told that there were no less than
four thousand of these miserable people
inthe place when I came away, and they
nre dying by bundreds, for, of course,
nething is being done tor their reliel,
when the government bas not envugh
food for its own soldiers, Worse than
tuir, the olticials beat and abuse them
saamefully,

*A few zas lamps as still burning in
tne streets, but the electric lights are
only lit on Thiraday nights, when there
is music in the Parque Centrale, What
& ghastly mockery those band concerts
are with so many people starving to
death within sound of tbe music! All
the theatres are clzsed. and taeir lobbies
are nightly crowded with the homeleass
poor. Wine is the only thing in the
city that is plentiful and cheap, sothat
even the poor can get a little at timea.

* Almons all the stores in Wyler and
O'Reilly streets are closed, as are all the
principal botels. Tne stock of coal ia
almoat completely exhausted, and fcr a
few daym the local trains that ran to the
Vedado, past the Santa Clara battery,
were atopped for want of fuel. They are
now burning wood, but even that will
soon be gone.’

Juan Zarraga Ugarte esid :—'Ido not
know anythiog of the condition of things
in Havana, but I do know that there 1s
much misery in Cardenas and Matanzas.
Things, however, might be worse, con-
sidering the stringency of the blockade.
Much starvation has been avoided by the
foresight of the merchants, who, in an-
ticipation of the outbreak of the war,
Jaid in big stocks of provisions. O
course, they have sold at high prices, and
many have made fortunes, I heard of cne
man who made $400,600 in a specaiation
in lonr in Sagua. All the etores which
bave provisions are kept under constant
guard by the soldiers to prevent the
starving people from looting them.
Every one is tired of war,and on all
Lands one hears prayers that peace will
soon come.’

(Gen. Shafter's health reports state that
be ia now caring tor over 6000 sick
people, including Spanish soldiers, many
of whom were tound to be very ill. The
tiak is & formidable one, and the
attempt to care for all bands prob
ably explaine in a measure the lack
of ~ adetquate preparation of the
tranaports employed in bricging home
some of the wounded and sick. The
conditions on these boats wers found to
be 80 shocking as to demand an imme
diate official investigation, which was
begun to-day, and some court-mrrtials
may be looked for in high places, unless
it can be shown clearly that the lack of
preparalion was unavoidable.

The Liberal papershere, and generally
tbroughout England and Scotland, are
giving considerable space these times
to recounting the great sacrifices made
by their party in theinterest of Irizh
Home Rule, and lamenting the so-called
ingratitude of the Trish party. It never
seems to strike the Liberals that they
owe a great deal to the Nationalists. 1t
was the Irish votes that put them in of-
fice in 1892, as they did in 1885, and it
wae the support of the Irish parcy which
made the carrying of moere than one of
their pet reforms possible.

Of course, the Irisb members are
grateful to the Liberals for any favors
received in the past, and hope to have
furtber reason for gratitude in the future,
but the mission of the Irish representa
tives at Westminster is not to suppert
either Whig cr Tory, but o obtain
every poesible concessicn towards justice
to the Irish people.

A movement is on foot nere Lo start a
social club for Irishmen. There are
thousands of Irishmen in London, and,
while other nationalities have their
places of meeting for social intercourse,
the Irish residents of the metronolis
bave no headquartera, Mr Francia G
Sills is a leading epirit in tbis move-
ment.
