Henry Thorgipson, Old i"lesi-
dent of West Toronto —
Native of Ireland.

noved. The “adjunct theatre” mmeans
simply Canadian theatrical art under

swxisting conditions, depending as rtl}ey
jo elmost entirely upon the booking
sifices of New York, a condition which
places thém in a subordinate situation
w which the name adjunct was ap-
plied by the speaker. .
Canada Has No Theatre.

Canada has no theatre, nor have any
lanadian plays been produced outside
M those produced in French and com-
g from the French-speaking stage
»f Montreal. Toronto is called =a
theatrical city, said the spealer. It
nas plenty of theatres but mothing
Cunadian to put in them. No play
wmd no musical comedy has been pro-
juced here. “We may not even say
what plays will pe preduced in our|
»wn houses,” said he.

In the “Stage Year Book” Canada
s not mentioned tho six pages are
jevoted to ihe stage in Australia.
Even Africa has its dramatic .work.
In deprecating the fact that Canade
iepends largely upon the will of the
pooking offices of New York, Mr.
Bandwell =gid that some - managers
might arise and say that nothing ap-
pears uypon our hoards but what they
wish to see there. In that case, said
te, these managers must want soihe
strange and very inexplicable things.

Remedies Suggested.

After tracing the course of the
frama of Toronto from the =stock
pcmpantes of the 70’s to the occasional
traveling company, and on to the
jystematized companies of the circuit,
he suggested remedies. In the States
today the drama is the most national
thing in the country. Naturally this-
American drama is not exactly what
Canadiang are most desirous of hav-
mg. To remedy this one suggestion
wvas to have existing circuits supplied
with plays from England, Germany,
France or elsewhere for Canada alone,
Another suggestion is that Montreal
wind Toronto get togethar to have a
theatre controlled by them to be used
for artistic purposes and to procure
pleys acceptable to Canhadians. An
Art League of Montreal was already
formed and was working on the mat-
ter. Money was necessary. Mr.
Sandwell stated that people gave
money for every other form of art, but
not a dollar to advance the cause of
the theatre. The lasg statement of
the speaker was that Canada is the
only land that has its theatre con-
rolled by a foreign country.

General Diet Principles'

Too much monotony in the food
spoils the relish; the greediness with

kind of bread is ‘pathetic. Somé chii-
dren seem to be never satisfled. They

eat a large quantity .of food at meal
time, and seem ready for more in an
hour. In such cases I think-the.am-
should be limited and
very strict attention paid to the mas-
tication of ‘the food. A small quan-
tity of food well chewed will sgtisty
much quicker than. a big meal bolted.
Usually a child who eats too much in
bulk has some element of the food in
insufficient quantity. It may surpriso
some people to hear that a child may
drink too much milk. Some mothers
are imbued with the idea that if their
children will drink milk they ara well
fed. Milk is a good food, but it must
not be given to the exclusion of other
foodss Sometimes during the secind
and third year it i3 necessary to take
away the milk altogether for a time
in order to make a child hungry
enough to eat other things.

Children vomit very easily. This
is a fortunate provision of nature, be-
cause they have not the discretion
about eating that adults are supposed
to have.

However, as we have stated many
times, nursing babies should not vomit
much after feedin, and it is particu-
larly significant of something wrong|
if the milk makes its appearance con-|
tinuously, or just before another feed-;
ing ig due. When the stomach is fnil,|
the baby should be kept quiet; for mi
he is carried around or tossed in the|
air, the food cannot possibly remaixﬂ
where it ghould. ' Tight clothing .is ai
frequent cause of vomiting. When|
bottle-fed babies vomit, the trouble is-
generally with the food.

Sudden or acute vomiting
previously healthy cHild means the!
beginning of almost anything. All!
acute illnesses of childhood. grippe,
tonsilitis, pneumonia, scarlet fever,
may begin with vomiting.

Usually, however, it is only that the
child has overloaded his stomach or
eaten some wrong food. It is usually
accompanied by fever, sometimes by
diarrhoea.

Sown one year, the seeds develop

more or less slowly, small plants spring-

up, some of which need not be trans-
planted, but most of which' absolutely
need the stimulus of transplantation,
and the second year bloom takes place

and seéd formation perfects.

Biennlals will not bloom the - first
year, no matter how éarly the seeding
takes place. Thg nature of biennials
seems to requiré. a sleeping time in
the middie of their life to strengthen
them up for the arduous task of bloom-
ing.

The second year bloom arrives, later
seeds form and the plant dies out. .It
cannot be coaxed to live the third year;
because that is not the nature of ‘the
plant.

Sever=l hardy biennials are of the
utmost value in our gardens, for in-
stance the Sweet Willlams, the Wall
Flowers, Canterbury Bells, Digitalis,
Hollyhocks, Dianthus, Iceland Poppy,
Campanula, Pyramidalis, Brompton
Stocks, Sweet Rocket, and ¥ am sure I
do not know how many other splendid
plants.

Some of these old biennials can be
sown for two years in succession and
then & yearly succession of bloom takes
place, exactly as if these plants “were
perennials, but remember, they are not
perennials.

The best way to get up a good hardy
stock of biennials is to sow your own
seeds in well pulvertzed soil in neat
drills a foet or so apart in May or
June, thin out the plant when the time
comes, keep hoeing all summer long,
and then, in early September, -trans-
plant the stockiest of your plants into
well fertilized beds and borders for
autumn rest. :

Biennials thus treated cannot but be
a grand success the following year.

Some of our well-known biennials
are the Snapdragon, Sweet Scabiouses,
Penstemons, which may be. sown in
boxes or cold frames for winter grow-
ing. These will be ready for very early
transplanting . in. the spring and will
bloom i midsummer.

Wall Flowers may be¢ome perennial
if left year after year. this plant being
cne of the very few exceptions to the
rule. But the practice of leaving the
roots iy not wise, because the plants
become coarse and the bloom . degen-
eratek both in form and color.

BERLIN, March '1.—A promise to
withdraw.  all oil lands in German New
Guinea from private exploitation pend-
ing 'n\extigation of their nature ‘and
extent was gl\ en by Dr. Wilhelm Soif,
minister for the co]on:es at the insti-
gation of the budget Jommittee.

Woﬂh Knowmg

Make a lather cf good soap, adding
a little baking ‘soda or ammonia, when
washing -eiderdown ' quilts.

When washing rafine do not put it
thru a wringer. After. rinsing wring
loosely and hang out’ slightly heavy
with water. This way.the article wxu
not need much ironing.

To keep colored wash goods from
fading soak over night in-a‘solution
of sugar of lead and’ water, allowing
an ounce of the former to 'two gallons-
of  the latter.

Chop ‘Up 'Lemen.

To get the best flavor and effect
from the lemon when making . minece-
meat, boil’ the lemion tfll tender and
when cold take away the seeds and
chep it up before adding to the other
ingredients, says The Kansas City
Star. This is an - excellent way,- for
the mincemvat keeps much longer, and
no hard case forms on top, which-often
appears when the lemon ls used in
the raw staie.

‘ Eggless.-Cookies.

Two cupfuls of granulated sugar and
one cupful of lard creamed  together,
To this add two teaspoonfuls of soda
dissolved in one cupful of sour milk.

Sunshine Strawberrles,

Select and hu!l three pounds of straw.
berries of large size. Cook three pounds
of granulated sugar and two cups water
until a light thread is formed. Do not
stir sugar after it melts and begins to
boil. Put in berries and cook about ten
or fifteen minutes, after they beg’n to
boil. Pour the contents on to a large

platter and set in sun to stand two days,
or until syrup is very thicik. Store cold
in tumbless or jars. Cover tops with
paraffin, Other fruits may be preserved
in the same manner. Do this in. straw-
berry season, and you will have a deli-
cious preserve for use thru the winter.

Fish Creamed in Ramekins,

Cook two teaspoonfuls butter with two
te'a.spoon{ula of faour one teasponful each
onion juice and parsley, and a small blade
of mace, Add one cup rich m!lk, one-
half teaspocnful salt, dash of cayenne or
paprika, and one- half tablespoon of lemon
juice. When boiling, take from fire and
add two. cups fish, shredded; one-half
cup mushrooms, slightly sauted in but-
ter, and one beaten yolk mixed with one.-
half cup cream Garnish with strips of
p:mento and truffles.

I-'RENCH COOK IS
MICROBE CARRll-‘.R

Woman Direct Cause of Ten
Deaths in Ten.
Years.

PARIS, March 1.—According to
Prof. Andre Chantemesse, inspector-
general of the service of hygiene and
a member of the Academy of Medi-
cine, a woman pastry cook at Cholet,
near Nantes, has Dbeen directly re-
sponsible in the last ten years for ten
deaths and fully 100 serious ijllnesses.

As a result of the investigation of
deaths due to poisoned cream 'at a
wedding feast in Cholet on Nov. 4, 1913,
the professor concludes that the cook
was a perfect instance of the rare
phenomenon of a human microbe car-
rier, saturated with deadly bacilli.

Further enquiries show that the
same woman prepared the creams
causing similar tragedies at Sulpicieres
in- 1902, at Saint-Macaire the same
year, and at other places in 1906 and
1911.

Any food she touches, especia.lly of
a creamy nature, is almost certain to
bhe impregnated with microbes of gas-
tro-entretis. Prof. Chantemesse was
assisted by Drs. Picot, Rousseau and
Rodriguez, who tested the theory on
guinea pigs and obtained positive

proof.

Underwood an Insurgent.

1s Majority Leader Underwood, for
the first time during the administra-
tion, finds himself on the anti-admin-
istration side of the question.

No Strained Relations.

“We deem it proper now,” said the
report, “to consider the international
situation and our obligations and pol-
icy in relation thereto. True, there has
been as yet mno friction, nor even
strained relations, with foreign gov-
ernments, but we are advised that the
opposite party to the principal treaty
under which the canal was construct-
ed fails to approve our action in pro-
viding for the exemption, or to con-
cur in our construction of the treaty.
Other maritime nations hold the same
digsenting opinion, and in the whole
family of nations we stand alone in
our contentions. In such a situation
it is not always necessary or wise to
urge our contention, even tho con~
vinced of our abstract right. We are
not disturbed by the taunt made for a
purpose that repeal would be truck-
ling and yielding to foreign demands.
A similar taunt could be lodged against
any man or nation honorable enough
to promote friendly relations by ac-
cording respectful consideration to
views of the opposite party.”

Can Defy World.

After a discussion of the provisions
if the Hay-Pauncefote treaty and the
ieclaration that the coastwise trade of
he United States does not need the
assistance of free tolls, the committee
report said:

“The foreign governments objecting
© our construction of the treaty can
find a hundred points in the world's
rommerce to retaliate and diserimin-
ite, where we may blunder into using
one. Our resources, genius and 8eo-
graphical position equip us to defy
he world to outsrip us on fair and
rqual terms: As a mation we cannot
ifford to rest ‘under the imputation,
whether just or unjust, of disregard-
ng our plighted honor. nor should we
hold a debatable position far enough
0_arouse friction, resentment or re—
‘taliation. It is folly to refuse to do

TEMPORARY PLAN
OF LOCAL OPTION

Asquith Said to Have Dropped
“Home Rule Within
. Home Rule.”

LONDON, March 6.—It is. .under-
slood that at the meeting of the Brit-
ish. cabinet on Wednesday last the
plan, previously favored by Premier
Asquith and- Sir Edward Grey, ithe
foreign secretary, under which . the
province of ‘Ulstgr was to be offered a
gort of home Tule within home. rule,
was abandonad in favor of a tem-
porary scheme of local optiom. It is
now proposed, according to reports
from Government circles, to allow any
Irish county by a plebiscite to vate
itself out of the operatjon of the home
rule bill for a periad of three years.

The Irish Nationalists were reluct.
ant to acquiesce in the local option
plan, and they have only accepted it
subject to endorsement by their con-
vention which will be summomned  to
meet in Dublin after Premier Asquith
has made bhis announcement in the
house of commons on Monday, when
the bill comes up for second reading.

This power of a plébiscite by the
Irish counties will come into opera-
tion immediately after the bill is pass-
ed and befere the Dublin parliament
actually begins its work.

LIBERAL WILL JOIN

IN MARCONI INQUIRY
LONDON, March 6.—JT.ord Hals-
bury, the Earl of Lereburn, the Earl
of Desart, DBaron Charnwood and
Baron Sanderson, have been appoint-
ed members of the committee of the
house of lords to investigate the alle-
gations against Lord Murray of Eli-
Pank relating to his dealings in wire-
less shares.

~ First on Continent.

“CURRENT -COST” BEST

New York Authority Sug-
- gests Way for Province to
Carry Qut Compensation,

Miles B. Dawson of New York, fore-
most authority on workmen’s- compen-
satlon on the continent, yesterday at
MecConkey's addressed the Toronto
Board of Trade and the Manufactur—
ers’ Association on the Workmen's
Coampensation Acf soon 19 be intro-
duced in the Ontario Legislature. Here
are some cf his opintons-on this ques-
tion:

He thought thq Ontario bill far in

advance of Now York State’s br any
of the otiler twenty states where it is
now in force.  Qur law would be one
of the best ¥n the world,

It was really a system of public re-
lief. Funds to conduct it should mot
be raised by levying a lump sum- as
capital, There should be no capital
aceount stored away at low interest
for, future use.

The funds should be raised by the
“current cost” system. BEach year
the tax should be for that year's la-
bilities alone. ' Thus the manufacturer
ould use his money and get higher in-
erest from it. ‘Also he would see it
to his interests to constantly try to
keep the copt down. Greater safety
would result.

There should be “uno cloice of in-
Lsurarice . companies.” The system
should be stdte operated,

Three :Suggestions.
His three suggestions to Ontario

were:

1. It should "be public, both in the
collection ‘of the tax and in its dis-
bursement.

2. It should be economically admin-
istered, that method of administra-
tion to be selected which would get
as many dollars as possible -of the
money contributed by the employers
and ultimately by thé consumers,

8. It should also be €conomical in the
sense that the community should not
be called upon to'pay -currently more
money than 4s necessary to .provide
the sums required to be, paid current-
ly in compens@tion, plus a reasonable
&ddltion as a erve agalnst’ fluctya-
A0n, \

Must Be Fair to All,

Before Mr. Dawson spoke, R, D, Fair-
‘bairn, president of the Manufacturefs'
Association, sald there was mo doubt
a mew Workmen's Compensation Act
was needed, and it should be one.of
fair treatment to the employer, yet af-
fard complete ©protection to the
worker. “I ‘would syggest
formulators of the act,” said Mr. Daw-
son, *“that it would not be wise to
have small industries conform: with
the act, but T would grant the. power
to the commigsion to form a class by
themselves of these’”” Mr. . Dawson
would put the adjustment of claims
in the hands of a commission. 2
.i. GCentral Agengy Cheapar.

“With -the view that certain indus-
tries should bo segregated, 1 take np
issue, for those big carporations can
be so treated—each big corporation
conducting its own insurance in brief,
but insurance of employes would be
paid by the commission and the ad-
Justing of all claims could be -more
economically and justly dealt -with “if
a central agency-—the commission—
were to handle it.

“I strongly recommend to you that
all employvers shall become part and
parcel of the act, with the exception
of permission to form groups of raijl-
way, telegraph and other companies.”

The New York. Act was, he said, in
its main featuyres inferior to the bill
to be considered in the Ontario house.
It is not a model law, but it was the
best we could put forward if we were
to have compensation of workmen at
all in the state. The act there was
far costlier than it should e, but they
believed that giving the relief to
workmen was paramount te cost. The
employers in New York State were
absolutely unorganiged, so that the
only bills brought up were made fa-
vorable to the insurance companies or
the labor organizations.

Crowds Out Agents.

Of manufacturers there was no or-
ganized representation. 'Thus the
agents. had absorbed 80 per cent, of
the money. “Under your bill the agent
is of no more use than the ambulance
chasing lawyer.” In Michigan State
88 per cent. of the funds of the bill
went 4o trust companies.

For Public Relief.
~ “Just the minute you can see this
i8 a system of public relief you will
find the capitalized system simply
absurd,” he said. This “current cost”
system was the only proper one.

“You can't encourage prevention in

any better way than by fastening the
eye of the people who can prevent
on the immediate benefit to them-
selves,” Mr. Dawson said in showing
how the %current cost” would be made
cheaper, as each year the employers
would- aim at hammering down the
accident rate and thus save themselves
money, He gquoted what prevention
has done in Germany to lower the
cost.
“Now, I think you #ll sece
at the dividing of the ways. If you
introduce the system of so-called
choice of companies you will intro-
duce all sorts of mischief; if you
choose the ‘capital’ plan you saddle
yourselves with a great cost,
