Industrial Prison Farming

Hon. W. J. Hanna, as provincial sec-
retary, has put into practice some of
the most modern ideas in prison man-
agement the experts of any country
have been able to devise. '.l;he latest
was announced last week, in the open-
ing of the industrial farm in the
Townehip of Burwash, ‘twenty-onei
miles north of Sudbury. It is an ex-
tension of the plan already put into
success: operation at Fort William,
where W00 acres were set aside. Of
this 700 acres have been cleared since
two years ago. The crops, especially’
oats, potatoes and roots,; have been
equal to any in the province, and the
grazing and fodder have been unsur-
passed. On this farm there are forty-
five head of stock. What has thus
been done experimentally affords the
basis for the greater enterprise now
taken in hand. ,

The new industrial farm contains
13,000 acres, 8000 of which is believed
to be of the best quality, and the bal-
ance right for grazing. The tractlies
between the C. P. R. and the C. N. R.,
and is therefore well served for trans.
portation. One idea in view is to make
the place a great stock farm and sup-
ply the 2000 cattle required annually
by the provincial institutions. Just
what this means to Ontario' fay not
be readily appreciated/ The important
thing about it is the demonstration of
the practicability of extending the
principle of public ownefship and oper-
ation into farm activities., These have
so far been allowed to remain at the
somewhat irregular disposal of private
labor. The World has often pointed
out the tremendous possibilities for
capltalistic enterprise in farmming, with
its certain security and its definite re-
turns. The eorporations, fortunately,
have not so far taken up this line, and
it 1s dictinctly to the credit of the gov-
ernment that an effort is being made
to apply the efficacy of organized ef-
fort to agricultural development. Ani
yet this is but one of the by-products
of the plan in hand at Burwash,

The real object is the reclamation of
the priscners gathered into the various
provincial institutions. Nothing is of
so valuable a reformatory character as
honest, wholesome work, and the hon.
estest and the wholesomest work in
the world isito be had on thesfarm.
The effect ﬁpon the men employed is
likely to be in the highest degree bene-
ficlal, as it has already proved in the
smaller areas, where the plan has been
tried. At first, of course, a large
amount of clearing has to be done. All
the pine, or nearly all, has been re-
meoved. but smaller timber has to b
cleared, and the stumping and other
preparations for making the ground
ready for seeding, occupy a large
amount of labor. As we have pointed
cut in years past, this work is one of
the greatest difficulty for the solitarv
pioneer, By co-operation a vast
amount of work can be done much
more speedily and profitably, We do
not belleve. the north country can
ever be settled in a satisfactory way
until some co-operative plan for
clearing the land is adopted.

At Burwash this work i{s now going
on, and there can be no doubt of the
result. An immense farm will soon
be producing there the various supn-
plies for the provincial institutions
which must be obtained from the land
by farm labor. The men who work on
the farm will Be seeded down also;
we trust, with new and useful ex-
perieace, and perhaps turn to tke life
of the farm as a result of their pro-
bation,

If we are to have in Canada any.

candidatest directly instead of thru
delegates and conventioms, the reform
must first come thru provincial legis-
lation. We surmise that the govern-
ment at Queen’s Park will have its
time pretty fully occupied at the\ com-
ing session. but a leader, like Mr.
Rowell, might find in the demand that
the people name their own candidates,
a live, democratic issue. It would De,
of course, for him and his followers to
investigate the subject to see how
tenable are the objections usually
urged against it, and to ascertain
whether those benefits are to be de-
rived from the system which are
claimed for it in the communities
where it has been adopted. <

We do not venture to advise Leader
Rowell, but if he is’to keep up with
the quickened pace of public opinton
and democratic sentiment, bound to
follow the great war, he must have
live democratic issues upon which to
appeal to the people. He might find
unexpected support in many quarters.
A good many voters would like to have
some real say in elections, realizing
that. in many ridings, the member is
really returned in advance of the
dates flxed for nomination and polling.
Of one thing he may be certain if the
people of this province ever get a
taste of real power by directly choos-
ing the party candidates, they will
never return to the present system.

Buy in Canada

The World is in receipt of a letter
from a manufacturer, who is a mem-
