Fourteen Heavy Projectiles and
Ten Lighter Bombs Dropped
With Good Results.

ALL MACHINES RETURN

Twelve Hostile Planes Brought

London, March 16.—A British air
squadron bombed Zweibrucken today,
says the British official report on
aviation issued Saturday night. The
report says:

“Further military objectiyes in Ger-
many were attacked by our airplanes
today. Fourteen heavy projectiles
and ten lighter bombs were dropped
on barracks, munition factories and
the railway station at Zweibrucken.
Explosions were seen all around the
railway station.

Had Few Casualties.

During the retirement our men
passed thru a very heavy barrage,
but the whole operation, from begin -
ning to end, was carried out with few
casualties, the majority of them slight
wounds: At daybreak, when all had
quieted down, and the Hun was com -
ing up from his dugouts, ete., all our
guns along the front opened up sim-
ultaneously with two minutes of gun
fire, shot after shot as fast as the
guns could be worked. This hafl of
lead wwept the enemy’'s front lline
supports, reserved assembly areas and
communications and must have caus-
ed many. casualties and much destruc-
tlon. Prisoners taken emphasize the
strength of the attack and state that
a careful plan had, been made in
event of such operation, but the whole
scheme falled at the test this morn-
ing, the ememy having been thrown
into confusion.

Forty Machines Applied for
By Ontario Farmers From
Government.

NEW BRUNSWICK SEED

Potatoes From East to Be

# Secured for Planting_
Here.

Preparations for the season's work}
in regard to seed and tractors are
well under way thru the activities of
the . Ontario Department of Agricul-
fure, and already, 40 applications have
been received for tractors from as
many farmers. These applications are

for the purchase of machines, and will
come out of the thousand for which
the government made application to
Ottawa., 5 ¥

In view of the fact that very little
literature has been sent out, and that
to some extent the farmers are buy-
ing “a pig in a bag,”’ this is consid-
ered a good showing at this season,
and it is expected that as soon as
demonstrations can be made the en-
tire number will be taken, At present
the farmers are relying on the Ford
reputation altogether.

The government’s own tractors,
which weré used for the first time
last yvear, have all been carefully over-
hauled, and 127 will be set to Work
just as soon as the land is ready. In
this work a new policy has been in-
augurated. There is to be closer su-
pervigion this year and a staff of ex-
perts will make regular inspections,
thus avoiding break-downs and con-
sequent. delays.

Charges Increased.

Alterations in the schedule of
charges have been made, and this year
the farmers will be asked to pay 50
cents an. hour in addition to fuel and
hoard for the mechanics and a flat
rate of 50 cents per acre. There is a

. maximum charge-established of $2.50
per acre, and whatever the conditions
are the price. cannot exceed this
amount. It is a raise df but 5 cents
over the prices of last season.

Arrangements have been made for
a quantity of seed potatoes from New
Brunswick for Ontario farmers, and
they are available in carload lots to
farmers’ associations, clubs and so
forth.

Prepare Petition to Be Sent to
the Governor-
General.

BOOKS DEFENDED

Speaker Hints at Suppression
of Religious Toler-
ation.

At the close of the meeting held un-
der the auspices of the International
Bible Students’ Association in the
Allen Theatre yesterday aftérnoon at
which an address on “Religious/In-
tolerance—The Bar to Man’s Pro-
gress,” was given by Ernest Whelp-
ton, the following petition was hand-
ed round to the audience that every
one, if they valued “religious liberty,”
sign it and hand it in as they left the
theatre.

‘To His Excellency the Governor-

General in Couneil:

“The petition of the undersigned
loyal residents of the Dominion of
Canada showeth:—

“That the International Bible Stud-
ents’ Assoclation is composed of law-
abiding persons and devout Christians,
who are seeking the Truth by honest
interpretation of the Scriptures.

‘“That the ‘Bible Students’ Monthly,’
and the ‘Pinished Mystery, are works
of religious instruction used by the In-
ternational Bible Students, and are in
no respect whatever seditious or ob-
Jectionable from a national standpoint.
That thru error or misrepresentation,
the publication and possession of these
works have been prohibited by the
government of Canada.

“That in the interest of religious lib-
erty, free speech, and the best tradi-
tions of British citizenship, the said
ban should be lifted. :

‘“Your petitioners therefore pray that
the said ban be lifted, and the free
eirculation of the sald works be again
permitted in Canada.”

Warns His Hearers.

The speaker warned all to guard
carefully their religious liberties, as
those who refused religious liberty to
citizens, would also take away from
them all other liberties. “For it is the
privilege of everyone to have his own
religious belief,” he stated. “Altho I
am not here to say we do not at the
present time enjoy religious liberty, I
say that it is not very secure and 1t
might be taken away from us.

“We are the ambassadors of the
Kingdom of God to the people of the
world. ‘I, as the representative of the
International Bible Students’ Associa-
tion, do nmot wish to say taat people
are being -today, religiously persecuted.
[ simply speak of the things you
know. The association is the igreatest
publisher of religious literature. We
tell of the coming of the King-
dom of God to the earth, pven
as it is mentioned in°His prayers, and
the book that s bammed tells of the
coming of that kingdom amd the king.
I ask you, should the ban be on that
publication of good-tidings today?
Does not this prove that in the 7ail-
ure to accord religious liberty to
citizens, religious intolerance today
exists? Because one mam”s interpre-
tation of the Bible does not agree
‘with that of another, is that any rea-
son to say the first man is wrong?
It is surely given to ws all to wor-
ship God according to the dictation
of our own hearts. Whenever there
exists that attitude to suppress, you
can be very sure that it is the dark
opposing the light, and this conflsca-
tion or suppression is the rmesult of

As we gradually persist in the le-
vitational phenomenon of lifting our-
selyes by the bootstraps, thru the
failure to fix prices, allowing every
interest and every class of labor to
fix its oyn remuneration without
any regard to the general welfare,
we must be prepared for insistent
demands for those who suffer from
the results without any power to
help themselves. .

wages have remained stationary.
Private employe}'a have had to yield
to the pressure, and provincial and
municipal governments have sub-
stantially increased wages to meet
the situation. The Dominion Gov-
ernment, which, charges one half
more for carrying a letter and
iwice as much for a postcard, be-
sides adding an unknown tax to the
cost of mewspaper postage by com-|
pelling every newspaper to be
wrapped sopz@itoly, has done noth-
ing for the postmen. The purchas-
ing power of a dollar is only eqlual to
Db cents as in 1912,

According to the estimate of the
government labor bureau, a family
of five persons requires for food,
fuel, light and rent, - $13.11 more in

Support.

CHINESE MAY ASSIST

Intervention Will Come as
Act of Friendship 'to
Russians.

Tokio, Thursday March 14 —When a1
week ago the possibility of Japanese
intervention in Siberid became known
and a flood of opposition from western
press poured into Japan there was con-
siderable excitement inthe belisf ¢hat
speedy mobilization of the army and
navy would be ordered. Extremists
pictured aeroplanes over Tokio and
submarines from Viadivostok, The
historical “outs” in the diet heckled
the government and the newspapers
were filled with the contrary views.
according to the interests or the im-
agination of those responsible or those
not responsible for the situation.

Presently, however, the tone became
quieter, and it appears possible to see
more clearly the true Japanese ‘out-
look, which is characterized in many
?uarteu as ‘entirely safe, sane and
oyal.”

All Press for Action.

| Today practically all the entire re-
| sponsible press of the capital is ad-
vocating intervention in Siberia in co-
operation with the allles and China,
not directed against Ruseia, but as an
ally loyal to the Russians, wishing to
save the country. One of the most out-
gpoken papers is the Kokoumin Shim-
bun, owned and edited by Iichiro To-
kutomi, who is a close personal friend
of the premier. X

Japan realizes, it is authoritatively
stated, that if the United States de-
clines its support the situation will be
extremely delicate, because financial
and material assistance must come
from America. Any feeling of distruat
or unfriendliness seems to /be lacking.
As a matter of fact a large section of
influential men ih Japanw favor the
American viewpoint, while only a few
Chauvinists jeer at Premier Terauchi
and Foreign Minister Montono as
being undeér American influence.

Leaders Cautious.

Leading men such as Baron Shibus-
awa, president of the Amerlcan-,pp-
anese Association, for the commercial
section] and Yukio Ozaki, leader of the
Constitutional party, for the “outs,”
advocate extreme caution. Similarly;
many strong supporters of the admin-
istration point out that the hour for
action has not yet struck. They say
that first it is absolutely necessary for
all of Russia and the rast of the world
to understand that Japan is engaged
in no chauvinistic adventure and de-
sires nothing more than to safeguard
the far east, assist the allies, and, if
possible, save Russia from German
domination, which means the mailed
fist. in the far east. B

e Chinla’s Opportunity.

The Chinese problem is one of the
most serious features. It is recog-
nized that this is China's great oppor-
tunity, and Japan is urging the lead-
ers in tahe north and seuth to settle
thelr differences by a sound comprom-
ise; form a capable national gotern-
ment at Peking’ and join Japan “znd
the allies in guarding the -frontiers
and helping Russia. Some indications
are manifest that this effort may be
successful,

Tang Shao-Yi, who has held many
positions in the cabinet, was former-
ly governor of Mukden province and
is leader of the National party of
China, is on his way to Japan. Baron
Hayashi, the Japanese minister to
Caina, has returned to Peking, and it
is stated that there is reagon to be-
lieve that by tactful diplomacy the
obstacles to the effective co-operation
between Japan and China in Siberia
may be removed in time to enable
both countries to share in the far
easterners real partigcipation in the
war. Such an outcome of the prasent
negotiations, resulting in agreement
and co-operation between Japan and
China, would mean, to the minds of
Japanese statesmen, an alliance of
vast importance,

Bank Amalgamations in England

Monetary Times: The continued amal-
gamation*of banks in the United King-
dom has excited much comment in bank-
ing and trading circles, The extent to
which they have proceeded in the last
twenty-five to thirty vears is seen from
figures presented in a recent issue of
The London Economist. The thirty-four
English foint stock banks in existence
in 1917 have been reduced to thirty-three
as a result of the-amalgamation of the

pleted there will be a further reduction
to .thirty-one.

Chatham, March 17.—~One of the
largest gatherings of farmers of west-
ern Ontario which have ever been held
in this city, met hera yesterday after-
noon for the purpose of openly ex-

to the new Gas Act passed by the
provincial legislature at tha present
sesgion,

A strong deputation of farmers is to
be s2nt to Toronto to present the reso-
lutions,

The following resolution, moved by
W. A. Chrysler, seconded by Edwin
Hea, was carried:

“That this meefing of farmers and
munigipal representativas from the
westérn part of the Province of On-
tario places itself gquarely on record
as unalterably oppésed to the provision
of the Natural Gas Act of 1918, passad
at the present session ‘of the legisla-
ture, and that we adopt every means
in our power to secure ths amendment
of this law before the legislature rises.

“As farmers, it fills us with indigna-
tion to find in this law a ‘provision
whereby the rallway board can order
any gas wells on our farms from
which w2 derive a revenue, to be shut
down for indefinite periods, thereby
causing us serious financial loss and
yet obliging us alone to bear the en-
tire loss. 4
“Whan we acquired our farms we
paid for the land and everything under
it which the crown had granted to the
original patentees, We fail to see
what right the Ontario Legislature has
to create a czar in the person of the |
chaifman of the railway board, who
has power to say what shall be dotie
with our lands and whether it shall be
dewtveloped for natural gas‘purposes of
not.

“We believe that by confiscating
our gas rights without compensation
or right of appeal,. further develop-
ment or exploration of oil and gas
lands in this part of Ontario will be
preventad. We cannot expect capital
to be ingested in drilling for gas if/]

“We desire to point out to ‘the gov-
ernment and the opposition that seems
to have jqgined hands for the purpose
of forcing this objectiongable law thru,
that no such high-handed invasion of
the rights of ‘land owners and the
municipalities has before 'been at-
tempted in the history of Canada.

company to break its contracts and
charge higher rates ‘)t.han are allowed
under its franchise. / Every township
when granting a franchise to a gas
company protected its inhabitants in
the matter of rates, and now this law
permits the railway board to take
away the protection, and gives . the
township and the farmers no right of
appeal to the courts or to the lieuten-

“And be it resolved that a copy of
this resolutfon be sent.to Sir William
Hearst, Willlam Proudfoot, B,
M.L.A., leader of the opposition, and to
the members representing westetn On-
tario constituencies,”

Chicago, March 16.—Jess Willard has
fixed things so that he will go down iIn
history either as the equal of other great

heavyweight champions who preceded
him, or will not go down at all. An-
nouncement that arrangements have been
practically completed to bring the cham-
pion and Fred Fulton together for a
bout on July 4 means more to boxing
than any single happening since Jack
Johnson . collapsed under Willard’s ham-
mering at Havana.

Jess removed the last barrier to the
bout by signing to fight under the man-
agement of Col. J. C. Miller, one of the
owners of the 101 Ranch and a wealthy
Oklahoman, who in turn secured the sig-

Collins.

Under the agreement reached between
Collins and Miller, Fulton is' guaranteed
$20,000 for the fight, win, lose or draw,
and Willard will cover a side bet of $5000.
No site has been picked for the bout, al-
tho several promoters have already bid
for it.: The managers of the two fight--
ers want the bout to go more than 20
rounds, and Willard has expressed a will-
ingness to fight to the finish. However,
the number of rounds will be governed
by the laws of the state in which the

.| successful bidder resides.

One of the first promoters heard from
was J, Randolph, wealthy mine
operator of New Mexico, who has offered
a purse of $100,000 to stage the affair in
Deming, . He stipulates, however,
that 50 per cent. of the earnings of the
pictures must go to some war charity.

FISHERY COMMISSION
' MAKE FINAL REPORT

Commissioners Believe: That
Conditions Surrdunding Industry
Should Be Stabilized. :

Ottawa, March 17.—The final report
of the fishery commission of 1917
which investigated the salmon fisher-

des of British Columbia has been pre-
pented to Hon, C. C. Ballantyne, min-
ister of marine. Some interesting sug-
gestions are made by the commis-
sioners, W, Sanford Bvans, chairman,
H. B, Thomson and ¥. T. James.

In the epinion of the commissioners,
all the conditions surrounding the in-
dustry should be stabilized, and the
inefficient use of capital and labor ob-
viated or prevented. The solution of
the possible excessive profits to. in-
dividuals, they say, is not to be found
in permitting more capital or labor
than can efficiently perform the work
to engagé in the industry, but rather
a return to the establishment of con-
ditiong that are stable and“éound. The
salmon industry, the" commissioners
believe, should contribute to the pub-
lie treasury thru graduated license
fees that proportion of its profits
which is in excess of a reasonable re-
turn for capital and’ enterprise.

Governmental administration is in
more direct and intimate touch with
the fisheries than is the case with
any other important national industry,
pays the report, and it goes on to
state that the fisheries need not only
to be regulated and inspected, but also
to be made to yield the greatest pos-
sible amount of national wealth, All
appointments to the fishery ingpection
staff should be placed under the oivil
service commission, and political pat-
ronage eliminated,

Beginning with 1919 the commis-
sioners recommend thpt attached li-
censes be done away with, that only
one form of gill net license he issued
without reference to any cannery, and
that competence as a fisherman be
established as a qualification for the
license. British citizenship should be
ingisted on. They suggest.a recon-
sideration of the administrative sye-
tem, s0 a8 to make it more effective
in dealing with the Pacific fisheries to
establish co-ordination and to avoid
overlapping activities.

SOCIAL TEA HOUR?
Much 4Fopd—l\;l:'—g;t ‘Be Savecl'i

by 'Prohibition of Extra
Refreshments.

WAR-TIME EXPEDIENT

Theory Advanced That Meet-
ings Will Lose Chief At-
traction if Tea is Proscribed

As an advocate of the abolition of
the afternoon tea habit, Mrs. T. W.
Crothers, wife of tae minister of labor,
has attracted considerable attention
and aroused much discussion in fem-
inine circles. Mrs. Crothers has not
minced matters nor taken any parti-
cular pains to. pick and choose  her
words when denouncing that a great
deal of food, time and energy might
be saved by cutting out afternoon teas
and-calling around from house to
house.

This question of serving refresh-
ments as a part of the . program at
women’'s gatherings has become a
topic of much discussion of late. Sev-
eral attempts have been made by
prominent organizations to introduce
measures for the enforcement of reg-
ulations forbidding the serving of re-
freshments at meetings or entertain-
ments. Somehow the idea has not ap-
pealed to the local organizations.

Discorded Functions.

The once lavish social entertain-
ments have been discarded, and very
few women these days have the desire
to serve the old time delicacies. There
always seems to. be a perfectly good
reason for the serving of some kind of
refreshment after the program.

government .control would not further
decrease the cost to the farmer.

Mr, Findley referred to the pre-
war prices as evidence of the low cost
of farm implements due -to competi-
tion between manufacturers. A bind-
er weighed approximately 2,000 pounds’
and cost but $125. A mower meighed
about 800 pounds and cost from $60
‘to $66. In what other line could such
low average prices be found? Altho
the cost of raw material had increas-
ed in cases as high as 200 per cent.
the sale price of the manufactuyred
goods had been increased only 65 per
cent.,, and that oply in the present
year due to the foresight of the man-
ufacturers in ordering supplies ahead.

Tariff Not Solution.

Mr. Findley mentioned some inter-
esting points bearing on the tariff
question. He stated that some year:
ago when the duty was at the un-
necessarily high figure of 35 per cent.,
there were a score of implement man-
ufacturers in Ontario. These, how-
ever, engaged ih a destructive price-
cutting competition, with the result
that only those firms who had estab-
lished export trade®were able .to sur-
vive, i

He also compared the binder and
cream separator, the former of which
is protected by a tariff, while the lat-
ter comes into Canada duty free.

| Mr. Findley ventured :to say that a

farmer would admit that a -binder re-
presented better value for the money
than the separator. This was ex-
plained by the fact that keener com-
petition was experienced by the binder
manufacturer than by the separator
manufacturer,

Different Selling Methods.

An imporiant difference in the
method of selling farm implements be-
tween Canada and the States was re
ferred to by Mr, Findley.

Wilscn as an example of standarviza-
tion, Mr. Findley sard that in this in-
stance the government had given
large orders to various manufacturers,
which wara sufficiant to enable them.
to concentrmite cn producing a single
part of the engine. 'I'nese factories
shipped their particular ‘parts t« a
central ~assembly onlant,” where the
motor was completed. The manufac-
turers had a definite order of 'a suffi-
clent volume as well as a patriotic
incentive. This motor was also a war-
time measure only and would not he
manufactured for commercial’ nur-
poses afer the war. Buf the Canadian
implement manufacturer had not suffi-
cient business to enable him *o con-
centrate on a portion of a standardized
machine. Turthermore, it woull be
impracticable from a selling point of
view,

Chapman Endorses ldea.

F. M. Chapman ,éditor of Farmers'
Maguazine, and who is also a farmer o
his own account , expressed himself
strongly in favor of the idea of stan-
aardization. He mentioned that well-
aigging pipe and kruckles were stan-
dardized, algo plumbing and electric
light tixtures. He fell that as a Wwar
measurs farm implements  shoull be
standardized fn thelr essential break-
able parts.

The Tractor Example.

In the early history of the tractc_:r
movemen: heavy tractors made their
appearance in western Ca.na_da..
In many cases the manufac-
turers wer:# mushroom concerns with
not sufficient capital or .experience-
Consequently . when their tractors
were found to be unsuited for the
purpose of the Canadian farmer these
inanufacturers went out of business.
The farmers who had purchased trac-
tors were unable to purchase rquvirs
and the tractors became scrap {ron
and a heavy loss to the farmer.

This condition resulted in the de-
moralization of the tractor industry
and it cost the reputable manufac-
turers much time and money to over-
come this setback. If the tractors had
been standardized under government
gsupervision the farmers .as well as
the reputable manufacturers would
have been protected from loss.

Western Farmer "Desires It.

Mr. Chapman remarked that Wes-
tern Canada felt the high cost oﬁ;re-
pairs more than Ontario, where cost
of transportation was lower, and re-
pairs weré more readily obtained. He
stated that the western farmer was
much interested in the subject of
standardizing the manufacture of the
implements he purchases.

As evidence of the high cost of re-
pairs under the present system, Mr.
Chaprhan said that if one purchased a
binder piece by piece the cost would
be three or four times the price of
the assembled inplement. On the other
hand a Ford car cost but compara-
tively little more when purchased as
“repairs” than the price of the assem-
bled car. ,Standardization was more
in evidencé in the mahufacture of a
Ford car thaw in that of a binder.

High Cost of Selling.

Speaking as a farmer and also as
an employer; of farm help, Mr. Chap-
man said that the cost of selling
would be materially reduced thru
standardizing the manufacture of im-
plements., Under the existing condi-
tions a great deal of the time of the
farmer as well as that of the agent
was unnecessarily taken up by argu-

| ing the merits of the particular ma- |

chine which the agent was desirous of
selling. Agents of several diffcrent
machines would call two, three or
more times in the effort to make the
sale. The farmer, the crops and the

agent would be losing the time thus

taken up.

If there was a standard type of ma-
chine, withi all desirable improvements
embodied in it under the supervision
of a government commission of ex-
perts, the farmer would not have to
take the words of an agent working
for his commission, but would have
the judgment of -the government. to
guide him. He would merely purchase
his binder as a city man does his elec-
tric light fixtures, When repairs ‘were
