Father Point, Que.,, Aug. 10.—The R.
M. S. Vancouver that sailed from
Quebec Sunday morning at 9.20 re-
ceived the British  mails and some
passengers off here and proceeded for
Iiverpool at 10.30 p.m. Sunday. A
_dense fog prevailed, and the Father
Point fog signals was fired steadily
‘from 7 p.m. until 3 this morning. The
Vancouver had to_ feel her way In
here by the use of her lead, aided by
the fog s’gnal. About an hour and a
half aftér passing here,  while she
was proceeding slowly with her
whistle sounding regularly, all at once
she was run into, bow on, by an in-
ward bound steamer, her bow on the
starboard side being badly smashed
'in, almost down to the water line.
{Both her anchors were carried away,
‘with hawse pipe and her windlass
broken, but her collision bulkhead re-
mained intact. Commodore Williams
maintained perfect discipline among

_'the passengers and crew, and had life-

boats immediately ready to launch in
case they had been required, but this
was found to be unnecessary, and the
Vancouver was turned backito ¥ather
Point, where a pilot was immediately
taken to her by Mr. McWilllams, and
she proceeded to Quebec for repairs.
No lives were lost and the vessel 1s
in perfect safety, though proceeding
slowly. The name of the yessel col-
lided with is unknown. .. |
struck the Lake Ontarfo.

Quebec, Que., Aug. 10.—The Beaver
Line steamer Lake Ontario, Captain
Campbell, arrived here shortly after
4 o'clock this afternoon and proceeded
to her berth at the G.T.R. wharf,
Levis. The ship bears evidence of hav-
ing sustained a pretty hard shock.
She has a hole extending from a dis-

tance of ten feet on the port side to

about 20 feet on the starboard side.
The cut water is gone at that place.
The hole is just under the forecastle
deck and leaves open
tWweighing apparatus. Piled just within
the hole under the forecastle deck 1s
e mass of iron plates, iron chucks,
picces of derrick pulleys, huge iron
bars, all of which were wrenched frons
the bows of the Vancouver. Below
the gap mentioned above is another
opening, measuring about 20 feet, ana
extending entirely on the starboard
gide. This opens the bows in the fore
peak in the twin deck. Of the forecastle
deck the rails, davits, crane and moor-
ing chucks are gone.
Captain Campbell Reticent.

Captain Campbell was seen, but was
very reticent; he disliked speaking of
the collision, which bothers him very
much. He blames Captain Williams
of the Vancouver for, having kept so
close to shore in the way of inward
bound steamers making for the pilot
grounds. The accident occurred af-
ter 11 o'clock, during a thick fog. The
Lake Ontario was kept steaming at
about a four-knot rate, while her
whistle was kept going, with the
»Beaver Line pilot signal,” which is
a long blast and three short ones. The
Vancouver was sighted on the star-
board bow nearly ahead; she-crashed
right in, but the Lake Ontario’'s bows
are pointed and those of the Vancou-
ver are nearly perpendicular. The lat-
ter's forward deck with anchors,
chains, windlass and everything was
moved down. Perfect order reigned
on the Lake Ontario, while the Van-
couver appeared to swing out the life-
‘hoats, Shortly afterwards, however,
the Vancouver headed up stream. This
occurred off Father Point. Captain
Campbell puts the entire blame on the
Dominion Line steamer. He reported
foggy weather during most of the voy-
age and a great number of icebergs
pff Belle Isle.

Many Buildings Were Unroofed and
Elcetric Light Towers Blown
Down-Less $100,000.
Saginaw, Mich., Aug. 10.—A terribly
destructive wind and electrical storm
swept over this city about 2 o’clock
this morning. The spire of the Jeffer-
son Church, 100 feet high, was struck
by lightning and levelled to the
g1ound and a portion of the edifice
was unroofed. The works of the Bart-
lett Machine and Illuminating €om-
pany were unrcofed and the power-
house of the Union Street Rallway
Company ' suffered in like manner.
Erd’s Piano Factory, Wickes Bros.’

SEVEN BUILDINGS GONE

In the Thunderstorm Which Swept Over
the Western End of the Provimnce
on Sunday Night.

Chatham, Ont,, Aug. 10.—The thun-
der, lightning and rain’ storms of the
past 48 hours have been the most se-
vere as well as disastrous ever known
'in this section. During Saturday night
{and last night, for hours at a time, the
sky was one continual sheet of flame.,
So far reports of the burning of seven
buildings have reached this city. These
are from Norton, two large barns and
three horses, covered by insurance;
Melvin Arnold, barn and crops, no in-
surance; Willlam Brooksbank, large
barns and heavy crops, about two-
thirds covered by insurance; William
Tiffin, barn and two years’' crops,
fairly well insured; ary Urquhart,
barn and small crops;\ Peter Faubort,
house; Joseph Imrie, contents of Fau-
bert’s house.

A detachment of Span-
ish troops who were pursuing a small
bapd of rebels from Punta Brava en-
tered Guatao after the rebels had
passed through it on their retreat, and
murdered 22 non-combatants, among
whom were some Spaniards, sick men,
and a number of boys. The “brilliant
action was, according to accounts
from several different sources, simply
a massacre of, defencelegs persons who
had nothing to do with the rebellion.

Over 10,000 sick soldiers are in the
various military hospitals. Of this num-
ber 2200 are suffering with yellow fever.

NEARLY OVER THE FALLS.

The Thrilling Experience of Mr. and Mrs.
A. C. Douglass While Crossing
Goat Island Bridge,

Niagara Falls, Ont., Aug. 10.—A live-
ly experience on Goat Island bridge,
above the Ameri¢an Falls, at Niagara
Falls, took place yesterday afternoor,
which no doubt -will be a memorable
one to Mr. and Mrs. A. C. Douglas of
that place. It seems that shortly at-
ter noon, Mr. and Mrs. Douglas were
crossing the bridge from the.mainland
in a buggy drawn by & team of car-
riage . horses. Just before reaching
Bath Island one of the horses was
taken with blind staggers ~began
to prance wildly ‘about. throwlig the
carriage alarmingly near one edge of
the bridge.. Many held their breath,
expecting to see the horses, carriage
and occupants thrown into the seetn-
ing rapids, but Mr. Douglas sprang
nimbly from his seat and assisted Mrs.
Douglas out of the rig. In the mean-
time the stricken horse broke loose
from the harness and sprang into the
- rapids. The water was swift but not
deep at this point, and the effect of
the cooling was instantaneous. The
horse becamé frantic to get out and
was assisted to land on the Bath 1s-
land shore not much thé worse for his
experience.

Louis was the hottest city in the
United Btates, ‘the official temperature
being registered at 99 degrees. Re=
liable . surface thermometers regis~
tered 104, There were 49 cases of heat
prostration reported to the health au-
thorities in the past 24 hours. Of
these nine were fatal. Deaths from the
effects of the heat since Monday are
placed at over 75.

‘ Sweltering at Chi

Chicago, Aug. 10.—This has been an-
other terrible day at Chicago. In po-
verty-stricken districts the agony was
awful to contemplate. All night the
miserable wretches sweltered and
panted in vain for a breath of refresn-
ing air. They slept, or tried to sleep,
by thousands on the sidewalks or the
paving .stones. T city ambulance
and patrol wagons from the police sta-
tions were kept on the run all night
long, bearing the victims of the heat
to hospitals. This morning men walk-

Dominion Day is the greatest holi-
day of-the year, but yesterday's Civic
fioliday came very little behind. The
weather was hot and fine and never
was the exodus from the city greater.
By rail and. boat the thousands of
citizens and their families left in quest
of cooler spots than 'I'oronto. Old
Probs. told the truth when he inform=
ed The World that the weather would
be fine and hot. Now and again omin«
ous clouds lowered, but the rain kept
off. All places within a couple of
hours’ distance of Toronto had fine
‘wweather and at night the excursion-
ists returned tired and content, with
nothing to detract from their holiday.

At futga ﬁurk.

It matters not whatever trips are
arranged and however,\ low the tariff
may be, High' FPurk remains the chief
holiday resort of thousands., Yesterday
was no exception to the rule, for from
‘the early hour of breaktat thé cars
were crowded with citizens and their
famiiics, who exercised wise discretion
that in the leaty glades and snug re-
gorts of High Park they could have
as much enjoyment as though they
had gone further afield.

It is not easy to estimate the num-
ber of those who picnicked in Hign
Park, but those in a position to know
say that there were 20,000 persons,
apart from several thousand bicyclists,
in Toronto’s favorite breathing spot.

. Editor World: The .quality of most
of the beer offered for sale is injuri-
pus to the consumer, being composed
of hops and aloes, and a very small
percentage of malt. The fault in my
opinion is mnot with the saloon or hotel-
keeper; but the manufacturer, as the
former cannot adulterate the beer he
receives. = Now it must be gr on
the brewers’ part, as the present price
of the goods is as high and in some
cases higher than it was some years
ago, when the quality’ was good and
the raw material dearer than at pre-
t. 'The present price of barley 1is
cents per bushel, compared with
formerly 60 cents to 65 cents; hops
10 to 12 cents per .lb., formerly 20
cents; and malt, the duty on which
was 2 cents, now, 1 1-2 cents per 1b. If
the manufacturers don’t want their
business ruined, they had better use

more ‘malt and less substitutes.
