Major-General Hutton said some interest-
ing things at the meeting last night of the
Field Officers’ Assoclation, at which Lieut.-
Col. MacLean of the 31st P. W. Fusiliers
presided. 'The Major-General began hig
address by informing the officers that he
would shortly visit each military distriet
tn Canada, beginning with the last, in order
to establish that feeling of sympathy be-
tween the commanding officers and the
militla 80 necessary to military efliclency
fn ‘any country. He desired to be dissocl-
ated altogether from the functions of an
Jmperial officer, who, he said, was a pro-
fessional soldier. While it had been his

. good fortune to have seen considerable ac-
tive service in many parts of the world,
e desired in his present position to be re-
garded by the officers of the Canadian mili-
tia as one of themselves, just as the militia
of Canada was a portion of the great Bri-
tish army. He approved of the suggested
change in .the name of the association from
the Field Officers of Canada to a designation
_that would embrace all grades in the ser-
vice. He suggested that a series of re-
unlons should be held, at which views could
be.exchanged, or that a series of lectures be
given by selected officers on selected sub-
jects, Major-General Hutton congratulated
the militla of Canada upon the selection of
the new Governor-General which had been
made. He said that if the Government had
gone through the whole Peerage they could
not have chosen @ man who would take a
deeper Interest in the welfare of the Ca-
radian troops than the Earl of Minto. The
Major-General said that he did not want
any association of this kind to stand be-
tween him and the officers of the milit.a
force. He desired each officer to make him
his personal confidant, and to look to him
for advice and assistance in every difficulty
that might present itself. He approved of
the suggestion that for the convenience of
the militia force Thanksgiving Day should
be on the last Thursday of October Instead
of the Third Thursday in J@vember.

The Methodist Church Court of Appeal
sat all yesterday afternoon and evening. I'ha
following members were present: Dr. Car-
man, president; Rev. Dr. Antliffe, secretary;
Rev. Dr. W. R. Parker, Rev. Dr. Suther-
fand, Rev. J. Mills, LI.D., J. J. Maclaren,
'Q.0., T. 1. Willlams, Judge Chesley, Judge
Jonés and Judge Dean. Only the ordained
were admitted to the trials, and when the
two sides of the question before the court
had been heard, the divines were asked to
retire until a decision was reached.

The appeal of Dr. Ross against a certain
ruling of Rev. 8. Bond in the London Con-
ference was dismissed on rthe.ground that
there had been no ruling against which to
appeal,

The important matter, and that which oc-
cupied the remaining portion of the after-
noon and all of the evening, was that of
Rev. Mr. Ash of Cobourg. Mr. Ash had
been located by the Bay of Quinte Confer-
ence, in other words driven from the min-
istry, and against this he appealed. The un-
fortunate divine pleaded for himself with
the able prompting of his lawyer, William
Kerr, Q.C., of Cobourg. The appeal was
thrown out, so now Mr. Ash cdn preach no
more in a Canadian Methodist pulpit.

The motor carriage has already
taken its place as a national institution
in France. It has come ¢o stay. In
June last an exhibition of horseless car-
riages was held in Paris.. The number
of automobiles exceeded 1100. These
were of all styles and sizes, from a
tricycle adapted for one to an omnibub

All these conveyances, before being ad-
mitted to the Exhibition, had been sub-
jected to a severe and cal road
test of 20 miles over hill and dale.

For use in cities where electricity is
available, the popular carriage is an
electric one. For general use, however,
the petroleum gas engine, which can
be kept running at a fair speed for 300
miles by a few gallons of gasoline, is, in
the unanimous opinion of French ex-
perts, by far the best and most practi-
cable power yet discovered for horse-
less conveyances, A single instance will
suffice to show the utility and simplicity
o the new contrivance. | During the
course of a single week, the Duchess
D’Uzes drove her phaeton with her own
hand for a distance of 550 miles, visiting
her estates in different parts of the
counfry.

The amount of capitial invested in the
industry in France exceeds $150,000,000,
and the number of employes and work-
men engaged in the various branches is
estimated at 200,000, T

Enough has been said to prove that
the horseless carriage is no visionary
production. The city of Toronto is ad-
mirably adapted for the new conveyance,
The city is fairly well paved, and thete
are few hills of any size.  'When once
the new vehicle dis introduced in To-
ronto, it wil make mapid headway.
Within the course of a few years we
ought to see a substantial diminution
in the number of horses used in the
gtreets, and with their disappearance
an improvement in the city’s sanitary
condition.

MORE TROLLEYS REQUIRED.

While the Exhibition is on, the Street
Railway Company gives all its attention
to the route leading to and from the
grounds. The resources of the company
are taxed to their utmost in handling
the Exhibition trafic. But there are
evidences that thousands of the visitors
who ‘come to Toronto at this season
would appreciate some attraction of a
different type to what is found in the
Exhibition grounds. The Railway Com-
pany makes no effort to increase its busi-
ness to the Parks, and the Island is
virtuglly sidetracked while the big show
is in progress. In spite of the efforts
that are made to discourage traffic on
the other street car routes, there hoss
been a wonderful movement of people
to Munro Park ever since the Exhibition

. Agcording to Architect Lennox, and he

ought to know, the Mayor was wrong in
' his premises as to the number of incande-
scent lights specified as required for the dif-
ferent departments in the new  City Hall
puillding. He had counted 1668 lights, thus
making It possible to have the Sprague
Company furnish an electric plant to Hght
them,'m well as run their elevators, for less
than $26,500. The specifications, It ap-
pears, were ambiguous, and the Architect
says 3000 lights are provided for. Now
the Mayor says if he was not right he
‘will make himself right by reducing the
3000 lights to 1000 or less. He will not
let a little thing like that stand in the way
of the Sprague Electric Elevator Company.

The Mayor came to the meeting of the
Board of Control yesterday morning, as he
often had done before, with a faith In his
canse, which, bolstered by new facts, was
to remove mountains of hydraulic argu-
ment, He has shown a faculty for com-
ing down with plausible solutions all along.
But the trouble is that somebody else
has punctured his bright-tinted bubbles as
soon as he floated them. This was the
case yesterday, but the Mayor, profiting
by experience, was more resourceful. He
could not find a way, and he made it.
Architect Lennox and the board generally
argue that the lights could be so reduced,
and the consensus was that a 100-kilowatt
engine would do for lights and elevator
power as well. -
