'GATHERS NEW INTEREST

ni SEVERE BATILE

The Flghting Lasted Four Hours, and the Chinese Were
Finally Driven From Their Strongly
Entrenched Positions.

Battle Took Place on Monday, and the International Forces Lost Two Hundred,
Mostly Killed—The Progress 8o Far Regarded in London as Splendid—S3ir
Robert Hart Still Attending to Business.

London, Aug. 10.—(4 a.m.)—In the capture
of Yangtsun the losses of the allles, accord-
ing to a despatch to The Daily Express from
Che Foo, dated Aug. 8, purporting to give
an account of that engagement, were 200,
the majority of these belng killed.

“The allles marched on Yangtsun,” says
the report, ‘‘at dawn Monday. The posl-
tion, held by 1500 Chinese, was well en-
trenched to the east of the river. After
four hours’ heavy fighting, the Chinese
were driven from their defence works.'

The Japs Retired,

Another despatch to the same paper,
dated Tien Tsin, Aug. 6, recounts a recon-
palssance that morning by the Japanese be-
yond Hslk, the result being that the enemy
was developed in strong force, well fortitied
at Wel Ho.” The Chinese were superior In
numbers, and, after forcing the fire of
seven guns, the Japanese retired on Hsik,
with three killed and 27 wounded, but hav-
ing captured 200 horses,

With- the exception of these mredBages,
Gen. Chaffee’s report is t_he only account
published by the London morning papers
telling of the capture of Yangtsun,

Satisfactory Progress.
The editorials generally incline to view

the progress toward Pekin as thus far
gplendid, but one which cannot be main-
tained at the present rapid rate, as the

lishment of bases will cause Inevitable de-
lays,

BRITISH TROOPS FROM INDIA.

an answer.

“We are already advised by him in a
brief despatch, recelived Aug. 7, that im-
perial troops are firing daily upon the
Ministers in Pekin, We demand the im-
mediate cessation of hostile attacks by
imperial troops upon the legations, and
urge the exercise of every power and
energy of the Imperial Government for

and In view of the doubt expressed by
the Imperial Government In its edict of
Aug. 2, as to its power to restore order
and secure absolute safety In Pekin,
it is evident this apprehension is well-
founded, for ,if your Government can-
not protect our Minister In Pekin, it will
presumptively be unable to protect him
upon a journey from Pekin to the coast,

““We therefore urge upon the imperizi
Government that it shall adopt the course
suggested in the third clause of the let-
ter of the President to His Majesty the
Emperor of China, of July 23, 1900, and
enter Into communication with the rellef
expedition so that co-operation may be
secured between them for the liberation
of the legations, the protection of for-
eigners and the restoration of order.
Such action on the part of the Imperi-
al Government would be'a satisfactory
demonstration of Its friendliness and
desire to attain these ends.

THE REMAINS OF KING HUMBERT

NOW REPOSE

IN THE PANTHEON

Cuirassiers Carrle_d the Casket—The Crowds Were Enormous and
the Cortege Most Imposing—Many Spectators Shed Tears
—Grand and Solemn Music Conducted By Mascagni.

Rome, Aug. 9.—With as much simplicity
a9 the last rites to a monarch® would per-
mit, the body of the late King Humbert of
Italy was lald to rest in the Pantheod here
to-day. Vast crowds of people, uncovered
and sllent, viewed the cortege along the
streets leading to‘ the place of sepulchre.
The casket, borne on a gun-carriage, was
preceded by the late King's general alde-de-
camp, carrying the dead man’'s sword, fol-
lowed by Humbert's favorite war horse 1
blick caparison and surrounded by those
who had been closest to him In councils of
state, Rome was a mass of sombre decora-
tion,

The funeral train, which left Monza yes-
terday, accompanied by the Duke of Aosta,
the Count of Turin and the Duke of Oporto,
arrived here at 6.30 a.m. to-day. Imme-
dlately after that hour the funeral proces-
slon began to form.

Cuirassiers Carried the Casket,

Ten non-commissioned officers of Culras-
slers carried the casket containing e re-
wains from the funeral traln to the large
ball of the raliroad station, which had“been
transformed Into a chapel, hung with sable
draperies with gold ornamentation. ‘The
first chaplain of the court, assisted by a
number of priests, pronounced the absolu-
tion, and the cortege started for the Pan-
{heon, where rest the remains of King Vie-

tor Emmanuel II. The immense space sur-
rounding the rallroad station was entirely
filled with people, and as the casket was
borne into the open air all uncovered and
remained bareheaded while the procession
was In view. After the casket had been
placed on a gun-carriage, King Victor Em-
manual III. took his place at the head of

the princes and diplomats who followed the
remains,

At the Pantheon.

When the casket reached the Pantheon
ten non-commissioned officers of Culrassiers
lifted it from the gun-carriage and carried
it Into the church. It was ralsed to the
top of a catafalque surmounted " by a
wreath of iron, and on it were placed the
helmet and sword of King Humbert.

So touched by the scene were many of
the spectators that their emotion became
plainly audible within the stilled chureh.

Music Under Mascagni,

After the absolution and the celebration
of mass the large Roman orchestra, assist-
ed by a cholr of 180 volces, under Mascagni,
rendered a selection from the old Itallan
masters.

On the whole the ceremony at the Pan-
theon was of a majestic character,

The members of the royal famlly and the
foreign princes left the Pantheon at 11
o'clock and returned to the Quirinak

TO SHOOT BRITISH OFFICERS
AND CAPTURE LORD ROBERTS

London, Aug. 10.—(4.45 a.m.)—The Dafly
News has the following despatch from Fre-
toria, dated Aug. ¥:

“A plot to shoot all the Hritish officers
and to make Lord Roberts a prisoner has
been opportunely discovered. Ten of the
ringleaders were arrested and are now in
Jall,

“Probably the plot was part of a com-
splracy of whiéh the attempted rising at
Johannesburg was the first Indication.”

Everything Was Prepared.
Pretoria, Aug. 9,—Everything was pre-
pared in the plot to make Lord KHoberts a
prisoner and shoot the British officers, and
the conspiracy was only discovered at the
ldst moment. - The’ conspirators numbered
about 15. They had planned to set fire to
the houses In the extréme western parts
of the city, hoping that the troops would
be concentrated there, !l"he plan was that
then the conspirators weré forcibly to en-
ter all houses occupled by British officers,
these having been prexiously marked, to
kill the occupants. All the Boer sympa-
thizers were acquainted with the plet, and
several had been told off to secure the per-
son of Lord Roberts and hurry with Nim
to the nearest commando. Horses had been
obtained for this purpose;, when the Kng-
lish learned the names of the ringleaders,
who were put under arfest. The affalr

Mary McFarlane, the Intended Wife of Deceased, Told

Her Story in the

Court at London

Yesterday.

L

Corroborated Edgar Morden’s Story About Being WQljned That
the Lives of Herself and Deceased Were in Danger—Dr.
McNell Denies That Gerald Offered Him Money.

London, Ont., Aug. 9.—The trial of Ger-
ald Sifton and Walter Herbert, charged
with the murder of Joseph Sifton of Arva,
was resumed this morning.

Dr. McNeil of ‘Arva was the first witness
called. He gave a complete denial to the
prisoner’s story told to Rev. Mr. Cooper of
Arva, that for $1000 he had consented not
to hold an inquest on the remains of de-
ceased.. The doctor was corroborated by
his wife, who said the Interview between
her husband and the prisoner on the day
following the tragedy was very brief,  io
stead of lasting two hours. She overheard
her husband tell the prisoner that if any
circumstances arose to warrant it an In-
quest would be held, and Gerald sald: *Cer-
tainly, certainly.”

In cross-examination Dr. McNell sald he
had told Joseph Winters to go to Arva and
find out any iet circumst: he
could, for the purpose of holding an in-
quest,

Dr. McNeil also denled telling Rev, Mr,
Cooper that two brothers of deceased were
suspiclous and wanted an inquest,

Two Farmers Testifled,

Two farmers named Richard Lambourin
and James Armstrong were also witnesses
this morning. They were at the elder
Sifton's the morning of the tragedy be-
tween 8 and 9 o'clock. Lambourin sald
Walter Herbert polnted out the opening iu
the end of the barn thru which he sald the
old man fell. Herbert tried to explain
how the deceased fell on the ax, but he
was 80 excited and cried so much Wwitness
couid not-understand him,

Armstrong corroborated Lambourin's tes-
timony, but added the most important evi-
dence of the morning, He sald Herbert
placed the ax edge upwards, and explained
that deceased had fallen on It in this way.
Witness saw two pools of blood where the
deceased was alleged to have fallen. One
of the pools was six Inches in dlameter,
and another somewhat smaller was a . foqt
oy more further away from the barn. There
was some blood on the head of the ax near
the eye. /

COUNCIL WAS NEVER CONSULTED

Whe- His Salary Was Increased’
Betore, and He Had the Usual
Authority.

Hamilton, Aug. 9.—(Speclal)—After sev-
eral weeks' delay the trouble over the pay
of W. C. Brennan, secretary of the Board
of Works and Sewers Department, was
threshed out st a special meeting of the
Board of Works and Sewers Commitfee this
afternoon. Mayor Teetzel acted as cham-
man and the ball was opeed by the read-
fng of a letter from Clerk Bremnam, in
which he gave the true Inwarduess of the
affalr,  Mr. Brennan wrote that as his
duties were heavy and his hours long he
asked Engineer Wingate for either an in-
crease of salary or release from some of
his duties. Mr. Wingate promised to re-
commend an increase if Mr. Brennan spoke
to some of the aldermen, Nothing came of
it and the clerk wrote to Ald. Findlay on
June 29, asking that his salary be lncreas-
ed. Ald. Findlay requested Brennan Dot
to do anytling just then, until he had seen
some ot’the board and Ald. Nelligan. A
week later Ald. Findlay told Brenuan that
he had seen some of the aldermen and It
wodld be all right for Brennan to put the
additiona) $1 a day on the pay Mlsis,  Ald.
Nelilgan also assured Brennan that ' he
mmla agree to anything Ald.  Vindlay
would do. The reduction to $3 a day again
was done at the suggestion of Ald. Iindlay,
who said he would uvndertake to get tuu
matter thru the council.

Such was Clerk Breanan's explamation,
Ald. Nelligan denied that he agreed to any
increase over $70. Ald. Findlay's versiou
was brief. He did not remember telilng
Mr. Brennan that the advance of §1 a day
in his wages would be all right.

During the talk that followed M?, Bren-
pan informed the aldermen that since he
entered the office at $1 a day his salary
had in every lmstance been lncreased by
the chairman and engineer without coa-
sulting committee or council,

- Other Parties Intevested.

The discussion then switched off to the
questfon of foremen's wages, the case of
Foreman Towers, who had been recelving
an increage of pu{ for mouths without the
fact being generally known, being.the text
of the symposium, Mayor Teetzel remark-
ed that in all cases of wage-ralsing the
matter should be reported to the councik

Finally a lengthy resolution, drawa up
by Ald. Kerr, was agreed to and passed
on to the council. The resolution recited
that Clerk Brennan had placed his name
on the pay list for an additional dollar a
day, ac on authority which he believ-
ed he recelved from the two chalrmen, thus
following an Irregular practice, lnd the
jolnt committee recommended that the
council set out definitely what should be
the practice as to lncreases of salary, that
wone bé granted without the consent of the
council, that the office work of the Board
of Works and Sewers Department be re-
arranged and that a bylaw be prepared de-
fining the duties of the department’'s clerk.

THE TRADE FAKIRS AND THEIR
EVERLASTING PRINCIPLES,

The Werld of yesterday referred to the
somersaulting of T'he, Globe on the trade
question. That joupwfl is at last begin-
ning to see that there ls something In the
idea of a trade arrangement as between
the -mother country and the colonies, or
between any two or more members thereof,
and it has gone so far as to say that, per
haps) & system of free trade between the
various  members of thé Empireé, similar
to what has long prevailed in the United
States and in the German Kmpire, 18
about to arrive. And this, to The (lobe,
can mean nothing but protection. While
The (ilobe, therefore, is coming to see that
such a system is possible, it raises the
bugaboo of Canadian manufacturers not
being able to withstand the competition of
British manufactures in our own market,
And The Globe also ralses a great many
other bugaboos of a simlilar character,
It tries, most of all, to make out that
Imperialists cannot bé protectionists,

Now, we intend to take this opportunity
to show where those who are protec-
tionists and who favor Imperial trade
are consistent, while those who, like The
Globe, who pretend to be free traders,
are a misfit in thelr logic and ja their
trade theories. ;

in the first place, we wish to point out
that The (Globe and the free traders who
for many years past have assumed the at-
titude of the school teacher and essayed
to lecture the public in genera) have based
thelr pretensions on the so-called ‘“‘great
principles” of the brotherhood of man, of
the triumph of peace, and on the dogma
that the least government is the Lest gov-
ernment, These are all very fine principles
and can be uttered with ggeat hortatory
effect by the schoolmaster, whether in the
newspaper or on the public platform. But
when it comes down to the solid business
of managing the afairs of a nation, and of
bullding up the resources of a people,
and of ng a4 country secure against its
rivals, it is found that the great general
laws which govern in the case are, first,
that Instead of the brotherhood of ihawm be-
ing the gulding Instance, it is rather the
principle known as the struggle of exist-
ence, and that all mankind is more or
less at war, and that progress depends on
war of one kind or another. At one time
it may be @ war of arms, at another time
a war of industry, but, be it what it may,
the great fact s that mankind
is split wup Into communities, and
countries are engaged in a vital
struggle one with another for existence
and mastery. A witty French writer sald
that there was something of the tiger in
‘every woman, and this might be extgnded
in the sense that every nation eti bas
claws, tho you may not always see them,
As to 'I'he Globe's other principiagof which
it says ‘very little st present, bdut
which was the gulding principle of
John Stuart Mill, of the Little Englanders;
of the Manchester Sehool and all that
brood of misguided philanthropists,-namely,
that the least government is the best, we
bave only this to say, that the facts prove
that the compiexities of progress and civi-
lization increase rather than diminish the
necessity of government and of legisiation,
of all- manners of convention, legal and
soclal, that were not required in less ad-
vanced times., In other words, the func-
tions and duties and respounsibilities of gov-
ernment increase with civiligation, rather
than decrease, Still another principle
at the .shrine of which all these good gen-
tlemen have worshipped for many years
was, that a country could do little or no-
thing in the way of legisiation to build up
its trade; that If It attempted such it
would eventually end in disaster; that men
could not even trile as a government
with what these meh called the great and
everlasting principles which they said were
at the bottom of free trade. Thelr great
jeer In former days was, “As well might
8 man try to lft himself up by his boot-
straps.” As a matter of fact, all these
great and everlasting’ principles have
been blown to the winds, and it has been
shown that man, whether as an individual,
or whether as organized into a society, is
engaged In a constant struggle, can do
something to bulld .up the industries of
his own nation, increase his own trade
with outside nations, and to make himself
stronger In the struggle, by a trade poliey
which looks to his own advantage and ig-
nores his rivals. This being the case,

the underiying principle not being protec-
tion In the sense of levying customs
dutles, but the doing of something that
will achieve the end in view, the governing
principle being much wider than anything
covered by the word protection.

When The Globe and those other pro
fessed free trade jpapers, therefore, say
that Iif we go {n for frce trade as between
the Empire, we wiil throw down the
wall of protection which our manufactures
now enjoy as against the products of Great
Britain, we have only this to say, that
while some of our manufactures may be
{njured by the process, a great many ofhers
will \be benefited, and that new industries
arising out of the new conditions will be
created here, and that the general re-
sult wiil be largely of an encouraging char-
acter, For instance, Canadians well know
that it is the manufacturers of the United
States whom we have %o fear, and
not the manufacturers of Great Britain,
and that If our farmers, for Instance,
were encouraged by & preferential treat-
ment of their products in the British mar
kets, as against the farm products of the
United States, they would so increase in
nuvmbers, and have s0 much money .to
spend, that Canadian industried of a new

the blood is 98 degrees. The body of it-
self sannot get warmer than that tempera-
ture, except In case of fever, when :he
doctor's thermometer sometimes registers
several degrees higher than 98, If the
atmospheric temperature is, say, 100 de-
grees, Instead of putting on light eloth-
ing to let the heat of the body escape,
it would be more reasonable to put on
heavy woolen clothing, to prevent the hot-
ter outside atmosphere from having access
to our bodies. With the temperature at
UE the other day, we reached a condition
where the efficacy of summer ciothing was
on the point of wvanishing. The ther-
mometer at 105 degrees would put the
shirt waist haberdashers eut of business,
and set the mills at work turning out
woolen jerseys and sweaters, One hundrea
and ten degrees would bring eut ulsters
and fur overcoats, When the phtiosophy
of the thing is explained, it will be seen
how close we have been this week %o a
nodal point that would have upset all our

Mercury Went Up to 93, While To-
ronto Had an Electric Storm
All Its Own,

-HEAVY RAIN, SHARP LIGHTNING

Played Odd Pranks, But Did No
Serious Damage-A City Hall
Incident.

Toronto could boast yesterday of being
the hottest tdwn in Canada, and of having
a territic thunderstorm all its own, The
mercury rose to 93, but it seemed hotter,
because Torontonlans are getting about
played out by the continuous streak of
heat, Ottawa and Montreal were com-
paratively cool, with 86 degrees, but Pem-
broke and neighboring towns ran away
from 92, the nearest approach to Toronto’'s
climate. The United States citles were
teorrid, St, Louls and Washington register-
ed 96, while Chicago baked under Y4,

‘““When's this heat to quit?”’ was asked
the weatherman. He had no comfort. His
reply was:

*‘l can see no signs of cool weather com-
Ing, It will be as hot to-day as It was yes-
terday,”

“Where daid yesterday’s thunderstorm
come from?"”

‘“I'nere is something peculiar about that.
1t developed over Toronto alone, It was
the only ome of any Importance in On-
tario. The rainfall /wn very heavy, 1t
lzsted for an hour and a half, and 1.04
inches of rain fell, It was a veritable ae-
luge.”

The weatherman considered the lightning
more than usually sharp, but deciared it
would not clear the air, for hot weather
was still before the ¢ity, There will be
thunderstorms to-day, but it will take
wany to break the heat,

The storm yesterday afternoon gave rise
to several Incidents,

Frightened by Jove,

When the electric storm burst, the sheets
of raln presented quite an impressiye
spectacle from the windows of the City
Hall. The wind caught the Unlon Jaek
amd the Stars and Stripes flying from the
twin poles on the roof of the T'emple
DBuilding, and, after a short struggle, the
Jack gave way, and was whirled ltke a
parachute down Bay-street, 1t fell with a
ticp in front of the firehall. I'he Stars and
Btripes weathered the gale,

The rooms in the City Hall became so
dark that the electric light was turned on,
this alarmed the Mayor, and he cgme wt
of his room In great agitation, He weént
from office to office, ordering the lights
out, and finally wound up in committee
rcom No, 1, where Ald. Lamb was presid-
ing, with his accustomed *‘jolly’ alr, over
the destinles of the Board of Works,
When the Mayor's scared face was seen
at the door, the room became gloomy, in
sépite of the electric lights, Ald. Lamb
beckoned the Mayor to a chpir at his side,
but His Worship's gaze was “macadamiz-
ed” (to use one of Ald, Lamb’s favorite
expressions), by the lights,

*“Put them out,”” he whispered.

“Why?” sajd Ald. Lamb, in the volce of
a father addressing a frightened child,
it 1s only a delightful shower. It will
clear the alr.”

“But It 1s dangeroas,” sald the Mayor,
still qecllulng the seat,

“This raln 18 a Dlessing,” sald another
of the aldermen, taking Ald. hamb's
cue,

‘“The street cars have been stopped,”
argued the Mayor, not impressed by these
words,

Jears,
Sold No Gravel.

Street Commissioner Moou and Mr.
Eadle both guve explanations >t thelr ac-
tion In the matter. They sald that they
suld no gravel; that it was ‘*pit run”
which they disposed of. The city team-
sters, they sald, sometimes filled the bot-
toms of their wagons with rubbish, then
they put in pea gravel aud topped off with
good gravel, so that when they got down
into the city the load would pass the in-
spector. The Mayor and Conncillor ¥ord,
aowever, both sald that it was good gravel
they suw on the loads, and that Mclennan
was commencing to load with the very
best of gruvel. The Mayor, too, in order
to see how deep the good gravel had been
placed onm the loads standing there, put
hls hand down tg arm’s length, and there
found an excellent quality of gravel.

A Shot at the Treasurer,

By a resolution of Council, which has
never been rescinded, |t is the duty of
teamsters to go to the Town Treasurer and

ay thelr money to him for sand. 'The
Treasurer gives printed tickets, and these
are handed to the iman at the pit, To
-night, Street Commissioner Moon gave as
a reason for not' following out this rule, that
the Town Treasurer had an Intorast in
another gravel pit, and that when men
weut to lllxlm for tickets he recommended
them not to buy from the town, but to buy
from the concern in which he is finanelally
interested, He (the Street (Commisstoner)
sald he was a very good salesman and had
done well for the town.

Jackson Repudiates.

My, Jackson repudinted the aspersion up-
on his character, and said that what littie
share he had in the Gravel Construction
Co. had never indpeed him to use his office
as Treasurer of the town to Influence any-
one to purchase from the company,

In roplr to Councillor Armstrong, Street
Commissioner Moon gave an explanation
of the way in whica the town recelved
the money for sand. Mr, Eadle, it appears,
kept account of the mumber of loads that
went out. He eollected the money, which,
at night, was handed to Mr. Moon, Some-
times they did a credit business, af team-
sters pald every two weeks. By the books
produced it was impossible to say how
much wa# owing the town, or how many
loads hed been sold, and to whom.
