Mr. Hamilton Cassels, K.C.,, made an
earnest appeal on behalf of the associa-
tion, but he was thoroly guestioned by the
members of the Board as to the work
done.

Cassels said the association had four paid
officials, and that more than the $700 re-
celved from the government was spent in
cab hire for ministers and Sunday School
workers, who go to the prisons.

Ald. Lamb saw, a chance to save a lot
of money, and he pertinently enquired why
these ministers and teachers could not
use the street cars. Mr. Cassels defended
the cab arrangement, but admitted that
the association would willingly adopt the
street car idea if only the ministers and
other teachers were willing.

“Too many cabs, too many cabs,” eaid
Ald. Lamb, who wondered why ministers
would use cabs on Bunday.

Chalrman Sheppard expressed an opinion
that the association were doing more for
the Inebriate and the criminal than they
were for the poor man who was struggling
along honestly and jwas entitled to some
help if any was forthcoming.

! Sheppard’s Strong Views.

“Why, Mr. Cassels, you are simply
puting a premium on dishonesty,” yre-
marked Ald. Sheppard, who sald that w&xen
the assoclation were waiting outside a
prison to give Susténance and provide
work if possible to the released convict
they were placing at a disadvantage the
poor but honest man - who needed the
food and the work just as bad, and was
of course more deserving of it.

Ald. Lamb spoke in a very sore vein on
the cab hire question, and remarked that
it annoyed him to see so many people
living and making money thru their con-
nection with charitable socleties. He har-
bored a suspicion that all these phil-
authrople institutions were easy picking
for those who pulled out good salaries
from them.

The Two Johns,

M#. Cassels drew a pathetic pleture of
John Smith, just released from jail, his
character gone, no work, mo money aud
hungry. If he was not glven the glad
hand by someone his first inclination was
to climb into ecrime again and~soon Tre-
turn to the prison. He thought there
should be a grant to help such unfortu-
nates.

«wrhat's all very fine,”” said Ald. Shep-
pard, ‘“but how about John Jones, he's just
as poor as your John Smith, perhaps, but
be is honest and trying to plug along
to keep his family. You ask us to in-
crease poor, honest John Jones' taxes to
pay for-John Smith, who is e criminal.”

The controller criticlzed the request for
a grant for the pauper inebriate. “What
is a pauper inebriate?’ he asked. “How
can he be a pauper and still get the
whiskey ?””

“That is a question to be enswered by
you gentlemen who drink,” retorted Mr.
Cassels.

Ald. Hubbard : *I dom’t drink, sir, and
I don’t see why I should be asked to pay
for a man who does.”

Too Many Socleties.

The drift of the discussion was to the
effect that the Salvation Army and the
Prisoners’ Aid Society were doing the same
work and helping each other, and Ald.
Lamb bluntly said there were too many
societies tumbling over each other om the
same line of work. Ald. Hubbard agreed
with Ald. Lamb, that salaries were eat-
ing up too much of the money voted or
subscribed for charitable purposes.

Mr. Cassels did not make a hit when
he remarked: ‘‘Here you spend $10,000
to see the son of a King take his hat off,
and you do not favor our small request
for a charitable work.”

“That $10,000 and more all went into
the pockets of honest workingmen,” re-
plied Ald. Hubbard.

“Serious Consideration.”™

After talking over the matter for an
hour, during which Dr. Rosebrugh, ex-
Warden Massle of the Central Prison and
Staffl Sergeant Archibald of the Salvation
Army addressed the Dboard, the stock
reply of: ‘“We will take it into our serious
consideration” was used once again.

Motion to Compromise in Suit With
City Was Defeated by
1to9.

MISS MARTIN'S VIGOROUS DEFENCE.

Motion to Transfer Teacher Pro-
vokes Long Debate as to His
Qualifications.

The case Of the Public 8choo! Board
against the city will be fought ofit to the
bitter end. There will be mo compromise,

and Judge Street’s judgment will be ap-
pealed against. Thig was decided at last
night's meeting of the board. The matter
was served up for the trustees’ forensic |
appetite in the following meotion, moved
by Trustee Gooderham and seconded by
Trustee Baird:

“That, whereag the Council of the city
of Toronto in revising the estimates of this
board saw fit to strike out or reduce 27 of
our 42 items, and whereas Mr. Justice
Street did allow 4 other items in full, ex-
cept when they referred to overdrafts, and
whereas the powers of this board have
been upheld, and whereas It Is advisable
that there should not be any unnecessary
spending of public money in law costs,

Be it resolved .that, if the City Counefl
will withdraw their appeal and agree to
pay in full all our estimates, eacert that |
item which refers to  salaries, we wiil
agree to also withdraw our appeal and pay
only the natural increases, and that the
matter be left in the hands of the Finance
Comumittee.

Something Must Be Done.

Trustee Gooderham said his reason for |
introducing the motion was that the time
had arrived when something must be +loae. |
If it were adopted, the board would be !
freed and the onus thrown upon the City |
Council.

Trustee Hales went over the whole trou-
ble between the Council and the %oard,
with the object of attachiug all of the
blame to the former body, and defended |
the board’s course thruout the difficuity.
Trustee Godfrey was decldediy opposed to
the motion. A great principle was at
stake, and he was for taking the case to
the highest court in the llna.

Dr. Noble Was Surprised.

Trustee Dr. Noble: The action of the
Board of Control in fighting us fiag cost
about fourteeu times as much as what we
were fighting over. This board last spring
gave certain increa and I am surprised
that Mr. Gooderham should ask us to go to
the City Council and tell them we were
wrong.

The fallure of the negotiations reflects
po credit upon the Canadian government.

arrangements of the War Office, as set out
in the above letter to the Governor-Gen-
eral, there is little surprise that the nego~
tlations fell thru and that ‘‘the War Office

If the government has not already re-
trieved its error it ought to lose no time
in doing so and in placing itsel? right be-
fore the Imperial authorities. Let there
be no further quibbling in the matber. If

fere? The Imperial government is respon-
gible for the conduct of theé war, and it
does not come with good grace from Can-
ada to dlctate as to who should select the
officers and men of this or any other eorps,
especially when the whole expense s to
be defrayed by the War Office.

SEVERE ON THE BELGlARY

Are Charged With Practising Endless

Barbarities on Natives of
Congo Free State.

SCARED NEGROES FLEE TO THE BUSH

Thousands Killed by Troops, and
'Many Are Dying of Star-
vadon.

London, Nov. 7.—Edgar <Canislus, an
American, who recently retired from the
employ of the Congo Free State, confirms
the terrible stories told about the condl-
tion of the natives, especially in the por-
tions termed the State Domain, wioere
strangers are seldom udmltted.' Canisius,
who accompanied Major Lothaire, com-
mander of the Belgian troops in the Congo,

on his earlier expedition afier rubber, says

nine hundred natives were killed in Six
weeks during that expediilon, while &
smaller expedition, commanded by a Bel-
glan leutenant, killed 800 natives {n three
weeks.

The district is practically under martlal

law on the strength of which such endless
barbarities are cemmitted that the natives
are absolutely terror-stricken. Canisius
further declares that the so-cailed punitive
expeditions are in reality rubber-squeczing
raids cenducted with such iniquitous metan-
ods that the natives are in a coustant stale
of revolt. While the conditlons are some-
what improved in the territories worked by
the concession companles, the lot of tne
natives in the State Domain, Canisius de-
clares, is far wonse than before the ad-
vent of the whites. The natives are prac-
tically forced to work rubber at the muz-
zles of rifles, receiving two cents per pound
for what is sold at 75 cents at Antwerp.
Thousands of natives have fled to the bush
and live like wild animals. Along tne
jungle paths the bodies of those who have
died of starvation are frequent sights,
