protecting the shipowners against 
damage or loss to their ships, so that 
It is a matter of no direct concern 
to the Canadian shipowners or their 
agents where the ships are repaired, 
provided that the work is carried on 
with quickness and despatch to enable

Sanz had in her 
possession certain letters of the late 
king, the publication of which would 
cause a great scandal.

She would give them up for 315,000 
and- In addition Salmeron claimed $1000 
for his services in the matter. Trust­
ing to the integrity of Salmeron, the 
queen paid fiver these two sums and 
was assured by him that all the let­
ters in question had been destroyed.

The present suit of the Sanz heirs, 
however, is based entirely upon letters 
Identical with those which the queen 
paid to h£ve burned.

The Sanz matter is to come up be­
fore the supreme court, that tribunal 
having declared Itself competent to 
try the case.

"The main line of travel for Cana­

MUNICIPAL BOARDING SCHOOLS.
There Is ohe matter in which every 

community can afford to err on the 
side of extravagance, namely, In Its 
expenditures on its schooly In a de­
mocratic country, every child. Irre­
spective of birth, condition or social 
status, has a right to elementary edu­
cation. And intellectual training Is 
usually viewed as embracing all that 
is desirable or expedient.

But a problem appears from 
other side, not observed and not by 
any means ready to be solved by our 
Canadian educationists. There exist 
in every community children who are' 
In peculiar need of social training, 
and much more in need of it than or 
mental training. For example take the 
chiM who goes to the public school, but 
mubt live with parents morally and 

», socially unfit to aid the child In be­
coming a decent citizen. Again there 
is the child who has been adopted by 
childless people, but who lives a lone­
ly Sbclai life ; »there Is the "only child" 
oL-ftspectable but Injudicious parents 
whose affection prompts them to se"- 
diide their offspring from companion­
ship.; and, finally, what of the children 
by first marriages vho t.nd ‘hem- 
selves dispossessed of care and social 
Ilf#' by the children of the second 
mariage?

Every likelihood exists that these 
lv children

come decent citizens, but what they 
lack- Is social nurturing and :he com­
panionship of happy and morally 
healthy friends amongst those of their 
own age and their lolders. How are 
they to be taught ldleals of manliness 
and womanliness? How are their 
characters to be moulded towards good 
manners, honesty and gentleness? 
They have not sinned and it would 
be unjust to take them from their 
parents and place them In reformator­
ies. To do so would place an unde­
served stigma on their characters, 
which might afterwards affect ser­
iously their conduct of life.

There Is only one way to solve the 
problem. Children enough of the sort 
named are found In every commun­
ity to make it werth while to have 
one or more schools specially Quip­
ped for social training, while supply­
ing adequate Intellectual Instruction.
It Is the Idea carried out; in convent 
schools, and In Canada could take the 
form of “municipal boarding schools.” 
The experiment -to some extent at 
least has been • successfully tried In 
Glasgow and other cities. Are In­
spector Hughes and our educationists 
thinking at all or seriously about this 
matter? Economy is not alone to be 
considered In public culture—wise lib­
erality is better and justifies Itself.

John Chambers, former park com­
missioner, made an extended statement 
before Judge Winchester in the parks 
enquiry yesterday.

After the bleak desolation of the 
Ben Greet Shakespearean productions 
it is with a sigh of relief that the 
ordinary everyday public return to the 
warmth and color of a presentation 
which has for its setting and back­
ground those 
which modern stagecraft can provide. 
The erudite and the seriously minded 
student of the evolution of the drama 

, may find greater soul refreshment in 
art unadorned, but the great body of 
theatregoers, it Is safe to aver, have 
a predilection for embellishment and 
are not inclined to worry about an­
achronisms or anything else.

"The Merry Wives Of Windsor,” as 
offered at the Princess last night, has 
with It besides those pleasant acces­
sories mentioned, that veteran of the 
old “legit,” Louis James. Mr. James, 
in addition to belonging to a past 
generation, in which Booth, Barrett, 
McCullough and others held the 
boards, had not appeared in Toronto 
for a number of years, so that his 
return was an occasion of no little 
interest, while the “Merry Wives’’ has 
been so long missing from the usual 
Shakespearean repertoire that lovers 
of this bubbling comedy- might well 
regard the opportunity as a golden 
one.

The reason why Mr. James has aban­
doned tragic roles, and has chosen In­
stead to revel In comedy undiluted, 
save for his delineation of Shylock, 
seems more easily understood after fie 
has been seen as Falstaff. Allowing 
generously for powers of adaptability, 
the suspicion still remains that the 
actor has a natural, waggish bent, and 
that ; he could never be as thoroly at 
home In the part of Lear or Hamlet 
as in that of Dtomlo or Falstaff.

The misadventures of the somewhat 
ancient and portly gallant were ren­
dered hugely amusing by Mr. James, 
who, yet, with commendable careful­
ness and wise conception of the role, 
never ventured on the thin ice of 
travesty. A part which might easily 
have degenerated into grossness and 
offence against good taste was so skil­
fully handled as to appeal only by its 
extreme ludicrousness.

The supporting company Is a stew­
ing one, and it would be difficult to 
point out' wherein it has a point of 
weakness. Of especial excellence Is 
the work of Aphle James and Har­
riet Davis as the “wives,” Mrs. Ford 
and Mrs. Page respectively, 
plottings and connivings to ensnare 
the hapless knight had all the spirit 
of mischievous femininity.

W. Staley Spark of Toronto gives 
thé following recipe for killing wasps.

Mix a quantity of lump cyanide of 
potassium equal to four lumps of 
sugar, dilute It In 4 ounces of water. 
Pour three tafblespoopfuls into the 
nest and put a sod over the opening. 
Each wasps’ nest hatches out about 
80,000. The most likely places for 
wasps to hibernate are in the corners 
of stables, cowhouses, pig-styes, con­
servatories and boilerhouses. These 
places should be sprayed about Feb­
ruary, as this will probably kill a 
large number of queen wai^is and 
other' pests. /

A large crowd’ of people attended 
the Myrtle sale of pure-bred animals 
on Thursday last. The selling tlto 
was a disappointment In many ways, 
owing to no fault of the management. 
Seldom has a sale been conducted on 
cleaner lines, and the public knew ex­
actly what they were doing. If an 
animal could not - be sold at the fig­
ures, the option was allowed the con­
tributor of withdrawing it from the 
sale. Thus the buyers were protected 
from big bidding, and no advantage 
was allowed to be taken of the pur­
chaser.

Cross-Bred versus Pure-Bred.
Amateurs who have only the oppor­

tunity of1-,keeping a few fowls often en­
quire as' to the relative qualities of 
pure and cross-bred fowl. It Is a sub­
ject of Importance when buying a few 
pullets for laying purposes. How o/ten 
it Is asked whether the cross-bred fowl 
has any advantage over the pure-bred 
one! In the first place. It Is cheaper. 
to purchase a good, first-cross pullet 
than a pure-bred one, and the crossed 
•bird will Invariably be found to be 
profitable, a® the introduction of en­
tirely new blood to produce the first- 
cross fowl gives stamina to the pro­
geny and added activity to the egg or­
gans. For utility poultry-keepers, the 
Introduction of fresh blood Is very im­
portant, because fowl to be profitable 
should have such a healthy constitu­
tion as to be able to spare a- good per­
centage of the nourishment from their 
feed for the egg organs, and this earn ol 
be done where the stamina le low,which 
Is undoubtedly the case when in-fcreed- j 
ing has been resorted to. Many experi­
ments have time after time been made, | 
proving that in-bred fowl do not lay as 
v^ell.and are not as strong as those lrom 
unrelated stock, so -those who wish their 
poultry to pay must be careful to get 
birds from strains which have been 
bred with the object of producing 
healthy fowl for laying. A question 
one might ask: “What advantage Is j 
there in crossing fowl, and wliat Is the 
good of having pure or distinct breeds j I 
It' -we keep crossing them?" One advan- I 
tage Is; First-cross fowl are always 
hardy and, as a rule, lay at an earlier, 
age than pure-bred birds. Remember • 
that pullets or hens cannpt be called 
mongrels If they are pure on one side; 4 
they are half-bred, but if they are bred 
from two distinct breeds they are first 
crosses.

I should advise poultry-keepers, par­
ticularly farmers-who have from 50 to 
150 hens, to select about twelve of the 
best layers and mate them with a pure­
bred bird. It will become the cheapest 
In the long run. Many people just buy 
several of the cheapest cockerels they 
can buy and turn them down with the 
hens and breed from the birds anyhow. 
This may improve the stock to a cer­
tain extent, but my advice is: Buy one 
or two good, pure-bred, male birds and 
mate them with the-best selected laying 
hens and breed from them.

When hens set close people think all

be strong and healthy.

Many people make a mistake when , 
they have eggs from a distance by. set­
ting them hji mediately upon receipt. 
Eggs should/always be allowed to stand 
24 hours to rest before putting them 
under the hen. _______ ^

Should the hen break one; of her eggs 
the contents should be immediately re­
moved. and If any portion is on the 
other eggs it should bp washed off care­
fully with warm water, and, if neces­
sary, a little Eoap and nail brush should 
be used, and the eggs thoroly rinsed.
If allowed to dry on it stops the pores 
of the shell, preventing the passage 
of air to the chick, which. It must be 
remembered, le alive and breathing at 
least two days before It,is hatched.

Adulteration Is more possible

The question of good roads for On­
tario County has been the theme of 
her county politicians for several 
months. Inopportune or otherwise, as 
the case may be, with her roads nearly 
impassable by reason of snow drifts 
sandwiched between mud holes. Kin- 
sale people, thru their recently organ­
ized grange, had a gala night for 
breeze and wit on Thursday last. The 
question was whether or no the county 
should vote on the proposed bylaw 
to participate in the million dollar 
fund, whereby the county would ex­
pend $80,000 to acquire an additional 
$40,000 from the government.

Charles L. Mackey, as master of the 
grange, opened the question in a neat, 
fiiient and well reasoned speech, where­
in he favored the idea of making bet­
ter roads In the county. From figures 
he had taken trouble to compile he 
showed how It was possible to do the 
work on the proposed roads without 
much outlay per hundred acre farm.

The tittle hall was packed to the 
doors and a goodly number of ladies 
were present, no doubt deeply Inter­
ested in the roads question, because 
of their particular grievances against 
the automobiles’ usurpation of their 
pleasures at times.

Countv Councillor R. R. Mowbray, 
who has became famous because ot 
his lead against the scheme being 
put thru, made a speech wherein he 
showed that he,’too, was in favor of 

roads, but contended that the 
system as outlined was not the best 
way of arriving at the scheme.

He , made the statement that our 
farmers were now conveniently situ­
ated to a leading road, where the mar­
kets were.

"Do not improve your 
than the improvements on the farms 
themselves," was his dictum.

He also held that the money . ap­
propriated for good roads was not 
sufficient to do the 146 finiles fended. 
By references to other counties 
showed that the lowest expenditure 
for roads built had been $800 per mile, 
while their allowance, after paying for 
machinery and superintendence; 
only about $400 per mile. j

That the towns had an advantage 
over the rural municipalities imfthis 
scheme, was contended by him.

Four-fifths of the farmers, he claim­
ed would get no benefit from this new 
scheme, While the man on the favored 
road received an enhanced valuation 
to his property.

His chief 
argument was in defence ot the act 
and that the time was ripe for a pro­
per handling of the question by the 
people. There was no doubt in his 
mind as to the benefits to accrue to 
the farmers and people from a wise 
system of good roads.

Housing Poultry.
It so often happens that fowl kept 

by farmers and townfolk are put in 
houses not specially built for them, but 
buildings that have been erected for 
other purposes. It is not requisite that 
fowl should have any particular style 
of building for their accommodation, 
but unfortunately any house Is often 
considered good enough without any 
regard to sanitary arrangements.

It is most essential that there should 
be plenty of ventilation without a direct 
draught on the birds, and it should 
be so arranged that the air passes over 
the heads of the fowl Instead of direct­
ly upon them. There must also be 
plenty of light. In a dark house dirt is 
sure to accumulate, and dirt is the foie- 
rqnner of disease.

The old-fashioned idea that perches 
should be placed as high as possible Is 
a mistaken one. Birds In their natural 
state fly to the highest branches of 
trees to find security from their ene­
mies—foxes, etc.—and in descending

gave out, I thought that rather than 
be out of -work I would, go on a farm.. 

T went to the Immigration agent and 
'he sent me to Coldstream by way of 
Komoka.

“The agent told me that the farmer 
would meet- rhe at the, station, but 
when I got there there was no one 
there. That was In November, and 
I had to walk nine and a half miles , 
to the farm, finding rijy way as best j 
I could. When I got there -the farmer ; 
was drunk' but I started right In to 
work. I was to stay there a month 
and If we suited each other I was 
tv stair a year. I was to get $8 a 
month.

“AH the time I was there I did not 
so much as taste of meat and I was 
there for over three months. Gener­
ally for a meal we had potatoes and 
either parsnips os carrots. I had all 
the stewed apples to eat I wanted and 
ibread. At breakfast and supper I 
had butter on the bread, but that was 
cut out at dinner. Sometimes we had 
soup made out of egg plant, and a 
couple of times a week we had apple 
pie. The first month I was there they 
gave me sugar In my -tea, but they 
cut that out later. On Christmas I 
was left alone In the house and had 
potatoes and parsnips for my Christ­
mas dinner.

"The first month I was there I had 
a nice room with a stove pipe In, it, 
but after that they put me in a room 
In the top of the house and every time 
It snowed there was two Inches of 
snow on my bed. There wasn’t any 
heat at all In the room.

"I had 27 head of cattle to look 
after and five borées, a mare and a 
colt, a sow and five young ones, a 
lot of sheep and 200 chickens. I ha-3 
to get up at a quarter to five and 
worked steadily till dark. A couple 
of times a week I had to get up at 
3 o’clock to get the horses ready for 
the farmer to go to London. I would 
have breakfast at 4 o’clock' and then 
have to wait until 1 o’clock for din­
ner. Then often I would have to sit 
up until 11 o'clock to wait for him 
to come home. When I wasn’t busy 
attending to the - stock or chopping 
wood for the house, I was drawing 
wood out for sale or chopping trees 
In the bush. Then I had to help the 
farmer's wife with the washing.

“My brother In England^ sent me 
some English papers, but on Sunday 
they wouldn’t let me read anything 
but thé Bible. For fear that I might 
read in my room th'e lamp they gave 
me at night would Just have enough 
oil In the wick to get me to bed.'

"At the table they used to read me 
clippings about the destitution in Eng­
land, and then say that they supposed 
there were plenty of men there who 
would be glad to work on a farm Just 
for their board.

“I wouldn’t work on a farm In Can­
ada for $250 a year. It’s simply giving 
your life away,” said Cooper In con­
clusion.”

Discussion still rages fiercely around 
the question of whether our Shorthorn 
cows shall be better milkers. Many 
advocates of the purely beef qualities 
of the Shorthorn want to make the 
farmers specialize Into either millk or 
beef; in other words, to raise Short­
horns for beef, and Holstelns for milk. 
These arguments, drawn from many 
analogies, seem convincing. But they 
cannot get over the deep-rooted senti­
ment that hangs around the old Short­
horn. And without humor, thereby 
hangs a tale! J

Mr. James Found of Dunbarton, Ont­
ario County, has a herd of milking 
Shorthorns that have really paid for 
his farm in a few years. The accom­
panying cut Is one of his 13-year-old 
cows. Rosebud—29743—, which cow 
dropped her twelfth calf last December. 
She has been milked for butter pur­
poses. and several other younger cqws 
on the farm have promises of better 
records. The calves are raised on skim 
milk and grain, and are sold at good 
prices. Many have been sold from $60 
to $80 at a year old.

On inquiry of Mr. Found It was 
learned that his cows returned him 
from $100 to $130 each per annum. This 
past year the average fell below the 
$100 mark, but there were, as all I 
know, several contributory causes for 
this. This cow has been a large milker 
and a good butter maker.

Like many other farmers Mr. Fourtd 
has paid for his farm from these 
Shorthorn cows, never more than four 
in the herd, while he does not have 
to slave himself to do so. He claims 
that the Shorthorn Is the farmer’s best 
friend. His other cows have remark­
ably prolific records. One 9 years old 
has her 9th calf. One 6 years her 6th 
calf, and another 4 years old. 3 calves.

Introduced In the legislature last week 
Is decidedly In the Interest of manu­
facturer and consumer alike was the 
opinion given yesterday by a well- 
known baker from Western Ontario.

’’The system of factory Inspection 
will be especially valuable," he de­
clared. “I know that just now manu­
facturers In several cities and towns 
in Western Ontario have the bread in­
spected at the factory under the regu­
lations of municipal bylaws, the in­
spectors being appointed by the muni­
cipality.

“As a result the whole of the product 
or output of each particular factory Is 
subject to inspection tooth as to adul­
terated matter and weight. Also the 
Inspector, who Is usually the health 
officer, by, coming to the factory, 
Igalns a thoro knowledge of the sani­
tary conditions under which bread Is 

. made, something which Is very rarely 
done now where factory inspection 
does not exist, and we In Western 
Ontario think that the sanitary con­
ditions under which bread Is made Is 
of as great Importance as the weight 
of bread going to the public.

Where factory Inspection does not 
exist, the! bread le weighed at the 
store, but only about fifty ’ per. cent, 
of the bread produced goes into the 
(stores now, so that the balance of 
the output Is not inspected at all, for 
It goes to the consumer direct. The 
McNaught bill will place the whole 
product of the factory_ tinder the In­
spection of the proper authorities, and 
the private consumer who takes bread 
from the wagon will enjoy the same 

of protection as the one who 
Obtains supply from the retail grocer.

“Moreover the weighing of bread at 
the factory means a greater Incentive 
to better baked bread, which means 
a healthier bread. Under existing con­
ditions, the tendency Is to draw from 
the oven at the earliest possible mo­
ment to insure full weight twenty- 
four hours after It is baked.

S "Another fact is of Interest in con­
nection with this bread question. One 
of the peculiarities of bread-baking 
Is that tiie larger throat the colder 
the oven, and It consequently takes 
longer for fermentation to be arrested, 
and there Is greater likelihood of pro­
ducing sour bread. Sour bread has 
been practically unheard of since the 
two and four-pound loaves had -been 
abandoned."

Great Interest Was Shown.
The police court was çertaindy the

“Oh, that’s a bad stand to take,” said 
Magistrate Ellis. “I wouldn’t sleep for 
a week If I thought I had imposed a 
heavy fine on you, and you not guilty."

‘The case against this man Is as clear 
as the noon-day sun,” said Provincial 
Inspector Ayerst. "We can prove him 
guilty on two occasions, and more than 
two. Why, I got liquor at his house 
myself."

Ferguson still insisted on pleading 
guilty thru want of funds, so the fine 
was straightway imposed.
