had been decided.that in future these
should be handled by the central of~
fice of the Neighborhood Workers. ;

The general ®ecretary, F. N. Staple-
ford, spoke on the relation of the
central to the winter program, advis-
ing alertness in all directions, but
concentration on two or three objetts.
He spoke optimistically of ¢onditions
and stated that we now have a gov-
ernment the members of which were
wide open to receive proposals for re-
form. He stated that on the 26th of
the month a conference would be held
to decide upon ' the training that
should be given /to workers on illegi~
timacy. Regarding the matter of de-
sertion of wife ‘and family by hus-
bands, the speaker said the legislation
was good w.ut there was no way of
enforcing it, if a .man went to Mon-
treal said the speaker, there was no
fund to bring him bgck and the wife
would have to provide it.
