NOT A MURDER BUT MERELY
AN ACUTE CASE OF “NERVES”

Siory Of a Tragedy At
.. Springhill Junction

SPRINGHILL, Dec. 10—(Special)—A
murder story started by a man whose
name is unknown is in circulation here.

The story as related is shrouded in con-
siderable mystery but there appears to be
good ground for believing that a tragedy
has occurred within a short distance from
Sprifghill Junction.

The strange report came to the author-
ities from a man who claims that he had
been injured in the woods and was on his
way home when the exciting incidents
took place.

He states that while passing a farm
house occupied by a family named Landry
he saw a man enter and shortly after was
;%rtled to hear the report of a pistol.

wd. A woman was seen to emerge from

kept on his way. However, as soon as he
arrived home he had the matter reported
to the proper authorities who on receiving
the word, immediately started to look into
the affair.

A former deputy sheriff of Springhill
Mines on being questioned said there was
no doubt about the report being true.
The name of the woman who appeared at
the door is said to be Bertha Williams, a
somewhat noted character, who has been
arrested on three different occasions on
serious charges. No further particulars
could be obtained.

. AMHERST, N. 8.—Dec. 10—(Special)—
The reported double murder near Spring-
hill Junction created & sensation in Am-
herst today. Officers Jones and Pipes arm-
ed with a warrant for the apprehension of
the murderer left at once for the scene of
the reported crime.

The
development of the means of communica-
tién and of traneportation, the growing
mse of national consciousness,the exten-
sion of the country’s control over and em-
ployment of the material resources within
§ta territory, the need of concerted or gen-
jeral action on matters having an interest
wider than state lines, all have helped
powerfully to sttengthen the conceptions
making for\increued governmental action.
The operation of these factors has, how-
er, been quickened and accentuated by
ae influence of vigorous and active per-
sonalities, so that for a time the current
reemed to set all one way.
Néw,* however, there are some indita-
ons of a reaction. The material develop-
sent of the country has gone on, and the
agencies making for a drift of government-
al power and activity to the centre have
not epent their force, but of late, here
and | there, individual voices have been
lifted to ask whether the influences help-
ing to an augmentation of governmental
activity need o be accelerated—whether,
éndeed, the need is not rather in the other

A TIME OF FEAR

That was a disagreeable nightmare. The

that everything last night passed so quiet-
iy. The fact is cleat end eéloquent testi-
thohy to the ordely and law-abidihg epir
it of the people of St. John. But we can
get along withotit Such tests in the fntum,
éven if we dfe compelled to take ‘some-
thiig for granted. Possibly somethifig is
owing bto the fact that the street lights
wefe restored early in the evening. Be
fore that occurred thefe was a state of
affairs practically imknéwn to the present
generation, and éeftainly not reassuring
to the tifiid pedestrian, whose lively im:
agifiation might easily people the gioom
of cavernous alleys with footpads and
perils of divers kinds. Two little girle
with a lantern, and three little boys talk-
ing very loudly as’they traversed one of
the stieets, eafly in the evening, were typ-

‘joal of the staté of mind of not a few old-

ér folk. And theén the electric light was
testored, and the nefvous dread of the
darkness passed. There was still ‘the dread
of fire, deepened by the sound of sev-
eral alarms, but in this respect also feats
proved groundless. For, those able to ap-
preciate ‘the humor of an unusual situa-
tion there was mo lack of entertainment,

_but_the laughter rang rather hollow be-

¢ause there was behind it an uncomfort-
able sense of real danger to the commun-
ity. There was this morning a universal
gense of relief, and none will be at all
sager to have the city repeat the experi-
énce of last night. If the civic authori-
ties needed any spur to action in this mat-
ter of providing a water supply that will
ot be subject to interruption surely they
have their lesson.

It has been suggested ¢hat provision
should be made by laying a pipe across the
guspension bridge 'to connect with the
Spruoce Lake supply in case of such an efn-
éfgency as that of yesterday and today,
The Times does not khow t6 what extént
this may be practicable, but in view of
present conditiois precautionary measures
of some kind are absolitely necessary.

No doubt the notmal supply from Loch
Lomond will be available again in a com-
paratively few hours, but there is no guar-
antee that the old pipe, which should ner-
ér have been trusted, will not burst again
and again, and such an occurrence during
a mid-winter blizeard would, as the Times
observed yesterday, prove calamitous.
Pipes all over the city would freeze and
burst and the conditions become infinitely
womse than they were yesterday. The
members of the council will, of course,
have this thought in mind in their discus-
slon of the situation. Were this the
@pring instead of the winter season, there
would be less fear of results; but with
the worst season of the year upon us the
necessity for a prudent coumse of ‘action
besomes inﬁnitd;; more urgent and press-

GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP

Further evidence of the success of gov:
ernment ownership of railways comes from
Victoria, Australia. We quote from the
Toronto News:

“Mr. Thomas Tait, Mr. W. Fitzpatrick
and Mr. C. Hudson are the commission-
érs in charge of the governmsnt railways
of Victoria. It will be remembered that
Mr. Tait was formerly a high official of
the Canadian Pacifi¢ Railway, and that he
went to Australia to assume the task of
putting the government railways of Vie-
toria on a business footing. The task ba-
fore him was no easy one. The earnings
were not too large and as a result the rail-
ways had been allowed to run déwn.
When he and his associate commis€ichers
took chatge in 1903 they faced éxtravfdin-
dry liabilities of £79576]. These liabili
ties consisted of special loans for renewal
of way, deficieney in rolling stock, beélated
repairs and deficency in stores. Besides
this, of course, they had interest charges
to meet on a heavy capital. The first year
of operation under the commission pro-
duced a surplus of £510. In 19045 this
ihereased to £649. In 10056 the |
was £198,965. Fdt the operating year
1906-7 the surplus has soared to 1:3279,133
The expenditiite for maintenance of way
has increased from £131 per mile ih 1902-3
to £174 per mile in 19067, and there has
been a large addition to the rolling &tock.
On the 30th of June last all the extraor-
dinary liabilities had besn wiped out with
the exception of some $£17,000. The mile-
age open for traffic is 3,401. The total
capital expenditure’ has been over £42,-
000,000. Government Ownership of Rail-
ways and operation of them by an inde-
penidenit - commission is proviiig slicvessful
in Victotia.” 3

TWO FIRES

LAST NIGHT|

1Much Excitement Created But

Damage Done Was Slight.

The breaking out of fire. under yester

| day’s water famine conditions, was the

cvent most dreaded and when the bells
pealed out their warning last night for a
North End blage there was consterpation
which was added to when, soon aftér, two
more alarms came in from other boxes.

The first fire was not serious but the
pecond alarm was rung in for a blaie
which threatened the principal business
and residence district of the North End.
Had it not been that chemical engine Nu.
2 was charged ready for use, and only a
short distance away,.it i8 hard to telt
what would have happened.

The fire was discovered ih a house at
445 Main street owned by Henry Maher
and occupied as a residence and by Mise
Campbell as a millinery store and by
three families. In an instant the place
was in flames but the chemical did its
work quickly and saved the situation. If
the chemical had not been on hand the
only other alternative would have been to
draw’ water from Hilyard’s pond by . the
use of three engines and to arrange this
would have teken considerable time,

The first fite occurred in the residence
of a colored man named Hector on the
Bpar Cove road. Some sparks ignited a
met and an alarm was rung in. The
North End department tufned out but by
the time the house was reached the flames
had been sinothered and the firemen  re-
turned.

While coming down Main street, C. F.
Brown, disttiet engineer, noticed flames in
Miss Campbell’s ‘millinery eftablishment
and ran in to Shotft’s grocery store to
bele&!)noné the fire stations. John Liloyd,
of Douglas aveniue, was ahead of him,how-
evér, and rahg in the alarm from box 143.
When the bell stiuck the chemical was at
the corner of Main and Elm strects and
the stréam Was on the flames in a ‘few
seconds. Just before the water was turn-
ed oh, the situation looked dangerous. The
inflathmable material in the store went
quiekly and after Mz, Lloyd kicked in the
door the blaze flamed out over the side-
walk and the fire looked like spreading.
The chemival, however, did great work and
the flames were under eontrol in less than
five minutes. The windows were broken
and the whole inside of the shop gutted.

| The entire stock of hats and millinery

supplies was destroyed and considerable
damage was done ‘to the fixtures and ceil-
ing of the-building.

The origin of the tire seems to have been
mysterious. - Miss Campbell had left the
shop only a few minutes when the fire was
discovered and she says she left no light
burning and but ordinary fire in the stove.
Bhe places the loss at $1,000 and she car-
ries about $500 insurance with Wm. Thom-
son & Ce.

MARITIME CENSUS

It Shows a Great Increase In
Stock and Tilled Land In Last
Six Years.

' T e
Ottawa, Déb. D—A bulletin of the een-
sus and statistics departments giving com-
parative statements for 1907 and 1001 of
field crops and live stock in the maritime
provinces was issued today. New Bruns-
wick had this year 1,087,626 acres of land
in crop, an increase of 192,831 acres, as
compargd with 1001; Nova Bcotia, 883,472
acres in crop, an mcrease of 163,306 acres,
and Prince Edward Island 504,228 acres,
an increase of 57,134 acres.

New Brunswick now has 24,60 acres of
land in crop for every 100 acres occupied,
as compared with 10.31 in 1901; Nova
Scotia 17.40 acres in crop out of every 100
acres occupied, as compared with 14.18 in
1901, and Prince Edward Island 42.26, as
compared with 37.46 acres.

In respect to live stock the bulletin
shows an increase during the past six
years of 22,714 cows, 69,920 shéep and
40,848 swine in New Brunswick; 15417
cows, 106,391 sheep and 32,706 swine in
Nova Scotia; and 7,381 swine in Prince Ed-
ward Island.

There was a decrease of 2,508 cows and
13,973 sheep in Prince Edward Island dur-
ing the six years.

PUBLIC SCHOOL
SAVINGS BANKS

Some Idea of Their Usefulness

Given by Inspector Hughes
in Reply to Criticism.

’

\ (Toronto News.)

~ While as a tule the pian of school sav-
ings banks meets with endorsation every-
where as tending to encourage thrift, some
objections afé¢ raised, as witness this from
a paper in Northérn Omntatio:

| “There is upwards of $60,000 in saVings
in the Toronte banks. The queer featiire
of this is that the fact is poated 6 with
pride. Iy is qlite easy to understand this
in the City of Torento where religious pie-
tures ate turned to the wall, the life-size
portrait of the doHar mark should be in
front of the pupils from the primary class
to the .hxghest rade. But outgide of To-
rohto it is diffienlt to tundefetand how
school trustees can Iehd themselves to sush
a peiversion of the aims of education.
Sifely the money greed has not got inbo
the smallsr cities to the extent of school
teachers layitig a8ide school books to at-
tend $o pass books! | ¥et that is pragtical-
ly what the pehny banks in the schools
mean,; - y teach.childyen to wership: the
dollar, bo be misetly antl mean, and to be
énvious and money jealous?”

Most people who have watched the
working of the school eavings banks in
Toronto and eleewhere will entirely dis-
sent from this view, James L. Hughes,
chief inspector, in discussing this subject,
pointed out that it was not miserliness for
a child to save money that Wwoild other-
wise be foolishly spent on some useless,
_pusslbly harmful thing, in order to speht
it on some worthy object. As illustrating
what the banks ate doifig, he stated ‘that
about this time of the yeat there are us-
ually_ pretty heavy withdrawals.

This year he requested the teachers i
eharge of the banks tb find out in & gen-
eral way what usé the childien intetided
to make of the withdrawals. It was found
that in many chses the children intended
to buy warm clothing or underclothing;
some Wefe going to buy ¢oal, sofie an ar-
ticle of furniture and so on. In some ia-
stances a father had been enabled to statt
in busifiess in a small way with the help
of the dceumulations in the school bank.
In one case two boys had beén able, with

payment on a small house and lot, and go
on. Mr. Hughes thought it was impos-
aible to estimate the amount of added com-
fort given to the people, amtl especially to
the children of Torento, these winters,
through sums saved in small amounts from
what would otherwise be foolish expendi-
tiire, and dévoted to comfofts that would
otherwize be unobtainable.
