RUSSIAN SITUATION NOT GOOD

Fear for Life of Gevernment and’
Little Chance of Effective Mili-
tary Action for Long Time—
Austria Said to Be Actively
Secking Separate Peace

Along the entire front in Macedonia,
from Monastir to Lake Doiran, a dis-
tance of about 100 miles, the allies have
opened a great offensive. On every sec-
tion of the line General Sarrail’s artil-
lery is roaring day and night, but the
campaign 15 in its initial phase and there
is little to indicate as yet where the
main attempt at an advance will be
made. g

Bitter fighting is proceeding in the
bend of the Cerna River and in the
neighborhood of the Vardar, the two
points on the Macedonian front where
the wild barbarows country of moun-
taing and sterile deserts is broken by
fertile valleys. Military critics are agreed
that it is upon these valleys that the al-
lied forces must force a way but the
operations have not advanced far enough
to indicate which is the chosen point of
attack.

Another Great Drive in West

In France the deadlock continues, but
behind the fighting line the Allies are
massing men and guns for another tre-
mendous blow such as that which hroke
the Hindenburg line and loosened the
grip of the Germans on Champagne.
General Maurice, chief director of Brii-
ish military operations, announces that
the coming drive will be mightier
force and extent than those which open-
ed the battles of Arras and the Som-
me and the indications are that the blow
will not be long delayed.

All Not Well in Russia

The comparative lull on the fighting
front in France has once more directed
attention to the political situation, which
appears to be rapidly reaching a erisis
or rather a series of crisises. The news
from Russia is increasingly gloomy in
| nature and it becomes more and more 4
question whether the provisional gov-
ernment can weather the storm which
has been precipitated by the radical so-
cialists and visionaries. In any event
there seems little likelihood of amy ef-
fective military action on the part of
Russia for a long time to come.

From Austria come renewed reports
of a desire on the part of the govern-
ment to break the shackles imposed upon
it by Berlin. An Austrian commission
is reported on its way to Switzerland
with the object of opening negotiations
with France for a separale peace.

Bulgar Report

London, Mdy 11.—Furious assaults
along practically the entire Bulgar-Ger-
man line in Macedonia by the Allied
forces are reported in a very long and
detailed Bulgarian official report issued
on Thursday. The report claims the
repulse of all attacks but says that the
most violent artillery action is proceed-
ing day and nlght.

In the neighborhood of Makova, about
thirteen miles northeast of Monastir, the
Bulgarians say that a viggrous attack
was opened after a heavy bombardment
but collapsed with heavy losses. It was
followed - by another attack which, the
report says, was completely shattered.

Farther to the east the Allies assault-
ed the Bulgarian lines in the direction of
Stravina and Gradeshnmitsa, but all at-
tacks, according to Sofia, were repulsed.

SUFFRAGGE IN FRANCE.

(Halifax Echo.)

The French women who have been for
eleven years fighting for recognition as
full citizens of their country won their
full real victory last month with the
promise, made by the parliamentary
committee on suffrage, that the end of
the war will open all municipal eléctions
to women who have passed the age re-
quirement to be set by amendment to
the suffrage bill, already .approved in
committee. In accepting the measure the
committee announced at the same time
its decision that women could not serve
as senatorial delegates. The struggle of
the women of France for equality at the
polls began in 1906. - After a series of
minor triumphs, wrested one by one by
continuous effort in 1914 they had suc-
ceeded in influencing parliament to grant
lutime for debdte on a bill giving women
the right to vote at municipal council
elections. The war put all matters aside
but itself, and for more than two years
the cause of woman suffrage was ob-
scured by the problems of national de-
fence. Tt is the problem of reconstruc-
tion after the war which has again
brought it to the fore.. This reconstruc-
tion, it is averred, will be impossible
without-the concerted help of the wo-
men. Besides, sentiment is strong for
rewarding the great work done now for
the war by the women, the “home
ar%v.” Hence the pledge now given by
parfiament as to itsimction after the war.

Severed Asm Replaced

A man who is working at-the British
royal mint has been the subject of one
of the most remarkable operations ever
performed. His arm was cut through
completely in two places and a portion
was taken out. The severed arm was
replaced, and the limb is now in work-
ing'order, The man is David Ballantine,
a son-in-law of James O’Grady, M.P.,
and a former lance-corporal in the East
Surreys. In the fighting at Loes, in
September, 1915, a shell fragment smash-
ed a part of his upper arm between the
shoulder and the elbow, and cut into
bis ‘body, driving out a portion of his
ribs, He was takén up by the Germans
and eventually sent home with a batch
of ‘wounded prisoners and brought to
Millbank Hospital. His case was
brought to the notice of a distinguished
surgeon at the Middlesex Hospital, who
ahout four enonths ago performed the
operation, which was so successful that,

Today's’ ¢ables ~ tell us that a great
drive in":Macedonia has begun. The
Allics. are striking hard along a hundred
mile front.* This is welcome news from
a quarter from which encouraging Te-
ports have long been anxiously awaited.
The news is.the more welcome because
of the unfortunate situation along the
Russian front. where action has been
paralyzed as a result of the Russian
revolution. There is still cause for a
good deal of anxiety over the Russian
Atuation. Tt may be hoped that Gen.
Sarrail has the men and the guns to
enable him to drive steadily forward on
the Macedonian front.

.On the French front the advantage is
still with the British and French, and
the constant bringing up of new Ger-
man divisions proves that von Hinden-
burg is using up his reserves and suffer-
ing very heavy losses. The disagreeable
fact remains that he is not retreating,
but stubbornly fighting for every inch
of ground. However, we have this as-
surance from Major General Maurice,
the British military director:

“We have kept on going, and we are
going to keep on going. The Arras of-
fensive is much bigger than the Semme,
and our next offensive will be - bigger
than  Arras. Regarding the German
casualtics, it is impossible, of course, to
give figures, but there is no-disputing the
fact that they have been terrible and in-
comparably larger than ours.”

The latest reports on the submarine
campaign show a decrease in the loss
of ships, and this is also an encouraging
featurc of the general situation.

The St. Louis Republic sounds
eheerful note in regard to the menaee of
the submarine.

“Whetreas in the opinion of the
wage workers the government of this
country has not seen fit to take
measures to prohibit the speculators
and combines from cornering the food
markets and thereby causing untold
miseries and almost starvation to the
wage earners and their families of
this dominion, and

“Whereas the governments of other
dominfons have recognized the neces-
sity at the beginning of the war to
protect the interests of the wage
earners by controlling prices of the
necessities of life, thereby enabling
and encouraging the workers of these
dominions to bring this war to a suc-
cessful issue, and

“Whereas in the opinion of the
wage workers of this city the gov-
ernment of this country has utterly
neglected to take action to safeguard
the interests of the wage workers;
therefore be it

“Resolved that this Trades and
Labor Council make arrangements to
call an open mass meeting of the
wage earners of this clty at as early
a date as possible to protest against
the ever increasing and prohibitive
cost of living.

“And be it further resolved, that
we demand that the federal govern-

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Resigns From

Children’s Aid

Rev. W. R. Rebinsan Gives up
Office of Secretary—Expressions
of Regret

The Children’s Aid Society of St.John
last night accepted with profound regret
the resignation of its secretary, Rev. W.
R. Robinson. Ever since the society dis-
pensed with the services of an agent last
summer the work has been done volun-
tarily 'and without a cent of rémunera-
tion, and at times even at financial cost
to himself, by Mr. Robinson, in addition
to his duties as secretary. 'The monthly
reports showing the deplorable condition
of child life in St. John and the very
large amount of valuable work done were
really a record of the work done by Mr.
Robinson in conjunction with the police,
but even these reports, which were such a
revelation to the citizens, did not convey
anything like a full statement of the
work he has done.

In January last Mr. Robinson pointed
out that in justice to his congregation
and himself he could not go on, but
there seemned no way of filling his place,
and the work went steadily on accumu-
lating. The society last night with great
reluctance accepted his resignation as sec-
retary.

Letter of Resignation.

His letter of resignation follows:

To A. M. Belding, President, and Mem-
bers of the Board of Management of
the Children’s Aid Society of the
City and County of St. John:

Dear Co-workers,—It is with profound
regret that circumstances -over which I
have no control compel me to tender
my resignation to you as secretary of our
sfciety. Since the organization of the
society I have had the honor to be your
secretary, and words fail to express the
keen delight and joy that has been mine
In co-operating with you in a small way
ur helping along this the greatest work
of the day.

The work of this office has grown to
such gigantic proportions that T find it
impossible to do justice to the same, and
care for my church and congregation,
who have been very indulgent to me .the
past few years in this connection. Earlv
in January I asked te be relieved of this
work as my health was giving away un-
der the increased demands upon my time
and energies. Of late it has been felt
more burdensome and to continue it as
at present against the counsel of my
medical advisor, in justice to my family
and the church of which I am pastor, 1
must ask that this' resignation be ac-
cepted. :

arrangements to work or to quit.

The Other Side

In explanation of the plans, James
Gilchrist, who is superintending the ar-
rangements for the work of the boys,
said that the length of time the boys
would work would be a matter for in-
dividual arrangemnent. He considered
four months a short enough season if
they are to prove of real value to the
farmers and he though a five tmonth sea-
son would be better.

With regard to_the rule against chang-
ing from .one etqploycr to another, ex-
cept with the permission of the local
committee, he thgnght that some regula-
tion of this nature would be necessary,
both to safeguard the farmer and also
in the interests of the boys themselves.
If any legitimate reason for a change
arose, he did not think there would be
any difficulty in securing the consent of
the local committee.

In reply to a question about remun-
eration for the boys, Mr. Gilchrist said
that the idea of the promoters of the
plan had been that the boys would work
without pay but that he had assured
them that this was neither necessary nor
desirable. The farmers who want help
are willing and anxious to pay for it i}
Boys even of twelve years of age can
make themselves very useful in many
ways around a farm and he thought the
minimum pay allowed for the youngest |
boys would be about $5 a month, in ad- |;
dition to their board, and that as high
as $15 a month would be paid to the
older boys. This, also, would be arrang-
ed according to the circumstances in
