Scuteri, Albania, March 14—There is
one country in Europe where wheat Is
not the staff of life. That country is
Albania, White flour is frowned upon
here. A recent cargo of wheat from the
U. S. had to be given to charity because
there were no buyers. The principal
article of diet is corn meal, prepared
exactly as the North American Indians
used to prepare it.

In his food as well as in his customs
the Albanian feels that what was good
enough for his ancestors is good enough
for him. The staple food among the men
of the hills is corn bread made from
slender cdops of maize grown on the
steep slopes, This is eked out with
milk and eggs and occasionally a fowl,
while on fete days a sheep is killed. l

Notice of Motion in the Legis-
lature Given by Yarmouth
Member.

Halifax, N. S., March 14—A slimly at-
tended local house could not supply so
much as one thrill for the galleries yes-|
terday afternoon.

THINKS US, SHOULD
TAKE HOLD NOW

Play the Role of Umpire in
Europe, Says Repington.

Britain Has Done Share, but
Now That She is Involved,
Time Opportune for “Fin-
ancial Colossus” to Take
Over the Job.

(Canadian Press.)

Toronto, March 14—The United States
is in the best position of all nations to
play the role of umpire in Europe, said
Col. C. A. Repington, a well known
English military eritic, in an address here
last night. He was billed to speak on
“Personalities in Europe,” but he stuck
pretty close to economic problems.

Great Britain had done its share as
umpire and banker for other nations,
was the opinion of the colonel, and now
that she was involved in difficulties in
India, Egypt, South Africa, and Ireland,
the time seemed opportune for the fin-
ancial colossus of North America to take
over the job.

He estimated that the United States
had about fifty per cent of the world
gold locked up in its vaults, at present
largely unprodictive.” He was forced to
the conclusion that the world would have
to return to the gold standard and that
the issue of paper currency would have
to cease.

Colonel Repington feared the smaller
nations of Europe could not carry out
the disarmament programme literally un-
til the Russian situation was cleaned up.
Speaking of the position of France, he
said that country had the military su-
periority now, but twenty years hence
the order might be reversed and super-
jority might be with Germany. He seem-
ed to think that a great mass of the bet-
ter class people of Germany still enter-
tained hopes of the restoration of the
monarchy. He said they regarded the
monarchy as the emblem of authority
and as the only mediim for the success-
ful combatting of the' machinations of
the socialists.

= CLAIMS THTLETO

AL TLANTE O

Deéééndénts of a Brewer of
Penn’s Time Seek Land
Worth Hundreds of Mill-

ions.

Atlantic City, N. J., March 14. —
Claim has been filled in the Atlantic
county court by descendants of John
Budd, a Philadelphia brewer of Penn’s
time, for title to practically the entire
island on' which Atlantic City is situat-
and much of the .mainland. The
value of the land runs into the hundreds
of million of dollars. The claim is based
on a royal grant of the land — 15,000
acres of it— made in 1695 by Queen
Anne.

A corporation is being formed, which
250 descendants of Budd have already
agreed to join, to contest in the courts.
The most active figure in it is Mrs.
Elizabeth 'Clark of 12 North St. David’s
Piace, Chelsea, who will preside at a
meeting of {he descendants in Pleasant-
ville on March 18, at which plans for
the prosecution of the claims will be
made.

The claims, it is understood, are based
on:the contention thac some clauses in
the original grant was not complied with
by the various syndicates which pur-
chased the land from the immediate
descendants of Budd.

“I have talked to many who hold
parts of this property,” Mrs. Clark said
today, “and they have frankly admitted
their title was not sound, but laughed
at me when I talked of making a claim
in the courts. They said it would cost
more than any descendant could afford
to prosecute the claim, but by organie-
ing the descendants we will be able to
finance a legal battle for our rights.”

The land claimed includes Absecon
Island, on which are Atlantic City,
Chelsea, Ventnor, Margate City and
Longport, and also the mainland near
Somers Point, that part of it on which
Fgg Harbor City is located, and many
rural districts. The value of this terri-
tory can be judged from the fact that
several beach front hotel properties
alone are valued at over $2,000,000 for
the land.

Mrs. Clark is seeking the posterity of
twelve immediate descendants of John
Budd. They are: Daniel, William,
Thomas and James Adams, John
Adams, Sr., and John Adams, Jr., Daniel
and John Martin, John Boine, Nicodg-
mus Lake, Absalom Smith, James and
Andrew Steelman. All of the descend-
ants now organized live on the main-
land or Absecon Island.

A RINGING CHALLENGE.

The challenge thrown down to the
Rotary Club yesterday by Miss Meikle-
john of the public health service is &
challenge to every citizen of St. John,
but especially to those who have the in-
fluence to 'bring about the needed re-
forms, Whether we relish plain speaking
or not the ‘time for plain speaking has
come, Why talk sbout bringing in
immigrants when we let 187 out of every
thousand infants die before they. are &
year old? In London, Ontario, the rate
is about 80 ‘per thousand, and in New
Zealand 42, with as low as 82 in some
cases. Associated with and responsibie
for the conditions in’St, John Miss
Meiklejohn ‘mentions the slums, the lack
of a system of destnoying garbage, im-
pure milkc and the lack of proper nurs-
ing care of -infants. The baby clinics
or oconferences have done much for in-
fant welfare, but must be increéased in
number and the public nursing service 8o
enlarged as to enable the clinics to reach
the infants of whom.only.a comparatively.
small proportion are now treated, But

the clinics cannot cope with the housing
conditions, the garbage question or the'

milk supply. It is for the men of the
Rotary Club and the citizens at large to
deal with these matters. Miss Meikle.
john protests against & pessimistic spirit
which she finds in this city, Every man
she has talked with seems to have sald
that the housing conditions cannot be im-
proved. Her advice is for these and
other ‘men to make a tour of the slum
areas, and she is convinced that if they
do they will assert that the conditions
must and can be improved, as has been
the case elsewhere. The placid self-
complacency which says that things are
not so bad after all is & sousce of .grave
injury. to the community. - :
" Referring again to the urgent need of
infant welfare work and the care of
children generally, a speaker before the
Toronto Rotary Club recently ‘said that
70 per cent. of the 70,000 children at-
tending school in Toronto’ had defective
teeth, and that 75 per cent. of men forty
years of age have physical defects that
oould - have been overcome in childhood,
The digregard of the physical state of
the child costs the state far more than
the most expensive health department. It
may be hoped that the Rotaty Club of
St, John will not disregard the appeal
made. The Commercial Club gathered
data with regard to housing and might
well pursue the enquiry and make recom-
mendations. The questions of pure milk
and garbage disposal should interest the
members of the city council, and regard-
ing the latter Commissioner Frink made
some timely observations yesterday.

Herbert Phillips Declares
Most Important Issue is

cudsion was the question of the policy
to e adopted in working up the hydro-
electric developments of New Bruns-
"mmx, declared Herbert Phillips, qhmr—
wan of the Citizens’ committee in the
course of an address at a meeting of the
Comimercial Club in their rooms in

Prince William street last evening at
which R, A. McAvlty, the president,
was in the chair.

To get cheap electricity people must
use it, said Mr. Phillips. Because dis-
tribution costs greatly exceeded generat-
ing costs, the real problém was not one
of generating electricity but of market-
ing it. That problem could be solved
only when those marketifig the electtici=
ty were public-spirited, courageous, fin-
ancially capable and withcjt any intet-
est to serve other than the interests of
the community, Mr. Phillips declared.

Before a community depending upon
electricity could be built up, the electrici-
ty must be made safe from intervention,
Mr. Phillips continued. The business of
bringing power into the hanufactory
was just as much the business of the
state as building the road over which the
manufactured product was hauled away.

IR ADAM BECY
NSWERS REPORT

Upholds Hydro and Says
Montreal Rates are Twice
as High as Toroénto’s.

(By Canadian Press.)
Toronto, March 14—*“His comparisons
are all wrong,” said Sir Adam Beck,

chairman of the Ontario Hydro-Power
Commission, today, in commenting on
the report of William S. Murray to the
National Electric Light . Association of
Anmerica, which was published yesterday
in New York and which held that power
prices were lower in the United States
and in Quebec under private ownership

ownership of hydro-power.

Sir Adam declares that the prices in
the Murray report, which are alleged to
be lower than Ontario power costs, are
wholesale prices for delivery at the scene
of production. The aim of the Ontario
Commission has been to supply, the small
consumer over as wide a range as pos-
sible, and power was now being deliver-
ed 250 miles from the generating plant.
This, said Sid Adam, was a different
proposition from delivering to large cus-
tomers near the scene of production.

Sir Adam continued:

“When the American corporations de-
veloping power in the Niagara district

:
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90 per cent. of the power they developed
was used locally by large plants, and
only 10 per cent. was available for the
' | general public.

“In the Niagara district in Intario we
have 175 municipalities co-operating and
receiving a supply of power. No com-
pany ever tried to distribute power over
so wide an area in the states as we have
in Ontario.” .

_Sir Adam declared that his commission
carried power from Niagara to Windsor,
a distance of 250 miles, and undersold
Detroit, just across the river; also Buf-
falo, thirty miles from Niagara power,
was paying twice as much for power as
the rate prevailing in Toronto, eighty
miles from “Niagara.

Comparing Toronto and Montreal, Sir
Adam said the Montreal consumer was

paying double the Toronto rate. i
