HAD A HARD TIME

Men on Schooner From Nova
Scotia Were Two Weeks Adrift
With Decks Awash—Canadian

London, Oct. 28—Fifteen boys from the
training ship Exmouth have been selected
to join the Canaaian navy.

The Earl of Banfully, at a meeting of
the Atlantic, Quebec and Western Rail-

successful opening of the railway.

The four men rescued and brought here
by the steamer Commodore, from the
schooner Florence ILeland, bound from
Nova Scotia to Philadelphia, as before re-
ported, had a hard time of it. They were
a fortnight adrift with deck awash and
provisions uneatable. An Italian schooner
passed close by, but paid no attention to
signals of distress.

An enterprising milkman .offered Mr.
Wotring $100 for his crop, the offer being
accepted.  Nince then the milkman has
picked 284 baskets of choice fruit, which
he sold at an average of $1.06 a basket, or
a total of $283.16.

8t. Petersburg, Oct. 28—The first im-
portant business of the fourth session of
the third Duma to open today, will - be
consideration of a bill introducing univer-|
sal primary education as it has been elab-{
orated by the cabinet. This hLas already
been considered by the Duma committee
and, while some differences has arigen with
respect to language in non-Russian regions,
its passage is assured. The committee re-
port calls attention to the progress al-
ready made in the budget of the ministry
of education, which has quadrupled since
the establishment of the Duma.

The programme also includes important,
financial and agrarian legislation in the
1911 budget, but the political bills relat-
ing to freedom of speech and of the press,
personal inviolability, and martial law will

Washington Orchard Record Be-

lieved to Be Unsurpassed —
Value Placed at §100,000

Spokane, Wash., Oct. 28—Pomona ranch
of 100 acres at Dayton, Wash., in the{
Touchet valley, south of Spokane, yieldedi
120 carloads of standard winter apples this!
season, which is believed to Dbe a record!
for an orchard of this extent. The yield
is 200 per cent greater than in 1909.

The apples are free from blemishes and
a careful examination showed but one
wormy -apple for each 1,000. The acre av-
| erage was 750 bushels from seventy trees,
| though individual acres run as high as 830
!boxes. The owners paid $25,000 for pick-
ling and packing and boxes, and it is esti-|
| mated it will cost $35,000 to transport the
icrop to eastern markets. The commercial
value of the yield is placed at $100,000,

POVERTY

Some very interesting addresses were de-

" livered at the annual meeting of the As-
sociated Charities last eveming.  Despite
the fact that St.John in a general way was
wever more prosperous than at the pres’-
ent time, it is true that there is also much
poverty. When one asks the cause, the
answers are as various as the individuals
who are questioned. And yet it is prob-
able that the cause might fairly be sum-
med up in one word—-selfishness. There
Is* the selfishness of the individual in good
rircumstances who never concerns himself
wbout the poverty of his neighbor or the
conditions which make that poverty more
wretched. There is also the selfishness
of the individual who is poor but refuses
to make an honest effort to earn his own
living so long as he can impose upon
others; and whose conduct tends to hard-
tn the feelings of those naturally well-
disposed toward the unfortunate. The rem-

edy, then, must take account of the moral :

as well as the material.  When those who
have an abundance and those who have
little or nothing apply moral principles to
‘material conditions the problem will be
solved. Lord Rosebery put the case in
a nutshell in a recent speech on the nation-
alization of the land. He said:—

“I should try and begin by nationaliz-
ing some moral principle. Let us begin
by nationalizing a little honesty, for ex-
ample. Let us begin by nationalizing fair
dealing between man and man. Let us
try to begin by nationalizing our duty
to our neighbor. If we begin by national-
izinz these moral principles, I, for one,
shall not be afraid of any legislative or
financial proposals which may be brought
forward by any government.”

The condition of the poor man can only
be permanently improved when he does it
for himself. Others may give the oppor-
tunity. They may enable him to change
his environment, but they cannot give him
lasting prosperity. He must be in a sense
independent, or he will fall back as fast
as he is lifted up. Changed environment
is merely a new opportunity. Mr. Vivian
has told us how much the children of Port
Sunlight are physically superior to those
of the slums of Liverpool, and along with
healthier physical development goes growth
of mental power and moral fibre. This
illustrates the importance of a better en-
vironment which makes it easier for the
individual to do what is riéht and to
avoid the excesses and vices which lead
downward to }Jovert‘\" and degradation.

TREE DISTRIBUTION

The Demand for Government

Trees Continues to Increase
(Forestry Branch Bulletin, Ottawa).
The work of free tree distribution to

homesteaders on the prairies inaugurated
in 1901 by the forestry branch of the
department of the Interior has made steady
growth, and by the 1909 report of the
Superintendent of Forestry (included in
the annual report of the Department of
the Interior, lately issued), is shown to
be still on the increase.

For some years past the number of trees
distributed each spring has been in the
neighborhood of two and a half millions.
The nursery station at Indian Head, Sask,
has reached almost its capacity, and if
the distribution is to be enlarged the nur-
sery capacity must be corespondingly in-
creased.

In the spring of 1909, 2,570,000 trees
were sent to 2,010 applicants. In the
. spring of 1910 about the same number of
| trees was sent to 3.173 applicants.

Land Keguiations.

NY Person who 1s the svie head of a

family or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan, or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Domin’io}i “Lands
Agency or Sub-Agency ‘for ‘the /!district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister
of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
vears, A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead qu a farm at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied
by him or by his father, mother, soun,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.00
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months in
each of six years from date of homestead
entry (including) the time required to earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty
acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts.

Tome relief agen-
cies, child-caring. societies, -the campaign-
ers against tuberculosis and, insanity, find
intemperance their chief enemy. Yet few
social workers, Mr. Folks ®mplains, real-
ly enter upon the tasks fitted for deal-

measures ave einphasized to the exclusion
of any other. “I'he citizen who goes wrong
once is imprisoned with habitual criminals
and treated like an habitual drunkard. The
‘five dollars or. five days’ theory brings
with it, all the evil eflfects’ of the 'short
sentence. - In ‘our oveterowded courts the
judge has not time to investigate the ar-
raigned: person’s vocation or ‘habits. A
graphic table “showing an extraordinary
variance in the policies of the various
magistrates sitting ‘in the same court is
part of ‘the ‘Burvey's’ exhibit.

Out of all this confusion and dissatis-
faction came the law passed last year by
the ILegislature creating a Board of Ineb-
riety of five members appointed by the
Mayor, which will have entire supervision
of the problem of public intoxieation, the
Commissioners of Charities and Correction
sitting with it ex-officio. It cannot be put
into operation until approved by the Board
of Estimgte and Apportionment, but it
has seemed practical, humane ,and econo-
mical to (fovernor Hughes, and Mayor
Gaynor. In brief, this plan provides sup-
ervision or probation for the new or oe-
casional offender. Field officers are pro-
vided who shall also act ‘as parole offi-
cials for those about to he discharged
from the farm colony, as well as proba-
tion officers for those placed in their charge
by the court. This .principle of proba-
tionary oversight is comparatively recent
in application, but, says Mr. Bailey, ‘the
results obtained in Massachusetts, New
York, and other States. are 0
satisfactory that the principle may now be
said to have passed the experimental stage’
So far as the industrial colony is con-
cerned, the best medical authorities are
unanimous in their belief in this form of
treatment—abundance of light and fresh
air, outdoor work, therapeutic baths, and
careful supervision by picked persons of
special qualifications. There will, of course
be segregation at the farm of refractory,
advanced and incipient cases.

But the reform farm is obviously only
a step forward.
