RURAL DISTRICTS AND HEALTH.

Political opponents of Hon. Dr. Rob­
erts have sought to convey the impres­
sion that the public health act is a quite 
unnecessary burden upon the people of 
the rural districts. The fact is that in­
vestigation has proved in this and other 
countries that in proportion to popula­
tion the ravages of tuberculosis, typhoid 
fever, diphthei^i and some other dis­
eases are greater in those dis­
tricts than in the cities. In­
deed the whole trend of the modem 
health movement is to carry to the rural 
districts the benefits of trained nursing 
and cottage hospitals, with active offi­
cers to co-operate with physicians and 
look after sanitation and other matters

To help these nations to live we are in 
turn obligated by the Ideals and pro­
grammes with which we entered the 
war. If we fought to free the peoples 
under the Hapsburg yoke, If we fought 
to restore Poland, if we fought to make 
the world safe for democracy, then It is 
our inescapable duty not to let Austria, 
Csecho-Slovaka, Poland and the Ukraine 
perish. The task is a formidable one, 
but it is not one to paralyse our ener­
gies with the fear of failure. If only 
America will show the way, the rest of 
the world will follow.”

Mr. Davison points out that Italy, 
France, Britain and Belgium, despite 
their own great task of reconstruction, 
are lending aid and it is for the United 
States to fulfil her duty. He makes it 
clear that the danger to America Itself 
is not remote if present conditions go on 
from bad to worse; and we can readily 
see what might happen if typhus should 
break the bounds of Central Europe and 
move westward. The economic pros­
tration which has overtaken that vast 
area can only be removed by help on an 
enormous scale; and so Mr. Davison 
would have congress appropriate $500,- 
000,000 and place the administration In 
the hands of a committee of the ablest 
men the nation can command for the 
service.

The senate foreign relations 
committee has rejected President Wil­
son’s proposal for an American mandate 
over Armenia. The game of politics 
goes merrily on. A resolution to recog­
nize the Irish republic was defeated by 
•Str one vote in the House committee 
on foreign affairs. The congressmen are 
apparently more eager to meddle with 
the affairs of the United Kingdom than 
to preserve their own dignity, declare 
peace with Germany and assume their 
rightful responsibility with other nations 
In bringing peace to the Near East. 
Meanwhile the League of Nations com­
mission on plans for the formation of 
an international court of justice will meet 
shortly at the Hague, and the United 
States will take no part- It is an ex­
traordinary situation, and arises, so far 
as the United States is concerned, from 
the assumed exigencies of partisan poli­
tics. It cannot be believed that the 
American people as a whole approve of 
a policy of selfish aloofness, following 
the part their country took in the war, 
and in view of the causes proclaimed 
for their entry into the great struggle. 
The permanence of that very civilization 
and that world-peace for which they 
fought demand that they reject a policy 
of isolation, and assume their share of 
the burdens now borne by their allies.

CENTRAL EUROPE’S TRAGEDY.
A very tragic story is that which is 

told by Mr. Henry P. Davison, chair­
man of the Board of Governors of the 
League of Red Cross Societies, to the 
American people, relative to conditions 
in the area between the Baltic, Black 
and Adriatic Seas. Famine and fever 
are decimating the people, children are 
dying in thousands, and there is little or 
no medical skill or medical supplies, or 
even food available in many sections of 
that part of Central Europe. The New 
York Evening Post says:

"The Red Cross and the services of 
Individuals have done their best to cope 
with destitution and disease now ravag­
ing the peoples of Europe on a scale for 
which modem history has no parallel.
But when Poland counts her typhus 
cases by the quarter million, when half 
the population of the Ukraine is swept 
with typhoid and influenza, when Vienna 
is ravaged with tuberculosis, when 
Budapest must feed Jialf of her school 
children, it is not charity that is de­
manded but restoration. We must cure, 
not typhus in Poland, but Poland itself.

RECOMMENDATIONS 
OF JURY FOLLOWING 

FATALITY HERE IfA CLEARING SALE OF

Beautiful Suit Blouses
A coroner’s jury, with Dr. William 

Warwick presiding, met in the court 
room, Germain street, last night to con­
sider the circumstances surrounding the 
death of Maurice Downing, on the night 
of May 19, last. After listening to evi­
dence which occupied more than two 
hours, the following finding was re­
turned:

“We, the jury empanelled to inquire 
into the death of Maurice Downing, do 
find that the deceased, while in an in­
toxicated condition, fell over the North 
wharf and his death in the General Pub­
lic hospital was caused by suffocation 
from drowning, on May 19, 1920; and we 
recommend that the officers of the St. 
John police department should receive 
instruction in rendering first aid and we 
further recommend that the pulmotor be 
kept in the same station with the ambu­
lance, and those in charge be fully in­
structed in the use of it; and further, 
that a doctor at all times be in atten­
dance at the General Public hospital. 
(Signed) J. C. Berrie, foreman ; Roy S. 
Potts, Daniel Jackson, Howard W. Phin- 
ocy, William Crabbe, George H. Mc­
Laughlin. Ernest J. Todd.”

Cecelia M. Gleason, night supervisor 
at the General Public Hospital, told of 
trying to resuscitate Downing, but there 

little hope as he was cot breathing 
except for slight signs of respiration 
above the lower regions of the chest. She 
said there was no doctor in the hospital 
at the time, and frequently this has hap­
pened. Dr. H. L. Abramson submitted 
his report in which he said death was 
caused by suffocation through drowning. 
Sergeant Detective Power told of being 
called to the scene of the accident and 
found Downing and Mariner in the 
water and Cogswell in a drunken condi­
tion trying to effect a rescue. He said 
he did not know where ihe pulmotor 

kept and had never received any in­
structions • how to run it. Henry B. 
Young told of hearing the cries for help 
and rushed down, jumped <n the water 
and rescued the two men. Downing was 
unconscious, he said- Patrick Mariner 
told of the three men drinking gin and 
that they had given another man $10 to 
get more liquor, but while they were 
walking along the wharf to see what 
had become of him the accident hap-

He said that there was an equation 
existing between the hospitals and the 
general public. The hospital asks the 
people for financial assistance, good will 
and support and in return it is expected 
to give the best possible treatment to the 
patient. The idea of hospital standard­
ization is an effort to see that the hos­
pitals give the right sort of care to every 
man, woman or child who enters its 
wards. It works towards making it pos­
sible for doctors to carry out the highest 
traditions of the profession and bring all 
hospitals up to the highest standard of 
efficiency possible. While laying down 
a set of fundamental principles for the 
general supervision of the work, how­
ever, it does not aim to destroy the in­
dividuality either of the institution or 
the members of its staff.

The doctor said that this fall—prob­
ably in October—it was planned to pub­
lish a list of the hospitals in America 
of 100 beds or more whicji could guar­
antee good service to the public. Three 
principal requirements would be de­
manded of these institutions:—

First, that they hold regular staff 
meetings to analyze the character of the 
work done during the previous period, 
taking into consideration the circum­
stances of each case handled, and draw­
ing whatever lessons are to be derived 
from the experience of each member of 
the staff.

Second, the keeping of a case record 
system, in which the diagnosis, treat­
ment and «result of all cases will be in­
cluded and,

Third, the maintenance of an adequate 
laboratory service, through which all 
cases can be analyzed.

England .Can Pay Her Way.

The official statistics of British trade 
for 1919 show a gain in both imports 
and exports, with some tendency,though 

yet slight, for exports to gain on im­
ports. On a relative basis, imports in 
January, 1920, increased 125 per cent 
over the imports of January, 1919 (from 
about £47,000,000 to about £106,000,000), 
whereas exports increased about 36 per 
cent (or from about £135^)00,000 to about 
£183,000,000.) Much of this increase, on 
both sides, is doubtless merely price in­
flation. Yet the very large increase in 
exports is justly creating confidence on 
the other side, particularly inasmuch as 
the increase shown in the totâT figures 
is even more strikingly shown in some 
of the staple British exports, particu­
larly in textiles. It is to be remembered, 
too, that with the large volume of Brit­
ish capital abroad and her shipping 
earnings, an excess of her merchandise 
imports is still the normal and logical 
expectation. All in all, it appears 
tain that Great Britain is fully able to 
pay her way, and that her position will 
steadily improve.

“We young men of Mexico and with us 
all those who know this country have 
realized that unless foreign capital and 
immigration be encouraged to go Into 

country and develop the natural re­
sources, these resources arc lost to the 
world,” he said. "Those men who are 
willing to come to us, bringing with 
them the necessary capital to help them­
selves by helping us to develop our 
lands, our mines and all our natural re­
sources, will not go in and settle in a 
country in which they are not proper­
ly protected by the laws. We know how 
the United States_hns been developed by 
foreign capital and immigration, because 
they found a country which received 
them witli open arms and just laws. W e 
lealize that our country has Immense 
treasures whicli are waiting for the 
hands that are going to make them use­
ful to mankind ; we realize that we need 
aid from outside, from the whole world, 
since no country has ever advanced by 
its own forces when enclosed within an 
impassable wall, the existence of which 
the world has a right to forbid.

“Therefore, the laws that we intend 
lo uphold will protect that foreign cap­
ital and'immigration, so far as it may 
he done in accordance with the eternal 
principles of justice and equity. 
Messages From Obregon and Huerta.

Messages to the American people from 
General Obregon and Adolfo de lu 
Huerta, provisional president of Mex­
ico, were delivered by Mr. de la Pena.

“My ideal for the relations between 
Mexico and the United States,” said thfe 
Obregon message, “is to make the in­
ternational border like the Canadian 
boundary, withdrawing troops except 
customs officials.”

The message from Provisional Presi­
dent Huerta read:

-I beg tq ask you to inform the gov­
ernment of the United States of America 
that we have given complete guarantees 
to natives anil foreigners not only in 
this state but by all civil and military 
authorities therein. The present gov­
ernment of Mexico also will maintain the 
firm purpose of following the same line 
of conduct by giving the necessary and 
ample guarantees to the foreign capital 
that may be Invested in this republic, in 
conformity with our laws.

*Our government is also well disposed 
to develop relations with the United 
States, in conformity with the postu­
lates of international law and with the 
criterion of absolute justice, equity and 
good faith.”

After reading the message, Senor de 
la Pena said:—

“We mean to banish hatred, that ob­
stacle which stands in the way of man­
kind; we intend to create love and 
friendship through mutual understand­
ing; we want you to go there, to know 
is, to become acquainted with the real 
Mexican people.
