“I’ve a war­
rant for you in my pocket, and you’ll 
come along with me this time, 
sure.” The confidence man refused 
to come along or to become in 
the least rattled. Then the little 
man produced a paper irom the 
district attorney appointing him a spe­
cial detective. Still the bunco steerer 
demurred, and said there must be some 
mistake. The little man grabbed biro 
by the collar, yanked him ont of his 
chair and hauled him on his back to the 
door, where Policeman Place appeared 
and arrested the banco sharper.

The little man was Richard Goebler, 
the barber, wno, when buncoed out of 
$1,550, and finding the police useless, de­
termined on bis own hook to hunt down 
the rascals. This is his third arrest in 
the case. Twenty years ago Goebler shav­
ed Supt. Murray when he was a police­
man. A year later Goebler went west and 
returned Nov. 1. last, pfter an absence of 
19 years. He bad $1,550 with him aa he 
trudged through Duane street, with his 
gripsack, and he fell an easy victim to 
the sharpers, who robbed him of all his 
money. Detectives were placed on the 
case, but they accomplished so little that 
Goebler started to do his own detective 
work. Inside of a week he had landed 
Richard Johnston, the man who had 
snatched the money out of his hand, in 
the Tombs. Johnston was indicted, but 
obtained his release on bail.

When the case was called for trial be­
fore Recorder Smyth,Johnston was miss­
ing, and it was ascertained that he had 
furnished straw hail. Goebler obtained 
a description of the bondsman, and ar­
rested him three weeks ago in front of 
the Astor House. He proved to be Louis 
E. Davis, and is at present in the Tombs 
awaiting trial on a charge of perjury. 
While walking along the Bowery Goebler 
recognized Morgan as the man who lpd 
him to the place where he had been 
robbed. He followed him and caused his 
arrest. The défendent was locked up at 
the Eldridge street station. Goebler says 
that he will not rest until he has the 
swindlers in state prison. He has as­
sumed about ten disguises since he began 
his search.

The 
true way to build up a nationality in 
Canada'was to teach every class of the 
population that they could rely for justice 
and fair treatment upon every other 
class. (Cheers). What Mr. McCarthy was 
attempting was an utter imposs 
ity. French Canadians could

dragooned into giving up 
their language. If Mr. McCarthy’s 
bill was offensive, the speech with which 
it had been introduced was far more so 
and he (Cartwright) was surprised to 
tiud that the minister of public works 
had followed his example and delivered 
a speech which would furnish Mr. Mc­
Carthy with ammunition for future mis­
chievous operations. He was prepared 
to give the Northwest control of its own 
affairs, but he was not prepared to de­
clare that the present Northwest assemb­
ly represented the views of the populace. 
Let the people of the Northwest decide 
upon the question at the polls and par­
liament would carry that decision into 
effect. He advised that Beausoliel’s 
amendment be withdrawn, but that the 
bill be rejected, and the settlement of 
the question be left to the electors'of the 
Northwest.

Dalton McCarthy then followed. He

This was his first knowl­
edge that he had of the fact that the 
French language was permissable in the 
terriories, and it was in this very cham­
ber at that time that he had gathered a 
number ef his friends about him and had 
announced his intention of doing his 
utmost to have removed from the North­
west act what he did not hesitate to say 
had been surreptitiously introduced into 
it, he believed, with the connivance of 
the member for Bothwell.

THE EXTRIOITIOH TREATY-
The Senate yesterday ratified the Ex­

tradition Treaty with some unimportant 
amendments. The amendments are 
understood to be in the paragraph relat­
ing to obtaining money under false pre­
tences, and are probably intended to pre­
vent cases of debt being treated as if they 
were cases of larceny. The changes will 
not be objected to if they make more 
clear than the draft of the treaty did the 
distinction between civil and criminal 
cases. When so much care 
to exclude political offenc 
from the operation of the laws it would 
bo absurdly wrong to allow a vindictive 
creditor to treat an absconding debtor as 
a criminal and imprison him for his fail­
ure to pay the liabilities he had incur­
red. The treaty is a great improvement 
on the existing treaty and will probably 
be found to cover all cases proper for ex­
tradition. It will not apply to 
cases prior to its ratification, nor will 
it be lawful for a person sur­
rendered for one offence to be tried for 
another. This is a concession of the 
principle so much insisted on by the 
British government and so stoutly re­
sisted by the United States. We trust 
that the Treaty will come Into operation 
without delay in order that Canada may 
cease to be a place of refuge for Ameri­
can rascals.

A FOOLISH COMPLAIHT
The following editorial paragraph ap­

pears in the Telegraph of this morning:— 
The dominion franchise act costs the 

country some $800.000 a year. One year 
it coet $424,000. But taking the smaller 
figure and New Brunswick’s share of the 
cost would be above $20,000 a year. The 
effect of it is to prevent some thousands, 
mostly young men, from voting, who 
wonld have a vote if the provincial list- 
were used, as they were before the domi­
nion act was passed. Under Tory rule
these citizens pay burdensome taxes, not 
only without representation, but to ex­
clude tbemselvesfrom being represented!

It is very surprising to find a paper 
which professes to have some regard for 
its reputation, giving utterance to such 
opinions as the above. The impression 
which the words used would convey to a 
reader who had no other meanâ of ar­
riving at the facts would be that before 
the Dominion law came into operation 
we had a very liberal provincial fran­
chise, and that thousands of young men 
who had votes under our provincial law 
were prevented from voting under the 
dominion act. This we say is the im­
pression whiçh any man would gather 
fi^om the paragraph we have quoted. 
Would such a view of the matter be a 
true one? Our readers know that so far 
from being a true statement of the case ii 
is utterly false. In this Province the Do­
minion act, under which an election was 
first held in 1887, instead of reducing the 
number of voters as the Telegraph seeks 
to make its readers believe, greatly in­
creased them. Under it the St. John city 
vote increased from 4,100 to 5,632, ami 
the county list from 7,710 to 10,029. That 
the increase was not much 
greater was not the fault of the 
law, but of the people themselves 
many of whom neglected to have their 
names placed on the list. These people 
had been so long accustomed to the old 
restricted franchise under which they 
were taxed but not allowed to vote, that 
it was difficult to make many of them be­
lieve that under the Dominion . Act 
this right had been granted to them. 
The revision of last year has added about 
2,000 to the St. John county vote so that 
there is now little difference between 
the Dominion list and the Provincial 
under the act of last year, which 
came as a tardy gift to the 
young men of this province. If the 
Telegraph was so anxious that no man 
in New Brunswick should be taxed with­
out representation why did it sit silent 
all these years while the young men cf 
this province were disfranchised. The 
Telegraph was a supporter of the King 
government and of the Fraser govern­
ment from 1872 down to 1882 and of the 
Blair government since the present At­
torney General took office, yet so far as 
we remember it never evinced any 
anxiety to havo the franchise enlarged, 
although it well knew that our franchise, 
especially as applied to the city of St 
John was a rank absurdity, utterly in­
capable of being defended and that it 
was the means of disfranchising thous­
ands of our most active and meritorious 
citizens. The Dominion franchise act 
came as a seasonable relief to these peo­
ple and gave them at all events a voice 
in Dominion affairs. More than this it 
shamed the provincial government into 
action, for we greatly doubt, whether 
any change in our Provincial franchise 
would have been attempted to this day 
if it had not been for the passing of the 
Dominion Act.

ROTE ARD COMiERT-
It is reported from Montreal that an 

agreement has been arrived at between 
the Minister of Finance and the bankers, 
that the notes of chartered banks shall 
be accepted by each other in any part of 
Canada as currency, and that a clause to 
that effect will be embodied in the gov­
ernment’s bill. This announcement may 
be correct, bnt it is probably premature. 
We are disposed to think that the Min­
ister of Finance will not so readily yield 
to the pressure of the bankers.

The Ottawa Free Press referring to Mr. 
Blake’s ’•ecent speech on the dual lan­
guage question says :—

The ill-considered ut­
terance will, it is said, be used against 
the government in the contest in St. Pan- 
eras to fill the Parliamentary seat vacat­
ed by Mr. Charles W. Cochrane-Baillie, 
who succeeds to the peerage by the death 
of bis father, Lord Lamington. That seat 
was only won at the last election by a 
majority of 261 on a register of 5,447. 
Now there are 6,439 voters in the district 
and it is anybody’s battle.

It is well that a contradiction has been
liven by the Adjutant General of the U. 
S. army to the statement of Governor 
Foraker of Ohio that in 1887, when the 
fisheries question was the topic of the 
day, the war department wrote to him 
and other governors asking him how 
many soldiers he could rush to the Can­
adian frontier.

THE FRERCH QUESTION
Last evening Mr. Beausoleil’a amend­

ment to Dalton McCarthy’s dual language 
bill was defeated by a vote of 117 to 63.

Resolved that the official use of the 
French and English languages in the 
Legislature and the Conrts of the North 
West Territories was established by this 
Parliament in the well understood inter­
ests of the people of the said Territories, 
in order to promote the good understand­
ing and the harmony which should exist 
between the different races, and with a 

w, by a liberal policy to promote the 
colonization and settlement of these vast 
domains :—

That nothing has happened since to 
justify the withdrawal of the privileges 
granted only a few years ago :—

That the result of the proposed legisla­
tion would be to create uneasiness and 
discontent throughout the Dominion and 
to put in doubt the stability of our insti­
tutions, and thereby to hinder and delay 
lor a long time the development of the 
immense resources of the Canadian 
North West

All the French members present in the 
House when the vote w as taken, with the 
exception of Hon. Mr. Chapleau, voted 
for the above resoluti ju. The minority 
was made up of 9 Protestants and 54 
Catholics, six of the former being Liber­
als and three Conservatives. The weak 
point in Mr. Beausoleil’s amendment was 
his declaration that the continued use of 
the French language in the North West 
Territories w as necessary to the stabilit) 
of our institutions, a proposition which the 
majority of our people are by no means 
prepared to accept When the official 
use of the French language w as estab­
lished by act of parliament in the 
NorthgWest the French-speaking people 
formed a full half of the population, and 
it was thought they would increase, but 
the latter expectation has not been real­
ized. At the census of the territories 
which was taken in 1885, the population 
was found to be 48,362, of whom about 
22,0C0 were Indians. Of the Whites very 
few were of ïrench origin or spoke 

Since then 
there has been no French immigration 
into the Territories, and the proportion 
of French speaking people to the whole 
popujation has greatly diminished. This 
of itself is a sufficient reason for the 
change contemplated, seeing that the

There are now about 800,000 tons of 
ice in the Kennebec ice-houses, besides 
about 100,000 tons of old ice. This is 
perhaps one-half or more of the entire 
product that will be housed. A larger

Dominion Dairymen*» Association.
Ottawa, Feb. 18th.—The' annual con­

vention of the Dominion Dairymen’s 
association opened this morning under 
the presidency of D. W. McPherson, of 
Lancaster, Ont. One hundred represent­
atives from throughout the Dominion 
were present

Professor Saunders, of the experimental 
farm delivered an address on the de­
velopment of butter dairying in the 
various provinces. Butter making was 
a most important industry and a large 
portion of the Dominion was specially 
adapted for the work. Local organiza­
tions were devoting a great deal of at­
tention to this industry, and a move in 
the same direction was beirg made in 
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

Professor Robertson of the Dominion 
Dairy commission in a paper on .Dairy 
farming expressed the view that the as­
sociation should not so much concern it­
self with the details of the work as in 
laying down plans of prooeédnre. He 
advocated continuing to make butter in 
private dairies in districts with a small 
number of dairying farms, bat where 
there were enough to supply such they 
should adopt the co-operative creamery. 
Prospects were good for a large exporta­
tion of cheese to England.

At the afternoon session, Professor 
Barnard, secretary of the Agricultural 
college of Utiea N. Y., gave an ad­
dress on rational feeding and in case of 
milk cows, favoring generous feeding.

Senator Reesor speaking of his dairy 
and stock farm in York county said the 
farm was run down 11 years ago when 
he and his son started it as a stock and 
dairy farm. It was then worth $50 to $55 
an acre but now from enriching with the 
manure of 35 cows it was worth at least 
$75 an acre. He would not sell it for 
less than $100. Out of fields then well 
worn out they were since able to raise 
crops of 40 bushels ot wheat to the acre 
and never use 1 any artificial manure. 
In Canada they should iinitiate England, 
where high breeding of horses 
cattle, sheep and pigs had been carried 
to such perfection that the whole civiliz­
ed world was enriched by her products. 
Moreover, our farmers must realize that 
the smaller the bulk in proportion to the 
value of any product which had to be 
shipped to a distance the better for the 
producer. A ton of butter or cheese was 
of much more value than a ton of wheat 
or other grain, but cost little more to 
handle.

At the evening session Lord Stanley 
was present and gave an address.

The Carnival.
The third carnival of the season which 

was held at Palace rink last evening at­
tracted a great crowd of skaters and a 
greater crowd of spectators. Many of the 
costumes on the ice were original and 
exceedingly pretty, but the judges, 
Messrs. J. Holder, R. Nobles and James 
Walton, showed admirable taste when 
they presented Mrs. Muller, as Maple 
Leaf, with the prize for the handsomest 
costume, and Miss S. Donovan, as Guar­
dian Angel, with the prize for the most 
original representation. The costumes 
of both ladies drew forth considerable 
favorable comment and attracted no 
small amount of attention. Nellie Ben­
nett, as a typical Cornish fish-wife, de­
serves special mention, her representa­
tion being at once exact and complete.

W. H. Brayley as Pied Piper of Ham­
lin was awarded $5 for the originality of 
his costume, and Mr. Dick was the re­
cipient ol $5 also, for the handsome 
appearance he presented ih fancy dress.

In Favor of Collin* Bales.
Chicago, Til., Feb. 13.—At the request 

of General Passenger Agent Edgar of the 
Canadian Grand Trunk, a meeting was 
held today of all lines interested in pas­
senger business between the New Eng­
land points and the Pacific coast.

business, and on Feb. 18 would go back 
to the old passenger tariff on through 
business. The Burlington and Northern 
had not taken a passenger at the reduced 
rates, and there was nr longer use in 
keeping the tariff in force. The senti­
ment of the meeting was toward cutting 
rates to such a point as to be non-pro­
ductive, but adjournment until tomorrow 
was taken before definite action was de­
cided upon.
