A REAL KENTUCKY DUEL.

lifvil Lovers Shoot at Each Other Until 
One Falls Mortally Wounded.

Louisville, June 2.—Thomas Overby, 
an advertising agent, and Charles Saund­
ers, a commercial traveller, of Evansville, 
Ind., fought a duel in the cemetery here 
last night . Saunders was engaged to be 
married to Emma Keener, a handsome 
young woman of Evansville who is 
visiting in this city. Upon coming to 
see her Saunders discovered that Overby 
had supplanted him in her affections. 
A quarrel was followed by a fight in 
which Saunders was worsted. The men 
afterward decided to settle the affair 
according to code. Overby was repre­
sented by Frank Lattral, a yonng man 
who lives in Indianapolis, while a trav­
elling man from Cincinnati, Harry 
Thoms, acted as second for Saunders. 
Accompanied by a medical student, 
James White, the party drove to St 
Louis cemetery, in the suburbs. The 
principals took their positions, twenty 
paces apart, armed with 32-calibre revol­
vers. At the signal a blaze of fire flash­
ed from the muzzles of the pistols, and 
Saunders staggered up to a tombstone 
near him and supported himself by 
its side. Dr. White examined him and 
found one bullet had penetrated his 
right breast near the top of the shoulder, 
while another had made a slight flesh 
wound in his arm. He had fired two shots, 
while Overby had fired three. The man’s 
wounds were dressed, and he was taken 
to New Albany, Ind., where he took the 
first train for his home. The other part­
icipants in the affair all left the city.

But 
if there is still room for improvement in 
that quarter, by increasing the number 
of professorships and scholarships, or the 
equipment of the college, or by reestab­
lishing residency, then, by all means, let 
those interested in the welfare of the 
University bring about the desired re­
sult The attitude of The Gazette towards 
the University of New Brunswick is one of 
friendly interest. We desire to see tbe 
University grow and flourish and we be­
lieve that it might grow much faster than 
it has been doing of late. It is nothing 
to the purpose to show that it is doing as 
well as the denominational colleges; with 
its large endowment it ought to do much 
better. We have already expressed the 
opinion that the college would have done 
much better if it bad been located in SL 
John and to this opinion we still adhere. 
We have expressed our regret that grad­
uates have done so little to add to its en­
dowments, apparently caring little or 
nothing for its future after they were done 
with it. We attribute this largely to its
unfortunate location whieh makes it in- 
oonvenient to students so long as the 
college buildings are insufficient to 
accommodate them in residency. Much 
of the success of a college is always due 
to the character of its President. The 
late Dr. Jack did much to popularize the 
university and by his missionary tours 
all over the province, year after year, 
brought many students to it who other­
wise would never have entered its doors. 
In this respect President Harrison cer­
tainly does not fill Dr. Jack’s place. 
Nor has he been able to secure the re­
spect of the students to tbe same degree 
as Dr. Jack did.

BOOHING THE UNITED STATES.
Mr. Ellis last evening showed that he 

bad not made hla recent trip to Washing, 
ton for nothing by publishing a table 
showing the decrease in the indebtedness 
of tbe United States siccelSSO. According 
to thisstatment the national debt of the 
United States in 1880 was $1,709,993,100 
while it is ‘.now only $719,178,570. The 
bonded debt of the several states, aceord- 
to the same authority, is only $194,954,- 
206, now against $259,037,456, in 1880, 
while the bonded debt of the counties is 
$130,734,959 against $104,493,752 in 1880.
So far as the national debt of the United 
States is concerned, this statement is ut­
terly false and misleading. In 1880 the 
total debt of tbe United States was not 
$1,709,993,100 but $2,120,415,370. Now 
tbe total national debt of the United 
States is not $719,178.570, as the Globe 
untruthfully asserts, but $1,595,842,297, 
or considerably more than twice the 
sum given by the Globe. What are we 
to think of a paper which, for the pur­
pose of making the United States shine, 
at the expense of Canada, deliberately 
falsifies a debt statement to the extent of 
about $900,000,000. The Globe is also 
very careful to omit from its list of debts 
the debts of the cities of the United States 
which make up an enormous aggregate 
To show how essential a consideration of 
them is.it is only necessary to quote a few 
of them. Taking the larger cities in 
their alphabetical order we find that Al­
bany owes $37,030,516,Boston $29,042,305, alimony.

Christie Bros. & Co., of Amherst, are 
about to start in that town an enter­
prise which is something new in the 
maritime provinces, viz: a swimming 
tank, 50x20 feet, built of plank and caulk­
ed. The bottom will incline so that 
when the water is at a maximum depth 
it will be three feet deep at one end and 
six feet at the other. The walls will be 
furnished with ropes, while others will 
be suspended from the ceiling to which 
rings will be attatched to be within 
reach of the swimmers. There will also 
be five dressing rooms, each provided 
with a bath tub and shower bath. The 
probable cost of a bath will be 25 cents, 
which will also entitle the applicant to 
a swim in the tank if desired; but no one 
will be admitted to the lank who has 
not first passed through the ablution ary 
process of a bath. Certain days or hours 
will be set apart for ladies. Exhaust 
steam from the firm’s factory will be 
used for heating water and dry room.

- Among tbe Shipping.

Batavia, April 23—Ship Kambira at 
Batavia from New York (before reported), 
which was damaged by a hurricane on 
March 28, jettisoned about 150 cases oil 
for smoothing the waves, but the ship is 
not leaking.

A curious accident happened on Dock 
street this morning which resulted in 
James Hatfield being quite seriously 
burned.

There Mr. Smith bathed the affected 
parts and bandaged them, after which 
the injured man was conveyed to his 
home on Germain street in a coach.

The Boyul Society aed Investors.
