WORLD ON WHEELS

Infinite Variety of the Transpor-
tation Department.

A VONDERTUL SHOW AT OHIOAGO.

Acres and Acres of Locomotives and Cars,
Some of Them from England, France
and Germany—Many Models of Ships—
Americans Excel in Wagon and Carriage
Making.

WORLD’S FAIR, May 80. — [Special.}—
There is no more fascinating exhibit in
the big exposition than that to be folind in
the transportation department. Imagine,
if you can, more than twenty acres of

space under one roof fitted with every soct”

of device or vehicle for the transportation
of men or materials, not only those of the
present and our own country but of all
times and peoples. So vast is the display,
and so full of interest in whatever direc-
tion one looks or wherever he passes, that
a week might easily be devoted to this
building alone by a visitor who had come
here determined to study the fair as it de-
serves to be studied. A single exhibit,
thedt of the oldest American railway, the
Baltimore and Ohio, is worth a day’s in-
spection. It consists not only of old loco
motives and cars side by side with a mod-
ern train, but a most surprising and in-
structive collection of pictures which
graphically show the development of rail-
ways in America, England, France and
Germany. Nothing like it was ever before
attempted. There are more than 1,200
pictures in all, and how they were ever
gotten together is more than one can
imagine. In addition to all these there is
a display of steam carriages used in the
last century before the development even
of the earliest locomotive. This single ex-
hibit cost $50,000, and is a monument not
only to the enterprise of an American rail-
way, but to the genius of the men who
were charged with its preparation.

After a hasty walk through this most
amazing department one is quite ready to
believe the statisticians who tell us the
railways of the world rcpresent one-tenth
part of man’s total wealth, and perhaps
one-quarter or one-third of his in-
vested .capitul. One is surprised not
only by the vastness of the exhibit, be-
speaking net works of rafls spread over
the face of the earth, but the wonderful
variety of forms, structures, devices and
machines used in railway construction and
operation. Most Americans study rail-
ways only by the casual method of riding
over them. We all know just enough
about them to lead us to the conclusion
we know about all there is worth know-
ing. A walk through this great building
and its greater annex will show the most
presumptious of us how small is our
knowledge concerning the greatest of all
methods ot transportation. %

As it would take days to see it so it
would require pages on pages instead of
columns to describe or even mention what
is displayed here. If I call attention to
some of tho more striking exhibits or en-
deavor to indicate the almost infinite
variety thereof it must not be supposed
my mengzer list has estimated the subject.

Of course the old locomotives, the ““John 7

Bull,” the “Rocket,” the “Clinton,” the
“Samsou’ and many others are always
surrounded by large crowds of visitors.
Many people smile 28 they compare one of
these little machines, whose boilers are
about the size of rain-barrels, with the
enormous modern locomotivey standing
near by. The ““Rocket’” entire ecould be
loaded in one corner of the tender of the
Dicector Qeneral, the big locomotive
which weighs 195,000 pounds, and still
leave room enough for the fuel and the
operations of the flreman.

Other exhibits which constantly please
the popular eye are the English locomo-
tives and cars, the French locomotives,
which are much like the English only not
of such fine workmanship, the German
cars for freight and particularly the royal
blne carriage built for the use of the Im-
perial faniiiy. TLis coachis a marve ot
finish and comfort, but it would not run
very well over our American roads, for it
has but six wheels, two at either end and
two under the center of the car, all rigidly
attached to the car-frame,

There are cars here of the like of which
some of us never hegrd befors, The Pull-
man company shows what is said to be the
most expensive and perfect railway train
ever built. It is not so much of & curiosity
to Americans, who are accustomed to
using just this sort of carriages while
traveling, but to our friends from across
the sea it is the subject of much wonder
and inquiry. The finest sleeping gnd par-
lor cars in use in England and on the con-
tinent are of Americanp build, but the
number of them is 8o limited that many
of the visitors from abroad never even saw
them. The Pullman company shows a
model of the {ndustrial city of Pullman,
which was built a good deal asthe World’s
fair itself was built, on 8 somprsghensive
plan, all at once, and in anincredibly short
time. When it comes to the creation of
cities there are three fine models here al-
most within gunshot of each other—the
Columbian sxposition, Pullman and great
Chicago. Here may be seen also the first
locomotive uscd in the city of Chicago,
the Chicago and Galena's *Ploneer,”
which began its career of usefulness fifty
years ago. Now Chicago is the greatest
railway centar in the world.

If there is anything connected with rail-
way transportation, excepting possibly an
annual pass or a rear-end collision, that is
not displayed here I ghould be at & loss to
tell what it is, There are all sorts of loco-
motives and their appliances, such as bells,
brakes, whistles and water-taking devices.
Here are plans, drawings and photographs
of locomotives and locomotive shops, Here
are all kinds of passenger cars—mail, bag-

age, express, dining room, parlor, sleep-
fng, officer’s, private and observation cars,
as well as pll sorts of appliances and fur-
nishings. Hers you may see just how the
automatic brake works—may see its power
applied to 100 cars by a single touch of the
lever, the first time such a long train was
ever worked, Here you may see in count-
less details the paraphernalis of railway
construction and operation—machines for
laying the track; methods of _drainage; all
kinds of rails and rail fastenings; metal
sleepers; models of bridges and viaducts;
methods of constructing, lighting and ven-
tilating tunnels, including a model of the
famous St. Gothard tunnel; snow sheds
and spow plows, with the great rotary
plow used in the mountains; a hundred
different kinds of freight and goods cars:
band cars and track- velocipedes; a model
railway station and a model ticket office;
interlocking switch and signal rystems in
sctual operation: train dispatching and its
Intecesting processes; wrecking cars and
tools; methods of testing for color blind-
ness. Theso and ten thousand other things
make up an exhibit unparalleled in im-
portance and comprehensiveness.

But this is the transportation depart-
ment, and railways by no means monopo-
live transporiation on the face of this
globe of ours. Transportetion hy water
is magnificently represented, though in-
stead of the steamers and large ships of
course we have to be content with models
of them. But these models are acourate
and Leautiful and enable the average visi-
tor to study marine architecture to better
advantage than he could by expending his
energies and confusing Lis mind clamber-
ing about the mighty originals. These
models of naval and merchant marine
ships fascinate great throngs of visitors.
The people scem never to tire of looking at
the mcdels of her majesty’s cruisers and
battieships—*The Scout,” *“The Terpis-
chore,” “America,’ and others; nor at the
Spanish warrlor, “El Destructor,” or the
models of the famous trans-Atlantic

Among these last the record-
2z “Campania’” is always a center
of interest.

The nearest avoroach te a reoroduction

of an actual ship of large dimensions is a
huge structure which was apparently cut
out of the side of & monster modern pas-
senger steamer. It is 73 feet long and 85
feet wide. It shows the smokestack, or
one half of it, rising seventy feet from the
floor. It contains four floors or decks, and
shows steerage, first and second cabins,
officers’ quarters, the “bridge,” and a part
of the grand saloon. To people from the
interior who have never had the oppor-
tunity to see just what a great floating
palace is like this section of a steamship

will be an instructive object lesscn, just
as Uncle Sam’s brick battleshipin the har-
bor gives them an even better idea of mod-
ern naval construction and armament, or
as they may study to still better advant-
age the newest type of steamships by going
atbard the whaleback ‘‘Columbus’ along
with four or five other passengers for a
pleasant trip on Lake Michigan.

If one likes boats—and who does not?—
this is the place to see them. Besides the
acres of rhodels and pictures of larger
crafts there are innumerable smaller ships
and boats—flshing boats, cutters, yawls,
launches, canoes, ice-boats, dingies, pilct
boats. They have been gathered from all
lands. Side by side are the hide boats of
the Indians and the trim electric or oil
pleasure or fishing canoes of modern build.
Thero are boats of steel, of iron, of wood,
of skins, of barks, of burned out trunks of
trees, of rubker. All their appliances of
oars, paddles, engines, screws, propellers,
sails, rigging and anchoring are shown,
too. One may profitably spend two or
three days here looking at nothing but
boats. He may see not only what man is
doing to-day but may study his efforts at
boat and ship building through all time,
There one dense group of visitors is look-
ing at an accurate model of the Santa
Maria, one of the immortal Columbus’
little fleet, and near by another group is
admiring the beautiful lines of the swift
“Campania.” Between them stands the
staunch craft with which Grace Darling
saved so many lives and won for herself
imperishable renown.

‘We have had a hurried glimpse at trans-
portation by water and transportation by
rail. But many methodsof land transpor-
tation remain to be seen. It would never
do to forget street carsand vehicles for use
on common roads for the more fascinating
steamships and locomotives. Even more
important to man than his railways or his
ships are his carriages and wagons. Of
these there are literally acres and acres.
There is nothing in the line of vehicles for
use by man with draught animals that is
not shown here.

It is a pleasure to note that both in de-
sign and workmanship the American
makers of wagons and carriages easily
lead tho werld. Where other nations fol-
low beaten tracks the American boldly
strikes out for new adaptations. Thisis
particularly noticeable in the flelds—light
pleasure vehicles and wagons for special
fudustrial purposes. In both these lines
the Yankee makers have made wonderful
progress during the last five or six years.
They fashion a new, light, graceful and
convenient road or driving wagon for
every day in the year. For every phase of
industrial or commercial activity they
construct a vehicle that saves power and
ime. If you were to note the large num-
ver of foreigners who go carefully and
1dmiringly about ameng this almost in-
finite variety of American vehicles you
would De as willlngas I am to predict that
tLe Columbinn exposition is to have a tre-
mendous influence upon the carriage and
wagon trade of the world. There is noth-
irz in the whole exposition that causes
one more amazemext than this display of
wagons and carringes, All Americans are
accustomed to sceing & great variety of
road vehicles, but when one beholds acres
of them, and no two alike, he is likely to
think himself dreaming and wandering in
some fairy land of wheeled things.

There are electric railways, cable rail-
ways, compre ged alr motors, chemical
motors and horse cars in great profusion
bere. Outside the building may be seen
in practical operation the first elevated
electrical railway ever built. Within the
buildjng is the first cable car—the one that
was used on the Clay Hill railroad in San
Francisco about twelve years ago.

But the list of methods of transportation
bas not been exhausted. There are pneu-
matic tubes, cash and parcel carriers f.ur
use in stores, epdless belt railways, wirse
railways, sleighs, sledges, sled:i, toboggays,
gadgles and other fittings for tise upon the
backs cf horses, Diuics, elcpuuuts,' c:uuclfa,
goats and oxen, Over in the plaisance is
a railway without wheels swiiose cars slile
onafilm of water hydraulically compr.er,«‘r:d,
aud in tlLe galleries of tle great bu.- ing
are thousands upon thousands of bicycles
and tricycles. Thers are baby carriages,
steam road wagons and carriages, and
even air ships for the carryfng of passen-
gers and fr?ig}ﬁ{, without either land o

t athway.

Politics Again.

Hon. P. Mitchell was in town this
week. The Montreal Gazette says it
is his intention to visit every part of
the County of Northumberland, that
his visit indicates that he has not re-
tired from public life, and also that his
many personal friends will, at least, be
glad to know that his health permits
him to undertake a tour over so large
a County.

We are quite sure that, personally,
Mr. Mitchell has very many friends
in Northumberland and that he will
receive his accustomed Miramichi wel-
come. He, himself, says he is here to
see whether the people do not want
him as their next representative at
Ottawa and he believes they are not
satistied with their present one and will
be glad to have him, Mr.M.,again. We
know “the people,” considered politi-
cally, between elections, by aspirants
for their support, are an uncertain ele-
ment, and we have no doubt that if
our old friend has come here witha
view of offering himself as a candidate
at the next eleetion, it will take very
little real enceuragement to convince
him that the people want him. For
our part, we have no evidence of their
wanting anybody, just now. The best
course is to let them alone. Even if it
should be true that their present repre-
sentative dves not suit them, it by no
means follows that Mr. Mitchell
would be thought of as their next
choice. To wait and learn what the
developments may be between the
present time and the next election
would be the wiser course, and we pre-
sume the people, while glad to see Mr.
Mitchell, will prefer to make no
promises of supporting him or anyone
else in an election that may not take
place until two or three years hence.
Besides, it seems to mar the flavor of
the disinterested friendship our people
feel towards Mr. Mitchell for them
never to have him come amongst them,
save in quest of their help to promote
his political fortunes. Even those
who may be ready to support him st
any time and all the time, must share
this feeling.

It Should be Remedied,

There is a general public wish in
Chatham that the Dominion Depart-
ment of Public Works would send a
competent man here to examine certain
features of the proposed Dominion
building, which require to be changed.
It erected on the lines of the foundation
as it is now being put down, the front
will be out of alignment with the street
by more than twenty degrees, looking
at it from the western approach, while
a person approaching it from the east
will have to be within 250 feet of it
on the opposite side of the street be-
fore he will be onits front alignment.
Persons from the country, even, are
asking why the architect has set it
“cati-cornered to the street and com-
ments generally on the ability in his
profession of the man who so placed
the structure, are anything but com-
plimentary.

We referred last week to the fact
that the northwest corner of the ell is
so placed that it will leave an alto-
gether inadequate passage-way between
the public building and the Creaghan
building. It is not too late to remedy
these important defec’s in the plan,
and it is to be hoped that it will be
done before much further progress is
made in the work of construction. We
are quite sure that any competent man
who may be sent by the department to
report upon these features will say
that alterations are necessary, for it is
a Matter of surprise to all who see the
work, as Iaid out, that the departmental
architect who prepared the plans fell
into errors so apparent to the most
casual observer.

As we go topress we learn that a
departmental architect has been sent
here for the purpose of reporting upon
matters complained of in connection
with the new building.  There is,
therefore, hope that existing defects
will be remedied.

The Bathurst Sehool Enquiry.

[St. John Globe.]

BatHURsT, June 7.—At the school in-
vestigation yesterday
DR. DUNCAN, SECRETARY OF THE TRUSTEES
in the village, gave a detailed account of
the negotiations between the trustees, the
chief superintendent of education and
others with respect to the school troubles
over a termn of years, and read a mass of
correspondence between himself as secre-
tary and Dr. Inch and his predecessor,
Mr. Jrocket. He said that in January,
1891, the Protestants protested to the
trustees against the employment of Sisters
of Charity as teachers in the convent or
any other building; their garb and em-
blems were offensive. Meetings aad con-
ferences were subsequently held, but
without any satisfactory arrangement
having been reached up to this date. On
January 22, 1891, the Protestants sub-
mitted the following propositions to the
trustees: That so long as James Mc-
Intosh gives satisfaction he be leftin
charge of the superior school and in the
event of his leaving /fhe achool a duly
qualified teacher be employed who is not
of any religious order; that the proposition
of Chief Supt. Crocket be adopted and the
Protestant committee have the nomination
of a teacher to teach the Protestant child-

ren. Mr. Crocket suggested dual grades
from5 to 7 which would not necessitate
sending Protestant children to the con-
vent, but they only wanted one system
grading above 4. The trustees would not
givein and accept Mr. Crocket's pro-
position. If the trustees had acceded to
the Protestants’ proposition matters
would have ended here. Miss Turlotte

French; no complaint was made as to her
natienality or creed. For a short time
the Sisters of Charity taught in the public
school of the village, but this was offenavie
to the Protestarts and they were sent
back to the convent, when Miss Landry, a
Catholic teacher, was engaged in con-
formity with the ratepayera’ desire. In
1889 the school assessment was $500
and in 1890 it was $1,300. There were
thirty-seven Protestant ratepayers in the
district and ninety-one Catholics. The
latter paid $322 school tax ani the former
$246.

Cross-examined by Mr, Lawlor, witness
said that Mr. Thompson, one of the trus-
tees and a Protestant, suggested the em-
ployment of Sisters as teachers in the su-
perior school building. Mr. Crocket’s
suggestions were carried out by the trus-
tees, but were not acceptable to the Pro-
testant committee; though the Protestants
were rightin objecting to the higher
grades being divided up between the con-
vent and the superior schools, as it
interferred with the efficiency of these
grades. The trustees accepted Fr.
Varrily’s offer of the convent school rooms
and furniture, and paid no rent therefor
for two years. He knew no reason why
the Sisters should not be continued; paid
the current rent as soon as it was asked
for; knew of no attempt on the part of
the Catholic clergy to have Protestant
children sent to the convent schools. The
superior school was never closed; and in
so far as sub-section B of section 8 of the
bill of complaint sets out that it was it is
erroneous. [This sub-section says the
superior school was ‘‘closed in conse-
quence of the matters herein set forth.”]

To Mr. White—Am a Presbyterian;
Rev. Mr. Thompson is pastor of the
church in the village.

To Mr. Skinner—Being a Presbyterian
he would not send his children to the con-
vent school. The Protestants did not
object to Roman Catholic teachers per se,
but to the conventual idea.

7, 5. GAMMON.

Mr. S. Gammon, re-called, corrected
his statement Bf the height of the ceiling
of the couvent schools. Cross-examined
by Mr. Lawlor, he said he would not
send his children to the convent with lay
teachers nor to.other buildings where the
Sisters taught. The objection is to the
building as much as to the teacher. He
wanted to keep away the influence of the
church. He made serious objections to
carrying on the gramwmar school in 1890.
He thought children were =not receiving
the education he deemed fit. These com-
plaints were the subject matter of public
investigation. He would have objections
to a Presbyterian minister teaching.
Under the law Protestant hymns should
not be taught or sung in the schools. He
remembered the school being taught in
both the Methodist and Catholic churches
in Bathurat.

REV, FATHER VARRILY,

Rev. Father Varrily was re-called.
He stood aside on Friday, pending the
production of the letter to the trustees.
A letter read by Dr. Duncan is the one.
He detailed the bringing of the Sisters
under the law, his statement being essen-
tially the same as given by Bishop Rogers
and Father Barry. In writing to the
trustees he acted as agent for. the Sisters
and the authorized agent for the building.
It was optional with the trustees to en-
gage the Sisters and not take buildings.
He believed the Sisters have no objection
to teach in public buildings. They
taught already here. They have always
taught in public schools in Halifax city.
They are educated entirely by the civil
suthorities, and are no more under the
control ef the local priest than auy ordi-
nary Catholic. His intention was for the
Sisters to teach strictly in conformity
with the law. He would not be a par‘y
to its violstion. He went on to give the
reason of the objections of Catholics to
the school law and also to show that
the text books themselves were sectarian
under a so-called non-sectarian law—
books, such as grammars, compositions,
histories and mathematical problems.
He had no understanding with Langis
about teaching catechism within schools
or any other teacher. He wonld uot
sanction it if he knew it, so far as his
province permitted him to interfere. His
action in regard to the Arseneav girl was
directed by the thought of the spiritual
welfare of the girl.

BaTtHURST, June 8.—Rev. Wm. Var-
rily, of Bathurst Village, was on the
stand almost the entire day. He testi-
fied that the use of the Bible in the hands
of youth indiscrimately was not a desirable
thing, and proper restrictions should be
put on it as a text book. He held that
the children had aright to continuous
religious education, and that the Sunday
school alone was not suflicient. Among
the objections which the witness recited
agaigst the public schools was the ex-
clusion of religion; some of the contents
of some of the text books; compelling
Catholics to teach on holydays, and the
conduct of a few of the Protestant teach-
ers. Father Varrilly said that some of
the books had a denominational bias,
and in this connection he read exiracts
from Dalgleish’s Composition, historical
exercises, Robertson’s grammar, Meikle-
john’s arithmetig, etc. The fifth reader
contained two Methodist hymns and there
were sectarian  hymns in the prescribed
song books for schools. In the sixth
reader, page 388, was a hymn from
Perry’s Bible manual, a Protestant work.
Another objection he took to some of the
school books was their negative character,
due to the absence of what he considered
essentially necessary. Father Varrilly
gave two illustrations of the manmer in
which passages in text books were used
by Protestant teachers, grossly insulting
to Catholic pupils, one by the late Chief
Supt. Crocket at Chatham and the other
by Miss Clarke in the Fredericton Normal
School. He condemned the works of
Huzxley and other writers who $aught
that watter contained the promise and
potency of life and assailed the existence
of God, the Creator. He gave a cate-
gorical denial, 8o far as he was concerned,
to all the charges set out in the memorial
of the complainants at this enqniry, and
testified that to the utmost of his know-
ledge the Catholics of Bathurst Village
had in no way whatever attempted to in-
duce Protestant children to attend the
convent schools. He did not believe all
Protestants favored the exclusion of
religion from the schools. The Church of
England was almost on all fours with
the Catholics in this matter.

Father Varrily resumed this morning,
continuing to give objections to the sec-
tarian character of the text books. In
Meiklejohn’s grammar, page 256, para-
graph 11, he found ‘‘version of the Bible
we use in 1611.” What is meant by ‘‘wel”
Certainly it does not include Catholics.
Another objection to the school, -outside
of its sectarian character is the too

left school of her own free will. She was

frequent change of text books, thus en-

tailing extra cost on teacher and pupil
and interfering with current studies.
Catholics also do not approve of co-edu-
cation of sexes, and the evidence of black-
guardism in the Grammar schools ad-
duced yesterday by Mr. Gammon, wit-
ness said, bore out thiscontention. Wit-
ness said he had always tried to blend
Catholics and Protestants together in
secular and social matters. He had en-
couraged Cathulic children to 3o to public
schools as a necessity. He held the state
has no right to interfere with religion
in educational matters. He did not deny
every right to the state. The state hasa
right to see its subjects get a secular edu-
catiun. The church does not interfere
here, but the state should not interfere
with liberty of education. The church
claims no particular jurisdiction in sscular
education; the parents hold the first
authority. It ascends to the ecclasiastical
authorities. He would be quite satisfied
the state should control education by
allowing certain hours to secular education
and certain hours to religious.
COLIN NEVINS,

Colin Nevins was the next witness. He
is trustee of No 15. At a meeting held
on a Sunday last fall Mr. McManus,
trustee of No. 16, attended and witness,
left as he got mad because he thought
that McManus wanted to control the
meeting.

BATHURST, June 9.—At the school inves-

convent, testified she taught three Protes-
tant scholars with 41 Catholics. She has
uever taught any branch not prescribed by
the bonrdﬂ,af education from 9 to 12 and 2
to 4.

SISTER ST. LEONARD,
said that as a rule sisters of the ordet teach
in public schools in Nova Scotia. She had
taught a public school with other sisters in
Nova Scotis, where a music professor gave
lessons to the Sisters. He was a Methodist
minister, Protestant profeseors gave in-
struction in Mount St. Vineent Academy.

SISTER ST. VINCENTINE,

of the village convent, was trained in the
Fredericton Normal school before entering
the order. She substantially corroborated
the cther Sisters in regard to teaching.

SISTER DELOURDES
said that on receiving the news to goand
teach it was optional with the Sisters. All
their arrangements are between each indi-
vidual teacher and the trustees. The su-
perior has no authority over them. Witness
would not obey the lady superior if she
ordered her to teach the catechism within
school hours.

REV JOSEPH SELLARS,

pastor of the Methodist Church here, recited
the proceedings of the meetings which led
up to the closing of the grammer school;
its subsequent reopening, with E. L. O'Brien,
son of Trustee O’Brien, as principal, and
the withdrawal of the Protestant children
for that reason. He was reading the tele-
graphic and mail correspondence between
himself and Dr. Inch onthe subject of
the Protestant protest against O’Brien’s
appointment when the court adjourned.

Rev. Joseph Sellars continued his evidence
this forenoon. A petition of 25 Protestant
ratepayers was svnt to Frederieton protest-
ing against the appointment of O’Brien as
Grammar School teacher. Their objection
was on moral grounnds. They entered into
a contract with a teacher for a private
Protestant school for 27 children withdrawn
from the Grammar School on March 13,
O’Brien left the Grammar School the follow«
ing day- Witness said he would not object
to a Roman Catholic teaching if he could re-
pose confidence in him as far as character.
He felt that the Catholics should bein a
similar position to Protestants, that public
schools should bas kept efficient and no
religion taught within hours. If the public
school bnilding was filled and all depart-
ments working the Catholics could just as
easily call their children into the convent
after leaving publicschool and teach them
religion. Protestants pay a larger propor-
lionto the taxes and should not be com-
pelled to keep up dual grades in order for
Catholies to be able to teach religion before
or after hours. He objected to having too
many teachers, and the giving of special
privileges under a non-sectarian law to
benefit one class to the detriment of another.,
He had no objection to the concessions of
1878 only when pressed into small places
like Bathurst. His people have decided
objections to children looking upon the
Sisters’ garb or frequenting conventual
school. Dr. Iuch told kim, he said, that
regulation 10 did not meet the view of the
Catholics and he would have to interview
Mr, Blair. Dr. Ioch told him he warned
K. F. Burns that the persistent demands of
the Catholics would lead to serious difficul-
ties. Dr. Inch said he was sarprised to
find in Mr. Buros a man opposed to grammar
schools on principle. ~ Witness said he at-
tended a special meeting of ratepayers to
re-establish the Grammar-School. At that
meeting Mr. Burns used the words: **We
will adjouru this meeting to ascertain the
sontents of new regulations, as they are
considered prejndicial to us.” Witness was
present as & citizen, not as a ratepayer, A
second special meeting unanimously re-
established grammar schools. Prominent
Catholles took s stand in favor of engaging a
Proteatant., Witness preferred delay rather
than the appointment of E. L. O’Brien.
He did not think his .father would appoint
him io view of the expressed desire of
Catholics to have a Protestant, but after-
facts made him suspicious of the Catholics
being sincere. A certain class of people
lassing th lves as non ittal have
to-day on account of keen oppression taken

-

a determined stand., Witness went around
with a memorial to persuade Protestants to
sign against O'Brien’s appointment. He re-
ferred to his character.

At the adjournment at one o'clock Mr.
Sellers was undergoing rigid cross examian-
ation,

BATHURST, June 10. At the school investi-
gation yesterday afternoon Rev. Mr. Sellars
continued his evidence. He took no public
action in the agitation until after the appoint-
ment of E. L. O'Brien. Witness charged the
body of Catholics in the press with forcing
O'Brien on the Protestants. In doing so he
koew a Catholic trustee, Alexander Doucet,
objected to his appointment and another
Catholic trustee assented. He did not want
to say the whole body of Catholics favored
it He thought a large number of Catholics
assented to the appointment from the fact of
sending their chlidren to the Grammar school
to fill up, in order to have enough pupils for
O’Brien. He was decidedly oppossed to the
non-sectarian law being used for the benefit
of any one class to the detriment of another.
In engaging the Sisters a dual grading sys-
tem was established and the public buildings
could not be filled, thus burdening the
Protestants with excessive taxation. He
would have no objection to the Sisters in the
public building if they would leave off their
peculiar garb, A clergyman teaching school
should leave aside his ministerial garb. He
would not make any particular objection if
Mr. Cowperthwaite or another . efficient
teacher was continued in the Grammar school.
There was trouble between the Catholics and
Protestants about the private school. Boss,
the proprietor, barricaded the deor. Wit.
negs heard he claimed the Protestants had no
right in the school. An action is now pend-
ing about the lease. From what persons
present told him witness thought it necessary
to advise the government, as he feared further
trouble. Of his own knowledge he knew
notfiing of a riot when he sent the telegram.
The prime object in sending the telegram
was to protect the private school.
not swear it was sent with a view of naving
an effect on the public mind or the debate
going on at the time in Parliament.

Mr. Lawlor continued his cross-examina-
tion of Rev. Joseph Sellars this morning,
Witness said after the appointment of
O’'Brien he used his intluence as & minister
to get children from the lower grades in the
Grammar sohool. Some would mnot with.
draw. They said they were satistied with
the school. He found others just as anxious
as himself to send children to the private
school. Mrs. T.S. Miller was sending her
shildren to the convent aud hearing she
wanted to send them to a private school he
went to see her and gave his objections to
conventual schools. The appointment of

school certainly did not meet the difficulties.
He was fighting for principle and did not
intend to give up his opinion,. The Gram-
mar school is not efficient. The private
school is here to stay until justice is obtain-
ed such as indicated in his evid

The Solicitor-General then took witness
in hand. Dr, Inch, he said, did write him
on Feb. 4 that the Board could not refuse
the application for a permit for O'Brien
until he applied for it., Dr. Inch desired
O’Brien to apply so that the Board could
take action in favor or against a permit.
The Board did write him, witness said,
that it was prepared to take any reasonable
action to meet the views of the people as
early as February 15. Witness was left in
no doubts as to the views entertained by
Dr. Inch in regard to the matter of psrmit,
but he drew the conclusion that the Board
was acting reluctantly in refusing the per-
mit. When the protest was made against
the appointment the Board of Education, in
his opinion, should have given assurance
that the permit would not be granted when
applied for. He felt a body sitting ina
judicial capacity as the Board ehould have
gone as far as he stated and desired. So far
as he knew the pefmit may have been re-
fused the very day applied for. He thought
the Board of Education had acted promptly
enough up to the time of writing O'Brien to
make application for the permit. Dr. Inch
told witness in conversation he was in hopes
of O'Brien relinquishing his claims and
there would be no difficulty between him
and the trustees. Acting as secrstary of
parties supporting the private school, wit-
ness hired the teacher. There are 41 pupils
enrolled with an average attendance of 36,
Mr. Sellars’ cross-examination is not yet
over.

Bataurst, June 12.—In the school en-
quiry, Saturday afternoon, Rev. Mr. Sellars
closed his evidence by reading an extract
from a lecture on the public schoel and its
enemies, delivered by Rev. Father McGlynn
February 24th, 1889, Mr. White objected

REV. A. ¥. THOMSON.

Rev. A. F. Thomson, into whose complaint
enquiries are being made, testified that the
school irritation began about July, 1890.
He recited in detail the objection he had to
the manuer in which the school law was ad-
ministered hkere, In his history of the
troubles and negotiatiens, the witness
travelled over much of the ground covered
by Dr. Duncan and Rev. Mr. Sellars. He
wanted either an honest administration of a
free non-sectarian school system, or else
separate schools pure and simple. Mr,
Thomson was not cross-examined.

JOSHUA GAMMON AND NORMAN DESBRISAY.

Joshua Gammon aod Norman Desbrisay
were called to prove the circumstances in
connection with barricading the private
sobiool by Charles Boss.  Some Protestants
feared a riot because of a few Catholics
being present at the time. The Orangemen
barst open the door of the private school,
Gammon and Desbrissy heard no threats
from any Catholic and all the loud talking
was between Millerand Venoit. Trom the
fact of never seeing persons in numbers there
before they concluded there was danger.

Mr. Desbrisay said that W. R Jackson,S.
Williamson and himself had potato pounders
with them, but did not know of any other
weapons, The Catholics dida’t show any.
Boss claims that the Orangemen had no right
to use a hall rented from him for a private
school.

James Gammon said Boss told him P. J.
Burns had put him uptoit. He thought
Gammon said Burns was leading the Catho-
lics, and Venoit apoke up disclaimiog any
connection with the matter and saying the
Catholica had no right to interfere with
private schools. Miller said something and
then hot words ensued between him and
Venoit. No blows were struck by anyone.

GEO. WHEELER,

This morning Geo. Wheeler was the first
witness, He is the teacher of the Protes-
tant private school. He related a conver-
sation with Trustee O’Brien in regrad to
loaning money to district No. 2, also a con-
versation heard in Doucett’s store in which
O’Brien used some very abusive language in
regard to Rev. Joseph Sellars. The latter
gentleman was not present.

WM. ROGERS,

Wm. Rogers, a farmer living in district
No. 16 (village), testified he objected to the
conventaal schools on the ground he should
not be ealled upon to support schools out-
gide a public building when there is room
enough there and he objected to religious
sects teaching under the law. He lived in
district 15 till six yeare ago. He paid there
about $8 or $10 taxes since living in district
No, 16. He paid in 1889 $70.92; 1890, $56,-

He would.

483; 1891, $125.00; 1892, $52.60; 1893, §52.-
36. Hedid not know anything about the
salaries paid beforeor now. He was not
opposed to the superior school, but thought
a cheaper principal could be got. If the
public school building was filled to its ut-
most capacity he would not object to rent-
ing the convent for remaining numbers, but
he would not have the sisters to teach, His
great objection is they teach in their garb;
if they went dressed as other young ladies
he would not object.

James Gammon, called, related the circum-
stances of the alleged wow at the opening of
the Protestant private school.

She had nothing against
the sisters. She found her children pro-
gressed nicely in the intermediate and
primary departments, also under Mr, Ed.
O’Brien. As far ae she was aware Trustee
O’Brien always tried to accommodate the
people.

E. T, CARTER,.

Edwin T. Carter testified that in view of
what had been heard he decided to watch
the private school building, He saw persons
putting on alock, He related about the
same evidence as others, adding that Miller
called to Venoit that the Catholics present
were a sneaking crowd. It was only at this
that Venoit took him: up and said that the
Catholics as a body were not attempting to
interfere with the private school. Things
looked bad “and if a row had started half
the town would be into it. There were
only nine Catholics present and about the
same number of Protestants. He saw Daley
with a stick in his haod. He saw no potato
pounders. He never heard of any of the
Catholics present being ofa rowdy dispos-
ition.

The plaintiffs have finished their testi-
mony; the defendants have taken an hour
to consider if any rebuttal testimony wil
be necessary.

SHE ‘“‘RULES THE WAV E.”

A New York despatch says:—
says:—

Information received by United States
naval authorities is to the effect that the
British Admiralty is drawing up designs for
two monster cruisers, which will be mnot
only the largest war ships in the world, but
the fastest. They will be known as the
“Terrible” and the ‘“Powerful.” Each ship
will have & length of over 500 feet and a
beam of about 70 feet. Engines will be
placed aboard each craft capable of develop-
ing 30,000 horse power, A speed of 25
knots per hour is aimed at. With these
engines the two ships will be apace in
engine capacity with the new Canard grey-
hounds “Campania” and ‘“Lucania.” . Their
lengthi will be less than the Cunard ships,
but each of the cruisers will possess dis-
placement greater than either of the liners.
Save for torpedo boats, the speed of 25
knots per hour aimed at will place the
“Terrible and ‘‘Powerful” ahead of all
speeds now attained by any vessel afloat.
The cruisers are to have an armor protection
and will carry large and powerful rapid-fire
gun batteries,

The British admiralty has given positive
orders that between now and April 1, 1894,
the following new ships must be completed,
and beready for service: The first-class
battle-ships Empress of Indis, Repulse,
Ramilies, Resolution and Royal Oak, each
of 14,150 tons displacement, 13,000 horse-
power, 174 knots speed, and a battery of
four 13}-inch and ten 6-inch breaeh-loading
rifles, twenty-eight rapid.-firing guns, besides
machine guns and torpedo launching tubes;
the first-class battle-ships Barfleur and
Centurion. of 10,500 tons diiplncement,
18} knots speed and a heavy &ermament
for each; the first-class protected ~cruisers
Crescent, Eadymion, St. George, Gibralter,
Crepton and Theseus, of 19 knots speed,
and each carrying two 9inch and ten 6-
inch breach-loading rifles, and various
rapid.tiring and machine guns; the second-
class protected cruisers Cambria, Artraca
Bonaventure, eachof 194 knots speed, and
an armament of two G6-inch rifles, eight
rapid-firing guns and zeveral Hotchkiss
revolving cannon and machine gnns. There
will also be ten first-class torpede gunboats,
the Speedy, with 20} knots speed, and
the Antelope, Dryad, Hazard, Hebe, Leda,
Onyx, Reward, Jaseur and Niger, each
with a speed of 19} knots.

ABOUT THE ROYAL WEDDING.

It has been settled by the~Qagen and
Prince of Wales that the royal woddilg shall
take place in the Chapel Royal, at /the St.
James Palace, early in July, fand the
Princess of Wales has telegraphed her
approval of this arrangement. The Queen
was married in this chapel, and so was the
Empress Frederick. The accommodation
afforded by St. James’ Chapel is so limited
that the cermony can be witnessed only by
the royal family, the royal representatives of
foreign sovereigns, the great officers and the
principal members of the household-in-wait
ing and threo or four cabinet ministers. It
is intended to invite all personages
who would have been present if the
wedding had taken place at Windsor to a
reception dejenner at Buckingham Palace
directly after the ceremony. The Duke and

WORLD'S FAIR, June 8.— [Sracial] —
Now that the glorious days of June are
bere and the number of visitors to the ex-
position is daily increasing, the shady
seats to be found at various places
throughout the grounds are always occu-
pied. In a letter written a couple of
weeks ago I said there was seating ca-
pacity on the grounds for 10,000 people,
and that this seemed to be enough. But
almost immediately it became apparent
the sittings must be increase? if the peo-
ple were to have sufficient resting place.
It must be said to the credit of the man-
agers of the fair that just as soon as they
realized the necessgity of increasing these
accommodations they set about the work.
Bettees enough to hold 50,000 more people
were at once ordered, and day after day
ihe contractors have placed wagonloads of
benches all over the grounds. The man-
agers of the fair did this at considerabls
expense at a time when they scarcely
knew which way to turn for money. They
had exhausted their treasusy in opening
the gate May 1st, and were in debt. For
every dollar that was taken in at the gates
a hundred hands were outstretched. Con-
tractors, supply houses, officials and even
workmen were unpaid. The attendance,
owing to unfavorable weather and high
railroad rates, was not as great as had
been expected. Yet in the face of all these
difficulties the managers, be it said to
their honor, did not hesitate to incur ex-
penditure whenever the comfort of the
people was involved.

1 do not intend to pose as a defender of
the managers, nor as their apologist, but
I like to see justice done. When one reads
in easterm papers criticisms of the man-
.;ement of the fair that are notoriously
{alse and malicious it is not easy to main-
tain silence concerning them. It is not
true that the World’s fair is a great
money-making scheme. If it were the
directors would have avoided millions of
dollars of expenditure—would have kept
in their treasury vast sums< hat were ex-

pended for adornment, fo. statuary, for®

ublic comfort, for elegance, that could
Eavc been saved by a narrow and selfisi
policy. Why, these very dircctors, the
best business men of Chicago, have given
and continue to give ‘r time and ener-
gies to this enterpris Jhout a dollar of
salary or direct rewvard.

They do not stint their expenditurs in
any worthy direct..n. Come even now to
the fair and you will see long lines of
wagons waiting every evening to carry
their loads of benches to various parts of
the grounds. Other lines of wagons are
laden with fresh sod, which is brought in
gvery day by trainloads, to be used in
freshening the park. A huge street-clean-
ing department waits also for the visitors
to leave the gates, and then works all
night. By morning every bit of dirt and
rubbish, every particle of mud and refuse,
has been cleared away. When you come
to Chicago make an effort to reach the ex-
position at least once or twice during your
sojourn early in the morning. Then you
will see the fair at its best. Everything is
bright and clean. There is a sweetness, a
treshness everywhere which cannot be
found in the afternoon, after the multi-
tuds has come.

The managers of the fair spent a small
fortune for music. Without cost the vis-
itor may hear the finest bands and orches-
trasin the country. He may sit in the
shade of the palaces which surround the

central court, amid a scene of unparalleled
splendor, and fill his soul with musie’s
divine struins. An admission fee is
charged to some of the special concerts in
Choral hall—coneerts at which famous
soloists appsar—but every suck concert iz
a financial loss to the management, and is
not expected to be anything but a loss.
The large appropriation made for music is
another example of the generosity of the
men who have made this fair,

Perhaps you have read a good deal in
the papers about the Columbian guards—
their insolence, rashness, brutality, ignor-
ance. There are 2,500 of these exposition
policemen, and many of them were of
necessity raw recruits. They needed train-
ing and experience. Many of them were
country young men who sought this em-
ployment for the opportunity it would
sive them to see the exposition and the
life which is in and about the exposition.
It would indeed be surprising if among so
many men there were not a few whose
heads were turned by the exercise of “‘a
little brief authority,” & fewo were
ignorant and rude. But in e time I
have been here I have yet to meet the first
case of this sort. Invariably I have been
treated with courtesy by these much-
maligned sontries. I have yet to witness
an instance of their brutality or insolence.

- Two or three weeks ago even the Chicago

papers were filled with complaints of the
guards, but in a majority of these cases
the facts were that some one had attempt-
ed to violate the rules and had lost his
temper when restrained o¥ placed under
arrest by the representative of the law.

I have watched the Columbian guard
with a good deal of interest. They were
2,500 young men gathered from all walks
of life, particularly those in which the in-
fluences are not refining or elevating. As
bired they were a motley mob, unaccus-
tomed to discipline and some of them
strangers to civility, Well, it is interest-
ing to note how quickly they have been
transformed into good, soldiers. Alreacy
they have the bearing, the repose, the dig-
pity mingled with the considerateness
which should ever characterize men wha
are thrust into positions of responsibility
and delegated authority. This army of
guards has been to me an exposition of
itself—a display of the manhood of the
zommon people, and of the adaptability of
our young men to military service. It
presents an object lesson in the soldierly
qualities of Americans, and shows this
generation in a small way that which the
last saw on a grand and more terrible
scale—the ease with which our country-
men may leave the plow and the bench,
tiie railway brake and the desk, the coun-
ter and tle scheol, and become part of an
effective, intelligent and thoroughly dis-
ciplined martial force.

It would be foolish to say these guards
arc altogether perfect. They are not ideal.
But the other extreme, that reached by
the spirit of fault-finding which is alto-
gether too prevalent in this country, is
equally absurd. The guards are a credit
to the country and the exposition, and
they are improving every day. Some peo-
ple ask why 8 many guards are necessary,
Two thousand five hundred is a pretty
large number of policemen for one city, it
is true. But it must be remembercd they
have both day and night duty to perform.
Their vigil over the almost priceless ex-
hibits hero displayéd never ceases. It
estimated there are in the exposition goods
valued at §300,000,000. All these are cpen

to'the pullic, and must be protected and
watched, There are thirteen main exposi
tion buildings and some eighty smaller
ones. Two hundred and fifty guards are
needed in the great Manufactures building
alone, during the day; and 190 ere sta-
ticned there at pight. In the day time X
ere assigned to the Art palace, Besides
tha buildings and their exhibits the walks
wd ali other purts of the grounds must be
sled.
wdy the situation asIhave done and
you zce that 2,500 is none too large a
number of guards for the White Cigy.
You inust not forget that vast crowdsol

penpio come nere every aay, and that it
would be ple madness to leave them -
without police protection. As long as
everything goes well perhaps there is not
much need of the presence of the guards.
But suppose fire breaks out, or there is
panic from any cause? These are the
things the management has had to think
of. Though the fault-finders may be
\‘\)mnghtl(-sa the men who are responsible
for the conduct of this great enterprise
cannot afford to be. And I mustsay they

appear to have thought of everything.

It would require many columns to ex-
pose all the lies I have seen in eastern
papers concerning the World’s fair. Life
is too short to devote much of it to this
purpose. There are too many things here
to admire and praise. But I wish to re-
assure my reeders on a few points. The
fair is now finished. It is complete and
perpect. If an exhibit here and there is
not just as its owners or managers desirve
to have it, probably it will be by the time
this reaches your eye; and at any rate, all
these exhibits together do not amount to
adrop in the great bucket. The fairis
clean and orderly, as I have shown you.
S0 much attention has been paid to the
comfort of visitors that every one is aston-
ished at the completeness of the arrange-
ments.

There are seats within the buildings and
without. ~ The toilet rooms and lavatories
are everywhere—free. There are rest
rooms in various buildings. If one is
taken ill or overcome by heat an ambul-
ance service attends and a good hospital
awaits. Drinking water—free and good—
may be had at every turn. There is no ex-
tortion within the grounds. Thoserestau-
rant keepers and other providers who
started out to galn riches quickly have
found they were on the wrong road. The
transportation facilities to and from the
fair grounds are almost perfect. No pre-
vious exposition was so well served in this
respect. Onthe days of greatest attend-
ance there isno uncomfortable crowding.

Let me give yowwa little personal exper
fence that you may judge of the conditions
existing in Chicago and at the fair. 1
board at the Grand Pacific hotel, where 1
pay only regular rates, as ewery one elsa
does—the same rates asked last year and
every year. This is true of nearly all the
hotels. One large hotel served noticein
the latter part of April it would double its
rates May 1. The guests didn’t complain.
They did not go to the office and growl.
They simply said to themselves: “This
landlord has the right to charge what he
pleases. That is his business.” But on
the morning of May 1 there weren’t a
dozen guests left in the house. A vast
hotel was empty, cavernous. Cafe, bar,
barbershop, bell boys, cigar stand, cashier,
room clerk, everything and everybody had
a holiday. The next day was no better. It
was even worse, for only half a dozen
guests remained. Then the proprietox
capitulated. He came down to his old
scale of prices. Gradually his guests re
turned, but even yet the house is suffering
the effects of that mistake. It cost that
landlord $10,000 to learn the people will
not be robbed. This is the lesson which
a great many people have learned in Chi-
cago.

Well, a five minute walk takes me.to the
Iliinois Central station. In two or three
minutes an express train starts for the
fair. It makes the journey in fifteen min-
utes, without stopping. The fare is 1{
cents and the cars are comfortable. In
two minutes I walk to the fair gates. Dur
ing five or six hours in the exposition my
expenses may be something like this:

$.uch I have had for my money.
A score of foreign nations have erected
buildings of their own on the exposition
grounds, If it be assumed these nations
have in these structures given us samples
of their best products in architecture and
decorations, then the conclusion is irresist-
able that American architecture is at
least the equal of any in the world. The
twenty foreign buildings, grouped pretty
well together, do not present an appear-
ance that is as imposing or as beautiful as
that of the buildinggerected by the Amer-
‘ean states and terrvitories, near by, It is
gratifying to note, morcover, that while
there are distinctive types of architecture
in the foreign buildings there are also dis-
tinctive types in the buildings erected by
the states of the American union. In
character the structures of Massachusetts
and Pennsylvania are as striking as those
of Germany and Spain. In beauty the
New York building is superior to any-
thing which our friends from across the
sea have to show here. Moreover, the
handsomest of all the foreign buildings,
and that not quite finished as yet, is the
one erected by Brazil, the newest of the
great republics of the western world.

Visitors to the fair will find the north-
ern section of the ‘grounds very pleasing
to their eyes. They will take great de-
light in walking among the foreign build-
ings, which have the prettiest partof the
grounds, They have the waters of Lake
Michigan on the east, and on the curving,
shelving shore of this inland ocean the
waves are continually rolling. To the
south and‘southwest are the inlet and la-
goon, and to the west and northwest the
Arxt palace and the buildings erected by
the states. Being the guests of the occa-
sion the foreigners were given this choice
location, and the grounds between their
buildings have been beautified by grass,
flowers, shade trees, shrubbery and leafy
walks.

The twenty nations or colonies which
have bulldings here are: Irance, Ger-
many, Spain, Great Britain, Australia,
Sweden, Brazil, Japan, Cocta Rica, Co-
lombia, Guatemala, Tuw ey, Cuylo‘
Canada, Hayti, Venezuela, Nicaragua
New South Wales and East India, Russia
had expected to build a magnificent and
characteristic structure on the lake shore,
and the logs for the foundation had been
cut in Siberia, but delays caused by ice in
the bays and northern watcrs caused
abandonment of the plan.

Many nations not represented by rpecial
buildings have what are really their own
buildings in the great Manufactures pal-
ace, in the mines departmentorelsewhere,
Quite a number of the lesser countries are
represented by villages along the .\Iidﬁ
plaisance which are more typical anc
teresting, because showing the methods of
life among the common people, than any
single building could be. The forcign
represeutation here, considered as a whole,

The German building is by long odds
the most picturesque of the foreign strue-
tures, In it are blended, harmoniously,
many types of German and Prussianarch-
itecture. Its principal suggestion is that
of a splendid town hall of a hundred years
ago, but it makes one think also of
mediagval castles, cottages and cathedrals.
It is gorgeously colored and decorated, and
the lover of architecture and exterior or-
namentation will be glad to look at it by
the hour. Within is a most interesting
display, consisting principally. of books
and educational publications and ap-
pliances and German photographs.
Here are fine specimens of the
bandiwork of German painters, book-
binders, illustrators and photographers,
nrtalgn which the Germans easily lead the
world.

Great Britain's Victoria house, which
occupies a conspicuous position on the
lake front near Uncie Sam’s battleship, is
somewhat disappointing in its exterior,
but within it is rich and delightful. The
aim was to show a type of the fine old
English half-timber houses of thesixteenth
centary, of which so many good examples
sre still extant. Great care has been be-
stowed on the interior decorations. The
library is a fine specimen of work in Eng-
lish oak, and there all the principal Eng-
lish journals are kept on file for the con-
venience of guests. The drawing room
and the grand staircase help to show vis-
itors just what the interlor of an old Eng-
lish house is like,

Spajn is just finishing a handsome build-
ing on the lake front. It is & reproduction
of the Lonja at Valencia. Opposite Vic-
toria house is a commocious structure
erected by Canada, and it was one of the
first buildings in the grounds to be fin-
ished and ready for visitors. Farther
along is the low but showy building of
New South Wales, where the wonderful
progress made by Australia is exemplified,
as it is in many other features of the expo-
sition.

Tba forelgn building which will attract
most attention, probably, on accouns eof
its'interesting contents, is that of France,
which oocupies a commanding position on
the lake front. It is a reproduction of the
Hall of Heroules in the Palace of Ver-
sailles, where Benjamin Franklin signed
the first treaty mads by the United States
with another power. Many of the La-
fayette relics loaned by t patriotie
family are here displa; With an Ionic

vilion the French have connected the

ercules hall with a twin structure some
sixty feet away, and within the court thus
formed they have placed statuary, flowers
and fountains. ’ghe corridor running
from one building to the other contains
an exhibit which cannot be excelled in
popular interest. It is that of the City of
Paris, and eonsists in part of large pic-
tures of all the notable buildings, plasas
and boulevards in the French capital.
There is also 8 complete exposition of the
methods of government employed there—
the police, the fire department, the hos-
pitals, the great sewer system, the street
cleaning department, etc. Everything is
worked out in that manner precise yet
grczumque which is decidodfy French,
bably no other municipality in the
world spends so much money for the com-
fort and health of the citizens, and men
who are interested in that t modern
problem, government of cities, will find
mdisplay worth many hours of their

pictures of French criminals—here & seb
of photographs which show the eyes, there
the moscs, next the ears of a great variety
of exceedingly tough customers. Most
graphic of all is the Bertillon method of
obtaining evidence in a case of death in
the street or in a fleld. Walking through
the corridor next to Lake Michigan you
come suddenly upon the figure of a man
lying on the floor. Though of wax, he has
the ghastliness of death upon his brow,
and he startles you. Above the prostrate
figure is a camera carried on a tripod, and
so arranged that by pulling a string the
operator may photograph thoe deceased
just as he was found, the picture (which is
shown) containing not only the features,
figure and clothing of the dead man, but
the exact position in which he fell, the
marks of struggle if any are in the earth,
and the footsteps which may be there.

Next to the French building is the bean-
tiful pavilion of the Cingalese, which is a
formidable rival to the Hooden temple
erected by the Japanese on the wooded
island. The people of Ceylon are said to
have in this exposition the finest and rich-
est display, in proportion to population, to
be found among the contributions of the
nation. This building on the lake front
is filled with carvings and gems, and is
v orth an hour’s visit.

The South and Central American coun-
tries have done very well. Brazil has
spent nearly $100,000 on her building,
which presents to good advantage the

enius ¢ of Brazilian hitects. Costa

ica has a striking b&cding which re-
sembles ati Aztec temple, and Guatemala
shows in front of its structure, which is
decorated most charmingly in pistachio
green tints, a rose garden where one may
8ip coffee made in the Guatemala manner.
Colombia has a fine building, while
Venezuela shows a white marble structure
surroundéd by gardens containing the
rarest and most beautiful of tropical
plants and orchids. Nicaragua, the little
nation which some Kople think the United
States will some day annex, along with
Costa Rica, on account of the interoceanic
canal, has & worthy building to which all
visitors are warmly welcomed.

Norway and Sweden have a large build-
ing of characteristic Scandinavian archi-
tecture, rather sombre without but light
and cheerful within. A pretty and rich
Turkish pavilion stands facing the lagoon,
and within it the visitor will #nd some
rare tapestries, rugs and hangings. Hayti
has & commodious building of one story
with & broad piazza, characteristic of the
hot countries. It contains an interesting
display of the products of that West In-
dian island.

As might be supposed, these foreign
buildings are crowded with visitors from
morning till night. This is particularly
true of the structures representing Euro-
pean nations, for the thousands of natives
of those lands who have found homes in
Anmerica, and their descendants, think a
visit to the World’s fair incomplete with-
out a call at the headquarters of the coun-
try of their origin. The manner in which
Europeans, Americans both north and
south, Asiatics and Egyptians mingle here

“in friendly concourse is most instructive,
One lesson which the observing exposition
visitor may learn if he will is that all men
are brothers, and that these great interna-
tional expositions are not only scenes of
friendly rivalry in the arts and industries,
but peace congresses sure to leave their
impress upon a3l time.

New Residence of E. F. Burns. M. 2.

Mr R. C. John Dunn on Friday showed a
Globe reporter the plans of the handsome
new residence now being built at Bathurst by
Mr. Kennedy F. Burns, M. P., on the site of
the house recently destroyed by fire. The
residence will present amost commanding
appearanee and will be a great ornament to
the thriving little town. The interior
arrangments are very complete, and when
finished the house will be one of the most
comfortable and commodious to be found
anywhere. The main building is 47x51 feet,
with the front entrance in the centre.
There are two ells of 37x36 feet and 18.09x23
feet respectively. The basement is of stone
and the superstructure of wood. The main
hall is 12x37feet. On the right side is the
reception room, 18x16 feet with a large cir-
oular window, Immediately back of the
reception room are the stairs to the second
story. A library, 18x22 feet, is alsoon the
right. From this, running along the side of
the building, is a conservatory 36x14 feet.
The parlor, 25x16 feet with the dining-room
in the rear, are on the left. Both are lighted
by large bay windows. To the left of the
dining-room a conservatory 10 feet wide ex.
tends 50 feet and also answers as & covered
walk to the carriage house. 1o the ell
immediately in the rear of the dining-room is
a pantry 9 ft. 6in.x16, with the kitchen 16x17
and a second pantry 8x11 opening from it.
The! ell also has a back entry 5x8 feeta
laundry 14x12 feet, a milk room 9x14 feet and
a toilet room 13x7 feet, all most conveniently
situated. The small ell has s room 15x18
feet for use aya summer kitchen. On the
second story in the main buildiog are’ four
large bed rooms, with dressing rooms, bath
rooms closets, etc. The ell has four more bed
rooms and a trank room. Over the summer
kitchen is the man’s quarters. Everything:
about the building is most complete., On
the northwest corner is a large circular tower
and beautiful broad verandahs run almost
