To guard a trade secret is a mat­
ter of greater difficulty than 
might imagine, but this is not alto­
gether surprising when the tricks 
resorted to by rival, tradesmen to 
make it public property are taken in­
to consideration, 
men are sometimes the cause of their 
masters’ downfall, but strategy 
ceede twice where bribery does once.

years ago n large firm of 
American printers discovered how to 
print on tin by a far cheaper meth­
od than that hitherto employed. The1 
result was a terrible fall in the price 
ot tin boxes, and many other makers, 
unable to reduce their prices accord­
ingly, were ruined. Filled with re- 
^nge, they tried to bribe the inven­
tor’s workmen to disclose the secret, 
but, although they offered them a 
thousand dollars apiece to change 
masters, loyalty triumphed, and the 
secret remained intact, The spy­
ing system was then resorted to, but 
failed likewise, for no stranger was 
allowed inside the building, however 
urgent his business.

But one day three "men arrived" at 
the factory in the guise of policemen, 
and said that one of the workmen 
had been found to be connected with a 
powerful gang of thieves, and was 
smuggling stolen goods into the 
ouilding, which must, therefore, be 
searched.
but the men displayed their warrant, 
so no more could be said. 
ranсe was effected, and while search­
ing for the stolen articles the repre­
sentatives of the law seized the op­
portunity of taking a number of snap­
shots with their cameras. After ex­
ploring the building for so met time in 
vain they took their leave with pro­
fuse apologies for the mistake, and 
not long afterwards two other firms 
were able to use the printing secret. 
Then the inventors found how they 
had been duped. The policemen were 
spies and their warrant forged, but 
the perpetrators of this dastardly 
trick were never discovered.

The art of making cast steel was 
once u secret known only to one nam­
ed Huntsman and bis workmen, who 
plied their trade at a factory near 
Attercliffe. 
traveller in rags knocked at the 
door and asked for shelter from the 
snow, but was refused admittance. He 
pleaded hard, and was at length al­
lowed to come in and sleep on the 
floor. But he had no intention of 
going to sleep, although he pretend­
ed to do so, and while the workmen 
continued to make cast steel he 
watched them with partly closed 
eyes. A few weeks later the great 
secret was public property, for the 
benighted traveller was no other than 
a well-known engineer.

Citric acid was discovered by a 
chemist, and for many years was 
solely made by him at his shop in Fleet? 
Street. This being before the days 
of the Patents Act, he had no pro­
tection for his discovery except 
strict secrecy. He kept his doors 
and windows constantly locked, but 
an ingenious sweep crept down the 
chimney one night, and having made 
full investigations* returned by the 
way he had come. He soon after­
wards changed his "profession,” and 
eventually became the largest manu­
facturer of citric acid in England

A Manchester dyer some time ago 
discovered a great improvement in 
his art, and, when he had spent a 
great deal of money in experiment­
ing, built a large factory and em­
ployed a heavy staff of workmen. 
For some time it seemed as if he were 
on the way toward making an en­
ormous fortune, for the dye he pro­
duced was far superior to any other, 
and cloth colored at his factory was 
largely sought after by merchants. 
But his manager got married, and a 
rival, (knowing that the newly-made 
wife would probably have great in­
fluence with her husband, offered her 
£5,000 down if she would discover and 
betray the secret. The Delilah, car­
ried away by the offer of such a sub­
stantial sum, dragged the secret 
from her spouse and sold it, only to 
ruin the man who had made the dis­
covery.

Storm* HI Sea, II lizard* and Thnndcr 
Storm* to Order.

The success of a drama undoubted­
ly depends to a very large extent on 
the realism with which the various 
scenes are depicted. For it is realism 
which the public demands nowadays. 
Hence it will be readily understood 
that stage managers are always look­
ing out for devices by which sensation­
al scenes can be presented to audi­
ences in the most realistic • manner 
possible.

Take probably the best of Drury 
Lane dramas, " The Price of Peace,” 
The fereat shipwreck scene is one of 
the most sensational pieces of stage 
mounting which have been seen for 
some years on the stage. The scene 
depicts a large " liner ” crashing into 
and sinking a yacht in a dense fog. 
and the manner in which the collision 
is accomplished is really remarkable

Part of the stage—called the sink­
ing stage—is cut into three parts 
each portion being worked irrespec­
tive of the others, by separate hy­
draulic lifts. ' By working two of 
these shofts alternately the rocking 
motion is given to the yacht while 
sinking. The large "liner” is but я 
painted ship on a sea-scene, the lat­
ter being manipulated in such a man­
ner by men in the "flies” and ** wings,” 
that she suddenly looms up through 
a fog of games and crashes into the 
yacht with, to all appearances, ter­
rific force. Of course the big drum, 
cymbals, etc., produce the necessary 
noise, while the lifts are slowly low- 
ered, and the >acht, as viewed by the 
audience, gradually sinks into the 
depths of the ocean.

There are very few people who have 
not read the popular and exciting 
story of ” Ben Hut.” Up - to the pre­
sent time, however, no manager has 
been bold enough to produce the 
dramatised version on the stage, The 
sensational " hit ” of the play is 
undoubtedly the chariot race in the 
scene representing the circus at An­
tioch. This race, it should be explain­
ed for the benefit of those readers 
who have not read the story, is one 
in which Ben Hur not only beats his 
enemy Messala, but also by a skilful 
manoeuvre upsets the latter’s char­
iot when going at full speed, 
wheel of Messala’s chariot comes off, 
and in the crash he is maimed for 
life. Hence it will be readily under­
stood that such a scene was by no 
means easy to depict.

The back of the scene, representing 
a circus filled with spectators, is 
worked on the panorama system, and 
travels slowly in the opposite direc­
tion to the chariots. But, as a matter 
of fact, the chariots themselves, do 
not move, although the wheels go 
round, and the horses, as viewed by 
the audience, are galloping away at 
full speed. The illusion is effected in 
this way : Part of the centre of the 
stage is cut away, and a number of 
very strong, narrow canvas, endless 
bands running on driving wheels 
worked by an electric motor take its 
place. It is on these the horses gal­
lop. the belts being driven towards the 
rear of the chariot. The wheels of the 
latter do not touch the stage, the 
chariot being supported, 
driven round by p small electric mo­
tor inside the chariot, which can be 
switched on by the driver. Dust is 
forced up underneath the horse’s feet 
and beneath the wheels, which com­
pletes a chariot racing scene as rea­
listic as inventive genius can make

Sweetmeat jars or bottles may be 

cleaned without scraping them by 
pouring in ithe jars hot water and a 
teaspoonful or two of pear lash. The 
contents which remain sticking to 
the sides and bottom of the jar will 
be disengaged by the pearlash and 
float loose in the water.

Wash kettles the same way, or oth­
er vessels which you wish to purify 
or clear from grease. Strong lye 
poured off clear from good hickory 
ashes will answer nearly as well for 
the same pair pose, and for kegs, buck­
ets and other large cooking utensils, 
lye from wood ashes may alvvayd be 
used. A convenient method of cleans­
ing a jar, bucket, tub or barrel is to 
place a small quantity of lime' on the 
bottom, and then shaking it with hot 
water in which as much salt has been 
dissolved as it will take up. It will 
purify it like a charm. Cover vessel 
to keep steam in.

A housekeeper writes; "Having some 
stone jars in which lard had been 
Packed until they became unfit for 
uss, I made them perfectly sweet by 
packing them full of fresh earth and 
letting it remain two or three weeks. 
This is an experiment with me, and 
I suspect it would be equally effective 
in any case of foul earthen or stone­
ware.”

TEA CAKE.
Break up half an ounce of fresh 

compressed yeast and put it into a 
basin with just sufficient tepid milk 
to cover it, and when the yeast is 
thoroughly softened beat it to a 
paste. Put a quarter of a pint of 
milk into n saucepan with one ounce 
of sugar, and when the milk is quite 
warm stir it gradually into the yeast. 
Put one tablespoonful of flour into 
a medium sized mixing basin and pour 
in very slowly the milk and yeast, 
stirring the flour all the time with a 
wooden spoon so that the mixture 
may be smooth; cover the basin with 
a cloth and place it on the fender. 
The mixture will take some time to 
rise, but it must be carefully watched, 
and when it has risen well it will 
"fall." As soon as this takes place 
add by degrees half a pound of fine 
flour, less the tablespoonful already 
used, stirring it in with the hand, and 
then work it up to a smooth, soft 
dough and set it to rise as before in 
the basin covered with a cloth.

When the dough is nearly double 
the original size, put it into a round 
tin which has been well buttered and 
dusted with flour. Prick the top 
with a fork and let it rise for a 
third time. When risen thoroughly 
bake the tea cake in a well heated 
oven until it is nicely browned; then 
turn it out of the tin on to a flat 
tin which Ihas been warmed and brush 
the top over with a sirup made by 
dissolving some powdered sugar in 
milk.

Put the cake back into the oven to 
finish baking and to set the glaze, 
and when it is ready* let it cool on a 
sieve before it is put away. if the 
above recipe is successfully carried 
out, the tea cake will have just the 
same appearance as a baker's tea 
cake, and it should be cut into slices 
and toasted and buttered. It is well 
to remember that some flour ab­
sorbs more moisture than others; 
therefore a certain amount of dis­
cretion is necessary when mixing the 
dough, which rpn no account should be 
stiff, and, therefore, it may be found 
advisable to use rather less than half 
a pound of flour.

A machine has just been patented 

by which a most realistic blizzard and 
snow-storm, can be made to order. It 
consists of two upright iron frames, 
each furnished with small motors And 
cylinders and operated by an elec­
tric battery of half a horse power 
The iron frames are placed on either 
side of the windows of the " stage 
house.” The electric battery is then 
switched on the cylinders revolve at 
the rate of 1 200 revolutions a min­
ute and the " snow ”—cut paper- 
falling froun the boxes above is whirl­
ed across the window. Salt is also 
thrown from the cylinders and whir­
ling through the air gives a sleet-like 
appearance) to the snow, on which a 
white light is flashed, while another 
one shines through a dull blue glass, 
adding to the coldness of the scene. 
Wind is created by rapidly turning a 
big revolving cylinder over which is 
tightly stretched a piece of silk,which 
produces the shrill whistle of stormy 
winds.

There are, of course, innumerable 
ingenious tricks worked behind the 
secenes, in order to produce minor ef­
fects, such as the pattering of rain, 
thunder, lightning and moving clouds. 
Most theatres have a special rain­
making machine, a large metallic 
drum containing small shot or peas. 
This is worked by hand, and gives a 
capital representation of the patter­
ing of rain or hail. Moving clouds are 
simply painted on the scene, the ne­
cessary motion being given by the 
man in the “flies.” Thunder is gen­
erally created by upsetting a barrow­
load of cannon-balls, while electric 
lamps quickly flashed and extinguish­
ed provide the accompanying light­
ning.

It is estimated 
that over 12,000,000 pounds of human 
hair are used annually in the civilized 
world for adorning the heads of wo­
men.

HICKEY’S QRUG STORE A case under the Scott Act, which in­
volved a new point was decided by the 
Supreme Court at Fredericton ' and judg­
ment given on Thursday last. The Herald 
thns states the matter .—

Ex parte Trenholme and ex parte 
Mittia—The defendants in this case are 
employes of the Dominion Express Com­
pany and were convicted by Stipendiary 
Cahill, at Sack ville a few months ago, of 
selling liquor contrary to the provisions of 
the Canada Temperance Act. It appears 
they took delivery of a quantity of liquor 
from a wholesale dealer in the town of 
Amherst, N. S., in their capacity as 
express agents, and handed it over to a 
party in Port Elgin, Westmorland county, 
collecting the money for the goods and 
retaining it to the dealer. For doing this 
they were held by the magistrate to be 
guilty of an offence under the Canada 
Temperance Act and were convicted and 
fined accordingly. The case was argued 
on appeal before the Supreme Court last 
term, and this morning Judge Barker 
delivered judgment, quashing the convic­
tions. He held that the defendants, in 
handling the liquor, only acted as em­
ployee of the express company, and were 
in no way liable for the penalties imposed 
by the magistrate. The sale of liquor 
was made in Amherst, and the defend­
ants were not a party to the sale. The 
Chief Justice and Justice McLeod concur­
red in the judgment and Judge Landry 
dissented.

In doing this he placed those who were
desirous of helping him, without making a 
farce of the game law, at a disadvantage.

His attention was drawn to the following 
aentence from the letter of the Sarveyor- 
General transmitting Mr. Benn’s license to 
him :

An Importent Speech by 
Son. A- Gb Blair.M.S.N. CO-Y Overcoat GoodsHon. A. G. Blair was entertained by 

his supporters of the North End, (Port- 
land) St. John, at a banquet, on Tfiurs 
day evening last. His speech on the 
occasion was, of coarse, the great feature 
of the evening, and it was the most im­
portant delivered by any Dominion Minis­
ter since the electron of November 7th. 
Oar space does not admit of oor giving 
the whole of it, but we make room for the 
following, which cannot but interest all 
friends of good government, and be most 
satisfactory to Mr. Blair’s many friends 
who read the Advance.

Referring to the successful election con­
test in St. John Mr. Blair said :—

I congratulate you oo that success, and 
in doing so I think I may claim that yon 
have fought a good and square fight. Yon 
have fought a worthy fight, and one of 
which you need not be ashamed. I think 
I can say that on my paît I endeavored, 
as you endeavored, to carry out that con­
test in a manly way. (Cheers.) We re­
sorted to no influence that would be un­
worthy of us as men. We appealed to 
none of the feelings which ought not to 
be aroused. We sought to taise no per­
sonal cries nor to make any personal at­
tacks upon our opponents. We did not 
resort to any of those agencies of which a 
man would be ashamed in his calmer and 
cooler moments.

When I look 
across this continent and see how the 
closing struggles in this great election bat­
tle are being fought, and read in the pub­
lic press the means which are being re­
sorted to in order to win a victory, I am 
led to ask myself the question whether 
there does not reside in the great Liberal 
party a monopoly of the tolerance and 
spirit of patriotism which is the highest 
ideal of loyalty. (Cheers.) Read the ut­
terances on the public platform by nô less 
a person than Sir Charles Hibbert Tapper 
and by Mr. Clarke Wallace,both of whom 
have filled high positions in the govern­
ment of this country and who know that 
we have different races and different 
rtligious beliefs f.mong our people, and 
you will see how desperately they are en­
deavoring to set one class aga;nst another, 
and one creed against another. From the 
bottom of my heart I wish that this were 
not the case, because every lover of Cana­
da must feel in his heart that we should 
have unity among our people, that we 
should dismiss from our thought any ques­
tion as to whether a man is a Methodist, 
a Baptist, an Episcopalian or a Catholic, 
whether he ia French or English. We 
ought to regard each other as Canadian», 
and realize at the same time that only by 
the heartiest co-operation can we hope to 
ensure to our dominion that prosperity 
and progress which justly belongs to us.

“There are a few lessons it appears to 
me that might with considerable advan­
tage be abstracted fro • the events of the 
last campaign. I thu k this campaign has 
demonstrated that the Г >ry party never 
made a greater mistake than when it 
undertook the advocacy of a particular 
side of a question simply because the 
Canadian Pacific demanded that they 
should take up that side of the queetion. 
The Tory party came into this constitu­
ency with the avowed declaration that the 
demand of the Canadian Pacific must be 
acceded to. Did Mr. Foster stop to judge 
the question in any of its bearings and 
find out what were the real raeri’s of the 
controversy ? I venture to say he did not. 
It was sufficient for him to know that the 
Canadian Pacific had made the demand. 
The Tory party his for the past four 
years taken the side of the Canadian 
Pacific upon ell questions. When I pro­
posed the extension of the Intercolonial 
to Montreal the objection came from the 
leader of that party, backed up by his 
lieutenants—Senator Ellis will support me 
in this view—that this policy was likely 
to injuriously affect in a business way the 
interests of the Canadian Pacific. The 
interests of thit railway are certainly en- 
tilled to every proper consideration, and 
while I have always been prepared to 
regard their interests, I could net turn 
aside from a course which wai clearly for 
the benefit of the Intercolonial because 
that course happened to impinge upon the 
advantages enjoyed by the Canadian 
Pacific. Mr. Foster, at the representative 
of that party, came here and got his 
answer. (Cheers.)

After referring to the lesson taught to 
the majority of the Common Council of St. 
John Mr. Blair said : —

44 There is auothey little circumstance, or a 
■fries of circumstances, to which I think 
I may properly refer. It is, that even 
the Tory newspapers might wed have con­
sidered the matter before plunging into a 
coutroversy of this kind. I will not go 
beyond the organ of the Conservative party 
in this c ty. During the whole of that 
campaign the government was denounced, 
and I was denounced, while my opponents 
were defended, on the ground that I ought 
to surrender the interests of the Inter­
colonial to the demands of the Canadian 
Pacific. The Sun did this in the face cf the 
fact that there was no assurance the city 
would avoid the calamitous consequences 
that it was said would follow my action. 
You know very well that through its chief 
officer the Canadian Pacific declined to com­
mit itself to the contiuuanoe of their winter 
port business even if their demands were 
acceded to. What followed ? The elections 
came on, and the result was not agreeable 
to the gentleman on the other side. Mr. 
Foster was turned down. A few days 
elapsed, and then we were told the winter 
port business was to bo continued as before, 
What then became of the attitude of the 
Conservative press ? A few weeks before 
they were insisting that at any sacrifice we 
should yield to the demands of the Canadian 
Pacific, and now they are complaining that 
the government in bringing business to St. 
John is going to lose $4 000 or $10,000. 
Compare this with the position which was 
taken before the election. I would imagine 
that the lesson ought to have been drawn 
by the opposition press iu this community 
which would have led them to hold down 
their head in shame, aud that the results 
which have recently transpired would have 
iet them to abate і u at all hazards from 
making any farther references to business 
connected with the winter po.t. (Cheers.)

But the follow­
ing letter, which was put in evidence,clearly 
shows that Dr. Cox for, at least, nine days 
after he had shot the anima1, never thought 
of justifyiog the set under the Benn license :

Dear Mk. Robinson You already kuow 
that 1 killed a caribou on the Bartibogue 
Barrens on the first day of the open season. 
I left hurriedly the evening before without 
being eble to see Mr. VVyse, think ng it 
would be ell right to get it (the license) on 
my retain, even tho’ I killed one. I called 
on Mr. Wyae twice for it Monday 17tb, but 
he was not in, and ray time ia not my own, 
but on the 18th I succeeded io getting it.

I learned since you were dowu ascertaining 
if I had • license at the time. I’m sure I 
did not think it at all irregular, nor a matter 
to be concealed aa Mr. \V. aud you probably 
know something of my views end the neces­
sity of game uroteotion and the trouble end 
expense I had years sgo in doing my duty as 
wardvu. Technically speaking it was irregu­
lar. but no wrong was intended, no conceal­
ment tried, and I think some of our most 
honorable sportsmen often do it. I’m sorry 
you didn’t call to see me wlun down.

The Lite 030- A- Schofield.
The Rev. Canon Forsyth, in his Advent 

Sermon on "The Hastening Kingdom,” in 
S. Mary’s and S. Paul’s churches on Sundsy 
last, made the following reference to the 
death of Geo.

For hi* was the example of a layman who 
although busied with secular duties the 
burden of which is calculated to overtax the 
strongest, yet never allowed this to interfere 
with the claims of the church’s work or with 
his religious habite, but was ever ready and 
willing and found time fur work for the 
church of God, and was always in his place 
at her services until God called him while 
on his way from hie last attendance at pntl o 
worship. Such are the men who hasten 
God’s Kingdom io her conquest of the world 
for Jesus Christ.

9 36Winslow, it did not indicate which of the 
wards it was in, until after the bell had been 
clanging for some time. Then, an attempt 
was made to ring it properly two or three 
times, but there was hardly any appreciable 
pause after the two strokes indicating the 
boaiity of the lire until the next two were 
made. In less than a minute there was a 
return to the excited and indefinite style of 
ringing.

When the Electric station whistle was 
blown there was the same want of attention 
to the rale for fire alarms.

There is no excuse for such evident lack 
of order or discipline. It iodioafces a sloven­
liness and absence of proper instruction in 
the fire service and ought to be remedied. 
Surely there is some man at the council 
board capable of seeing that a reform shall 
be effected in this and some other matters 
whioh are allowed to drift as they will. It 
is of a piece with the neglect of snow plow­
ing on the streets after the storm of last week 
and of inattention to several minor town 
Interests whioh are neglected, to say nothing 
of the manifest inoompetenoy of the council 
to deal with our much needed water and 
sewerage system. Thoughtful citizens who 
wish to see Chathsm moving along on modern 
lines of development, as it ought to do, are 
discouraged over the manifest fact that its 
town oouncil lacks the capacity for the work 
it should be doing, and there does not seem 
to be any disposition on the part of the 
majority of the ratepayers to improve its 
calibre.

The bye-law muddle is another evidence 
of the ability of the oouncil to discharge the 
duties it has undertaken. It is a fact that 
there is no code of bye-laws for the town 
which could be used in any court if the 
matter were tested. The old ones have been 
patched end added to, half revised and 
muddled in such ч way ae to make them a 
nightmare in their line. Then, an attempt 
was made to revise them and the revision 
was a carelessly made one. It has been 
printed and the printer was obliged to 
correct some glaring errors in the copy as 
the proofs were being read. Then, it was 
proposed to pass them as printed, when it 
was discovered that the rule requiring notice 
of at least a month for the repeal of the old 
code, in order to have the new one passed, 
had not been given, so the whole matter has 
gone over for at least two months, as notice 
to deal with the subject was not given on 
Monday night, for the chairman of the 
Bye-law Committee did not appear to have 
much knowledge of the newly revised and 
printed code. If someone don't tie the 
council down to something by which it can 
be held to its work it will be entirely 
swamped and the town with it, for it is now 
helplessly adrift. The way in whioh the 
council members endeavored to get out of 
this muddle yesterday by having the printer 
of the new bye-laws attacked in the World 
will not help them in the least.

ARMY BOOTS FROM SPAIN.
The question of providing a new 

marching boot for the army is en­
gaging the attention of the war of­
fice, and an important announce­
ment may be made on this subject

The cream is placed for ripening at 
a warm temperature for 24 hours or 
more, during which period the bacteria 
have become very numerous and have 
produced various chemical changes, 
giving rise to products of special taste 
and aroma. It makes a great differ­
ence whether the cream at the out­
set is filled with one or another spe­
cies of bacteria. One class produces 
flavors which give a high grade of 
butter, a second class does not affect 
the flavor, while the third class re­
sults in unpleasant llavors, seriously 
injuring the quality of the butter. 
The bacteria present in greatest num­
ber are those of the first class. The 
temperature of ripening, not far from 
CO deg., favors the growth of this 
class, and the results are generally 
satisfactory. It is a common experi­
ence of butter makers, however, that 
they cannot make uniformly good 
butter at all seasons of the year. But­
ter made in the winter is almost al­
ways inferior to that made in Ju 
The difference in flavor is largely dut 
to the ripening which occurs at vais 
time, due to the presence of different 
bacteria," or bacteria growing in a dif­
ferent way.

To secure more uniform results the 
method has been adopted everywhere 
to put within the reach of the butter 
maker the means of inoculating his 
cream with the proper bacteria. The 
material used for this purpose is call­
ed a starter, and may be made by 
growing the right kind of a bacteria 
in sterilised milk, or by simply taking 
a lot of milk from the cleanest dairy 
that can be found, keeping it in ster­
ilised vessels and allowing it to sour 
naturally. The practical results of 
the simple method last mentioned are 
very satisfactory, and is the one most 
generally adopted.

There are two ways of using the 
starters. By one, the cream is pas­
teurised ; that is. the cream is heat­
ed to a temperature of 165 degrees for 
the purpose of destroying the bacteria 
already present, and a starter is add­
ed after booling. • By the second 
method a starter is added to, the 
cream without pasteurisation. The 
butter from unpasteurised cream 
seems to be better adapted to Amer­
ican taste than the pasteurised pro­
duct.

To summarise the means of secur­
ing the proper butter flavors: The 
butter maker must insist upon clean­
liness in the barns and dairies which 
furnish the milk and must be partic­
ular in the use of a starter for con­
trolling the ripening process. This 
starter may be either a natural or 
a commercial one, and used either 
with oar without previous pasteurisa­
tion of the cream.

/ new,
POULTRY POINTERS.

If young fowls are to be used for 
breeders they should be selected from 
the earliest hatched—those hatched in 
March or April—so that they be rea­
sonably well matured.

A quick-maturing fowl is desirable 
for market and also for home con­
sumption, especially early in the 
spring. This should be remembered in 
selecting breeds.

The poultry-raiser, like the stock 
breeder, should breed from the best 
specimens—those that will give the 
most profit for the outlay. Never sell 
the best, especially if seeking to im­
prove the flock.

Poultry pays well in orchards. The 
shade is good for the fowls—they pick 
up numberless insects and fertilize the 
soil effectually. There is no surer rem­
edy for the curculio. Give them free 
range in the orchard.

Roup usually comes from damp or 
draughty roosting places. The first 
symptoms show themselves in a swol­
len head, one side at a time, which, 
if not stopped, spreads to the other 
side and a slimy discharge from the 
eyes appears.

In making up the breeding yards 
it is better to have a small cockerel 
and large hens than a large cockerel 
and small hens, unless some special ob­
ject in the breeding is desired. The 
cockerel should be vigorous and ac­
tive.

Besides the fact that a profit can 
be made in raising poultry and eggs 
for market, a still greater profit can 
be made by raising them for home 
use.
