CREMATTON AND CRIME.

A correspondent referring to an article 
* favoring cremation which appeared in 

the Star a couple of days ago, raises 
the objection that this mode of dis­
posing of the dead offers opportunities 
for concealment of crime. He quotes 
Instances where suspicion of foul play 
has been awakened a considerable time 
after a person’s death, which suspicion 
was confirmed by exhumation and au­
topsy—and argues that were cremation 
the custom many such murders would 
go unpunished.

The rules governing all public crema­
toria are such as practically to do 
away with the possibility of their use 
In any case where death Is due to other 
than natural causes, 
crematorium, for instance, which has 
adopted the English law, keeps a medi­
cal referee whose duty It is to examine 
every application for cremation. The 
bye-laws demand that the applicant 
shall be an executor or the next of 
kin to the deceased, that each applica­
tion shall be accompanied by exhaus­
tive medical certificate# from the at­
tending physician and at least one 
other doctor who is acquainted with 
the circumstances of death and has 

From H.W examined the body. In cases where 
there is room for the slightest suspi­
cion that any violence, poison, illegal 

I*.*» operation, privation or neglect might 
^ have been among the causes of death, 

the medical referee must order a post­
mortem examination and if that falls 
to make matters clear must refuse to 
allow the cremation until an Inquest 
has been held and coroner's certificate 
presented. No bodies of persons who 
have died suddenly or violently can 
be cremated without the permission of 
the coroner for the district in which 
they died.

These rules, enforced as they would 
be by any properly conducted crema­
torium, seem to answer all objections 
that could be brought on that point.

The British people have good reason 
to celebrate the birthday of Queen 
Alexandra. Not only Is she a great In­
fluence for good at home but, if reports 
can be believed, to her more than to 
any other is due the peaceful settle­
ment of the North Sea affair, which at 
one time threatened to involve Britain 
and Russia in war.

gret, of sympathy for the fishermen 
and of promise of full reparation which 
virtually averted war and caused the 
English people to appreciate the fact 
that the firing on the fishing fleet was 
the result of a mistake and not a wil­
ful act of provocation.

A sad accident occurred yesterday 
rooming at the home of Henry R. 
Coleman, No. 307 City Road, which re­
sulted In the death of hie pretty little 
daughter, Ada, a child of five years, 

The little girl was engaged in writ­
ing letters to Santa Claus and posting 
them in the kitchen range, a practice 
which she had followed for some days 
In view of the nearness of Christinas. 
Through lack of caution her clothing 
caught fire and she was quickly en­
veloped in flames. Her screams sum­
moned her mother who discovered her 
frantically running about the kitchen 
endeavoring to beat out the flames 
with her little hands. Picking up 
some heavy rugs Mrs. Coleman threw 
them around her child and succeeded 
in suppressing ttye flames not, however, 
until they had eaten through • the 
child’s clothing and severely burnt the 
lower portion of her body.

Dr. G. A. B. Addy, who was sum­
moned, thought that the surface 
burns would not have been sufficient 
to cause death, atlhough the shock to 
the system was great. Dr. Addy did 
all in his power to alleviate the suf­
ferings of the child, but his efforts 
were unavailing, and she succumbed 
to her injuries. She was the eldest 
child and only daughter, and the 
stricken parents are almost prostrated 
by the shock of their bereavement, un­
der such painful circumstances. Much 
sympathy has been exprersed for 
them in their affliction.
