It isn't easy to decide, at this early day,
just what one wante for winter wear, and
modes are launched experimentally, with no
guarantee that they will not disappesr
speedily. At the same time a few weeks
Iater, it will be desperately hard to per-
suade dressmakers snd tailors to do prompt
work, and the woman who will really need
something new, as soon as nipping cool.
weather appears, must make her choice
and get her work under way mow.

One thing seems to be well established
and that is the fact that black and white
has precedence over everything else in the
matter of color. In every opening display
of millinery, dress goods; trimmings, eto.,
fully 80 per cent of the best effects are
in black and white, and the dressmakers
say that the demand for black and white
is practically universal, save among very
young girls. Later, we shall see more of
the colored frocks, but just mow women
sre buying warily and black and white
seems a sate proposition.

Following black and wbite, the greens
seem to be the chie! favorites, and even
now, many of tha choicer green stuoffs
have been sold out. Asa m atter of fact
there is ome strong argument agsinst
buying either green or black and white,
this season. KEvery other woman appears
to be buying the same thing, and the
chances are that later in the season, one
will be unutterably tired of the endless
repetition.

The reds are particularly good, espe-
cially in tne zibeline mixtures with black
and white. . A red and black mixed
zibeline, sprinkled over with white hairs
and showing touches of black and white in
its trimmiogs, makes s most effective

frock, but the average woman fights shy
of red gowns because they are so uscom-
promising. They do not combine readily
with other wardrobe items, and they
are too striking to be advisable for
the woman who h as few gowns and does

not want those few to be so aggressive |

that everyone will remember them and
know how often she wears them.

Word comes from Paris that red is a
prevailing color in the sutumn street frocks
there and that no Parisisn woman can
breathe easily at the present moment un-
less she owns a red hat. Hats of soft
shaggy red felt are trimmed with panne
velvet, glowing velvet roses shading from
brightest soarlet to a crimson so deep that
it is almost black. Scarlet geraniums are
favored too, and red dabliss are used with
good effect. Artificial autumn leaves and
berries are successfully introduced, not
only upon these red hats, but also upon
other hats more somb re, and a cluster of
them will make many & summer hat pre-
sentable for October wear.

One color tha t was conspicaous last
season is little seen this fall. Turquoise
blue has for some reason or other fallen
from V’arisian grace. The other shades of
light blue are much in evidence, the corn-
flower blue are as numerous as ever and
there is a new shade called sapphire, whioch
is almost as popular as the greens; but
turquoise is out of favor.

The yellow, ochre, and full orange tints
are used sparingly on many of the street
gowns and bats, and combine effectively
with some of the browns, blues and greens.
A stunning bat made for wear with a warm
echre brown cloth is ot felt of the eolor of
the cloth. The shape has a low crown
and rolling sailor brim. A wreath of

. velvet and silk roses encirele the brim,

rising to the top ot the crown in the back,
where it meets & broad soft bow of paone
velvet. The roses shade from yellow
ochre throug h yellows, orange and browns
toa brown that is very deep, and the
velvet bow reproduces the deepest shade
of the roses.

Those rose-wreathed bats are among
the most charming of the sutumn expedi-

cents, but have been so sucoessful that
‘ere is danger of their being too common.

The very rough cloth coats in exceed
#gly fine quality are decidedly the most
/ic of the fall and winter coats if one
leaves furs out of the question, but for
some reason or other few of the shops have
such coats ready made to show, and one
801 them only in models imported by the
most knowing tailors and dressmakers.

In the realm of ready made coats the
woman who bas not Juneosque proportions
is likely to emcounter trying smags. A
jaunty short coat seems as rare as the
dude, iu spite of the [fact the Parisian
'uhion journals picture fascinating Russian

blouses and little coats with short skirts or
merely tab backs.

A few short fur coats one coes see in the
shops, but the cloth coats present a8 weary
waste of three quarter lengths that are im-
possible for any woman save the one wko
bas length of limb. Some of the long-skirt-

ed coats are very fetching for those to |

whom they happen to be becoming; but
the wise woman whose in ches are few will
do well to go to a tailor qnd bave a short
blouse or jacket made. It will cost her
purse more, but cost her vanity less.

. The Norfolk jacket |has unquestionably
reappeared, but is psed for suit jackets
rather than for an outside coat, and,’though
attractive, the Norfolk model has s youthtul
air, which makes it insppropriate for any
woman past the 30 mark. Some of the
prettiest of the outing costumes for girls
this fall are made with a Norfolk jacket,
either belted down all around or belted
across the back and sides, the belt ending
on either side of a loosely falling box front-
i Shirt waists and separate waists of all
kinds are as pleatiful as blackberries in
June, and prettier models appear each day.
The most exclusive shirt makers have gone
back to the regulation shirt-waist sleeve
and cuff, a move necessitated by the
appaling popularity of the bishop sleeve
and waistband in the cheapest grades of
ready-made waists.

In the shops one sees tancilully tucked
and pleated and trimmed waists, but the
few tailors who make aspeciality of women's
shirt waists, stocks &c., are making the
plsin shirt waist with slightly full fromt,
pleated back and sleeve s trifle fuller than
the sleeve of last season. The material,
the buttons, stocks and belts must give the
touch of distinction to the waist.

This monogram idéa bas appealed
strongly to the shirt-waist girl because it
stamps her waist with originality, but it is
feared that the mode will be taken up by
other shirt waist makers and run into the
ground.

The embroidered waists increase and
multiply, but the machine embroidery is a
thing to shun, snd the woman who buys a
machine-embroidered waist, even at a good
tailor's, is making a mistake.

Black velvet circles, set under cut circles
in the material which is embroidered down
to the vel vet, are very cffective on velvet,
cloth and flannel waists in plain color ; and
on fancy waists & black velvet applque
comb.ned with these velvet circles is most
successful. Such a waist has been sketched.
Its material is pale blue clotb, and the
velvet applique and circles are in white
silk.

Another waist, less striking. but more

practical, is a tucked silver green blouse
whose only trimming is & collar band and

stole and wristbands of beavy embroidery
in dull colors. With this waist, a shallow
guimpe and collar of lace are used, and it
is noc at all & bad idea to have several of
these separate detachauvle guimpes so that
there may always be a fresh one for the
waiet. The light collar of s fancy waist
invariably soils before anything else and
makes tne whole waist look passe.

In derk, serviceable colors, with the light
guimpes and collars to brighten them,
waists on this model should be most desir-
able items in a wardrobe. A wash flannel
which is new and is warranted neither to
fade nor t o sbrink is finding faver for waists
this fall. The colors, as is the case in all
wash flannels, leave something to be desir-
ed,-but the material comes in very stylish
black and white stripes and figures, which
should solve the pro blem of light colored
waiste that may be worn recklessly without
thought of spoiling them.

Heavy white bengaline, embroidered in
large black dots, is one of the most at-
tractive shir.-waist materials; but is to be
found only in a few houses, where the plain
bengaline has been bought and embroid-
ered. Dotted velvet and velveteen, and
plain corduroy are also populsr, with the
shirt-waist girl snd the velveteen and
corduroy are durable, though a trifle
clumsy.

The fancy for velvet, velveteens and
corduroy does not stop at shirt waists.
Whele walking suits of corduroy and vel-
veteens are much in evidence, snd have
their merits. though it is a question whether
they ever look as trim and well-tailored as
s cloth costume.

American committee, but, being more
conservative, were unwilling to adopt
them. Bo—to meet the wishes of the
Americans—a list of them was sppended
to each Testament. The American read-
ings certainly make the Bible more in-
telligible, and, on the whole, the changes
commend themselves. The divine name,
*‘Jehovah,’ for instance, appears wberever
it occurs in the Hebrew text, instead
of being rendered °‘Lord,’ as it usually
is in the English Bible. The Hebrew
word ‘Sheol* (the underworld) is
aleo retained in the American Old Tes-
tament, in place of the misleading Eng-
lish translations, ‘the grave,’ ‘the pit,’ and
‘hell.’ *‘Holy Spirit’ is ‘uniformly adopted
instead of ‘Hold Ghost,’ and ‘demon’ (in-
stead of ‘devil’) for the qorresponding
Greek word. Obsolete words and spell-
ings are replaced by their modern equiva-
lents. Instead of ‘chapmen,’ the Ameri-
cans read ‘traders’; instead of ‘basiliek’
‘adder’; instead of ‘ouches’ ‘settings’;
instead of ‘chapiter’ ‘capital‘ snd for
‘minish,* ‘sith,* ‘strakes,* ‘charger,* wine-
fat,* eto., they substitute ‘diminish,* ‘since*
‘streak,* ‘platter,* ‘winevat, and so on.
One American chaunge, at least, will not
be sppreciated in England. ‘Corn‘ across
the Atlantic means ‘Indian corn,’ so the
word is droppe : in the Bible where we
should keep it.

A Ouiuese Martyr.

The new report of the British and For-
eign Bible Society, whose mative colpor-
teurs snd suxiliaries, suffered very greatly
during last year's social eruptien in the
Far East, gives some painfully interesting
details ot the sufierings of native comverts.
The following is but one of many:

*In the Yenshan district there lived Han
Yah Shan, one of our old colporteurs.
He bad retired from active service for sev-
eral years, and his son had taken his place,
but even in his refirement be could mnot
keep quiet. For several weeks at a time
he would leave his home and preach the
Gospel in all the villsges round, and thus
he was well known everywhere. The Box-
ers captured him. At first he was nervous,
but when he was taken into the city of Yeun
shan, and saw what was awaiting bim, he
was given grace, and became very bold
preaching the Gospel even to the Boxers.
Would they like to hear him sing? So he
sang them a Grospel hymn, and then were
going to exterminate the Christians when
they burnt the churckes tbey were greatly
mistaken ; in three years there would ba
three times a8 manp Christisns and chaples
in the city.” Then they cut bim in pieces.

The horrible torture meted out to poor
old Han Yih Shen was apparently that
known as ‘the death by a thousand slices,
in which the flesh of the viotim is little
snipped off his etill living and termented
frame. Equally faithful and courageous
was & native Christian in ‘a distant outpost’
of Manchuria. He was ordered to repent

‘Repent,’ said he; ‘I bave repented
long ago, and believe in Jesus.’ His per-
secuters pressed him to remounce Christ
and worship Buddhs. ‘That I cannot do,’
he replied, and begsn to pray. While he
thus prayed his head was struck off.

- The monks of the
Grand Chartreuse are also thought to be
leaving France, and the factory of their
famous liqueur may be removed to Spain,
the German Emperor baving refused to
sllow them to settle in Alsace-Lorraine.

There are more than 25,000 Indians and
Eskimos in Alasks, of whom 7,600 are
Protestants, 18,755 are under the care of
the Greek Church, and about 500 are
Catbolics. The Protestants, Moravians,
Episcopahans, Baptists, Congregational-
Methedists, Quakers ard Swedish Luth
erans. The Greek Church receives dixty
thousand dollars a year from the Rusman
Government, and yet is steadily declining
in iofluence.

At a recent meeting of the directors
of the London Missionery Society, the
Rev. 8. J. Long said that misson work in
South Indis was a very real power in up-
lifting the people. A native prince, refer-
ring not long ago to the work of Cbristian
missions, bad said: ‘I am not s Christian,
and many of the doctrines of Christianity
I do not accept, but Christian ethios I
acoept in their entirety. There is vice.and
immorality smong Christian nations, as
among all nations, but vice is condemned
amongst Christians as it is not amongst
Hindus. Even among our poor village
Christians the epithet of ‘liar* is a disgrace,
whereas our own people lie unblushingly.®

The ‘Church of England Temperanece
Chronicle’ gives some facts and figures to
show what public house prosperity costs
the nation in taxes. Here is an example:
A wmdow, sged thirty five, respectably con-
nected, who bad given way to drink,
and bad been cast off by her relatives in
consequence, spent nine months of that
year i» prison, in seventeen convictions,
snd was also two months in the infirmary.
Homeless, freindless, more rsgged, more
féeble after each imprisonment, work or
lodging were equally impossible, and the
drink crave stronger each time. Here we
bave in one year the cost of eleven months’
maintenance, and in addition the heavy ex-
pense of seventeen times conveying the
woman to the police ceurts, and seventeen
times drivisg her from thence to the jail.
Three children were in the Poor Law
schools, and another was supported by
relations.

At present ‘ife for Protestants in the
west of Ireland is becoming almost intoler-
able. Unless people see their way to join
the United Irish League they are threaten-
ed with the ‘forty foot pole medicine’ and
the publication of their names in a black
list. Indeed, it is stated that in County
Galway the small Protestant farmers, sfter
bolding out as long ss possible, bave been
compelled to join the League, and that the
most trifling offices of Christisn kindness
to neighbors who have incurred tbke dis-
plessure of the League are visited with
cendign punishment. Moreover, in Sligo
Protestants are excluded {rom every public
sppointment, and their children are obliged
to leave the district in order to secure em
ployment Further, at some of the Lesgue
meetings it bas been openly stated that if
the people had rifle and pom-poms they
would be justified in rising in rebellion
and driving the last vestige of British rule
from the land. Where this sort of tbing is
going to end it is hard to see.—The’
‘Christrian.’

Some interesting facts may he gleaned
from the King's ecclestical appointments
to his bousehold. While those who per-
form the most intimate duties sre those
clergy who similarly served the late Queen
Cannon Hervey, the rector of Sandringhsm
shares with the Dean of Windsor the post
of Domestic Chaplain. The new chaplains
have all enjoyed the King's petsonal iatim-
acy; Capcn Moberley and Dr. Haudley
Moule represent Oxford .and Cambridge;
Canon Gore ann Dr. Gibson are selected
on sccount of their purely personal
qualifications. All the chapleine are to
wear the royal cipher embroidered on ths
ends of their chaplains’ scarves.

The Bishop of Bangor bas been speak-
ing very strongly on the intemperance of
temperance advocates, and condemning
the way in which many temperance re-
formers describe those connected with the
produation of slcobolic liquor as *corrupt-
ers of the human race.”

An American’s Opinion.

An American had a letterin last Sao-
day’s New York Sun in which he giyes bis
opinion of Haslifax and St. Johre. Thie
opinion is amusing it ridiculous. Thr
writer seems to have been more concarner
with the taste of I'quor than snything else,
perhaps it is this taste that accounts tor
b's paculiar ideas. Thisis the latter in
full : —

Baxgor, Me, Sept 28 —When the
Yankes longs for & complete change of
scene and of everything else he doesn’t
have to go to Europe or to other distant
1-ads; he has merely to take a little trip
:ato the Maritime Provinces ot Canada,
next door to the State of M.ine. From
Bz=30r to St. Jobn, N B., one travels in
about five and one-halt hours by tre’n, and
no sooner is the border crossed thaa the
oddities of Bluenose land become appar-
eat. The further one goes the more strange
things he finds, and each of the provinces
has habits and customs pecu'iar to itself.

Of all the cities in the Marit me Lio-
viaces, Halifex is the most interesting, and
{:avelera say that it is decidedly Europesn
in its general aspeet and atmosphere. 1t
bas about 51,000 inhabitants, buc one
would think that, with a!l its na.aral
adven'ages, its population should be five
t'mes that number.

One of the first things the Yankee no'ices
the street crossings. Many of the cross-
ings 1an diagonally from cerner to corner,
instead of directly acress the atreet at right
angles, as in tha S ates.

The two great eights are the Citade!
and the Public Gardens. The Citadel 13 8
big fortress occupying the top of wue west
erly end of the peninsula. 1t is an immen-
se affsir of rtone and esrth, with com-
plicaled subterrranean passages, massive
grenite walls surrovnded by deep di'ches,
bigh parapets bristlirg with big guns and
s fine parade ground streching dowm to
the outlying street. Plans have been made
for a new and greater fortress at Halil-x,
but for some years yet a big fort on the
bill will be the home ot all the Tommy
Atkinses stationed in the city.

The public gardens are extensive aund
very beautitul, and here on Wednesdays
when there isa goed-eizsd gairison, a
regiments] band plays for the entertain
ment of the middle and upper classes. On
Sundays another band plays for the com-
mon people, One concert is as good as
the other, but the classes never mix, each
keeping to its own appointed day. This
promotes peace, pleasure and satisfaction.
Halifax has several clubs, frequented
chielly by Government cffi:1als and i sers
of the army and ravy. Toere are also
many billiard rooms, but pool tables are
fow. Brandy and soda is a drink much in
favor among the prosperous, although
some prefer the white Scotch or Irish
whiskey straight or in the rsther -strange
mixture that serves for punchin Nova
Scotia. The masses, incluZing the private
soldiers and the naval sailors, indulge as
liberally as their means will sllow ins
kind ot brown ale, which could mot be
given away in the States.

Single drinks of this ale are the excep-
tion. In every saloon or tap house will
be noticed a shelt upon which stand rows
of earthern or pewter pots—pitchers,
Americans would call them—and above
the pots, suspended upon nails, sre six
times as many pewter mugs. The Tommy
Atkinses or the jackets come im, usually
in moisy bunches of balf s dozen or more,
and instead of each ordering & drink or one
calling the others up to the bar, they chip
in, each contribnting his share toward
buying & pot of ale. Then they go cff into
a corner by themselves and grabbing each
s mug from the mnails, speedily put the
pots contents out of sight. Should a gen-
erous stranger drop in and invite all bands
to drivk, they would take B aad S—
brandy and soda—but this sort of windfall
rarely drops into the ale houses of Halitax.

Halifax bas several goed eized hotels.
They never fail to give you oatmeal at
breakfast, and while you are eating a halt
grown girl, whose costume suggests Cigar
ette or Trilby, is likely to come in and
urge you to buy & morning paper. There
won‘t be much in the paper aside from
news of the Boer war or of the movemen's

of Esrl M'ato, *he Duke of York and such
notables, but it is e'ways desi-able to buy
it, for the sake of getting rid of the news-
girl.

Should the guest desire to know what
troops are in gariison at Halifax, the
table girl can glibly reel « ff the entire ligt,
together with the names of the « ffi *ers and
some briet account ot the recent prowess
of the regiments. The hotel has no ele-
vator—no provincial hotel hay such s
thing. It one derires to be directed to
tue elevator he shovld inquire for the Jft.

Halifax has become somewhat Amei-
cenized of late, but it w'll never be c¢:"ed
swift. Notso mauy yeas sgo a Yarkee
went down there and established a st-eet
car lne. The venlvve way s feilvver
be jause the aristocratic element would not
patron’zy such velgar conveniences as
borse cars, while the poorer classes
couldn’t tfford to ride. The promoter
finslly tore up the re'ls and . ipped the
css, and for years the reme‘us of the
cars were to be seen piled up in a suburban
pasiore. Avpether man, a na!'ve of the
province, brilt a cotton factory, but that,
too, wae 8 feilvre, end very soon it wee
made into a brewery, which enterprise
prospered finely. Today there ave cars
and some evidences of progcess, but lite
will never be excit'ng im the old town
unless a great war shor'd come and some
powerfu! naval enemy t-y to cip-are "he
p'ace. :

In St. Joba, N. B..called by the natives
‘S'n Jobu’, are to be found some of the
pacu'isriiies ot Halifax, but not many of the
attractions. In both ci..es, as all over the
provinces, one t{urns to the (left, as *he
King direct ,’ not to the right, as in the
United S:ates, and for that reasom the
siranger icom the States is coniinuslly
bumping into pedesi..ené or crashirg into
ca. isges along the road.

The sfreet cer conductor in St. John
goes through the car hold'ng out a little
leather box,with & tiny 8!t in its top. The
tare is five cents, but Amevican rickfes
won't be accepted. No one in the prov
inces will take a nickle. If the passenger
hasn’t one of the thin little Canadian five§
cent silver pieces he must buy a tickst, get
ting a lot ot big Canadian coppers in b's
change. The ticket is printed on paper
almost as thin as tissue, and much patience
and ingenuity are needed to get it through
the narrow slit in the top of the conduct
or’s fare box.

An American who went into a little
hotel at St. John to buy a drirk of whiskey
tound the whiskey to be fairly good avd
very strong. It left an unpleasant taste
in bis mouth and he called for a cigar. [he
bartender toek 15 cents out of the dollar
tendered by the customer, and the latter
observing this, said:

‘Here, I don’t want & fi»e cent cigar;
gimm3 a good one.’

He supposed tbat the price of the whis.
key must be 10 cent. The bartender said :

‘Ob, that’s all right. You've one of the
best emokes in the province there, my
man. Scven cents and eight for the whis-
key—fifteen, d'ye see P’

The man frcm Ysnkeeland was dazed.
He though it over for & while and then
burst out :

‘Why, what kind of a way is that to do
busines:? You might just as well have got
20 cents. You're all twisted up, Mister;
you're dead slow !

‘Oh, aye,’ dreamily assented the barten-
der, as though it were & matter of utter
indifference to him. Many another thing
is twisted in the provinces ; it’s the proviu-
cial way ; but also, there’s many a good
thing ‘down home,’ including the sugar-
heart cherries of Digby and the red and
smber apples of Apuapolis—wonderful
fruit that thrives on the banks of the
sweet little stream from Evangeline’s land.
