GOVERNMEN[PLACFS CONFIDENCE RlOtOllS Mob Pe:

INLUCK TOPROTECT PROVINCE
FROM POOR LEGISLATION

Public Business Has Been Delayed That Ministers Might
Have Opportunity to Harangue on Their Greatness—
Many Government Bills Only Brought Down Last Week
—Say House Will Prorogue This Week With Many
Bills Yet to be Considered.

Fredericton, April 12—~The Legis-
lature held & morning as well as an
afternoon session today, and attempt-
ed to make up for time spent in
listening to speeches. Quite a num-
ber of bills were put through, the
House, some of them not receiving
much consideration. Only a few
minutes were given to the Children’s
Protection Act, most of it being taken
as read. At one time during the after-
noon séssion there wasn't a quorum
present, but the legislators who re-
mained on the job were too buay
rushing through bills to notice that.

The Government plan on closing the
session Thursday evening, but there

re several important bills, and a long
kt of minor bills still to be dealt
with, and if the House is to be pro-
rogued as planued, they will have to
be rushed through without reasonable
consideration. While past govern-
ments have done little to abolish the
practice of devoting the first weeks
of a session o talk, not always of a
very impertant character, and then
rushing through the public business
and trusting to luck to protect the
province from ill-considered legisla-
tion, the present government have
been rather worse than its predeces-
sors. Instead of making an effort to
expedite proceedings they have delay-
ed the public business. Ministers
who did not speak’ on the address
from the throne or in the budget de-
bate proper, took occasion of the
passing of the estimates to make long
winded harangues, extolling their ad-
ministration of their own departments.
Many of the goverpment bHis were
only brought down this week, and this
afternoon the ministers introduced
fouf N&W bills, three dealing with
questions of first importance, Hon.
Mr. Smith introduced a bill to per-
mil the exportation of pulp wood cut
c¢n crown lands, Hon. Mr. Robinson
introduced a bill to place natural gas
companies under the control of the
Publie Utilities Commission.  And
Premief Foster introduced his long
Leralded scheme for water power de-
velopment, a measure that shouid
have been submitted as soon as the
session opened, in order to give the
legislators time to conmsider it. Ap:
parently Mr. Foster hasn't himself
given any consideration to his bill to
encourage the development of water
powers, or he would have seen the
inconsistencies and absurdities of it.

It
is, therefore, of first importance that
the questions involved should be giv-
en the most serious consideration, but
there is nothing in the present tem-
er of the legislature to indicate that
this will be the. case. Members from
other parts of the province are not
interested in matters affecting St.
John, and do not envisage the poss

bility of the present controversy de-
termining the solution of -questions
which may arise 'sooner or later in
their own communities. The country
members are determined to get home
for Good Friday if possible, and as the
St John members are not likely to
allow the Currier bill to be rushed
through with possibly ‘a' few  ill-con
sidered amendmenvs, they maw,

Cairo, Hgypt, April 13.—In two days
of rioting here, ending at noon on
Saturday, thirty-eight persons were
killed and one hundred wounded, it
is announced in ‘today's official com-
munique. Armenians were chiefly
the object of the mob's attacks, and
seven of those killed were of that
nationality.

In rioting at Alexandria, three per-
pgons were killed and six seriously in-
Jured Saturday morning, while a con:
tinuation of attacks on the troops ra»
sulted in the killing of seventeen
other persons during the afternoou.

“There was further rioting in Cairo
yesterday. The mob, armed with
knives and hatches, made attempts
largely directed at Armenians, The
police report thirty-eight killed, and
one hundred wounded during the for-
ty-eight hours ended at noon yester-
day.

SUMMARY OF THE COVENANT OF LEAGUE NATIONS
AS OFFICIALLY ISSUED BY PEACE. CONFERENCE

Paris, April 12.~The following
official summary of the covenant of
the League ot Nations. was issued
this afterneon:

“(1) The League of Nations 18
foundeq in order to promote Interna-
tional co-operation and to secure
peace, The League will include: (a)
The belligerent states named in a
document annexed to the covenant;
(b) All the neutral states so named,
and (c¢) in the future any self-govern-
ing country, whose admission is ap-
proved by twaosthirds of . the states
altgady members of the League. A
1 may withdraw from the League,
providing it has kept its obligations
to date, on giving two years' notice.

“(2) The League will act, through
an assembly comprising not more
than three representativeg of each of
the member states, each state having
only one vote, and & council compris-
ing, for the present, ong representa-
tive of each of the.five great powers,
and each of four other powers as se-
lected from time to time by the as-
sembly,

“The number of powers of each
clasg represented on the council may
be increased, by the unanimons con-
sent of the council, and a majority of
the assembly. Other .powers have
right to sit, as members of the coun-
cil, during the discussion of matters
in which they are especially inter-
ested.

“In the council, as in the assembly,
each state will have only oue vote,
Both /theseé bodies are to meet at
stated intervals, (the" council at least
onge a year) and 3t other times if
required; both can deal with any mat-
ter that is of International interest,
or that threatens the peace of the
world; the decision of both must be
unanimouy, except in certain speci-
fled cases, mntterq of pmcedum. for

Debs was found guilty by a federa)
court jury here on September 12 last,
and has been out on bail since.

Emphasized the Great Desire
of the Japanese Govern«
ment and of the Japanese -
People That the Principle be
Recognized in the Covenant

Paris, April 11— he league of na- |
tions commission  has rejected ths/
Japanese amendment, on racial equal-
ity, according to an authoritative
statement {ssued tonight. Some of
the members of the commission voted
against the specific inclusion of this
amendment in the covenant, and unan.
imous approval of the commission was
necessary, the amendment, which was
strongly urged. by the Japanese dale-
gates failed of adoption.

The statement follows:

“At a meeting of the league of na
tions commission on Friday, April 11,
the Japanese delegation proposed an
amendment to the preamble of the
covenant, as follows, to insert aftepr
the words ‘by the prescription of open,
just and honorable relations between
nations,’ an additional clause to read:
‘By the endorsement of the principle
of equality of nations, and just treat-
ment of their national security.

“The amendment was admiral pre.
sented by Baron Makino. In the
course of his speech he emphasized
the great desire of the Japanese goy-
ernment and of the Japanese peaple,
that such a principle be recognized in
the covenant. His argument was sup.
ported with great force by Viscount
Chinda. J

“A discussion followed, _in which
practically all of the members of thé
commission participated. The decis.
ion was marked by breadth of thought,
free and sympathetic expression of
opinion, and a complete appreciation
by the members of the commission of
the difficulties which were in the way
of either adopting_ or declining the
amendment.

“The commission was impressed by
the justice of the Japanese claim and
by the spirit in which it was presented.
Mention was frequently made, in the
course of the .discussion, of the fact
that the covenant provided for the
representation of Japanese on the ex-
ecutive council as one of the five great
powers, and that a rejection of the
proposed amendment could not, there-
fore, be construed as diminishing the
prestige of J. an, arious members
of the comn ion, howsaver, felt that
they could not vote for specific in-
clusion in the covenan erefore
the commission was reluctantly unable
to give to the amendment a unani-
mous approval which is necessary for
its adoption.”

The pregamblie of the covenant of the
league of nations, in which the Japan-
ese sought the inclusion of their
amendment, reads as follows:

“In order to promote international
co-operation and to secure internas
tional peace and security by the ac-
ceptance of obligations not to resor:

KOREANS MERCILESSLY
MASSACRED BY JAPS;
HOMES DESTROYED

Information Received by Kor-
ean Nat'l Association in
California Gives Some of

the Harrowing Acts.

San Francisco, April 12.—Japanese
began what was described as a “mas-
sacre” in Korea at Seoul, the capital,
during a demonstration, March 28, ac-
cording to a cablegram received here
today by the Korean National Asso-
ciation from a native Christian pas-
tor. The cablegram was flled from
Shanghai. According to officials of
the Korean National Association, the
information was sent by messenger
from Seoul to Shanghai by the Asso-
ciation’s representative st Seoul.
The cablegram weads: “Japan be-
gan massacreing in Korea. Over
thousand unarmed people killed in
Seoul during three hours’ demonstra-
tion [} twenty-eighth Japanese
troops a® ordered shooting and beat-
ing people mercilessly throughout
Korea. Killed several thousand since
twenty-seventh.

“Churches, sc¢hools, homes of lead-
ers destroyed. Women made naked
and beaten before crowds, especially
leader’s family, the imprisoned being
severely tortured. Doctors are for-
bidden caring for wounded. Foreign
Red Cross urgently needed.”

In the past. we have mot seen very
much private capital rushing into this
province to develop any water pow-

ers although some people cry out that |,

governments in the past have given
away these privileges, If they have
and are available, I cannot see why
they have not been developed and
those who procureq such prizes have
not been reaping their rich rewards.
Nor have I seen any municipalities,
at all events, not many of them, un-
dertaking the development of water
powers for municipal purposes, or
any other use for the gole benefit of
the people. .

I am not in favor of municipal
operation and construction of public
utilities. They have not worked out
satisfactorily in the past, nor in my
opinion will they in the future; mor
am I in favor of the government de-
velopment and construction of water
power plants, I think it has ‘been
fully demonstrated that it cannot be
accomplished in an economical and
business-like manner; nor to the same
extent as it can be done by a private
company. Other members have ex-
pressed their views in this way, not«
ably the member for Carleton, Mr.
Sutton, ‘whose remarkg in this regard
I fully concur with. If them, such
development In this province is to
take place, it must be done by private
enterprise, and it must have some
incentive behind it, and that incen-
tive must be in the nature of gain,
but such gain should be controlled
reasonably. Well, then. if T am not
in favor of public development, own-
ership, and operation either by muni-
cipalities or this government, the
question naturally arises, what am {
in favor of? and what plan do I pro-
pose? I am in favor of private con-
struction, private operation assisted
financially by the government in order
thdt the securities for such gevelop-
ment should be floated, and the mon-
ey obtained at the very lowest pos-
sible cost, and which assistance,
when given, must be given together
with a measure of control and goodly
share of the profit arising therefrom,
revacting to the people. I do not
claim that tHis bill which I present
for consideration of the members of
this House will guarantee the devel-
opment of some of our water power
privileges, but we can try, I am wil-
ling to try; thig government is wil-
ling to encourage and foster develop-
ments of this kind, and if any mem-
ber of this House, or the newspapers,
do not like the plan proposed by this
bill, and they will naturally put for-
ward their criticism—I hope it will
be accompanied with suggestions of
some other nature; we all can be
criticised, we all can oriticise, but
such criticism if sound and logical
should be accompanied with some-
thing constructive.

The bill which I present for the
consideration of the members first of
all sets forth the reasons for the ap-

the proper carrying into eff»t of

to compel the development of existing
plants to their limit, and further to
bring about the development of any
water powers which remain at present
in private hands undeveloped, to the
detriment of the public interest. In
short, to encourage and facilitate the
utilization of water powers,
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pensation for any
rights in tifs respect, that-it may be
decided in the public interest to ac
quire for the purpose and object of
this legislation. . )
An important clause of the Act
deals with the aid which this gov-
ernment proposes to offer in an en-
deavor to procure that for which ap-
pears to be highly desirable under
exlsting conditions, namely, the actual
development of a service of this kind.
It provides that whem any person or
corporation shall place before the
Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council a con-
crete business proposition for the de-
velopment of a water power and can
satisfy the Lieutenant-Governor-in-
Council as to the financial ability of
the pergon or corporation seeking to
develop such power, ang shall pro-
cure a certificate of a Hydro-Electric
engineer of high standing, approved
y the commission, that their propos-
al is a business proposition, that the
power intendeq to be develaped can
be developed at a cost which makes
it commercially feasible, and that
when it is developed there s a proper
market, either avaijable or in the
future will be available, that this
government can assist such person
or corporation by guaranteeing their
bonds to an amount not in excess of
three-quarters of the cost of such de-
velopment, the person or corporation
of course providing the remainder of
capital required, for which there. shall
be issued to the company preferred
stock bearing interest at a rate not
greater than seven per cent., but
which stock shall rank secondary. to
the bonds guaranteed by the province.
By this process there ghall be a part-
nership formed, as it were, and all
profits arising over anq above

First—The cost of operation.

Second—The interest on the ‘honds.

Third—A reasonable sinking fund.

Fourth—The interest upon the pre-
ferred stock, or in other words, all
profits over and above these items
I have mentioned, shall be equally
divided between the government and
the company.

It is proposed that the company
shall be controlled by an issue of
stock divided equally, forty-nine per
cent, of which shall remain in the
right and in the nmame of the prov-
ince; forty-nine per cent. in the name
and the right of the company who
have provided their proportion of the
capital. The remaining two per cent.
it is proposed shall be placed in the
hands of the Public Utilities Commis-
sion to bg voted upon by them upon
any question which might arise be-
tween the government and the com-
pany. In this way the government
will retain full control. It is also pro-
posed that the Water Power Commis-
sion shall be directors of the com-
pany, and thereby protect the inter-
ests of the province. This in brief
is what is proposed by this measure
which I have the privilege of intro-
ducing.

It is mot necessary that I should
take up the time of this House, or
the memberg in setting forth the
benefits that are to be derived from
the water powers within our province.
It has been so often referred to, and
so fully set forth by the members of
this House, and men of prominence
within our province. Today as never
before, the world is devoting atten-
tion to the study and development of
power projects, because of the.rea-
lHzation of the necessity of such de-
velopment for the competing with
other parts of the world which have
made rapid development along this
line, and further, because of the ne-
cessity of conserving our coal reserves
for fuel purposes.

Mr Baxter thought that the difficul-
ty could be overcome if the fiscal year
were made to close a month earlier
than at present and then they could
have the statement published within
ninety days.

In the matter of
apprehension of delinquent children
he did not believe that an official
should have the right to take a child
upon sight. The policeman or police-
woman should first be required .to lay
the circumstances of alleged offences
before a commissioner, in whose dis-
cretion further action should.lie. He
regretted that those responsible for
| the act had not taken greater care and
| more in its preparation.

Mr. Tilley objected that parents had
certain rights in their children and
the House should not take them away.
Care should be taken that the provi-
sions of this bill were not too drastic
and did not interfere unduly with par-
ental rights.

Mr. Baxter said it would be impos-
sible to recaste all the clauses on ac-
count of lack of time.

WEST INDIA SERVICE.

The Canada West India Magazine
published in in the int
of commerce between this country

dollars, towards which subsidy the
West Indies contribute nothing. Dur
ing the six years the present agree-
ment has been in operation there has
been carried by the vessels of the
R. M. §. P. line Canadian merchan-
dise to the value of $21,467,681. None
cf this merchandise has originated in
the United States or in'any outside
country. In addition to the freight
traffic these vesséls have carried dur-
ing the same period 23,636 passengers.
This is really a very good showing
and compares favorably with other
steamship services which are popu-
larly regarded as of greater import-
ance. For example, on the Pacific
Coast a subsidy of $375,000 per annum
is paid for the service between Van-
couver and Oriental ports, $35,000
more than the West India line enjoys,
and in the year 1917 Canadian mer-
chandise carried on those trans-
Pacific steamers amounted in value %
only $2,346,300. This, of course, was
not all the freight that was carried
in 1917 for these vessels included in
their cargoes American exports to the
value of $28939,621. We are thus
paying by far the greater proportion
of the Pacific subsidy for the benefih
of United States manufacturers, whose
government does not subsidize steam-
ship lines. The return tor Canada in
revenue for handling these United
States exports would not be sufficient
tn justify the contribution to the sup-
port of that steamship service. It 18
suggested, bearing these facts in
mind, that the Canada-West India ser-
vices should be improved and
tended so as to include important
islands not now reached, and to pro-
vide that steamers operating on this
route continue their voyages
via the Panama Canal to Vancouver,
thus linking our Pacific Coast ports
with the West India Islands, and in
addition providing a service between
the two Canadian coasts.

FARM LABORERS
WANT INCREASE

Agriculturists in England Face
Problem in Help Situation.

London, April 12.—(Correspondence
of The Associated Press.)—On the
heels of a report made by investiga-
tors for the Board of Agriculture, tak-
ing a rosy view of the farm labor sit-
uation in England, comes a demand
from the National! Union of Agricul-
tural Laborers for $5 a week increase
of the present minimum wages. The
Agricultural Wages Board is endeav-
oring to eiffect a compromise between
the union and the farmers, who refuse
to meet the demand.

An official of the union says the sit-
uation is grave. “We are doubtful of
being able to hold our members if
the negotiations are protracted,” he
stated. {

A government inquiry into the eon«
ditions of their work “on the same
lines and with the same publicity as
the coal inquiry” is urged by the farm
laborers,

The Hoover Prediction of Still

Higher Prices Not, Taken

Seriously—British-Canadian
Co-operation Necessary.

(By K. M. Chapman, Editor “Farmers’
Magazine.")

Undoubtedly  wheat is the biggest
question before Canadian producers
today, and that is a real question be-
cause no one seems to know what is
lkely to happen. to Canada’s export-
able wheat surplus this year. Sanford
Bvans has asked in the press some
pertinent questions as to the market
and transportation possibilties. Her-
bert Hoover’s optimism as to prices is
not regarded seriously by anybody
here, but recent despatches from
Great Britain as sent to The Financial
Post hold out hope that some solution
for financing this year's crop at good
prices is possible,

That much can be dene in practical
politics is hiffted at in the despatch’
from Sir George Makgill, secrotary of
the British Empire Producers’ Organ-
izations, who says that there is a lack
of mutual understanding between
Canadian wheat producers and the
British millers. Perhaps the secre-
tary of the Canadian Couuncil of Agri-
culture, who spent some time recently
overseas, 'can give what negotiations,
it any, have been going on towards
the disposal of Canada’s crop mext
year.

The feeling among Canadian farm-
ers generally is that wheat will be a
good price in any event, and spring
acreage nearly as large as last year
ada. Other crops such as flax, sugar
beets, peas and coarse grains are
likely to be large and to draw some-
what from the Ontario acreage of
spring wheat The grass cattle situ-
ation is panning out just as James E.

Expert Detectives,

Internal Revenue "Bureau agents,
under the direction of B. C. Keita,
deputy ‘commissioner, are working
on a plan to divide the country into
zones which will be independent In
many cases from the sixty-four col-
lectors’ zones already established. One
chief inspector will be assigned two
each zone, with as many assistants as
the character of the territory indi-
cates necessary. The men will be
especially trained in detection work,
most having served in that capacity
for many years. Althouga heretofore
liquor violations have been found by
revenue agemts mainly among moon-
shiners of southern mountains, pro-
hibition is expected to stimulate illici
i ion enormously in cities.
pect of the liquor law viola-
tions has grown out of the hundreds
or recipes tor home manufacture of
beer, ale, wines and even distilled
liguors, now being circulated in all
parts of the country, Booklets and
printed pamphlets of these recipes
have reached revenue officials from
scores of cities. It is explained that
to make liquor according to these re-
cipes will constitute clear violation of |
the law, although it is admitted it wiil
be diflicult to prevent the manufac-
ture in most cases.

The Law as to Stills.

Private stills can be acquiréd legal-
ly only by registration with the rev-
enue collector of the district. Manu-
facturers of stills are under strict
regulation of the Revenue Bureau, be-
ing required to pay $50 a year license
fee for doing business, and to pay a

| specific tax of $20 on each still or

worm sold. In addition, the manufac-
turer is required to report the purpose
of his still'and the nature of the sur-
roundings in which it is to be placed.
If a persou-is detected in operating a
till, he liable to pay the license
fees ordinarily improsed on a distiller,
in addition to fines and other penal-
ties for law violation.

Many reports of the manufacture of
“family stills” on a large scale and
their sale at low prices have reached
the Revnue Bureau, but proved false
in most cases.

Production of Alcohol.

Great cars will be observed by rev-
enue officials to prévent unnecessary
interference .with production and dis-
tribution of alcohol for industrial and
commercial purposes under the pro-
hibition act. Regulations governing
production of this mon-beverage alco-
Lol will be issued soon.

By a careful system of administra-
tive regulation the bureau plans to
make difficult the use of flavoring ex-
tracts, perfumes, toilet preparations
and other articles containing aleohol,
for beverage purposes. Medicines
contalning alcohol must have a com-
pesition to make it physically impossi-
ble to take quantities as a beverage
without making the thirsty person il1.
Most essential oils contained in per-
fumes are said to be  guarantees
against use of perfume for drinking,
since the oils: will cause illness.

Notwithstanding All That Has
Been Said About Depopula-
tion Rural Sections Have
Large Families.

Paris, April 12,—Notwithstanding ali
that is said about the depopulation ot
France, large families are by no
means scarce in certain rural parts of
the country.

A soclety for the encouragement of
large families publishes a report giv-
ing the names of 587 families in the
department the Lioire Inferieure, egach
of which has had more than six sons
or sons-in-law with the colors. At the
head of the list is the Marlot family,
of which twenty-two members, nine
sons, three sons-in-law and ten grand-
sons have joined the army. Four of
them were killed, four wounded, one
died in captivity and one is missing.
Four won the Croix de Guerre.

Numerous other families in the
Saint Nazaire district have had from
6 to 12 sons and grandsons at the
front. The 587 families named fur-
nished 4,015 soldiers to the army.

London, April 10.—~The iormer
North German Lloyd liner Prinz
Friedrich Wilhelm sailed from Liver
pool April 9th, with New York as ber
destination.

Judgment for Florrie V.

LeBlanc held that the Emelien's skip-
per was in fault, and sued to recover
$660 damages and costs of the trial.
Eight witnesses from Cape Breton
gave evidence, after which Judge
Stewart, who presided, gave judgment
in Captain LeBlanc's favor for the full
amount claimed.

FAVORS PROFIT-
SHARING PLAN

Shipbuilding Firm of London
Looking for Harmony
Among Men and Company.

London, April 12—Sir William
Crisswell, chairman of the shipbuild-
ing firm of William Gray and com-
pany, has inaugurated at the plant a
profit sharing plan in the hope of
bringing the workers and the com-
pany closer together. It differs from
many other profit sharing plans in
that the total profits accruing rrom
the operation of the business shall
be divided once each year—80 per
cent. to the company and 20 per cent,
to the employes.

Included in the plan are all of the
4,000 employes, over 21 years of age.
The amount which each employe is to
receive will be figured on the annua:
income exclusive of overtime, and wil-
ful Joss of time to the extent of more
than 12 days a year will be disquan-
cation for a share in the profits of
that year. Allowance will be made
for illness and recognized holidays,
and time lost by reason of a lockout,
or general or district strike is not to
be a bar to participation in the plan.

Raising Money for Mt. Alli-
son Memorial Building.

At Centenary Church last evening
H. A. Powell made an eloquent plea
for support from the Methodists of
the Maritime Provinces for the
scheme which has been proposed to
raise the sum of $125,000 for the erec-
tion of a building at Mt. Allison to
house properly the library of that in-
stitution, as a memorial to the Mt. Al
lison men and women who served in
the great war for humanity.

Rev. H. A. Goodwin, pastor of the
church, in introducing the speaker,
gaid it had been felt the Methodist
boys who had fallen had still a claim
or the Methodist people of the Mari-
time Provinces, and there should be
some monument erected which would
perpetuate their memories in the
years to come. After careful consid-
eration the decision had been reach-
ed that this monument should take
the form of something useful in the
life of the country and the matter was
to be placed before the congregation
by Mr. Powell.

Mr. Powell said in many minds the
university or college education was
iooked upon as a good thing if it could
be afforded, but as mnot essential to
success in life. It was regarded as
cne of the luxuries of life. This, he
contended, was the wrong idea.

In order to show what university
education did he called attention to
what had taken ppace in Germany be-
tween 1870 and 1914, because she had
ccmmandeered the colleges and ap-
plied ‘college teaching to industrial
life and activities. In 1870 she was
cne of the smallest of the nations in-
dustrially and commercially, but in
forty years she had come to be one
of the leaders commercially and in
some lines controlled the trade of the
world, particularly in the chemical
anc medical lines. In the agricultural
world she had raised the production
of wheat per acre from 22 bushels to
35 bushels.

It had been said the small college
was not the place to provide the
necessary university training, but he
did not hold that view. In the smal-
ler institutions the students came into
closer touch with the professors ana
were able to get an cducation at a
much lesser cost than in the large
colleges.

As a memorial to the students and
graduates from Mt Allison, of whom
6060 men and women had served in
the war, it was proposed to erect a
fireproof building at a cost of $125,000.
Oi the number who enlisted, 200 had
been wounded and 67 had paid the
supreme sacrifice; 32 had been award-
ed decorations; a record to be proud
of. In the building one room was to
be set aside in which would be re-
corded the names of all who had serv-
ed and this would be a lasting me-
morial, which would show at  a
glance what the Methodists of the
Maritime Provinces had dome. An-
other room was to be set aside to
hold the archives of the several
churches and preserve them to POS-
terity.

PALM SUNDAY
WAS OBSERVED

At Early Services in Catholic
Churches the Palm Was
Blessed and the Masses
Were Unusually Long.

Yesterday belng known as Palm
Sunday, was fittingly observed in boti:
Protestant and Catholic church of the
city. At the morning services the ver
dant palm was blessed and sacred
chants rendered, vividly presenting
the scene, in picture, of what Jerusa.

In the Protestant churches of the
city special chants were rendered
and the gospel of the day umuually
long, being taken from Matthew, 27th
chapter, preceded by the second les-
son taken from the 26th Chapter of
Matthew. At the Mission church,
aPradise Row, the palm was blessed
with services similar to those in the
Catholic churches of the eity.

This week, (Holy Week) will be fit-
tingly observed in all churches the
world over. In all Catholic churches
the “Tenebrae” is sung on Wednes-

day, Thursday, Friday and Sntutday‘

of the week. At the services stands
triangular candlestick in the sanc-
tuary, bearing fifteen candles in mem-
ory of the twelve apsostles and dis-
ciples of our Lord on earth. Each
candle is successively extinguished, af-
ter each antiphon, and during the
beneditcion service all candles on the
altars are put out excepting one, which
represents to the faithful the aban-
donment of our Lord, His burial and
ressurection.

Next Sunday being Easter Sunday,
calls for special services in all
churches at which special music and
sermons will be delivered in com-
memoration of the day on which the
world regained its redemption. At
the Easter services flowers are pro-
fusely spread in the churches, coupled
with the specia] sermons and musie.

Scandinavian and at the
time of the accident, 4.30 p.m., stand-
ard time, were trying to put in place
an iron batten which had broken
adrift. (This batten is of solid iron,
about five inches in diameter and over
twenty-five feet long, and runs from
the bottom of the vessel to the first

. Everything seemed to be go-
ing all right, but suddenly the pon-
derous iron upright slipped at the
base, loosened at the top and came
down with a crash, striking Mr. Col-
well with full force in the head and
arm, and inflicting minor injuries to
Mr. Toole, who were both standing
directly in its downward course,

The shouts from the other two
workers speedily” brought assistance
from other members of the carpenter-
ing staff. Ernest Hagerman and Fred
Arnett with the two other men who
were in the hold helped the injured
man to the dock, but it needed no ex-
amination to show that Mr. Colwell
was fatally hurt.

An ambulance was summoned and
he was rushed to the General Public
Hospital, but it was all unavailing for
the injured man passed to the great
beyond at 6.45, just ten minutes after
being received at the hospital. Be-
sides a badly fractured skull, his right
leg was broken and his body had re-
ceived other minor injuries.

Elijah Toole, though painfully in-
jured, was able to walk to his home on
St. James street, West End, and when
seen by The Standard reporter yes-
terday was able to be around the
house, though badly shaken by his ex-
perience and the injuries received.

The body of the injured man is now
at Brenan’s undertaking parlors, where
it will be viewed this morning by
Coroner Kenney and his jury prepar-
atory to the inguest.

At the saddened home in Algonquin
Place there is left to mourn a widow
(nee Harriet Lisper), a daughter,
Gertrude, at home, and two sons, Roy,
