Before arriving at Portland Graffam gave
Hands a roll of bills, a watch and a razor
and told him to go away and not bother
him any more.

The attorney then stated that without
promise of benefit from the state, Hands
would take the stand and ted the jury
all he knew about the case and would
prove that Edward Graffam was present
at the Mosher farm -house that night and
that he murdered Clifford Mosher.

‘Jthe first witness was Mrs. Maitha F.
Mosher, mother of the murdered man.
Her testimony was to the effect that when
the window was burst in ¢wo men jum
into the room. ‘he shock overturned the
table and the lamp fell to the floor. The
taller man of the two at once attacked
Clifford, while the other knocked Mrs.

. Mosher to the floor by a blow over the

head. Murs. Mosher reached out to turn
down the lamp, crying as she did so ‘Do
you want to kill me?” The answer was
another blow, after which she remained
gilent. She described the fight between
Qlifford and the intruders, giving prac-
tically the same account as that published
at the time of the murder.

In telling of her walk through the snow
to the house of Freeman Richardson, she
broke down and cried bitterly.

After being quieted she said: “I did
not know as 1 would have strength to
reach the house, as I fell several times in
the snow and was forced to lie and rest
myself each time. But these words came
to me “Be not dismayed, 1 am thy God,
I will keep thee, I will strengthen thee,”
ond 1 finally reached the house.”

Cross-examined by Attorney True, Mrs.
Mosher admitted that during haying time
for several years extra men have been em-
ployed at the Mosher place and during
the term of their employment had lived
as members of the family.

Her testimony throughout was very
dramatic and created something of a sen
sation.

' Dead in Hotel.

A RUNAWAY MARRIAGE,

It is Thought, Followed by Death
Because of Despondency Over
‘Father's Refusal to Forgive--Re-
volver in Dead Man’s Hands Told
Tragic Tale.

ROUND ABOUT THE HOUSE.

Little Tips That the Up-to-date House-

keeper Will Appreciate.

The latest fad of the dainty housewife is
the perfumed pad—a thin quilted affair with
one layer of cotton liberally sprinkled with
sachet powder. The pad is placed between
mattreses and sheet and the bed thus becomes
redolent of roses, violets, or whatever other
odor is selected. Another idea is to open
the pillows and scatter sachet powder among
the feathers. The lavender-perfumed sheets
of half a century ago are quite eclipsed by
these floral sachets. They are not injurious
to the health.

Embossed leather can be cleaned with tur-
pentine applied with a soft cloth. This re-
moves the stains but slightly stiffens the
leather which must be made pliant again
by rubbing briskly with crude oil. Use very
little oil and go over the place carefully
with a perfectly clean cloth as care must be
taken to get all the surface grease off.

Individual strawberry short cakes offer a
particularly nice way to serve the dish as
a luncheon or dinner course.

If alchohol is used to clean gilded pictures
—and nothing is better for the purpose—it
should be applied very lightly with a camel’s
hair brush. The beaten white of egg is alsc
good for cleaning gilt and needs the brush
application with the same light touches.

Says the New York Post: An excellent plain
staining fluid for floors is permanganate of
potash, which may be usea in a proportioi
of an ounce and a half to a gallon of hoil-
ing water. - The crystals cost only ten cents
an ounce, making the stain almost the cheap-
est that can be procured. As is well known,
-t is an excellent disinfectant, so its sani-
tary value is appreciable. The easiest way
to apply the stain is to use a painter’s flat
brush, working with the grain of the wood.
If after one coat the stain does not seem
to be dark enough, a second may be ap-
plied. The floor should then be gone over
with two or three coats of linseed oil rub-
bed in with a piece of flannel or chamois,
and a final polish, if that is wanted, of bees-
wax and turpentine. The beeswax and tur-
pentine are mixed in the proportion of two
ounces of the wax to four of the fluid, put
in a covered vessel, and set where a slow
heat will melt the wax. Stir the mixture
smooth, and when cool it is ready for use.

A couple of coats of white enamel paint
on the shelves of the pantry does away with
the necessity for shelf paper and the result
is much more satisfactory.

A French fancy which is meeting with suc-
cess in New York is that of using dwarf
orange trees in porcelain pots of oriental
design for table decoration.

A fernery and a candle holder combined,
is a novelty for table decoration that is new
and popular. The central table decoration
at a dinner given recently in London was
arranged in imitation of an old-fashioned
orchard: with apple and pear trees growing
out of soft zreen turf.

Here’s a useful tip. When a gas stove
is burning the right way the flame is blue.
If the flame is red it is wrong and wil
blacken cooking utensils -badly.

A Trial, Showing the French Method of

D.ing Things and Reporting Them

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STRAWBERRIES.

R. M, Kellogg Tells How to Grade Them
Up by Selection.

Variation in plants is an import-
ant factor in fruit growing. Plants
grown from seeds have a father and
mother the same as an animal. When
we propagate by buds and runners
we have only a “mother’” in a fig-
urative sense. It is really a division
of the nodes in its own body which
contain the protoplasm, yet they are
new creations just as inuch as  the
plunts grown from ceeds. Being  a

division they contain the vigor or
weakness of the parent plant.  They
usually closely reccmble and bear
fruit the same as the plant from

which they are taken and yet under
changed conditions they often make
remarkable variations; sometines sc
much as to constitute a distinct va-

riely.
Now we may take advantage o
these variations and f{ix in our Imming

the kind of plant and berry we wan
to produce and continuously sclec.
plants which we find here and ther
to the idcal we want and propagat.
from- these, keeping them under re
striction to prevent pollen exhaus
tion and greatly improve them.
Sixteen years ago I adopted th
following plan: I always set m}
plants in spring and then keep sharp
watch during the summer when hoe-
ing and cultivating for plants which
show qualitics superior to their fel-
lows and sct a numbercd stake by
them. A record is kept in a field
book on a scale of one to ten. Care-
ful examination is made at stated
periods during the season. Toliage,
disposition to make strong fruit
buds and few runners are carefully

noted. The next spring when buds
begin to show many of the plants
staked are discarded and from the

remainder one-half of the buds are re-
moved to prevent pollen exhaustion.

It should be remembered that these
plants are grown in stools or hills
and all runners removed as fast as
they appear to encourage the habit
of forming seed buds. instead of run-
ners. Since such plant is  really
maay plants consolidated, the fruit
stems must be treated as individuals.
When the fruit is set it is thinned
to three or four berries to the stem.
Since ‘strength is developed by  exer-
cise they must be allowed to  bear
same fruit. I am firmely convinced
that if the blossom buds are remov-
ed every year, they will lose the ha-
bit of forming fruit buds and throw
their strength into the formation of
runners the same as a pollen exhaust-
ed plants. !

When berries are ripe their size,
color, firmness and flavor are care-
fully noted in the scale book and

footings made, and the plant show-
ing the most points of excellence is
then taken as the ‘‘mother’”’ of

all the future plantings of that va-
riety. It is given high tillage and
irrigation and runners are potted as
fast as they sppear and transferred
to the special propagating bed where
they are allowed to make runners for
next season, when the search for new
and better variations is continued as
before. Thus year after year we are
throwing out the weaklings and ac-
cumulating the good. qualities in the
plants upon which we are to bestow
our labor and wuse of land—R. M.
Kellogg in American Agriculturist.

Nature’s Standard and Man's.

Nature unaided can maintain a
certain standard. This it can do
through its own. mode of breeding
and selection, that is to say, the sur-
vival of the fittest. The -‘standard,
however, can never rise higher than
a certain level. There is an insur-
mountable barrier which it can never
scale. That barrier is environment.
But man can improve on nature.
While he can be even more rigid in
his selection, he can als? modify en-
vironment and for the better. He has
thus been enabled to create the great
gap that now exists between the

1 primal elements of the hog as he Was

and the hog as he is. But the ad-
vance has not been all gain. While
the improved hog has gained enor-

mously in certain qualities, as, for
instance, those that relate to maturi-
ty and easy keeping, the breed has
lost something in qualities which re-
late to reproduction, and also in all
round stamina.—Farmers’ Review.

It can
be then left in the ficld with the tools
in it until the work is done.

Destruction of Ant Celonies.

As a general rule, ants do not in-
jure vegetables. They are no doubt
attracted to trees on account of the
presence of colonies of plant lice.
Ants feed upon the honey dew ex-
creted by these insects. A thorough
spraying of the trees with a ten or
twelve per cent. kerosene emulsion
wiil destroy the lice. A small quan-
tity of bisulphide of carbon poured
into the opening of the ants’ run, at
the base of the tree, will destroy
them. If the plant lice are destroy-
ed, however, there will be no difficul-
ty arising from the presence of ants
on the trees.—American Agricultus-
ist.

IDEAL DAIRY COW.

First Prize Jersey Cow, Ontarie Provincial
Dairy Show, 1899—Bntter Record, 543
& Lbs Within Twelve Months.

The registered Jersey cow, . Prim-
rose Park’s Prude, is a good model
of the ideal business dairy cow, hav-
ing a record of 543 pounds of butter,
made from her 1milk within a year,
commencing November 20th, 1899,
and ending November 17th, 1900.
She was the only cow kept by her
owner, Mr. W. J. Craig, of London;
and. while she was well fed, no at-

tempt was made to force her for an
extraordinary record; and the man-
ner of handling her milk was far

fromn such as was calculated to make
the most of it for a butter test, as

it was creamed on the old-fashioned
plan in shallow pans, and churned in
a common dash churn in such high
temperature that usually the Dbutter
came in about ten minutes—a system
which up-to-date buttermakers well
know must fall far short of securing
all the butter that is in the milk,
says The Farmers’ Advocate. This
cow, her owner asserts, has given 40
pounds of milk per day when at her
flush, testing 63 per cent. butter-fat,
At the Provincial Dairy Show, at
London, in December, 1899, in
strange company and on inferior hay
supplied with other feed, she gave
65.9 pounds in 48 hours of the trial,
testing 6.9 per cent. butter-fat the
first day and 7 per cent. the second
day. Under more skillful care and
treatment, it is clear that this cow
is capable of doing very much better
work than she is credited with, and
her conformation aad udder develop-
ment proclaim her a dairy cow of
great capacity. Her weight is 1,040
pounds.

PRESERVE YOUR HORSE.

Careless Inattention Kills Many Valuable
Animals Before Their Time.

Many farm horses are killed each
year by thoughtless owners. They
would not take their lives as butch-
ers’ would, nor would they purposely
take their lives by intentional cruel-
ty. By carecless inattention the work
is done, and rhany men are guilty of
the charge of killing off good horses
if the matter could be definitely
traced. Poor treatment when dis-
ease attacks the vital parts of  a
horse is a source of much fatality
among horses. Lack of judgment un-
der circumstances relating to the
care of horses when they are out of
condition is another. The lack of
proper knowledge of the effect of
different foods for horses under pe-
culiar conditions may be added to
the list. A great many causes might
be given, but it is unnccessary to
repeat them here. The horse owner
who will give the subject . any
thought can figure out more ways
than one in which the lives of those
faithful- animals may be shortened or
lengthened. There are very few
horses worn out. The most of them
die from one cause or another, and
these causes are what horsemen want
to look after if they want their
horse to live to a green old age. It
is easier to preserve horses than to
procure them. Barring accidents, a
sound horse should be as good at
20 as at any other age, yet we find
but few that are old that are able

1to do a full day’s work without
great fatigue. You must study the
care of your horses if you would

preserve them.—Drovers’ Journal.

Wise Foresight.

We know several farmers who a
few years ago made extraordinary
sacrifices to purchase a head or two
of fine stock. It really scemed reck-
less for men of their means to go to
such expense for such a purpose, and
many actually predicted that they
would be glad to sell their fine
stock at half price before two years
had rolled round. We know about
these men, have kept track of them,
and to-day they are prosperous,
some of them remarkably so. What
was esteemed foolish extravagance
was really wise foresight.—Farm and
Ranch.
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Commercial Fertilizers.

Where commercial fertilizers are in-
telligently used they will not ex-
haust the soil. If, however, one ap-
plies a single clement, as phosphoric
acid, to the soil and takes off a
large crop, it must be evident to any
one who gives the subject a serious
thought that a system which sup-
plies one-thing and removes a dozen
must result in a condition of affairs
under which profitable crops cannot
be produced. It is the farmer and not
the fertilizers that exhausts the soil
in these cases.—Professor H. A, Hus-
ton, Indiana.
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Adulteration Legally Defined.

The Supreme Court of Iowa has
recently decided that any substance
added to milk is an adulteration.
According to-this decision it makes
no difference whether the buyer
knows what he is buying or not, or
whether he knows that the sub-
stances added.to the milk are whole-
some or unwholesome, such addition
constitutes adulteration. This is a
most wholesome decision and ought
to be the rule of law in all the states
of the union.—Hoard’s Dairyman,

Good Farm Polley.

Sell nothing from the farm that is
not able to carry itself to market is
a good rule to follow. Cxception:
may be made, of course, for some
things like eggs, fruit and potatoces,
but hay and grain are more profit-
able when w2rketed in animals.

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TIRED WATCHES,

The Old Maker of Timepieces Says They
‘Need Rest Now and Again,

“This is a very fine timepiece, and there
is nothing on earth the matter with it ex-
cept that it is sulky,” said an -old watch-
maker who has followed his craft for the
last half a century.

It was an old-fashioned @©Swiss chrono-
meter, in a massive gold case, worn as
smooth as glass, and the owner declared it
had run steadily for several weeks. Nothing
seemed to be broken; it had simply stopped
and rcfused to go, except by fits and starts.

“It is all right,” the old watchmaker went
on: ‘‘nothing about it is out of order, and
i_L is fairly clean. The only trouble is that it
is sulky and may be tired. Fine old hand-
made watchess get thal way now and then,
and the best thing to do is to lay tkem
aside and give them a rest.

‘““Watches like this have lots of human
traits,”” he continued, after its owner had
secured a substitue and departed, ‘‘ and
very few people realize that thev really get
fatigued. 1 have often had them come to
me in the condition of this one. The mechan-
ism seems to be in perfect condition, but it
won’t run.

““The fact is that long service has thrown
it slightly out of adjustment in perhaps 20
diffcrent places, T daresay I could go over it
with my tools and forcibly set it to rights
but the less the works of a very hig\h-gmdé
watch are scraped and handled and taken
anart the better for them. A far more sensi-
ble plan is the one I shall pursue in the
present case—to lay it away in a drawer and
let it rest undisturbed for one, two, possibly
three months: the longer the better,

“In that time the delicate wheels and cogs
and pinions will slowly. readjust themselves
—settle back into their right places, as well
as I can explain it, and when [ take the
watch out again all that is necessary is to
give it a tap or two and a microscopic drop
of oil and it starts off as briskly and cheer-
fully as ever.

““You will understand, of course, that the
only watches subject to this sort of thing
are those that have been carefully and
patiently made by hand. Some of the hu-
man quality of the maker goes into such a
timepiece. The modern machine-made waAt(’h

A NOVA SCOTIA COLORED MAN WHD

WON THE COVETED VICTORIA CROSS.

"Twas in the Indian Mutiny--The Old Sailor-Soldier’s Fights
Nearly Forgotten--Helped Save the Naval Guns

in Lucknow Relief,

Now that the war in South Africa is over
and our men have returned, Canada as an
integral portion of the Empire, has a just
right to be proud of the noble manmer in
which ‘her sons have barne their part in
the conflict. They have not only done their
duty en all occasions so as to win the ad-
miration of prominent Eritish generals, but
four of their comparatively small number
have so distinguished themselves as. to-be
awartied for ‘‘conspicugus bravery’’ that most
coveted of all decorations open to all classes
of Britain's defenders, without regard to
rank.

It will no doubt be .interesting to':many
Canadians at this.time, to those of us, es-
pecially, who have a more or less pronounc-
ed “race pdejudice,”’ to know that a negro
native of this Dominfon won the Victoria'
Cross during the Indian Mutliny, within a
few years after the institution of the order;
and for an act of .bravery which was re-
markable both for the number of lives which
depended upon it, and for the coolness which
characterized it t'hx:ou'zliout. . !

Born in Nova Scotia.

William Hall, the subject of this sketch,
was born in ‘Summerville, Hants €o., N. 8.,
in 1832. His parents were extremely poor;
and the boy, showing more independence
than is usually found among ycung colored
men in this country, shipped before the mast
in' 1844, sailing in a small vessel from Hants-
port, the mnearest shipping port to his naiive
village. e !

The winter of 1852 found him in Liverpool,
England, where on February 2, at the re-
cruiting office in Red Cross street, he en-
listed in the British navy as a seaman and
was appointed to the Rodney, Captain Gra-
ham, a vessel of 90' guns then lying in
Portsmouth harbor. With a number of other
young naval recruits he proceeded 4o Lon-
don, and thence to Portsmouth, where he
and his fellow volunteers were under orders
to report on board the receiving ship
Vietory. Nelson’s ~farhous  flagship, after
so many years of service in the front rank
of Great Britain’s “wooden walls,”” was still
in use mat that time, although in a somewhat
humbler capacity. ’

For two years the Roiney was attached
to: the Channel fleet; when, at the begin-
ing of the trouble in the Bosphorous, which'
resulted in the disastrous Crimean war, she
wag ordered to the Mediterranean, and join:
od the fleet at Malta. Duripg the long naval
campaign which followed, Hall was present
at the bombardment 6f Odessa, where, as he
himself expressed it; ‘““ve chastised the Rus-
sians for not recogmizing the flag of truce.”
and later on at the siege and fall of Ee
bastopol. :

On Board the Shannon.

At the conclusion of the Crimean war, there
were .many changes made in the erews of
the vessels forming the war fleet. New men
were drafted to fill the'numerous vacancies,
and the sutvivers were, in many cases, trans-
ferréd to ‘other wvessels. Seaman Hall, who
had gone through the wbole campaign with-
out a serious woyngd, was transferred to
the Shannon. DS

From Hong Kong thg Shannon proceeded
ta Calcutta. 7'he tertible Indian Mutiny had
ther’ broken out, !&andvseveral British war-
ships then cruising in Eastern waters were
ordered to various ports ip  India, After
lying for a short time at Calcutta, hurried
orders were received by the captain of the
Shannon to send as many men as could be
spared overland to Lucknow. Accordipgly
two hundred and fifty seamen and mariners
including Hall, were selected from'the ship’s
company, and ordered:td co-operate -with the
relieving forces under Colonel, afterwards
Sir Henry., Havelock.

The march to the besieged city was, as we
all know, long and accompdnied with great
loss of life. The naval guns were frequent-
ly found to be of great service. Bach of
them was operated by six men, numbered
from one to six, beginning with the captain.
It the officer in charge of a gun happened
to be kifled or wounded, man No, 2 took
charge of the weapon, and so on. The*ar-
‘rangement prevented any confusion when a
man was disabled, each man haying a num-
ber and knowing what to do if his comrade
holding the next lowest number was put
ou: of =sction. !

The Sepoys were .continually hovering on
the flanks of €olonel -Havelock's men, and
the . Shannon’s contingent  suffered - much |
from their annoying attacks. Each time, -
however, they succceded in repelling the
enemy with but slight loss, until one day,
long to be remembered by the survivors.

Won the Cross.

As the British forces approached nearer
and nearer to Lucknow the dttacks of the
Sepoys became more and. more determined.
On the day mentioned above the enemy
fought desperately, and nearly succeeied in
surrounding the British. The ~men ‘'of the
Shannon, finding themsclves hard pressed,
endeavored to gain a position nearby, where
there was-a ruined buiflding surrounded by
a high stone wall, their object being to use
the building as a temporary fort and refuge
for the exhausted men, In order to effect
this they directéd™the 'gx:e' of some of the
guns against the Avalls. Breaches. were finally
made’ in ‘the thick walls, ‘throligh one of

After many years of faithful service .in
Her Majesty’s navy, Hall was honorably dis-
charged with a good pension, and after
knocking about the world for a short time
longer, finally settled on a small farm about
four miles from the village of Hantsport,
N. 8., where he has lived quiedy for the
past twcnty-four years:

The old vetcran lives in @ little farm-
house overlooking Minas ‘Basin. The prop-
erty is protected from heavy winds by a
row of spruce trees bordering the roall, so
that only the upper windows can be seen
when eriving past. For a small farm it is
well gtocked with cattle and poultry, and
there is a two-acre orcnard of thrifly young
trees adjoining the house. The proprietor
of ‘the place was busy gharpening a scythe
when I called to see him one afternoon early
in September last.

note of me.”

Of course I hastened to point out that the
gratitude was all on my part, and then ask-
ed if I anight see the Cross.

% The Victoria Cross.

“See it, yes; come right in,”” and we walk-
ed through the hall into a neatly furnished
sitting-room, on . the. walls of which hung
pictures of. British war vessels of fifty years
ago. The old sailor stepped to the mantel,
and taking down a small cardboard spool
box, emptied the contents on the table. The
blue ribbon from which the Cross was origin-
ally suspended is missing, having
been “borrowed”’ by a relic-hunter sev-
eral years ago; and it is now attached by
wire to a heavy watch chain, and bears the
date ‘16 November, 1857.”” There were three
other commemorative medals in the collect-

tion, two of the Crimean war and ode of {

the Indian Mutinv.

“It’s nothing to have a Cross now; they're
as thick as peas,” the old man said.

“Do you know,” I said, “that there are
thousands of officers in the British army
and navy who are longing to possess the
medal that you have won; many of them,
too, holding very high rank?”

“*Well,”” he answered slowly,‘'it isn’t worth
very much to a man after all, only ten
pounds a year.

Prof. W. L. Moore, weather
bureau, has issued a statement:

“After an examination of all that has
been published during the past two years,
my conviction is that we have %here to do
with a popular delusion as remarkable as
is #he belief in the effect of the moon on
the, weather. The uneducated peasantry
of Europe seem to be looking for someth-
ing miraculous. They would rather be-
lieve in cannonading as a means of pro-
tection “and ‘spend on it abundance of
money, time and labor, than adopt the
very simple expedient of mutual insurance
against the losses that must inevitably
occur. |

The great processes going on in the at-
mofsphcre are conducted on too large a
scale to warrant any man or nation in
attempting to control them. The energy
expended by nature in the production of
a hail storm, a tornado or a rain storm
exceeds the combined energy of, all the
steam engines and explosives in the world.

There are always
men in every community who are instinc-,
tively distrustful of governments, and if
Mr. Bo:den had been able to make: out
even a weak case for the opposition he
would have even that qualified esucecss,
although, as we have already &id; he
spoke gracefully and moderately. Having,
hewever, neither an atlack of any force
to deliver, nor an attractive cause to
urge, his pleasant generalities have prob-
ably by this time been forgetten—which
will always be the fate of the man who
gees emply handed up against an en-
trenched and well equipped cnemy.

CONSUMPTION AND IMMIGRATION.

The action of the United States authori-
ties in not permitting immigranits, suffer-
ing from consumption, to enter that coun-
try, is bound to attract attention in
Europe. Consumption is an infectious
disease and is responsible for a large pro-
portion of our mortality. Immigrants suf-
fering from other infectious diseases are
quarantined until such time as they have
completely recovered and are free of in-
fection. No doubt the question has arisen
in the minds of certain officials,- why
should we make an exception of consump-
tion? ‘There is no good reason, from a
hygienic standpoint, why 'consumptives
should pass through the quarantine quité
freely.

In many cases the immigrants are per-
suons of limited means, and are compelled
to live in tenements, which are more ox
less crowded, and consequently surround-
ed by bad air. Under these circumstances
the disease is bound to make rapid pro-
gress, and the probability of prolonging
life reduced to a minimum. They wiil
also be a source of great danger to those
living in the same building, owing to the
infectious matter which they eliminate
from day to day.

As a rule many of these immigrants are
not blessed with much of the world”:
goods, and even those who are thrifty do
not obtain much more than will keep them
from day to day. In the last few months
of the great white plague, the victim is
seldom able to work, and therefore he is
compelled to rely on the assistance of
friends or go to one of the great public in-
stitutions of the country and become a
burden on the state. Probably the United
States authorities have lcoked into the
question thoroughly and decided that
under the circumstances, consumptives arce
not wanted in the ~country. There is
much to be said in favor of the stand
taken by the government officials; but, at
the same time, there will be much difii-
culty in enforcing the regulation.

It is intimated in-a despatch that the
Eurcpean governments mizht adovt T€
taliatory measures, and prevent consump-
tives from the United States yisiting
Europe. If this were done it would cer-
tainly be a great inconvenience, as hun-
dreds of consumptives go to Germany
every year for treatment. We scarcely
think it probable that the European na-
tions will retaliate. 2

SHAMEFUL PARTISANSHIP.

POOR DOCUMENT

- AMERICAN EXPORT TRADE.

‘We made reference recently to the de-
cline in the exports of American manu-
factured goods, amounting to $13,000,000,
during the past ten months. The decline
has been wholly confined to the last six
months, and a comparison with the same
peniod of the previous fiscal year is full
of interest:

Exports of Manufactured Goods.

November, 1899, to April, 1900. .$223,241,066
November, 1900, to April, 1901.. 197,097,022

Among the exports classified as manu-
factured goods are copper ingots and re-
fined mineral oil. During the above per-
jod the exportation of both of these pro-
ducts has decreased as is shown by the
following figures:
Decroase in copper ingots...... $14,067,925
Decrease in refined mineral oil.. 4,838,963

Total . . .. .. ...$19,806,803

Another manufactured export which

shows a decrease is cotton cloths, which
is no doubt attributable to the trouble
China, in fact the exportation of this ma-
terial fell off about one-third.
' Notwithstanding the booming and talk
about American iron and steel, the export
of both of these menufactures shows a
decrease amounting to nearly six million
dollars during the six months of Novem-
ber-Apiil. The decrease in the articles
mentioned more than balance the total
decrease of the exports for the six months.
Of course there are some manufactures
which show a slight increase, while others
exhibit @ decrease, but with the exception
of clectrical, pumping, printing and metal
working madhinery, which decreased about
two million dollars, there is none coming
up to the million dollar mark.

From this statement it would appear
that the foreign market for American
manufactured goods, in-the true sense of
the word, has shown wvery little change
during the six fiscal months of November-
April as over one-half the decrease is at-
tributable to ingat copper alone. It will
be interesting, however, to wateh the re-
twmns for the next six months, as the
gradual stagnation of business in Lurope
must tell in the United States.

TRANS-SIBERIAN RAILWAY,

PR

Tt is difficulf, to obtain reliable infor-
mation regarding the true condition of the
Trans-Siberian Railway on account of the
contradictory character of the reports
which reach Europe. Of one thing there
is no doubt, that is that the Russian gov-
ernment has been most shamelessly rob-
bed by contractors and government in-
speotors. This is not surprising as it is
ope of the national evils_ of all public
works in Russia. The Odessa correspond-
ent of a London journal quotes a Russian
officer, lately returned from the far East.
The officer declares that the government
inspectors could not possibly have been
blind to the fact that millions upon mil-
lions of roubles were diverted from the
purposes for which they were intended.
Fmings whidh called for sixteen feet of o
crown, in width, were only eleven leet,
which was quite insufficient for the or-
dinary working conditions of "the railway.
In fact with heavy rains the embank-
ments were washed away, while innumer-
able accidents have occurred owing to bad
construction—of which no official report
has been made. The officer believes that
large sections of the railway will have
to be entirely rebuilt. It was reported
that the government was to commence a
thorough investigation, and at once sev-
eral of the engineers took a vacation ne-
glecting to leave their address.

It would appear from this additional
testimony that the Trans-Siberian Railway
ig not the thoroughly equipped road that
a recent writer in the New York Herald
would lead Americans to believe. If we
are not mistaken this same gentleman
stated that all was bright and serene in
Russia and he left the impression, at the
time, that he had seen everything through
official glasses. Possibly we will have
more information when. the globe trottiug
newspaper men return.

Sidney Webb, LL. B., is a member of
the London county council and chairman
of the technical education board. At one
time Mr. Webb was lecturer on political
oconomy at the City of London College
and Workingmen's College, and now holds
that post at the London School of Econo-
mics and Political Science. 1le is also a
barrister of Gray’s Inp. Still compara-
tively & young man, born in 1859, Mr.
Webb received his early training in pri-
vate schools in London, in the Birkbeck
Institute and the City of London College,
beside spending some time in schools in
Switzerland dand Mecklenburg-Schwerin.
In open competition he secured a post
in the war office in 1878, bccame a sur-
veyor of taxes in 1879-81 in the same way,
and still again obtained a post in thc
colonial office, which he held for 10 yeais,
resigning in 1891 to enter the London
vounty council and devote his time to au-
thorship. His time has evidently been
fully occupied, for he has written Social-
ism in England; The Eight Hours’ Day,
in cbnjunction with Mr. Harold Cox; The
London Programme; History of Trades
Unionism, in conjunction with his wife,
who herself had written the Co-operative
Movement in Great Britain; Industrial
Democracy (two volumes); Labor in the
Liongest: Reign; Probles of Modern In-
dustry, beside contributing to Mr. Charles
Booth’s Life and Labor of the People.

e

Sir William Lyne, minister for home
affairs in the Australian cabinet, is the
only member of it who has figured as an
anti-Federalist. He was born in Tas-
mania in 1844, though  his public career
only dates from 1880. At 20 years of age
he went to Quecnsland, having been one
of the pioneer settlers in the squatting’
country bordering on the Gulf of Carpen-
taria. Returning to Tasmania he served
the Glamorgan munmicipal council as elerk
till 1875, when he again became a squatter.
Four years after he entered the New
South Wales legislative assembly he ac-
cepted office as secretary for public works,
a position he held in three different nyin-
jstries. On the retirement of his chiet,
Sir William (then Mr.) Lyne became
lcader of the opposition to the Reid gov-
ernment, on the fall tof which he suc-
ceeded to the premiership. His adminis-
tration was distinguished by the ready
despatch of contingents to South Africa
and China, the steps taken to stop the
spread of the bubonic plague, amnd the
benfits conferred on the drade of New
South Wales by the resumption by the
government of the avharves. Tlhese ser-
vices were fittingly recognized Dby the
Queen at the new year, when she be-
stowed on Mr. Lyne the title of K. C. M.
(+. 'That Lord Hopetoun should have call-
ed on him to form the fust federal min-
istry was an unexpected ‘honor, and is
still . somcthing of a mystery; that he
would be offered a scat in the cabinet was
almost a certamty.

Sir George Turner, the treasuver of the
Australian federal mindstry, is a native of
Melbourne. Ie is a lawyer, having prac-
tised Ilvis profession until 1859, when he
first entered the Vietorian legslative as-
sembly. His political career is thus shorter
than that of any other member of the
cabinet. Since 180t he has been premier
of the colony. In jubilee year he was
made a knight and a_privy councillor,
taking part with the other visiting prem-
jers in the great pageant. As a feder-
ationist he has an excellent rccord. He
has been president of the federal council
and was returned at the head of the poll
as one'of the declegates to the national
Australasian convention, whose deliber-
ations resulted in the framework of the
present commonwealth bill. As premier
of Vietoria and senior delegate of the
colony, he presided ‘over the sittings ot
the Melbourne convention of 1898 and ot
the premiers’ conference of 1899, which
considered the amendments suggested by
New South Wales, and directed the ans-
wer to the question of the capital of the
rew commonwealth very much in favor
of Vietoria. It was owing to the repre-
sentations of Sir George Turner and Mr.
Holder that Sir William Lyne abandoned
the task of forming a federal ministry.
and suggested to Lord Hopetoun the
name of Mr. Barton. ‘lhe man who
evolved order out of Victonan finances m
1894 is not hikely, says a recent article, to
fail in the wider ficld of the common-
wealth, and in appointing him Mr. Bar-
ton, no doubt, remembered that the great
problem of the immediate future is
finance.

A MAGNIFICENT OPAL.

“The Imperial” Comes from Austr:lia--Two
Inches Long--Will Be Offered to the King.

A magnilicent stone, which has come to
be known as “the imperial opal,” has
been privately exhibited at the office of
the agent general for Vietoria te repre-
sentative Australians. The owner has
decided to offer it to his majesty the
king as a contribution to the crown re-

galia in honor of the newly formed com- |

monwecaltih of Australia.

The stone, which is the property ol
Maurice Lyons, has been cut into an 1v-
regular cushion shape pending the ultv
mate decision as to the purpose for which
it will be utilized. In its present state
it is about two inches long and close up-
on an inch and a half in depth and weighs
250 karats. 1t is thus one of the largest
opals, and certainly the finest ever secn.

It displays most brilliantly all the colors
of the rambow and combines in a rare
degree the altributes of various precious
stones.  Its brilliance almost  approaches
that of the diamond: the color® of the
ruby, the emerald and the amethyst are
all dearly warked and wonderfully blend-
ed. and seen in a good light there appears
1o be a prevailing background of purple.

The stone comes from the Opalton dis-
trict of Western Queensland. Tt was dis-
covered about six years ago, and in course
of removal from its ironstone matrix a
piece was broken off about half the size

CARING FOR A LEG.

Suit for Services in Keeping
Amputated Limb.

Y

- Concord, N. H., June 7.—The courts of
New Ilampshire never had a case that
equalled in novelty that tried before Mr.
Justice Peaslee and a jury this afternoon,
and the verdict which followed it indi-
cates that the labor in caring for a pre-
served amputated limb was worth a good
sized penny.

In 1897 Jochn H. Pearson, a millionaire
railroad manager, resident in this “city,
was attacked by illness as the result of
which one leg was cut off. This leg Mr.
Pearson had very carefully preserved in
alcohol and stored in a safe place in a
local drug store. Wihen Mr. Pearson died
in 1899 the leg was, by his direction, taken
from its jar and interred with the rest
of his body.

Shortly after, A. Perley Fitch, the local
druggist who cared for the leg, sent to
the trustees of the estate a bill for $3,450
for services rendered in conmection with
the amputated limb. This bill the trus-
tees refused to pay and Mr. Fitch brought
suit, retaining as this counsel Mayor Sar-
genit, of this city. The case was heard to-
day and naturally it was one of great in-
terest.

The plaintiff called 10 witnesses, includ-
ing the widow of Mr. Pearson. On the
other side the only witness was Prof.
Whitney, curator of the Harvard Medical

School. After several hours’ deliberation
the jury brought in a verdict for the
plaintiff of $1,979.16.

Lntest Reports Encouraging, But There Is
: Still Fear.
Washington, June 9—The slight im-

provement in Mrs. MecKinley’s health con-
tinues and hope begins to be felt that she
may recover. The improvement, however,
is so light as not to change materially
the extreme gravity of the case .

The fact that Mrs. McKinley has more
than held her own is considered encour
aging, but as this result is due partly to
the constant use of powerful medicines,
the physicians fear the effect of reducing
the stimulants and likewise have to cope
with the effect on her system of the con
stant administration of the only means of
prolonging ther life and making ultimate
recovery a possibility. Her powers of re-
sistance are so weak that apprehension is
ever present that sinking spells may oc-
cur suddenly from which she cannot be
rallied.

may venture to slink into a courthouse to
administer justice. :

But it is not likely that the blacklegs
will be numerous, for the.grievance of
the judges is not light.: It is, in short,
a: question of salary. A judge’s salary is.
somewhat less than a carpenter’s, and as
a judge cannot, like the carpenter, escape
the incidence of any of the innumerable
taxes, he has less than nothing to sup--
port his family on, if he is so unlucky
as to have a family.

Washingto.n Hears Interesting
Information.

Washington, June 8—The;:state depart-
ment is in receipt of interesting informa-
tion concerning work on-the British Fa-
cific telegraph cable, which is to connect
Canada with Australia. It is to be 3.
834 1:2 miles lonig—the longest ever ‘con-
structed—and will be transported and laid
by one ship; which is now being built for
that purpose.

Consul Abraham Smith, at Victoria, B.
C., informs the state department that a
surveying party has located the landing
sight at the Canadian end of the cable at
a point on Kelp Bay, near Banfield Creek.
1t is about seven miles from the entrance
to Barclay Sound and something over 100
miles from Victoria.

“The cable will rim from Vancouver ls-
land to Fanning Island, which lies south
of Hawaii—e distance of 3,337 miles—be-
fore a landing is effected. Thence it will
be laid to the Fijis*to Norfolk Island and
then to Queensland. ;

The explosion completely demolished
four freight cars. Much damage was done
by the concussion, most of the windows
in Vestal and Union, across the river,
being shattered. Binghampton’s plate glass
did not escape, many of the large street
glasses in the center of the city being
broken. The shock was felt at a distance
of 3) miles. The Cagino, a. street car re-
sonlt, at Union, is badly damaged, as is also
the house of Binghampton Country Club.

SCHOOL TEACHERS

Plea for Socialism in Albert
County Institute,

R

Hopewell Hill, Albert Co., June 7—The
institute met for their fourth session at
9 o’elock. Tour teachers had arrived from
Elgin parish—Misses Ella F. Smith, Elgin
Corner; Graee Steeves, Mapleton; Mabel
V. Steeves, Gowland Mountain, and Jessie
M. Sherard, Salem.

The first lesson given was a very inter-
esting one by Miss Helena Atkinson, of
Albert, on A Comn Plant, to a class of
grade flour. She developed in the minds

of ther pupils the ideas of the parts of

the plant; the food, and the uses.

Misgs Atkinson’s lesson was discussed by
Miss Deery, T. E. Colpitts, Misses Allen
and Bishop, Inspector Steeves, James M.
Palmer, Rev. Mr. McPherson, Misses
Swanson and McLeod and A. D. Jonah.

J. T. Horsman, B. A., of Albert read a
paper on The Teacher as a Factor in
Pcllitics. The teacher, he said, must train
the future citizen. He must know whom
and what he is to teach, and how to teach
politics properly. Scholars should be led
tbo understand the ttrie meaning of citizen-
ship. They should know the parts of the

‘empire, its races, produets, trade routes,

and systems of government. Biography
¢hould be well taught, to encourage the
pupils. ‘We -inherit great matural wealth.
be preserved by honest
voters. Temperance teachings in schools
wiﬂ ‘finally break down the liquor traffie.
Great questions are arising as to owner-

‘ship of property, ete., which must soon be

met and faced.. Teachersare the chief fac-
tor in laying sound foundations for our
future:

The discussion on Mr. HorSman’s paper
was opened by Pnincipal H. H. Stuar:.
Mr. Stuart held that in teaching history
and geography lay the teacher’s oppor-
tumity of inculcating a sound, healthy pa-
triotism, and of teaching good citizenship.
History should be so handled as to give

pupils a correct idea of the true political |,

intellectual and moral progress of
country and of other countries.

In teaching geography, the political sys-
tem of each country should be made clear.
In Switzerland they have direct legisla-
tion. There no act can become law against
the people’s will. On petition, all acts of
parliament must be referred to the popu-
lar vote. This makes parliament careful
about the acts it passes. This principle of
referring questions to the people when a
sufficient number demand it, is called the
referendum. The initiative is the right of
a certain number of electors to prepare a
bill which the government must submit
to a referendum. In most countries, as
well as Canada, legislation is indirect.
Our representatives, dominion, provincial,
municipal, educational, when once elected
do' as they please’ till the end of their
term, In Tasmania and Belgium they have
professional representatives by which ea:h
-political party secures as many seats as
its proportion of the entire popular vote
polled entitles it to. But here a mere ma-
jority can elect all the cadidates, and the
minority is entirely unrepresented.

As long as the ‘house of lords, the sen-
ate and legislativé¥councils are not elect-
ed by the people, we cannot be said to
have responsible government. Only in Aus-
tralia, where both houses of parlament
are elective, and & deadlock is made im-
possible, can a British government be
said to he “responsible.”

Continuing, Mr. Stuart

our

explained the

four different theories of government—
absoluwte, represeritative, anarchist and
socialist.

Anarchists ask that each section be an
independent community. Their theory is
altogether impracticable and dangerous to
society.

Socialism is the opposite of anarchy,
and only the uninformed mix the two
in their thought, Socialism would form
the nation into one united co-operative
society, a gigantic company or trust in
wiiich all the people would share, whereas
now the labor is done by the many while
the profits all go to the few. The trust is
a good thing in every way except that it
owned by the few instead of by all. So-
cialism would provide work and good
living for all. Those who would not work
would be criminmals. The doctrines ot
socialism are those of Jesus Christ appled
for political and commercial life. Between
true socialism and true Christianity there
is no difference.

Mr. Stuart was followed by Messrs.
William Burns, of Albert, Principal Jas.
M. Palmer and Rev. Mr. McPherson, of
the Albert county Presbyterian circuit.

Rev. Mr. McPherson endorsed all that
Mr. Stuant had saitd. The teacher should
be ithe greatest factor in politics. His
office was even more important than that
of a clergyman, for the teacher laid the
foundation for the ministers to build upon.
Subsidized  local papers would make a
good partizan, but the teacher must make
the good citizen. Labor and capital would
soon clash in this country. The ideal of
socialism was right. It should not be ta-
booed, but teachers should give pupils a
right idea of it. Socialism is found in the
New Testament. Early Christians held all
things in common. Pure unadulterated
Chnistianity might again make all ‘things
common. :

Messrs. Palmer and Burns emphizied the
impontance of teachers warning their
charges against political corruption.

‘part of a great military power to override
the Monroe doctrine, the chances are that
at the present time it would be but an in-
significant minority on the continent of
Furope that would have any sympathy
with the people of the: United States in
attempting to uphold this exclusive policy.
1t is felt, and truly felt, that this policy
was reciprocal, and that in this respect
we have made a breach in it. To main-
tain intact the western hemisphere part
of it, we must be prepared to defend it.
and in that defence we may meed the as-
sistance of the only ally that we can de-
pend upon—England—whose former prime
minister, Mr. Canning, was in some de-
gree responsible for the fact: that the
Monroe doctrine was ever promulgated.—
Boston Herald.

Maestro Righetti, of Verona, has the
credit of unearthing a wonderful old violin
in Milan, covered with dust and battered-
looking, which proved, on inspection, to
have the words ‘“Guarnerius, 1753,” in-
scribed upon it, and to be a genuine ex-
ample of this master’'s work. The Guar-
neri was one of the most renowned 'fami-
lies of Cremona for the making of violins
for about a century from 1662. They be-
longed: to the school of the Amati, who
may be considered the first to make violins
in 1515, and the last pupil of whom was
Stradivari, who worked from 1700 to 1722,
and has never been surpassed. However,
the instruments of Guiseppe Guarneri,
called “del Gesu,” from his use of the
sacred monogram on his ticket, are by
some musicians preferred to those of
Stradivari, and fetch as much as £600

when in good preservation.—London Iead-
er.
