" Comic Journalismy. -

Comie papers flourish in Europe be-
cause political and business sheets are
so soberly conducted that the humorous
element in newspaper readers is not ca-
tered to by them. People possess the
faculty of perceiving the ludicrous, and
they demand that the ludicrous shall be
presented to them. In this country
every effort to establish a comic paper
has failed, although no class of litera-
ture is 80 eagerly read as the humorous.
The reason for the failure is that all
classes of journals cater to the sense of
the ludicrous. The Zanner's Journal,
the Banker’s Organ, the Tory Times,the
Radical Reasoner, the Gospel Expound-
er—every paper of them—has its comic
paragraphs. Some have humurous edi-
torials, some humorous elippiiigs, some
humorous correspondence. Some, more
especially the religious papers, are irre-
gistibly fanny without the slightest con-
sciousness of it. But all, purposely or
unconsciously, are mgre or less humor-
ous.

The Halifax papers illustrite the most
clearly the comie side of party politics.
They have discovéred a Ininiorously
malignant manner of denouncing nen
and measures that is highly entertain-
ing, both to the enenties and the ffiends
of the assailed. Tiord Dufferin is now
the mark at which they aim, and they
fire awayathim amid the laughter of
their readers. He is, they declare with
acomic air of conviction, everything
that is weak, despicable; tyrannical.
They demand his résignation, give him
advice as to his future conduct, and talk
to him like an angry father to .a rebel-
Hous child, They “have no hesitation in
expressing broadlyand in plain English,”
their “opinion that Lord Dufferin’s 'ac-
tion is simply despicable,” We are

My three boats came off and finding it im-
possible to get her off with the kedge,
hired some of the men to pump and heave
cargo o for which they were
paid - £80 sterling.  After throwing
over about 800 bushels of salt, she came
off leaking badly at 8.30 p. m., proceeded
to Fortune Island to ascertain what dam-
age had beén done. The captain went
ashore, noted protest, and engaged divers
to examine her botlom. Nearly all her
false keel wa# found to be gone and cop-
per badly scraped, but -concluded to go
to Halifax to repair. The 1878 chart on
board gave 20 fathoms on the spot where
she struck, which is two-thirds of a mile
N. E. of Castle Island lighthouse.
