No srrangeménthas been made bctween
the Millmen's Association and the mill-
owners, as yet, nor is there lkely to be.
The sole desire’of tite Association at pre-
sent is to ‘have all mill employes join
them, -after which, ‘no, doubt, they will
make a united demand for increased
wages. The more moderate and intelli-,
| gent of the Auoemlon in conversation, | th
readily admit this, and claim that they
are more “boorly paid then anyother class
of laborers. ' They also claim that they.
receive the.same pay that they did years
ago, and ask, “What’s a dollar in the
‘market now?” . Another complaint they
make is that frequently the mill-6wners
at certain seasons, reduce their pay to 4|
very small amount, agserting that one
mill owner last season reduced some of
his'best men to 80 cents a'day. That
there are some grievances no’ thinking
person will deny, but the'marifier in which
