Carter Harrison, ex-mayor of Chi­
cago contributes a very interesting 
and instructive article to the Phila­
delphia Saturday Evening Post on 
“ common sense in city rule.” He 
makes one or two striking observa­
tions which we commend to all 
thoughtful readers of the Advocate. 
He says :—

•* Very aeon after he has taken up hie 
official duties the major of a city learns to 
divide the people of his municipality into 
three general classes—First,'those whose|sel- 
fish interests make them especially sensitive 
to the administration of law, whose callings 
are almost, directly in the path of the law. 
Second, the great middle class of persons 
who seldom ccme in contact with “ the 
law/’ and ordinarily have no occasion to 
realize that there is a law- and an official 
administration to enforce it. Third, the 
more radical element of the community 
given to the agitation of public measures 
and policies, either from selfish or philan­
thropic motives."

The truth of the above observa­
tions will gain recognition in almost 
any community. Then Mr. Harrison 
says in another place :—

44 The 44 best" citizen is not he who carries 
in his mind :..e whole statutory .ode and is 
constantly saying to himself—“1 will not 
do this or that because there is a law 
against it.” It is scarcely too much to say 
that he is a far better citizen who instinc­
tively obeys all the laws of his community 
without realizing their existence."

He attaches considerable importance 
to the cry of radicals for the enforce­
ment of impra-tiaole laws and further 
down he again takes the bull by the 
horns :—

“ I believe iullv iu the highest possible 
standard of enforcement of law that is con 
sietent with the highest actual attainment 
in sound and practical results. For the 
citizens of any municipality to demand of 
their mayor an unmodified a;.i untempered 
enforcement of existing laws is to take a 
position positively childish in .is ^.practi­
calness and to imply that he is lacking in 
those qualities which are' demanded iu 
every business executive, no matter how 
humble the position he holds—discretion, 
udgment, and the ability wisely to meet 

individual conditions by a modification of 
the letter of the law. Although, as I 
already suggested, there is especial need, tor 
the exercise of common sense in controlling 
the movement of that arm of the law which 
touches the citizen iu his home, there are 
many other phases of city rule ;n which 
this force is most desirable, 'er.ainly there 
is an imperati ve demand for com i.on-sense 
in dealing wi'h all those problems relating 
to the question v: “personal liberties" about 
which the American citizen is keenly sensi­
tive. Problems of tins kind are constantly 
arising, and must bo handled with good 
level judgment and such modifications of 
the law as sound common-sense would dic­
tate. Only the most casual examination of 
actual conditions is necessary to show how 
impossible is a sane administration that 
would attempt a flat and unqualified en­
forcement of the laws on'thv statue-books of 
any city in this community.

Scattering Of garbage.

Chicago has not the reputation of 
l>eing a very clean c\ty, nevertheless 
Carter Harrison, ex-mayor of that 
city in his article on civic govern­
ment ignores the subject of filthy 
streets ns though it wer** altogether 
foieigu to him. We should like to 
have seen an expression of his opinion 
on the subject. While perhaps not as 
valuable as w* should like, it might at 
east give us oae or two pointers on 

how to keep our streets clear of 
tobacoo juice, >range pee!, paper, etc. 
There seems t. he little or no effort 
on the part of many residents of this 
own to prevent the proinincuous dis­

tribution of obnoxious material about j 

the streets. The garbage which lies 
about the streets and back yards is a 
menace to puhlr health. It is be­
sides unsightly. Every *1 -rt should 
be made to beautify our vn and not 
disfigure it.

Premier Tweedie 
worked diligently throughout the ses­
sion Unlike his critics, however, it 
is not during his session that the 
Premier accomplishes the best work. 
It is when he is five from his sessional 
duties that he devises ways and means 
for the further development of the 
province

Premier Tweedie and his colleagues are . 
t^e congratulated for the prudent changes | 
made in the game laws during the session j 
just ended.

The close season for partridge will end 
Sept. 14th of this year and in future will 
extend from Nov. 30th in each yeir until 
Sept. i5th in the year following.

No calf moose can be hunted under the 
age of two years, instead of one year, as 
formerly, and no cow caribou can be hunt­
ed. No license can be obtained to shoot 
a 4^v caribou. The penalty for such ofi 
ence is set at a tine of from $U)0 to S2"0, 
or from *20 days to two months imprison-

No gun or other tirearm shall be carried 
into any forest or wood or other resort for 
moose or caribou between Nov. 30th in any 
year and Sept. 15th in the year following, 
without a permit of a game warden. 
Formerly this section applied only to parks 
and reserves. The penalty for an oiience 
under this section is set at a tine not to 
exceed $40 or imprisonment for one month 
in jail, and wardens may confiscate any 
arms carried contrary to this law.

In future hunters must ha\o a li.-ense :o 
shoot deer, and no deer may be shot at 
night. Penalty under this section, vhich 
of course applies also to moose and caribou, 
is a tine of $50 to $150, or imprisonment for 
one month to ;hree months.

Deputy wardens mast pase au examin­
ation to the satisfaction of the surveyor 
goneral as ld their knowledge of woodcraft 
the habits and resorts of game animals, 
the provisions of the different acts for 
protection of game, and such other matters 
as the surveyor general may pi ire. But 
all now acting as deputy wardens shall 
continue to act un‘ ill tailed v;i to pa-s the 
examination.

Ihe section compelling wardens to for­
ward to the surveyor general the names of 
guides in their district is repealod-

Wardens may onliseate the head of any 
moose or caribou unless it is accompanied , 
by bhe owner, or properly tagged with the 
owuei s name.

Moreover, when any person kills a moose 
or caribou he must exhibit the head to a 
warden, who will affix x a tag. stating .he 
name of the person who killed the animal, 
the license number, and the time and 
place of killing. This tag must he pre­
served and no head shall be delivered to 
the owner when preserved or mounted, 
nor shall any head be exported without 
such tag attached.

It is further an offense to kill any moose 
or caribou where it is impracticable to 
bring out the head for inspection by a 
warden so that he may affix a tag. 
Penalty the same as that for hnuting moose 
or caribou without a license.

Guides having a guide's license to ac­
company hunters cannot at the sime time 
have a license to kill any moose or caribou. 
Before a man can act as guide he must be 
registered in the office of the surveyor 
general and hold a certificate. The certi­
ficates are granted on filing an application 
with sufficient particulars and on payment 
of a fee to be fixed. The license will re 
main in force until cancelled by the sur­
veyor general for good cause shown 
U^rmetly guide's license expired at the end 
of the season.

Every non resident who hunts moose, 
caribou or deer must be accompanied by a 
registered guide, and no guids shall take 
more than five people at once.

A chief ranger is to b i appointed, whose 
duties will be to see that the laws with re­
gard to pioteotion of game and piotoction 
from forest fires are enforced.
