Loxpoy, Dec. 12.—Sir John Thempson
jntended to accept the invitation of her
Majesty to dine at_the castle and remain
there over night. It appears that Sic John
yallied after the frst attack, which oec-
curred at 1:30 o’clock, but the improve-
ment was of slight duration, and he sud-
denly expired.

Sir John Thompson had dined at the in-
stitute before he attended the meeting
last vight, and at that time appeared tobein
good health. He was also in good spirits,
and joined cordially in the talk that was
current. He greeted Lord Brassey, who
had recently been in Canada, and his other
triendscordially. He also joined the com-
pany at cofiee after the meeting.

HIS AILMENTS.

Sir John Thompson had for some time
past suflered from fatty degeneration of
the heart and was also sffl cted with an
abdomen malady. He was 1ully aware of
his condition and consulted a London
epecialist as to his ailments. The physician
gave him to understand that he was in no
immediate danger, and being thus re-
assured he afterwards made short visits to
France and Italy. He returned to London
ten days ago. Sir John Thompson’s doath
occurred at 1:45 p.m. His attack lasted
fifteen minutes, he having been stricken
at 1:30.

A London dispatch says the concensus of
opinion among those best acquainted with
Sir John is that he died of heart disease.
Nobody recalls hearing him complain of
symptoms of apoplexy. Dr. Ellison’s
opinion is virtually the same. He says
that he could not perceive the slighest sign
of apoplexy, and feels certain that death
was caused by heart disease.

Dr. H. P. Wright, of Oitawa, who was
one of the late Premier’s physicians, states
that Sir John had probably been suiering
from kidney trouble all summer, but as
there was no special pain or suffering with
the trouble, the Premier did not conrplain
until the fall. Disease of kidneys was
then discovered. **When the Premier left
for Europe,”’ continued Dr. Wright, *‘there
was no special reason to anticipate a fatal
termmation.”

PREMONITIONS,

The following curious editorial paragraph
appeared in the Montreal Gazette on the
day before Sir John Thompsen’s sudden
death: 8Sir John Thompsen is to dine with
ihe Queen and spand the night under the
royal roof. May the fates be gracious unto
hiim, sv that he may not pay for the honor
liy contracting the afiection known as a
““Windsor cold,” which is said to afilict
some of the Queen’s guests. The svory
goes that her Majesty is afraid of fire and
has old-fashioned notions of what is neces-
sary for comfort, so she does not allow the
bedrooms at Windsor to be beated. What
this means in the damp, chill English
climate Canadians accustomed to a well-
warmed bedroom may try to imagine by
taking a walk in the back yard in theiy
night attire when the January thaw is on.

MoONTREAL, Dec. 12.—Lady Thompson
seemed to have f:lt instinctively yesterday
that something was wrong with her hus-
band, and confided this much to Mrs.
Ouimet, wife of the Minister of Publie
Works. Mrs. Ouimet langhed at her fears,
which seem to have been only tco weil
justified.

The entire city is in mourning.

THE CONSERVATIVE CAMPAIGNERS CALLED

POLITICAL POSSIBILITIES.

ToroNTO, Dee. 12.—Politicians are al-
ready discussing the political consequences.
J. D. Edgar, being acked his views, said he
thought the comsequences to the Govern-
ment and Conservative party in the
Dominion would be very much wnat the re-
moval of Mr. Meredith to the bench was to
the local Conservative parity. He did
not believe Sir Charles Turper could be
Premier unless hia son, Sir C. H. Tupper,
resired, which he thoughthe would not do.

At Ottawa there is aiready much specu-
lation among the leading Couservatives
as to wihat will be the efect on the
party of Sir John Thempson's death. Ii the
choice of the party is confined to the Cab-
inet Hon. Mackenzie Bowell is most likely
to becoms Premier. Even to him, however,
there will be strong opposition on the
ground that his Orange affiliaticns will
alienate the vote of Quebec, already held
to be doubtful owing to the Manitoba
school guestion.

COMMENTS OF PUBLIC MEN.

Hon. J. A. Quimet said: “Ivis a very
sad day for the country. I am not sur-
prised, however, at his sudden death, He
was unabie to take the necessary exerclse,
and no doubs the excitement of the mo-
ment caused a sudden atteck of apoplexy.”
Mr. Ouimet refused to discuss for the pres-
ent the possible political changes the
Premier’s death would precipitate.

Hon. Wilfrid Laurier was terribly
shocked. *‘Shocking, shocking!” was all
he could say as first. *‘To be stricken
down like that at the very height of his
success.” He spoke highly cf the dead
leader, but refused to be interviewed upon
the efiect his death would have upon the
political situation.

THE QUEEN HEARS THE NEWS.

When finally it was decided to tell her
Majesty of the death within her own
custle of the Premier of her chief colony,
the news waus broken to her as geatly es
possibie. She was incxpressibly shocked
and showed the deepest grief and concern.
Her Majesty will at once dizpatch a cable
message of condolence to Lady Thompsen.

THE QUEEN'S REGREIS.

LoxpoN, Dec. 12.—All reports agree that
the Queen is deeply moved by Sir John
Thompson’s death. She expressed pro-
found regret and sympathy with his widow
when the news was annouuced to her. It
is understood also that she will send a
personal dispatch of condolence to the late
Premier’s wife.

HOW DEATH CAME.

Another account says that after leaving
the royal presence for the Ministers’ lunch
room in the castle Sir John again renewed
his complaint 6f the morning that he was
feeling unwell. He cou!d not eat anything
and asked to be excused from the tabie.
His companions, including Lerd Ripon,
signified  their sorrow at his state
of health, and Sir John was led
by one ‘of the royal attendants to the
weiting room ndjoining the Ministers’
lunch room. There Sir John sat down on a
conch and leaned forward on hie hands. He
appeared to be in intense pain, and his
agitetion also was great. Sudaeniy the
sick man rose partly from his couch—he ap-
peared 1o be in a darkness — then
fell back im a swoon. Death came
with terrible swifiness. The attendants
gave the alarm and the Ministers at
luncheon caught it up. Taere was a rush
for the waiting room. When the doctor,

i hastily summoned, had reached the side cf

the prostrate man hie had fled, Sir John
Thompson is dead, was the intelligence
that went forth from the place of death,
causing the utmost surprise, dismay, horror
and regret. It was decided to keep the
intelligence from her Majesty just then, as
ghe Queen’s health is far from good. When
she doctor emerged from the temporary
death chamber he was not prepared to
state the real cause of death, but expressed
the opinion that it was due to heart dis-
ease, aggravated by recentill-health, which
Sir John had complained of, and by the ex-
citement of the ceremony of the swearing-
.
SIR JCHN IN PARIS,

Loxpox, Dec. 12.—It is stated that it
was in Paris that Sir John Thompson’s
health showed the first signs of giving out.
He bade his danghter an atlectionate fare-
well there, and proceeded to Rome, saving
that though he was ill the trip wouid de
him good. On his return, however, he
said that there was no improvement, and
expressed a desire to reach Canada ae socon
as possible.

CABINET MINISTERS IN COUNCIL,

Orrawa, Dec. 12 —The Miunisters now in
the city— Messrs. Bowell, Daly, Costigan,
Ives and Foster—met in the Privy Council
chamber at 3 o’clock and remained in con-
sultation the greater part of the ¢fternoon.
The Ministers refuse to be interviewed on
the political situation,

LORD ABERDEEN INTERVIEWED.

MoxTrEAL, Lec, 12.—Soon afier the
news of the Premier’s death had reached
this city a press representative called on
Lord Aberdeen for an expression of
opinion. **Naturally I am terribly shocked
at the nmews,” said his Excellency; **not
because cf the position which the late Sir
John Thompson held as Premier, but also
because we were personal friends. I
expect to hear the cable (from Sir Charles
Tupper regarding funeral arrangements.
Ubpon receipt of the sad news Lady Aber-
deen and myseli at once sent to Lady
Thompson couveying our heertfelt sym-
patby.” Asa result of the calamity their
Excellencies have decided to postpono all
immediate social arrangements. A flag
flying at hali mast in front of the vice-rega!

C0OOD WORDS FOR THE DEPARTED.

The London Daily Graphic rays: Canada
loses a worthy son and the empire has good
canse to share her sorrow.

John Thompson's death will awaken feel-
ings of the deepest sympathy in England
and Canada—indeed, throughout the em-
pire.

HIS DAUGHTER ARRIVES.

There will be a faneral
procession f. ym the castle to the railway
station. The bells will be rung in the tower
of the castle and the bells of the town will
be tolled. The Queen has ordered a wreath
from the royal garden at Frogmore to be
placed upon the ccffin,

A FUNERAL SERVICR.

Father Longinoto, vicar of St. Edward’s
Chureh in Windseor, pertormed last evening
a service for the dead Premier. SirCharles
Tupper, the master of the Queen’s house-
hold, and most of the members of the
household were present. Lord Pelham-
Clinton and Father Louginoto will accom-
pany the bedy on the epecial train with Sir
Charles Tupper. The body will be taken
to an underiaker’s establishment in Pad-
dington, where it will be immediately
embe!med.

KIND WORDS FROM LORD RUSSELL,

Loxpoy, Dee. 13.—Lord Chiet Justice
Russeil szid: *‘] sew Sir John Thompson
on Dec. 9. He spoke of his health being
gomewhat impaired, but that bis doctor
had advised comp:ete reet, which wouid
insmre his complete reccvery. 1t was
evident that Sir John himse.f had con-
fidenge in the docter’s advice and its ulti-
mate benefit, He had intended to dine
with me on the 17th of December,
when he was to meet Baren De Ccurcel
I firet met Sir John Tuomyson during the
sitting of the Bering Sea copimission, and
from the first was greatly itopressed with
hie broad good sense and emizently judigial
mind. He was rather reticient, but of a
genial and kindly nature, I kuow that the
jate Lord Hannen shared my views with
regard to him. Long before the buriness of
the commission wes finished Lord Harnen
expressed the higbest opinion of Sir Jehn's
ability, and frequently aiterwards spoke of
the great value of hie presence on the com-
mission.”

FROM OTTAWA.

It was knowu before he icft Canada that
Sir Jokn Thempson was sutiering from
a form cof Bright’s disease., There was a
consultation of doctors over his case before
he went to England.

Before the cflicial information was taken
to her at her home in Ottawa, some
inkling of the terrible calamity had reached
Lady Thompson. Some thoughtiess and
rude person, having heard the mews up
town, called up the Premier’s late residence
by telephone and asked if any news had
been received of Sir John’s death. It was
a trying hour for the stricken widow until
the final intelligence came. The grief of
Lady Thompson and her f:mily as the ter-
ribie truth finally dawned on them is far
too sacred a thing to parade befcre the
world.

THE QUEEN'S SYMPATHY.

O1TA WA, Dec. 13.—Lkrom all over the
Dominicn and from across the soas, where
the dead body of her husband iay, mes-
sages of kindly condolence are pouring in
upon Lady Thompson. The Queen sent
the following to Lady Thompson: *“Itis
impossible for me to say how deeply grieved
I am at the terrible oceurrence v hich took
place here today and how very truly I
sympathizs with veu in your deep afflic-
tion. (Signed) Victoria, R.L”

The Governor-General and the Countess
of Aberdeen wired from Montreal: *‘We
are overwheimed by the grievous intelli-
gence which has just reached us. May
Ged be with veun.”

THE FUNERAL PROCESSION.

Loxnon, Dee. 13.—7The tuneral cortege
leit Windsor Castle at 12 o’clock. The
procession passed through the Henry VI1IL
gate, where the guard which had
turned out presented arms. Following in
carrieges were Sir Charles Tupper, Sir
Heunry Ponsenby, the Queen’s private
secrelary, Lord Pelham-Cinton, groom in
waiting, Dr. Reid, one of the Queen’s
physicians-in-ordinary, and all orf the
members of her Majesty’s household who
could possibly be spared from the castle.
The Queen herself went to the Clarence
Tower, aod with her own hands placed a
wreath upon the coffin.

After tne body has been embalmed pre-
paratory to its being taken to Canada it
will lie in St. Jamea’ Church in Spanish
Place, Itis probable that a funeral ser-
vice will be held tomorrow. By the
Queen’s command the procession from
\Windser Castle to the railway station was
of a semi-state character. The lid of the
coffin, the feathers belonging to which
were placed on a board a yard equare,
coverad with black cloth and surmocunted
with black f2athers, was carried in front of
the hearse,

A STATE FUNERAL.

OTrAawa, Dee. 13. —There will be a stnte
faneral at Ottawa and afierwards the
remains wiil be interred in Halifox.

Sir John Thompson's career was the chief
topic of conversation at the London politi-
cal clubs. The oxpressions of opinion were
invariably to the effect that he was one of
the ablest Canadian statesmen of the last
30 years,

The Governor-General will leave for
Ottawa at once to take action in regard to
the political crisis.

.Miu Thompson did not intend to return
with her father to Canada, and she started
for Paris on Tuesday.

In a little over three yeare four Canadian
Premiers have died, and it is curious to
reflect that there is no man elive who has
held the position.

_ By the death of the Premier the Cabinet
it dissolved. The several beads of depart-
ments merely hold office till the appeini-
ment of his successor. The Governor-
General, however, may be relied on to
act on their informal advice in the
matter of ‘‘zcudding for” somebody
able, in their opinion to form a
Government. If that persen is now of
their number it will be either Mr. Fester
or Mr. Bowell, and in that case Mr. Pat-
terson will probably hecome Minister of
Justice, Mr. Bowell of Militia, and Mr,
Clarke Wallace will take Mr. Bowell’s
present department. If the wminor port-
folio is not awarded to anybody, no harm
could be doue, and so ncbody would bhave
to appeal to the constituency.

THE MINISTERS GATAFRING.

OrTAWA, Dec. 13.—A!l the Ministers of
the Cabinet are expected to reach Ottawa
tonight, with the exception of Sir Charles
Hibbert Tupper, who is on the Pacitie
coast, Messrs, Haggert and Patterson
arrived from the west this morning, having
abandoned their political tour.

The War—Barbarous Acts of the Japs.

Loxpox, Deec. 12.—A dispateh from Tien
Tsin says that 25,000 Japanese troops have
arrived at Nan Hai Kwhan, The Chinese
soldiers at Wei Hai Wei declare they will
jeave that place immediasely upon the ap-
proach of the Japanese.

A dispatch from Hiroshimi says. a de-
tachment of the Japanese second army
occupied Foo Chow on Dec. 5 without
meeting any opposition. The Chinese
garrison, 5,000 strong, retreated to New
Chwang. .

The New York World's speeial corre
spondent (Creelman) telegraphs from Yoko-
bhama as follows: The Japanese troops
entered Port Arthur Nov.21, and massacred
practically the entire population in cold
blood. The defenseless and unfortunate
inhabitants were butchered in their houses
and their bodies were inhumanly mutilated,
There was an unrestrained reign of murder,
which continued for three dayes. The
whole town was plundered, with appalling
atrocities. It was the first stain upon the
Japanese arms. The Japanese in this
instance relapsed into barbarism. All
pretenses that circumstances justified the
atrocities are false. The civilized world
wiil be horrified by the details.

The Japanese minister at Washington
expresses the strongest disbelief in the re.
ports of the atrocities alleged to have been
committed by the Japanese troops at Port
Arthur.

WHAT 1S AN ACCIDENT?

Important Decision imn an Insurance
Case at Winnipeg.

Win¥1PEG, Dec. 12.—An important judg-
mens has been given by Justice Bain in the
case of the Northwest Commercial Travel-
ers’ Association vs, the London Guarantee
and Accident Company. A policy was
taken out by the plaintifis in the de~
fondants’ company on the life of C. F.
Church, who perished on the prairie be-
tween Lethbridge and McLeod on the 23rd
of November, 1892, when he was caught in
o blizzard and frozen to death. The amount
of the policy was $1,000. The accident
company refused to pay the policy on the
ground that they were not responsible, as
death by freezing did not come within the
terms of the policy.

His Lordship entered a verdict in favor
of the plaintifs, finding that Church’s
death was certainlv the result of an acci-
dent, using the word in the general sense,
In construing & ccatract, like the cne in
question, the rule that should be followed
is that the words of the policy are to be
construed, not according to their strictly
philosophical or scientific meaning, but in
their ordinary and popular sense. As it
was the company itself which prepared
the contract, any ambigaity there
mey be found in it will be taken most
strongly against the company. Church
was frozen to death, and there
could be no hesitation in holding that the
proximate and sole cause of his death was
bodily injury, and that there were external
and visible signs of that injury. But the
real difficulty in the case lay in determin-
ing whether the injury could be said to
have been effected through external, violent
and accidental mears. The expression
s¢accidental means” was in the policy in a
very general sense, and it impiies the idea
of something happening that was not fore.
seen or foreseeable by a pareon of ordinary
prudence and intelligence under the cir-
cumstances in which he happened to be
placed.
