day with anxiety for reports of the 
movements of the British fleet, of which 
virtually nothing had been heard since 
its departure some days ago under 
orders. All eyes were turned toward 
the North Sea, whither it was generally 
assumed the war vessels had gone to 
encounter the German battleship 
squadrons.

Reports of firing and the arrival of a 
number of wounded German and Brit- 
ish bluejackets at Harwich, on the east 
coast, kept excitement at its height, as 
this was evidence that at least there 
had been contact between vessels of 
the opposing navies.
No Confirmation of Big Engagement.

The morning passed off, however, 
without any more definite signs of an 
important clash between the powerful 
squadrons.

Messages from Belgium appeared to 
indicate that the check of the Germans

1 by the Belgians outside Liege yester- 
day had been a severe one, some re- 
ports giving the number of casualties 
as high as 8,000.

From Rome came a report that the 
German cruisers Goeben and Breslau 
had escaped the pursuit of French and 
British warships after bombarding the 
Algerian coast and had safely reached 
a Sicilian port.

No Definite Word of Ultimatum.
No definite confirmation of the re-

As soon as Prince Lichnowsky, the 
German ambassador, left London today 
the United States embassy assumed 
full care of German interests in the 
British Isles. Irwin B. Laughlin, the 
secretary of the embassy, devoted him- 
self to this business, and all German

He is known as a man of strong will 
and it is a common saying in the army that when General Joffre has once made up his 
mind nothing will force him to change it. French military men express the fullest con- 
fidence in his skill.

General Joffre is 62 years old. He has been married ten years, but is childless. 
He is of medium height and stout, with a massive head, very fair hair and thick droop- 
ing moustache. He is noted for his excellent horsemanship. He was trained as an 
engineer, and while on duty in Madagascar constructed the harbor of Diego Suarez, 
the principal one in the island.

The mobilization plans for the French army were drawn up by General Joffre 
last April, and the results of their execution have exceeded all expectations.

London, Aug. 6.—While most of the 

papers today counsel the courteous 
treatment of Germans who are com­
pelled to remain in England, the Daily 
Mail, in an editorial, urges a vigorous 
application of the law controlling aliens, 
saying:

"There are too many Germans in Eng- 
land, and unless they are kept, under 
close observation, their presence may be 
a source of great danger. Now that 
Europe is in arms we must not shrink 
from any measure necessary to preserve 
our national existence. These uninvited 
guests will consume food needed for the 
British poor, and their maintenance will 
absorb funds that cannot be spared."

The aliens' restriction order, the legis­
lation for which was passed through all 
stages in the House of Commons yester­
day, forbids alien enemies in the king­
dom to have firearms, explosives, auto­
mobiles and motorcycles without permis­
sion from the police.

A series of royal proclamations was 
published today. One revokes the prohi­
bition against the importation of arms 
in Ireland, and others set 101 A the 
illegality of trading with an enemy; pro­
hibit British vessels carrying contraband 
of war between foreign ports; and de­
clare that British subjects contributing 
to a loan raised on behalf of the German 
Emperor or contracting with the Ger- 
man Government will be guilty of high 
treason.

The Germans committed repressions against the civil popu­
lation of the town of Vise, eight miles northeast of Liege, burn­
ing the city, and shooting many of the residents.

OTTAWA, August 5.—Some of the 

most prominent men in Canada have 
notified Col. Hen. Sam Hughes of their 
willingness to give their services in de­
fence of the Empire.

Yesterday the Minister of Militia re- 
served a message from Hon. Clifford 
Sitton, former Minister of the Interior, 
and once chairman of the commission 
of conservation, offering to serve the 
Empire in whatsoever wav he could. 
Hon. Mr. Justice R. M. Meredith, a 
Judge of the Ontario Supreme Court, 
and Sir Glenholme Falconbridge, chief 
justice of the Supreme Court of On­
tario, made an offer similar to that 
which came from Hon. Mr. Sifton.

Sir J. A. M. Aikins has offered to 
raise 4,000 infantry, 2,000 artillery, and 
about a thousand others from the West 
to go to the front.

Lady Drummond, Montreal, who is 
returning home on the Calgarian, sent 
a wireless to Col. Hughes this even­
ing, which read:

“Offer in my name six or eight 
nurses for whom I shall be personally 
responsible.”

To a man the Sixty-Fifth Regiment 
of Montreal, over which there was a 
little dispute recently with the Depart­
ment, have volunteered for active ser­
vice.

Not only have the militia and naval 
departments made arrangements to 
protect all the ports and cable sta­
tions on the Atlantic and Pacific coasts, 
but every canal is now being patrolled.

SUFFICIENCY OF HORSES 
NOW IN WESTERN CANADA

TO BE IN COMMAND STILL SPECIAL PAYMENTS
[Canadian Press.]

OTTAWA, Aug. 5.—The Minister of 
Militia has issued a special appeal 
to the Canadian Press, their proprie­
tors and their staffs alike, "to exercise 
a wise reticence upon matters af­
fecting military operations.”

He points out that enormous as­
sistance can be given a belligerent 
nation by the newspapers of its op­
ponents if they are unguarded and 
conversely great advantages can be 
gained by the armed forces of a 
nation if its press exercises a patrio­
tic restraint.

The minister points out that in 
1870 and also in the South African 
war, the publication of war news 
caused the unnecessary loss of many 
lives. A single item may mean the 
death of thousands of fellow-subjects. 
Col. Hughes therefore entreats the 
press to abstain from publishing un­
authorized statements, such as the 
assembling or moving of regiments, 
the purchase of remounts, stores, or 
supplies and the erection of fortifi­
cations, etc.

Lloyd George Announces That 
Suspension Will Be 

Unnecessary.Toronto Officer Likely To Be 
at Head of Contingent 

From This Country. LONDON, August 5.—Symptoms of a 
panic over the question or food and 
money supplies subsided greatly today. 
There is general confidence that the 
measures undertaken by the Government 
will meet the crisis; that the money 
market will not smash, and that the 
Atlantic route will be kept open for 
shipments from America.

The fact that the Cunard liner Lusi­
tania was allowed to sail had a re­
assuring effect, as indicating that the 
Admiralty feels certain that the navy 
Is in a position to keep the German 
cruisers off the area of the north At­
lantic trade routes.

David Lloyd George, chancellor of 
the exchequer, announced today in the 
House of Commons that the conclusion 
had been reached with the unanimous 
assent of banking and other interests, 
that there would be no necessity to 
suspend specie payments.

Finance a Weapon.
"At the same time, it is necessary 

to economize with respect to the sup­
ply of gold," he said. "There is danger 
that selfish individuals may attempt 
to hoard gold. It should be made clear 
to them that they might inflict grave 
injury upon their country. In this 
tremendous struggle, finance will play 
a great part. It will be one of the 
most formidable weapons in this great 
war.”

When the banks re-open on Friday one 
pound and ten shilling notes to the 
amount of £3,000,000 ($15,000,000) will be 
issued through the Bank of England, 
and five million pounds daily thereafter 
until the supply is adequate.

Furnishing Food Supply.
Many shops have placarded their 

window with the Chancellor’s warning 
against the well-to-do hoarding food, 
to the detriment of the poorer classes. 
One of the biggest stores has limited 
the amount of food to be sold to each 
person to seven pounds in weight; 
others refuse to make deliveries, so 
that people can buy only what they are 
able to take away. Still others limit 
the amount of any foodstoff sold to 
two pounds.

There was a small riot today in 
Southwark, where a bakery, which at­
tempted to double the price of bread, 
was partly dismantled by angry wo­
men.

Preparedness a Surprise.,
A distinct surprise to the popular 

mind is the country’s apparent pre­
paredness to change the machinery of 
ordinary life to a war footing on short 
notice. Not only is the army mobiliza­
tion proceeding with great smoothness, 
but the Government’s railway service, 
under the direction of the committee 
managers, is being operated without 
confusion. The cricket and football 
grounds in a number of cities have been 
occupied for camps, while schools and 
other public buildings are being trans­
formed into hospitals. The critics, who 
always predicted that a sudden war 
would throw the country into confusion, 
do not find their forebodings justified.

■ Life of London Normal.
The life of London, except for the 

crowd around the Government buildings, 
was normal today. An unusual number 
of territorials in uniform, and the news­
paper extras were the only indications 
through the greater part of the city 
that any extraordinary events were 
afoot. Martial law is not being enforced, 
except at the naval and military sta­
tions. The King’s appeal to his subjects 
to respect and assist all officials is 
deemed sufficient.

That England remains a free country 
even under the shadow of a great peril, 
is shown by the fact that one labor 
paper, The Herald, is permitted to urge 
the workingmen to oppose the war and 
to refuse to enlist.

Criminal Courts Try Spies.
Suspected spies, some 40 of whom 

have been arrested in different parts of 
the country, are being tried before the 
criminal courts instead of by the 
military authorities.

London is quieter this evening than 
on any night of the week. The demon­
strators. a large proportion of whom 
were foreigners, have subsided into 
comparative quiet. The report spread 
by London newspapers last night that 
the windows of the German Embassy 
were broken, is denied by the commis­
sioner of police, who declares that 
there was no hostile outbreak.

Police Guard Embassy.
Four policemen guarded the embassy 

today, while across the street a few 
Idlers read the various war proclama­
tions pasted on the wall. A workman 
was seen today removing the German 
escutcheon from the door. A man 
started to hoot out, but others silenced 
him. Several thousand German resi­
dents remain in London and no hostil­
ity has been shown them. The news­
papers appeal to the great public to 
treat them courteously. The German 
Benevolent Society is caring for the 
families of the German reserves who 
have gone to their duty. The German 
colony is In something of a panic, be­
cause many of them engaged in various 
occupations fear enmity will be en­
gendered by the war and ruin their 
business.

a golden opportunity. Britain, to an outsider, must have 
seemed on the verge of a civil war. With the north and south 
of Ireland both arming, to fight each other, with part of the 
island breathing out warlike threats against the Government, 
with political feeling in England more bitter than it has been 
for generations, with the suffragettes and their male sympa­
thizers daily committing breaches of the peace, and with a 
more or less antagonism between labor and capital, the empire 
would certainly seem to be in a very unfit state to enter a 
war. And if Britain was forced by internal troubles to keep 
the peace, the Kaiser might well believe he would be in & better 
position to grasp despotic power, and assume the domination 
of Europe.

But if he had any such dreams, he has by this time been 
,rudely awakened. At the first threat of war, domestic tur- 
moil suddenly ceased. The Irish volunteers, enlisted with the 
ostensible purpose of fighting each other, offer to fight side 
by side against the common enemy. Tory and Liberal join 
hands; Englishman, Scotchman, Irishman, Welshman stand 
shoulder to shoulder. There will still be a few men — good 
men and worthy citizens—who are slow to move, or who realize 
the horrors of war so intensely that they are not prepared to 
accept the decision of the Government, and will criticize and 
oppose it. That is unavoidable in a nation of free men who 
prize, above all things, full liberty of thought and speech.

PRESS COMMENT ON THE WARmilitary spirit is of necessity less active under ordinary cir- 
cumstances than in the British Isles We see less of the para­
phernalia of war, and have less of the warlike element. But 
when the Empire is in danger, there is the universal demand 
through all Canada, throughout the Australasian Islands, 
throughout South Africa, to spring to the defence of the 
motherland. In the Dominions there are many diverse races, 
but there will be no divergence of opinion or of action. In 
Canada there are many thousands of French descent; they and 
their fathers have shown their loyalty to Britain in the past 
by the sacrifice of life and property, as they will today, if 
required, and their hearty co-operation with their Anglo-Saxon 
compatriots will only be intensified by the fact that France 
and Britain are allies in this war.

girls in the East End of London, In 
Yorkshire and in Lancashire, who were 
examples of what women as well as 
churchwomen ought to be.

In view of the recent decision of the 
Synod of Huron denying the church 
franchise to women of this diocese it is 
interesting to note the result of the 
vote in England: Bishops, 22 for, 3 
against; clergy, 90 for, 15 against; 
laity, 76 for, 72 against.

The second resolution, to the effect 
that women may act as lay representa­
tives on a parochial church council, 
was moved by the Archbishop of Can­
terbury, and carried by a large ma­
jority. Later in the same day a motion 
by the Bishop of Southwell to make 
women eligible for lay representatives 
on the diocesan conference was de­
feated as follows: Bishops, 13 for, 11 
against; clergy, 86 for, 89 against; 
laity, 27 for, 94 against.

Important Step.
Speaking of the results of the voting, 

the London Dally News comments as 
follows: “It is significant that the vot­
ing showed laymen almost equally 
divided on the question and an over­
whelming majority of bishops and 
clergy in favor of the women’s claims."

The Manchester Guardian also states: 
"The decision of yesterday marks an 
important step forward in the woman’s 
movement. It is the first recognition 
of the right of women to a share in na­
tional as distinct from local govern­
ment. In other churches they have, we 
think, the right already, but they are, 
after all, not a part of the national ma- 
chinery of the state in the same sense 
as an established church. It is to the 
credit of the church that for once it 
should have taken the lead of the civil 
government in a measure of liberal en- 
franchisement.

A resolution giving women the right 
to vote in the election of church coun­
cils, and a second motion whereby wo­
men were made eligible for election to 
parochial church councils were dis­
cussed and carried in England last 
month by the representative church 
council, consisting of members of the 
two houses of the convocations of York 
and Canterbury.

Speaking in favor of the resolution. 
Winnington Ingram, Bishop of London, 
said he could not Imagine a greater 
blow for the church than for them to 
decline at a time when women were 
struggling for the political franchise to 
give them the franchise in their own 
church. They were not dealing with 
threatening people, but with a body of 
women who were only too anxious to 
serve their church and their God.

Mr. Oscroft, a workingman represent­
ative, said that when he saw the work 
which working women were doing in 
his parish he could not refuse them the 
same privileges which they granted to 
men.

Take the yolks of four eggs, well beaten, 
and one cup red sugar, half-cup butter, 
half-cup sweet milk, one cup seedless 
raisins, one teaspoon vanilla, two cups 
flour, mixed and sifted with one tea- 
spoon baking powder

White Batter—Whites of four eggs, 
well beaten, one and a half cups granu­
lated sugar, three-quarters of a cup 
butter, one cup sweet milk, one teaspoon 
vanilla, 3 cups flour, mixed and sifted 
with one teaspoon baking powder; bake 
In an oval pan, using a plain oval tin 
ring, same shape, and half the size 
of the pan; place the ring inside the 
pan to divide the batters; pour the red 
batter inside and the white batter out­
side the ring; then I’ft out the ring and 
bake In a slow oven; when cut you will 
have an exact imitation of a ripe water, 
melon.

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HONEY CROP AVERAGES 

16 POUNDS PER COLONY
Shows Big Falling Off From Last 

Year’s Production.
The honey crop this year is almost 

a total failure. Last year the crop 
averaged 100 pounds per colony, while 
this year it is but sixteen, showing an 
alarming failure. However, beekeepers 
and dealers have a large quantity of last 
year's honey on hand, and it is not 
likely that prices will soar very high 
if the honey has been kept properly.

When the crop report committee of 
the Ontario Beekeepers’ Association met 
in Guelph last week, the prices recom­
mended for the year were as follows: No. 
1 light, extracted, wholesale. 11c to 12c 
per pound; do., retail, 14c to 15c; No. 1 
comb, wholesale. $2.25 to $3 per dozen;

The History of the Union Jack 
The name Union JACK is derived from the JACQUE or surcoat decorated with a 
red cross, anciently worn by British soldiers.
The Union Jack—the national banner of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and 
Ireland—is formed out of the combination of the crosses of St. George, of St. 
Andrew and of St. Patrick, these three crosses being the national banners of Eng­
land, Scotland and Ireland, respectively.
The first Union Jack was introduced by a royal proclamation in 1606, three years 
after the union of Scotland with the English crown. It combined only the crosses 
of St. George and St. Andrew.
On the union with Ireland a new union ensign was devised, in which the cross of St. 
Patrick was introduced, with its four limbs edged with white on one side. This is 
the Union Jack as we now know it.

As it was, however, 
his pupils had all turned out a credit to 
him, and to their town.

Pioneer East Londoners.
Dr. Alexander Wright introduced

Mr. Lilley said he had known 
Mr. Eckert ever since he first came to 
London. East London had never had a 
better teacher than Mr. Eckert.

Dr. H. T. Reason, vice-president of| 
the association, expressed pleasure at 
being able to do honor to a man who 
had done so much for them, and who 
had attained the age of 81 years.
