ART OF CARICATURE
EVOLUTION AND INFLUENCE OF THE
NEWSPAPER CARTOON.

Egyptians Used Grotesque Plietures
to Emphasize Thelr Satire — The
Eighteenth Century Crase,

Tbeltmhtoldofuabbeofth.
seventeenth century who was as de
formed in fgure as he was cidiculous
in dress, and as sensitive about his
physical deformity as he was vain of
bis eccentric attire, that while serving
mass one morning he observed a smile
of contempt on the face of one of the
courtiers present and determined to
avenge himself by serving a process
upon him for appearance in court the
following day.

The offender, M. de Lasson by name,
knowing that things would go bard
with him unless he could show some
reason for his mirth, made a hasty
sketch of the hunchback abbe, exag-
gerating in size the six black caps and
the waistcoats in which he was wont
to appear, and when he was solemnly
asked to show cause.for his unseemly
mirth and indignity to the holy church
he suddenly displayed before his judges
the caricature of the abbe as his “ex-
cuse.” The likeness was S0 excellent
and the cartoon so grotesque that the
entire court fell to laughing, and the
accused was liberated without & repri-
mand.

This is the first authentic case of the
power of the cartoon in & hall of jus-
tice, but it illustrates the power of the
pencil in depicting the follies of the
foolish and the affectations of the arti-
ficial.

There is no telling when the art of
caricature began. There are & number
of grotesques that have come down to
us from earliest Egyptian times. The
Greeks employed pictures to emphasize
their satire, and so did the Romans.
All through the middle ages there were
numberless examples of “grotesque-
ries” which, curiously enough, were
used in enforcing the doctrines of the
church by meéans of satirizing the devil
But the eighteenth century was the
heyday of the cartoon.

Beginning in France and overrunning
into Holland and thence across the
channel into England, the flood of cari-
caturists carried everything before it,
and it is safe to sz that we read the
history of the times with clearer vision
and with more accuracy of detail for
the mirror which caricaturists held up
to reflect the striking peculiarities of
the men and events passing before it.

Gautier mentions a Spanish cartoon-
i{st, Francisco Gaya y Lucientes, a mix-
ture of Rembrandt, Watteau and Ra-
belais, who preceded the two great car-
jeaturists of the latter bhalf of the
eighteenth century, George Cruikshank
in England and M. Charlet in France.
Charlet is known as the father of mod-
ern social caricature and holds as good
title to his position as does Philipau to

toonists, men who seize upon the char-
acteristics of an individual and so ex-
aggerace them that the subjects of the
cartoons are known by the most promi-

nent features in their physical, mental ’

or moral makeup.

True there was one man in London a
hundred years ago, Gillray by name,
who had this faculty of dissecting his
subject until he found his weakest
point and then unmercifully pricking it
with his drewing pencil, but with him
the race died out, to be reincarnated in

| America. Gillray was a close observer
| of people and events.

He would #it in
his publisher’s window and watch the
fops of the court as they passed and

| fasten in his memory every feature by

which a man would be recognized by
his acquaintances. He remembered ev-
ery story that related to the traits of
character of those in the public eye,
and the St. James street of 1800 is
faithfully reproduced in his art.

Perhaps we Americans look at the
droll side of life more than other peo-
ple, but certain it is we have more and
better cartoonists than elsewhere. The
very quickness with which we see the
point of a joke demands equal facllity
in portraying droliery in & eartoon. We
sketch boldly and leave much of the
unnecessary detall to our slower cous-
ins. Then, too, our public events bhap-
pen with sueh startling rapidity that a
eartoon of yesterday's doings would be
flat today, and we must keep very
‘much alive and be ready for a political
change overnight.

In other words, the alert American
must bave depicted in his cartoon the
very traits of character that have made
him what be is, the guickest and
brightest of men.

TOADS IN FOLKLORE.

Sieilian Superstition Concerning the
Ugly Little Creatures.

“The toad has a prominent place in
folkiore. We find the ugly little crea-
ture distinguished in popular tradition.
and that in its most permanent prov-
ince, in local worship and belief. The
survival is so strange in itself and so
well fitted to illustrate the primitive
character of fairy mythology that it
may be accorded particular attention.

According to the statements of Dr.
G. Pitre, contained in his excellent ac
count of Sicilian tradition, the faith of
that island still recognizes supernatu-
ral beings known as donne di foora
(ladies from abroad, also entitled pat-
ronesses of the house, who bave at
tributes in common with the fairies of
England. Like the latter, during the
pighttime they enter houses, Where
they expect to find evey thing in order.
Among mortals they have their favor
ites and enemies. Fortune is cousid-
ered to result from (their kindoess
sickness and poverty from their perse-
cution.

It is a peculiar feature of their babits
that they visit the domicile not on any
evening indifferently, but only on
Thursday, making tbeir entrance by
the keyhole or by cracks of doors. 1If
day surprises them before they leave
the cottage, they change into toads and
in this state remain until the following
eve, when they are ounce more at liber-
ty to resume their proper shape of
beautiful women. During the interval
the toad is sacred, because it is impos-
sible to be sure that any particuiar
one may not in reality be the lady of
the house.

Legends abound in which is related
the reward or punishment consequent
upon the good or ill treatment of a Fri-
day toa¥. On this day, therefore, the
usually unpopular animal is safe from
abuse and secure of attention, more
especially if it chance to belong to a
species possessing a particular arrange-
ment of the cuticle reminiscent of a
lady’s head of hair. Any person who
occupies himself with folklore becomes
accustomed to remarkable survivals,
yet it does eéxcite astonishment to find
so perfect an illustration of prehistoric
thought in central Europe of the twen-
tieth century.
