If necessary, we will 
enlist the aid of certain sources 
to ensure a total victory for our 
side."

The Gateway will not be 

published next year and in­
stead. the Students' Union will 
publish its own newsletter to 
keep students informed of stu­
dent activities and affairs on 
campus.

The decision to discontinue 
publication of the student 
newspaper. The Gateway, now 
in its 66th year of publication, 
was arrived at following a six- 
and-a-half hour meeting of the 
Discipline. Interpretation and 
Enforcement (DIE) Board last 
Thursday afternoon . ratified by 
Students' Council last night.

DIE Board 
Chairman, said that his board 
arrived at the decision to halt 
Gateway publication after 
witnessing "the completely 
tasteless and obnoxious" 
photograph of three pairs of 
male buttocks, given banner 
placement on the front page of 
the April 1st issue of Gateway.

In defending the Gateway 
action, photo editor Robert 
Austin (Arts III) said that he 
admitted it was a foolish thing to 
do. "but it just proves I'm an 
asshole photographer."

German spys infiltrating P. Sci.
Two U of A political science 

professors have turned 
themselves in to the RCMP, 
confessing that they have been 
acting as spys on the Canadian 
government for West Germany.

The announcement was 
made following the confession 
Thursday of Heinrich 
Schikelgrueber who took his 
Ph D. in political science here 
while attending the University of 
Alberta. Heimy. as he was called

by his KGB buddies, said he was 
a spy for the duration of his stay 
at the university.

The more recent revelation 
was made "because we want to 
gain political sanctuary in 
Canada. We are willing to 
divulge information on our spy 
network in return for freedom 
and pi election." said 
Kangienos in an interview with 
the Gateway shortly before he 
was taken away by the RCMP.

The two professofs have 
already divulged that their role 
was twofold: to keep abreast of 
political activities in the Alberta 
government, particularly con­
cerning energy policies, and to 
"influence, mislead, and dis­
courage" students from adher­
ing to the capitalist system. "We 
were instructed." said Katz, "to 
persuade our students to sup­
port the concepts of socialism 
and communism."

Dr. K. Trout, 
has stepped forward with yet 
more good news; he believes he 
can teach Kevin to walk again, 
so that he can be taught to 
communicate by both farting 
and tap dancing.

Mr. Gillese was wearing 
Ga11bier full shaft "rock clim­
bing" boots, a padded 
brassiere, and pink rayon pan- 
ties at the time of the accident.

A tragic climbing accident 
has rendered Gateway editor 
Kevin Gillese crippled, maimed 
and mouthless.

Gillese was climbing with 
friends on the north face of Mt. 
Edith Cavell above the second 
"ice sheet" when the accident 
occurred. Friends he was clim­
bing with say he had just 
completed a "toe jamb" while 
inching his way up a "flared out 
crack." This difficult manoeuver 
was the thing that undid the 
tragedy for. while "crammed" 
sideways into the mouth of a 
"chimney" his foot slipped and 
he tumbled down an eighty foot 
"rock face" to land on the "ice 
sheet" below. The comparative 
softness of the snowhe landed 
on is attributed to saving his life, 
but as it is. Mr. Gillese suffered 
multiple lacerations. three 
cracked ribs, a shattered pelvis.

There appear to be 
religious overtones to the ring.

Last year such dishes as 
Lobster Bisque.

There were also 
special menus such as a Scan­
dinavian breakfast with high 
protein foods (cheeses and 
fish); an Oktoberfest. complete 
with beer: Chinese. Mexican 
and Kosher Deli Nights. Ski 
Lunches, Midnight Brunches, 
Italian Street Festivals.

PITTSBURGH (ZNS-CUR) - 
Researchers at the 
Westinghouse Laboratories in 
Pittsburgh are testing a new 
system for heating and cooling 
buildings by using - believe it or 
not - a giant ice cube in the 
basement.

The "ice-cube" would come 
in the form of a 20-foot tank 
which holds 8000 gallons of 
water and would be hooked up 
to a heat pump.

During the winter, 
Westinghouse says, the heat 
pump would extract heat from 
the 8000 gallons, slowly tur­
ning the water to ice, while 
usingthesiphoned off energy to 
heat the house.

In the summer, the pump 
would run backwards, drawing 
heat out of the house into the 
water tank and gradually 
melting the giant ice cube to 
cool the house.

Westinghouse says that the 
"ice-cube" system would use 
50 percent less energy than the 
conventional methods of 
heating and air conditioning 
homes today.
