A Voice from the Austria
The burning of the steamship “ Austria," 

of the Hamburg line, will long be remember­
ed as one of Ibe most terrific calamities that 
bag ever spread " sorrow on the sea." A 
finer day than the 13th of September, 1858, 
never broke open human view." The pas­
sengers crowded the deck of the magnifi­
cent vessel, and were enjoying the refresh­
ing breeze, some engaged in various games, 
exercises and pastimes, and others in cheer­
ful conversation, when in a moment the cry 
of “ Fire !” rang through the ship, and 
changed the scene into one of consternation 
and agony. “ Women and men were pray­
ing, crying, screaming, rushing frantically 
about the deck, wherever they were not 
driven back by the smoke and flame, while 
others stood quietly looking on with a blank 
vacancy of despair upon their countenances, 
that was even more terrible in its ghastli­
ness and silence than the wildest outcries." 
Many were suffocated and burned to death, 
and hundreds, to escape the flamea, burled 
themself into the sepulchral waves. Out 
of six hundred persons on board, only about 
fourscore were saved by vessels that came 
to their rescue.

On the quarter deck, after unavailing 
\ efforts to save the ship and to help others 

aod themselves, them was gathered a little 
band of eight persons, males and females, all 
ol whom were Christians. Two were llico 
logical students, two were clerg) men, ar.d 
She rest were in private life. The following 
extracts Irom the correspondence of the lone 
survivor of this company of believer»* (one 
of the two students ol theology,) are pub 
liahed with hie consent, at the request of the 
writer of this tract. . They arc designed to 
show the reality and pouter of the Christian 
faith, amid semes which put it fully to the 
test. Omitting in print many details which 
are familiar to the pub ic, the writer says :

« I cannot refuse year request. I am no 
longer my own, and if my testimony can 
add ought to my Saviour's honor, 1 will not 
refuse to let you use it at yeor discretion. 
It Was He who supported me during my 
struggle of four weary hours in the water, 
and I must not now lorget Him.

" After endeavouring to save the ship and 
some lives, I left my friend, Mr. Schiebe, 
whose bodily strength was spent in bis effort 
of getting irom the cabin, to comfort the 
poor creatures who so much needed conso­
lation. He did his work faithfully. After 
endeavouring to get the batches down, the 
boats lowered, and the steamer with its 
side to the wind, and failing in all, I cut 
two life' preservers loose, one for Mr. S. the 
other for myself. As I approached him 
with a life preserver, I heard a female ask 
him ‘ What can I do V He replied, • Look 
lo Jesus. He is merciful and kind. He 
will bear you.’ ‘ But,’ she replied, • I can’t 
pray.’ Then be responded ‘ I will pray 
with you and he offered up three or four 
petitions for her. At this point, Miss —— 
came to me in great agony and asked, * Is 
there any help ?’ I answered, ‘ Put your 
faith in Jesus.’ She sat down overcome, 
exclaiming, ‘ I have no strength, no hope.’ 
After this we gathered a small Christian 
band together on the quarter deck, and, alter 
embracing each other, bid a last farewell.— 
When I came to Miss Becker, she, weeping, 
said, ‘ The Saviour, oh how precious he is !’

“What a contrast this scene presented 
with the wild frenzy ol the Roman Catho­
lics, and the heavy groaoioge of the kneel­
ing Jews, down whose cheeks tcara of bit­
terness rolled fast, ar.d told the spectators of 
the grief that lay within. Equally striking 
was the contrast with those despairing ones, 
who sat like death itself, with features fixed 
and a ghastliness upon them that appalled.

" Our little band, after our farewell, went 
to the side of the vessel, determined to en­
dure as long as possible the approaching 
flames, and then to leave the steamer toge- 

. the*. Mr. S. said several times to me, • My 
only hope is in the Saviour,’ and then look­
ing at the raging flamea and at the distant 
bark, he said, • We may be saved, but I 
think not. If it is the Lord’s will, we 
wilL He knows what is best* We gave 
our mutual messages to our friends, so that 
if either were saved, they may he assured 
that they were remembered by us in our 
dying hour. He i«egged me • (etl bis friends 
that be died happy.’ - On, my poor lather

and mother, and my poor Magda too. Let 
them know that I died happy.’ After a few 
moments, we beard a wild shriek at oar 
feet, and on looking down, saw a poor fel­
low, with bis bead fast in a port-bole, and 
the flames coming over bis shoulders encir­
cling it. ‘ We meet soon go,’ I said to Mr. 
S. * Precious brother !’ be replied, * Fare­
well ! in a few moments and we will meet 
in Heaven !’ We then both gave the word, 
‘ Let us go I’ and I jumped into the water. 
It was the last 1 saw of my dear friend.’

" Oo jumping, I kept my preserver in my 
band, whirling it over my bead to retain my 
perpendicular in striking the water. Oo 
reaching the water I let go my buoy, so a* 
not to Injure myself by the strain it would 
produce to a leap twenty feet down. I sup­
pose I went under the surface of the ocean 
twelve or twenty feet, and on coming to the 
surface again, saw my preserver thrown ap 
by a wave sixty or seventy feel off, and 
there were two or three parties of two or 
three each, striving to gain it.” Having 
secured hit buoy, He returned to search for 
his friends, but they were gone. Distract­
ed by the shrieks and groans of the dying, 
whom he could not help, he swam away 
with the current At this time a distant 
tail appeared in sight He then adds :—

“ Alter swimming about an hour with 
the sea, 1 found that all was quiet save the 
low moaning of the waves. Daring this 
time 1 found the promises fast clustering 
around me, and felt that Jeans was my 
elder brother. I repeated that hymn of 
Wesley’s, beginning—

•Jens, lover of my tool 
Let me to thy bosom fly,

While the billows near roe roll.
While the tempest atilt is high.

Hide me, O my Saviour, hide.
Till the storm of life le peat;

Sefo into the haven guide;
O receive my seal at last.’

** For a moment I felt alone, but it was 
hut momentary, for I soon found my Savior 
with me. And such sweet consolation to 
know that God was my friend I I felt that 
He could not do but what was right 1 
never before could look to my heavenly 
Father with the same feelings of lore that 
I could lo the Saviour. There was always 
some awe mixed with it. But now i could 
love each equally. I felt as if heaven was 
drawn near me and glimpses of its glory 
were revealed.

“ But soon this state of ecstasy was bro­
ken in upon by the stormy petrels which were 
flying around ; and they would strike me in 
my face with their wings, treating me as 
dead. I wept like a child,—it seemed so 
cruel,—and to leave this earth with such 
feelings was hard. Bat the promise, * My 
flesh and my heart faileth, but God is the 
strength of my heart and my portion for- 
ever, (Pealm Ixxiii. 26,) was one of many 
that chased away my pained feelings and 
made my spirit again rejoice. I remained 
in this state for a short time, when 1 thought 
lhaf the greatest safety would be near the 
wreck, now far in the distance. I swam to­
wards it about an hour when I became quite 
exhausted. I then thought that heaven 
was not far distant. My legs stiffened and 
were iir.moveable. My arms, as far as 
above my elbows, were helplesss and cold. 
Chills lnige and awful were passing up my 
back, and my heart began to beat irregular­
ly. Oh ! I was cold, very cold. I knew 
death could not be far off ; I remembered 
my friends in prayer ; committed them to 
God's care, knowing that be would gladly 
wa:ch over them aod bless them. That was 
a ‘ prayer ot faith.’ After 1 finished pray­
ing, 1 said, this life is not worth such strug­
gles, I cannot longer endure it I bid my 
seul fan well, repeating those lines—

• H.ppy soul thy daya are ended,
Alt thy mourning days below,

Go. l.v angel guards attended,
To "the tight of Jena, go.'

“ The son was still about two boors high, 
and gave me some warmth. I turned my 
lace towards it, and I never before was so 
thankful for any temporal blessing as for the 
little warmth of that set ling son.

“ Soon I found the struggle getting the 
mastery. and too week to sustain myself in 
my buoy-ring, I thought to pass through it 
to relieve my distress, but then the reflection 
that it was my duty to endore as long as 
po.-sible, or else I would be committing sui­
cide, and the natural shrinking from that 
last struggle, and the longing to let mother 
know that 1 died happy, kept me from 
death. At this moment I was thrown up 
by a wave and saw a distant sail. But 
what good Was ibis? I could not reach it, 
fur I was unable to move, and I remained a 
lew moments in suspense. Suddenly a 
thrill parsed over ray system, a revulsion 
took place, and the blood rushed throngh my 
body. I struck out and a warn two hoars 
more towards Ibe bark.

“ But oh ! there waa a joy and peace 
within, such as I have never felt before. 1 
did not wish to be saved, for I bad friends 
in heaven as well as on earth. And besides 
meeting my Saviour, I knew that there waa 
a dear parent there, and I longed to see him 
in glory, but he would not grieve over my 
delay, and I knew that mother would mourn 
my absence,

•' Then, too, I said to myself, as I was 
advancing towards the distant bark, * There 
is some prayer now being answered m my 
behalf.' Can yon doubt it, coosin ? When 
I came within bailing distance of the veaael,
1 attempted to make a noise, and could not 
open my mouth. Oh! what feelings of re­
gret that I struggled so long, to be deceived 
at last. ‘ I do not want to stay on this earth 
longer,’ I said ; and I felt like giving up.— 
Still 1 swam on for a few moments, when I 
uttered a piercing aeream that pained my 
ears, and continued bailing the vessel 
several times, each time when I was at the 
bottom of the wave, so that I could be seen 
as 1 rose to the top. The boat 
sent ont. and when I was placed within it, 1 
was unt.ble to move band or foot, but waa 
perfectly conscious. When I reached the 
bark a rope was put about me and I was 
drawn upon deck, and then they laid me aa 
an infant

•• 1 asked myself, Has God indeed spared 
me ? ami lor what ? I bad hoped to have 
awakened in heaven, hot here i was still on 
earth, I almost sighed that 1 had been taken 
from tbu-e joys, from that ecstasy ot feel­
ing which 1 had in prospect of eternity

divinity of the rihgion of the crois of Christ, 
in incalculable ti is among 'he moat 
powerful ol all the Christian evidence*.— 
Infidelity can never answer, dot even m»

son plausibly against this self eooscioosneae 
of the inward force and glory of oar holy 
religion. Wit nod argument, ribaldry and 
malice are of no avail to destroy each evi­
dence. Much lea* can unbelief produce re­
sults like these in the boar of danger.

Yet many who are not infidels, particular­
ly physicians aad those who are familiar 
with scenes of sorrow aad death, are dis­
posed to east heavy doubt* open the reality 
of those manifestations of grace and glory 
which are often seen in the sick any dying. 
Making all doe allowance for the natural 
effects of weakness, disease, medicines and 
menta! hallucinations, we earnestly protest 
against the sprit which sees little or nothing 
more than these things In the workings of 
the grace of God in human souls that are 
passing under the rod or oat of this world.

In this very ease, it might be attributed to 
similar causes, to excitement, the known 
pleasing sensations of death by drowning, 
and other things. To all such suggestions 
we oppose the rescued sufferer’s own posi­
tive declaration, vis :

“ There was no delusion in this experience. 
It was a matter of reason and faith, both 
triumphant in the peculiar and special pre­
sence of a precious Saviour. I have before 
felt the first sensations of drowning and 
know that they were peculiarly pleasant.
but there was no drowning here. 1 had not 
swallowed a mouthful of water during my 
four hours of painful suspense : bat it was 
the coldness of the water that was killing 
me, aad which would produce no such de­
ceitful sensations as those caused by partial 
drowning.

“ My joys srere those fresh and fragrant 
from heaven. It was Christ aod His blessed 
attachment to His people that was shown in 
ray ease. I never knew that He loved me 
so ranch. I never thought that I could 
• love Him so strongly.' I found in that 
trying hoar, whoa death was before me on 
that horning ship, ‘ the excellency of the 
knowledge of Christ' I was four hours in 
the water, hot those were four of the most 
irecions hours of my life. Oh ! so near .my 
lavioor I I thank God lor the privilege 

that I have had of passing through scenes 
which though ‘terrible in themselves, have 
strengthened my faith in Him, and given 

i new views of eternity end eternal 
Ibices."

Til is seme witness declares that in that 
dreadful boar it was terrifying to observe 
the manifestations of ingratitude to God, 

d to hear the horrible blasphemies of 
some of those who were saved from the 
wreck. •• Some who prayed when the 
flames were rushing on them, cursed when 
they were delivered." He has told ua too 
of the otter despair of multitudes in that 
wild hour, and be has also given os evidence 
of the peaceful spirits and triomphant deaths 
of some of hie follow «offerers.

He thus describes another scene in this 
calamity :—M On board the Austria there 
were but few Christians, probably not more 
than twenty-five. There were some bold, 
wretched infidels. I saw the boldest and 
moat heaven-defying of them all perish.— 
The day before the disaster, tracts were 
distributed among the passenger* and were 
kindly received by most of them, but this 
man’s depravity was not satisfied to receive 
one and destroy it before our laces, but he 
•tealibily gathered as many as he could from 
the passengers, and feasted on his shame 
that he bad destroyed them. He was as 
bold as a lion when there waa no danger 

ir, but when God spoke the following 
day, he trembled at the afarm and was 
scarcely able to move.

u I aaw him go overboard He threw out 
hia arms as he lay upon his back on the 
wave ; his eyes seemed as if they would 
start from their socket* ; the writhing» -of 
agony were seen in bis features, aod as he 
was sinking, the last I saw of him was, he 
clenched bis hands, wringing them in agony,
and he was just leaving earth for------ , oh.
for wbei f A moment more, and could we 
have stood on the other side of the river of 
death, we might have heard the despairing 
cry, • Oh I that I had been wise 1’ I wept 
when I saw this.”

Contrasts like those are not to be account­
ed for by a doubt and a sneer, nor can the 
gathered hosts of on belief reason or ridicule 
away this calm and clear testimony of an 
intelligent, educated, and thoroughly com­
petent witness, who himself bat about four 
years ago was an otter stranger aad enemy 
to God aod to these troths. Now he can 
say, *'I believe, therefore do I speak what 
I have seen and heard and known and felt."

Lecture by Father Chiniquy.
SEPARATION OP ST. ANNE'S PEON THE 

CHUECH Or BOMB.

Father Chiniquy, ef St. Ann’s, 1IL, oo 
Thursday evening, March 10th, gave an ac­
count of hia dealings with the Church of 
Rome, and of the reasons which induced 
him to separate from that community. The 
audience, though, not large, was of respect­
able dimensions, the body of the St. Law­
rence Hall being nearly filled.

He said : Ladies and gentlemen, 
on the 4th of August last there occurred, 
the state of Illinois, a fact which cannot pass 
without being noticed by the Catholics and 
Protestants of this country. A whole peo­

ple brought up in the bosom of the Roman 
Catholic Church, turned away from their 

Bishop, whom they were taught from their 
infancy to respect They have turned away 
from him ; they have publicly broken the 
sacred ties which had united them to the 
Roman Catholic Church Irom their birth. I 
have been invited by some liiends here to 
give yoe the history of this—to tell yon how 
it is a whole people have dhme to the com 
elusion that as Christians, they ought to 
separate themselves from the Church in 
which they have been raised. I have ac­
cepted this invitation, but you see already 
that I am not accustomed to speak mock io 
English, and I hope you will make allow­
ance for my French origin and will excuse 
me if I do not speak re well in English as 
you would perhaps like to hear me. Many 
amongst yon believe I am the author aad 
leader of the movement, ot which 1 am here 
to speak. Soch is not the fact. What has 
occurred ie a thing which has come from 
above. It is the work of the Almighty—I 
am only the witness of what I tell yoe. The 
people of St' Anne’s have lost their faith, 
their confidence, their belief in their supe­
riors not suddenly ; it has been brought 
about by many circumstances ; and there cir­
cumstances I will lay before you, so that you 
may be the judges of what baa been done. 
My position ia very difficult. As a Chris­
tian 1 must not speak ill of my neighbour, I 
must not hurt the feelings of any one, but 
I have to bring before you facts which will, 
perhaps, be unpleasant to many. In doing 
this, 1 take my God to witness that I have 
no bed feeling against any one ; I bless those 
who curse me ; and love those who have spo­
ken evil against me. Now my dear friends, 
I will tell how the French Canadians or Illi­
nois have lost faith in their superiors. About 
10.000 of my countrymen who went lo the 
State of Iirrovt* MM tut, have esefle • 
settlement and raised chapels in their midst. 
In Chicago they built a very floe church. 
After the church bad been built, the Bishop 
of Chicago took it from the hands of my 
countrymen and sold it to another people 
for a rent of $2,000 a year. The priest 
who had been put at the bead of the congre­
gation was dismissed, and the house we bad 
beill for him was taken by the Bishop and 
sold without our permission. Then the 
people sent a deputation to the Bishop. 1 
was one of that deputation, and we inquired 
by what right he lad foies swttfrom us 
our lands, the church we had builTat oar 
own expense, and by what right he had 
taken away the boose of our priest. He 
turned away the deputation with these 
words : “ French Canadians you don’t know 
yonr religion. If yon did, you would know 
that I have the right to aell your churches 
and all your church property, and to go 
where I like to eat and drink away the 
money in the way I like.” I cannot tell you 

hat were the leeliogs among the people at 
there words. Many among them were 
ready to give op the cborch in which they 
were educated. I opposed them. I told 
them, “ This is the bad work of one mao ; 
yon cannot conclude that all the Roman 
Bishops will do the same thing. What you 
have to do is to appeal to the other Bishops of 
the United States and Canada, and I have 
no doubt they will do you justice ; they will 
compel this Bishop to give you back your 
property, and you will continue to live in 
the Holy Ca bolic Cborch." They took my 
advice, and wrote «applications to all the 
Bishops of the United States and Canada. 
What was the result f The result was, that 
what the Bishop of Chicago bad done was 
reid to be right Soon after that time the 
Bishop came to St Anne’s where my resi­
dence is. 1 was then building a email house 
at my own expense. I had broken the stones 
myself from the quarry with very great 
labour and fatigue. The Bishop came to 
me, and said, " Mr. Chiniquy, whose house ia 
this f “ It is my bouse, my Lord." " And 
whose premises are there?" “They are 
mina," “ How did you get them ?” asked 
the Bishop. I replied, “ I built them with 
my own money." I told him I got the 
money honestly. He then said that I most 
jve him ray house, and I said I would not 
le roid I was not a good priest, and if I 

did not give him the property he would si­
lence me ; be would excommunicate me ac­
cording to the law of the church. “ Well,” I 
said, “ if you will show me that law, I will 
give you tie deed of my property." He 
•aid, " if there ia not such a law, I will pass 
one." I said, “ My Lord, 1 think you are too 
young and too small in the old Catholic 
church to pass such a law.” He went away, 
and two days after I received a letter from 
him, calling me to Chicago. 1 went and be 
told me if I did not leave St Anna’s in fif­
teen daya he would excommunicate me. He 
•aid he wanted to send me on another 
•ion. I gave him my reaaooa why I wish­
ed to stay ia St Anoe’a—1 bad not gone 
there aa an ordinary missionary. When I 
bad first come to the settlement it waa a arH- 
deroeea ; I bad gathered thousands of aay 
countrymen aroood me, and we had built up 
all around us. Well, when 1 row there was 
no way for me to remain, I raid, “ I 
ready to go the end of the world, rather than 
be excommunicated.’’ This occurred on the 
Saturday. When I had returned to my 
bouse, I found that the priests around 
bad been telling the people that I had 1 
excommunicated the day before. I was 
prised, aad I invited all the people ot 
congregation to inquire of the Bishop if tide 

• the care. They appointed a deputation 
at fear geatforoin, aad ia the heeds of

gentlemen I placed the reasons which I had 
: for wishing to stay in the settlement. At 
the conclusion ol the letter I told the Bishop 
that if be refused me the grace I asked of 
him 1 was ready to go to the end of the world, 
or wherever be might send me. When 
these gentlemen had gone, I was told that 
three priests were coming to exoommoaioate 
me and my friends. I could harldly believe 
it, but I gathered my congreratun, and soon 
after we aaw the priest* coming. These 
priests want to work io a very unfortunate
way. They came and posted upon ths door
of my chapel a paper saying that we were 
all excommunicated, because we were dis. 
obedient to our superiors. As soon as the 
priests were gone, I looked upon the paper 
and waa p little surprised to see the excom­
munication was not signed by the Bishop, 
nor by any one in authority. 1 then said 
to my people, “ Come and see ; we are not 
excommunicated, because the paper is not 
signed." I told my congregation, the Sun­
day after, that according to the laws of the 
church a Catholic priest hss the power to 
continue in his office though he has been 
excommunicated or silenced, provided he is 
certain that he has committed no sin, that be 
has done nothing to bring upon hia head 
such a sentence, and provided also, that the 
people around him know bis innocence. I 
asked my congregation if they thought I had 
done anything to merit that sentence of ex- 
communication ? They told me, •• No," and 
they invited me to offitiate among them. I 
continued to officiate, aod we eon tinned to 
consider ourselves good Roman Catholics. 
We remained in that way about six months. 
Though pretty quiet in our settlement, there 
was a great rumoor abroad in Canada and 
the United Slates. It was reported that a 
piiast and hia congregation had separated 
themselves from the church. Then the 
Bishops of Canada sent two priests to us, 
and there priests told ore, “ You are making 
a great scandal ; you are excommunicated : 
yoa are silenced ; you are interdicted ; and 
yet you continue to officiate. This is a 
great sin before God and man. You are 
making sacrilegious communions." I an­
swered, “I find no fault with what you say, 
because I am sure you believe it to be all 
true ; but did you ask the Bishop if I had 
any publie sin—if I bad committed any bad 
action ?" They answered me, “ Ye* ; he 
told us that you bad committed no such ac­
tion ; that you bad only been a little diso­
bedient" “ Well," said I, “ Don't you 
know that according to the law of our church, 
a priest who has been interdicted may offi­
ciate if there is nothing proved against bis 
morality—if be knows himself to be right, 
and his people know it too.” And 1 brought 
out the beat theological authorities and show­
ed it to them, and they were eatiafied with 
my proofs We gathered the congregation, 
and these lm |.-*««r« ,.iH m i.iCUl, " 10 
Canada, we believed you were not in­
nocent, and we are happy to see you have 
done oo wrong either before God and sun-" 
Then turning to me they said—" Though 
you are innocent, your opposition to the 
Bishop is a great scandal. It will be much 
better if you would go to any place which 
the good Bishop would give you." Well I 
raid 1 was ready to make any sacrifice, pro­
vided I could do it conscientiously. One of 
these priests, Mr. Desaulniers, wrote so act 
ol submission which he looked open as a per­
fect thing. In that act of submission It was 
declared we were ready to acknowledge the 
authority of our ecclesiastical superiors, and 
that I was ready to give ap late their 
hands-lhc mission of St. Anne's. There 
were two coo^lfiullJ Tim
first was, that I should remain In Sl/Atlflws 
not as priest of the congregation, hot ns the 
friend ol tne people, as long as 1 thought fit 
The second was, that the submission should 
be considered sufficient ; that nothing fur 
iher would be required of os. One of these 
priests took this act lo the Bishop io Chica­
go, but before he started l told him I was 
certain the good Bishop would not find it 
sufficient and would require something else. 
He said if the Bishop was not satisfied, be 
would tell him it was not Father Chiniquy, 
hot the Bishop of Chicago, who was making 
the schism In the Church. He said—“ If he 
does not accept your submission, I will go to 
Ibe Archbishop of St. Louis, and if that ia 
not sufficient I will appeal to Rome." Well, 
1 said, if you will promise me this, I will 
sign the act of sobmierion. Hejdid promise 
it to me, and I signed. The next day after 
he had gone to Chicago, I received a letter 
from him, telling me all would be settled 
between us and the Bishop ; aod asking me 
to go to the city, I went and met him ?" 
•• What news ?” said I. “ The news is,’ be 
raid, “ You must pick up bag aod go away. 
You can have nothing to do with the Bishop." 
I said, “ Did you not promise to appeal to 
our superiors He said it was no u* go­
ing to St. Loots or Rome—that we should be 
beaten, and that it was better for me to go 
away at once ; for I could not have any 
peace with the Bishop 1 said,—“ You are 

traitor ! You got that rubmissioo from us 
under a promise which you refuse to keep t 
and now that you have got it, you want to 
publish it, in order to make it appear that 
the people of St. Anne’s will not fulfil their 
submission- I will go back to St Anoi "
He was suprised at my language, and as 
me to stay while be went to the Bishop, 
a few hours he returned with a new at 
submission. In this document the Bis 
promised to make peace with me, provi 
1 would acknowledge that he had done r 
to take sway the church of my couotryn 
the bouse of their priest, and that 1 had d 
wrong to complain about the matter, 
turned round to my friend Mr. B——, 
said,—“ What do you think of that?" 
said,—“ As a man and aa a Christian, 
cannot do It’* I said I would take bis 
vice, and I returned to St. Anne’s who 
continued to officiate. At the same lit 
waa sending everything to the Pope a'. 
was written about me. I did not write i 
thing to himself, except these words—“ 1 
there papers and read them.” The co 
quence was that the B is bop waa annum 
to Rome and was condemned. He 
silenced—he got what we call in Fiant 
bishopric in the mooe—a bishopric » 
place where there is no Christian nor li' 
man. A new Bishop named Smith »•» 
pointed, and we were in hopes be would 
store to ua the cberch my coontryi 
had built.

I raid I was ready to make auy sacrifice be­
coming a Christian to make peace. I asked 
will yon come and help us t Mr. Dunn, 
for that was the Vicar’s name, (aid he 
would. I wrote a new act of sabmiaaion, ia 
which I told Ibe Bishop that I was ready to 
obey him according to the laws of God and 
the laws of the Gospel. I signed the paper 
and got it signed by the people of St. Anne's. 
The Rev. gentleman than proceeded to ray 
that he went to Bishop Smith, who received 
him kindly ; shed tears of joy at the sub­
mission, aod told him all would be forgotten. 
On Palm Sunday, Mr Dunn was sent to Sl 
Aane's and peace was proclaimed before all 
the people. One of its condition* waa that 
he [Father Chiniquy] sbovfrl pass fifteen 
daya m « retreat." He, accepted the con­
dition* and went to the place appointed.— 
He bad been there about twelve deva when 
he received a letter from Bishop Smith of 
rather a cool character. He [Mr. Chiniquy] 
had been fold that some of the priests around 
St. Anne’s bad been to the good Bishop 
trying to break the peace between them.— 
The latter said that he [Father Chiniquy] 
was wanted for another mission, but before 
this, a pew act of submission would be re­
quired of him, and that be must go to 
Chicago for the purpose. Thither he re­
paired. The Bishop asked for the letter he 
had sent. Father Chmiqey handed it to him, 
and he (the Bishop) had no sooner made 
sure that he bad got the right one than he put 
it in the stove, where it was consumed.— 
Some sharp words followed ; the Bishop re­
cusing Mr. Cbioiqny of having killed a man. 
New terms of agreement were proposed.— 
The Bishop roid—“You most take away 
those words from your act of submission in 
which you rey you will obey me according 
to the laws of God, and the loses of the Gee- 
pel. I want you to ray yon will obey me 
without any conditions, in anything I pleura." 
This was at once refused, Father Chiniquy 
saying that to God in heaven alone would 
he make submission. The Bishop raid— 
«’ All is done between yon and the Cborch," 
—a declaration which elicited the reply— 
“ All right, my lord. I will go back to SL 
Anne's.”

The reverend gentleman then proceeded 
to describe in eloquent language the dis­
tressed condition of mind in which he waa 
left He prayed earnestly to heaven for as­
sistance, and when he lied rise;, from hie 
knees he opened the New Testament In 
order to seek consolation from the promises 
it contained. By chance his eye met the 
words in 28rd verse of Ibe 7th chapter of 
1st Corinthians, " Ye are bought with a 
price ; be not ye servants of men." It waa 
impossible for him to tell the impress ion 
these words produced. He felt that he had
too long been the servant of men and wouldu— X. __ -
laid the position of matters before the peo­
ple of St. Anne’s, and five thousand of them 
at once left the communion of Ibe Church 
and put themselves under hie teaching — 
A few week* alter, Mr. Smith resigned the 
bishopric of Chicago, and Mr. Duggan waa 
appointed his .successor. This gentleman 
paid a viet to St. Anne’s for the purpose of 
bringing the people back to the faith. He 
was received quietly end respectfully. A 
platform was erected tor him in the chapel, 
which was completely filled. He raid—“ I 
am the Church—you must obey me.” The 
people answered—" Then it is a poor 
Church indeed ”—a* be failed lo proueee 
the intended effect, lie took bis leave, and as 
he waa ascending his carriage steps, a young 
lawyer of Montreal called out to him,
“ Huray for St. Anne’s, the burial-ground 

of the Roman Bishop in the 
United'Statw.’“'~1W»r Chlniqoj than 
gave a very interesting sketch uf hi* jtVitPcjf 
to Quebec and of tha riot there.

Indeed, n very revpectnble 
Brahmin said to ns, a short time ago, “ If 
yon do not teach tbe boys tbe Bible, ibey 
will lie, and cheat, and ileal, and deceive as 
they did before.* " Government, though its 
intent**» may be unimpeachable, is aiwaya 
suspected by tbe native mind—or rather is 
supposed, for tbe Hindoo thinks ft perfectly 
natural—of a design either to coerce or to 
bribe ill subjects tmo the adoption of its 
own ideas and faith. A remarkable to- 
stance of this feeling, in eoother pert of 
India, is given in one of the recent letters 
ol Mr. Bowel, who «ays,—

“There come* a strange frame of mind 
upon tbe people (in Oude ;) in fear and per- 
plexity, they stem to be awaiting the evtnt 
which fc to force them to become Christians 
Of t*a belief ia oer intentions to concert 
,hem, no act or saying of ours can divest 
iheir minds. Strange lo say, such forced 
conversions ns Ibey seem to be looking foi 
are tot nl all unusual, or rather, were not 
unknown, in Oude ; and it bis been rtcord­
ed that tbe Mohammedans here made many 
converts to tbeir creed by tbe simple process 
of aorronndiog a village, and threatening to 
hill all the inhabitants, unless they embrace 
tbe true faith. To save their lives the male» 
went through • ceremonial which ie suppos­
ed lo awure their orthodoxy, and tbe fe­
male», very Butb-like in such matter», be­
came Mowulmans, like Iheir husbands and 
kinsfolk ; hot tboogh the Hindu thus became 
a Mohammedeo, and never could become a 
Hindu again, and his being cut off le all 
vteroily from bis race, be preserved all the 
customs, traditions, and many of the riles of 
hia former faith, with which he wove a curi­
ous theological life io the woof of hia new be­
lief. There are some persons here who think 
the Q'ieen could malm many millions ol 
Chriatiaos b.re • by Proclamation * or by 
• Act of Parliament,* and would ndeise her 
Majesty to try tbe evangeltaing process 
it abe was unfortunate enough to have such 
councillors. It is unquestionable that the 
efforts of learned Missionaries, well-versed 
io the native languages, acquainted with the 
dialect of the Hindu and Mohammedan, 
x alous, pions, and patient, would meet 
while the people are in this steie of mind, 
with en amount of success which woold be 
as surprising as it would be gratifying.

JTime will disabuse tbe native» in Oude 
and elsewhere of tbeir epprebeosioos ; hot 
certainly we hope their relief will not be at­
tempted by the short and irreligious proves» 
of establishing, io competition with Mis­
sionary schools, oihers io which tbe Bible is 
an interdicted volume, as if lo convince the 
people of fodie that tbeir Christian Govern­
ment woold rather Ibey learned any thing 
than the Sacred Book» and tbe faith ol their 
Sovereign.

The Methodist Mission in tbe Mysore, 
though wanting additional force, is com­
plete in all in parts, hiving admirable Edo. 
rational and Priming Departments, aa sub­
sidiary lo its proper evangelical work. The 
publications which issue Irom its press arc 
English and Canarese; thoie which are re­
quired in the Tamil and Hindustani being, 
we suppose, supplied by Madras. Tbe 
Tamil is the language ol twelve millions of 
people, end Its literature, both heathen and 
Christian, ie very extensive. Tbe Canarese 
«• «he mother-tongue of eight or ten ■ 
ef socls, auu i. lui io oe compared with 
Tamil for tbe copiousness of its native 
or translated literature. Consequently the 
Methodist Canarese press el Bangelore sup­
plies a much-felt wsnt. Last year it» issue, 
of parts ol the Oid Testament, the Gospels 
and tbe Epistles, scattered five million pages 
of the Inspired Word, an incorruptible seed, 
upon the soil of Southern India. . Beside» 
these, a cumber of iracis ar.d school book» 
were published, and a Canarese grammar, 
vocabolarly, and dictionary ; or rather two 
diciionsries— one enlarged and one abr.dg- 
ed, Canarese and English. The agency lot 
distributing tbe publications ia carefully 
superintended. Many ol them are bought, 
more are given away t but none are thrown 
away upon thove wbo caftÇLnS ;ja4 oT& 
«til!krlyjJ5faiiîlé*ü|)oü them.

English work in this District flue 
tones with the arrival and departure ol 
troopa. We perceive that the notification 
of tbe Committee In London that they werr 
prepared to appoint Missionaries to our 
soldiers in lodia, waa gratefully teceind in 
the Mysore, Sabbath-school Teacher» will 
be encouraged by learning that many a wild 
boy, who has disappointed tbeir hopes, and 
enlisted io tbe Army, has “ come to him­
self *' io that “ far country ;'* and that the 
truths which they seemed vainly to incul­
cate in a Christian land, have olten brought 
forth fruit in an Indian cantonment. The 
converted soldier becomes an evangelist 
both to hi* comrades and to the hearhen 
around him. Thus we read in tbe B-pori 
before usol one who, having gained over a 
compioioo, •' sought for a place where they 
might meet, and at length induced a pensioner 
to open his house fur prayer. Nut con­
tent with tbe eudeavnur to do good to his 
comrades and oilier European residents in 
the place, be ha» endeavoured, by ite dis­
tribution of vernacular tracts, to benefit tbe 
surrounding heatben. Alihoogb but 
private soldier, be bas purchased, from bis 
smal resources, more thin 200 Canarese, 
H.nnustaoi, Tamil and Telegu tracta, lo 
addition lo this, he has contributed very 
liberally to the fundi of the Society of which 
be ia a member.'* Aooiber soldier, belong­
ing to a different regiment, •' bas remitted 
upwards of twer ty-flve ropees, collected by 
him lor our Mission Fund, although for 
eight months of tbe past year he has been 
on active serf ice in tbe field. We are glad 
to produce instances like these, for we shall 
yet have more to say ere long on Methodiatie 
and other evangelical agency, lo make the 
nominally Protestant soldiers of the Queen 
good Christian», while the Secretary for 
War ii offering every facility for making 
them what B>me woold cell good Catholics.

Some pagte—more lad we ought not to 
aay, lor in an allowable s»rue they are 
sacred—more personally affecting we will 
call them—of tbe Report of the Mysore 
Mission, contain at full length tbe journal ol 
tbe Rev. T. Hodson Chairman ol the Dis­
trict, during that last tour which be and hia 
late Colleague made together, aod which 
closed with tbe sudden death, ol the Inter 
in an island of the river Cauvery, not very 
far fiom the decaying capital of Hyder and 
Tippu, where the Christian Missionary can 
now make his rounds in a peaceful country, 
in no danger from the «word, though in 
much from tbe pestilence, and unopposed 
exorpt by t'te controversial Mussulman, 
who, refecting Sacrifice, the Atonement, and 
the Divinity of tbe Redeemer, whom still io 
a sort he vaoentes, may be called the 8u- 
cinian of Asia. In that tour Mr Hardey 
and his eo pastor foeod that the multitudin- 
oos and indigenous idolatries of Hinduism 
had been needlessly increased by the im­
ported superititiooi ol Jesuitism. A deserted 
niter aod • huge stone crois, long ago for- 
raheo by Romish priests, were still seen 
ftgahly non* or rated in aooi

hm the anointing oil ef Ihe Hindus, who 
make pilgrimage» hither, and get cored of 
their maladies—miracles these quite as true
_____ it of thoie recorded in Catholic
Boropn, end of which we entertain little 
donbt the crafty priests will make their 
advantage aome day. Not without reason, 
therefore, ie one of tbe tracts printed in 
Canarese by tbe Bangalore press entitled, 
«* The Identity of Popery end Heathenism." 
Certainly there ia an essential identity in 

important respecta, and even n minute 
likeneea in many of their eutwnrd feature* ; 
as the French Lasariets lately foeod lo 
tbeir confusion, when travelling is Lamia 
of the Weil Irom Mongolia to Tibet. Tbia 
journal of Mr. Hudtoo’a la too long for ns to 
transcribe, and much of it will be found io 
the Missionary Notices for April.. We 
notice only that Mr Hardey was to tbe last 
in labours more abondant ; that be “ never 
eemed tired,” never ailing, ontil the supreme 

but in his case not to be called fatal moment 
arrived.

We are now in the midst of oer Confer­

ence season. Several of the Conferences 
beve held iheir sessions, aod the reporta 
presented are most cheering and encourag­
ing. Etch report» some increase of mem­
bers, tboogh not as large as last year. Tbe 
great falling off prophesied by some does 
not yet appear. The converts of the “ great 
revival " are doing well. The revival spirit 
still continues, and io maoy instance*, ia 
manifesting itself gloriously in tbe salvation 
of tbe people. It ia indeed a season of re­
vival, though the great excitement of 1857 
has in a measure past. The Lord ia carry­
ing oo his work, and in some societies, mul­
titudes are giving their hearts to God.

Toe HOB LAW IX TEXAS.
Bishop Janes rtceutly attended the Ar- 

Ifinsaa Conference, which held ill sesaion io 
Texas, and came near being mobbed by the 
slaveholders off tbeir friends. Tbia ia one 
of our Conference» in tbe alave-ierritory.— 
It la small and likely to be, for an anti 
slavery ciurch can do hot little in its ap­
propriate work on stove soil. Tbe spirit of 
•lavery ia the spirit ol the devil—it is at 
war with every thing that ia good. If there 
were no pro-sUvery churches there it woold 
be far otherwise,—we should fear not tbe 
result. Slavery cannot withstand the power 
of tbe gospel. We could drive it out of the 
country, only let os have fair acres* to it.— 
But it ia propped up by church organisations 
there, and these organisations are hostile to 
an anti-slavery cbarch. Our difficulty, 
therefore, in contending with slavery, is not 
to much with slavery itself, as with those 
professedly Christian organ'xitiona which 
base committed themselvea to its defense.— 
Bat we claim the world for oer pa-iah, and 
shall not easily be driven «.ff from the slave 
•erritory—at least, we vball stand a few 
mobs before we leave. The ministers ol 
ihe Atkinsas Conference have gone to tbeir 
work, and we shall be mistaken, if a few 
mobs drive them from it.

MeflfRév Jamea C. Beecher, ia tbe 
youngest of tbe children. So large a family 
gathering, occurring at a period after the 
.congest has reached tbe prime of life, tbe 
original circle at tbe same time remaining 
»o unbroken, ia seldom witnessed in any 
family, aod ie hardly likely to be witnessed 
again in this. The health of Dr. Betcher 
ie «till good, and bears with cheerful spirits 
-be weight of his more then fourscore years.

This is a most remarkable family. The 
oldest ol the children, Mis* Catherine, has 
long been known as an author, and ber pen 
•••till active. Harriet, (Mra. Stowe) baa 
trained a World-Wide renown by ber “ Uodc 
Tom's Cabin.*' Several of tbe Sons are dis- 
inguiebtd as authors and pulpit orators.— 
Edward, some lime since, wrote a work en­
titled, “ The Conflict of Ages," and ia now 
about issuing a work entitled, '• Tbe Con­
cord» of Agee." We hope he will succeed 
better with the latter than he did with the 
former —that ie, we hope ba will not make 
war upon a clearly stated Bible doctrine- 
Henry Ward ia known every where, being 
regarded as among the most popular pulpit 
orators in tbe country. Some others of the 
family are particularly noted, and all ol 
them persona of mark.

DR ADAM»* LECTURES
The doctrinal course of lectures delivered 

by Dr. Adams, lo Boston, has stiraeted con 
stderablc attention, and bas been largely at 
tended. His fourteenth lecture was on tbe 
•• intermediate etate." The following is a 
brief report of it :—

The intermediate state refers to the time 
between death and tbe resurrection ; and 
the question to be considered ie, what is tbe 
state of the soul during that period Î

Three theories on tbia subject will be 
considered

Tbe first theory is Ibis : That the soul at 
death passes into a state of uoconacioueoeea, 
and remain» asleep until the resurrection. 
This theory baa many honored qames among 
il» supportera, prominent among whom is 
Archbishop Wbately. He bolds in his 
work oo •« Tbe Future Life," tbit alihoogb 
the Sc-iptores are not clear on Ibis subject, 
ytl tbe above theory has aa much evidence 
to support it aa baa any other He argues 
that death ia commonly spoken of in the 
Bible as a sleep ; and that as the body can­
not be said to sleep, it must be applied to 
the soul. That tbe Apostles comforted 
Christians by reminding them of tbe resur­
rection, and bade them “sorrow notas tboee 
who have oo hope," lor at that time M those 
who alcep in Jceua will God brine with
him’’

That warnings addressed to wicked men 
•re drawn from the last great day. That 
the destiny is to be fixed at ihe day of judg- 
araut, aod it etema unreasonable that the 
aonl should be tried twice, and that ite sc- 
cep ance or rejection at death should be 
rapealed at the laat day. He believed 
that the fini thing the soul would know 
•fier death, would he the day of judg­
ment; aod that it would have no more con­
ception of ioiervening time than one who 
falls in e fainting fit It would be the acme 
is ite penitent thief, end to Pani, who «de»

aired to depart and be with Christ,"* If 
they had gone immediately lo teaven. If 
the dead were believed to be alive, he 
thought men would piny for the dead, and to 
the dead.

To tbe ketorer, tbia seemed • strange 
iheory to draw from the Bible. A great

uhitade who believe that the eouli of the 
good go directly to heaven, do not fall into 
the error of praying to the dead. It ia 
natural that we should understand Christ, 
when he said to the thief on the cross, “ This 
day abaft thon be with me in Paradise,** to 
menu literally that day. The rieh man and 
Lasaras both went to tbeir respective places 
at oeee. Wbately*» objection, that tbia 
parable was only intended to teach us that 
our condition in the fotnre woold not depend 
open our ontward condition here, does not 
hold ; for we moat remember that io all tbe 
parable» of Cbr st, every incident waa pro­
bable; something that might happen—some- 
thing that has happened ia real life. In­
stanced, that of the Prodigal Son, the wheat 
and tares, the lost sheep, fisc.

Tbe bible doe» represent death * » sleep, 
hot it represents things aa they appear, not 
as they really are. Tbos it ia that tbe bible 
keeps pace with all the sciences ; and though 
not a book ol science, no troth of geology 
or astronomy ia contradicted by it.

The idea of two judgments, which 
trouble» those who maintain the theory 
under consideration, ia not incongruous ; for 
the design of ihe last judgment ia not to 
satisfy the aonl of its condition, which has 
already been fixed, but to vindicate io a 
public manner the government of God.— 
Tbe account» of • man*» life cannot be fnlly 
settled until the end of the world ; for tbeir 
good or bad influence will not till then be 
ended. Paul still livra in bis writings for 
good ; and Paine and Voltaire for evil. At 
tbe last Judgment, dark things will be 
broogbt lo light, aod all things gxplnined — 
It will be like a judicial decision, weaving 
together tbe facte of human history, and by 
unerring logic, reaching irresistible conclu­
sion». “Then shall the righteous shine 
forth aa ihe Sun.” »

The Apoatka dwell much on future bap- 
pines», but on the resurrection more ; be­
cause it will secure an addition to our enjoy­
ment, and set us forward in the pursuit ol 
knowledge. i

The second theory, we «ball call tbe 
Hades theory. That tbe soul at death goes 
into a place called Hades, where are two 
apartments. The upper one, a paradiie; 
the lower one, a place of torment. Above 
the upper apartment, ia Heaven, the final 
place of happiness ; beneath the lower, ia 
Gehenna, the final place of misery.

Tbia theory baa been adopted by inch 
men as Bishop Horsley, Dr. Doddridge and 
Dr. Dwight. It ia not a Popish doctrine.— 
Those who maintain tbia theory believe that 
Cbriat went to Hades after his crucifixion, 
and preached to the good there awaiting 
the resurrect ion, declaring that redemption 
ie finished, and that he will certainly deliver 
them, aod give them the full joya ol Heaven.

The word Hades mean» intitihl* Hat* — 
If this iheory is revealed In the Bible we 
must receive it, for we have no claim» upon 
God to take us immediately to Heaven, and 
we moat be taught by him. Has he tbue 
revealed it ?

Tbe third theory ia that found expressed 
io the Westminister Assembly's Catechism. 
•• The aoola of believers ire at their death 
made perfect in holiness, and do immediately 
pass into glory ; and their bodies, being still 
united to Christ, do rest in their graves till 
the reaorrection.” >•-

This wm regarded by the leclorer as the 
true bible theory on this «object. Paol tells 
us, that an a certain occasion he wm “ caught 
up Into tbe tbiid heaven," and further oe.

be wm -eaoght np Into paradise." 
The two words are used interchangeably.— 
If paradise was a lower region than heaven, 
ihen he osed an Inverted climax. Stephen 
sew heaven opened, and Jesos standing at 
the right hand ol God ; standing to receive 
him,—the firet Christian martyr. Paul 
thought it better to depart and be with 
Christ, but if be was going to afeep, or to a 
place where Christ waa not, we might sup­
pose him to bare preferred to continue bis 
missionary work on earth.

Elijah wm carried up into heaven wiih a
___ ' if fire, and hortes of fire. John in
the Revelation, aaw souls in heaven before 
the resurrection.

Notwii belauding the varions theories held 
on tbia subject, by Evangelical men, they all 
agree in tbe belief that there ia no proba­
tion after death.

We all bare • personal interest in this 
matter ; for in * short lime we shall know 
Irom our own experience whet the troth is. 
Whatever view of the subject is true, it will 
be virtually the Mme to us, for at death 
oor characters will be fixed, and we shall 
have before us a prospect of joy or sorrow 
commensurate with tbe life-time of God.

Dr. Adams Is one of our moat able 
divine» and his course of lectures will 
doubtless accomplish great good. Some ol 
them were «lightly tinged with Galvanism, 
aod this wm expected m tbe antbor ia a 
Calvanist. But mainly, they contain a 
faiiblul exhibition ol tbe kad’og doctrines 
of tbe B.ble.

Mb. Editox,—Tbe intelligence of reli­

gious révisais contained in your very u«elul 
paper from time to time is hailed with joy 
by every lover of tbe canse ol Christ, and 
no dcubt prompts each lo pray for an in­
crease of religious prosperity throughout the 
bounds of tbe Conference, and generally 
in the world. We are pleated to be able to 
communicate tidings promotive of thanklul- 
nees to God in reference to the Point de 
Bote Circuit

We commenced epecial religious services 
st Sbimogue io January, and continued 
them nearly two weeks. The Protestant 
population in tbit place is small, but we 
were favored with a cheering revival influ­
ence, under which 20 toul» obtained, we 
trust, a hope and evidence of ralvalion.

At Lower Cape ToimeMioe, meeting» 
were held for more than four weeks, when 
the Lord pou.ed out His Spirit in a remark­
able roenner, so that at the close of ihe ser­
vices 70 persons, chiefly young, professed 
the attainment of experimental religion.— 
Whole families partook ol :be heavenly in­
fluence. Some, who at the beginning of the 
meeting had been reckles» and profane, 
were brought lo confess tbeir sin», aid yield 
to the power of Divine Grace. I have 
viaited them since tbe meetings, and they 
appear to be making good progrès» in tbe 
heavenly way. To God be pi aise !

We held special services at Point de 
Bute one month—chiefly in tbe evenings. 
Our success here was not so apparent as at 
ibe other places, but a few souls, aSout 14, 
were blest with convening and restoring 
grace, while a number of ihe members ol 
ibe Church were stirred up lo seek higher 
attainments io the Divine life. At the 
three place» mentioned we hare rtceired 
90 on trial.

Tbia Circuit hM been highly favored 
with a reviving influence during the last 
two winters ; about 250 having professed 
ihe attainment of pardoning mercy in IC 
moniba. Some of these no doubt have been 
unfaithful, but a great number of them are 
now member» ol the church; and 90 re­
main on trial My colleague, Brother 
DouglMs Chapman, Brother Edward Wood 
and many of our pious members, were fully 
engaged in promoting the cause ol God.

We have held op the doctrine of Chris­
tian Holineu in our meetings, and urged 
our people earnestly to seek the attainment 
of that perfect love which casts out fear.— 
Several un mbers have attained the grace of 
the higher Cbriaiiao life, and b'.d fair to be 
faithful and u.-eful membeta of the Church.

I would embrace the present opportunity 
to recommend to all who nre seeking the 
grace ol entire sanctification, the writings 
of Wesley aod Fletcher on CbiLtiao per­
fection ; and also Doctor Peck’s admirable 
treatise, entitled “ The Central Idea of 
Christianity,'’ and also the admirably clear 
and practical writings of Mrs. Piicobe Pal­
mer. Her “Way of Holiness,’’ “Faith 
and its Effects,’’ “Present to a Christian 
Friend,” and “ Incidental «Illustration» of 
the Economy of Salvation," have proved a 
great benefit to the Church of God, and 
will, no doubt be owned to the spiritual 
good of all who sincerely peruse then»; and 
desire the grace they so urgently enjoin and 
beautifully illustrate. Her last work, “ The 
Promise of tbe Father,’’ ha* been written 
to prove that it is the privilege and duty ol 
pious females to use tbeir talents in behalf 
of Cbriat’a cause ; and that there are no 
passages of Holy Writ, rightly understood, 
which interdict them from prophesying, or 
speaking in social meetings, to tbe edifica­
tion of the church of God ; while there arc 
a number of passages, showing that females 
pieptwMcd and prayed in the churches of 
the early Cbriatiana.

While abe does not demand for her sis­
ters io Christ, even the most eminent ol 
them for piety and talent, the position ol 
pastors of congregation»; she show* that 
the interests of experimental Christianity, 
have suffered by tbe prevalence ol opinion, 
that the tongues of gifted, deeply pious 
holy women are never to be employed in 
cbriaiiao assemblies to speak a woid lor th, 
religion they may intensely desire to be 
friend. This book of Mrs Palmer's evince? 
much argumentative talent, and is b'glily in­
teresting for the examples lurn shed ol the 
success of several gifted devoted lemaies, in 
expounding the woid ol truth among tbe 
Methodist* and oihers, who must be viewed 
as extraordinary messengers ol God lo 
arôme a slumbering age to tbe importance 
of religion. We think there will be no 
need of an additional hook to that ol Mrs. 
Palmer’s to vindicate tbe ngbt of female* 
to do good in prayer and exhortation.— 
May the good Lotd stir up all hia eervant.- 
and handmaids to diligence, in every suit­
able way, to promote tie inured» of ibc 
kingdoro of our Loid and Ssvtour Jteu?

Vast War Preparations.
A European correspondent of the New York 

Observer has ibe following :
Louie Napoleon does not belong fo the society 

of Frieeds, and does not ,eem to have adopted 
tbeir maxima. An article published in a semi­
official journal informs ns that France has now 
under its standard 568,000 men, namely in round 
number», 852 000 infantry, 72,000 cavalry, 
44 000 artillery, 80,00» of the imperial guard, 
etc. On Ibe l?t of next June, tbe army will 
number G72 4C0 men, and allowing that 175,000 
soldiers fray be necessary to compose the interior 
garrisons, abent 500,000 soldiers will be ready to 
enter tbe firld. This article, which was written 
in the Emperor’s cabinet, bss deeply impressed 
the public mind Napoleon I, in tbe finest days 
cf his triumphs, never had ro many men under 
arms.

At tbe same time our arsenals are preparing 
munitions cf war—cannon, guns, swerds, balls, 
bomb shells—with restless activity, day and night, 
not excepting Sunday, tbs; everything may be 
ready at the first requisition.

Austria follows to the track of France. An 
article sent from Vienna to the Journal of Frank- 
fort, anccuncea that the Austrian army is it 
present 400,000 strong, and that tbe Emperor 
F rancis-Joseph could easily double the number, 
if it were necessary. Thus, Austria would have 
800 000 soldiers 1 This is, doubtless, an exag­
geration. The cabinet ol Vienna wants to in­
timidate i s adyeriaries by counting more troops 
than it could rais» and pay. But it ia none the 
less true that tbe Austrian government has made 
great preparations Italy ia filled with mote than 
150 000 German soldiers, and others are on the 
march. Austria has become one vast camp.

Piedmont, a petty state, wishes to be ready tc 
take the field with imposing forces. It has now 
more than 80 000 soldiers ; a very large number 
for a nation ot three or four millions of inhabit 
ants. Tbe fortresses of Genoa, Alexandria, etc., 
are in a good state of defence, and tbe Piedmon 
leee impatiently await the day when they can 
avenge thitir lot met defeats.

You have seen in the English journals that 
the navy ol Great Britain is to be greatly enlarg 
ed The Parliament is called upon to vole larg- 
supplies for this object. The coasts of England 
are lined with forts and cannons. Russia and 
Prussia are constrained by the general exampli 
to fill up their regiments.

Io short, there are in Europe, af the present 
moment, tbe prodigious number of two millions 
of armed men ! Perhaps even this computslion 
is below the reality.

What is I he . fleet cf these enormous armaments 
upon the social, commercial, and moral condition 
cf our continent ?

1. The population fuller f. cm such a etafe ol 
things Think of Ibis mass of 600,000 soldier, 
in France; men ol from 20 lo SO years; the 
great majority are unmarried, for the soldier? 
and under cfficera are expressly forbidden to 
marry. What incalculable injury to the popula­
tion ! So the number of inbabitanfs in our 
country decrease», while it should increase ac­
cording to tbe laws of Providence.

2. Public and private morals are no less in 
jured by tbe large standing armies. Think of so 
many bachelors, who sre not restrained by regnrd 
cf public opinion, or by self-respect I and then, 
if Ibeie are 600,000 young men under arms, 
there must be at least 600,000 young girls un­
married, Ihe proportion ol tbe two sexes being 
the same.

8. Tbe business of Ihe country is injured, for 
these soldiers are just in Ihe flower of tbeir age ; 
they could till the ground, wotk in the manulac 
lutes, and add io the wealth of the country 
But they are condemned to be unproductive. 
Their military extreisee do not add one cent to 
tbe national wealth.

4. What shall I s«y, or rather what shall I not 
say ol tbe low occasioned to the finances ot, 
nations by inch armaments ? The expense? 
every where exceed tbe receipts. Austna now 
contracts a loan of 50 mil ions ; France b in 
debt, and if war b. g«ns, »bo will be forced im­
mediately to borrow 400 or 500 milliona Thus, 
the nations advance to their ruin ; they gain lest 
wub these gigantic armies, and spend more.

So that the procef. of eruption it 
not a depleting one, by which the mountain 
throws out it* own bowels, bat one of building 
up, out of materials drawn from depths so deep 
and reservoirs so vast that this vast base of a 
mountain is bat a nipple on the outlet of its dis­
charging vent.

From what abysms this heavy molten fluid it 
forced, and by what omnipotent energy, we can 
not tell ; not indeed, we may believe, Irom the 
furlace and crust of the earth, bat rather from 
the center, and that all ira interior sphere is 
such as Ibis, which ia lor our aulety vented by 
volcanoea.

Hoxdola, Feb mb 
We have today later and fuller accounts of 

the last great eruption of Mauoa Loi. The 
•’ream of lava has reached rhe sea in the short 
rime of five days, flowing a distance of forty 
mile», and first filling up an immense valley ia 
the mountains, besides sending off numerous 
abortive side streams It is still discharging 
with unabated vigor.

A lew miles south of the well known potato 
port ol Kawaibro we perceived the point of dis­
charge into the sea. A cloud of ateam rose in 
every fantastic form aa the molten lava met the 
briny element, which, as if angry at this hostile 
invasion, lathed the beach with a sari of unusual 
violence.

The damage here is insignificant. The track 
of the lava is over a country of old eruptions, 
uncultivated, because entirely barren, and only 
rarely inhabited along the beach.

A little hamlet was destroyed—ousting, per- 
haps, thirty natives from their thatched boute»— 
end a grove of cocoa trees—a muchjmore serious 
lot» than the former.

We had brought onr own saddle» and our 
own auppliea, and were toon provided with 
bones and native attendants. Leaving the dry 
and arid beach, we, step by step, attained to a 
region of vegetation and a cooler air, and were 
soon passing ihrongb a tropical region ot cxbu- 
berant growth, glades of bread-fruit, varied by 
tbe rich bloom ot orange-trees, of golden fruit, 
cr.maon obias, and a profusion ot creeping things 
O n path was rocky and steep, and we had time 
to tee and <njoy all these things.

So, ascending with varying scene and climate, 
wo reached camping ground at a distance ol per- 
hip» sixteen miles from the beach, ten miles 
• tori ol tbe orifice of tbe volcano, and tome 
thirty miles from where it discharges into the 
sea, and near to the flowing lava. Night was 
the time for observation. Tbe before black and 
smoking masses then shone out in hundreds of 
ticry illuminations, and the fountain-bead dis­
closed itself by a jet de Feu varying from 200 to 
600 feet in bight, and in diameter ot base 800 
I eel, a» we conjectured from an exhibition at 
that distance, through car glasses.

Tbe front of the flow ia about 3,000 feet in 
width, and slowly, irresistibly pushes forward its 
high red wall of fire, rising over bills and falling 
over precipices with a calm, irresistible power, 
which bumbles and belittles all human oflorts — 
Above tbe crater rose continually a dente 
column of smoko to the height of, perhaps, 10,. 
000 feet. There was not however, with this, as 
with tbe eruptions of Ætna and Vesuvius, a dis­
charge of cinders, nor perceptibly even of steam 
The discharge was confioed to the dense, pure, 
and perfeetly-lused heavy lava, and to heavy 
bowlders projected far above tbe mountain, and 
fail-ng sometimes back again into tbe caldron, 
and sometimes without the rim, down which they 
roiled, for a time, glowing and visible, soon turn­
ing black, and lost to our sight. More like an 
Icelandic geyser, as represented in cur geogra­
phies, iban anything ci«e was this ejtu’ion at 
tbe source—now rising, now failing, in columns, 
uniting, dividing, and jelling in spires, pyramids,

Extraeta from letter* in the Ckritüm Guardian.
(From the Rev. E. White.)

THB CLIMAT».

Is nadonbtadly n flee one. Tito eooflict- 
ing testimony on this point eriew chiefly 
from the feet that *ome believe nothing but 
abet they set, and other* believe everything 
they hear. One come* to Victoria and 
stay* e few day*, during which time it rains, 
and snows, and blow* almost ineemaily, 
and the rpede'trb'Oayv muddy, and the et- 
moepbeie very unpleasant^ and he goe* and 
reports, ” that the climate ie exceedingly 
dieegreesble ; that be woeld not live in snob 
a place for any amount ; the lest place ie 
the world to taka a family," doe , doe — 
A ooi her spend* a few days here at another 
time, when the weather is charming i the sky 
clear, the whole earth covered with flowers, 
the road* good, add the atmosphere exceed­
ingly dehghtfal and salubrious; and straight- 
way he proeleiaw, *’ that it ie the meat gloti- 
eo* elimaie ie the world.” The troth lays 
between ihe two extremes. Persona who 
have lived here many yean, and who have 
little interest in m«representation, agree in 
teetifying “ that it i* a very healthy clime, 
that it is even milder than England, and 
not eo foggy; thaï the spring and summer, 
with the exception of a lube too much duet 
Ihe latter part of the dry season, are exceed­
ingly pleasant.” It is now over a week 
einee we landed. There ie eo frost in the 
ground, and no snow except on the moun­
tain*. A little fell one day, but it melted 
■early as fast a* it came down. There is a 
slight frost almost every morning, bet it 
noon disappears after the riving of the see. 
During the greater part of the time einee 
we came the weather has been very flee.— 
We bave had some rainy day* which are 
called very unpleasant bvre; bet they are 
not more *o than much of our April weather 
often ie in Canada. Vegetation ie more 
than e month earlier thee in Canada Warn- 
The climate up Fraser River I* similar, I 
Ml told, only a little colder. Rat what 
•earns very strange ie, that the region 200 
miles up the Fraser is said to be milder 
than at Fort Hope, which ie only 190 mile*

Victoria ha* an excellent site for a Urge 
city. Last June it had not more then about 
20 buildings outside the Company’s fort It 
now baa of shops and dwellings of verrou* 
dimension* over 600, sad about 40 in 
cour** of erection There are, 1 should 
tbiok, over 50 store* of on* sort and another, 
and 10 or 12 hotels, at which board and 
lodging may be bad at from #1.60 to #3 00 
per day. The most of these beildiege are 
of very inferior quality in their sine and 
structure, bet will eooo give way to those 
of a better description A few good brick 
building* are already up, end other* will 
eooo be erected. The population of Vic­
toria just now is about 3,000 ; but a* over 
1200 lots have been sold, it is thought that 
a great many booses will b* pot op during 
the eoaaiog season. Lus are high. They 
range from #100 to #10,000 each. The 
time for speculating in lots here w passed. 
The roads are quite muddy, but we have 
any quantity of stoee sod gravai for road 
making. Some ol the street* are being 
macadamized now, sod sidewalks of a 
superior quality have been commenced.

Eiqeimalt, 31 miles distant, hse a fine 
harbour. There is a wharf end about 15 
houses on one side of the way, and a small 
military establishment on the other. 160 
supernumerary marines arrived last Sunday 
from China, who are, I believe, to be sta­
tioned et Esquimau. Col Halkine, who ie 
there at present, bas s corps of engineers, 
who are to start in a few weeks, end co­
operate with a company from the V. I. in 
surveying the boundary between British 
Columbia end the Washington territory.— 
The line is to be cut ont 30 feet wideband 
cast iron poets erected, the seme a* between 
Maine and New Brunswick. There 
another company of engineers el Esquimau, 
who are to survey tbs coasts, sound the 
harbour*, die, of Vancouver end British 
Cola mbit. They expect to be the 
occupied in thie work. Ool. Handy who is 
Lieutenant-Governor and QawereT’Com- 
misniener of Crown Lan.de, an<. Public 
Works, intends to begin the survey d Brit­
ish Columbia into towns, townships, and 
cneeties almost immediately.

returned from a visit to the geld regions.— 
He,,,, the gold territory is vest, that .11 
the miners who labomr are doing well— 
Some days * parson may work hard, and 
eut make mo-e thee #2, the very next day 
h» will perhaps make #50. There are, 
perhaps, 5,000 miners at the various “ dig­
gings," and a greet many more on their 
way. It would cost s person at least #100 
to get from here to the principal mine* with 
a suitable outfit, end at the lowest a dollar 
n day to live after he got there. There will 
be a great emigration again this spring 
from Californie, Oregon, end Washington 
Territories, and also from other parts.— 
None should coroe to the mine* noises he is 
well acquainted with human and devilish 
natures, and can endure hardship* as a good 
soldier. They should not think of remain­
ing in the mine* for a shorter period than 
two years. But the kind of emigration we 
want is industrious mechanics and farmers 
who will come with their f*milice, if they 
have soy, and settle for life. Here is room 
for e vast population. Person* from Cana­
da, a* soon as the road* be made passable, 
should take the direct route by way of the 
Red River and Saskatchewan 

I here enjoyed myself much since I left 
Canada, end bsve not for one moment re­
gretted offering myself for this work 
believe I am ja*t where the Master woeld 
have me, and that be has a work for me 
here to do “ Brethren, pray lor u* 
see no cans* lo change the opinion which I 
often expressed to my friend* before 1 left, 
in regard to oar chairman and Superinten­
dent, ” That he is à msn who esu be es­
teemed and loved, and that he is high quali­
fied for the post assigned him. It ’• io be 
hoped that the long see voyage, ihe salubrity 
of Ibis climate, end the kind of exercise 
which he will here be required to take, will 
improve bis health, end proton g his day*.

Hudson’s Bay Company, thus far, to be 
very kind and gentlemanly, and bad the 
heeoer, in company with Dr. Evans, to dine 
with hie Excellency, Governor Douglass, 
on Wednesday last. The Chief Justice of 
Vancouver and British Columbia were both 
pressai. The Governor has a highly inter­
esting family. He te a stout built man, 
•tinding over 6 feet high, and is perhaps 
56 years of age. He seemed io lake a live­
ly interest in our Mission, and said be would 
be happy to assist us in obtaining sites for 
churches, dec., wherever it wee in bis pow­
er to do so. In Victoria, be says there are 
no lots at bis disposal.

II. The House of Assembly shall comprise 
fifty-five members. The qualification of the 
members and of the electors, the polling districts 
and the mode of conducting elections, and taking 
the poll, and the nature and extent of tbe con. 
stitotenciee, and the number of their Represen 
tatiees, as far as they are not altered by this Act, 
continue unchanged.
