Is it better that we should ‘* No turther seek
their merits to disclose, Or’draw their frailties
from their dread abode "  The revelation of
His will that God bas given to men answers |
these questions, and instructs us upen a sub-
ject of severe interest. The mighty influence
of a grand life, fruitful in blessed endeavor,
and prolific of what was noble, generous, ex-
emplary aod godly, may well be perpetuated
by some kind friend, through faithtul descrip-
tion, for the encouragement of those who had
not in person the benefit of a life se honored
of God and so cherished by man. Aly object |
i3 to pronounce no studied eulogium, to write |
no elaborate panegyric. For the benefit of
those more distantly dequainted with my uncle,
and forthove especially who never knew him,
I may present & few facts and incidents, and
let these spetk for themselves, either his praise
or his blame. Having no ready means of pro-
curing information from his friends with regard
to dates and incidents, I shall write from mem-
ory and personal experience.

My uncle was convinced of sin, brought to
repentance, and best of all to Christ, at a
very early age. I may record of him what can
be predicted of tew in the Christian Church,
that, so far as I am informed, he never **fell
off from bis Creator and transgressed His
will,” s0 far as to be regarded by the Church
as a *‘ backslider.” Not long subsequent to
his conversion, éxperiencing the ordinary sym-
pathies for his lost brethren, grawing out of his
changed relations to God and His redeemed
world, be had strong ¢onvictions that be ought
ta devote his lite in dome way to the good of
she crring, and to the praise -of Him who had
30 greatly blessed and relieved his soul. The
extreme cautioa that fermed one of the strongly
marked characteristics of his whole life was
then apparent. He hesitatéd, considered,
** counted the cost,” begged for light, and in
the noble spirit of a kindred -soul he inquired
—** Lord, what wilt Thou have me to do?”
At length the conviction ot a life-devotion to
the cause of Chridt ripened into a resolution to
offer himselt for the work of the Christian
Ministry. Shortly after arriving at this degree
of persuasion as to his life-career, he, ina
Love Feast conducted by the Rev. Mr. Ban-
ford, baving related in a most impreséive and
profitable manner his own bappy: experience of
God’s greas mercy, and of the utmost assurauce
of the presencesin his soul of the Holy Ghost,
went on m a few warm words of exhortation to
his brethres, encouraging them to seek for the
fuller baptism of the Holy Spirit. The pious,
but eccentric Mr. Bauford, lifting his hands,
said in substance, ** Young mean we have lis-
tened to your experience and that is sufficient,
when we need more preachers we will call for
you.” My uncle dropped  in his pew, and for
years after was wnever heard in pablic under
any religious relation. kis cautious spirit con-
strued that incident as admonmitory, and that
peculiar nature, sensitive to impression, never
from that hour could relieve itself of the con-
viction that the migistry was not his providen-
tial éat.h. Thus was be lost to the ministry of
the Wesleyan Methodist Church. But, unlike
too many, instead of dissolving his connection
with the church and with bis Saviour, on ac-
count of what was more injudicious than in-
tentional, he adhered even more closely to the
church of his choice, and determined that the
enjoyments and services of the ministry, appar-
ently denied bhim, shbould be compensated in
other ways of fidelity to the Master. He gave
himself to" the church as so much property to
be used in all ways in which lay-men can be
empleyed, for the furtberance of the iuterests
of the Kingdom of God.

As Circuit Steward, he bas been quoted by
all the ministers who bave known him, and en-
joyed his services and co-operation, as a model.
He ordinarily visited the parsonage once or
more & week, inquiring it anytbing was need-

ed, and what tarther could be done for the
comfort and happiness ot the servant of God
and bis family. At the sittings of the Quarter-
lv Board he, unlike too many of our Circuit
b'uwudn. bad sole charge ot the financial con-
cerns, He felt it his duty to relieve the minis-
ter's mind entirely from such anxious thought
and ipappropriate labor. \Vbere our commer-
c¢ial Circuit Stewards would mention last of all
to their customers the minister's allowance, for
fear of intertering with their own private re-
ceipts, be made that the primary concern. No
matter what came of bis claims the minister
must be paad. And when at the end of the
year he pronounced tbat all had been dose pos-
sible to be accomplished, so thorough had been
his canvass, that no one need attempt anything
further.,

1n services as a Class and Prayer Leader my
owr recullections of bim are particularly tond
and sweet. His words were always few, but
well chosen and to the point. His spiritual
counsel was so good, his adaptation of the
truth of God to the want of the beart was so

new and so effectual, that one was always in-

In urging the need of revival, we would not
be understood to hmft ourselves to what, in
many quarters, is techmceally understood by
that word. Protracted meetings and penitent
torms would constitute an important feature in
a general revival, yet only as ope feature ott
of many. Means must not be confounded with
ends.  So far as revival refers to persons out-
side the Church, the great ebject is to bring
thew to Christ.  The sermon or the prayer-
meeting, the penitent form or the class-meet-
ing, are just means to this end, and not the
end itself; and if the gracious Master is pleas-
ed to accomplish the end, whether by these or
by otherweans, let us accept the blessing, and
not set limits to his free Spirit. Our present
object, however, is not to discuss the value of
this or that method ot operation, but to give
general expression to what, there is reason *to
believe, is a feeling widely prevalent amoag
those who watch and care for the welfare of
our Israel. We do not sssume to speak tor
othex religious bodies m this country; but our
Methodist churches stand in peed, just now, of
a general spiritual quickening.®To the lay per-
ception it may appear that some of our minis-
ters need it.

LETTER FROM DR. aADAM
CLARKE.

ANOTHER

A correspondent of the London Methodist
Recorder contributes a postscript.not previous-
ly pulished, of the letter written by the late Dr.
Adam Clarke. and dated January, 3, 1794.
The following is the tull text:

God convert and save our land ! The spirit
of prophecy (or extensive pretensions to it) is
gone widely abroad. Many pamphlets have
been written of this kind; but that by Mr.
Brothers seems to gain most ground. What is
in futurity I do not pretend to understand, but
from the lowering of the clouds I am led to ex-
pect an awful shower. God perhaps will hear
the earnest prayers of his people and avert the

adding ** There is but a step between you and
eternity.” There were twenty-tour in the
boat, and only ten escaped. The last words he
was beard to utter (which was in a very strong
voice) were, ‘* Lord Jesus, receive my spirit !
and have mercy on my fellow-sufferers.” His
sacred body cannot be fouad.

I come now to speak a little concerning my-
self. It is just now thirty days since Go1 saved
me from being murdered. I had gone six miles
out of town to preach. Mt. Mayor, who is
stationed here, went with me ; we called at my
brother's who accompanied us, I preached a
solemn sermon on *‘ It is appointed fo men
once to die,” etc. All was perfeetly quiet.
When I had finished we set off to go to my
brother's, about three miles distant —walking
between him and Mr.. Mayor. Two Papists
followed at a small distance, and dogged us out
of the village. One of them took a sure aim
and with a large stone bit me on the right arch
of the skull, knocked me down senseless and
wounded me dreadfully. Had not my brother,
who is a surgeon, been at bhand, I should have
told no tale. With much difficulty I reached
my brother’s, where he dressed my wound and
got me to bed. For four or five days my life
bung in doubt but by this scrawl you find that
God has lengthened out my little span ; but my
head and eyes have been very much affected,
the latter so much that I can scarcely read or
write without spectacles. However, God is my
portion in Life or death I am yours most af-
fectionately in the Lord.

PROTESTANTISM IN ITALY.

We gave last week some extracts from a re-
cent lecture delivered in London by Kev. H.
J. Piggott, the Superintendent of the Wesleyan
Methodist work in Italy. The same source
farnishes us interesting information concerning
the Protestant forces now at work in the Ital-
ianStates. There are various Christian societies
now doing a great and good work tbere. There
were the Waldenses at work in Italy. What
a wonderful race was that litde people of the
Vaudois Alps! After all they were the only
people that never fell away in the great apost-
acy. What a marvelious thing that when Po-
pety was extending its power over the whole
of Europe that just at that very time yonder
away in tbose mountain recesses God was pre-
serving to himself that chosen remnant, that
true apostolic succession, preserving through
the ages the continuity of bis} spritual Church
—that spiritual Israel—those ten thousand who
never bowed the knee to Baal. These Wal-
denses were now at work in Italy. After so
many ages of cruel oppression and persecution
by Italisn Kings aad Italiau Popes, they were
uow revenging themselves with the true apos-
tolic revenge ; they were Leapiog coals ot fire
epon the beads of their adversaries. They bad
their colleges as Florence. They bad thirty
stations overspreadiog the coustry. They bad
one thousand in Church membership and two
thousand regular-hearers. Tbere was also the
Free Italian Cbearch, a Church that perhsps
they would not approve ot altogether, but where
the pure Gospel of Christ was preached, and
testimony was borne to the essential doctrines
of justification by faith and conversion by the
power of the Holy Ghost.

Mr, Piggott bad no statistics as to the num-
ber of members and bearers in the Church, but
they would come to the same figure. And
then the Methodists were at work in Italy, and
God bad blessed their labors. They bad a
station in Parma, a city of 50,000 inhabitants ;
in Padua, & city of the same size and a Univer-
sity city; they bad a station in Spezzia, where
artisaps came to labor in the great arsenal from
all parts of Italy, and went back to tel! of what
they bad heard. They bad also & station at a
village that was known as the Protestant vil-
lage.

Gra-
dually the curiosity passed off, but the Spirit
of God touched some hearts in the audience—
pot wany, perhaps—but a few, and those be-
gan to regular instruction
Mectings for Christian fellowship were held,
and after a period of trial those who had given
evidence of a saving change were admitted to
the communion of the Lord’s Supper.

THE

MISSIONARY WORLD.

The Ociober number of the Missionary
Herald, of Boston, the monthly organ of the
American Board, cofitains a valuable article on
missionary statistics, which supplies us wih
the latest information as to the mumber and
character of the societies which are devo-
tiag their energies to the diffusion of evange
lical Christianity, the amount of their resour-
ces, the number of their ageats, and the full
statistics the mission churches established by
them in cach ot the great missionary fields of
the world. From the figures of this stagistical
report, and {rom the latest reports of the mis-
sionary societies, we condepse the following
facts concerning the present condition of the
missionary world.

Th@ statistics of the Herald enumerate 58
societies, of which 17 Americans and 4l
Earopean. The list cootains, however, only
those societies which sustain missions to hesth-
en, Mobammedan, aud more degenerate, nom-
inally Christian people (as Armenjans and
Nestorians), but do net include Jaborers among
the Jews, wko are mainly snpported by distinct
societies, of which there may be abotit one
dozen, chiefly in Great Britain. There is also
a cousiderable and rapidly increasing number
of women's missionary associations, most of
which are suxiliary societies, aiding the boards
of missions of their respective religious denom-
inations.

The most prominent among the American
societies are the American Board (income,
sccording to the last report, $535,215); the
Presbyterian Board ($838,361); the Baptist
Missiopary Union ($200,953) the Methodist
Episcopal Board (amount devoted to foreign
missions, (§187,868) ; Episcopal Board (988, -
342) ; Reformed Dutch Board (981410)
United Presbyteriana ($60,624¢).

EUROPEAN SOCIETIES,

In the list of Earopean societies, we find
societies of Great Britain, Germany, Holland,
Switgerland, France, Denmark, Norway, and
Russia (Finland.) To this list Sweden should
be added, which bas its own missionary society.
Austria, with its more than 3,000,000 Frotes-
tants, should certainly have its own missiopary
society, but we believe bas not yet. Italy,
Spain, Portugal, and Belgium bave still too
small a Protestant population to take an active
part ia the foreign missionary operations, but
the titue may soon come when they will be re-
presented in the list of Protestant missionary
societies as well as France is at preseat. Pro-
mineot among the English societies are the two
great societies of the Church of England—the
Church Missionary Society (income, £157,820)
and the Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel (£106,435) ; mnext follow the Londoa
Missionary Society, undemomisational,- but
chrefly supported by the Congregationalists
(income, £101,869), and the Wesleyan Mis-
sionary Society (income, £39,000). Among
the societies of Continental Earope, that of
Basel, which bas its centre in Switzerland, but
receives coptributions from all parts of the
European contiuent, is foremost; its last in-
come amounted to $190,286. Among the otber
promineat societies are the Moravian, with au
income of $90,000; the Lutberan Society of
Leipsic (income, $49,500); the Berlin Mis-
sionary Society (income, $54,000) ; and the
French Evangelical Mission Society (income,
214,000 francs).

FRUITS OF MISSIONARY WORK.

As regards the fruits of the missiopary oper-
ations, the American societies bave 59,062
members in their mission churches, and 40,629
pupilsio missionary schools ; Europeansocieties,
242,020 members of missiopary churches, apd
248,836 pupils of missionary schools ; American
and European societies together, 301,082 mem-
bers of missionary churches, and 289,465 pu-
pils in missionary schools. As regards mem-
bership in the missionary churches, the
Wesleyan Society of England bas reaped the
largest harvest, as it hag in its missionary
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members; the American Board, with 20,788
the Basel Society, with 20,671 ; the Annricaq
Baptist Union, with 20;193; the English
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Free Churches, with 5,044; Gossper's Mis-
sionary Society of Berlin, with 4,700; the
Rbenish Missionary Society, with 4,656 ; the
Methodist Episcopal Board, with 3,701; and
the Basel Society, with 8,200.

MISSIONARY FIELDS.

Of the various missionary fields, India (in-
clusive of Burmah, Siam, and Ceylou) shows
the largest oumbers of members in mil:::m;’y
churches and pupils in wissionary schodls.
Oi the former, there are 74,810 ; of the latter,
108,767 ; with the prospect of a very large and
rapid increase. lndeed, there are, both in
British and in Fartber India, tribes in which
paganism is, approaching its entire extinctioo.

In the islauds of she Indian Archipelago,
the Dutch and German missionaries contioue
to ebtain great results; but the accounts of
sheir labors are not so complete as to give an
sccurate idea of the condition of the mission
churches. The churches connected with the
Rbenish Missionary Society bave 468 mem-
bers.

In China and Japan, great progress bas been
made daring the past few years. The number
of communicants has reached 6215,and the ouw-
ber of pupils 4740. In Chioa, the further ad-
vaace of the missious appears at present to be
checked by the anti-Christian excilement raging
among the natives; but this, it is boped by the
missionarics, can ooly be temporary, snd is
likely to be followed by a greater spirit of in-
quiry among the masses of the population. In
Japsn, which is undergoing a complete political
transformation, the prospects of Christiavity
are unusually bright, as it appears to gain
ground among the foremost and leading classes
of the land.

Io Africa, inclpsive of Madagascar and Mau-
ritius, the .missionary churches have 47,789
members, and 26,089 pupils in their schools.—
On-this field, evangelical Christianity bas of
late bad the greatest of ite triumpbs in modern
times. The conversion of the Queen of Mada-
gascar to Christianity bas been followed by
thas of thousands of patives; pagauism bas re-
guived 2 death blow, and there is reason to
hope that the time will soon arrive whea the
whole youth of tkis large State will be reared
in the principles of the Christian religion.
b lo the isiands ot the Pacific and Australia
peganism is wearly detunct. ‘Lhbe Jargest of the
island groups, the Bandwich Islands, consti-
tate an entirely Christian State. The govern-
meat is nearly everywhere in the hauds of Chris-
tians, and Christianity is therefore sure to be
soon the religion of this whole insular world.

America is aiready, to an even larger extent
than Europe, a Christian contiedt. The mis-
sions among the pagan Indisns and the pagan
negroes are hopefully and steadily advancing.
Tbey number about 74,000 members.

The above facts all refer to the progress of
Christianity io pagan eountries, and of thiese
there is at the preseant day oot a single one in
wbhich paganism does pot steadily recede be-
fore the triumpbant advauce of Christianity.—
No less marked are the recent gains of evange-
lical Cbristianity in countries heretofore exclu-
sively Roman Cathalic.

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THE EASTERN QUESTIPN,
—

What is to be done with Turkey, is the
Bastern Questiou. It is an important one
that must some day be practicaiy settled.
The contivued rule of the Mahomedan
Turk over millions of nomioelly Christian
people in some of the finest portions of Eu-
rope is an anschronism. The civilization
of the Cbristian world is pressing forward
in certain directions faster than ever be-
fore. But the stupid, lazy, impassive, in-
flexible Turk can hardly be got to move,
when to stand still is to perish. Would
the Turk but get inoculated with the pro-
gressive spirit of the age; would be but
learn the art of good goveroment—en-

tiocal necessity to plead in support of her
claim to the possession of Turkey. She has
already a boundless expanse of tesritory,

much of it of decided fertility, and nearly
all of it but thiply. peopled.. If_possesgion|
of Turkey is not necessary for Russia’s ter-
ritorial expausion, neither is it ‘necessary
for Russia’s defence. Russia is now in re-
spect o position less accessible to attack
than‘any other great power of the old world.
Possession of Turkeyis not nedessary for
the natural development of Russian com-
merce. The highway to the ocean from the
Black Sea is already perfectly open to Rus-
sian trade. g

Russia has not the right of superior civil-
ization to urge in justification of her intense
yearning over posseéssion’ of Turkey. The
great bulk of the Russian' people are atthis
day but a step or two above barbarism. ' And
in every point of view bearivg on intellect-
uval advancement, Russia is the least civil
lized of cultivated Christian nations. Some
millions of the Sultan’s subjects belong to
the Greek Church;; and the great msjority
of the subjects of the Cgar pertain to the
same communion. But these facts invest
Russia with no right to absorb Turkey.
The absorption of Turkey by Russia
would be an immense peril for all the lead-
ing powers of Europe. To Austria it would
be almost strangulation. To Italy just
completing its unity, it would give as prac-
tically its nearest neighbour the strougest,
the most ambitious and perhaps the least
scrupulous power in the world. In despite
of France aud Spain, it would in the issue
render the Mediterranean little better than a
Russian lake. To England’s Empire in the
distant East such an accession of strength
and position on the part of Russia would
be fraught’ with danger. To Germany it
could be no matter of indifference to see its
most powerful neighbor doubling its strength
for aggressive war. c

All this i3 well understood throughout
Europe.

It Hus been matter of surprise that Russia
did not earlier in the course of the Frauco-
German war avail herself of the opportu-
nity furnished by the occurrence of that
struggle to resuscitate the Eastern Question.
But she Las probably been greatly astonish-
ed at the course taken by that terrible con-
test. = At the moment at which we write,
there appear maay reasous for boping that
the threatened tempest from the Levant will
not come just now or very soon. Yet the
elements of trouble are there ; aud the wis-
est cannot foresee at’ what moment these
may burst forth with the most destructive
effect. It would seemingly be a great mer-
cy to mankind were Providence to furnish
at au eurly day some wise and peaceful so-
lution of. the almost insoluble problem
wrapped up in the Eastern question which
bas for so long a time been a source of dis-
tressing anxiety to so many millions of meun.

prizes an educated ministry. But if such a
ministry is desired, St. John ought to take
a most active part in the good work of se-
curing it. There were various ways in
which some deserving young men studyiog
for the miunistry might be aided. Books
for their scanty library, and warm clothing
for their not too well clad persons would
be highly acceptable, but for the time he
would be well content if the audience joined
the Conference Education Society elher as
annual or life members.

A. A. Stockroxn, EsQ., said it was not
his intention to speak at length atter the ex-
haustive speech of Dr. Stewart. and consid-
ering that he was to be followed by gentle-
men of practical ability in platform speak-
ing. He himself was a short speaker. The
subject before them was a most important
aud stirring oue. The thought of it warm-
ed his blood, and unloosed his tongue. An
educated ministry was an imperative neces-
sity of this age of caaseless activity and fer-
tile thought ; of countless books good and
bad, treating maay of them, of sabjects of
worldwide interest. ' Christian ministers
ought to be familiar with all ececlesiastical
systems and all moral and iutellectual move-
ments. Theyought to be able to deal intel-
ligently with the current systems of ritual-
isin, rationalism and spiritnalism. No one
taking a just interest in Methodism can be
indifferent to the questiou of an educated
ministry. The efforts put forth in Eogland
and the Uniled States in relation to this
matter were of a truly noblé¢ character, and
the contemplation of such efforts should
stimulate vs to activity in helping forward
the same good cause. Those among us en-
trusted with the possession of thousaunds
could not do better than by contributing a
few hundreds to aid the mgvemeut they
were assembled to further.

He bad accurate and extended kuow-
tedge of the educational. work done at
Sackville. The institutions there were not
surpassed by any in these provinces. The
education furnished at Sackville was of &
very high order, though he would be pleas-
ed to see Sackville College affiliated with
kindred iostitutions in the lower provinces
with one grand degree conferring university.
Our young meu, candidates for the minis-
try, can obtaiu a thoroughly good training
at Sackville. If they are uot in a position
to embrace the privileges there offered, we
ought to render them the necessary aid.
This aid wounld be well supplied were the
vew Educatiou Society vigorously and libe-
rally supported, as he boped it would be,
especially in St Jobn, and as on every
ground it deserved to be.

Nevertheless bLe ‘had
not lost bis relisb for old fashioned Metho-
dist preaching. Many of the men capable
of performing such preaching were not per-
haps in the mere technical sense ot the
words learned men, Yet sowe of them
had acquired vast stores of knowledge, and
were really well cultured men. And these
were the very men most anxious that their
childrean should epjoy educational advan-
tages not within their own reach in early
dsys. But after all there was something
higher than mere learning. There was an
inbora intellectua! energy, a native gift of
genius with which mere learning could not
compete. Who ever thought 6f enquiring
where Adam Clarke, Richard Wuatson,
Thomas Chalmers, Robert Hall,Charles H.
Spurgeon, W. Morley-Puushon aud others
mentioned, were educated? Yet even
genius appeared to advantage when har-
moniously developed by the training secur-
ed in the acquisition of a liberal education
furnished by the judicious study of lan-
guage and scieuge.

Josiah was one of John Wesley's converts,
That apostle of God préached frequently ' at
Paalton ; and from his tenth year it is probable
Josiah heard him occasionally, but his conver-
sion seems to have occurred in the year 1706,

He was a collier in early life, but baving met |’

with an accident that- crippled bim for life, he
became a cobbler ; but be.' was something far
higher tLan either ccllier or cobbler- he was a
man of marked talent, zeal, goodness, and ve-
ry great usefuloess. Dr. Adam Clagke, in his
comment on 1 Cor. xiii. 1,. writes. thus about
Josiah: *‘ I bave quoted several passages from
heathens of the most cultivated minds in Greece
and Rome to illustrate passages of the sacred
weiters. I shall now quote one from an illite-
rite collier of Paulton, in Somerset; and, as I
bave niamed Homer; Horace, Virgil, and others,
I will quote Josiak Gregory, whose mind might
be compared to a diamond of the finest water,
whose native splendors broke in various places
through the incrustations, but whose brilliancy
was not brought out for want of the band of the
lapidary. Among various energetic sayings of

this great unlettered man, I remember to bave

heard the following: * Pgople of lttle reh’giyl;j sherg,

are always noicy; be who has not the love o
God and man filling his beart is like an empty
w 1gon coming violently down the hillj it makes
great noise, because there is nothing in .

Dr. Clarke’s testimony to Josiah Geregory’s
ability is valuable. The common people
beard him gladly, and considered him a very
superior preacher; but it is also interesting to
note the opinion of a scholar and gentleman
like Dr. Clarke, confirming the judgement of
the crowd with reference to such a person. In
passing, may we not remark that often the
well-taught and best people in congregations
have been intense admirers of poor, uneducgs
ted, unaffected, original, godly, and soul-saving
preachers. Their taste may be at times some-
what offended, but they will endure that in pre-
ference to ordained dullness, which proses
away in the somnolent fashion that permits re-
spectable iniquity to sleep in his pew, and ne-
ver disturb sin or Satan by the conversion of a
soul.

Josiah's appearance in the pulpit was very
peculiar. He was exccedingly lawe, one leg
being much shorter than the other. He dres-
sed in an antique style. He wore large black
horn-buttons on his coat, and a pair of old-fash-
ioned spectacles, without sides, fixed on bis
‘nose. He spoke an exceedingly bread dialect ;
but bis vivacity and quaintness of manner, cou-
pled with-the faat that he bad a rich imaginati-
on, genius, good sense, rendered Lim a wide”
ly popular preéacher.” II& Wwas a very godly
man, and hig aim as a preacher was to save the
souls of his bearers. All must réjoice when
such a ministry does attract large comgfegati-
ons. Its results are sure to be blessed.

One week-night 8 person from Frome, went
to the Methedist -chapel, in Kingswood. He
was astonished to see it erowded, and asked
who the preacher was to be. ** Josiah Greg-
ory,” be was told. In awhile he saw -am old
man, crippled and poor; go p the pulpit stairs,
and suppoved him to be some deaf old Christi-
an who was allowed 10 set near the preacher.
He was, however, sarprised to bear bim, give
out a bymna; more surpriséd when 'he’ Leard
him pray with marvelous ingenaity spd power.
His text was, ** A Saviour.” The sermon can-
not be repraduced. Jdsish very likely never
had a mavuscript. The first sentence only is
recorded, ‘’A Zaviour—all that God could
give, aad all that man did want.” It was a
season of interest and profit to the stranger.

- of his remarks, as once at “Midsomer Norton.

At Bath some of the hearers complain-
ined of his grammatical mistakes. On his neit
visit to that city be preached from, ‘* He that
believeth shall be saved, and he that belieyeth
not shall be damned.™ Having read the text
and ciosed the Bible, as was bhis costom, he
looked around on bhis audience, and startled the
fastidious by remarking, *“There’s grammar
for yo Bath chaps.”

At one time, speaking against a mere intel-
lectual assent to the gospel, he said, *: Your
religion is notin your hearts, but in your heads ;
and, if your heads were cut off, your religiou
would all be lost.”

PICKLING PORK AND CURING HAMS

For each one hundred pounds of pork weigh
Pout eight pounds of salt. After the meat is
cold rub each piece with a part of the salt.
Repeat the operatiort the next day. The third
day take the remainder of the salt, which
should be about five pounds, add to it two
pounds brown sugar, four ounces saltpetre, one
pint of molasses, and about three gallons of
water. Boil and skim, and wheu cold pour
over the meat, which should in the meantime
have heen closely packed in a suisable vessel
ahd weighed down just enough to insure its all
being covered with brine. Eight potmds of
salt, two pounds sugar, four ounces saltpetre,
and one pint of molasses are enough to cure
one hundred pounds of pork in good style, and
it three gallons of water does not make brine
enough to cover the meat (which is sometimes
the case when the pieces are so rough they can-
not be packed close) more water must be used.
In six weeks the brine sbould be taken out,
and the btine boiled again and skimmed, so as
to remove the blood. - Rinse the meat in cold
water and rinse the vessel, then repack, and
when the brine cools pour it over, as before,
being sure to have enough to cover all the
meat. To this end it may be necessary to
make sonw gew. !

About the last of Maech or the first of April,
when the weather begins,to get warm, the
brine should again be boiled and skimmed, and
the meat replaced as before, If keptina good
¢eller, it will remain good and palatable as far
into the summer as you may choose to save it,
and when taken out to cook will be found to
look as bright and fresh as fresh pork itself.

We cure hams and shoulders ia the same
way——only that at the end of six- weeks they
are taken from the brine, bung wp to dry, and
then swoked. Better cured hams we have ne-
ver seen.' It is sometimes convenient to cure
thebams and shoulders and pieces for pickle
pork? altogether in the same vessel, in which
¢cash, when the ham$ and shodlders gre taken
lout to hang in the smoke-house, the brine Jeft
in‘the vessel will be enough to cover the ve-
maining meat, . J¢ should be boiled and skim-
med as'above directed.—Ilinois .Cor. Coumtry
Gentleman.
