'LASSIFY PROFITS AND LOSSES.

Failure to classify profits and losses
cording to the various departments of
retail business is often responsible for
smaller net balance at the end of the
ar than might otherwise be secured.

Such a classification need not be very
elaborate, but it should be -carefully
planned and accurately carried out.

An exchange instances the case of a
general merchant who, in addition to
a general line of grocery goods,
is carrying more or less in the way of
agricultural implements, housefurnish-
ings, sporting goods, and a line of paints
and varnishes. Unless he has adopted a
system of properly departmentising his
accounts, he cannot tell for the life of
him what percentage of his profits has
come from each of these kinds of goods.
In fact, he may be actually losing money
on one department and making an ex-
cellent percentage on another.

Merchants whose books are kept in
such a way as to show the profits or
losses from each branch of their business
know what a satisfaction
If it is known that the hardware
and paint department is proving profit-
able, for instance, the snggestion that it
pays to push these goods is naturally fol-
lowed by more sales and bigeer profits
another year. It may be that the mer-
chant could make some sort of a rough
guess at these profits without the fizures;
but there is much greater
and safety in knowledge.

It isn’t that a mecchant
should be an expert bookkeeper to de
partmentise his accounts. If he doesn’t
care to work out a system himself, a few
dollars spent for a set of books espeecial
ly planned for retail merchants’ aceounts
would be an excellent expenditure; and
the time required to keep these books,
once a start is made, would probably
prove to be little or no more than that
formerly spent in puzzling over less up
to-date forms of accounts.

Every Rumor Coming From Southern Hemisphere has its In-
fluence—Not Much Depending on Supply and Demand—Flour

Market Shows no Change.

So sensitive and touchy is the wheat
situation that every little ‘incident
which might in the smallest degree
affect the prices of wheat is taken ad-
vantage of. Even with the unprece-
Jdented erop of the northern hemisphere,
the wheat-producing countries on the
other side of the equator are watched
and almost the daily variation of the
weather causes a flutter, either one way
or the other. A report of frost or rain
15 immediately responded to by such
wild speculative markets as Chicago.
Uwing to these unnatural influences,
which are entirely of the gambling
spirit, and have nothing whatever to do
with the more sensible feature of sup-
ply and demand, prices are a few cents
up in Chicago, while in kKngland wheat
15 at least 6 pence per quarter lower.

Russia is still pouring out its wheat
as if it were trying to get it out and
accept the present prices rather than
take chances on future values. While
the market fluctuates almost daily it
seems  almost impossible to move it
away from the point it has held for
some time.

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Different Views Regarding Collecting by Draft

Retailers Reccmmend it Becau:ze They Can Better Watch Cash
Discounts—One Dces Not Thinx the Bank is the Only Protec-

tion—A Legal zad Method.

From the following letters to The
Canadian Groeer, it is evident that ““Col-
lecting by Draft’’ is considered in differ-
ent lights. Two of the three communica-
tions from retail groeers, it will be ob-
served, favor that method, the third be-
ing a plea for settling aecounts Dby
cheque. They are as follows:—

In Favor of The Draft.

Editor Canadian Greeer,—I might say
that in my own estimation that ‘*Collect-
ing by Draft’ is far superior to the
sending of cheques or other remitting
forms.

My reasons for saying this are as fol-
lows:—1st, that it sives the chance of
ever forgetting to remit; 2nd, that your
wholesalers are aceustomed to the usual
terms you desire, and furthermore that
if you are in the habit of taking dis-
eounts it enables you to do so without
ecnstantly th nking when you shoull send
yvour cheque.

Of course, if a person is in the habit
of running an open account with his
wholesaler, it may be more convenient
to mail a cheque, but I still think that

the system of drafting is a mueh more
up-to-date way of settling your whole-
sale aceount.

**Colleeting by Draft.”” 1 do not like
the draft. I am post-master here and
if thirty days are given, as they usually
are, I simply issue a post office order. 1
think wholesale houses should not draw
on such close dating. There is no bank
inere and when a draft is made, it must
be acceepted and mailed back to the
bank; then it must be entered up, its
waturity watched and the money mailed
to the bank—all told, a whole lot of
trouble when the one remittance will
do. 1 for one do not like drafts.

It aets as a
double cheek on discounts, the whole
saler dedueting them before making
draft, and the retailer checking same he-
fore acceptance. It is also a saving to
retailers in stationery and postage.

Whi'e we do not favor the returning of
drafts, the retailer is not compelled to
aceept them and may have same return
ed if incorreet or unable to pay. It i
very convenient to wholesalers. A good
many firms get them discounted at th«
bank, and if it were not for this might
be finanecially embarrassed at times. W
do not look npon the bank as ‘“an only
protection,”” but a enstodian. Banks ar
paid for the use of money, or for thei
services and while they may help in rat
ing a firm or individual, other informa
tion is usually reecived outside the bank
We do not know of any reason why |
should injure a person’s or firm’s eredit
as it is a legalized way of collecting ac
counts between seller and buyer,
