Every woman knows that uninter-'
rupted cleaning is a pleasure, but that
the stopping to get meals, to put the
baby to sleep, or to watch the older
children is nerve wracking when she
is trying to get mattresses beaten and
bedding in before night.

The plar devised by these five gave
each a week in which to clean and
dates were arranged ahead. The first
two days the women cleaned bureau
drawers, cupboards closets, etc., work
that did not interfere in any way with
meal getting. The third and fourth
days were given over to real house-
cleaning. On the third day one neigh-
bor entertained her and her family
for dinner, the provision being that
she should not dress but should come
exactly as from her work, the men

vere strain upon either her strength

The Fly Campaign.

The house fly seems to have been|
born in the world with the single idea’
that its greatest utility was to plow,
through the most loathsome filth to!
be found in the neighborhood, then !
with its hairy legs and suckerlike feet!
reeking with disease breeding bacteria,
it enthusiastically darts for the near-;
est open door, scampers rapturously
over our dining equipment, dives head-
fong into our food, marches sedately
over the lips of sleeping babies, leav-

___ Ing atrail of disease-breeding filth in

its rear.

As a medium for propagation the'
laurel wreath should be draped over |
the brow of the common house fly. At
the age of two and one-half days she
is able to deposit approximately 150
eggs. These eggs, derosited in ‘its
ideal breeding bed, which, owing to
the heat it generates in fermentation
in horse manure, will hatch into mag-
gots in eight hours. The maggots
reach the pupae stage in three days
under favorable conditions. The pupa
becomes a full grown fly in from three
to six days. Think of that, an indi-
vidual ten and one-half days old being
the grandmother of several thousand
at the end of sixteen days, and the
great grandmother of better than a
million in the course of a month.

Whilg various remedies, such as

a

that the most logical so!lution was the
chemical treatment of the manure.
Experiments where a half pound of
powdered hellebore was mixed with
ten gallons of water, stirred well and
allowed to stand twenty-four hours,
then sprinkled thoroughly through ten
cubic, feet of manure, was found to
destroy from eighty-eight to ninety-
nine per cent. of the fly larvae. As
this solution' is slightly poison it
should not be left standing where it
might be drunk by cattle or horses.
It was found that hens picking over
the manure that had been treated suf-
fered no ill effects. Experiments where
one pound of powdered borax was
sifted over the surface of about six-
teen cubic feet of manure, then
sprinkled with® water, was found to
de§1‘;r_<_)y' about ninety per cent. of the
Ilarvae, while a large proportion of
ihorax over the same amount of ma-
nure destroyed ninety-eight to ninety-
nine -per cent.

It was found that mixing with each
;hushel of manure onc-half pound of
jcalcium cyanamid with one-half pound
‘of acid phosphate then wet down with
‘watcr not only added to rhe fertilizing
value of the manure, but destroyed
[npproximato}y ninety-cight per cent.
of the fly larvae as well.

The Rock Garden.

The rock garden is worthy of more
‘appreciation than it receives.- Often
trouble’is taken to remove rocks in
the vicinity of the dwelling to make
way for a level lawn or flower plan-
tation. Many on the other hand who
have studied the possibilities of the
rock garden will haul rocks for long
distances to build up ore of the most
interesting features that can be added
to the home grounds. Steep banks
are difficult to maintain They are
torn and washed by the rains and are
seldom beautiful. These, however, are
casily converted into attractive rock
and wild gardens. Stones and boul-
ders may be inserted in the bank to
give the appearance of a natural rock
outerop. Pockets of good soil can be
made in which to plant flowers, of
which there are many suitable kinds.
Rough stone steps and a winding path
add attractiveness and interest.

After the rock garden has been con-
structed little can be done in the way
of fertilization of the soil. For that
reason whatever soil is used in the
construction of a rock garden it should
be made at least moderately fertile.
Many of the plants most useful in the
rock garden need little special manur-
ing. Some of them indeed flourish
best on rather poor soil so long as it
is well drained. Rock gardens are
usually best adapted to plants requir-
ing dry and well drained situations,
There are many plants very suitable
for rockery purposes. The larger the
rockery the more robust and luxur-
iant plants can be used. Where large
rocks make up the rockery two or
three masses of herbaceous perennials
should be set in.

| these can be filled with ferns and low
| growing flowering plants, and in the
| open spaces still remaining low creep-
|ing plants should be used. These will
icover most of the rocky surfaces, al-
{ though some of the stones should be
| left exposed to give a rugged beauty
to the garden.

Many of the native plants are suit-
able for rockery purposes. The Bitter
Sweet vine would hang over or climb
rough surfaces. The Virginia Creeper
and Wild Clematis are also useful
where rocky spaces of considerable
size have to be covered. Many herb-
aceous plants are entirely suitable for
the rock garden, and the more of these
that can be used the greater will be
the charm secured, because variety is
one of the desirable features of a
garden of this character. For sunny
positions the moss pink and wild ger-
anium are particularly suitable. The
Columbine, Wake Robins, Fox Gloves,
Violets and Ferns are among the
plants that will succeed even in par-
tial shade. The Sedum, also called
Stone Crop, of which there are many
kinds, are particularly useful for rock
work, as they are low-growing and
have a creeping habit. ‘Most of them
are evergreens, adding greatly to

| their attractiveness. In the early sum-'

lence. Some farmers believe that red,

White seems to be the farmers’ fav-
orite color for houses. In a recent
survey of many farm districts 78.7
per cent. of the farmers expressed a
preference for that color. Red is near-
ly as strong a favorite for barns and
is well in the lead for outbuildings
and machinery. Gray, cream, brown,
green, yellow, slate and blue come
next in preference in the order in
which they are given. There seems to
be no special reason for these ¢hoices
of color, merely a question of prefer-

gray and brown “do not show dirt.”
Tradition seems to have a strong in-
fluence in their choice of color schemes.

More country people are beginning
to recognize the value of colors in con-
nection with trees and shrubbery, and
to paint their buildings to harmonize!
with the landscape. There is consid-!
lerable sameness in farm life and un-|
doubtedly the cheeriness of bright col-
ors strongly influences farmers to,
paint their buildings with bright, in-
spiring colors.

In going about our countryside and
our suburban districts, it is apparent’
.that as a whole houses do not possess’
any particular distinction and charm;
that for the greater part they are
uninteresting, and give us the feeling'
that something about them is wrong.|
When we look at them critically, we
see that this is due in part to archi-
tectura! faults and lapses; but the
comprehending eye realizes that in
the main it is a matter of color. We,
give scant thought to the colors that
we paint our houses, to the tint of the
:body color, to the contrast of the col-
ors of body, trim and roof, and to the
relation of the colors to the surround-
ings, natural and artificial.

The strong contrasts of deep brown,

It is almost always the case that a
house looks best when it.blends into
its background and surroundings; the
roof, therefore, when against the sky,
should be of subdued tone and color,
but can be brighter when ,against
foliage or other buildings. While a
large house can be dark, a small one
cannot afford to be, for dark walls, or
light walls with dark trim-will make
it seem still smallew;:

In selecting -¢6}6r combinations, the
best results are usually found in vary-
ing shades of the same color, as for
example, the walls buff, the trim ivory
and the roof brown. There is then
more harmony than in a house with
white walls, green shutters and a red
roof,

While patchiness sholffd be avoided,
there should alivays be ‘a contrasting
relief to large surfaces of one color,
as trim and shutters in a contrasting
eolor or, tone will relieve thie monotony
of evenly toned walls. Ornamental
work should not be brought out by
painting} a porch column, for instance,
should be one color throughout and
not different colors for shaft, base and
cap. No material should be painted in
imitation of some other material, as
brickwork, for instance, or the grain-
ing of wood. It should be remember-
ed that a mass of color seen from a
distance gives a very different im-
pression from a patch of the same
color seen near by, which undoubtedly
explains. why -s0 many houses look
quite different from what their own-
€rs expected.

Colwell appears to be a
sort of crack-brain reformer who
has gotten it into his head that the
paying of interest on loans of money
is at the bottom of all our social and
financial ills. He contends that the
taking of interest should be abolish-

d by 1aw, and he quotes profusely
from the Bible and

other publica-

,tions to show that the taking of
“ysury” has long been condemned.

Colwell, of course, is not alone in
holding this view. It was one of the
ideas held by the men who wrecked
Russia, producing conditions ten
times worse than those they hoped
to remedy by doing away with all
authority, banks, money and many
other instruments of modern indus-
try and civilization

The greater part of the world’s
business is done with borrowed cap-
ital, and only incompetent fools re-

frain from borrowing money because
interest must be paid for it. Money
wisely borrowed and wisely invested
will always produce more than the
interest paid for it. ‘That is why
business men borrow—because they
can pay the interest and still have
more at the end of the year than
they would have if they had confined
their operations to what they could
do without borrowed capital. One
can hardly imagine a person so stup-
id@ms not to see this. If money can-
not be borrowed to advantage, why
do business men borrow?

Does Mr. Colwell assume that men
having money which they do not
wish to use in business should be
obliged to hand it over to others for
nothing?* Or does he assume that
men would lend money at all if the
law prohibited the taking of inter-
est? Surely any dunce can see
that to make the taking of interest
unlawful would be bad for those
who borrow as well as for those
who lend. ;

Lending money at interest is mer-
ely a part of the division of labor;
one man furnishing the capital nec-
essary in a business and the other
supplying the knowledge, skill and
labor, and both sharing in the profits
of the enterprise.

RATTLE IN CAR OFTEN

The number of 'ocks which are to be
found on the modern automobile seems
to be increasing as the years go by,
and the total value of cars and acces-
sories stolen runs-u eyen larger
figures. There &re loeks dn the steer-
ing wheel, the mote-meter,-the trans-
mission, the doors (of closed cars),
the trunks carried on the rear and
the spare tire.

While these might be considered as
locking devices, they are not exactly
what the automotive engineer means
when he uses this term. He means
the various devices which keep the
different parts of the car in place and
working effectively so that important
bolts will not be loosened by vibration.

It is the ideal of every manufactur-
er to have every nut set up snugly and
properly locked in place. It should be
the ideal of every driver of a car to
see to it that they stay in this desir-
able condition. No motorist cares to
have his car so conspicuously noisy
from numerous rattles that everybody
can recognize when he is driving by
the sundry sounds his machine makes

CHECK UP FOR DEVICES.

There is just one possible advantage
that attaches itself to the clattering,
namely, that no thief would ever con-
sider stealing it. The noise of such a
car would readily be recognized by the
local police. However, the thief “vi-
bration” may steal many of the parts.
The new owner of a car after driving
it for a few days should go over it
carefully himself to check up on the
locking devices or take i’ to a service
station for this purpose.

When a person buys a new automo-
bile he ought not to take too much for,
granted as to the snugness of nuts and|
he ought not to condemn the maker
of the car too severely if he finds a:
few of them becoming loose after a|
few hundred miles’ run. This is apt
to happen in the best cars. It should
be said that the manufacturers have
gone to great lengths to equip cars
with such locking devices for parts as
will insure the greatest possible safety
to automobile owners.

Many parts of a car are made fast
through the use of bolts with the
threads on them and nuts that turn
on the threads and make the parts
tight. In the past, more than at pres-
ent, ‘it was the practice to have the
bolts long enough so that two nuts
could be put on. One was jammed
against another in order to lock them
in such a way that .it would be impos-
sible for them to come off. Then, to
make doubly sure the nuts would not
fall off, a hole was drilled into the bolt
and a split steel pin called a cotter
was inserted. Thus even though the
nuts became loosened the cotter pin

would prevent them from falhng off
the bolt.

On some cars, instead of using two
nuts, a single nut with notches in the
head of it, called a castellated nut,
was employed. When this nut was in
place a hole was drilled through the
bolt and the cotter pin was inserted
in a pair of notches in the nut, so that
it could not back off and become loos-
ened.

However, lock washers are now used
more often in place of lock nuts. The
lock washer is made of hardened steel
with two comparatively sharp project-
tions causing by the splitting on the
washer. When the nut is turned down
on such a washer the sharp edges dig
into the nut and the part which is
being held into place. As a result, the
nut is prevented from working loose.
These washers are sometimes called
split washers. In other places the head
of the bolt is drilled and a wire is
passed through it and made fast in
such a way that the bolt canrot turn.

It is of extreme importance that the

‘| wheels of a car be securely locked on.

Nobody wants a wheel to leave his
machine when touring along a country
road. Each front wheel is usually
secured by two nuts. One acts as a
lock nut and a cotter pin is added to
prevent the wheel from coming loose
in case the nuts should loosen up by
any chance.
REAR WHEEL FASTENINGS.

The rear wheels, which are fastened
rigidly to the axle shaft in all types
except the full floating, sometimes em-
ploy a special lock washer and a single
nut. This lock washer is constructed
! so that when it is placed over the end
| of the shaft it cannot turn on the
| shaft. It has ears which may be bent
| snugly against the flat surface of the
'nut to prevent turnmg on the shaft.
If the rear axle is the full floating
type, the wheels are held on by two
nuts, the conditions being the same as
the front wheels.

In the engine the wrist pin, which
travels up and down the cylinder at
the rate of about two thousand times
a minute, is likely to work loose. If
this happens it may come in contact
with the cylinder wall. Since the wrist
pin is made of hard steel and the cyl-
inder wall is composed of soft cast
iron, the cylinder may be scored. As
a result grooves may be cut in it so
that there is no possibility of keeping
good compression in the cylinder.

Locking devices, like most other
parts of an automobile, while reliable
in the main, are not infallible and
should be given the once over once in
a while to insure the best motoring
results.
