aREAT OPPORTUMITY

Sir Edwadr Carson Praises and
Blames the United
States.

London, Nov. 27.—Speaking as the
guest of honor at the American
' Luncheon Club yesterday, Sir Ed-
ward Carson, former Attorney-G:n-

eral, discussed the “Duty of Neu-
trals.”

Sir Edward expressed the fear that
international law had been greatly
-encroached upon by the impotence of
the neutrals themselves. Sir Edward
said:

“I am proud to be an Irishman but
at the same time I am not a hyphen-
ated Britisher.”

Sir Edward continued: ‘“America
is the greatest neutral at the present
| moment, When I mention America
as the greatest neutral, naturallyI
turn to the conduct of neutrals in re-

lation to the mitigation of the horrors
of war. And nothing fills me more
with dismay when I think of the out-
,come of the horrible period through
{ which we are passing than the fact—
I am not blaming anybody but it isa
| fact—that international law, the pro-
duct of all the peace instincts of all
.nations, with a view to preventing in-
terruption to civilization, even in time

of hostilities, has, I fear been entire-
ly abolished, or at any rate greatly
encroached upon by the impotence of
{the neutrals themselves.”
INEPTITUDE OF NEUTRALS

Sir Edward then explained that
conventions adopted in times of peace
could be upheld only by neutrals.

“Abolish the power of countries
not at war and you abolish interna-
tional law itself,” the speaker said.
“This war from the start has shown
the ineptitude and powerlessness of
neutrals.”

'NUMBER 13,000,000

Russia Faces Serious Problem in
the Tide of Enforced
Emigration.

London, Nov. g7.~-Reports from
Russia indicate that the empire is fac-
ing a serious problem in the tide of
migration to the East caused by the
military occupation of Poland and
Western Russia, and the attendant
ravages. The number of such refu-
gees is'‘estimated at 13,000,000. Al-
ready the Russian Government has
spent $6.500,000 in an effort to care
for them. Discontentment, pauper-
ism and rebellion are feared.

So great was the movement of these
unhappy people from the devastated
regions where they had made their
homes that at certain periods it be-
came nécessary to give®up all the
available railway trains to transport
them. Passage was furnished free.

With everything they ever owned,

they car
gypsies, these hundreds of thousands
of bewildered Russians,
Jews are being shipped to Central
Asia, Northern EKuropean Rusgsia and
Siberia, where there are allotted lands
for settlement,
of them will probably never return.
It is believed by Russian authori-
ties that this enforced settlement of
Siberia especially will be one of the
happy' results of the war in that Si-
beria is rapidly coming into its own
as a country of agricultural and trade
enterprise, and Western Russia espe-
cially Poland, was in some sections|
overcrowded and over exploited.
Even before the war the Russian |
Government had been making every|
effort to encourage settlement of Si- |
beria. Many who. have gone there!
have returned with glowing accounts |
of its bright prospects, adding their |
regret that “so fair a land should have |
its name blackened by having been |
long advertised as the home of con-|

mere note maintain the obligations
put upon you as parties to interna-

breaches of civilization and to miti-
. gate the horrors of war.”

'ONE SAFEGUARD FOR PEACE

The speaker then expressed his
{fear for the future, since if interna-
itional law proved futile in this con-
flict no faith could be put in future
conventions, There could only be
one safeguard for peace— increased
armaments and the maintenance of
greater armies than in the past, he
; said.

' States, he praised the brave and hu-

! lock and Hugh Gibson in the case of

Brantford, Ont.,
Dear Sir,—It is with much regret
I write you of the death of your son,
killed in action on Wednesday, 29th
September, while in the performance
of good and efficient service for his
King and country.
‘He did not suffer and I have had
him buried respectfully and his grave
marked.
While you deplore his dea.h, you
can feel that he died honorably in the
discharge of his duty to King and
Country.

orean, appeal to lovers of art and of music alike. St. Basil’s is one of the oldest and
1aroest churches of our city, and is on Palace street, some three blocks from the Colle-
iare and two blocks from the Bell Memorial. Even the name Palace street owes its
ioin to one of the founders of St. Basil’s parish. Rev. Michael Robert Mills came
rrom Dundas to Brantford as first pastor of St. Basil’s in 1842, and away back as far
45 1861 it was one of the largest Catholic parishes in Ontario. It numbered sixteen
hundred souls.
