Strong Movement Manifest-
ed for Resignation of Ger-
man Chancellor

AGITATION GENERAL

Caused by Fo-(ﬁ Crisis and

Copenhagen, via London, April 25
-——The movement for the overthrow
of Chancellor von Bethmann-Holl-
weg, halted for a time by the adop-
tion of ruthless submarine warfare,
is again becoming evident in Ger-
many. The agitation is encouraged
by dissensions over internal reforms.
possible peace terms and food trou-
bles.

The pan-German, Conservative and
National Liberal organs are to-day
sharply campaigning against the So-
cialist peace program and take the
chancellor severely to task for not
disassociating himself and his ad-
ministration from Schiedemann and
his propanganda. The Conservative
Deutsche Tages-Zeitung demands a
strong hand at the helm which alone,
it says, can save the country fréom
the breakers to which it is headinz
on the dangerous Schiedemann
course. The Liberal organs speak

of the hopes and fears that ruthless
submarining introduced and declare
that a strong and positive policy at

{home and abroad is much needed.

Other papers accuse the chancel-
lor of staking and losing the imper-
ial prestige on the Emperor’s Easter
manifesto which failed to satisfy any
party. Von Bethmann-Hollweg's
strength lies in the fact that his en-
emies have no points of unity in
their general discohtent.

Reports from the Berlin Socialist
conference, indicate that there is
trouble too in the ranks of the So-
cialist majority and that Schiede-
mann is having increasing difficulty
in keeping in line, what has
virtually been the principal govern-
ment party. A decided drift toward
the policies of the secessionists of
the radical wing was noticeable and
Schiedemann and other speakers in-
timated that unless the government
speedily and unequivocally bronoun-
ced itself on peace terms and made
a satisfactory beginning toward the
reform of the Prussian franchise,
without waiting for the end of tha
war, a break in the ranks in the di-
rection of radicalism was highly pro-
bable.

The Pan-German annexationists
have turned a trick against the So-
cialists by exploiting an apoeryphal
peace program, which they claim the
German Socialists will put forward
at the Stockholm conference. This
program, which specifies in detall,
the disposition of all occupied terri-
tories, is indignantly repudiated by
The Varwaerts. The Socialist or-
gan says that no program exists be-
vond a general declaration against
annexations and indemnities.

The administration is evidently
having no happy time in facing the
utterly conflicting demands of its
Socialist friends and junker enemies.
both clamoring for a definite state-
ment as to war aims and internal re-
forms. The evident shakiness of
Austria-Hungary is gnother source

ALY OF ENTENTE

Enjoyable Lecture by Noted
Speaker at Colborne St.
Church

An_interesting, and enlightening
address, of a very comprehensive na-
ture in Colborne St.
Church night, by 'the Rev.
D. Norman, on “Japan, our ally; ths
island empire of the East.”” Tor the
past twenty years, Dr. Norman
been engaged in missionary work in
Japan, working nnder the direction
of the Methodist Church, and since
has seen many
changes and witnessed the establish-
ment of a solid, and lasting organ-
ization, which he expects will ulti-
mately Christianize the entire js-
land His lecture, as given last
night, provided a close insight into
every phase of Japanese life, while
the lantern slides accompanying
were of a most instruetive
character, and were well ad-
apted to the subject. The Rev.
W. E. Baker asked as chairman, and
in introducing Dr. Norman, stated
that he was an old friend, and one
who had accomplished wonderful
work, during his stay in the Empire
of the East.

It was forty four years ago, stated
Dr. Norman, since missions had
been first introduced into Japan, the
commencement in this work being
made in the central part of the
island, near the capital, Tokio. Pro-
gress in the work was greatly hind-
ered, for various reasons. The geo-
graphical structure of the ecountry
prevented ready access to the inter-
ior, while the various heathen reli-
gions had also to be combatted. Tt
was a country of many religions, de-
clared the speaker, Shintuism, Con-
fucianism and Bhuddism f{lourishing
together, some natives being adher-
ents of all three sects. Pictures
were shown of shrines ' crected
throughout the country in prominent
places to the different heathen gods,
and some of the tembples, shown,
were of an elaborate and magnificent
character. The industries of the is-
land, were outlined, the speaker
showing views which contrasted
strongly with' our own industrial
life. Natives of the island were de-
picted in their occupation of silk
weaving, the manfifacture of pottery,
the making of shoes, and in farm-
ing. Education there is on a com-
paratively high plane and every
child is requested by the government
tc receive at least six years school-
ing. The domestic conditions, pecul-
iar to the people were described, and
pictures were shown of the home life
of the people. Theé military phase of
the nation’s life jvas dealt with, at
some length by the speaker. He stat-
ed that when the boys enter the
higher grades of “schools, military
training is compulsory, and a sep-
arate instructor is attached to each
school for this purpose. The western
world did not fully comprehend the
advantages that had accrued to the
entente allies through the entrance
into the war -of Japan. The German
stronghold of Tging Tau, in China,
had been well fortified, and it was
to have been used as'a base of op-
erations by the Huns in the present
war, and would have undoubtedly
been the source of great invenveni-
ence to the Allies, but for timely and
energetic assistance of the Japanese.
Just prior to the declaration of
war, preparations had been made in
Tsing Tau, whereby German trade
vessels would have been outfitted as
auxiliary cruisers, in case of emerg-
ency, and all ships of this kind leav-
ing the port had been given sealed
orders to be opened upon receipt of
a wireless message in code. This
message instructed all vessels with-
in a certain territory to return at
once to Tsing Tau. This plan was
frustrated by the declaration of war
by Japan, and this action on the
part of the Island of Flowers, had
enabled Britain to withdraw her
North China squadron and concen-
trate her navy in the North Sea, to
thus better cope with the German
naval strength. When the Russian
advance in Galicia had been halted,
and when more losses were sustain-
ed by Russia than, as the speaker
stated, had any other army of mo-
dern times, that had continued to
remain in the field. It had been at
this crisis, when munitions had
been at a low ebb, that Japan had
come to the rescue, and taking
arms from her own soldiers, had
transported them “aecross a con-
nent to the Russian troops.

Turning from this part his
subject, the speaker related some
of his experiences in the missionary
field. He told of the advancement of
the Christian religion, and of how,
not only were many of the churches
self supporting, but others were be-
ing constructed by the people them-
selves. While a great work had al-
ready been accomplished, there was
a splendid opening for more work-
ers, and the speaker thought that
the ehurch would never be fully
capable of dealing with the ques-
tions that would arise at home until
it had expanded and widened its in-
terests to embrace the cause of
missions in the distant foreign fields.
At the conclusion of the address
in commenting on the lecture, the
pastor of the church, made a strong
aopeal to any of the young people
who might as yet be undecided as
to their life’s work, and thought
that no career conld be planned that
would be preferable to that of a
missionarv in a foreign field. He

BRITSH BOBED
CTY OF GAZA

Fire From Sky Rained Up-
On Turkish Post in
Palestine

Londop, April 24,—The  Turkish
forces in Southern Palestine, who
have been reinforced, held a strongly
entrenched position extending from
Gaza in the direction of. Beersheba,
according to an official statement
from the commander-in-chief of the
British forces in Egypt made public
here this evening. The organization
of positions gained on the front of the
Turkish main line is proceeding sat-
-isfactorily, says the statement, which
says in conclusion that “our artillery,
assisted by aircraft, exploded a muni-
tions dump in Gaza.”

An official communication dated
April 22 and referring to the opera-
tions against the Turks reports the
withdrawal of the Turks on the Sinai
front. “The enemy, defeated near
Gaza, withdrew his right wing,” says
¢he communication. “He is con-
structing new positions with the ob-
Jjeect of protecting that flank. The
small number of prisoners taken in
this fight proves that the struggle
was a desperate one. We captured a
darge number of rifles and some au-
tomatic guns. Three armored motor
cars which the enemy sent into the
fight were destroyed.”

SHOCKED AND HAUNTED
BY BELGIUM’S PLIGHT
Father of Family Decided That

Wails of Hungry Children Meant

It Was Time for Him to Act.

Montreat, April 24.—Omne of the
contributions of money which has
gone forward for the purchase of
food for.the starving Belgian child-
ren was accompanied by a letter of
unusual interest. This subsecriber,
who signed himself “It meant me”
wrote that he had seen the appeals
for the starving children of Belgium
and while he was shocked at tae de-
seriptions of what the Belgians were
suffering, and hoped that enonugh
monev would be forthcoming to save
the children from starving, yet the
call to help ‘““didn’t seem to mean
me.’”” He proceeded:

‘““Starving children! The words
shocked and haunted me, I could-
n't get -away from them. I began
‘to wonder if I really meant to stop
my ears to such a ery. I never saw
a little child really starving. My
own children have always had plen-
ty, with extras thrown in. How
would I feel if T saw them starving
—if I heard their mother say they
were starving? A shivering feeling
came over me as ] seemed to see a
Belgian mother holding her baby in
thin, trembling arms, close to her
wasted breast, and to hear her cry-
ing out in agony and despair to me,
‘In the name of God the Father,
save my baby.” All around wer>
other mothers and children being
helped by somebody else; but this
mother seemed to be waiting for
me, and calling to me, to save her
baby. How can I do otherwise than
leap up from the comparative boun-
ty of my own comfortable home,
and make haste to send life and
health to at least one starving baby,
and put into that one mother’s
mouth a ery of joy in place of her
cry of despair?

In order to give the Belgians the
minimum of food required to keep
them not in plenty, but at least
strong enough to resist disease, an

extra $3,000,000 per month is re
quired over and above the subscrip-
tions which have been coming for-
ward to date, That can only be ob-
tained if everyone whom the appeal
of the Belgian Relief Commission
reaches realizes that the appeal
means him or her.

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THE SITUATION.

The Germans are fighting more
and more bitterly, and more and
more stubbernly against the British
in the Western arena, but Haig is
able to report an advance at three
points. The
of the chief arteries of supplies for
the foe—has also been cut off. On
the other hand, at two or three
points the reinforced enemy gained
lost positions. On the French front
yesterday, artillery duels prevailed.

Over The Courier’s leased wire
yesterday afternoon there came the
story of the British success over the
Turks at Samara and the capture of
much railway rolling stock, together
with two barges loaded with muni-
tions. Both losses will be severely
felt by the sons of Islam.

In the biggest air fight of the war
the British aeroplanes brought down
forty Teuton planes, while only two
of their machines are reported as
missing. The conflict took place
nearly three miles above French
territory.

It is announced that the food con-
ditions of several of the Allies have
been reported to Washington as
critical. In this regard President
Wilson and his Cabinet held a meet-
ing yesterday in order to see what
could be done to increase the supply
from the States. It was felt that the
best method was to urge systemiza-
ion and the prevention of waste, and
those two things will be strongly
brought to the attention of the peo-
ple.

The rumor of a German attempt
against Petrograd has been revived,
while the unrest in Germany is stated
to be centering around the Chancel-
lor.

Spain has addressed a note to Ger-
many with regard to the ruthless
submarine warfare, the ignoring of
which may well bring her into the
war. The growing anti-German tide
in South America is clearly having
its effect on Alfonso’s people.

THE BUDGET SPEECH.

The annual pronouncement of Sir
Thomas White, Finance Minister,
was characterized by the business-
like lucidity which has always char-
acterized the presentation of his bud-
gets.

He was able to show that under
the wise legislative measures of the
government, Canada had met war
demands quite buoyantly. Receipts
for the fiscal year have totalled
$232,000,000 with an outlay of
$173,000,000 thus leaving a balance
of $60,0000,000 for reducing war
expenditure account. Daily expenses
and future obligations are still pil-
ing up, while the national debt is
naturally growing apace. It is now
$90,000,000 and may reach $1,-
300,000,000 before the end of the
year. In this regard it is proposed
to make a further levy on war pro-
fits as follows:—

There can be no legitimate objec-
tion to such taxation as the above.
Those who make money out of war
needs should be prepared to share
up for war purposes.

No changes are proposed in the
tariff and there will be no no ad-
vance of income tax, Sir Thomas
very properly holding that generous
responses for patriotic purposes are
tantamount to that.

Speaking generally domestic af-
fairs are shown to be in excellent
shape but Sir Thomas urgently ad-
vises more thrift and more economy
to meet the reaction when hostilities
cease.

A GOOD CASE MADE OUT.

To anyone who studies
there would certainly seem
other lugical way for the proposed
provincial road except the old time
central route which embraces this
district.

The main case was presented by
Mr. W. S. Brewster, K. C., of the
city, and he was afterwards most de-
servedly and warmly congratulated
by those who heard his splendid ef-
fort. Of course, he had the facts
with him but they were marshalled
and presented in such a complete
and convincing manner that the
outstanding claims of the central
route were driven home with cojent
force. In the course of his remarks
Mr. Brewster was able to show that
from the standpoint of population
and material interests, the Central’s
had it all over their northern friends,
while the length of construction
would be much less and the physical
conditions much more favorable for
road construction purposes.

As in the case of the other deputa-
tion, due consideration was
promised. The rival claims will now
come under careful review and there
should be little doubt as to the out-
come.

THE DUTY OF PARLIAMENT.
““Germany is not yet beaten. She
is going back in the hope of becom-
ing stronger, and numerically, she
is stronger now than at any time
during the war. She has now many
more divisions in the field than last
vear and has increased the number

of her soldiers by about one mil-
lion.”

This is not the pessimistic wail of
an ignorant croaker: it is the grave
warning of Sir William Robertson,
Chief of the Imperial Staff at Army
Headquarters, appealing for half a
million more men before July.

Speaking in the Canadian House
of Commons on August 19th, 1914,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier declared:

“Speaking for those who sit
around me, speaking for the wide
constituencies which we represent
in this House. I hasten to say that
to all these measures we are pre-
pared to give immediate assent. If
in what has been done, or in what
remains to be done there may be
anything which in our judgment
should not be done or done differ-
ently, we raise no question, we take
no exception, we offer no critjecismn,
and we shall offer no criticism so
long as there is danger at the front.”

In the summer of 1915 Sir Wil-
frid emphasized his position in an
address delivered 'in Toronto before
the Ontario Federation of Liberal
Clubs, as follows:

“I have this to say io the Prime
Minister and his colleagues: I do
not care for an election. Let the
Prime Minister and his colleagues
say there shall be no election as
long as the war shall go on, and I
will pledge myself and the party
that we shall stop all preparations
and think of nothing but the war.”

A few months later, adressing the
Montreal Reform Club, Sir Wilfrid
declared that:

‘““At the present time the only
thing we have to think of is to finigh
the war, and to adjourn to a future
date those domestic problems which
will have to be taken up later on.”

And, finally, in his speech in the
Commons last session, advoecating
an extension of Parliament, the Libh-
eral leader said:

“The issue is still pending and,
so long as it is pending, so long as
Belgium has not been restored to
her independence. so long as France
has not recovered her lost territory,
so long as the enemy has not been
thrown back beyond the Rhine. for
my part, and I speak again as I have
spoken alwavs—my supreme thought
will be to give all the assistance in
our power to Britain in‘the struggle
which' she had undertaken acgainst
the ecommon eremy of mankind.”

The issue is still pending. Belgium
is still under the Prussian yoke.
France has not recovered all her lost
territory; the Allies are still far
from the Rhine, and the people will
hold to strict account those who at
‘tempt to lforce election at this
period.

GREAT BRITAIN ARMED

(By a Finnish Lady.)

It is my first visit to England since
the war began. Entering, it was not
like England. Before it was so free.
Everybody was willing to help and
direct any person who was foreign.
Now it is strict, severe scrutiny and
carefulness. All my papers in order
and the letters of officials in  Hel-
singfors hardly served to obtain me
entrance. The careless English have
learned a hard lesson spelt in spies
who pretended to be of all neutral
and friendly nationalities.

At last T was permitted to leave
with my English hosts. We went
through dark Lendon streets that I
remembered blazing with light. In-
side the house all was changed too.
The furniture was the same, the
welcome was even warmer, for the
English esteem above all friends
those who stand by them in trouble,
but the atmosphere was different.
The elder sons of the family were
absent. Two were dead—both offi-
cers, one in the army and one in
the navy. Their parents, brothers
and sisters wrote and spoke of them
with loving pride, and as if their
lot were happy and to be envied.
Every comfort and luxury were given
and offered me, but the household
had settled itself down to simplieity
and economy. Luxuries are for the
wounded, the fighters on leave ‘and
the children of the poor. How
strange it is to see these changes.
The England I knew was given up
to games, pleasure and making itself
comfortable. This England is think-
ing of the other countries that make
it an Empire; of its Allies; of all
who in some manner are helping
against its foes.

England is armed. I have been in
a motor across many miles of Eng-
land to visit some soldiers in a camp
and again I do not know this Eng-
land. Each pretty village has soldiers
walking, drilling, passing with goods
or on sentry outside the building.
The roads are dusty with big wag-
ons, with lines of singing, marching,
red-cheeked young men, with cover-
ed trolleys, with horses. On lovely
commons and stretches of ground
one sees suddenly a massed town of
solid huts, built with roofs, doors,
and windows, drainage, social halls,
as il this war were going on for 50
yvears, the little homes of the wmil-
lions in city and hamlet, all have
tales to tell of fathers and sons on

the sea or in France,
English call ‘overseas,” the countries
the British own across the oceans.
There must be millions of women
engaged in war tasks. Whole towns
have sprung up, built especially for
the women munition workers, equip-
ped on the American plan with a
staff aside to look solely after their
health and welfare, and buildings of
most modern improvements.

It is sad to see this England, but
England does not seem sad. It gives
the fighters on leave the gayest, most
luxurious holidays, it—denies them
nothing, it grumbles at no money
spent or to be spent. All I have heard
is, “‘never mind the expense; save
the men all you can; save the lives
you can; we will look after the wi-
dows and children; we can all go
short for them and the wounded; no-
thing matters except winning this
war that has been forced upon us;
nothing matters as long as the world
does not have all this bloodshed and
waste of men and things again.” I
think every fresh incident of the war
like the deportations from Belgium,
acts of harshness to prisoners or
civilians,. children or old people,
makes the BEnglish sterner and hard-
er. They say not much; but they
mean much, for they at once began
preparations as if for a longer,
stronger fight. I did not think the
English could alter so greatly. They
are stubborn. “We are not conquer-
ed till we are all dead.” I have
heard none say this in words, but it
ig in all their works and looks.

I had to smile
when I saw Brantford written' on
it, but believe me to smile after be-
ing a prisoner of war in Germany
since April 24th, 1915, is a hard
thing to do. I wish to thank you for
the same, and let us hope I am one
of the lucky boys and will meet you
in Brantford at some future day. I
am well— (here the card is heavily
censored)—. I hope this will find
you in the best of health.

Smoke Stack Erected
at Pumping Station

The new steel smoke stack at the
pumping station at the waterworks,
was erected yesterday afternoon
The pipe, which is thirty-six inches
in diameter stands ninety feet tall,
and weighs about two and a hati
tons.

If this were the case, if they
were able to serve territory eighty
miles north of their route, then the
central cities might justly claim to
be able to serve the whole of the
district, no point in which would be

central route. The claim of the nor-
thern cities to an excess in popula-
tion was refuted by actual figures.
Mr. Brewster quoted statistics show-
ing the population of the central
towns and cities to be 161,497, while
the cities, towns and villages along
the northern line totalled only 71,-
306, less than half of the central dis-
trict. The territory to be covered
by the central route included the
best agricultural counties in the pro-
vince, the speaker pointed out, in-
cluding five of the nine counties sel-
ectéd by the government as banner
counties, only one of which was in-
cluded in the northern route.

The central route was the direct
route, being twenty two mi}es short-
er than the northern, a total length
of 108 miles contrasted to 130. In
addition, to adopt the northern
route, the full length of mileage
must be constructed, while in the
central route the line between Ham-
ilton and Toronto was already in
existence, leaving only seventy two
miles to be constructed, at a saving
of a million and a half of dollars to
the government.

The government aimed at achiev-
ing a road which serves the far-
mer, or in other words to unite the
producer and consumer, which the
central route would most adequately
fill. Admitting that the northern
counties held the superiority in the
matter of cattle raising, the central

VERY URGENT

Food Production is Vital
and Help is Needed

THROUGH DOMINION
An Appeal for Volunteers

to go on Farm Work
PG

The snow is fast disappearing.
Life on the farm is springing into
activity. The world is beginning to
think once more of the large and
indispensable part the farmer plays
in promoting the welfare of the
human race. Thig war has brought
home to the nations of the earth
the importance of being self-con-
tained in the production of food-
stuffs. The call has gone out from
Britain for more food. Added to
the anxieties of organizing and
keeping in a high state of efficiency
the war machine, British statesmen
are confronted with a shortage of
foodstuffs due in large measure (o
the failure of last year’'s crops. Brit
ain ig putting forth strenuous ef-
fortg to remedy this condition by
increasing tillage. But here in Can-
ada much may be done to help the
Cmpire by increasing farm produe-
tion.

The farmer is more than willing
to do his part, but he cannot work
miracles. Farming cannot be ear-
ried on without labor. The Provin-
icial Government is showing a read-
iness to do all in its power to fac-
iliate the work of the Organization
of Resourceg Committee, which "has
i been co-operating with the Boards
of Trade with the object of recruit-
ing and organizing labor for farms.
For some reason or other, the pro-
ject is not making the headway it
ought, owing to the difficulties that
have been placed in the way of high
school boys who desire to help 1a
this war by helping the farmer.
Many of these lads are experienced
in farm work, and ‘could rendar
good service at this eritical stage
of the war. Nothing should be per
mitted to stand in the way of any
Canadian boy who is prepared to do
hig bit for the Empire on the farni.
There are many girls also who are
'ready and willing to ease the labors
of the farmer’s wife in the kiicnen
and dairy if only the opportunity
be afforded them by a modification
of the school regulations.

SHORTAGE or KFOOD; ThHE

CAUSE, AND A REMEDY

To the Editor: History again rec-
peats itself. During the Russian
War in 1854-5 the price of wheat
advanced to $2.25 per bushel, and
the writer weighed wheat in Holt’s
Mill, in Dundas, for which this 1ﬁ'i<‘c
was paid. When peace was deciar-
ed prices went down rapidly and
wheat became plenty with few buy-
ers again,
In 1877, because of reported
short crops and the notorious cor-
ner in wheat on the Chicago kx-
change, the price was forced up to
$2.00 per bushel. This price be-
ing paid in Toronto for a few days
only, when the Chieago wheat cor-
ner broke, prices also broke down
and both wheat and flour became
plenty.

To-day, by reason of reported
short crops and the world war now
raging, the price of wheat has a-
gain gone up to $2.25 per bushel.
The present food condition is aggra-
vated by producers and dealers
holding for higher prices and con-
sumers buying to store up, thinking
prices will advance. However, when
the tendency turns to lower prices
then plenty will be offered, It will
be admitted that should this prac-
tice of holding and storing goes on
the people will suffer through short-
age of food and high prices.

As a remedy I would suggest that
all consumers buy food from week
to week only—a single huoseholder
breaking such a rule would change
matters little. However, if a mill-
ion doing so it would produce a
great change, providing the Govern-
ment would make a law that th=
maximum vrice to be-paid for wheat
shall be $2.00 per bushel, and a3
that figure could not then be ad-
vanced there would be no object to
hold or-store for higher price, anil
wheat in plenty would offer, ana
providing also that an order in
council was passed making it a law
that all millers shall grind the wheat
into graham flour not bolted or
sifted during war time. In this
manner there would be much saved
both in price and in wheat, for ex-
ample, at two dollars per bushel,
202 1bs. of wheat cost $6.70, for
milling, 50 less 6 1lbs. waste in
cleaning, 196 1lb, one barrel cost
$7.20. Saving in cash about $3.00
per bbl. from present price and a
saving in wheat about one bushel,
thirty-eight pounds 1.38.

Income Tax Not Favored.
This was the only new taxation
proposed by the minister. The minis-
ter said that there had been many
proposals that there should be a
Canadian income tax, following the
example of Great Britain and the
United States. He did not favor this
method of taxation. Canada, he said,
was not a country of large accumula-
tive wealth and Canadian incomes
were generally derived from person-
al earnings.

Not Equitable.
Sir Thomas did not think it was
equitable to impose additional taxa-
tion upon professional and salaried
classes, already taxed upon their in-
comes by municipalities and provin-
ces, when the cost of living had in-
creased so greatly. He said the max-
imum amount which would be ob-
tained from such a tax in Canada
would be comparatively small and its
administration exceedingly costly.
The cost of levy and collection in
Canada would be much higher pro-
portionately than in a country as
small as Great Britain or as populous
as the United States.

Public Paying Share.

The minister also pointed out that
the Canadian public was already vol-
untarily supporting Canadian patrio-
tic, Red Cross and other funds. “The
amount contributed annually to
these funds,” remarked Sir Thomas,
‘“is  much like income taxa
tion, especially with issues of Dom-
inion bonds exempt from Dominion
taxation.”

No Tariff Changes.

Sir Thomas announced that there
would be no tariff changes. This an-
nouncement came as somewhat of a
surprise. While no radical changes
were anticipated, it was/ expected
that there would he minor altera-
tions in the tariff. The House was
convinced that beans, for instance,
were to be placed on the free list.
Sir Thomas said that the higher cus-
toms taxation upon luxuries had
been frequently suggested, but such
proposals overlooked the fact that
most articles of this character come
from France, which are now fixed by
treaty. Apart from this he hesitated
at a time when France needed the
advantage of all her sales on this
side of the Atlantic to assist her ex-
change to place an increased duty
against importation from her ally.

With these two sources of revenue
eliminated, Sir Thomas confined his
increased taxation to abnormal pro-
fits made by business firms during
the war. In his opinion, a business,
deriving advantage from the war,
should properly contribute its share
of profits to the government for the
purpose of the war.

ter-section of available Dominion laud 12
anitobu, Saskatchewan or Alherta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person ut t'e Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the district. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but
sot Sub-Agency), on ¢ertain conditions.

Dutles—Six months residence upon 80d
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live wlithin
aine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at Jeast 80 acres, on certaln conditlons.
A habitable house is required except wheré
residence 1s performed in the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for cultl-
vation under certaln conditions.

In certain districts a homesteader In
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
