Paris, Tuesday, Jan. 8—(Delayed)
—In a #urprise attack east of St.
Mihiel ta~gay F'tench troops penetrat-
ed German defences on a front of
nearly a mile. After demolighing
the positions and destro¥ing shelters
they returned to their own lines with
150 prisoners and & number of mach-
ine -guns. The official statement is-
sued to-night by the war office says.

The French repulsed an enemy at-
tempt in Champagne in the Verdun
sector and in Upper Alsace the artil-
lery battle continues. The statement
reads:

“In Champdgne we repulsed an
enemy attempt against our small
posts east of Mont Teton. The artil-
lery fire was rather lively in the Avo-
court and Beonvaux sestors.

“In the Woevre in the ®egian north
of Seichepray we carried out an ex-
tensive surprise attack which suc-
ceceded completely. Our detachments

penetrated the enemy positions on a

front of about 1500 metres. The
German defences 'were demolished
and the shelters destroyed. In accord-
ance with orders our troops after-
ward returned to their own lines,
bringing about 150 'prisoners and a
number of machine guns and hand
grenades. -

“In Upper Alsace the artillery on
both sides was active north of the
Rhone-Rhine cangl.

Dispérsed ‘Fire.

“Belgian communication:

‘January 7 and 8 were marked
especially by the dispersion of a -fire
of extreme intensity which had been
directed against the mneighborhoods
of Ramscapelle, ‘Pervys, St. Jacques
Capelle, Oudecapelle and Nieucapel-
le. Elsewhere our trenches in the
Dixmude sector were the object of a
rather violent bombardment to which
our batteries replied most energetic-
ally. This afternoon, German guns
shelled rather intemsely the regions
of Bixsgchoote and Luyghem. Our
artillery replied by shellmg enemy
Menmve organizations.”

Jan. %.-—Simmeoe’s need
of an active fire warden ig evident
from the fact that at the moment
possibly not one per cent. of the
owners of property in town “have
the shut-off orotection tubes for gas
and water services to t{heir build-
ings clear of snow. Perhaps not
more than ten per cent. of the oc-
cupants could locate these aper-
tures_ although it is efsential that
gas and water be turned off at the
street line with all promptness
when a fire occurs.

In the Event of Fire,

with the fact that many do
know just what should be done in
caes of fire and for general in-
formation might state that the loca-
tion of the fire, name ang street
number, should be reported to cen-
tral over the nearest telephone, and
to save ambiguity ‘‘north” or
“south’’ should be specified on all
streets parallel to Norfolk street,
The wrench man should be shown
on arrival where the gas is to. be
turned off. Ang there are the other
precautions and instructions which
only an officer for the business can
properly .impart and enforce. In
the meantime it is advisable Ao keep
the snow eleared away from ‘the
street shut-off.

the Hydro-Electric Power Commis-
sion, in order to conserve the power
resources of the province for the
manufacture of munitions, war sup-
‘plies and other essential industries.
The orders, which are practically
identical, were agreed upon as a re-
sult of conferences between .the
Power Controller and Sir Adam
Beck. In respect to electric adventis-
ing signs and ornamental lighting—
including cluster lights and @ the
lighting of buildings not in use—
the orders are mandatory, and ap-
ply not only to the companies sell-
ing power, but to individuals as
well. The orders are also a direec-
ition to the public at large to con-
serve electrical power in every way.
Sir Adam Beck stated last night
that the response to the former ap-
peal to the public had meant a sav-
ing of about 12,000 horsepower, and
that observance of the new orders
would probably effect an additional
saving of over 10,000 horsepower.

'ing no stone unturned in an effort
to secure'coal. The Mayor-elect is-
sues an appeal to all citizens to co-
operate with him in efforts to ve-
lieve the distress, and to place in
eiviec hands all surplus coal.

“In-the -first place,”” Mac explain-

ed, ‘“‘the public . should - remember
that I am not officially Mayor until
Monday next at. eleven a.m., when
the ‘inaugural ‘meeting of -the new
Couneil will be held. My powers
are thus' limited wuntil .that time,
but for the present I have been get-
ting the machinery in motion. I
have asked the deputy fuel c¢ontrol-
ler for, an appointment at which to
consider the local -situation, 'and
have also asked a hearing with the
Dominion eontroller. and . with Sir
Henry Drayton of the Railway Com-
mission, in order ‘to deal with the
transpoptation problem. I hlave'got,
in toueh with a personal friepd in:
the Pennsylvania mining  distriot,
and he, if it can be arranged with
the Government, will remlain there
and purchase ceoal for, Brantford
dealers, to be handled through the
local bureau. As yet, the city has
no power to buy fuel, and further,
we have no disposition to -disturb
either-the coal dealers or any other
legitimate business men; our desire
is all for the public benefit.
! *“I' hgve a plan now under con-
sideration whereby a branch office
of the fuel distributing depot will
be established in every ward of the
city,  whereby saving many a long
walk to the central bureau.

“I have asked the fuel-controller
to place.in my hands power to take
an inventory of ‘all coal in the city,
.whether ih the hands of 'dealers. or
iin private cellars, and would ask
~any eitizen with niore coal on hand
Ithan ‘needed for his' immiedinte  ve-
| gnirements to “notify the eivic coal
i office if he can spare any quantity.
I believe that all ‘are
terested in' alleviating the shortage,
and do not desire ‘to' taka any
drastic stéps, but am appealing for
the co-operation of all. - If néeces-
sary,- it. will be found that I have
sufficient baeckbone to take. any
steps necessary to relieve the situa-
tion, but my disposition is to be
neasonable in all matters. The peo-
rle, however, must haye relief.

Leaders of theé Assembly hope
the allies will repeat theélr ' ‘peace
terms in time for the opening of the
Assembly, thus permitting a united
front against the German executive
demands. The Bolsheviki are hoping
the same.
