In some places he would
not have been allowed to escape!

I learned that the prices paid for
labor at the building of the new college
building, greatly hampered the building
of it and stand in the way of the erection
of a new Seminary, viz.,: masons $1.00
per hour; carpenters and painters, $5.00,
$6.00 and $7.00 a day.

If'a capitalist wanted to put up ten
