Tais has been a bright, glad season
four many lumbermen on the Mira-
michi. Some years ago, lumbering
paid, aud not only that, bat those
engaged in it, Iaid up mach money,
Muyst of those who laid money by in the
years of plenty, were foriified, and
felt they were, against evil times,
should any come,—and come they
did. .

Life in Florida.

THE APPEARANCE OF THE COUNTRY j

’
ITS TREES, AND FRUIT; IT8 HEAT

ETC.—SWARNMS OF PELICANS—SHOOT-
ING ALIGATORS. :

[Written for the Srar.]

It was Ponce de Leon who looked in
raptures opou this land : and as he stood
bathed in its glowing light, fancied in
the joy ot his heart that he had found
the fountain. of eternal youth, the £
Doralo, for be had grown old, and the
warmth of this balmy - region inspired
him with new life, asit banished the
torturing agonies of rheumatism. In
writing you a description of Florida, 1
will confine myself strictly to fac's, and
as narrative is the best channel through
which to convey my story, in that form
will [ pat it.

In the winter, Florida is seen to best
advantage because the season is then
tempered down to what we northerners
want, and because it is at this seaion
people pour from every quarter of the
continent, to bathe in the balmy air.
The invalids begin to pour in about
Christmas, returning in March or April
—when the ususl accompaniuments of
summer, dampness, fleas and intermit-
tent fever, set in. The weather from
December to April, ws would call a long
September, sometimes delightfully warm
and sometimes rendering a fire of pine
knots in the cpen fire places which are
generally used, both cheerful and
desirable.  The air is bracing, the san
bright, the hotels full, and the invalids
happy. They thick their disease has
gone, but return home to find the enemy
was only quieted for the time.

THE COAST, TUE BAR, AND PELICAKS

On approaching the coast of Florida
near the mouth of the 8t. John River,
for the first ti ne the traveller sees a long
line of white cosst looking as if 1t were
covered with snow but this is he soon
finds to bc heaps of white sand blown
ap from tue beaches into piles looking
very much like snow banks seen from
a distance. On drawing nearer the
mouth of the river, long, low, sandy
bars come into view, literally covered
with pelicans, The numbers of these
birds here congregited together rather
destroys the story that the pelican is a
solitary bird. Indeca [ have seen these
birds collected together in a gimilar
mauner on the sand bars off the mouth
of the Torrens river on the Australian
coast.

Atthe entrance of the St. John's
river is a Jarze sand bar which renders
the river diffi ult of access to vessels
of heavy tonnage. The River runs

turning east rans ahout twenly five
miles and empties into the Atluntic. At

ville coutaining about ten
inhabitants. Jacksonville
metropolis of the s.ate. The country
back of the town for many miles is
covered with southern pine. The s0il
is sandy and unproductive unless hizhly
manured which requires to be done
twice a year if other crops than oranges
are required, and indeed this is rather
far north for that fruit. At St. Augus
tine and up the St, John's particularly
above Pilatka glorious oranges are
growa. They are large juicy and
luscious.  The wild oranges are sour,
and the rind has s peculiar and very
disagreeable odor and taste,
Jjuice makesa very pleasant orangeade.
I'ne orange crops at Florida are
generally sold on the trees and are
picked andshipped by the buyers; out
there are muny small groves snd trees
owned by partieswho use them themselves
'8 our country people do ~their apples.
The chespest way of getting the fruit is
to make a trade with a negro for a hun-
dred ; but if your conscience should be
tender dont do so for in sll probubility
be will steal them.

THE ALLIGATOR.

Having been sent to Florida by a
New York firm to lovk after their lum-
ber business, I was compelled to live «t
the mills about & mile below the
to¥n. The mills stood upcu the edge of
the river : behind them stretched & wide
swampy morass, cut up by creeks and
pond holes. I arrived -in December,
aod as the alligitors did not put in an
appearauze until later in the season, I
was prevented from accomplishing im-
mediately what was the highest of my
smbition, to shoot one ; but I gave the
Negroes working in and about the mills
strict injunctions to apprize me of the
first appearance of one. Some time
afterward as I was engaged in the office
one day a Negro poked his heud in the
door and called out. ** Say boss, -dcre's
the biggest 'gaiter in de creek ye ebber
seed.” 1 acvordingly caught up my
Sharp’s Repeater and sallied fortn, fol-
lowed by the engineers wife and children
and a whole posse of Darkies in high
glee. My dusky informant led the way
und soon brought me to the
edge of the creek, and pointing across to
the other side, said: ¢ Dere he is
Mussa,” and there he was thoush I conld
vnly see & portion of his back, the rest
of his body and head bemng hidden by
the tall grass and reeds among which le
lay. Baving heard so much about tlLe
toughness of the alligator's hide, I was
st & loss whether or uot to fire at his
body or try to get'a chance at his eye,
but came to the conclusion to fire at
what I saw of him, and cracked uway.
One struggle among tae reeds and all
wag 8till.  The Luge animal lay like
 great di'colored log, and the Dirkies
danced aboat, using the raost coumical
expressions, such as ‘¢ Dat busted him ;”
*‘ dat air gaiter’s kerflumoxed,” ete. [
told them to go over and drag him out
where we could see him, and a rush was
made across a little bridge a short dis
tance below, each Negro trying to .be
ahead.  One suble form reached the
zume, stooped to catch his tail, and the
aext moment performed his best acroba-
tic feat, turning & complete somersauls.
tighting in the reeds some distance from
his starting point. The brate was not
dead but desperately wounded, and still
retainjng power in his tail, had used At
to such perfection as to cause the afort =
said gyrations of the poor Darkey, wlo
however fortanately was not much
hart. I crossed over and put & bullet
through the animals head which speedily
ended his existence. He meausured
twelve feet and was considered a good
sized one, though I have since seen 1auch
larger. 1 gave the Negroes the skin,
which they stripped off, intending keeping
the larger teeth which are very fine ivory
and of which dog whistles, cane heads
and other ornamectal articles are made,
but they were tuvo small to be of any
service in that way.  So I let them go
with the hide. I have shot many an
alligator since, but never have I found
the slighest difficulty in boring a hbole
through their hide with a rifle bullet.
Their hides form quite an article of
cammerce and are shipped in large
quantities to the North where they are
manufactured into boots and shoes which
though they may be useful ate not at all
handsome.

We turned the
hor:e out on the ice at Middle Island, for
hére we had resched the limit of the smelt
fishers’ grounds. The first net s set 20p
yards to the eastward of the island, the limit
being rigidly fixed there,becanse if nets were
set pbove that limit tons of small bass would
bo caught and destroyed to no purpose. Fot
the same reasun no fisherman above that
point is_allowed to fish for smelt with any
contrivanoge other than a hook. This regu-
