DORCHESTER TO GO 

HOME TO DIE
St. John Telegraph: Released from 

Dorchester penitentiary only to come 
home to die, is the sad fate of a St. 
John young man, or rather boy, as he 
is still in his teens, who arrived in 
the city on Wednesday. His case is 
considered hopeless as he is suffering 
from tuDerculosis, and through the 
efforts of the Salvation Army he was 
allowed to leave the institution in 
charge of his sister and return home

The case is a sad one. The boy 
was just coming into manhood when 
he was sentenced to imprisonment 
because of a youthful escapade and 
while Imprisoned he was afflicted 
with the dread disease which claims 
Its victims by the thousands every 
year. Now he has been permitted to 
return from the penitentiary to die 
at home, so that his short remaining 
span of life may be spent among 
friends and relatives, who thus have 
the opportunity to make his days as 
Comfortable as loving care can.

The boy was arrested In April, 1921 
near Lepreaux, along with five other 
lads, after a long chase through the 
woods, on the charge of stealing a 
horse and carriage and also taking 
some goods from a store.

ONLY a few short years ago the 
noble Kootenay Columbia Valley 

was practically unknown except to its 
few inhabitants. But no. longer will 
this great silent vale remain unknown 
and inaccessible, for blasted out of the 
rock and hewed through the great for­
ests of pines there has been built a high­
way, a great motor road, which will 
opened officially to the tourists next 
year. This will be known as the Banff 
Windermere Road. It follows a route 
from Banff, through the Vermillion and 
Sinclair passes to the Windermere dis­
trict of the Columbia Valley, a dis­
tance of some eighty miles. On it the 
traveller will follow the most wonder­
ful succession of peaks, ravines and 
valleys on the North American contii> 
ent, rivalling in rugged splendor those 
seen along the Grand Canyon of the 
Colorado.

In the late Summer, under the direc­
tion of L. O. Armstrong, the well- 
known Canadian lecturer, and under the 
auspices of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way, there started from Banff a party 
of writers and camera men. This was 
the first party privileged to traverse the 
new highway by the pack train method 
of transit, and probably the last as the 
road is practically completed.

Marble Canyon was the first side trip 
of the party, this being some two miles 
off the main road and so named because 
of the grey marble rocks that form its 
sides. Ixxiking into the abysmal depths 
of this narrow gorge, the presence of 
the mad torrent below could only be de­
tected by a cloud of spray-mist and the 
rumbling of the rushing water.

In the vicinity of Marble Creek, a 
mile or so from the main road, on the 
mountain side, are the Vermillion paint 
pots.

These are three holes some seven or 
eight feet deep, filled with water of 
three colors, ochre, red (Vermillion) and 
green, the coloring being due probably 
to deposits of the soluble oxides of 

-•iron and copper. These combina­
tions have formed natural pigments that 
are equal to the finest commercial 
paints. It is known that the Kootenays 
long before the advent of the white 
man used these colorings to decorate 
their tepees with weird designs and 
adorn their bodies with “War Paint' 
before attacking their enemies. Ji* 1°' 
dians, tod, were the first to commercial 
ize these valuable deposits, and bartered

these pigments with southern tribes for 
corn and even for the shells of Mexico.

The next bit of journey, some IS 
miles, was through the Vermillion pass 
—still along the road. Many writers 
have essayed the description of moun­
tain roads—long pine avenues with their 
lights and shadows ; on either side snow 
capped peaks flung against the sky, 
these flanked by high foot hills topped 
with burnt forests, where dead pines 
twining and intertwining their dead 
branches form a great drape of grey 
lace. Abovp and below are streams— 
tumbling tsrrents—water falls—springs 
that bubble from the rocky sides and 
send their silver streams to swell the 
volume of turbulent creek. And linger­
ing over all is the odor of the pines 
Mid always the inspiration of Nature’s 
sublimes! creations — the mountains 
themselves.

At Vermillion crossing for the first 
time the party left the road, for it is 
in this vicinity that the last bit is being 
completed, some seven miles.

Resuming the journey next day, the 
pack train following the most direct 
route forded and de forded the tortous 
river, then climbed up some hundreds of 
feet and was once again on the, road. 
Here the traveller realized just what an 
amazing piece of engineering build­
ing this highway, was.

The party proceeded through the Ver­
million pass into the Kootenay Valley 
and camp was pitched at Kbotcnay 
Crossing, already a well known and 
used camping ground that boasts the 
modem conveniences of a rustic table, 
poles fpr tents, nearness to water and 
all the facilities that make camping 
pleasant. Here, too, are the first traces 
of the incoming settler, the smoke of 
clearing, the little cabin, the transform­
ing of bush into farm land.

The Kootenay Valley is connected to 
the Columbia via the Sinclair Pass, used 
for years by the Indians, who after in­
cursions into the rich lands of the Ver­
million and Kootenay, where moose, elk 
and other game still abound, crossed the 
Divide to visit the hot springs now 
known as the Radium Hot Springs.

For seven miles the pack train slowly 
ascended to the summit of the pass, the 
exact spot being marked by a little 
emerald lake known as Summit Lake. 
For the first time maples, already 
touetied by mountain frosts and flaming 
by the road sides, were noticed. The

scenery through this district is more 
imposing than ever. Chasms are deeper, 
peaks are higher, vegetation is more 
varied. Then followed the descent into 
the wonderful canyon itself enclosed by 
rugged redw alls, known as the Iron 
Gates, towering hundreds of feet on 
either side.

And in the heart of the canyon on the 
side of the mountain is a pool formed 
by a flow from springs, which pour out 
of the surrounding rocks at a tempera­
ture of 115 degrees. These springs are 
2500 feet above the sea level, and have 
been valued for their medicinal qualities 
by the few who know them.

There are four Indian Reserves in 
the Valley—the homes of a remnant of 
the once powerful and warlike Koote­
nays and on the rock wall of the can­
yon arc curious ancient Indian mark­
ings. These Indians are now «peace­
ful and law-abiding, living by hunting, 
fishing, fanning and stock raising.

From the Hot Springs to Lake Win­
dermere the source of the Columbia 
River is only a distance of fourteen 
miles and there the party arrived eight 
days from the time it started, as sched­
uled.

Railway News
Winnipeg, Man.—Since the com­

mencement of the crop year up to 
Oct. 1st, 85,596,674 bushels of wheat 
have been marketed by the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway western lines, 
it was announced at the local office 
recently. During the same period 
the company handled 12,229,772 
bushels of coarse grain and for the 
same period last year 66,164,116 
bushels of wheat were marketed as 
well as 6,940,688 bushels of coarse 
grain. Total cars loaded to date 
amount to 62,773 as against last 
year figures of 38,257.

There is every indication that the 
volume of travel to Europe during 
November and December will this 
year be heavy. It is already appar­
ent that the number of those who 
intend spending Christmas in the 
Old Country will be unusually large, 
and the Canadian Pacific Railway is 
making special arrangements to 
accommodate the traffic. A special 
through train will be run from Win­
nipeg to the steamer “Montcalm", 
sailing from St. John, N.B., on De­
cember 12, and through tourist 
sleepers will run from Edfnonton, 
Calgary, Saskatoon, Regina and oth­
er western points to catch other C. 
P. R. sailings from St John, thus 
giving a through service from these 
cities to the Old Country.

Bow Island.—The Canadian Pa­
cific Railway Company has a gang 
of men at work here on tim improve­
ments to their pumping plant and 
when completed there wHl be quite 
an improvement to the volume of 
water that can be pumped from the 
river. The work includes the put­
ting in of a new boiler and pump at 
the river, so that they can use na­
tural gas as well as gasoline, and 
thus be sure of fuel at all times for 
pumping, and does away with water 
trouble and having engines run for 
water. It also increases the service 
here and practically does away with 
supply at other points.

H. R. Miles, division engineer, has 
charge of the work and has a crew 
of eighteen men working with him 
under Foreman W. J. Oliver. It wHl 
take at least three weeks for the 
work to be completed. When fin­
ished they will be able to fill the
Îresent water tank, which holds 

6,600 barrels, in three hours. When 
H is considered that there will be at 
least twelve to sixteen trains daily 
taking water here it means there 
meet be a supply of ft on hand at 
all times. This new installation vfll 
meet the requirements.

Winnipeg.—Western Canada's ex­
port business in fruit, potatoes and 
ether lines of produce has developed 
to such proportions that exporters 
are now arranging to establish big 
collecting warehouses in Winnipeg 
and other cities of the prairie prov­
inces. The Canadian Pacifie has 
granted special storage in tra-ttil, 
privileges at Winnipeg, Regina, 
Moose Jaw, Lethbridge and Calgary i 
on carload shipments of apples in 
boxes originating in British Colum­
bia.

Under the new arrangement the 
shipper has the privilege of hold­
ing this produce in Winnipeg or any 
of the other western cities named 
for a period of six months and then 
on reshipment he gets the advant­
age of the through rate.

St. John, N.B.—The prize awards 
to section foremen on the New 
Brunswick district of the C. P. R., 
for the best sections of rails, road­
bed, etc., have been announced re­
cently by General Superintendent J. 
M. Woodman. His prize of $50 for 
the second best went to N. Mason 
on the Shogomoc sub-division. The 
first prize of $100, given by Man­
ager J. J. Scully, was announced .a 
few days ago. Of third prizes of

“BOY AT HOHr
It is now less than four weeks 

from Christmas, and the advice given 
to their subscribers by all the news­
papers is to shop early—and patron­
ize the local merchants.

We know that money is not being 
freely circulated In this county, but, 
on the other hand, we are far better 
off than the people in many other 
parts of this province, and the pros­
pect for better times is growing 
brighter day by day.

It Is of course true that people 
have somehow got to have the neces­
saries of life. How they are going to 
get them we do not know, but of 
course the storekeepers in general 
can not be always held up and made 
to furnish them to people who per­
haps will not pay or can not pay. 
The conditions are indeed hard and 
perplexing in many cases.

In regard to the prices of goods 
at local stores and those from mail 
order houses, that is of course an 
old and much argued question. We 
are not doubting the figures given 
in these cases but we do think that 
very often indeed there is a differ­
ence in quality between the goods 
that can be got at home and those 
that will be got from the mail order 
houses that will fully account for- 
the difference in price, if not more 
than account for it. Then, we have 
noticed that people in comparing 
prices in this way nearly always for 
get the cost, bothers, delays and 
transportation expenses necessary to 
getting goods from a mall order house, 
These expenses are almost always 
much more than people figure on, 
if indeed they figure on them at all.

One of the biggest reasons of all for 
not patronizing the mail order houses 
Is that the person buying from them 
is nearly always “buying a pig in a 
poke," as the saying Is, that Is buy­
ing something he does not see and 
can not really know the value of until 
after he has actually paid his money 
and the transaction is closed. If the 
goods are then unsatisfactory or 
prove to be a poor trade, the buyer 
Is In an unprofitable position.

“But," says some mall order pa 
Iron, “the houses I buy from are all 
reliable, and will exchange goods 
that are unsatisfactory." That may- 
usually be true, but the transports 
lion Costs one way almost always 
have to be paid by the dissatisfied 
patron, often both ways, and be 1s 
evefi then pot sure of getting what 
he wants, the way he could doubtless 
flo at a local store. Wlxich does a 
person thtnk would be the most like­
ly to wish to have a patron absolutely 

inWxjt

whom one has personally known for 
years and whom one will doubtless 
see about every week of his life, or 
the rather impersonal mail order 
house one thousand miles away?

Then perhaps the biggest reason 
of any why a person should spend 
his money as near home as poosible 
even though in some cases the fig­
ures representing the cost of goods 
may not be quite so low as those 
marked on highly praised and sup­
posedly similar goods in a mail order 
catalogue, is that when he spends 
his money at home he helps every­
body and every institution at home, 
thereby actually helping himself 
directly, but when he sends his 
money to Moncton, St. John, Montreal 
or Toronto, he is not doing a hand’s 
turn to help anything at home—not 
his church or any church, not the 
schools,, not the hospitals, not the 
library not the daily lives of any of 
his neighbors, no matter how near 
they are or how dear they ought to 
be to the person sending away the 
money.

While it may be true that, if a 
person doesn’t reckon anything for 
his time or labor of writing and for 
the long and frequently vexatious 
delays experienced in getting from a 
distance, one may once in a while 
save a trifle by ordering goods in that 
way, it is a solid fact, we thoroughly 
believe, that, In the long run and in 
the main, the person who spends his 
money as nearly at home as possible 
prospers far better and has the satis­
faction of knowing at the same time 
that he is much the most useful 
citizen to his community.”

Just one short of 90,000 persons 

entered Canada during the fiscal year 
ended March 31, 1922, according to 
a report of the immigration depart­
ment This compares with 148,477 
immigrants in the year previous.

Of the total, 39,200 were from the 
United Kingdom as compared with 
74,262 the year previous, and 29,345 
,rom the United States as against

48,069 in 1921.
During the fiscal year 47,898 

sought admission from the United 
States but because of the closer check 
on would-be Immigrants from the 
south, 18,553 were turned bach. In 
1921, 20,131 out of 68,190 persons
seeking admission were rejected.

Comparatively 39 per cent were re­
jected this year as aga'uet 38 per­
cent the year previous.

In New Brunswick

When these conditions, shut off 

nasal breathing the child becomes 
a “mouth breather.” This is bad be­
cause air breathed In by the mouth 
reaches the throat and lungs in 
raw state. It is not warmed to pro­
per temperature in cold weather, It 
has not had impurites sifted from it. 
and it has not been moistened. A 
dhild breathing after that fashion 
soon develops nasal catarrh, becomes 
pale, narrow-chested and puny, has 
a disagreeable voice, pinched facial 
expression, dropped jaw, protruding 
upper lip and teeth, defective hear­
ing and becomes dull in school. 
These symptoms, fortunately, do 
not all appear in the same child and 
it depends upon the degree of ob­
struction as to how many of then 
will come, but the adenoid child will 
be sure to have some of them.

Adenoids may be suspected in 
a child who sleeps habitually with 
open mouth, snores, has much dif­
ficulty with throat and nose, is al­
ways taking cold or is affected with 
“snuffles.”

We know of no medical treatment 
that will materially benefit a (child 
with adenoids sufficiently enlarged 
to be an obstruction. If left alone 
they may eventually shrivel away, 
hut meantime the child will suffer 
seriously in development and may 
become deaf. The operation for 
removal of adenoid tissue is very 
simple but should always be done 
with every precaution and by one 
having special skill. Under such 
conditions it is a very simple and 
safe operation.

Smelt grill nets and bag nets shall 
have a mesh of not less than one and 
one quarter inches extension meas­
ure, when in iuse. Smelt bag netting 
shall be permisaable in the Bale Verte 
and Port Elgin rivers from Nov. 1 
each year to Jan. 15 following, both

Eclipses Fer 1923

Four eclipses will grace the year 
1923—two of the moon and two of 
the sun. An annular eclipse of the 
sun, March 17. invisible in Maine 
need not specially concern us, but 
the three others are more or less 
visible to our people. A partial 
eclipse of the moon March 2 can 
be seen here and in most of> this 
part of the world well indeed. The 
middle of the eclipse will be about 
10.30 p m. but the shadow will not 
much more than cover a third of 
the face of “the man in the moon”
Another partial eclipse ofthe moon 
August 26, will also both be vis­
ible here. The middle of the 
eclipse occurs about 5.40 a m. In 
this case the earth’s shadow 
covers only a sixth of the moons I wa, „amed.
Surface. A total eclipse Of me 'That -kind of treatment and the 
sun.September 10, will.be visible 
in this region as a partial eclipse 
It will begin at 3.43 p m ending at 
5.20 p m The portion of the sun’s 
surface apparently covered by the 
moon will be a little more than a 
third.

If he were still a stallion 
horsemen In. Maritime Provinces 
would be willing to bid high for him, 
as his requtation is still undiminished 
in these parts.

A. Bonar Law And 
Lord Beaverdreok

A Curious relationship between Bo­

nar Law and Lord Beaverbrook has 

been revealed, and which might go 
far to explain the intimate friendship 

between the two in British politics. 

It is pointed out by T. M. Fraser in 

Saturday Night, Toronto, that the 
fathers of these two celebrities in 
British politics were intimate friends 
in New Brunswick.

‘About the same time as Rev Jas. 
Law came to Canada,” says Mr. Fra­
ser, “ there came another Presbyter­
ian clergyman, whose circumstances 
and experiences were almost a dupli­
cate of those of the father of Bonar 
Law. This was the Rev. William Ait- 
ken, who settled a little farther north 
in the Miramlchl district of New 
Brunswick, but who was a neighbor, 
as neighbors went in that country ot 
great empty spaces.

The two clergymen were bosom 
friends. Rev. William Aitken had a 
large family, one of whom was Wil­
liam Maxwell Aitken, now Lord Bea 
verbrook. When, after a spectacular 
career in Canada, in which, as a com­
pany promoter and financier, he lata 
the foundations of a large fortune, 
Max Aitken went to Great Britain in 
search of other worlds to conquer, 
what more natural that he should 
look up the son of his father’s old 
friend, with whom the family had 
never wholly lost touch ?

The subsequent career of these two 
sons of Presbyterian manses in the 
New Brunswick backwoods, which 
landed one In the peerage after a 
spectacular career as the “Bunty” 
who pulled the strings to make the 
Lloyd George government!, and the 
other in the x Prime Ministership of 
Great Britain, is current history.

BILL SHARON 
SOLD FOR $900.

New York, Nov. 30—The Canadian 
trotter Bill Sharon went under the 
hammer today at the Old Glory sales 
here and was sold for $900. He was 
bought by Dr. Edwin P. Farley, Ky. 
The total horses sold today were 101 
the aggregate price being $66,220. 
Twenty one of them brought $1,000 
or more. Walter Cox the famous 
trainer paid the high price of the day 
when he bought Peter Earl (2.04 1-2) 
for $8,100.

Bill Sharon was bred In Frederic­
ton by S. J. Boyle and with a mark 
of 2.04% Is the fastest Canadian bred 
trotter. Mr. Boyle sold the horse to 
A. Alcorn of Blackville who with his 
business partner F. M. Murchie ot 
St. Stephen sold him to Thomas W. 
Murphy of Poughkeepsie, N.Y., sever­
al years ago for $25,000 in American 
funds then $28,000 in Canadian Cur­
rency. On the grand circuit the horse 
failed.
