RECKLESS EXPENDITURE.

It Cost Canada Nearly $21,000 
Last Year to Supply the 

House of Commons 
and Senate with 

Stationery.

Eleven Hundred and Thirty Dollars Paid 

for Pocket Knives Alone.

If the tax payers of Canada desire an 
insight into the reckless manner in which 
their money is squandered at Ottawa 
under the Tory regime, let them turn to 
the last report of the Auditor General and 
read the expenditure in connexion with 
the Senate and House of Commons. We 
select one item alone-»-that under the 
head of “ Stationery and the details 
are interesting. Think of nearly $21,000 
expended for this alone for the year end­
ing June 30th, 1894. For pocket knives 
for the 300 and odd legislators, it cost 
$1130.35, or more than $3 per head. The 
details are as follows :

SHE WALKS WHILE ASLEEP.

Mrs. Quintal, of Oakland, Cal., Worries 
G004 Citizens, Who Mistake 

Her for a Ghost.

(Front the San Francisco Examiner.)

Mrs. R. A. Quintal, a dressmaker living 
in Tenth street, got up in her sleep lately 
and, dressed only in her night-robes, 
wandered about the city, and finally lay 
down in the wet grass of the park at 
Seventh and Jefferson, where, still asleep, 
she was found shortly before midnight by 
Policeman Carlin. At first lie thought 
she was dead. Her body was cold, and 
she seemed lifeless. When he found 
that she was breathing he carried her in 
his arms to the nearest police locker, and 
rang for the patrol. Mrs. Quintal was 
taken to the Receiving Hospital by 
Policeman Mackay. Through all this 
she slept. Nor could Steward Victory, of 
the Receiving Hospital, and it was not 
until the matron spoke to the sleeping 
woman, that she awoke. Then she 
realized immediately where she was, and 
what had happened, and begged to be 
taken home at once. She would not give 
her name, for she did not want her two 
children to know that she walked in her 
sleep. Mrs. Quintal was very much ex­
hausted, and it was some time before she 
could be taken home.

Mrs. Quintal explained that she was a 
somnambulist. About a year ago, asleep 
and in her night-robes, she walked across 
the Eighth street bridge at midnight 
several times, and this gave rise to the 
rumor that the bridge was haunted.

People saw the white-robed figure 
gliding over the bridge, but the mystery 
remained insoluble until now, when Mrs. 
Quintal told the story of her somnambul­
ism. '

Some nights ago Mrs. Quintal was miss­
ing from her home, pnd notice was sent 
to the police. Policemen all over the 
city were notified, and Mrs. Quintal was 
found walking around in a wooded park 
surrounding St. John’s Episcopal church 
on Grove street, between Seventh and 
Eighth. This churchyard, dark with 
pine and cypress, has often been . fre­
quented by Mrs. Quintal in her sleep. 
Policeman Sill found her there. She 
answered some of his questions, but did 
not awake. Even in her unconscious­
ness she carefully guarded her name, but 
she agreed to go home, and the police­
man escorted her to the house at Tenth 
and Clay streets, where she led the way 
to the side gate. Still asleep and with 
her eyes shut, she walked up the steps, 
opened the door and went into the house. 
That was at one o’clock in the morning. 
Captain Fletcher detailed a policeman to 
watch the house till morning, but the 
somnambulist did not appear again.

Mrs. Quintal’s affliction does not arise 
from invalidism, for in spite of the fact 
that unclad, she has walked about asleep 
in the chilling night air, she is well and 
strong. Nor is her mind in any way af­
fected. She is an educated, refined 
woman.

So fearful is she of leaving her home at 
night in her sleep that she has had a con­
trivance made whereby she chains her 
ankle to the bed post. An iron ring is 
clasped about her ankle and locked, and 
the key hidden, but in spite of this Mrs. 
Quintal gets away. In her walking mo­
ments she cannot remember what takes 
place during her somnambulistic state, but 
she believes that she has a duplicate key 
hidden in Some place, and with this un­
locks the chain that binds her to the bed 
post.

Although Mrs. Quintal cannot remem­
ber the incidents that occur in the 
strange sleep that overtakes her, and 
knows about her strange adventures only
by being wakened for from home at night, establish a tariff on a free trade basis.
she does not remember in one somnam­
bulistic state all that has occurred in 
another. One night when she wandered 
in her sleep she lost, or thought she had 
lost, a valuable diamond ring. The next 
day when she awoke and found her ring 
missing she knew she must have been out 
walking in her sleep. For several days 
she mourned the loss of her ring.. One 
night after this she awoke and found her­
self behind a clump of trees in the park 
surrounding St. John’s Episcopal church. 
She had been digging with her fingers in 
the ground. Her diamond ring was on 
her finger. She had buried her ring, she 
thinks, behind these trees in her walk a 
few nights before, and remembered in her 
next sdmnambulistic experience where 
she had hidden it.

The sleep walker who has been abroad 
so much at night wears nothing on her 
head. Sometimes, in addition to her 
night robes she wears a light skirt. Some­
times she walks in her bare feet, but at 
other times she wears a pair of knitted 
woollen slippers.

BIGGEST MAN ON EARTH.

Leonard Whitton, of Brighton, Ont., is 
without doubt the largest man living, 
weighing 714 pounds. He is exceedingly 
large of girth, but only 5 feet, 10 inches in 
heiglit. Mr. Whitton was born and 
brought up at Brighton, Ont., and came 
from English stock. His parents were 
both large of stature and corpulent be­
sides, each weighing over 300 pounds. Mr. 
Whitton is 40 years old. For many years 
he conducted a lucrative meat business at 
Brighton. He began to gain flesh rapidly 
about ten years ago, up to which time he 
did not weigh more than half what he 
does now. Within the past two years he 
has been exhibiting himself in numerous 
museums about the country. Mr. Whit­
ton says that history records but one man 
more corpulent than he, an Englishman, 
who lived about half a century ago, aud 
who weighed only fifteen pounds more. 
A faint idea of his enormous avoirdupois 
can be gathered from the following dimen­
sions of his build : neck, 28 inches around ; 
muscles of arms, 281 inches ; breast, six 
feet; waist, seven feet ; thigh, 49 inches ; 
calf of leg, 25 inches,

A St. John’s, Newfoundland, despatch 
says that union with Canada has been 
abandoned.

Th^ Sir John Macdonald memorial will 
be unveiled in Montreal on June 6th, the 
anniversary of the old chieftain’s death.

Sir Hibbert Tapper lias gone to Lake- 
wood, N. J., to recuperate from the ef­
fects of his attack of bronchitis and hem­
orrhage.

Between twenty and thirty men of No. 
23 company of the Royal Artillery re­
cently stationed at Halifax, have died of 
yellow fever in the West Indies.

The wife of D. C. Dawson, Supt. of the 
W. U. Telegraph Co., St. John, died 
quite suddenly at Brooklyn, N. Y. De­
ceased was a sister of Mrs. J. Arthur 
Freeze, formerly of Fredericton, and 
lèaves no children.

A cablegram received by Sir Donald 
Smith, chancellor of McGill university, 
from Prof. Peterson of the Dundee college, 
Scotland, conveys the intimation that 
the latter has decided to accept the prin- 
cipalship of McGill University.

Rev. O. S. C. Wallace, pastor of the 
Bloor street Baptist church, Toronto, has 
been offered and will probably accept the 
chancellorship of McMaster university, 
made yacant by the resignation of Dr. T. 
H. Rand. Mr. Wallace is a Nova Scotian 
by birth.

The annual meeting of the Grand 
Orange Lodge of B. N. A., to have been 
held at Halifax on the 28th inst., has 
been postponed until July 30th in conse­
quence of Hon. Clarke Wallace, sovereign 
grand master, being engaged at his par­
liamentary duties at Ottawa.

Mi« Annie Mace, for twenty years con­
nected with the millinery department of 
Manchester, Robertson & Allison’s estab­
lishment, St. John, died last week at 
Collegeville, Pa., where she was visiting 
her sister. Deceased was a sister of Rev. 
James R. Mace, a Methodist clergyman, 
well known in Fredericton.

In compliance with the agreement under 
which the British men-of-war withdrew 
from Nicaragua on condition that the 
smart money amounting to $75,000 de­
manded by Great Britain for the expulsion 
of Consul Hatch be paid in London with­
in fifteen days, that amount of money was 
on Thursday deposited in the treasury of 
Great Britain on behalf of Nicaragua.

Indictments haye been returned by the 
grand jury against a large number of Illi­
nois politicians, for accepting money dar­
ing the last campaign for their votes and 
influence. The law, which is a new one, 
makes the punishment imprisonment in 
the county gaol and disfranchisement for 
from one to three years. Some of those 
indicted are holding important offices.

Wm. O’Brien, member of parliament 
for Cork city and formerly editor of Unit­
ed Ireland, has been served with a notice 
in bankruptcy for the amount of judgment 
£407, recently awarded Patrick Chance, 
an Irish lawyer who had acted as counsel 
for Mr. O’Brien for some eight or nine 
years, and who brought the action against 
Lord Salisbury which resulted in a verdict 
for the ex-premier. Mr. O’Brien will re­
sign his seat in parliament.

The Newfoundland and Manitoba ligis- 
latures appear to be playing a game of 
hide-and-go-seek with the Dominion Par- 
liament.' The former met Thursday to hear 
the terms of union proposed at Ottawa, 
but adjourned for a week, because no ans­
wer had been received from the Canadian 
Government. The same day the Manitoba 
legislature met to give its decision on the 
remedial order, but adjourned till June 
13th for further consideration. At Win­
nipeg, St. John’s and Ottawa it seems to 
be a case of “ You speak first.”

In Sunbury Circuit court at Burton last 
week, Judge Van Wart presiding, two civil 
cases were tried, Eagers vs McNamara, 
and Shields vs Quigley. The first was a 
trespass case and the trial resulted in a 
disagreement of the jury. F. St. J. Bliss 
for plantiff and C. E. Duffy for defendant. 
The other case was a trover for the con­
version of a quantity of personal property 
at Grand Falls. This case was undefend­
ed. A verdict was entered for the plain­
tiff for $689, $614 being for the value of 
goods and $75 for the detention. C. E. 
Duffy for plaintiff.

In the New South Wales, Australia, leg­
islature Thursday, Premier Reed in intro­
ducing the budget, said the government 
proposed a great change in the country’s 
policy. The government was pleased to 
abolish the customs duties imposed in 1891,

The government was determined to stake 
its existence on direct taxation. There 
would be a permanent tariff only on wines, 
spirits, beer, tobacco and opium. The 
old duties would be retained for a year, the 
sugar duties alone remaining untouched 
for two years.

J. T. Estes, a well-to-do former, was kil­
led by Will Green, 23 years old, neap New- 
bern, Kentucky, one day last week. 
Green was running away with a young 
daughter of Estes, and had reached the 
Rev. Mr. Harwell’s home’, intending to get 
the minister to perform the marriage cer­
emony. Just as he stepped out of the bug­
gy he saw Estes and his son coming on 
the road. Green stopped, and as Estes 
and his son came up Green shot Estes just 
above the heart, killing him, and also 
fired twice at the son, but without result. 
Green then proceeded to Broughtonville, 
where he and Miss Estes were married.

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PERMANENT FORCE TO BE REDUCED.

It is about decided, says the Toronto 
World, to reduce the strength of the per. 
manent militia corps from July 1st. When a 
man enlists it is for three years, or a less 
period if Her Majesty does not require his 
services. It is expected that at least 250 men 
will be discharged at the end of the fiscal 
year, which, on an average of $400 each, a 
very moderate allowance when pay, ra­
tions, uniforms, and transport are taken 
into consideration, will mean a saving to 
the country of $100,000. This amount,ad­
ded to the appropriation which may be 
specially voted, if expended in drilling 
the city and rqral corps will, to a certain 
extent, remove the reproach that the vol­
unteers are being “ starved.” It must not 
be forgotten, however, that the permanent 
corps were established with a definite ob­
ject in view, viz., to serve as training 
schools for the officers of the active mil­
itia ; it is held in the general interest of 
the force that the reduction of the per­
manent corps must not be too sweeping.

The above statement from a paper ed­
ited by a Consrvative M. P., will interest 
Fredericton, where a company of per­
manent forces are stationed. Does it 
mean a reduction of the R. R. C. I. here ?

To a Military delegation a few days ago, 
Hon. Mr. Foster said ; “I have had an 
idea that we were expending altogether 
too much on the permanent schools, and 
that we were starving the active militia 
of the country.” Reading this utterance 
in connection with the World’s statement, 
it would appear that the policy of reduc­
ing the strength of the permanent corps 
has already been decided on.

CONFESSING POVERTY.

Hon. G. E, Foster made a notable con­
fession at Ottawa the other day to a dele, 
gation of Montreal gentlemen who inter­
viewed him on their application for $250,- 
000 grant to the proposed international 
exhibition in the latter city. Notwith­
standing all the taxes the Tory govern­
ment have levied on the people of Canada 
during the past sixteen years, the Fi­
nance Minister was obliged to admit that 
the government is hard up, and that the 
denial of grants to public works and the 
levying of new taxes has been forced on 
the country. Among other things he 
said :

“ We feel the financial times whicli are 
not of the best by any means, and we are 
obliged this year to do two things which 
are distasteful — diminish the expendit­
ure by $2,400,000, and,in the second place, 
to add some to taxation. The taxpayers 
feel that we must be careful how we ex­
pend because we make them pay some ex­
tra, and public works were denied to them. 
All that points to the argument that you 
come in a difficult year to ask for assist­
ance. Some years ago we ceased to aid 
provincial exhibitions. The stringency 
was so great that we could not make an 
exhibit in Mexico, where there was a fair 
chance of making trade. So, that in the 
matter of ways and means, we find it very 
difficult to meet your request.” Mr. 
Foster has since informed the delegation 
that the grant will not be given.

OPEN ALL THE WEEK.

Three Protestant churches in Boston 
have tried the plan of keeping open all 
the week, and continuing their good work 
each day. The plan seems to have result" 
ed beneficially, and the promoters are en­
couraged to keep it up. One of these 
churches is Berkley temple, and in a 
recent article in the Chicago Interior, 
Herbert D. Ward describes the work. 
This church is situated in a district of 
boarding houses, where people without 
real home conveniences are plentiful, ajid 
the field is a good one for the experiment. 
The church has two offices, two tele­
phones, two lecture rooms and two aud­
ience rooms. One of the pastors, or his 
representative, is on hand all the time. 
Classes of every description, from sewing 
to theology, are held during the week. 
Every evening there is some entertain­
ment going on to draw people into the 
building ; in short, the church (except be­
tween ten at night and eight in the morn­
ing) belongs to all who wish to use it 
There is a winter kitchen --that supplies 
the hungry daily with hot rolls and hot­
ter coffee, a branch of the Associated 
Charities where reports are presented 
every week. Lessons in dressmaking, 
painting, stenography, French, German, 
elocution, bookkeeping, penmanship, 
grammar and arithmetic are given daily.

NEGOTIATIONS OFF.

It seems that negotiations for the entry 
of Newfoundland into the Canadian con­
federation have come to a standstill, and 
are not likely to he renewed at present. 
The ancient colony refuses the terms of­
fered by the Dominion government, and 
the latter will not accept the basis pro- 

.posed by the Newfoundland delegates. 
The particulars of Canada’s offer a/nd New­
foundland's demands, were laid laid be 
fore parliament by Mr. Foster, Thursday 
night, and the former mayJ/fe summar­
ized as follows : Canada to assume New­
foundland’s public debt to the extent of 
$10,350,000 and to pay the island an an­
nual subsidy of $465,000 ; Canada to main­
tain all the services in Newfoundland, 
now qnder Dominion authority in the 
other provinces, and to grant $40,000 an­
nually for a constabulary force in lieu of 
militia ; Newfoundland to he represented 
ifftbe Canadian senate by four members, 
and in the House of Commons by ten 
members. (

Supplementary terms offered by Can­
ada, include offer of a subsidy of $6,000 
per mile to complete Newfoundland’s rail­
way, and $35,000 addition to the subsidy, 
making the latter $500,000 a year.

According to the documents which have 
so far been made public, Newfoundland 
intended to spend money with a lavish 
hand under confederation. The total 
cost of the admission of the colony into 
Canada, had the island terms been adopt­
ed, would have been $1,512,858. This is 
made up of an annual subsidy of $650,000 
and an expense of $862,858 in connection 
with services to be assumed by the Do­
minion. The services to lie- maintained 
by the island were estimated at $835,794

per annum, or $185,000 in excess of its 
subsidy. This included $12,000 a year 
for the governor’s salary, a larger sum 
than is paid in any Canadian province ; 
$60,000 for constabulary, which in On­
tario is borne by the municipalities ; $209,- 
611 to be distributed for the relief of the 
poor and $129,300 to be expended on roads 
and bridges.

The papers produced in parliament, 
show that the Dominion government 
have made the best offer they ielt able to 
put forward, and that the Newfoundland­
ers can 14>pe for nothing better just now. 
On the other hand, despatches from 
Newfoundland indicate that the people 
were not at all satisfied with the Canad­
ian proposals, and that they will be re­
jected by the legislature and the people.

Evidently the Newfoundlanders wanted 
the earth, and the Dominion government 
were quite willing to give them a large 
part of it. Possibly we would have heard 
nothing of the union proposals if the col­
ony had not been hard up and doubtful 
as to its future. Even the severe retrench­
ment schemes of Newfoundland’s govern­
ment, proposed since confederation seemed 
impossible, will not it is said, save the 
colony from bankruptcy.

In addition to her enormous bonded 
debt, she has a floating liability of $3,000,- 
000 due hanks, interest, etc., requiring 
some form of settlement by June 30th. 
The question of how to grapple with this 
condition of things, is agitating the gov­
ernment. Retrenchment will only pro­
vide the means of paving the colony’s 
way in the future ; nothing is arranged 
for the payment of present debts. These 
now amount to $10,000,000, and obligat­
ions have been incurred requiring another 
$5,000,000. The business people, those 
possessing money or property, are unani­
mous in desiring that Newfoundland be 
made a crown colony, which would take 
her out of the hands of the local politic­
ians and give her a clean, economical ad­
ministration by British experts.

The Hampton News, a Conservative 
newspaper, in discussing General Her­
bert’s resignation,thinks that that officer’s 
withdrawal would strike a severe blow 
at the militia, and that hereafter instead 
of going to camp for work it will be a ten 
day’s drunk or loaf. This is pretty strong 
language, and quite unjustifiable. No 
doubt there are black sheep in every fold, 
and the militia is no exception, but it is 
scarcely fair to charge the whole force 
with the bad habits of a few individuals. 
The greatest trouble with the militia is 
its disorganization through government 
neglect. The forces have been! starved. 
Drill has been neglected, and the force 
weakened in every way by the govern­
ment’s stupidity and meaness. Better 
wipe out the entire system than continue 
it in its present neglected condition.

FREDERICTON BRIDGE.

Canada welcomes the average emigrant 
who comes from the old country with fair 
intelligence, industry, and determination 
to work his way in the home of his ad­
option, but we doubt if we should grow 
very enthusiastic over the projected ar 
rival in this country of General Booth’s 
10,000 recruits to be largely the product 
of the east end of London.

In the House of Commons, Monday, 
Mr. McMullen elicited from Mr. Foster 
the informaton that Howard D. McLeod, 
who is Mr. Foster’s cousin, was appointed 
assistant receiver general at St. John on 
February 11, 1893,' after eight months 
service, and that his salary is $2,200, 
which point it took his predecessor twenty- 
five years to reach.

While the Fredericton water com 
mittee are paying $3.25 per chaldron for 
unscreened Grand Lake coal, Toronto is 
getting coal for her pumping station at a 
much lower figure. Monday the city 
engineer opened the Toronto tenders and 
the lowest was $3.27 for hard coal, and 
for coarse slack soft coal $2.27.

The St. John electric railway company 
sought running powers over the suspension 
bridge to Fairville, but Engineer Wetmore 
of the public works department, has fur­
nished a report to the government 
against granting the desired permission, as 
the strain on the structure would be too 
great.

C. W. Weldon, Q. C., will hold the in­
vestigation into the charges against Steno­
grapher Fry, next week, when Judge 
Hanington will have an opportunity of 
proving, if he can, whether his order for 
payment of moneys of the Electric Com 
pany was changed alter it left his hands.

The local opposition had a c&ucus at St. 
John last week, hut according to the 
Globe the gathering was not a very 
harmonious one. Mr. Pitts, it is said, put 
on his coat and left before the affair was 
over, and nobody coaxed him to remain.

Mr. Foster submitted supplementary 
estimates to Parliament yesterday,amount­
ing to $1,243,206, and including $25,000 
gratuity to Lady Thompson, and $25,000 
to cover the expenses of Sir John Thomp­
son’s funeral.

The Ontario press association are con­
templating a trip to the maritime provin­
ces this summer, and no doubt will re­
ceive a very cordial welcome from their 
brethern in these parts.

The United States Supreme Court has 
declared unconstitutional the income tax 
bill, passed by the Democrats in congress.

Big Fire at Halifax.

Only a few months ago the grain ele­
vator and deep water terminus, including 
wharves, warehouses, etc., the property 
of the Dominion government, at Halifax, 
were entirely destroyed by fire, and the 
Intercolonial had to go back to Richmond, 
a mile out of town, for terminal facilities. 
Now the latter property is in ashes from 
a fire Sunday morning, said to have been of 
incendiary origin, and the railway is left 
with a couple of comparatively small 
wharves on which to do the incoming and 
outgoing business that has hitherto taxed 
the capacity of six wharves. The fire is 
supposed tc have caught in the cattle 
shed, where J. A. Leaman had fifty-six 
head awaiting shipment to the slaughter 
houses. All the cattle were suffocated 
and the firm’s loss is $,4000 with no insur­
ance. The wharf destroyed was one thou­
sand feet long. On one side was built a 
trestle, thirty-six feet above the sea level, 
used for coaling steamers and shipping 
coal. Besides the immense coaling Sppa- 
ratus and the cattle shed on the destroy­
ed whaftf, there were two other large 
freight sheds. Fortunately these contain­
ed no merchandise. The loss of property 
is estimated at $150,000, but the indirect 
loss is even greater in making it very dif­
ficult, or perhaps impossible, to adequate­
ly carry on summer ocean traffic. Twelve 
empty care were burned. Had the fire 
spread to adjoining wharves and property 
the loss would have been disastrous. Rain 
the night before made conflagration less 
likely. Had it not been for this the em­
bers with which the whole city was 
sprinkled would doubtless have set fires 
in different localities. The nearest water 
plugs were 2,000 feet distant, and the fiie 
department was powerless to arrest the 
progress of the flames.

Publie Accounts Committee take up the 
Matter -Mr. Temple, Mr. Edward 

Jack and others Testify.

At Ottawa yesterday, the public ac 
counts committee took up the case of the 
Fredericton and St. Marys Bridge Co., 
which was ventilated a couple of weeks 
ago in the House.

J. M. Courtney, deputy minister of 
finance, was the first witness. He testi­
fied that the interest due the government 
now amounted to $60,000 ; the only inter­
est paid the Dominion government was 
the $15,000 held back by the government 
out of the $30,000 subsidy. The only 
means taken by the department to col­
lect the interest was to write a great 
many letters to the secretary-treasurer of 
the bridge company. Mr. Courtney 
thought he called the attention of the 
Minister of Finance to the case.

Mr. Temple, M. P., was put through a 
lengthy cross-examination by Sir Richard 
Cartwright.^ He proved a little bit diffi 
cult to handle. His evidence in effect 
was that the subscribed stock of the 
company was $200,000. The cost of the 
bridge was $419,000. The first call on 
the subscribers was 10 per cent. Mr. 
Temple paid $5,000 on the stock he held.

Mr. McMullen feave Mr. Temple a rather 
hard question. According to Mr. Temple’s 
admissions the Bridge Co. got $315,000 
from the government ; got $20,000 in 
paid-up stock, $50,000 on bonds issued and 
had $19,000 in floating debts. A total of 
$404,000. Mr. Temple claimed the com­
pany had sunk $105,000 of their own 
money in the’bridge. This would bring 
the total receipts of the company up to 
$509,000. As the bridge cost only $419,000> 
Mr. McMullen wanted to know where the 
rest of the money went.

Mr. Temple’s reply was that the money 
went into the bridge.

Edward Jack, of Fredericton, was called 
by Mr. Foster to testify to the value of 
the bridge as an asset of the Dominion, 
He pointed out that the bridge opened up 
a short route to the United States for the 
forest districts of the Miramichi.

It was decided to summon Mayor Van- 
wart, the secretary-treasurer of the bridge 
company, to appear before the committee 
to give evidence in the case, and Mr. 
Gibson may also be called.

NOW IT IS SAID.

That the Manitoba School Muddle will 
end In a Compromise.

“ There is to be an amicable settlement 
of the Manitoba School difficulty,” said V 
member of the House of Commons Mon­
day morning to a press reporter. “The 
preliminary steps toward that end were 
taken some days ago at Ottawa, where 
Mgr. Langevin, archbishop of St. Boni­
face, in company with Mgr. Duhamel of 
Ottawa, and others, met at the residence 
Sir A. P. Caron. “ The friendly inter­
vention of Lord Aberdeen has been of 
great weight,” he added. “ The delay of 
Mgr. Langevin in returning to the North 
west, and his present stay in Ottawa, is 
for the purpose of coming to a settlement, 
as is also the visit of Premier Green- 
way and Attorney-General Sifton. At 
the time of the meeting of the Manitoba 
legislature on June 13, it is certain that 
some arrangements will be submitted 
and amendments to the present school 
laws will be introduced by the govern­
ment itself as the result of. the coming 
meeting in Ottawa. The concessions to 
be made on both sides, may be summar­
ized as follows :

The Manitoba government retains con­
trol of the inspection of schools, grants 
diplomas to teachers, and supervises the 
expenditure. A system of Catholic public 
schools will be created frith the present 
curriculum of the public schools, with the 
addition of half an hour of religious in­
struction at the end of the class every 
day. Three Roman Catholics to be desig­
nated by the ecclesiastical authorities will 
be appointed to the school board.

The Dominion government, on the oth­
er hand and as a contribution of its own, 
will with withdraw its Remedial Order. 
It is stated that this arrangement is equal­
ly agreeable so all parties. The Manitoba 
government succeeds in having the cur 
riculum introduced into the Catholic 
schools, and obtains control over those 
schools, while the clergy succeeded in 
having separate Catholic schools with re­
ligious instruction. The admission made 
by Le Manitoba, the organ of the Mani­
toba clergy, that they are ready to discuss 
any proposal tending to arrange details, is 
taken as a confirmation of the above ar­
rangement.

Premier Greenway and Attorney Gen­
eral Sifton are now at Ottawa in consul­
tation with Lord Aberdeen, but Sir 
Adolph Caron denies the statement that 
he has been negotiating for a settlement 
of the dispute.

ST. ALBANS' BIG FIRE.

The Progress of the Flames Could Not 
be Stayed.

A big fire was started at St. Albans, 
Vermont, Sunday, by a woman engaged 
in heating her curling iron over a kero­
sene lamp, in the home of a French family 
near Fonda’s lumber yard. The lamp 
exploded and scattered the flames over 
the carpet, which immediately caught 
fire. Before the fire was extinguished it 
had burned over seventy-five acres, sweep­
ing away the heart of the Business portion 
destroying property valued at $750,000, 
and typing out forty business places and 
one hundred tenements in three hours’ 
time. Five hundred homeless people are 
sheltered in the churches and schools of 
the city. Before the hose companies could 
reach the scene of the conflagration the 
lumber sheds and store-houses were a 
mass of flames. A high wind prevailed 
at the time, and carried the blazing 
brands far to the north, setting many 
buildings half a mile away on fire. The 
flames spread with great rapidity, and a 
dozen buildings situated in different parts 
of the town were on fire at the same time. 
Many merchants lost their entire stock, 
and most of the families burned out saved 
nothing. The flames swept to the north- 
ware, crossed Lake street and began the 
work of destruction on Foundry street, 
near Kingman. The United States post 
office and custom house was located on 
this corner and a little further up King- 
man, toward Main street stood the estab­
lishment of the St. Albans Messenger. 
The government building!- and the Mess­
enger blocks are in ruins. The fire de­
stroyed every building on Kingman street 
and swept up to Goodman street, where 
it spread in both directions, destroying 
property valued at $100,000. Meanwhile 
business blocks twenty ’"yards distant on 
North Main street were burning and the 
east side of Foundry street was a mass of 
flames. Onward swept the fire, consum­
ing tenement houses like tinder boxes, 
and driving their occupants out into the 
street, where they were compelled to stand 
and witness the destruction of their homes 
and worldly possessions. From Kingman 
street the fire crossed to Centre street)1 de­
stroying every building on both sides of 
this thoroughfare. Hoj^t street suffered a 
similar fate, and in less than an hour be­
came a desolate waste. Still further to 
the north the work of destructiçn went 
on, burning houses fifty rods away from 
the blazing business blocks.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The News of the World In Brief — The 

Cream of our Exchanges.

Prof. William Peterson, M. A., LL. D., 
of Dundee university, who has accepted 
the principalship of McGill university, 
Montreal, is under forty years of age and 
was educated at Edinburgh university, 
and afterwards proceeded to Oxford, 
where he graduated in 1875. He became 
assistant to the professor of Latin, the late 
Prof. W. Y. Sellar, in Edinburgh, and in 
1883,when the Dundee college was found­
ed, he was chosen as the first principal.

Mr. Provand, the English M.P., who is 
managing director of the Chignecto Mar­
ine Railway Co., appeared before the Ex­
ecutive Council at Ottawa, Saturday, and 
asked for an extension of two. years in 
which to complete the work. He said 
$700,000 had already been spent, and that 
the $300,000 necessary to complete the 
work was ready, provided the extension 
asked for was granted. The government, 
however, held out no hope of extending 
the time as asked, but may change their 
minds.

Public Opinion Very Much Exercised 
at the Water Committee’s Dis­

regard of the City’s Inter­
ests.

Some of the aldermen who were very 
glib with their tongues in times past, when 
speaking of “ coal contracts,” and were 
always ready to charge boodling when the 
wind failed to blow in the direction of them­
selves and their friends, are somewhat wor­
ried that the recent action of the water 
committee in accepting a tender for un­
screened Grand Lake coal at $3.25 per short 
chaldron, when the call was for screened 
coal, is discussed and criticized adversely 
by the citizens. Practically they have no 
defence to make of the committee’s 
action, so they indulge in language peculiar 
to members of the ring, who are now 
seeking to dominate civic politics. That 
our readers may understand the objections 
which are urged against the acceptance of 
Mr. McFarlane's tender, we may briefly 
restate thecase. The water committee, de­
siring to provide coal for use at the pump­
ing station, called for tenders specifying the 
quantity desired and the kinds of coal to be 
tendered for. The coal was to be screened, 
and free from shale and slack. Un­
screened coal was not asked for in the call. 
A number of gentlemen, including at least 
three taxpayers of the city, tendered, two 
were from Queens county and Mr. Mc- 
Farlane of St. Marys. The city dealers, in 
obedience to the call, issued over Superin­
tendent Burchill’s name, tendered for 
screened coal. Mr. McFarlane put in two 
or three different bids for both screened 
and unscreened coal, and his tender for 
unscreened Grand Lake coal was accepted, 
although as we have said the committee 
never mentioned unscreened coal in their 

-call for tenders. Could it be that some­
body who knew the business of the com­
mittee, gave Mr. McFarlane the “ straight 
tip ” about how to tender — to put in an 
offer to supply unscreened as well as 
screened coal ? But beyond this, when the 
tenders were opened on Monday of 
last week, the efimmittee adjourned 
until the following day that Mr. 
McFarlane might have an opportunity 
of appearing before them. No other 
gentleman who tendered was given 
this opportunity fbr explanation of his ten­
der. It was not hinted to them that the 
committe would consider an offer to put in 
unscreened coal. Only Mr. McFarlane was 
honored with an invitation into the aug­
ust presence of Aid. Macpherson and Supt. 
Burchill, and when Mr. McFarlane had 
made his explanations, the committee ac­
cepted his tender for unscreened Grand Lake 
coal at a rate disadvantageous to the tax­
payers, and in a manner altogether unfair to 
men who reside in the city and are contrib­
utors to its revenues. This may be decent, 
honest dealing with a puclic matter, but the 
public don’t think so. It cannot be justified 
by either the coarse invective of Aid. Mac­
pherson, or the more polished persuasive­
ness of Supt. Burchill.

THE WILLIAMS SENSATION.

A Barber after Falling into the ii»n<» 
of Note Shavers, Suddenly 

leaves Town.

Last week’s sensation was the sudden 
skipping out of one Frank C. Williams, a 
barber doing business on York street. He 
left for the west by the early train Thursday 
morning accompanied by his wife, child and 
maidservant, and several mourning creditors 
are left behind. Williams seems to have 
been quite a high roller for a person of very 
moderate income. He had a bicycle and a 
horse and carriage and wore all the appear­
ances of a prosperous citizen. He did a 
pretty fair business but his extravagant 
tastes unfortunately threw him into the 
hands of note shavers, and rather than face 
the angry demands of his creditors, he de­
cided to skip to the land of the free. The 
news of his leaving Thursday morning 
soon got around among those interested in 
the Williams estate, and Walter S. Fisher 
who held a bill of sale on the furniture and 
shop fittings, was prompt in taking charge 
of that property. Aid. Macpherson had 
also loaned Williams some money taking as 
security a bill of sale on a horse which 
Williams had borrowed or bought from one 
Butler on a slow note. F. B. Edgecombe 
had also a store account against Williams, 
and while Fisher and Macpherson were 
hustling around town for the property 
within reach, Mr. Edgecombe, through 
Mayor Van wart, set the wheels of the law 
in motion, and had Williams intercepted at 
McAd^m Junction, securing a number of 
articles towards liquidating Mr. Edge­
combe’s claim. Thursday afternoon, in 
company with Detective Roberts, Macpher­
son and Fisher took train for McAdam to 
interview the fleeing barber, and what took 
place there, if graphically described, would 
force tears from a turnip. It is alleged that 
when searched Williams had only $10 in 
cash, and that his wife, an invalid, joined 
him in beseeching mercy from the irate 
creditors who, melted by the painful cir­
cumstances, decided not to bring Williams 
back to Fredericton. It was indeed a very 
touching scene — Aid. Macpherson mingling 
his tears with those of the pursued, while 
Mr. Fisher with a generosity that did him 
credit, placed a “ fiver ” in Williams’ hands 
to assist him on ‘^is way to Boston.

Miss Duke was a pupil of the great 
Joachim, which is of itself a sufficient guar­
antee of her merit. There will be also a 
grand chorus of 100 trained voices from the 
St. John Oratorio Society, accompanied by 
the band. The concerts are to be given 
under the patronage of Hon. Lieut, Gov.

She was in her usual 
health all day, and a few minutes before 
tlfe stroke, was up stairs chatting brightly 
with Mrs. Thomas. Miss Bain then went 
down to the sitting room, and Mrs. Thomas 
following five minutes afterwards, found 
the unfortunate lady sitting in her rocking 
chair unconscious. Dr. Coulthard was call­
ed end pronounced the trouble paralysis, 
the affection extending throughout the pat­
ient’s whole right side, from the face to the 
foot. Today, Miss Bain is still unconscious, 
and the doctor holds out little hope of re­
covery. Miss Bain is over 80 years of age, 
and this is against her successfully resist­
ing such a severe stroke.

A YORK COUNTY MAN.

Who Won Prominence as a Citizen of 
St. John.

John J. Munroe, who died at St. John, 
Sunday, in the eightieth year of his age, 
was a native of Prince William, York Co. 
He went to St. John when quite young, 
and his papers as a freeman bear date De­
cember, 1837, the firsf year of the reign of 
Queen Victoria. Mr. Munroe was married 
on the 27th May, 1840, and his wife died 
only a few days ago, her death affecting 
him so much that it hastened his own. He 
became a fireman in 1839 as an engineman 
of No. 2 company. He was appointed fore­
man of the company in 1848, and assistant 
chief in 1849. In 1851 he became engineer 
of the company. Mr. Munroe was an at­
tendant of the Centenary Methodist church 
during the greater part of the period of his 
residence in St. John, and, with the except­
ion of Samuel Gardner, was the oldest mem­
ber of that church. *He followed the busi 
ness of carpenter and builder for many 
years, but about 30 years ago turned his at­
tention to trunk making, in which he has 
continued ever since. Mr. Munroe had 
more than his share of trouble, but his 
resolution and strength of character carried 
him through troubles that would have 
killed many a man. Four of his children 
survive him, three daughters and one son. 
One of the firmer, Mrs. Wilmot, resides in 
Seattle, the other married daughter, Mrs. 
Albert Craig, lives in St. John. Mr. Mun­
roe, says the Telegraph, was a good citizen 
and an estimable man in ever relation of 
life. His last illness was very brief for he 
was about as usual only ten days aga.

Since Saunders street was extended from 
Westmorland to Northumberland street, 
some two or three years ago, the improve­
ment and growth in that part of the city 
has been most encouraging, the develop­
ment extending down the older portion of 
Saunders street to York. This extension 
opened up the Montgomery Campbell es­
tate, and already on the south side of 
Saunders street no less than eleven com­
fortable residences, some of them large in 
size and modern in design, have been 
erected. On the other side of the street, at 
the corner of Westmorland, Joseph Moore’s 
palatial residence also marks the wonder­
ful advance in that locality. But further 
improvements are to be made this season. 
Already, Saunders street has been put in 
good shape by the use of the government 
road machine, and E. Byron Winslow, 
agmt of the Montgomery Campbell estate, 
has induced Mayor VanWart and the aider- 
men to agree to open up new streets, to ex­
tend Westmorland street out another block 
into the old race course, and to run a new 
street to be called Aberdeen street, from 
the Westmorland extension down to York 
street, parallel to Saunders. This will put a 
number of new building lots on the 
tfiarket, and will aid in the march 
of improvement so noticeable in that 
part of the city. The road machine,, the 
effectiveness of which, is now everywhere 
acknowledged, will be used in throwing up 
and turnpiking the new streets. The neces 
sary land is donated by the Campbell es­
tate, and the city will stand the expense of 
necessary work.

Further up town, the Charlotte street ex­
tension, and Odell avenue, leading from the 
trotting park lane to Government lane and 
forming the eastern boundary of Wilmot 
Park, have been turnpiked by the Road 
master and hj&joçn, and along O’Dell aven­
ue, two rows of young elms have been set 
out at the expense of Mrs. W. H. O’Dell. 
In this locality, too, a number of valuable 
lots are offered for sale, and no doubt will 
soon be taken. There is no more desirable 
locality in the city for residental purposes.

The city council has before it a petition 
asking for the extension of Union street 
from the railway to college road, and 
should go at it at once, and also to extend 
Uuion up to Regent. This part of the street 
is already laid off, but will require consider­
able work before it is in good shape. Anoth­
er new street is that already opened from 
the end of St. John street up to Regent, but 
it is not yet turnpiked. The Messrs. Fitz­
patrick are erecting a fine house on the St. 
John street corner, and other lots are al­
ready sold. Here, too, the city council 
could find profitabe work for the road 
machine, and with a good street and some 
kind of sidewalks, doubtless persons desir­
ing to build would be attracted towards 
this locality.

From the above it is evident that progress, 
steady, substantial progress, is being made 
in Fredericton, and that the next few years 
will see a large addition to the buildings 
and the population. In many parts of the 
city this season, new houses are in course 
of erection, and although they are not so 
expensive as those erected last year, still 
they will furnish comfortable homes for 
those erecting them.

Fanners’ and Dairymen's Association of 
New Brunswick.

To the owners of cheese factories in the 
county of York :

Gentlemen,— Complaints having been 
made by English buyers to the effect that 
some Canadian cheese was misrepresented 
last year as to the date of its make, the 
Farmers’ and Dairymen’s Association of 
the Province of New Brunswick, acting in 
conjunction with the Western Dairymen’s 
Association of Ontario, have instructed 
their vice-presidents to ask the Dominion 
government to enact a law at this session, 
making it compulsory, that the date of the 
make shall be branded on all cheese made 
in the Dominion.

In view of the fact, that such legislation 
as may please the government, may not be 
enacted in time to control all of this 
season's output ; as the vice-president for 
the county of York, I am instructed to ask 
that all cheese makers in this country will 
brand indelibly on their cheese the date of 
its manufacture.
