Débt, Deficits and
Deceit.

The Patriot, in its issue of the
8th inst., makes another attempt
to show the “ Superior business
ability,” which has characterized
the conduct of public. affairs, un
der the present Provincial Gov-
ernment. - It starts out with a
falsehood, and follows this up by
a tissue of unfounded and mis-
leading statements. It says there
was no debt against the Province
when the Conservatives took over
the reins of Government from the
Davies administration, in 1879.
But the auditor of the Davies
(lgvernmen 2

undeniable statement that there
was a Provincial debt of $51,740.
By coolly brushingaside this item
of 951,740, the Patriot shows
how much reliance can be placed
upon any statement it may make
about our Provincial finances. It
next enumerates some deficits
made by the Conservative Gov-
ernment ; but forgets to state that
during the nine years the Conser-
vatives conducted the Provincial
affairs without taxation, they sav-
ed to the people, the sum of
$360,000,0r $40,000 a year, which
is less than the annual taxes col-
lected by the Davies or the pre-
sent Governments. The vener-
able chestnut about using the
receipts at the Land office, as
ordinary revenue is trotted out
once more. Itis well known that
the Land office receipts had
always, under every Government,
been used as ordinary revenue.
One would suppose our Grit
friends would be very chary about
mentioning the Land office,
when it is remembered that the
Government of Mr. Frederick
Peters, not only used these re-
ceipts as ordinary revenue ; but
wasted thousands upon thousands
of dollars of the assetts of the
Province by granting enormous
discounts at the Land office, in
exchange for political support.
This was one of the most glaring
ann scandalous pieces of political
corruption ever practiced in this
Provinee ; but it is now included
by the Patriot under the general
term of “Superior business abil-
ity.” Let us now take a glance
at the present Government’s re-
cord of deficits during their term
of office. The deficits of our Grit
friends from 1891 to 1902 have
been as below. What the deficit of
1903 has been, we are unable to
say, as the Government has not
sufficient pluck to make the state-
ment public, although more than
a month has passed since-the
close of the fiscal year. Here is
the list :

This amount of $487,828.28
collected from the people in taxes
equals an average annual tax-
ation of over $54.000 for the nine
years in which they collected
taxes. Now, had our Uiberal
friends been conducting the busi-
ness of the Province without tax-
ation, as was done by the Conser-
yatives, their average annual de-
ficit would have been greater
|thnn $41.000 by the ameupt of
their average annual tazatiop.
That is to say, it would have
been $95,000. a year. Now, this
is the record of a Government
that promised, on assuming power,
to make revenue and expenditure
meet and to keep for distant the

day of taxation. But the chief
organ of the Government char-
acterizes the achievement of this
ghastly record as “ Superior busi-
mess ability.” What do our people
think of such a record, such an
organ and such a Government ?

Our Ottawa Letter.

NEW MASTER OF THE ADMINISTRA-
TION.

The influeuce of the Hon.
“ Jim” Sutherland is fast making
itself felt in the Laurier cabinet.
The Minister of Public Works
was always a manipulator and he
has been much in\ evidence since
the resignations of Hon. Messrs.
Blair and Tarte took effect.
Neither of those gentlemen would
tolerate Mr. Sutherland’s inter-
ference for a moment, but in a
weakened government the Hon.
“Jim,” within a few weeks has
been able to have his youthful
and inexperienced nephew select-
ed as the most fitting persen to

Russia. He also succeeded in
providing for Jackson, one of his
constituents, whose erimes against
common decency and the laws of
the land in the South Oxford case,
stink in the nostrils 'of respectable
persons. Next, Mr. Sutherland
hes introduced ~Mr. Charles
Hyman into the cabinet as a
member without portfolio. Mr.
Hyman and the Hon. “Jim” were
very thick on the redistribution
committee and arranged a few
little pitfalls for the Conserva-
tives, which were subsequently
repediated by Sir. Wilfrid
Laurier. It is a coincidence, too,
that just previous to Mr. Hyman’s
nomination for the cabinet, Sir,
Richard Cartwright was forced to
abandon all hope of again running
in South Oxford, which just hap-
pens to adjoin Mr. Sutherland’s
own riding. And it is passing
strange that Mr. Hyman, the
friend of Mr. Sutherland, is men-
tioned as Sir. Richard’s successor
Mr. Sutherland has the whip over
the heads of his confreres. Those
who know his Parliamentary
career will appreciate what a
clear indication that is of the
weakening of the cabinet. Mr.
Sutherland never was nor never
will be a statesman. He is a
handyman at best and his remark-
able power is as mysterious as it
is dangerous. But a necessary
evil in the Laurier government is
a “ master of the administration.”

WHERE DID THE MONEY GO ?

« Political Pointers, No 2,” the
second official political handbook
of the Liberal party, contains
some funny statements.

On page 4 the following ap-
pears:

“ During the seven years the
Liberals have been in power the
government only added 6} mil-
lion pollars to the public debt—
wheras the Conservatives in their
last seven years added 21 million.”
On page 5 one reads: “Sur-
pluses to the amount of 27 mil-
lions were recorded for the years
1901-02 and 03.”

In another paragraph on page
5, surplusses of 58% millions are
claimed for the Liberal party
during its seven- years of rule.
With surplusses of 584 millions
6} millions were added to the
public debt. What has become
of the surplusses ? And where
has the 63 willions, which were
aded to the public debt, gone?
In Ontario the question that has
been agitating the people for the
past year has been.

His expulsion may not long be delayed,
particulerly as he stands in tha path of
Sir. William Mulock and Hon. W. S.
Fielding, each of whom hopes to succeed

Up_to the time of Hon. J. Israel
Tarte's resignation from ths govern-
ment, Sir Wilfrid Lauarier had a
pretty easy time of it.

The Education Battle.

(From the Liverpocl Catholic
Times.)

With rumors of war and heated
discussion of fiscal problems to oc-
cupy men’s minde, the public may
be pardoned for paying less atten=
tion than it deserves to the line of
aotion adopted by the recalcitrant
County Council of Wales. Yet that
action is of great moment, and de-
serves the careful study of all de-
fenders of denominational education,
Itis not merely a passing evert; itis
a mighty movement determined, per-
sisten', permanent, At first, super-
ficial observers smiled at the resolve
of the Welsh Nocconformist oppon-
ents of the Government’s Education
Bill w0 refuse to sot upon, that is, to
put in force all the powers whioch it
oonferred upon their representatives
in the County Oouncils. These sue
perficial observers contented them-
selves with believing that the Gov-
ernment would very soon see to it
that its laws were obeyed ; and when
the Board of Education notified that,
in certain locslities, it intended to
defer the introduction of the Act,
they were jubilant at those exhibi-
tions of spiritedness, and began to
think the game of the County Coun-
cils was at an end. Others, how-
ever, viewed with alarm the Welsh
Nonebmformists’ sttitude, fearing
tbat it was a little cloud heralding a
big storm, Events have proved the
acouracy of their forecast, and will
moet probibly justify fears. For,
on Friday last, the Consultative Com-
mission of tbe Welsh County Coune
cils beld a meeting at the Nationsl
Liberal Club, with Mr. Lloyd
George, M. P., in the chair, to con-
sider what coursef>f action should be
adopted in view of the Board of Ed-
ucation’s attitude towards such pub-
lic bodies as had declined to carry
out the provisions of the law.

The reeolutions eome to by the
committee are serious, 8o sérious as
to be not unfairly characterized as
passive rebellion against the law of
theland. Unanimously, report says,
the committee advised .all Welsh
Conncils in antonomous distriots to
maintain rigidly the attitude they
Bave tahen up, and to await calmly
any farther step the Board of Edunea
tion may choose to muke. Believ.
ing that the Board would not dare
to.institute legal proceedings against
all the recalcitrant Councils, the
Committee edvised that, if one were
singled out for prosccation, a!l the
others should come to its belp, And
it not unnsatura!ly saw in the Board's
postponement of the introduction of
the A:! into certain local sreas an
eacape for 1he Ouncils of such areas ;
for unless and until the Act is intro-
duced, who can be held guilty of in
fringing any provisions of it? Vari.
ous other resolutions were come to,
among them being, that the sanitary
snd fabrical state of the . non-pro-
vided schools should be carefally in.
veetigated, and where neceesary, full
improvements insisted on; that
until these improvements were
effected, even the Government grants
should be withheld; that wherever
denominational education was in
nop-provided schools, the time
tables should be so arranged that it
would come at the end of the ordin-
ary sohool lessons ; and finally that

all Welsh representatives in Parlia- |-

ment should give their united sup.
port to any motions defending what
Non-conformists consider to be their
rig-'s, Now what is all this but a
reb:il:on of th@ law, and a challenge
to the Government to enforce the

shrinking from Parliamentary die-
oussids ; it is forseen snd welcomed.
The. position whioh thus arises is
grave. Government repression of
Welsh sentiment would enkindle
such a fire io Wales as would quickly
spread elsewhere, and once our
neighbor’s house is on fire, it is high
time to look after the safety of our
own. But will the Government
venture on drastic proceedings
against the revolting County Coun-
cils? He is & sanguine hoper who
thinks so! With troubles in the
Near and Far East, with fiscal pro-
posals of am unspeakable momen-
tous cbaracter at home on which it
must soon decide, with our whole
national system of land tenure loom-
iog up more and more distinotly
every day—a natural and inevitable
emergence from any discussion on
trade and the comparative pros-
perity of industries—what Govern-
ment will have beart to throw itself
over the Niagara Falls of education
into the rapids of embittered reli
gions dissensions further down?
The fanoy may be dismissed off-hand.

What solatior, then, will be found #
It is hard to forsee. Certainly, the
wotton of individuals, or of colleotive ]
bodies in Walee, refusing to pay or
levy rates, none of which are to be
spent on denominational schools, will
be as fatile as it is just. For the
denominationalists sre in a minority
in the Principality, and were they
even in a majority would scarcely
make head against their opponents,
practical and practised politicians to
aman. The outlock is serious from
any point of view, 1f a Conserva-
tive Government oan provide no
help, a8 Liberal Government would
simply injure us, Perhaps we can
belp ourselves ? His Grace the Arch-
bishop of Westminater recogunizes
the gravity of the situation, and is
resolved to spare no pains to safe-
guard the rights of our Catholic
schools, whioh, even under the Aot,
are by no means free from burdens.
The Churchmen are mot 80 deter=
mined, perhaps because they are less
united than we. And they have
not, a8 we have, the assurance that
a party like the Nationalist Party
will solidly support any action which
is needed to maintain their rights,
Consequently, they must make their
own bargain, and apparently, if we
may judge by the Durham Concor=
dat, they are quite ready to do so.
But this sgain will leave us less
strong, because more unfriended.
Everywhere the prospects are drear,
so-drear, that the Scots Episcopate
are wisely determined to seek secur-
ity and safety, when the educational
matters of Scotland eome up for
settlement, in 8 demand for separate
treatment of the Catholic schools.
Perbape, for us in Eogland and
Wales, the day for obtaining that
boon is gone. If so, then we ocan
rely upon nothing but our own
strength, at the polls.
We are not an insignificant voting
power, especially during a general
election, when not a seat, but a party,
is trembling in the balance,

Were we organized, were we unit-
ed, neitber Liberal or Tory Pro-
gramme~makers and election man-
agers would hesitate to recognize the
value of our support. If neither
party gave us a promise of separate
treatment, we should have lost noth-
ing; we spould be where we are.
If either promised, we should bave
a chance of winning salvation where
now only ruin stares us in the face.
If both promised, then salvation
would be won, and we could vote
according to our conmscience. But
sitting down and waiting till the
river has flowed past ? It will over.
flow, and swoep us down the current.

The Trappists in South
Africa.

A Writer in the Catbolic Maga=-
zine for South Africa describing the
Trappist community at Mariashill,
near Durban, Natal, shows what
wonders have been wrought among
'the “Datives by the good Fathers,
Brothers and Sisters of that ordéer, He
says: —

“There are three principle groups
of buildings at Mariannhill compris-
ing the monastery, with its adjoining
church and extensive workshops, the
convent of the Sisters of the Sacred
Blood about a mile distant where the
Zulu girls and women are taught ; and
going farther, about one and a half
miles all dowa hill, we come to the
mill situated beside a small river and
dam whence water-power is obtained.

“ Taking a stroll in the various
workshops ‘remiuds us of passing
through a large industrial institution,
There is a grenf'-,v:riety of work
taught by men who
thoroughly trained in Europe. In
each shop the Brother or Brothers
have under them a number of Zulu
youths who are, it were, apprenticed
to the trades for which they are fitted
or show an aptitude. In the tailoring
department, in charge af four Broth-
ers, is made the clothing required by
the entire community. The baking
is managed by two Brothers who
have no pupils at present, but bave
five native~helpers. The blacksmith’s
shop is comparatively a large estab-
lishment where all the farm imple-
ments are made, and the horses shod,
Talk of iron manufactures—here we
have them. Ploughs, harrows, sowe
ing and reaping machines, spades,
barrows, chains, iron-work cf carts,
etc., are all turned out here. The
wagon makers also do very good
wortk. The work done is simply
magnificent. I had opened my eyes
wide when I saw the powerful wheels
made and ia course of making, and
when I saw the solidity and massive
ness of every part.

“ Joining and carpentry are taught
to twelve boys by three Brothers, and
one of their last works is a most
beautiful altar, I could not wish to
see a more suitable one. Doors,
windows, floors, stairs, and furniture
are all made here. Then there are
house painting, photograpbic art,
tinsmith, and shoemaker's shops.
One Brother, who is a painterin oils,
works within his studio. There is
nothing like leather as tanoed and
prepared at Mariannhill. In the
harness makers’ depactment every
kind of horse-gear is turned out,
Their saddles are splendid, and would
suit either the Galway Blazers or the
Derby Jockey, and as for their
carriage barness, the walls of the
workshops are ornamented with
Exhibition testimonials and medals.

% So tar as,the mills are concerned,
they make flour and meal of various
kinds from arrowroot to mealies. For
the former a ready sale with a grand
price is obtained in London. The
saw-mill is attached, and we find here
also the printing house whence a
great many Kaffir and Zulu works
are issued. A bookbinding room
adjoins.

“ Now we ascend tbe long steep
bill on a good road, and at the top
see bundreds of orange trees, and in
the midst of them the convent. The
scarlet and white dresses of the Nuns
picturesquely stand out from the
leafy background, There are nioety
four Sisters here teaching 150 native
girls, and certainly teaching them
well, Cooking, household managee
ment, farm work, plain sewing, wash
ing, meading, etc.—of’ course above
all, and through all, religion—are
subjects of instruction.”

clergy, including masters, 3.
