language—while admitting 
that, in art and Chris tain archae­
ology, nimbus and halo represent 
practically the same idea—dis­
tinguishes notable differences in 
meaning between nimbus and 
aureole, as also between aureole 
and glory.

All such symbols orginated, of 
course, in natural phenomena, as 

evident, from the primary, 
etymological meaning of the words. 
Nimbus is a rain-cloud : halo, a 
circular patch, hence a lumonus 
circle ; aureole denotes golden ; 
and glory, renown or praise. As 
correctly used in religious symbol­
ism, the nimbus is a circle or disc 
of light surrounding the head in 
representations of divine or sacred 
petsson^ges, and typifying great 
dignity and power. The nimbus 
of Ùod the Father, especially in 
the latter centuries of our era» 

represented as of triangular 
form, with rays diverging from 
it on all sides or in the form of 
two superposed or interlaced 
triangles. The nimbus of Christ 
contains a cross more or less en­
riched : that of the Blessed Virgin 
is a circle or occasionally a circlet 
of small stars ; and that of angles 
and saints is often a circle of 
small rays.

When the nimbus is depicted 
of a square form, it is supposed to 
indicate that the person represent­
ed was alive at the time of the 
delineation. This variation from 
the round shape preserved a dis­
tinction, and guarded against 
placing a living personage on a 
par with the beatified saints. The 
sides of the square were said to 
tipyfy the four cardinal virtues, 
Others symbolized ideas were the 
firmness of a squared stone, and 
the imperfection of a sqmare 
figure as contrasted with a round 
one.

As distinguished from the 
nimbus, the aureole, or aureola, is 

radiance, or luminous cloud, 
emanating from, and surrounding 
not merely the head but the 
whole figure. If the personage yis 
represented in an erect position, 
the aureole naturally takes the 
oval shape ; in the case of a sett­
ing figure or a bust, it assumes 
the circular form. The radiation 
of light from a center is an 
essential of the aureole, and one of 
its prototypes in ancient art was 
the circle of light of the sun-god. 
In very early Christian times, this 
particular symbol was used only 
in representations of God as the 
Dove or Hand, or of Christ when 
the idea of His divinity was to be 
espically emphasized. Later on it 
was used with figures of Our 
Lady, and in the course of.. time 
was employed in representation 
of martyrs and other saints.

Teddy
Fighting 

Roosevelt

Report has it that Col. Roose­
velt, ex-president of the United 
States and popularly known to 
his thousands of admirers all the 
world over as “Teddy,” is serious­
ly thinking about enlisting in 
Canada and going on with the 
men of his own breed from both 
sides of the line to the front. 
Should Col. Roosevelt decide to 
throw himself into this conflict 
and in due time appear in France 
his virile figure would not only 
afford striking testimony to the 
sympathetic attitude of hosts of 
Americans with the Allies in this 
war, but -it would also demon­
strate to all the world that, in the 
opinion of resolute thinking men 
no matter where they happen to 
live, tills fight is no mere scrap 
between Great Britain and her 
allies on the one side and Germany 
with her supporters upon the 
other, but indeed and in truth the 
conflict now raging shall deter­
mine the future of the civilization 
of the whole world for the next 
century at least. Men like Col. 
Roosevelt, who have been quali­
fied by the happy circumstance of 
birth and education to appreciate 
great issues at their real value, 
are more and more needed in the 
present confused state of the 
world. Whether the report al­
ready referred to that Col. Roose­
velt is actually going to enlist is 
correct or otherwise, in Canada as 
well as in his own country there 
are thousands of sturdy fighting 
men whose pulse somehow or 
other always beats a bit faster at 
the name of “Teddy.” Then as 
to France, so silent and brave all 
through these frightful months! 
One can imagine the enthusiasm 
should Roosevelt suddenly appear 
on her blood-drenched soil, fol­
lowed by an armed band, bearing 
back to France again after all 
these years the splendid gift of 
Lafayette to America.

The feature of the monthly 
statement of Canada’s trade, issu­
ed on the 19th by Hon. J. D. 
Reid, minister of customs, is the 
very substantial increase in the 
volume of exports. For the 
month of October just ended' 
Canada exported eighty million 
dollars worth of goods, or nearly 
double the exports for the cor­
responding month of 1914. There 
are increases all along the line, 
the chief being agriculture, $39,-

000; manufactured goods, Octo­
ber, 1915, $12,000,000, October,

The very near future should; 
decide the position to be held by 
Greece in the great war. Wearied 
of continued protestations which 
carry little or no meaning in fact, 
the Allied powers have announced 
a commercial and economic block­
ade of Greece, a step expected to 
force the King of the Hellenes to 
a definite pronouncement ‘of his 
position. Earl Kitchener had a 
conference with King Constantine 
on Saturday and, immediately 
following his visit, the Greek 
cabinet was summoned in special 
session. The result of their de­
liberations has not yet been an­
nounced but the action of the 
Allies leave little choice; Greece 
must join with them and fulfil 
her treaty obligations to Serbia 
or else demobolize her army. Of 
course, she can thrpw her lot in 
with the Central fSwers, a line 
of action likely to meet the views 
of the King and his German wife 
but, at the same time, liable to 
arouse such keen opposition on 
the part of the Greek people that 
civil war would be a possible 
development. It is of the utmost 
importance to the Entente Allies 
that the Greek situation shall 
develop quickly. Conditions in 
the Balkan campaign are such 
that delay must be avoided and 
if Greece is to be considered as an 
enemy an understanding of that 
fact must be reached at once. 
While it is impossible to tell what 
pro-German influences may be at 
work in the Greek capital, to the 
general public only one solution 
of the difficulty is possible, quick 
compliance with the Allied de­
mand. It would be suicidal for 
her to attempt to side with Ger­
many while participation on the 
side of the Entente Powers is 
certain to bring concessions and 
advantages of great value. In 
any event the developments of 
the next few hours may be such 
as to completely change the whole 
current ofc Greek history and de­
cide whether the future of the 
Hellenic people is to be glorious 
er disastrous.

Prince Edvard Island

A London despatch of the 20th 
says : The high rate of mortality 
among persons injured by bombs 
thrown from Zeppelins at first 
caused the belief that these bombs 
contained-poisons. Now according 
to the Daily Mail, surgeons sus­
pect that the bombs are impreg­
nate* with aàq^é|^rms, T^e 
Daily Mail quotes ah unne&ed 
surgeon at a hospital, where 40 
persons, seriously injured in the 
last rade, were treated, as saying 
that the death rate was as least 
fire times as high as would be 
expected among pehtfOs wounded 
equally severely- in battle, or 
accidentally.

“Denys Cochin, French cabinet 
minister without portfolio, was 
received at 10 o’clock on Friday 
morning by Ring Constantine, 
says a Havas despatch from 
Athens. "The con- vernation lasted 
for an hour." Both on his way to 
visit the King and on his return, 
M. Cochin was the object of 
enthusiast^ demonstrations by 
the publie'bt Athens. M. Cochin 
left Saturday for .Saloniki on a 
torpedo boat placed at his disposal 
by the Greek Government. In 
political circles, favorable to the 
entente powers, it is hoped that 
the French cabinet ministers visit 
will have a beneficial inflence on 
the relations between Greek and 
the Allies."

•ganan advance beyond Tetovo, 
must depend upon the rough 
roads through Montenegro and 
Albania for any supplies from the 
sea.

In the south the Serbian posi­
tion is almost as bad. The suc­
cess of .the Bulgarians flanking 
attack on Babuna Pass, and their 
advance from Veleshave prevent 
ed the hoped-for junction of the 
Serbian and French forces. This 
leaves the Serbians only two lines 
of retreat, one into Albania, where 
they may be harassed by unfriend­
ly tribes, and the other across the 
Greek border, where they are in 
danger of being disarmed and in­
terned.

The British govern­
ment has taken futher action by 
the issuance of an order that no 
Greek vessel, except those loaded 
or loading, may proceed to their 
destinations, while Denys Cochin

sidered the unsatisfactory reply 
of Greece.to the Entente Powers 
for the safe conduct of both Ser­
bian and Allied forces, should they 
become compelled to retire into 
Greece.

but the presence of Russian war 
ships on the coast of Courland 
where they have been bombard 
ing the German positions, suggests 
that General Bussky has not eon 
eluded the offensive which he 
undertook west of Riga. The 
lose of the British hospital ship 
Anglia in the English QUanna 
and another steamer which went 
to ber assistance, is believed to 
have been due to mines which 
broke from their moorings in the 
recent stortqs. Of less than 400 
persons aboard the Anglia, 999 
were saved by a patrol boat,
