We
cannot teach our religion during school
hours, nor can we use any text books in
our schools unless they are authorized by
the education dePartment

It is not correct to say we object to
Protestants having children taught Pro-
testantism in non-Catholic Scheols. In
non-Catholic schools you can say and do
a2 you like, but bear in mind the public
schools, the high schools and the collegi-
ate institutes are not non-Catholic, nor
non-Protestant either. They are com-
mon to us all—the floor of these houses
is common property-—the right of the
Catholica to stand on that floor is the
same as—is equal to—that of the Protes-
tants, neither less nor greater, and every
advantage to be had in those schools by
Protestants is there equally for Catho-
lics, and when the Rev. Mr. Laing says
he will do his utmost not to offend Ro-
man Catholics attending the high schools
he must be undersiood as I would be un-
derstood if I said I would do my utmost
not to offend Mr. Laing whenever he ap-
peared in the town hall of Dundas. The
truth is the care not to offend must be
mutua). ,The Catholic in the high school
or public school, or collegiate institute
must welcome his Protestant neighbor to
a seat by his side, and be polite to him
and kind to him, and do his uimost to
make him feel at home, like a Christian
and a gentleman. This being well and
clearly understood. no man with the love
of freedom in his breast will attempt to
inflict upon others what he himself
would not submit to, If-a text-book
were brought into the public schools ef-
fensive to Presbyterians would they tol-
srate it? Would they even consent to
be present while others read it ? Speak-
ing for myself, I would no more read of-
fensive matter in the presence of others
than I would speak what would be offen-
sive to them. This is common polite-
ness, and nothing more ; and I may here
state ‘here is not vne word in any book
used in our separate schcols that has the
slightest reference even to any church
but our own. We find we have enough
to do to learn and practice the teachings
of our own church. Few of us even do
this much middling well.

In conclusion 1 beg to say I feel confi.
dent that when Mr. Laing has lovked
carefully into the school law and the of-
ficial reports on the public and high
schools of Ontario, and considered that
those schools are all open to us as widely
as any other denomination, and that
they are supported by our money, cent
for cent and dollar for dollar, in propor-
tien to our proporty, as:compared with
the property of any other denomination,
he will be glad to find that we are on a
footing of perfect equality with himself
in relation to the educational institutions
of this young, free,enlightened and hap-
py country—and that he will say long
mny it continue so—free from prejudice
and whatever may produce prejudice.

Besides the Rev. John Laing, the Rev
John Langtry also has written a letter on
‘“ Marmion,” in which, I think. heshows
how utterly unfit ‘‘Marmion” is to be
used as a text-book in our schools. If
the rev. gentleman, who is a finished
scholar, a sound logician, a man of large
reading, of culture, of refined feeling,

On Saturéay last J. L. Sturdy, of
Wipgham, appeared before a Magistrates

"Court in Goderich to stand a prelimin-
ary.examnination in regard to a charge of
perjury preferred against him in re the
West Huron election. From the evi-
dence which we publish elsewhere in
this issue, 1t appears Sturdy formerly
resided in Goderich, and was assessed as
tenant on a certain property. Some
months anterior to the 20th of June he
moved to Wingham, of which place he
was at the time of the election a resi-
dent. Wingham, by the recent gerry-
mandering Act of the Government, was
placed in the East Riding of Huron,
whereas Goderich, for electoral pur-
poses was placed in the West Riding,
thus making Sturdy a non-resident on
election day. However, he came down
to vote and on being challenged by the
Reform scrutineers, took the oath read
to him by the deputy returning officer
and approved of by the scrutineers. A

* clause in the oath stipulates that the
taker is still a resident of the electoral
division. - Hence the case .against
Sturdy.

Two of the witnesses at the examin-
ation swore that Sturdy took the oath.
The deputy returning officer, admitted
that he swore Sturdy, but is not posi-
tive whether he gave the whole of the
oath to him, or whether he omitted
the clause concerning his being still a

Returning Oficer.

O~ Baturday last the adjourned case
aginst J. L. Sturday, hotel-keeper, of
'Win%vlmm, charged with perjury, came
up before Mayor Horton and Peter
Adamson, J. P. The complaint against
Sturdy was made by High Constable J.
C. Currie, and is that the said J. L. Stur-
dy did tender his vote and receive a Lal-
lot in the polling sub-division No. 1, in
the town of Goderich, on the 20th day
of June last, being the day upon which
election for members of the House of
Commons was held ; in this case the
candidates being M C. Cameron and R.
Porter ; and that he did wilfully and
falsely and corruptly swear that he was
Atill"‘n resident of this electoral divis-
on

Mr. Chas. Seager for the prosecution :
Mr. B. L Doyle for the defence.

J. C. Currie deposed that he served
the summons vpon the defendant.

Benj. Willson, sworn—I was return-
ing ofticer for the electoral district of
West Huron for the House of Commons
on the 20th of June. 1882; I Lave not
the commission appointing me, as such.
I have returned it to Ottawa ; I appoint-
ed as deputy returning officer for polling
sub-division No. I, Goderich, James Ad-
dison by commission according to stat-
ute ; I know defendant ; he now resides
in Wingham ; I think that he resided
there on the 20th of June, 1882. I have
no doubt of that.

Mr. Doyle objected to Mr. Willscn's
evidence regarding the appointment of
the deputy returning officer.

At the
private investigation in the cases of the
rebel prisoners, most of them objected to
being questioned regarding the events
prior to the outbreak, Arabi especially
urging’ that they were covered by the
Khedive's general pardon. Arabi de-
nies that the June massacres were pre-
cipitated by the presence of the British
fleet, and says he was in no way respon-
sible for them.

The fruit as picked, is placed in shal-
low trays or boxes, these are conveyed
to the fruit house, and stacked up in
such a manuer that the air will circulate
among them.
Large vinyards have special fruit
houses, these are built like an ice-house.
with double walls filled in with saw-dust
and a stove is provided to use in severe
weather. In the absence of such a
honse, a room in the dwelling or in an
outbuilding may be used.
The object is to keep the temperature
uniform and as cool as may be, without
freezing. There should be abundant
ventilation, and the direct sunlight ex-
cluded. The grapes in these trays will
“‘cure”’ in a few days, that is, the skin
will become toughened and the stems
less rigid.
When cured, they may be packed in
boxes, or they may be left in tha trays
until marketed.
Suime growers pack at once, as soon a8
the fruit is in proper condition, and
keep it in the boxes until it is sent off.
The boxes are opened at the bottom
and the buuches laid in, taking care to
select such clusters as will pack closely ,
they should be so full that some pressure
will be required in nailing on the bot-
