of Tukio, Jupan, one of the test known
inissionaries in the Orieut, sud a native
of Goderich. The large audi-uce which
atlended the service was ieated to a
practical address upon the work of mis-
sions in Jupan. He vpened by express-
ing his regret that he was unot able to
come to Goderich when first requested,
but that his work now would be ‘as it
were, a supplementary missionary weet-
mg. He would not give a sermon, but
rather a missivnary $alk about the mis-
sivn work in Japa .—a country where
unti! lacely the word of God was but
little kuywn. While he wou d coofine
himself to Japan, he did unt thereby
intend to minify the work dune in uther
countries. The word of the Saviour was
“Go ye unto all the world, and preach
the Gospel #’ and that church which con-
tented ltulf with doing its own work
only—the work at huwme—wass not in
sympathy with the heart of the Master.
1t was scandal to the church of Christ |2
that after eighteen couturies 8o little has
been done ; and that toduy the so-called
Christian civilization was a barrier rath.
or than a help to the spread of the Goe
pel in outside natious. Wo have been
praying for years for an “‘open doer”
that we might preach the Goapel to the
heathen. These prayers hnvo been an-
swered, and there is not & plnco now in
all the earth where the wessengars of the
cross zannot go.  Into every lsnd, and
aluost into every city sud town on this
cound planet, the church uf Christ mav
send its preachers to tell the Gespel
atory. The church should ncw rise to
the responsibility of the hour. The
wedlth of the church is fast iucreasing,
and if properly used this wealth could ||
bring a knewledge of the Guspel to ev-
sry man, woman, and child in a few
years ; but instead of that Christians
were putting up fiue houses of worship,
and building up their own splendid in-
stitutions, and giving & wmere pauper’s
pittance to the spread of the Guspel. In
the New Testament smphusis is laid upon
what the church is to do. 1lts work is to
*‘make disciples of all nations.” It was
for us to rise to the sublimity of our aut iy
in this work, to get out of our own se
fishness, and get into the spirit of the
Lord Jesus Christ. We should get into
the idea that we are partners with God in
this great work, and when we under-
stood thus, our business on earth would
be glonhod into Heavenly business, and
there will be less business failures than
therc are today. If the church of God
would honor Gud with gouds and greater
work for Him, God would bhonor them
with His bhelp to a larger extent than
.mow, But the church dves unot believe
God fully, and makes God » liar. It
will often be found that where money is
made and not consecrated to God, it be-
comes a curse instead of a blessing, but
where it is used to the honor of God, it
will be found that it becomas a blessing
to all concerned.  Speakivg directly of
work in Japan, the speaker enid that if
the map was hunted up, it would appear
as if Jupan was a very little place. It is
about the sawe size as Great Britain and
Ireland, and has aboui the same popula-
tion. It is true they are heathen, but he
counselled his hearers against falling in-
to the error that they were barbarians or
uneducated. They are heathen only in
the seuse that they are uuacquainted
with knowledye of Christ. Just as the
ancient Greeks were heatheus, although
they kad phiosophy, aud poetry and
learning, and a high type of ciilization,
But the religion of God was .ot there,
and there was a moral rot ; aud that old
civiliza ion went down in rottenneu and
ruiz and has pussed away. In Japan
the intellectual faculties ure hivhly cul-
tivated, and poetry and literature and
philosophy, politics and art, flourish as
with us, aithough, of course, different in
manv respects to yur own. Thay lacked
orly the iight of the Guspel tv lifv them
up to the very highest puin  uf civiliza-
tion. The Jupanese is fast turndng from
the Oricntal custows, wod is utilizing our
ralnay, telegraph and posta! systems,
and it is the duty of the church to bring
the hight of the Gospel in a » commensur
ate degres. Only 40 years azo that land
was closed to Christ, out today there is
a marve lous transforwation, and there
is not a laud on the face of the earth
more open to the G.spel, and where its
messenger ia better protected than in
Japan, that empire of 37.000,000 of peo-
ple. That nation is in a state of infidel-
ity today except where the Guspel has
been preached ; for today the visage that
was marred more than any wan's has
bewsn recoguized by the best inteliects of
Jupan as that of Him who was the best
and purest that ever trod upon the earth.
They acknowledge that the best moral
tanching is that of the Lord Jesus
Christ. Ttis our duty to briug that dear

them, until we lead them to accept Him
as the One wha is able to lift them up to
the high plane of thought that older
Christian  countries huve  reached,

Speaking of the relative swmount of mon.
ey spent to convert the people of Japan,
he said that v.ut oue cent for each adult
had beeu spent in a year for the salva-
tion of the people. There were men
working thers in the church preaching
and teaching, and men translating the
bible iuto Japaunese and prioting it.  But
there was only about one predcher to
every 500 000 of a population ; that was
at ths rate of ten uinisters to all the
D mnmown of Canada.
