Horrible, isn’t it?
And yet somehow I was reminded 

of ft when several of my letter friends 
urged me to s]>eak up for the babies 
whose mothers, fathers and caretakers 
while not intending to be cruel, actu­
ally do mistreat the little ones, by ex­
posing their eyes to glaring light.

Writes one woman, "Oan you exhort 
mothers to shade the eyes of their ba­
bies from bright light? I so often see 
poor babies blinking that I hope you 
can protest. The little caps are 
wretched covers for eyes. I once met 
a man' in the business streets wheeling 
a baby tilted back to the blazing sun­
shine, so that the child Was winking 
and blinking in evident discomfort. 1 
mustered courage to say, ‘Your baby's 
eyes!’ He promptly and emphatically 
replied. ‘The sunshine is good for 
him.’ Of course, it is good for his 
body but not for his eyes. I know a 
man who went blind, because he was 
left asleep outdoors with the sun shin­
ing in his eyes."

Surely this is something about 
which mothers and fathers cannot be 
too careful. Yes. of course, seven- 
eights of them are jilready taking 
every precaution.

But it isn’t for those that this is 
written.

I was calling on a neighbour of 
mine the other day, when her little 
boy, who is only four years and a half 
old, came home from an errand on 
which she had sent him.

The errand was one which had tak­
en a ten minutes' walk, including two 
crossings.

"I wouldn’t," said the mother, “if it 
were not tor the training we have giv­
en him. Philip never steps into the 
street until he has carefully looked 
both ways and seen that nothing ie 
coming.-

"Ever since he was old enough to 
know anything at all, I have trained 
him that way until it is just as much 
a habit as it is for him to eat with a 
spoon instead of with his fingers. Even 
when he is playing and fis ball rolls 
into the street, he never runs out aft­
er it until he has looked both ways to 
see if the road is clear. Of course it 
has taken a good bit of talking, in­
sisting and some punishments, bnt I 
think it has all been worth while, for 
1 feel so safe about him. Besides I 
think the habit is one which will be 
good for him to have all his life."

Since that day I have seen Philip 
alone two or three times and seen him 
cross the street in just the same man­
ner his mother described, so 1 am sure 
she has reason for her confidence.

Now. don’t you think her method of 
inculcating a habit of oarefulnees ie 
a better way to guard a child's safety, 
than simply to grasp his hand when 
you come to a crossing and tow him 
willy-nilly across?

Of course towing him across is e 
very simple and safe way when yov 
are with him. but you can’t always be 
with him, especially as he grows old­
er, whereas the habit-of looking bolt 
ways before he tries to cross a street 
if deeply enough inculcated, will ht 
his constant companion.

Philip’s mother said further thaï 
even when she and his father wen 
out walking with him they did not 
take hold of his hand at a crossing 
but simply reminded him to look 
sharp, and thus taught him to assunu 
reponsibility.

When one sees adults alight from 
car and start to the sidewalk m 
launch thmeslves Into a bn 
thcvoiighiare, looking neither to tii 
r’ght not left, one can fully enrlovst 
the idea that this habit' of keeping hie 
eyes open will be a unique and much 
to be desired safeguard to Philip.

The Manchus were originally sav­

ages from the wilds of Manchuria, t 
desert region of rock and sand. It 
is as if a horde of Arab tribesmen 
from say. the hinterland of Tripoli, 
were to swoop in upon London, cap­
ture it. conquer Britain, and reduce 
the British people to the condition ol 
a subject race.

Ear* Hate and Despises the Other.
In such a case no bond of love be­

tween conquered and conquerors 
could, of course, ever exist. It is the 
same with the Chinese and their Man- 
chu conquerors. Each hates and de­
spises the other.

The Manchus, because they were 
savages, treated us savagely, have al­
ways done so. Until quite recently no 
Chinaman was permitted to walk on 
the same side of the street as a Ttian- 
chu. The Chinaman wqs made to don 
a different and distinctive dress from 
that worn by the Manchu. We were 
not even allowed to wear our hair as 
it Suited us. We were ordered to let 
it grow long. Hence the familiar 
Çhinese “pigtail."

The Manchus are known every­
where throughout China by their 
short hair. Only a few years back a 
Chinaman who dared to presume to 
crop his head, woud soon have no head 
to crop.

No Manchu man could marry a 
Chinese woman, or vice versa. Nor 
were the two races permitted to entre 
into business relations with one an­
other. The wealthiest Chinese mer­
chant, meeting In the street the poor-

i----------------------------------- i a

est and most humble Manchu, was 
compelled to kow-tow to him, make 
way for him, stand aside.

The Mancha women, in order to dif­
ferentiate themselves from our wives 
and daughters bound their feet so 
tightly that they were unable to walk, 
and had to be carried about by our 
meo-folk. They degraded us, in fact, 
to the level of beasts of burden, in or­
der the more effectually to show their 
contempt for us.

Kept in Idleness by tlie Chinese.

And for all these indignities that 
were put upon us, we got nothing in 
return. The Normans, when they 
conquered England, rendered service 
for the people they conquered, and 
your ruling classes—mainly their de­
scendants—have continued to do so to 
this day. But no Manchu ever did 
anything for China.

They are an idle race, kept in idle­
ness by the Chinese. Every town and 
•filage throughout China has its Man­

chu colony, the members of which are 
entitled to be fed and clothed at the 
uubile expense.

Even the humblest and poorest 
Manchu claims his daily dole of rice, 
Those who have power and influence 
mild themselves palaces, surround 
hemselves with every luxury. They 

ire like innumerable lèechcs, sucking 
he life-blood from the country, giving 

nothing in return.
The Manchu is a loafer, and glories 

n the fact. He lets his finger-nails 
trow to an enormous length, in order 
o make it plain to everybody that he 
lever has worked and never intends 
o.

The poor simple Chinaman works; 
nd works, too, far harder than any 

Jritisher would ever dream of doing. 
There are no Bank Holidays in China, 
to Sundays. It is work, work, work, 
ill the year round, from daylight till 
lark, every day and all day, from the 
■radie to the grave. And on this 
teaseless toil the Manchu battens.

But retribution is overtaking him: 
as overtaken him. No race can cul- 
ivate idleness as a fine art. and con- 
inue to exist The Manchus who con- 
luered us three centuries ago were 
savages, it is true, but they were fine 
savages, stalwart, big men, and brave. 
The Manchu to-day has no bravery 
eft, and his only bigness is in his 
itomach.—P. W.

Our Business 
Government.

For ways that are dark
And tricks that are vain.
The PICNIC PARTY is peculiar.

There was a time when the present 
Minister of Justice, Hon. D. Morlson, 
craved for what he called a business 
Government. For some two and a 
half years he has been a prominent 
member of the present Government, 
which has shown itself to be anything 
but a business Government. Indeed 
they have proved themselves to be 
what Sir Edward Morris in a certain 
election address, called “a pack of 
political apprentices," “not competent 
to run a bull’s eye shop." The apt­
ness of these expressions to the Morris 
aggregation will be evident to every­
one. Witness the unbusiness-like 
giving out of thousands of square 
miles of timber and pulp areas, wit­
ness the picnicking, witness the 
squandering of money on the Agricul­
tural Commissioners, witness other 
extravagant expenditures of money 
among supporters, witness the ap- 
pointmetit of heelers to Government 
jobs; witness the gross miscalcula­
tion in financing the building of the 
Railway branches; witness the mud­
died speech of the Premier at Burin on 
the finances of railway building; wit­
ness the Government's venture in cat­
tle-jobbing.

All the Picnic Party can do when 
questioned as to the conduct of Gov­
ernment business is to tell the people, 
whom they misrepresent, to wait and
see.

Although we have already put quite 
a number of queries to this unbusi­
nesslike administration, our quer­
ies are by no means exhausted, and 
to-day we add some questions to the 
list.

Is It a fact that Minister Blandford 
and Commissioner Downey sent an 
order to a person in Nova Scotia for a 
large number of bulls and rams, and 
that the Nova Scotian bought them in 
Toronto?

Is it a fact that 60 bulls, weighing 
from 600 to 800 lbs., cost landed at 
Sydney about $110.00 each?

Is it a fact that 300 ram lambs of 80 
to 90 lbs. cost the Government about 
$8.00 each?

Is it a fact that 300 rams. 100 to 120 
lbs. >ach, cost the Government about 
$12.00 each.

We are informed that bulls can be 
bought in Toronto at 3|4c. to 4c. a lb.. 
and that rams can be bought at 4 to 
4V-C. per lb.

What have the Premier, the Minister 
of Agriculture and the Commissioners 
of Agriculture to answer to these 
queries?

Again, why was a Bluenose employ­
ed to buy the stock In place of a local 
man?

In conclusion, we ask why the De­
partment pay such high prices for 
rattle, and why the Department sold 
other cattle at the prices which pre­
vailed at that notorious sale on the 
Government farm?

A sudden and unexpected snow 
storm struck the West Coast yester­
day and put the whole cross-country 
train service out of kelter. Between 
Bay of f'slands and Codroy the- coun­
try was covered with snow to an av­
erage depth of a foot and a half this 
morning. The express that left Port 
aux Basques about 1 p.m. yesterday 
could get no further than North 
Branch, where she was stalled all 
night, while the snow storm raged 
like in mid-winter. This train is 
there yet. The express going- west, 
that left here Tuesday, got only as 
far as Petrie’s Crossing, where it was 
stuck alt night. Two engines were at­
tached to this train but they were not 
able to pull through.

Even on this end there was 
great havoc done by the gale, there 
being 25 poles down between Norris 
Arm and Bishop's Falls—13 miles.

There 
must be something mysterious about 
these transactions, there was a 
lot of local cattle sold here a day or 
Jjtvo ago not one whit,better,.and they 
all brought fair prices. Some of these 
butchers were there and bought them, 
but no cattle went for eight.and ten 
dollars each.

See here. Mr. Editor, a great 
thought strikes me. Oh, why did no­
body think of it before!

You are asking how the Govern­
ment was going to pay for the build­
ing of the branch railways. Sure, 
did not the Government save an auc­
tioneer's and his clerk's expenses at 
this sale? Did not the Secretary sell 
them, and didn’t the Commissioner 
mark the prices down ? (I never 
knew Mr. Downey's title before). 
Won’t that go a long way towards 
building those railway branches?

I wonder, Mr. Editor, whether the 
Government will continue its venture 
in cattle-jobbing after your exposure 
of this affair, and thus enable some 
butcher to continue makiiig a good 
thing out of it.

Conciliation Boards.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Mr. Editor,—I wish to bring 
under the notice of all parties inter­
ested in maintaining harmonious re­
lations between employers and em­
ployed the necessity of establishing 
by law some form of Arbitration or 
Conciliation Boards to deal with labor 
disputes.

1 have in mind a labor dispute that 
occurred in this city last summer as 
a result of a difference of opinion be­
tween a merchant and a man employ-' 
ed at stevedoring. Now T do not in­
tend to express any opinion on the 
merits of the case, but I know that 
this strike was likely to be a serious 
affair, and would in time affect the 
freight handlers and truckmen.

A jfew years ago we had the mould­
ers’ strike. There were about thirty 
men in that Union, and in conse­
quence of that strike all the build­
ing trades of St. John’s were affected. 
Hundreds of carpenters, masons and 
others were walking the streets idle, 
because orders for piers, girders and 
other iron work could not be filled.

We can see by this result that un­
der modern conditions you cannot 
have a strike in one trade without in­
juring others. *

In view of the fact that all our 
large industries are now organized. I 
submit that it is wise for our legis­
lators' and those who are responsible 

'for the working out of labor prob­
lems to get together and form Con­
ciliation and Arbitration Boards. As 
matters are at present, the manager 
of a large mercantile firm and the 
President of a Labor Union may have 
a sharp difference of opinion on some 
trivial màtter. both may be hot-head­
ed men and in a temper declare eith­
er a lock-oùt or a strike that would 
affect thousands, and may possibly 
end after weeks of suffering and bit­
terness even in bloodshed. Now it is 
obvious that if we had a law that 
compelled both parties to submit their 
little differences to a small board of 
cool-headed men. this dispute would 
likely be settled promptly to the satis­
faction of all without any misery or 
suffering resulting. »

It is a terrible power to place in 
the hands of a merchant or delegate, 
that without previous reference to 
any third party they can, on their 
own judgment, declare a lock-out or 
a strike.

I commend these few thoughts to 
the Board of Trade and also the Trade 
and Labor Council of St. John’s, be­
lieving that after consideration a 
measure will be passed by the Legis­
lature that will make it unlawful to, 
declare a strike or loc.k-out without 
submitting the question to the Concili­
ation and Arbitration Board of the 
</elony. I think tfrat this Board ought 
to be presided over by a .Judge of the 
Supreme Court with two men. one 
representing Capital, the other Labor.
